The motive behlnd the brutal mur­
ders of a Tennessee man, woman and 
child may have been more pecuniary 
than paranormal, but an acquaintance 
of the slaying suspects has claimed 
the group left Eastern Kentucky with 
murder in mind. 

Six suspects, five of whom have 
Aoyd County ties, are in police cus­
tody in Arizona, awaiting extradition 
to Tennessee. The four adults and two 
juveniles apparently were arrested 
after crossing into Mexico, nearly 
avoiding capture. 

The suspects have been identi­
fied as Joseph Lance Risner, 20, of 
Paintsville, a fonner Floyd County 
resident and a dropout from Floyd 

' Technical High School; Edward 
Dean Mullins, 19, and Karen 
Renea Howell, 17, of Toler; and 
Natasha Wallen Cornett, 18. and 
Cl'}stal Renea Sturgill, 18, of Betsy 
La) ne. The sixth suspect. 14-year­
old Jason Blake Bryant, is from 
Marrowbone in Pike County. 

Police believe the victims, Vidar 
; Lillelid, 34, his wife Delfina, 28, and 

daughter Tabitha, 5, were shot to 
death during a car-jacking and rob­
bery. Their son, Peter. 2, was shot as 
well, but remains in critical condition 
in a Knoxville hospital. 

While the motive appears to have 
been robbery, an acquaintance of the 
suspects, whose identity will be with­
held until her story is confirmed by 
police, allegedly told classmates 
Monday at Betsy Layne High School 
that the group, which participated in 
occult rituals and practiced self-muti-

lation, had "decided to take victims" before leav­
ing Eastern Kentucky Sunday afternoon. 

Since the arrests Tuesday afternoon of the six 
suspects, infonnation related to the group's activi­
ties before and after the murders has grown from 
unusual to bizarre. 

The story began to unfold on Friday, April 4, 
when the suspects and others apparently gathered 
at the Colley Motel near Pikeville for a seance. 

Motel manager Jim Cochran said Risner paid 
the room charge with $32 in cash and the group ap­
parently left the room about 4 a.m. Saturday. 
Cochran found an "excessive" amount of blood in 
the room that morning, broken razor blades, and 
discovered the number 6 burned into the room's 
carpet. The number 666 is considered by Biblical 
reference to be the "mark of the beast," or Satan. 

Cochran said there were no complaints about

excessive noise from the suspects' room, but wit­
nesses saw the six leave the motel in the same car 
that was found at the murder scene. He added that 
the six were thought to be connected with a theft at 
the motel Friday night and that the merchandise, a 
television and work boots, had been recovered but 
not returned. 

After leaving the motel, the six apparently trav­
elled to the home of Cornett's mother, Madonna 
Wallen. at Betsy Layne, where they slept until af­
ternoon. 

Wallen told reporters Wednesday that when she 
came home Saturday night, the group was huddled

State renews vow

Retirement plan called 'deficit dodge'

State school officials could nix 
an early retirement incentive pro­
posal approved Tuesday by the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
because the practice was described 
as a tool to "dodge the deficit bul­
let." 

At Wednesday's meeting of the 
Kentucky School Board in 
Paintsville, state board members 
questioned the use of an early re­
tirement plan by the Magoffin 
County Board of Education as a 
deficit-reduction measure. Magof­
fin's proposal calls for the plan to 

be effective July I, rather than June 
30, which is the end of the school 
year. State members disapproved 
the practice. saying tt would put the 
district into financial difficulties

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Infant facing tough odds 
in her fight for survival

Nine-month-old Sarah Lafferty 
came out of thl.! intenstve care unit 
at Marke) Cancer Center in 
Lexington. TilUrsda). Apnl 10. hut 
the infant is facing some pretty 
tough odds in her fight for survival. 

Lafferty underwent a hone mar­
row transplant on March 6. At first, 
she was domg well with the trans­
plant, hut she developed graft vs. 
host (GVH) t.hscasc in "'hich the 
transplant rejects its host body. 

GVH is rated from 0. meantng 
that the patient is showmg no signs 
of the rejection, to 4, a "'orsc case 

scenario. Sarah s GVH is rated at 4. 
The mfant was treated \\ ith high 

doses of sterotds to combat rhe 
GVH. but she dtd rot respond to 
treatment, according to her mother 
Pauletta. Instead. she developed 
severe pancreatitis and her liver and 
ktdneys weren't functiontng well. 

Sarah was put in JCU last 
Wednesday and her physicians 
were "very pessimistic," Paulctta 
satd Sarah was put on a drug. ATG. 
to fight GVH. Doctors told Paulctta 
that with ATG there ts only a 20 
percent chance for the patient. If 
Sarah doesn't respond to ATG, she 
will be put on expenmental drugs. 

Pauletta is hopeful. though, that 

Sarah ma) he showmg carl) signs 
thi.lt the drug a-. \\or long. She sho\lld 
knm\ b) tlus \\CCkcnd if the drug is 
\\Orking

Kelly said some school boards 
are opting for the retirement plans 
instead of choosing not to renew 
contracts, "'hich is usually done to 
reduce staff in a district.

around candles. They got up and 
walked smgle-filc out of the trailer 
with Cornett and Howell holding 
hands.

Sometime Sunday, April 6, 
Risner returned to Paintsville, bor­
rowing a blue 1984 Chevrolet 
Citation from his mother, Mary 
Castle. That car was found at the 
murder scene, stuck in a ditch with 
its lights on, motor running and 
license plate removed. 

