Tourism development in Ken­
tucky, particularly Eastertt. Ken~ 
rucky, drew considerable attention 
Tuesd!:ty from a group that has both 
the method and the means to make it 
happen. 

Meeting in Paintsville, the Gen· 
eral Assembly's Budget Review 
SubCommittee on Economic Devel­
opment, N atutal Resources and 
Tourism heard updates on a variety 
of issues relating to tourism, includ­
ing some new ideas that could di­
rectly impact the Big Sandy region. 

State Tourism Secretary Ann 
Latta, a former mayor of Prestons· 
burg, outlined two new concepts her 
agency IS considering for inclusion 
in the Tourism Cabinet's six-year 
p}an, getting support f.rom the leg· 
islativc panel in rerurn. 

Ftrst, Latta suggested the creation 
of a funding pool to assist the con­
struction of new projects at underde­
veloped state parks. That approach, 
she satd, woul<f vary from the state's 
current course of putting the devet-

tet. . .are going to mak~ this part of Eastern 
J(entucky a Mecca f.m; tourism.,. Rogers 
said. "This is a great day. . • for ali of East~ 
ern Kentucky. Its a significant day.'' 

Rogers said he first became involved in 
the project in 1992 when approached by Pre,. 
stonsburg Ma~rAnn Latta and that the pr<r 
ject really took off in 1:995 witb a proposal 
from Costain Coal. 

State Repr~:;cntativ(;), Oteg Stumbo ap­
proached Rogers about the idea of a moun­
taintop golf course, the Congressman said, 
and Rogers had teamed the Cows of Engi­
neers was to declare the property ~ surplus. 
Costllin is to lease the p~QP.ertY from the city 
and pay the city a portion for tbe coal re~ 
moved, which will help pay for the project. 

"This Js a win, win. win for ev-erybody,'' 
Rogers said. 1'We need the cool. The coal 
company needs to mine eoat and employ 
people, and they win. The community and 
the region can afford now a development 

Murder prelims are 
postponed until May

Preliminary hearings for four adults 
charged with the murders of the Lillelid 
family in Tennessee earlier this month, 
were continued - which gives the at­
torney for one of the defendants a little 
time to comply with state laws. 

"I requested a continuance and I 
think some of the other attorneys did as 
weJJ," Pjkevme attorney Steve Owens, 
who represents Edward Dean Mullins, 
said Monday. 

Owens said he had heard that the 
prosecutors had requested a continu­
ance as well. 

"In a case this complex, I don't 
think anybody was ready," Owens said. 

The preliminary hearings, which 
were scheduled for today (Wednesday), 
will be held on May 21. 

"It really wasn't enough time for 
evcryboJJ to get re.tJy," Di:.trict Attor­
ney General Berkeley Bell said Mon­
day. 

Mullins and four other Eastern Ken­
tucky youths are charged with the slay­
ings of Vi dar Lillelid, 34, his wife Del­
fina, 28, and daughter Tabitha, 5, dur­
ing a car-jacking and robbery on April 
6. Their son, two-year-old Peter was 
seriously wounded during the murders. 

Tne other adult suspects charged 
with the murders are Joseph Lance Ris­
ner, 20, formerly of Prestonsburg; 
Natasha Wallen Cornett, 18, and Crys­
tal Renea Sturgill, 18, both of Betsy 
Layne. 

Two juveniles - Karen Renea 
Howell, 17, of Toler, and Jason Blake 
Bryant, 14, of Pike County - are 
charged with the slayings, but they re­
main in Arizona fighting extradition. 

While the attorneys try to collect evi­
dence and build cases for their defen~ 
dants, Cornett's attorney Eric Conn, of 
Stanville, is trying to comply with Ten~ 
nessee laws so he can continue represent­
ing her on the murder charge. 

"As I understand it, he never complied 
with Supreme Court Rule 19, so he really 
never was representing (Cornett)," Bell 
said. 

According to state law, out-of-state at­
torneys must have local counsel present 
with them during all court proceedings. 

However, Conn said he had complied 
with the law, but ran into trouble when the 
Tennessee attorney whom he had hired 
backed out. 

Conn said he received a fax from that 

attorney on Friday, shortly before 11 a.m. 
"He didn't want to be associated with the 
case," Conn said, "basically because it 
would hurt his career." 

Conn said he contacted Greene Coun­
ty Judge James D. Carter and told him 
what had happened and that he was going 
to get additional counsel. 

"At 3 p.m. the same day, I received a 
phone call from the judge and he said he 
was going to appoint local counsel and 
notify the press," Conn said. "l had four 
hours to find an attorney in a case that's 
hard to find anybody period." 

Although Conn is attempting to get a 
Tennessee attorney to assist in the case,

Suspect in sodomy admitted 
crime, police say in hearing

Sodomy charges against a Floyd 
County woman and her ex-husband were 
handed up to a grand jury after graphic 
testimony was presented Tuesday by the 
investigating detective. 

Sherry Leigh Hall, 23, of Hi Hat, and 
Raymond Hall, of Knott County, were 
arrested last week and charged with two 

counts of first degree sodomy for al­
legedly sexually abusing a four-year-old 
child. 

Prior to the testimony presented at the 
hearings, Floyd Dtstrict Judge James R. 
Allen required that the courtroom be 
cleared of anyone who was not directly 
related to the case, because of the nature 
of the charges. 

Jonathan Newman, the Halls' attor­
ney, requested that separate hearings be 

City to drop chargeS 
against tulip "thief"

Prestonsburg city attorney Paul 
Burchett will recommend that theft 
charges against a Prestonsburg woman 
accused to taking two tulips be dis­
missed. 

Burchett said he will recommend to 
Mayor Jerry Fannm that County Attor­
ney Keith Bartley and District Judge 
James Allen be notified that they are re­
questing the charge against Debra 
Scutchfield be dismissed without preJU­
dice. 

"I am going to recommend to the 
mayor that a letter be sent to the county 
attorney and the Judge that we intend to 
dismiss the charge without prejudice," 
Burchett said Tuesday. 