Two homes in the Paintsville area 
were burglarized Sunday. Two 
weapons, a .25 caliber handgun and 
a 9mm pistol were stolen as was an 
amount of cash. The six are suspects 
in the burglaries, but authorities 
have not said if the weapons stolen 
are the type used in the murders. 

Later Sunday. the six suspects 
returned to Wallen's home to retrieve 
their belongings. At 6:20 p .m. that 
evening, the Citation was stopped 
for speeding in Gate City, Virginia. 
and Risner was given a ticket. 

Earlier Sunday, about 2;30 p.m., 
Bryant's father called state police, 
records show, when his 14-year-old 
son started to leave home with 
Cornett and Risner.

At about 8:20 p.m The Greene 
County, Tennessee Sheriffs depart­
ment receaved a call of shots being 
fired near the Baileyton exit on 
Interstate 81. Deputies found the 
four members of the Lillelid family 
m a datch on a gravel road near that 
exit. The parents were dead and the 
children were critically wounded. 
Tabitha Ltllelid died at about noon 
Monday, April 7. 

At about 3:15 p.m. (Eastern 
Time) Monday, the Lillelid's van, 
which had been taken from the mur· 
der scene, was stopped in Douglas, 
Arizona and the six suspects were 
arrested without incident. 
Authorities said Bryant was injured, 
apparently by a gunshot, but they 
did not say how he was shot or by 
whom. 

learned that the vehicle was being 
sought in connection with the 
'Iennesscc murders. The six were 
held by customs agents until they 
were turned over to the custody of 
Douglas, Arizona police. 

The /Jerald reported Wednesday 
that the suspects did not resist arrest 
and that Douglas police officer Jean 
Traheo said they were not armed. 

"Between the six of them, all they 
had was about $20." Traheo said. 

The four adult suspects: Risner, 
Mullins, Sturgill and Cornett, 
waived extradition to Tennessee 
Wednesday and will be returned for 
trial, where they face the death 
penalty if convicted. 

Cornett's attorney. Eric Conn, 
said Thursday that he has already 
spoken with Cornett and that he 
would be flying to Arizona the same 
night for extended meetings with 
her. 

The juveniles, Howell and 
Bryant, will fight extradition . 
lenncssce officials will attempt to 
have Hov.cll and Bryant tried as 
adults. but they cannot be executed 
under -.tate laws. They can be sen­
tenced to hfe in pnson, however.

Earlier reports suggested that the 
suspects were arrested while 
attempting to enter Mexico. but The 
Paintsville Herald reported 
Wednesday that the stolen van was 
stopped nearly 25 miles beyond the 
U.S.-Mexican border at a check­
point, where they were turned back 
toward the U.S after Mexican offi­
cials discovered they had not 
obtained a permit to enter the coun­
try. Had the van not been selected at 
random for a permit check, the sus­
pects would likely have made it 
deeper into Mexico and avoided 
capture. 

After being turned around, The 
Herald reported, the van's license 
plate was entered into a teletype at 
the border, and customs agents

1992, when legislation authorized VA to provide sex­
ual trauma counseling, more than 15,000 women vet­
erans have been treated in Vet Centers and medical 
centers. We have been able to help them regain their 
self-confidence and self-esteem, and improve the 
quality of their lives. 

We must deal with this tragic 
and terrible event with the 
strength and determination we 
have employed against past 
abominations. 

The responsibility for such 
heinous acts is with those who 
commit them, not the region 
from which they came. 

We have no crosses to bear. 
We will bear them just the 

same, though, because, rightly 
or wrongly, these accused killers 
were once among us and W(;)ldid­
n't see them for what they are. 

No one who has heard or read about incidents of 
sexual assault against women in the military can feel 
anything but deep regret and sorrow, perhaps anger, 
that such an incident could have occurred to someone 
wh1le in service to our country. It is wrong for any 
woman to undergo such a devastating experience. But 
in the military. where trust and camaraderie are such 
an integral part of military ltfe, a profound sense of 
betrayal compounds the other devastating effects sex­
ual trauma can have on a person's physical and emo­
tional health. 

To reach us, women veterans can call our national 
toll-free telephone number-1-800-827-1000-and be 
put in touch with a women veterans' coordinator at a 
VA regional office who can give them information on 
VA programs and assist in referring them to a VA med­
ical center, Vet Center or community program. Women 
veterans also can get information on VA compensation 
benefits for disabilities or injuries resulting from sex­
ual trauma. 

This hideous act is not typical 
of our region nor are those who 
committed it our typical youths. 

Brace yourselves, though, for 
the onslaught, the tabloid head­
lines and the talk show tripe that 
will certainly attempt to grab 
your eyes and ears with talk of 
"Hillbilly Vampires" or 
"Backwoods Beelzebubs." 

Sight will cure the blind, they 
say, and our eyes are opened 
now. 

Many women veterans have come to the 
Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) for counseling 
and treatment for the aftereffects of sexual trauma. 
But we know that many more have never discussed it 
with anyone. 

They may be uncomfortable talking about their 
expenence and even wonder if they can. This unfortu­
nately talking about their experience and even wonder 
if they can. 

I recently sent letters to some 400,000 women vet­
erans to tell them about the programs and services 
available to them-special programs targeted to meet 
their unique health-care needs, including counseling 
and treatment for sexual trauma. VA facilities across 
the nation also are conducting outreach campaigns of 
their own. 