On Monday, Burchett said he would 
suggest the case be dismissed so that.. 

"the newspaper won't have a feeding 
frenzy and will have to get out and find 
some real news." 

An offer for both sides to apologize 
for the incident is still on the table, 
Burchett said, but he has not received a 
response from Scutchfield. 

Scutchfield, 35, was arrested Thurs­
day and taken to the Floyd County Jail 
after an officer allegedly observed her 
pickmg two tulips at the intersection at 
the end of Combs bndge. A local nurs­
ery valued the flowers at less than $2. 
Scutchfield was released from jail after 
posting a $1 ,000 surety bond. 

After the incident, the accused said 
she was unaware the flowers were on 
city property and she would not have 
picked them if there had been a sign in­
dicating the tulips were property of the

held for the defendants because of a po­
tential conflict. 

According to KSP Det. Bobby John­
son's testimony Wednesday during pre­
limmary hearings, the alleged victim 
said the two defendants had sexually 
abused her. 

Johnson said the Division of Social 
Servtces had notified him of the alleged 
abuse and he had been investigating the 
case since January 1996, but the alleged 
crimes actually were committed in Janu­
ary 1995. 

"The alleged victim told of different 
times - at least two occas10ns," John­
son said. 

Assistant county attorney Lance 
Daniels asked the detective if force was 
used during the alleged abuse. 

"The victim could not resist because 
of age," Johnson said. "At one time, (the 
alleged victim) got up and ran but was 
caught." 

The detective said the alleged vic­
tim's statements to h1m, social services, 
and a medical specialist were Identical. 

Johnson said he had some difficulty 
in locating the two defendants, but found 
Sherry Hall in the courthouse and she 
had asked to take a polygraph exam. 

However, before taking the exru(i; 
Sherry Hall told the detective and anoth­
er KSP official that she and her husband 
had sexually abused the alleged victim, 
but that Raymond Hall had forced her to 
do it. 

Johnson said Raymond Hall dcrued 
the charges in a statement after he was 
arrested at his Knott County home

opment of new park prOJects at a 
lower priority than the maintenance 
of existing facilities. 

Latta explained that the funding 
pool would provide capital for a 
series of projects, all estimated to 
cost less than $400,000 each, with 
$2 million set aside each year in the 
state budget. The funds could be 
used only at parks identified as 
underdeveloped, including 
Paintsville Lake State Park, 
Yatesville Lake, Grayson Lake and 
Carr Creek. Jenny Wiley State 
Park, which is currently undergo­
ing extensive renovation, was not 
identified as an underdeveloped 
park 

The second concept outlined by 
Latta could be the most far-reach­
ing. 

That idea is to encourage private 
development at parks considered 
underdeveloped and to create a 
funding partnership between pri­
vate developers and the state. 

Latta said ten, possibly eleven 

state parks would qualify for the 
private development approach, 
which would also include a pool of 
state funds for use in infrastructure 
development, such as roads, water 
lines and waste water treatment 
facilities. 

Opening parks to pnvate enter­
prise, Latta said, would speed up 
development at those facilities and 
provide a more immediate impact 
on tourism. 

Under the private/public part­
nership, developers would also be 
able to recoup up to 25 percent of 
thetr total investments through the 
reimbursement of state sales taxes. 

State Senator Benny Ray Batley 
and Representative Rocky Adk.ms, 
co-chairs of the subcommittee, 
noted that the funding pool. up to 
$28 million dollars, could be accu­
mulated in part through the use of 
coal severance tax proceeds. 

Adkins hinted that the legisla­
ture may take the tourism develop­
ment plan a giant step farther dur-

JOg the 1998 SCSSIOn by "looking at 
a major project" that might be 
funded through a bond issue. 
Adkins did not elaborate on the 
issue 

In a separate discussion that 
focused on the Big Sandy region, 
Secretary Latta announced a pro­
posal to redevelop the historic 
Jenny Wiley Trail, which makes a 
180-mile loop from Prestonsburg 
to Greenup. 

Latta said the concept involved 
. replacing the current hiking trail 

with an ''auto route" that followed 
more closely the historic path taken 
by pioneer Jenny Wiley during her 
escape from her Indian captives. 

The auto route, Latta said. 
would eliminate problems experi­
enced now \.\ 1th the trail's crossing 
through private property. and it 
would open up the possibilities for 
"side trips" that could be promoted 
by reg10nal tounsm commissions.

The loop would connect the 
communities of Prestonsburg, 
Paintsville, Louisa. Ashland, 
Greenup and Blaine, with camping, 
hiking and "nature watching" 
oppmtunit1es available on state­
owned land. The trail would also 
link state parks, wildlife manage­
ment areas and U.S. Corps of 
Engineers' properties. 

he is apparently running into some 
difficulty. 

"Every lawyer I would get, 
other lawyers would call him and 
warn him off the case," Conn said. 
"They all say (the case is) too hot." 

Bell said nothing is preventing 
Conn from complying with the Jaw 
and representing Cornett. "He just 
hasn't done it," he said . 

"That's technically true," Conn 
said, "but if you can't find a local 
attorney who wants to be associat­
ed with the case ... substanti vely 
you're tying my hands." 

Conn said he still remains in 
contact with Cornett. 

"She was doing well -eating a 
little bit," Conn said. "After they 
removed me, she got really con­
cerned that she was being railroad­
ed by the state of Tennessee." 

Conn said Cornett told him dur­
ing a conversation late Monday 
afternoon that the newly appointed 
counsel to her case had not con­
tacted her. 

"The way the state of Tennessee 
has acted in trying to contml 
access to the courts - I have some 
problems with that,'' Conn said. "I 
don't thmk they've heard the last 
of me." 

The four adults will have their 
preliminary hearings together, but 
Bell said a decision has not been 
made at this time whether to have 
the trials together or separate. 