Too late to change the ending 
of this horror story. 

It will come and we will be 
forced to endure it. 

Soon enough, we pray, to 
keep any more chapters from 
being written. 

This unfortunately common reaction to sexual trau­
ma is something that we in VA are trying to counter by 
reaching out to women veterans to let them know that 
there is help available to them. 

It is VA's goal to ensure that we are meeting the 
healthcare needs of women veterans-now numbering 
1.2 million. And it also is our goal to make them aware 
of the benefits they have earned and deserve. Today, 
women comprise some 14 percent of the active mili­
tary force. But, we don't grow monsters VA has a cadre of dedicated, compassionate profes­

sionals who can provide confidential priority counsel­
ing and treatment for the victims of sexual assault, 
battery or harassment while on active duty. Since

if he had lied and said he wasn't part 
of the racial majority. 

However, Kentucky, like most 
states, does consider an applicant's 
racial and ethnic status when accept­
ing or denying entrance into state 

·colleges and universities. 
Such practices obviously fail to 

promote the establishment of a "color 
blind" society but the rationalization 
for them is that "positive measures 
are needed to overcome the residual 
effects of generations of discrimina­
tion." 

The establishment of policies and 
special programs which differentiate 
citizens based on the color of their 
skin is part of the controversial, and 
increasingly unpopular, national plan, 
less offensively known as 
Affirmative Action. 

In Kentucky, Affirmative Action 
applied to education has been given a 
title which suggests an even greater 
degree of innocence: "The Kentucky 
Plan for Equal Opportunities in 
Higher Education." After all, who 
could argue that "equal opportunity 
in higher education" is a bad idea. 
But to carry out the basic objective 
of this program. which is to "recruit 
and retain to graduation larger num-

bers of Kentucky resident African­
American students," the General 
Assembly must pass laws that aid 
minorities while intentionally ignor­
ing the racial majority. 

For example, in 1994 the state leg­
islature created a scholarship pro­
gram for students planning to 
become teachers in Kentucky. 

But unlike most state sponsored 
scholarships the money (tax money) 
was awarded to students based solely 
upon their prior academic perfor­
mance 

The scholarship awards would first 
have to be given to a proportion of 
minorities equal or greater than the 
number of minorities who applied. In 
other words, if ten percent of the 
applicants were minorities then ten 
percent, or more, of the scholarships 
had to be given to minorities. 

As it turned out, 14 minority stu­
dents were given scholarships in the 
program's first year, when only three 
minorities would have qualified had 
the awards been based on academic 
performance. 

This meant that 11 non-minority 
students who had worked hard 
enough to make themselves academi­
cally qualified did not receive schol-

arships. 
Outraged about this state-mandat­

ed racial discrimination, an East 
Kentucky Senator, John David 
Preston (no longer in the General 
Assembly). wrote letters to the 11 
non minority students who fell vic­
tim to the reverse-discrimination 
informing them of the injustice 
which had been done to them. Such a 
move was "politically incorrect" and 
the mescapable result were distorted 
accusatiOnS, delivered by affirmative 
action supporters, that Preston was 
promoting racism. 

That was in 1994, the year of the 
Republican revolution in Congress, 
when a wave of conservative 
demands began to abruptly roll 
throughout the country. 

Two years later, affirmative action 
has been attacked so severely by 
main stream Americans that move­
ments to end racial preferences have 
surfaced in the most liberal of states. 

Last November, California voters 
passed Proposition 209, an amend­
ment to their state constitution which 
would have, in effect, made their 
state government completely color­
bhnd, from the granting ot state con­
tracts to the admission process at 

their state universities. 
But a federal judge (an ex-board 

member of the ACLU) temporarily 
banned its implementation until, 
probably, late this year when the 
courts will decide its constitutionali­
ty. Several other states, such as 
Florida and Colorado, have already 
began forming legislation to create 
color-blind governments. 

Here m Kentucky, however, tlie 
announcement of Governor Patton's 
May 5th Special Session immediately 
prompted the State Council on 
Higher Education's committee on 
equal opportunities to draft a plan 
which would compel Kentucky uni­
versities to "cooperate" to produce a 
"warm, welcoming environment" for 
minority students. 

No one could argue that such a 
plan is a bad idea. But, if "coopera­
tion" means that non-minority geo­
graphic regions (such as Eastern 
Kentucky) and qualified students in 
the racial majority are not given truly 
equal opportunities, than it is certain­
ly a bad idea.

The detectors arc a "mini com· 
puler," hrefighter Bill Callihan 
sa1d. adding that the detectors 
reveal the amount of carhon 
monox1de to '' h1ch the body has 
been exposed. 

The detectors arc manufactured 
b) AIM Safety CorporatiOn, in 
Austin. Texas. 

"It's a momtor that reads the 
amount of (carhon) monox1de that 
\\as in the detector for the past e1ght 
and a half da) s," Callihan said. 
"Now, not only do you kno\\ when 
carbon monox1de 1s m your house. 
but ) ou can also find out the 
amount your body has received.'' 

Callihan said the detectors use 
lithium batteries and a special tool 
retets the detector. 

The firefighter said people who 
have been exposed to even small 
amounts of carbon monoxide over a 
long period of time could be affect­
ed. 

"Once a body receives carbon 
monoxide, it takes several weeks 
for it to get rid of it," he said. "If 
people continually enter a house 
with (the deadly gas) in It - the 
body will continually accumulate 
that amount.'' 