If convicted of the murder 
charges, the adults could face the 
death penalty. The JUveniles, 
whom Bell said he wanted to try as 
adults, could face life in prison if 
found guilty of the charges. 

Latta said the state would devel­
op a booklet that noted historic 
pomts of interest along the trail, 
poNble side trips for travelers, and 
other tourism attractions. 

Mai11ienance, policing, market­
ing and financing of the trail's 
development would be funded by 
an annual allocation of $50,000 
from the state's Department of 
Parks.

Writer addresses fiscal court 
waste and other matters 

Editor: 
At Friday's (Aprill9) fiscal court meeting, I became 

very upset after hearing what was said from our county 
judge and magistrates concerning water issues and 
wasteful spending. 

In the past, before Mr. Hale's administration, water 
lines were run up Hoover Hollow where I live, but 
stopped about 100 yards from my home. So, the people 
below me were supplied with good drinking and 
bathing water. This became a major concern to me, not 
knowing why my family and I had been left out. We 
were told that there was not enough water pressure for 
the extra 100 yards. 

My frrst thought was, we weren't going to get any 
water to our home because we did not support or vote 
for our current magistrate. So, I asked our past county 
judge why the water line was stopped below my home, 
and his reply was that the county had paid for enough 
water line to supply tbe whole hollow. But, when I 
brought this back, to my magistrate's attention, what 
the judge had told me, his reply was that the county 
doesn't pay for water lines, and I need not to discuss 
this matter with him anymore, because he wasn't in the 
water business. 

Magistrate Jackie Owens also stated the same 
remarks in his ads when he was fighting hard for the 
people not to vote for the commissioner form of gov­
ernment, that our county would go bankrupt with com­
missioners representing our county government. But 
what do we have now? 

In this April 19 fiscal court meeting, a lady asked 
why the people of Slick Rock and Woods Branch had to 
pay for their own water lines and labor cost for install­
ment plus pay an additional cost for a hook-up connec­
tion fee. 

But, I was really shocked when I heard from our 
county and deputy judge that the county does pay for 
water lines and labor costs. 

I am not protesting the county or city over golf 
courses or race tracks or the R/S project, or the issue 
concerning our E-911 system. Let the rich have their 
luxuries, but give the poor their necessities. 

It seems like some of our county officials may be 
losing the ability to do their jobs. Something I can't fig­
ure out is why. our sheriff and his department are out 
here every day having to clean up our trash problems, 
when we are paying for two county judges and a coun­
ty road foreman that has a job contract until the year 
2000. Sheriff, let our county road foreman and our two 
judges do a little work. The Lord knows you have done

more than your share of work already. 
Another thing that concerns me is why we have to 

have two coroners, one whom is elected from Knott 
County, and why our fiscal court would allow only one 
funeral home to be used as a post-mortem lab instead 
of a hospital morgue, which would make a death inves­
tigation more accurate. 

Mr. Editor, what has happened to our county? Where 
has it gone, people, when we need two county judges 
and two coroners, and issue a contract until the year 
2000 for a county road foreman and our sheriff is out 
on a clean-up trash bash? Something is badly wrong. I 
hope our sheriff is getting paid extra for doing the jobs 
that our magistrates and two judges as well as county 
road foreman are supposed to be doing. Now, for the 
extra coroner, that remains a mystery.

Questions Governor Paul 
Patton needs to answer

On the surface, the Kentucky Appalachian 

Commission meeting with Governor Patton and some 
of his cabinet in Prestonsburg, February 28, seemed a 
noble effort. Officials and laypeople dealt with some 
key issues and offered some solutions to the transition 
from welfare to workforce. 

But I'm puzzled by the governor's attitude. Pleas 
from the floor that he consider victim's plight were met 
with scorn. 'This attitude is confirmed by the media. Lee 
Mueller's coverage of the conference, as reported in the 
Lexington Herald-Leader, March I, 1997, cites the 
governor's inflexible stance. He cited "change" that 
people bad better get used to, and criticized those who 
desired some moderation of a drastJc change. And to 
protest against his model of economic development, ~ 
Trus Joist MacMillan, he responded, "How do you deal 
with ignorance?" (interview by Tony Turner, anchor-
man for WYMT-TV at the conference). 

Overall, it seems Governor Patton has a calloused 
regard for welfare recipients. If this is an unfair charge, 
he needs to explain his positions and statements. 

It might be that government, federal and state, can 
seldom be purist and truly equitable, but if the governor 
is saying that he must be pragmatic, and a realist, rather 
than an idealist, then he should say so. He might have a 
place for compromise and expediency. 

One must ask him to offer a statistical breakdown of 
the jobs available through Trus Joist and how much 
money in tax subsidies the Perry County area paid for • 
these jobs. Reputable figures do not jive with his 
model. 

Further, what quarrel does his tax subsidy formula 
have with sustainable development?

Local merchants need to be on 
the lookout for a man who 1s pre­
senting checks for merchandise 
written on an account that has been 
closed for years. 

At Campbell's Store in Garrett 
on Monday, a man entered the 
store, gathered up just over $53 in 
groceries and presented a bogus 
payroll check for $265 on the 
account of Black Magnum 
Incorporated. 

"He was sort of tall, I'd say 
about six feet, (medium build), 
appeared to be in his 40s, clean 

shaven with (dark) brown short 
hair," Zola Gayheart, the clerk who 
worked in the store, said. "He 
looked like a clean cut man. I asked 
him all kinds of questions. He said 
it was a good mine to work for and 
he had been with them over a year. 
I was still a little concerned, but he 
put down a phone number and 
Social Security number." 

The check was made out to 
James L. Blackburn and the name 
Robert V. Cooley was signed as the 
authorized representative. The man 
signed James L. Blackburn on the 
back. 

"This morning I looked at the 
check and had bad vibrations," 

store owner Lois O'Neal said 
Tuesday. "I called First 
Commonwealth Bank and they told 
me the account had been closed 
smce 1994. The check has Black 
Magnum Inc., 33 Vanhoose Road, 
Sitka, KY, on it." 