The fire department and Special 
Operations Unit are selling the 

detectors and have dec1ded to ser­
vice the detectors when needed. 

Callihan sa1d if a Prestonsburg 
resident purchases the detector, 
then the fire department w1ll mstall 
the device and respond to the rest· 
dence when the device goes oft to 
monitor the levels of the deadly gas 
in the house. 

But. he added that residents out­
side of the city limits would have to 
bring the detectors to the fire station 
to be checked for the amount of car­
bon monoxide in their residences. 

"People outside the city are 
encouraged to purchase one of the 
detectors. but we can't mstall the 
device," Callihan satd "Although. 
1f they bring the detector to the sta­
tiOn. we can check the levels of car­
bon monoxide that are at the resi­
dence." 

Callihan said the fire department 
is checking with the city to try to 
get approval to go to residence~ in 
the North Floyd Fire District to 
check on the detectors. 

The firefighter said any house 
that is not total electric should have 
a carbon monoxide detector. 

"Carbon monoxide is caused by 
any open flame in your house," 
Callihan said. 

He said carbon monoxide can be 
in a home by several different 
means. Carbon monoxide can get 
into a residence through cracked 
furnace chambers; unvented gas 
heaters; loose exhaust fueling on 
water tanks; loose vents on heater, 
improperly vented gas stoves; aDd 
improper flames, Callihan said.

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Judge ordered violations to be filed away, witnesses say

County Judge-Executive Hobert 
Meade allegedly ordered that lists 
of people in violation of the coun­
ty's mandatory garbage pick-up 
ordinance be filed away and no 
action be taken on them, say two 
witnesses in Apple Valley 
Sanitation's upcoming $3 million 
lawsuit against the fiscal court. 

Apple Valley filed suit a year 
ago, charging the fiscal court with 
failing to enforce its mandatory 

• trash collection ordinance, ulti­
mately resulting in $3 million in 
lost revenue for the trash hauler. 

In sworn depositions, Apple 
Valley president David Lusk and 
Johnson County's solid waste coor­
dinator, Willard Burton, say at least 
four lists of people who had 
stopped paying for trash collection 
were filed away on Meade's orders 
and that the county never tried to 
pursue the violators. 

"I produce computer lists of cus­
tomers, because they're so big I • 

don't want to mail them, and I'll 
call him and tell him they're ready 
and there's times he never picks 
them up ... " Lusk said, in his deposi­
tion, taken February 22. "And 
every month I generate a delin­
quency list of those that we've 
dropped service because of delin­
quency, and he doesn't pick them 
up on a regular basis. I've mailed 
them; I've dropped them off to him. 
It just doesn't happen very often 
that. .. He just doesn't want to do it, 
or he's been instructed not to do do 
it." 

When defense attorney Michael 
J. Schmitt asked if Burton had ever 
told Lusk that he'd been ordered 
not to follow up on the lists of 
delinquent accounts, Lusk said yes. 
He said that Burton had told him 
that Meade had ordered him not to 
pursue the list. 

"[Burton] told me that his 
instructions were to file them 
away," Lusk said. "They don't go 
any farther than his office." 

Later, Lusk said that the coun­
ty's negligence of its solid waste

ordinance goes even further. 
"Actually, [Burton] doesn't even 

send out letters to [people not 
signed up for garbage service)," 
Lusk says in the deposition. "He 
was told not to mail out any letters 
to the people informing them of the 
law and their required participation 
in it. And to my knowledge, he's 
never sent one letter, unless it's 
been about an individual... There 
may be one or two, but they were 
pushed because of illegal dumping. 
But on a routine basis, no, he's 
never sent out a letter. They're all 
filed away." 

In his deposition, taken March 
20, Burton said that after receiving 
the first list of names of customers 
dropped by Apple Valley, he noti­
fied Meade within a couple of days. 

"I don't remember if it was that 
day, it may have been within the 
next couple of days, I contacted 
Hobert and told him that I had a list 
of people ... that had dropped ser­
vice with David ... , to sign back up, 
and he told me basically, just to 
hold on to the list. He would notify

me when to send them out," Burton 
said. 

With each subsequent list, 
Burton said he filed the remaining 
lists with the first one, without ask­
ing Meade about it. 

Meade never contacted him 
again about the names, Burton said. 

In his deposition, however, 
Meade has a different memory of 
his conversation with Burton about 
the list. 

When asked what instructions he 
gave Burton after receiving the list, 
the judge replied, "That we would 
participate in any way we possibly 
could to generate more participa­
tion, any way we possibly could." 

But Lusk said the county has 
done anything but. He said he even 
offered one time to stuff envelopes 
and mail them at his own expense if 
the county would just give him a 
form letter to notify people of the 
county's trash collection ordinance. 

Burton says he remembers the 
offer to pay the postage and that it 
was discussed at one time with the 
solid waste commission, but that 
nothing ever came of it. 

Lusk complained that the coun­
ty's failure to act on delinquent 
trash service customers causes a 
breakdown in the system designed 
to encourage participation in the 
mandatory garbage pick-up law. He 
said as it stands now, no one is 
going after people who do not dis­
pose of their trash properly. 

"[T]he court is going to have to 
come up with somebody to fight 
them-a deputy, or Mr. Burton, if 
he would be sworn in as a deputy," 
Lusk said. "Somebody has to put 
out a citation ... [County Attorney] 
Scott Preston said he would prose­
cute, but there's a gap in between 
the two implementations. 
Somebody has to cite them." 