The Social Security number, 
406-96-5835, is not on record, 
sheriff's department office manag­
er Chuck Hall said. Sheriff's chief 
detective Jim Rederick is investi­
gating the case. Anyone with infor­
mation about the man or the checks 
is asked to call Rederick at (606) 
886-6711.

A local company gave back to 
the area in a big way this month 
when it purchased a $30,000 piece 
of equipment and donated it to the 
Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue Squad.

Adams said the squad used to 
apply for state funding in the past, 
but the funds are "dried up" now. 

Adams said he did not know 
how to express his gratitude to 
Worldwide Equipment for the new 
vehicle, and to Hale for his assis­
tance in contacting Worldwide 
Equipment. 

"If it wasn't for people giving 
-we couldn't function," the cap­
tain said. 

During the snowstorm of 1996, 
Adams said the rescue squad's old 
Suburban was used to take nurses 
to nursing homes, to deliver food 
and medicine to residents, and 
transport dialysis patients to hospi­
tals. 

The new Suburban can transport 
nine people and still has enough 
room in the back to carry a lot of 
equipment, Adams said. 

"Our goal this year is to get a 
new rescue unit to respond to acci­
dents," Adams said. "We'd be set if 
we could get that." 

Aside frpm the local needs the 
new Suburban will provide to 
Floyd residents, Adams said the 
truck would also be used to ass1st 
emergency units in other counttes. 

Coincidentally, the rescue squad 
was dispatched to Knott County 
this weekend. 

Adams said the squad received 
a report that a 45-year-old handi-

capped Knott County resident had 
been missing for more than 24 
hours and ten volunteers from the 
Floyd County squad went to assist. 

The captain said the Knott resi­
dent was found and the rescue 
squad checked him out. "He was 
just hungry and tired and needed 
his medication," he said. "He had 
stayed in the hills all night." 

Adams said the new Suburban 
was used over the weekend to 
transport the volunteers to Knott 
County to search the hills for the 
missing resident. 

"It came in very handy," Adams 
said. "The volunteers were in no 
shape to drive back home after 
they searched the hills all day." 

The captain said the rescue 
squad is holding a fishing tourna­
ment on May 10, and the annual 
radio auction will be held during 
the first week in June. Those funds 
will be used for operational costs, 
Adams said. 

Dotson said Worldwide 
Equipment hopes that its donation 
to the rescue squad sets an example 
to others to assist. 

"It's important that we all give 
something back to the communi­
ty," Dotson said. 

"I just can't express our grati­
tude for the support," Adams said. 
"The Floyd County rescue squad 
would not be able to function with­
out the volunteers and the generos­
ity of the people."

Kentucky Farm Bureau, the 
state's largest farm organization, 
strongly supports many of the prin­
ciples underpinning the governor's 
reform initiative. Eliminating dupli­
cation among colleges and universi­
ties around the state is a laudable 
goal. Tying college and university 
curricula to workforce and employ­
er needs is likewise a worthwhile 
objective. We also appreciate Gov. 
Patton's willingness to search for 
new funds for our public institu­
tions. Increases will surely be needs 
as schools struggle to stay ahead of 
a technological curve that is mov­
ing forward at an ever quickening 
pace. 

Other elements of the governor's 
plan that fall in line with Farm 
Bureau policy area: 

• More integration of vocational 
education and academic instruction 
in college classrooms. 

• More coordination between 
community colleges and the 
Kentucky Tech System schools to 
better utilize their finances, faculty 
and facilities. 

• Policies requiring that all the 
state's publicly-funded colleges and 
universities accept all credit hours 
from all other publicly- funded state 
schools. 

• Adoption of parallel course 
requirements among the state 
schools for identical degrees. 

The one area of Gov. Patton's 
proposal about which we have seri­
ous reservations is his plan to sever 
the structural ties between the 
University of Kentucky and the 14 
community colleges. Farm Bureau 
believes the community college 
system is strengthened by its asso­
ciation with the University of 
Kentucky, a position that we have 
consistently held since the first 

community colleges were built in 
the early 1960s. However, we rec­
ommend that a closer working rela­
tionship with the other state univer­
sities be developed. 

And while we strongly support 
maintaining UK's current gover­
nance of the community colleges, 
we find at the same time, consider­
able room for improvement in their 
operation. Complaints that their 
course offerings are stale or irrele­
vant to community employers' 
needs should be taken very serious­
ly. Kentucky's agricultural industry 
has substantial growth potential, 
and up-to-date technology-based 
curricula at all our public post-sec­
ondary institutions are essential 
prerequisites for realizing that 
potential. Gov. Patton's proposed 
strategic investment and incentive 
funds hold considerable promise for 
spurring needed academic progress. 

It is regrettable that an otherwise 
well-intentioned effort to improve 
Kentuckians' education opportuni­
ties has deteriorated into a highly 
publicized fight between the gover­
nor and UK over just one aspect of 
that effort-the community college 
issue.

New legislation provides tax 
exemption for college savers

SINGING 
A new bill tntroduced in the U.S. 

Senate. April I 6. would allow earn­
ings on savings in state-sponsored 
college savings programs to be 
exempt from federal income tax, if 
the funds are used to pay higher 
education expenses. 

This provision is being proposed 
to increase participation in pro­
grams such as the Kentucky 
Educational Savings Plan Trust. 

When the Trust was created in 
1988, state lawmakers exempted 
earnings on Trust savings accounts 
from Kentucky income tax and pro­
vided other incentives to encourage 
families to save for college. 
However, a 1993 ruling by the 
Internal Revenue Service required 
participants to pay federal taxes. 

Important strides in Improving 
the tax treatment of state-sponsored 
college savings programs were 

made last August with the passage 
of the Small Business Job 
Protection Act, which included tax 
deferment on partictpant earnings. 

The College Savings Act of I 997 
(S. 594), sponsored by U.S. 
Senators Mitch McConnell 
(Kentucky) and Bob Graham 
(Florida), takes the effort a step fur­
ther by providing tax-free treatment 
of earnings used for qualified high· 
er education expenses. 