The filed-away lists anti result­
ing lack of enforcement are only 
one example of how Lusk has said 
the county has thwarted his 
attempts to increase participation in 
trash service. 

The county's solid waste man­
agement plan requires the county to 
cross-reference Apple Valley's cus­
tomer list with the list of 911 
addresses to determine exactly who 
is and who is not taking part in 
mandatory trash pick-up. But Lusk 
claimed that has never been done. 

For his part, Burton said he has 
tried but has not been successful in 
cross-referencing the 911 list with a 

list of Apple Valley's customers 
because of differences between the 
two lists. 

In the deposition, Lusk says he 
has received mixed impressions 
from other members of the court 
and that he is unsure if they support 
mandatory garbage pick-up or not. 

For example, he says 
Commissioner Doug Branham did 
not sign up for g<trbage service until 
after he had been in office for a year 
and a half. 

Lusk said that Sheriff ' Don 
McFaddin does not subscribe to the 
service and, although Lusk says he 
has asked McFaddin to help him by 
citing people without service, he 
says the sheriff led him to believe 
that catching trash violators was a 
"non-priority" for his office. 

Lusk said part of his complaint 
also stems from background deal­
ings which have caused him con­
cern. 

"There's a lot of just negative 
image things where the court mem­
bers-the judge in particular, 
Branham-cast negative light on 
mandatory garbage collection. 
They didn't like it. They perceived 
it as somebody else's ordinance; 
Frankfort rammed it down their 
throat. At one time-this was dur­
ing the campaign and we were at 
the judge's store. He owns Meade's 
Market at Flat Gap ... And his father 
and brother came out and said ... 
looked at our garbage truck, looked 
it over, and spoke to the driver and 
asked a lot of questions about it and 
proceeded to tell the driver that as 
soon as they got in office, they 
would own the company. They 
were going to put us out of busi­
ness. They were going to take it 
over. Branham told Willard Burton 
that he wanted to build a transfer 
station at the county garage so that 
people would use a county-run sys­
tem versus a private-run business." 

Lusk said he has also had a prob­
lem with Meade and former County 
Judge-Executive Gail Gillem 
telling the public that they could get 
discount rates for garbage service, 
although Apple Valley never had 
such a rate. 

"In the course of daily operation, 
we have an office where people pay 
thefr garbage bills and, 4,200 cus­
tomers, maybe a third of them 
physically show up each month to 
pay their bill. And we had several 
people that would show up and say, 
"Well, I talked to the judge. The 

judge says that you ought to give 
me a discount because I'm x years 
old and ... " whatever. And it put us 
in an awkward situation," Lusk 
said. "When they would come 
directly from the court, thinking 
that the court has the authority ... in 
their mind, they thought the judge 
had the authority to do this, and 
they would demand that we give 
them a discount. And a lot of times 
we placated them." 

Lusk said that he has only had 
one conversation with Meade since 
the judge has been in office, and 
that one involved money. 

"The main conversation that I 
recall, Mr. Meade approached me 
and asked for a meeting in private, 
not in his office, and he wanted our 
company to start paying the county 
a franchise fee." 

Lusk said Meade asked him to 
pay a 50-cent-per-household fee 
each month. In return, Lusk said 
Meade indicated the county might 
help increase business. 

"It was vaguely implied that 
they would enforce or increase the 
participation if we paid them," 
Lusk said. 

However, Lusk said he told 
Meade that his company's agree­
ment with the county mentioned no 
franchise fee and he would not 
begin paying one. 

He said he also passed Meade's 
request on to the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation. 

But in his deposition, Meade 
says he has never asked that Apple 
Valley pay a franchise fee to the 
county. He said he merely asked for 
a donation back to the county if the 
court could find a way to bring par­
ticipation up. 

"I said, 'If we were able to get 
up to 80 percent, could you afford 
to give the county a 25-cent or 
whatever, toward-back to the 
county as a donation, toward hir­
ing-or clean up landfills and we 
could advertise that and U)' to get 
more participation, and that if we 
got to 90 percent. .. ' and he thought 
it was reasonable to do that. Could 
he give 50 cents back to the county 
to hire someone, and to go around 
and promote the solid waste pro­
gram, clean up landfills, and use 
that as an advertisement to actua1Jy, 
benefit his company, and help out 
as far as the expense we would have 
toward cleanups, and what we 
spend toward solid waste," Meade 
said.

A Martin County woman has 
been charged with selling her 14-
year-old daughter for sex. 
According to Martin County 
Sheriff Darriel Young, Bessie 
Smith McCoy, 36, who lives at 
Dempsey Housing Complex at 
Hode, was first suspected of "sell­
ing her daughter" more than three 
weeks ago but Commonwealth's 
Attorney Anna Melvin needed time 
to prepare the case. Tuesday, 
Melvin prepared an arrest warrant 
which was signed by Circuit Judge 
Stephen "Nick" Frazier. 

Ms. McCoy was arrested by 
Chief Sheriff's Deputy F.D. 

Fitzpatrick Tuesday at about 4 p.m. 
at her residence and charged with 
1st Degree Promoting Prostitution, 
a Class B felony which carries a 
maximum penalty of 10-20 years. 