The bill also expands the defini­
tion of qualified higher education 
expenses to include room and 
board and other costs, in addition 
to tuition, fees, books, and sup· 
plies. 

Paul Borden, executive director 
of the Kentucky Higher Education 
AsSIStance Authority, which admin­
isters the Trust. sees the bill as a

Procrastination could cost boat 
owners big bucks this summer 

Neglect. It's the bane of boaters 
everywhere. Procrastination haunts 
those who finally remember in the 
spring that they forgot to wintenze 
their boats before putting them up 
for the season. Then, they face big 
problems when working parts are 
rushed into action when the weath· 
er grows wann. 

Boat owners are especially 
guilty of this "out of sight, out of 
mind" mentality 10 regard to pre­
ventive maintenance. Troy Scriv· 
en, Pennzoil Marine product engi­
neer, points out that if boaters win­
terize their craft properly, getting 
ready for spring fishing or pleasure 
boating is a cinch. 

"If your boat has been winter­
ized the way Pennzoil recom· 
mends, then all you need to do is 
charge the batteries and go," Scriv­
en says. "Unfortunately, it's the 
majority, those who fail to take 
care of pre-winter maintenance, 
that oftentimes find themselves in 
trouble." 

First of all, Scriven says, boat 
owners who forgot to winterize 
need to get rid of stale fuel. 

"If you didn't use an additive 
like Pennzoil Marine fuel system 
cleaner and stabilizer in the fall, 
then the gas in your tank needs to 
go," Scriven pointed out. "Gaso-

line starts to break down in about 
30 days, so if untreated fuel has 
been in your tank all winter it must 
be replaced and disposed of prop­
erly. And while you're doing it, re­
member that a small bottle of fuel 
stabilizer would have been a lot 
cheaper than 20 gallons of fresh 
gas." 

Contact the local environmental 
agency for instructions on how to 
properly dispose of old fuel. 

Scriven said boaters who over· 
looked changing the lower unit 
grease in the fall should make sure 
they take care of this essential 
chore. 

"Probably a fresh application of 
corrosion protectant wouldn't hurt, 
even if you gave the electrical sys· 
tern and all working parts a good 
coating back in the fall when you 
winterized," Scriven added. 

He said products like Pennzoil 
Marine ZM are excellent rust in· 
hibitors and fight the debilitating 
effects of fresh and saltwater cor· 
rosion. 

Next on the list is a trip to the 
nearest body of water. Professional 
angler Jay Yelas, who's been run­
ning boats hard for years, says 
there's no better indicator of how a 
boat survived the winter than tak· 
ing it for a test run. 

"If you've left stale fuel in your 
motor, you need to take your boat 
out on the water and see how it's 
running," Yelas said. "If the engme 
is hard to start, running rough or 
seems to be short on power, there's 
a good chance you'll need to have 
the carburetor or the fuel injection 
system cleaned." 

Yelas stressed that trailers also 
should get a thorough maintenance 
check before the spring boating 
season begins. 

"If you failed to do these neces· 
sary chores in the autumn when 
you winterized your boat, then it's 
absolutely essential to make sure 
the wheel bearings are packed with 
fresh grease, brake fluid levels are 
okay, the power levels on all bat­
teries are maximized, the terminals 
are clean and snug and steering 
connections are tight," the 
Pennzoil pro said. 

Most of all, Scriven added, boat 
owners should remember that pro­
crastination can be expensive. 

"The best way to save money is 
to get into good habits," Scriven 
said. "Set up a system of winteriz­
ing your boat with quality marine 
products, and then stick to it. Good 
maintenance habits will save you a 
lot of money over the years."

Wildlife Task Force to hold public hearing in Morehead 
The General Assembly's Task 

Force on Funding for Wildlife 
Conservation will hold a public 
hearing at the Carl Perkins Com­
munity Center in Moreheaq on 
April 29, at 7 p.m., said tas~ force 
ccrchair state Rep. Royce "\dams, 
D·Dry Ridge. 

Concerned citizens will have 
the opportunity to meet and per· 
sonally interact with task force 
members in an informal setting 
from 6 p.m. until 7 p.m., Adams 
said. 

"We want to encourage those 
with an interest in all areas of 
wildlife conservation to attend this 
important meeting and to voice 

their concerns to the panel," 
Adams said. "The purpose of the 
hearing is to hear public comments 
about how to best fund wildlife 
conservation in the 21st century." 

The Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources is currently 
funded by the sale of hunting and 
fishing licenses. It receives no 
state tax dollars, yet many who do 
not buy licenses still take advan­
tage of the state's wildlife re­
sources without paying for it, he 
said. 

The Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources in recent years 
has become more involved in sup­
porting programs in non-game 

wildlife, ecosystem management 
and biodiversity that take re­
sources away from the game and 
fish programs that the department 
has traditionally supported. 

Adams said that if the new pro­
grams are to continue, an adequate 
source of funding for them must 
be found. 

Adams said the 16-member task 
force was created by the 1996 
General Assembly and charged 

with the mission of exploring 
available revenue enhancing op· 
tions to ensure adequate long-term 
funding for the programs adminis­
tered by the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

The findings of the task force 
are expected to be presented to the 
General Assembly by October I, 
for consideration by the 1998 Ses· 
sion of the Legislature.

1ST QUARTER NOTES 

When Doyle Ford dropped the 
checkered flag on the field in 
Sunday's Goody's Headache 
Powders 500 at Martinsville, the 
first quarter of the 1997 NASCAR

close. The points battle has taken 
shape and this affords us with a 
grand opportunity to take a look at 
some of the early season trends 
which have developed.

Another (less colored) view of Jackie Robinson and his legacy For All Your Cleaning Needs 

We're here to satisfy our customers

"I think I've heard about 

enough of all this Jackie Robmson 
business," a friend of mine sa1d 
last week. 