According to the warrant, 
McCoy allowed Joey K. Stevens, 
20, of Dingess, West Virginia to 
have sex with the minor in 
exchange for money and the use of 
Dingess' vehicle. Stevens was 
expected to turn himself into the 
sheriff's deputies. 

He will be charged with 
Unlawful Transaction with a 
Minor, a Class D felony which car­
ries a maximum penalty of 1-5 
years. Ms. McCoy is being held at 
the Big Sandy Detention Center in 
lieu of a $10,000 cash bond.

Hospital to ask appeals court for new hearing

Pikeville Methodist Hospital, 
which last week was dealt a blow 
in its seven-year effort to keep its 
employees from unionizing, will 
petition a U.S. appeals court for a 
rehearing, a hospital attorney said 
Tuesday. 

Attorney Ray Haley said the 
grounds for rehearing are "very 
narrow," and he doesn't know if 
the court will grant the new hear­
ing. 

If a new hearing is not set, 
Haley, a Pikeville native, said he is 
ready to take the case to the 
Supreme Court. 

"This is an issue of public inter­
est," Haley said. "It is well beyond 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital." 

Last week, a three-judge panel 
of the U.S. Sixth Circuit Court of 
Appeals ruled that Pikeville 
Methodist can't hide behind the 
city of Pikeville to escape the juris­
diction of the National Labor 
Relations Board. 

The decision upheld an earlier 
ruling by an NLRB administrative 
judge, who had ruled there was no 

evidence to support claims that the 
city exercised any of its control 
over the hospital until union activ­
ities began. Seven years ago, the 
hospital's board of directors con­
tended unionization was not allow­
able because of the city's owner­
ship o~ the facility. 

The administrative judge called 
the move by the hospital and sup­
ported by the city commissioners a 
"sham transaction." 

Haley, however, said there are 
matt~rs the earlier hearing did not 
address. Haley said the legal termi-

. nology for the petition being filed 
is "en bane," and means the hospi­
tal is asking for a hearing tn the 
presence of all justices within the 
Sixth Circuit. 

He said this was one of two cir­
cuit court decisions concerning the 
NLRB new management training 
rationale. 

Pikeville Methodist Hospital is 
the largest private-sector employer 
in the county, employing more 
than I, I 00 people. 

In a written statement from the 
hospital, officials said, "The ruling 
of the court in no way overshad­
ows the hospital's continued com­
mitment...to provide this region 
with the best possible health care 
in a setting free from the potential 
disruptions of unionization." 

Jury recommends 20 years for 'bad disease'

A Dorton man described as like 
a "bad disease'' faces a 20-year 
prison sentence after being convict­
ed of coercing minor children to 
engage in various sexual acts with a 
woman. 

A Pike County Ctrcuit Court 
jury recommended the 20-year sen­
tence last Thursday for Edward 
Akers, 44, who was found guilty of 
two counts of unlawful transaction 
with a minor. 

Akers fled the courtroom as 
soon as the verdict was read, and 
did not hear the sentence recom-

mended by the jury. 
"I cannot remember any cases in 

Pike County in which someone got 
20 years for a crime that did not 
involve a fatality or serious physi­
cal injury, nor a case in which 
someone deserved 20 years more 
than Edward Akers," said Ron 
Burchett, an assistant common­
wealth's attorney. 

''He has been like a bad disease 
in this county for years, and we are 
thankful a jury had the good sense 
to cut it out. I have every confi­
dence he will be apprehended very 
soon. We have good leads on his 
whereabouts." 

Akers was charged with the 

crimes in July 1995, by Kentucky 
State Police Detective Kenneth 
Slone. 

Akers allegedly picked up a 
female, Paula Morley, at Marlow's 
Country Palace and brought her 
home, where he coerced minor 
children to engage in various sexu­
al acts with Morley. 

During the trial, Morley and the 
juveniles denied the acts. However, 
Debbie Harris, with the Pike 
County Department of Social 
Services, testified about what the 
boys and Morley told her soon after 
the charges were brought. 

The case was prosecuted by 
Burchett and Elizabeth Graham.

Christopher Lee: Classy actor, classy story 
I

• e Beaumanoir, the Grand Master of the

~ tiOn. 
~ "I read 'Ivanhoe' when I was a boy in 

school," Lee said. "I was very much 
taken by the book. Of course, I read it 
several times since. And each time I find 
something else in the book. that I had 
somehow overlooked before; perhaps 
because I hadn't learned enough about 
people, about the world, about any­
thing," he said. "At first, you see the vil­
lains as villains and the heroes as heroes. 
But as you get older, and you learn more 
about people, you realize that those 
whom we regard as evil, as villainous. 
don't see themselves that way at all. As a 
matter of fact, they see themselves as 
righteous folk doing the right things." 

Lee, the veteran English actor whose 
film career started in the 1940s and never 
stopped, may well hold the record for 
having appeared in major roles in more 
movies than anyone else. He was in 
Karachi, Pakistan when we chatted on 
the phone. 

"I'm involved in a fascinating project' 
here," he said. "We're making a film on 

the life of Mohammed. Working in 
Pakistan has been an extraordinary expe­
rience. I can't wait until tomorrow when 
my wife flies in so I can show her the city 
and, later, when I have more time, we 
plan to travel through the country a bit." 

Christopher Lee was especially 
pleased that there was no problem with 
him playing the Prophet. ''I am, after all, 
an English Protestant. But that didn't 
seem to matter " 

Religion, of course, is one of the 
major themes of "Ivanhoe." The basic 
story deals both with King Richard the 
Lionhearted going off to the Crusades 
and leaving h1s brother, King John, 
behind. as well as with the tensions 
between the old Saxon nobility and the 
Nonnans. 