The remark was not malicious 
so much as ret1ective of an ele­
ment in our society not heard from 
during the national media's right­
eous massage of the langungc the 
last three weeks over the 50-year 
recognition of Brooklyn Dodger 
Jackie Robinson and h1s legacy. 

In fact, I think there is a signif­
icant element of American society, 
particularly baby boomers. not so 
moved by the fuss over Robinson 
because acts of rac1sm arc not part 
of our every day lives. Many of us 
go about our business without con­
sidering why Major League 
Baseball has so few people of 
color in front office positions. 
Some of us actually function each 
day well enough without wonder­
ing about the gender and color of 
managers of the same newspapers 
from which mostly white male 
sports writers pontificate about 
Robinson's legacy. 

We actually believe most such 
positions are filled on merit and 
qualification and if not there's 
nothing we can do about it. 

Many of us were thrilled to see 
Tiger Woods win the Masters, not 
because of his skin color, but 
because his charm, extraordinary 
presence and grace and devotion to 
his parents are qualities we cher­
ish, admire, respect 

Like Jack1e Robmson, Woods is 
a handsome young man with justi­
fiable pride and a marvelous 
charisma. A person many of us 
would encourage our children to 
grow up and 'be like Tiger.' That 
our skin color is different is no 
more consequential than the fact 
he is young and some of us are not. 

Amid the flurry of the national 
media's once-every-50 years-love 
affair with Robinson, there is 
another dimension in America's 
societal dilemma not addressed. 
Many of us would like to see and 
hear more from people of color 
showing an interest m conciliation, 
reaching out to others no matter 
the skin color. 

I would like to see more micro­
phone and television time for voic­
es of reason - Baseball Hall of 
Farner John 'Buck' O'Neil and 
All-NBA'er Karl 'Mailman' 
Malone and David Robinson, and 
ess from Dennis Rodman, Charles 

Barkley and Cito Gaston and 
Jessie Jackson. 

And more attention should be 
allotted for those who work quiet­
ly, anonymously, but diligently for 
better relations among all of us. 
Unfortunately, it is a labor not as 
profoundly newsy as playing back 
again and again the insults rained 

down on Jackie Robinson during 
his time as a Brooklyn Dodger. 

Thmgs like ... 
Citizens in Kentucky, 

Tennessee and other states south of 
the Mason-Dixon line, men and 
women of all color, come together 
to rebuild burned churches, or 
work on a flood dike together, 
embrace and comfort each other. 

• Recently, the city commis­
sioner of Sanford, Fla. Herbert 
Eckstein told USA Today, "We 
need to make it right with Jackie 
Robinson's family." Eckstein 
wants Rachel Robinson to come to 
Sanford to accept a public apology 
from a community whose officials 
in 1947 would not allow an exhibi­
tion game to be played until 
Robinson was removed from the 
field. 

Conversely, some of us would 
hke to see national media and 
those who represent African­
Americans make a more newsy 
effort toward conciliation instead 
of strident voices about black 
pride. 

Historically, some of us won­
der ... 

On that April day in 1947 at 
Ebbets Field, did all 25-plus thou­
sand fans shout cruel epithets at 
Jackie Robinson? Did not some 
cheer him? Where is a TV inter­
view? 

And opposing team players and 
managers? Was the mean-spirit of 
Phillies' manager Ben Chapman 
and his players universal in the 
National League 50 years ago or 
was he the squeaky wheel who got 
the (media) grease? 

No, my friend's remark last 
week about having heard 'enough 
Jackie Robinson' was not intended 
to diminish the tributes to this fel­
low whose experience touches all 
our hearts. 

The point of my friend's state­
ment is there are millions of white 
Americans who do not participate 
in racism. Do not think of people 
of color as somehow less or more 
than ourselves. 

Our lives are busy and compli­
cated enough without indulging in 
the heartbreaking mean-ness of 
some of those who went before ... 
in ignorance.

If you noticed the num­
ber of bricks thrown up during the 
NCAA Tournament last month 
then you need no explanation. 

Solution. Ready for this? 
NCAA rules-makers want to 
restore the 5-second count on play­
ers who stand dribbling the basket­
ball. 

That's a solution? What idiocy. 
The only clock adjustment that 

needs making is returning the shot 
clock to 45 seconds. It was the per­
fect time block to allow a team to 
set its half-court offense and, 
unlike the NBA, then work for a 
good shot instead of taking the 
first half-baked flail at the basket 
as the clock ticks :04 ... :03 ... :02. 
Makes for the sort of ugly basket­
ball we saw last month. 

The villain here? Right, the 
NBA ... again. That dark haven 
where bad-boyism, show-boating 
and going solo are premiums that 
make the news at six and 11 as 
often as a fisticuffed hockey high­
light.

He wanted to lower academic 
requirements for inner-city chil­
dren. 

Now, according to a USA Today 
report, a series of clinics called 
SAT Pre-Game are being offered 
in 43 cities to do just the opposite. 
Sponsored by the Princeton 
Review and endorsed by the 
National Alliance of African 
American Athletes, Pre-Game 
includes: 

I. Three-hour practice SAT, 
graded on-site and analyzed; 2. 
Standardized test-taking tips; 3. 
Free practice book; 4. Speeches by 
college coaches; 5. Free lunch. 

Bottom line? Youngsters, in 
particular student-athletes who 
want to excel, have a golden 
opportunity to lift themselves up to 
meet higher expectations instead 
of having the barriers lowered.

Money speculators say gold, 
pound for pound, is one of the most 
expensive items in the world, cur-

rently selling for around $425 per 
ounce. Last week I discovered that 
old Ricky Rudd photos are worth a 
mjnimum of $175 each. At that 
price, a small-size snapshot is liter­
ally worth more than gold. 

While preparing to do a feature 
magazine article on Rudd for a 
national publication, I thought it 
would be nice to include several 
photos of his early racing career. I 
contacted RPM team manager, Dale 
Cagle and explained to him my 
problem. He was cooperative, but 
said it mjght take some time before 
Ricky could find any suitable ones, 
because it was the middle of the rac­
ing season, and they were very busy 
at the tracks and in the shop. 