But, as Christopher Lee makes clear, 
"The real power was in the Church at 
that time. And, as happens whenever 
power becomes absolute, or close to 
absolute. there IS always the danger of 

corruption. For my character, as the 
Grand Master of the Knights Templar, it 
was as much his duty to keep his priests 
free of corruption as it was to ensure that 
the people - including the nobility -
remain true to the Church. He would not 
allow his pnests to get sexually involved 
with women, and if any did, he would 
regret it. 

"The Knights Templars," Lee contin­
ued, "were warrior priests who went into 
battle with the soldiers, and had the 
added obligation to take care of their 
spiritual needs. They were called 
Templars because they founded their 
order 1n Jerusalem on the site of 
Solomon's Temple. 

"For De Beaumanoir, my character, 
his most sacred obhgation was to save 
souls. He considered sex the most dan­
gerous obstacle to salvation. While he 
might tolerate it within marriage, he

Liar, Liar 
We all know that "honesty is the best policy." 

However, suppose you were absolutely incapable 
of uttering an untruth? You wouldn't be able to 
get rid of that pesty telemarketer by saying you 
were on your way out or some other lie. You'd 
have to sit there and listen! Consider the other 
scenarios in which you might find yourself if you 
were compelled to be completely truthful at all 
times. That's what this flick is all about. 

Jim Carrey portrays Fletcher Reede, a smooth­
talking attorney who's adept at placating his 
clients and playing up to juries. He basically 
could talk the birds out of the trees. The problem 
is, he's also a shallow type of guy with his son, 
Max, whom he continues to disappoint. When 
Fletcher misses Max's birthday party, giving 
some flimsy excuse, the kid makes an innovative 
wish over his candles as he blows them out. He 
wishes that his father were forced to tell the truth 
for a period of 24 hours. 

That's when the trouble begins for Fletcher. If 
he has to tell the truth, he's not going to be very 
successful at getting any kind of settlement for a 
promiscuous woman (Jennifer Tilly) who's been 
cuckolding her husband for years. He's also 
going to have a dickens of a time trying to suck 
up to his bosses and become a partner in the 
finn, something he's been angling for for quite 
some time. Fletcher's also going to have to be 
truthful, for once, with his son and his ex-wife, 
meaning, he's actually going to have to grow up 
and take responsibility for himself! 

As always, Carrey is the stand-out in this 
flick. The supporting players do little or nothing 
but show him up to his best advantage. I'd ven­
ture to say that to date, this is Carrey's best per­
fonnance, bringing out more in him than we'd 
seen in the past. He's becoming more of a well­
rounded perfonner, capable of nuances I never 
thought we'd see from him. 

All in all, this is a three-and-a-half star film 
and highly recommended.

- Each December for four months, the Ice Hotel 

residential igloo opens in the Lapland region of 
Sweden, housing about 40 people at about $130 a 
night for a double room, and with a bar, restaurant, 
conference facilities and a bridal suite. Room tem­
peratures range from 27 to 45 degrees Fahrenheit, 
and sleeping bags are used, cushioned by spruce 
boughs and reindeer skins. 

- According to a trade association of prostitutes 
in Harare, Zimbabwe, massive layoffs in the econo­
my have led to an oversupply of women taking up 
prostitution and a reduction m men's spending 
power, causing them either to ignore prostitutes or to 
visit bars only to drink' and flirt before going home 
to the wife. To save their jobs, the association rec­
ommended in January that prostitutes raise their 
price from about $2.80 to about $4.60, but also 
requested that wives loosen the purse strings to 
allow husbands to spend more when they go out. 

- The Associated Press reported in February on 
the Time Machine lounge in Tokyo, and the "relief 
room" at the Yamanakako resort, in which 
stressed-out workers pay from about $80 to $125 for 
a few minutes of satisfaction by smashing fake 
ceramic antiques in a museum-like sitting room. 
Often, say the proprietors, the names of tyrannical 
bosses or unfaithful spouses will be yelled out as the 
destruction takes place. 

- A February Associated Press story described 
how two mid-career, Berkeley, Calif., professionals 
(nurse Raphaela Pope, 52, and lawyer Sam Louie, 
36) became prosperous telepathic "pet psychics." 
Pope charges $40 per half-hour by telephone, which 
sometimes includes talking directly to the pet. Said 
one of her customers, "I learned (from Pope) that 
Scarlette (the cat) thought I didn't want her around. 
Scarlette changed immediately after talking (sic) to 
Raphaela, and we're happy again." 

- Locksmith Harley Hudson filed a claim for 
damages against the city of Wenatchee, Wash., in 
November, saying that he is due about $250,000 in 
damages for lost business because the friendly 
police department helps for free, motorists who lock 
themselves out of their cars. Hudson calls this kind­
liness an "unconstitutional gift of public funds."

could never accept it in the clergy. 
Any evidence of lust, whether car­
ried through or not, was sinful, and 
had to be rooted out. 

"To avoid sin was to avoid 
temptation," Lee went on. "And for 
De Beaumanoir, that meant avoid­
ing women, whom he considered 
an abomination. There's a scene in 
which he sees an old woman clean­
ing the floors of the monastery and 
he's infuriated that she's in the 
building. He doesn't only order her 
thrown out, but first she must be 
flogged. 