He suggested I contact some 
photographers around the Charlotte 
area and see if they might have 
some, and he even gave me the tele­
phone number of one. 

I called, and sure enough Mr. 
Photographer said he had any type 
photo of Ricky I might need, even 
one of him standing on his head. I 
told him there was no need to go 
that far, just something six to seven 
year's ago, or earlier. Finally, talk 
got around to how much I would 
have to pay, and I was told $175 
each. And that was in addition to 
UPS or Fedex charges. 

I soon realized one of three 
things. Either this photographer 
must live in an awfully expensive 
neighborhood, had a lot of overhead 
expenses or thought turnip trucks 
still shuttled people around in 
Alabama. Heck, 10-year-old Dale 
Earnhardt mugshots are only going 
for $5 down in Mobile. 

After our conversation, I 
weighed a sample photo and found 
that it took six of them to equal one 
ounce. Based on the gold standard, 
an ounce of early Ricky Rudd pho­
tos are worth $1 ,050. A pound 
would go for $16,800. Of course, 
you must also include UPS or 
Fedex charges.

TICK SEASON IS HERE!

Believe it or not tick season is 

here already. Besides their repulsive 
appearance, tick bites cause itching 
and irritation. Ticks are also carriers 
of serious diseases affecting people, 
pets and farm animals. In spite of 
these potential risks, tick-related 
problems can be avoided by taking 
certain precautions. 

Ticks prefer to live in woods, tall 
grass, weeds and brush. They climb 
onto low vegetation hand attach to 
suitable hosts which pass by, includ­
mg pets and people. The best way to 
avoid getting ticks on you is to fol­
low these precautions: 

1. Av01d walking through uncut 
fields, brush, and other overgrown 
areas, especially during April-July. 
Walk in the center of mowed trails 
to avoid brushing up against vegeta­
tion. When hiking or camping in 
tick-infested areas, wear light-col­
ored clothing and long pants tucked 
into boots or socks, and consider

2. Inspect family and pets after 
being in tick-infested areas (ticks 
often attach at the neck and scalp). 
Promptly remove any ticks by 
grasping them as close to the skin as 
possible and pulling them straight 
out with even gentle pressure. 
Petroleum jelly, hot matches and 
other methods of removal should be 
avoided. Wash the bite area, apply 
antiseptic and cover with a band-aid. 

3. Keep grass and shrubs in your 
yard trirruned, and clear ov('rgrown 
vegetation from edges of your prop­
erty. Ticks and their wild hosts will 
not nonnally infest areas that are 
well maintained. 

Treating the entire lawn with 
insecticides is of little benefit since 
mowed areas are not normally 
infested. If insecticides are used, 
treatment should be concentrated in 
areas where ticks and their animal 
hosts (rats, mice, pets) are likely to 
freq uent-along borders and fences 
between overgrown areas and the 
lawn, around ornamental plantings, 
beside footpaths, and the dog house. 

A good way to confirm if ticks are 
present is to drag a white flannel 
cloth or sheet through suspected 
areas. Ticks will attach and be visi­
ble through suspected areas. Ticks 
will attach and be visible against the 
white background. 

Insectide sprays containing car­
baryl (Sevin) and chlorpyrifos 
(Dursban) are effective, as are per­
methrin, cyfluthrin (Tempo), and 
other synthetic pyrethroids. A single 
application during late April-May, 
or when ticks are detected, is often 
all that's required. 

Free-roaming pets are much 
more likely to become infested than 
are pets that are confined. Ticks on 
pets can be controlled usmg sprays, 
dips, and insecticide-impregnanted 
collars. Consult with your veterinar­
ian for appropriate products to use 
on your pet.

1he song offers a new twtst on a 
dance hall theme, with a confident 
c,,.,., boy kno .... mg he has to mac;ter a 
few steps on the hardwood to .,., in 
the favor of the woman he's watch 
ing out on the floor. Over an infec­
tious dance heat, Heath's soulful 
tenor \Oice watlo;, "She's the ma1n 
attraction. how can I get in on the 
action'! Well, there's only one way 
to get next to her/1 can' t dance but 
I'm willtn' to learn" 

The song sets a searing pace, 
and sptlls into a second cut that 
packs the same heat. "Daddy's 
Money" a flat-out fun number 
about a guy catching the eye of a 
girl who has just about everything 
in life-cooks with a rocking 
rhythm and rambunctious, harmo­
ny-laden chorus: "She's got her 
daddy's money, her momma's good 
looks/More laughs than a o;tack of 
comic looks/A wild imagination, a 
college educauon, add it all up. it's 
a deadly combination!/She's a good 
bass f1sher, a d} namite kisser, 
country as a turnip green/She's got 
her daddy's money. her momma's 
good looks/And look who's lookm' 
at me! 

"What Do I Know?" provides a 
rivetmg change of mood. The 
poignant song explores a man's 
sadness and regret for leaving the 
woman he l o~ed, thmking he'd find 
greener pastures. The song is built 
on a beautiful and evocative 
welody line, ~mJ swells into the 

chorus, "He}, hey, .,., hat do I 
know?/I'm Just the lonely fool that 
let you go? And now, \\hat do I 
do?ffhought I could live without 
you/But what do I know'?" 

The various stylistic shifts are a 
big part of the album's appeal: like 
the bouncy, little feat-like groove of 
"Ease My Troubled Mind,'' the 
carefree countf)·rocker "Rowdy" 
that bums rubber with its dnvmg 
tom-toms and high-voltage chorus 
harmony: the catchy and clever 
honky-tonker "Good To Bad To 
Worse," the cool country-blues· 
funk of "I Wasn't Ready For You," 
and the simple, melancholy waltz, 
"nte Truth h I Lied." Add in the 
more contemporary country fla\or 
of the moving ballad "Lo\e Is 
Stronger Than Pride'' and the up 
tempo "A LJLtle Bit Of Love,'' and 
you have a release that abounds 
with po.,.,er and personality. 