"We see his feelings about 
women and sex in his dealings with 
Rebecca. He's repelled because she 
is a woman, and also a Jew; but 
he's also attracted to her, and that, 
he believes, is her fault, not his." 

De Beaumanoir is considered a 

great literary villain. 
"And, so he is," Lee said. "But, 

again, what makes his villainy so 
abhorrent to us is that he sees him­
self as a righteous man, as do all 
villains. As I said, villains don't say 
I'm doing evil; they say, I'm doing 
the right thing for my people, my 
family, my religion. And this is 
what makes them truly dangerous: 
the fact that they can rationalize the 
evil they do as good." 

Finally, does the Ivanhoe story 
- which is set in England in the 
12th century - still have relevance 
for us today? 

"It does," Christopher Lee said. 
"It's the classic battle not just 
between good and evil, but for jus­
tice and against injustice. And what 
can be more timeless and more rel­
evant?"

ing drivers to shower daily with 
soap, brush with toothpaste and eat 
breath mints. After vociferous 
complaints, the commission soft­
ened the specifics on "fresh breath" 
and "pleasant body odor." Said 
cabbie Ken Olson to the commis­
sion, "You're not my mother." 

- In November, the European 
Commission on Human Rights 
rejected the appeal of Manuel 
Wackenheim, aka "The Flying 
Dwarf," whose stage show was 
banned in France because it con­
sisted of allowing customers to pay 
to toss him around. Wackenheim 
said his show "is part of a French 
dwarf tradition," but authorities 
said it "damages human dignity." 

- According to an October 
Chicago Tribune report, Illinois 
and most other states interpret the 
federal "motor voter" law to 
require mental health agencies to 

· help all clients register and vote in 
national elections, even those with 
mental ages down to 5 or 6. The 
only ones who cannot vote are 
clients formally declared by a court 
to be mentally incompetent (about 
half of Illinois agencies' clients). 
One woman in the Tribune story, 
now qualified to vote, took 20 min­
utes to write her first name at the 
registration desk; another was reg­
istered despite the fact that his only 
communication ability seemed to 
be to repeat the last words he hears. 
Relatives fear the clients will be 
ridiculed at the polls and that agen­
cies' personnel, while "assisting" 
them to vote, will simply complete 
the ballots as they wish. 

- In February, the staff of the 
San Francisco Human Rights 

Commission found that The Cafe, a 
gay and lesbian bar, had illegally 
discriminated in an August inci­
dent in which a straight man and 
woman were ushered ou~ the door 
for smooching too heavily. 
According to a witness, the bar­
tender told the couple, "What 
you're doing is very offensive to 
people here," even though gays 
and lesbians freely make out on the 
premises. (The Cafe says it has 
since adopted a policy barri'ng 
heavy kissing by anyone.) 

CHUTZPAH 
In November, attempting to 

influence an Arlington, Va., jury to 
give him a light sentence for 20 
counts of credit card fraud, 
Oludare Ogunde, 28, at first asked 
for mercy but then said the jury 
should keep him out of prison 
because if he were locked up, he 
would just teach other inmates -
the "hardened criminals"- how to 
commit credit card fraud. "And," 
he reminded the jury, "we're trying 
to prevent crime in America." 

UNDIGNIFIED DEATH 
In February, Santiago Alvarado, 

24, was killed in Lompoc, Calif., as 
he fell face-first through the ceiling 
of a bicycle shop he was burglariz­
ing. Death was caused when the 
large flashlight he had placed in his 
mouth (to keep his hands free) 
crammed against the base of his 
skull as he hit the floor.

As for those 
required UPCs, I have 
a friend whom I con­
sider a rebate nut. She 
has a basement full of 

empty boxes, etc., 
from which she'll pull 
UPCs when and if she 
needs them. Person­
ally, J won't go that 
far. I don't need any­
more clutter than I 
already have in my 
life! If I have the nec­
essary product and 
corresponding UPC 
fine, If not, well, 
that's the way it goes! 

Salmonella is much 
in the news these 
days. No longer can 
we "lick" the bowl 
after making a cake! 
We can't risk the raw 
egg contamination. 
Apropos of that, if we 
need to test a meat 
loaf mix, we need to 
cook a bit of it prior to 
tasting it - and cook 
it thoroughly! Not 
only is salmonella a 
risk if you've used 
eggs, but you need to 
worry about E. coli as 
well. 

However, what if 
you're like me and 

when you make eggs, 
you enjoy them over 
easy or sunny side 
up? 

According to Dr. 
Robert Baker of 
Cornell University, 
the chance of an egg 
being contaminated 
by salmonella is one 
in one million. In the 
unlikely evenr an egg 
were contaminated, it 
is even more unlikely 
that the organism 
would be in the albu­
min, or white, of the 
egg. If it were, it 
probably wouldn't 
survive because the 
lysozyme found in the 
white is unfriendly to 
bacterial growth. A 

cooked custard base 
in which the eggs and 
milk are cooked 
before freezing elimi­
nates risk. 

As for E. coli, it's 
best to be sure all 
hamburgers, steaks, 
or any beef product, is 
cooked well. While 
that's offensive to 
many gourmets 
(myself included), it 
is the safe way to go 
for you and your fam­
ily. Eventually, you 
do get used to the 
meat being done that 
way. Whatever you 
do, it's no longer safe 
or even recommended 
to indulge in some 
Steak Tartare. That's