It's the result of hard work and a 
fortuitous chain of events. 
Ricochet's original manager has a 
club in Columbia, Mtssouri, where 
the band was perfomung in 1993. 
He was a friend of veteran produc­
er Ron Chance, who had a big hand 
in the success of such acts as the 
Oak R1dge Boys and Sawyer 
Brown. Ron was tn town for a foot­
ball game. but was talked into com­
ing out to the club to hear this new 
band, which had different players 
on steel and bass at that point. 

The seasoned producer was 
impressed enough to arrange for 
the band to cut a one song demo, 
which he brought to the attention of 
his son. Blake, who had just been 
named senior director, A&R for 
Columbia Records Nashville. Ron 
then set up a rehearsal hall for the 
band 111 Nashville in the winter of 
1994, so that Blake and an array of 
other record executives could hear 
Ricochet live. Blake- not wanting 
to be .swayed simply by the fact that 
his father was behind the band­
had shown up preparing to be .skep­
ttcal. But he was blown away and 
the doors to a record deal began to 
swtng open. 

R1cochet was signed to a four­
song developmental deal, and Ed 
Seay. whose sterling credits include 

Collin Raye, Martma McBnde and 
Highway 101. .,.,as brought in to be 
producer. But a developmental deal 
doesn't guarantee that the label will 
give a green light to cut a full 
album. So when Ricochet had fin­
ished recording its four songs in 
late '94, it was time to sweat and 
wonder what Columbia Records 
Nashville top brass would do. "If 
they like it, you get a deal.'' says 
bassman Greg. "If they don't, then 
you get to go back on the street and 
start over." 

No wonder the guys were more 
than a little jittery on February 6, 
1995, when they were summoned 
to a Monday morning meeting to 
hear Columbia's decision. nte only 
calm member was Heath, who had 
been ttpped off over the weekend, 
but sworn to secrecy. To throw the 
band off just for fun, the producers 
convened the meeting away from 
Columbia headquarters, trying to 
make it appear that the news might 
be bad. Ricochet members filed in, 
fighting a sinking feeling. 

"Blake says, 'Oh darn. they're 
all dressed up.

The decision to move the 
Saturday sale to Wednesdays at 
7:00p.m. beginning May seventh is 
still the hot topic around the stock­
yard. Whether this will be success­
ful or not no one can yet say, but 
it's certainly worth a shot consider­
ing all the pros and cons. 

The biggest objection to 
Wednesday is that it is a workday. 
But with the excellent turnout to the 
two special feeder sales held on 
Wednesdays m March and April 
there 1s reason to have some opti­
mism about this day and time. 

The objective here is the same as 
it has always been, getting the stock 
to the people and the people to the 
stock. This is getting harder and 
harder to do on Saturdays with the 
ever-expanding flea market on the 
grounds creating more and more 
traffic. 

The flea market, of course, is 
also a part of the stockyard tradi­
tion; it provides the festive air that 
makes it so much fun to be there; 
and no one would want to change 
that. But what people find festive, 
livestock find stressful; they like to 
keep moving-to Wednesdays at 
7:00 as the case may be. 

So this coming Saturday's sale 
will be the final Saturday sale. It 
has been a constant in many Jives 
for years and will certainly be 
missed, if not actually mourned by 
some. Purely and simply it has been 
ritual. 

This past Saturday's sale was 
well-attended with an interesting 
mix of animals going through, from 
fair to very good grade. 

A few nannys with kids opened 
the sale at 72.50 to 75.00 a set. 
Baby calves followed at 60.00 to 
100.00 apiece. Stocker heifers were 
at 170.00 to 235.00 a head, and 
heifers (300-500) brought 62.50 to 

77.00 by the pound, with one group 
of black hetfers bringing 79.50. 
Steers (300-400) brought 69.00-
75 00. 

There were several bred cows 7 
to 9 months pregnant selhng at 
280.00 to 400.00 per head. Two 
fine bulls went through-a 950 
pound black bull brought 550.00, 
and a big limousine weighing-in at 
1740 sold by the pound for 50.00. 

The big fellow must have been 
proud of the price he brought 
because he didn't want to leave the 
ring afterwards. In fact, he got 
rather mean about it, pawing at the 
sawdust and slinging it up into the 
seats for several rows back. One of 
the ring workers--or rather ring 
master, considering the artful way 
he handled the situation-kicked 
some sawdust toward the bull mak­
ing him mad enough to chase after 
him; he then ducked in the back­
door of the office as the bull 
charged by. It was an exciting 
finale. 

Horses are usually being shod 
out back before and during the sale, 
and the move to Wednesdays won't 
affect this practice. People can still 
bring their horses in on Saturday 
mornings to be shod by Larry 
Blevins or see him at the horse sale. 

New stock from outside the area 
is expected to come in for this 
Friday's sale, as well as a new buy­
ers from down state looking for 
some fine mountain stock, Eastern 
Kentucky's own homegrown prod­
uct-the parent stock of all 
American gaited horses.

ORDINANCE NO. 4-97 
WHEREAS: The City of 

Prestonsburg has for 
many years permitted var­
ious charities to conduct 
roadblocks in the City to 
accept donations from 
motorists, and 

WHEREAS: The num­
ber of requests has grown 
over the years, until it has 
become necessary to reg­
ulate, by ordinance, the 
number and method of 
conducting said road­
blocks, 

NOW, THEREFORE, 
BE IT ORDAINED by the 
City Council of the City of 
Prestonsburg as follows: 

1. That charitable road­
blocks may only be con­
ducted on certain desig· 
nated days and times and 
under the conditions set 
ou·t in this ordinance. Any 
person conducting a road­
block in violation of this 
ordinance shall be guilty of 
a misdemeanor and shall 
be fined up to $500 and 
imprisoned for not more 
than 90 days or both. 

2. The following is a list
