Emergency room 
shophfter arraigned

Numerous defendants have 
been arraigned for shoplifting 
from area department stores in 
the past but, in what may have 
been a first in Floyd District 
Court, a defendant was arraigned 
Thursday for shoplifting from a 
local emergency room. 

Gregory S. Hicks, 20, of Pre­
stonsburg, was arrested early 
Thursday morning after he al­
legedly attempted to steal sup­
plies from the emergency ;oom 
at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center. 

Hicks was arrested by Floyd 
deputy David Gray and charged 
with theft by unlawful taking and 
disorderly conduct. 

According to the deputy's re­
port, he responded to a disorder­
ly complaint at the hospital 
around 3:30a.m. Thursday. 

"(Hospital) staff stated they 
believed (Hicks) had taken some 
items from the emergency 
room," the report says. "I patted 
the subject down and found two 
new needles with syringes and 
one lab tube." 

The items Hicks allegedly 
tried to steal are valued at $50, 
according to the report. 

"I just picked up one little 
thing," Hicks told Floyd District 
Judge James R. Alfen before 
pleading guilty to the charges. 

The judge reminded assistant 
county attorney Stacy Marshall 
that Hicks was a familiar face to 
the court, and Marshall recom­
mended that Hicks be sentenced 
to 15 days m the county jail and 
pay fines. 

After considering Marshal1's 
recommendation, Judge Allen 
doubled Hicks' sentence and or­
dered that he spend 30 days in 
jail. 

"Somewhere along the line, 
you're going to have to change 
your attitude," the judge told 
Hicks. 

Man pleads guilty to 
DUl then goes to jail 
for drinking in court 

A Floyd County man was 
ready to walk out of the court­
room and JUSt pay fines for a 
drunk driving incident, but ended 
up spending more than six hours 
in jail after court personnel sus­
pected he had been drinking. 

Charles Slone, 24, of Top­
most, was arrested Wednesday in 
Floyd District Court and charged 
with alcohol intoxication after he 
appeared in court to plea on a dri-

Report says Floyd has too many 
teachers teaching in wrong areas

A report suggesting that Floyd 
County has a number of teachers 
teaching out of their fields has 
prompted Supermtendent Gene 
Davis to plan corrective action. 

According to a report released 
by the state's Teacher Certification 
Office, there were 17 teachers 
working out of their fields this year 
and one teacher that had an expired 
teaching certificate. 

Last school year, there were 21 

teachers not certified for the class­
es they were teaching; three with 
expired certificates and; two who 
had no valid teaching certificates. 

Davis, who has been superinten­
dent for just over a month, said 
Thursday he is going to address the 
problem. 

''That will be looked at real 
close," Davis said. "We'll be doing 
our staffing in about two weeks. 
That was news to me. I had no idea 
that was happening. It's just anoth­
er one of those jobs I'll have to look 
into. I'm gomg to try very hard to 

have it cleared up by the next 
school year." 

Rhonda Tamme, director of the 
state's Teacher Certification Office, 
said the problem carne to light dur­
ing a cross check of teacher certifi­
cation and employment data bases. 

Teacher certifications are 
checked against district reports of 
teacher employment, Tamme said. 
An error report notes instances 
where teachers are not within their 
fields or Jack certification.

Safety signal 
debuts with 
two-car crash

Precautions taken to make a 
dangerous Floyd County intersec­
tion safer for motorists may have 
contributed to an accident which 
sent two drivers to the emergency 
room Wednesday afternoon. 

Within a few hours after new 
signal lights were turned on at the 
intersection of Routes 23 and 
1428, the Prestonsburg Police De­
partment received a report of a 
two-car accident. 

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fan­
nin notified the police department 
of the accident around 5 p.m. 
Wednesday. The lights were turned 
on around 1 p.m. the same day. 

"I just turned onto Route 23 and 
looked in my rear-view mirror and 
saw metal flying into the air," Fan­
nin said. 

City police officer William 
Petry said Jimmy Jennings, 48, of 
Flat Gap, was injured ·when he 
failed to stop at the traffic lights. 
"(Jennings) said he could not see 
the lights because of a coal truck in 
front of him," Petry said Thursday 
afternoon. 

The officer said Jennings was 
traveling in the northbound lane at 
the time of the accident. 

Jennings was transported to 
Highlands Regional Medica] Cen­
ter, where he was admitted and re­
leased Thursday. 

Grover Sanders, the driver of 
the other vehicle, was attempting 
to turn south onto Route 23 when 
the accident occurred, Petry said.

Residents of Ligon and Clear 
Creek will have access to cleaner 
water in less than a year. 

A million dollar project extend­
ing water lines from the Beaver 
Elkhorn Water District, up Routes 
122 and 979, to the Ligon/Clear 
Creek areas has been approved by 
the Division of Abandoned Mines 
and Lands (AML), Floyd County 
Judge-Executive Ben Hale learned 
Thursday. 

The project, which will provide 
clean water access to 200 house­
holds. 1s expected to be completed 
in about eight months after the final 

hurdles have been crossed, Hale 
said. 

Before the project is finalized, 
the project must be approved by the 
fiscal court and a memorandum 
agreement must be signed. 

"The last hurdle 1s if OSM (the 
U.S. Office of Surface Mining) 
concurs with the project I feel op­
timistic that will happen," Hale 
said. 

The project will be funded en­
tirely through the AML and not the 
fiscal court. Hale said. "Nothing 
(for this proJect) is coming out of 
the county pocketbook," he 
stressed.

"Ligon is one of the more 
mined-out reg1ons,'' Hale said 
Thursday. "It didn't make sense that 
they wouldn't qualify." 

He resubmitted a proposal and 
the AML again tested for water con­
tamination and its cause Damage 
to the water must be caused by min­
ing activity. Hale said. 

"There are monies set aside for 
abandoned lands from minmg 
activities," Hale said. "Thirty per­
cent of that goes to water that's 
been affected. Unfortunately, that's 

a byproduct of mining. We've defi­
nitely got a problem in Clear Creek 
and L1gon." 

Hale said a water project on 
Arkansas Creek last year was done 
through AML funds, and he has 
requests in for more water exten­
sion prOJects throughout the county, 
including Buckeye on Middle 
Creek. 

"It takes time (for AML) to 
study it. They have to make sure the 
water problems are mine-related. 
People need to be patient," Hale 
said. adding that he means to fulfill 
his campaign promise to see that 
the rural areas of the county have 
clean water supplies. 

"In all of the state, we have a 
better percentage (of gettmg clean 
water) to our residents, but It's not 
enough. I won't say it till we get 
water to everyone who wants it. 

Unfortunately, we can't help the 
two private water companies here 
in the county. 

"We've gotten close to $2 mil­
lion in (funding) in getting 340 
homes clean, safe water from vari­
ous sources ... There is Abner (that 
needs water), there are lots of areas 
- Caney, places in Mud Creek. As 
long as I'm here, I'll keep applymg 
and keep aggravating (the funding 
sources) until we see results. And I 
think we've seen some results. (It) 
won't happen overnight, but we're 
making a dent in it," Hale said. 

A special meeting of the fiscal 
court to review the project will be 
held Monday at lO a.m. in the cour­
thouse annex conference room 105. 
Also on the agenda is the first read­
ing for the closure of a portion of 
road on the Right Fork (Kidd) Fork) 
of Big Branch of Little Mud Creek.

Drug trafficking plea 
draws sentence and 
forfeiture of cash 

A Tram man pleaded guilty to 
drug-trafficking charges Tuesday 
and forfeited near!) $400 in cash 
~eized during his arrest to the 
Floyd County Sheriffs 
Department. 

Curtis Gardner entered a plea 
agreement on the day of a sched­
uled jury trial in Floyd District 
Court to two counts of trafficking 
marijuana. 

Floyd County Sheriff's detec­
tive Jim Rederick arrested Gardner 
in October 1996 after a confiden­
tial informant bought two bags of 
marijuana from Gardner at his 
Tram residence. 

During Gardner's arrest, the 
detective and sheriff's deputies 
found marijuana in a shaving bag 
beneath a sink; marijuana ciga­
rettes on the dryer in the residence 
and in Gardner's car; a .22 semi­
automatic pistol; a scanner; and 
$360 in his wallet. 

The plea agreement was that 
Gardner would serve 60 days in the 
Floyd County Adult Detention 
Center and forfeit the cash. scanner 
and gun seized from the residence. 

A condition of the agreement 
was that Gardner would be eligible 
for work release after serving ten 
consecutive days 1n the Jail, if he 
could provide proof that he had 
employment. 

Floyd District Judge James R. 
Allen ordered that Gardner report 
to the jail on Monday, May 12, to 
begin serving the sentence.

Man assaults deputy 
jailer after alcohol 
intoxication arrest

A Floyd County Adult 
Detention Center deputy jailer was 
assaulted early Thursday morning 
while attempting to put a prisoner 
in the drunk tank. 

Denver Holbrook, 43, of 
Bevinsville, was transported to the 
jail after he was arrested in the 
Center Stage parking lot and 
charged with alcohol intoxication 

· (AI). 
While deputy jailers were pro­

cessing Holbrook's paperwork and 
attempting to place him in "detox," 
tie allegedly became violent and 
hit deputy jailer Kevin Porter. 

"(Holbrook) was very violent 
and disorderly," according to a 
report filed by deputy jailer Stacy 
Johnson. "(He) turned and struck 
(Porter) about the left side of his 
head with a punch." 

Johnson's report also indicates 
that Holbrook kicked chairs and 
the walls, and "repeatedly stated 
he would kill both officers." 

Floyd Jailer Roger Webb said 

Thursday that Porter was not seri­
ously injured during the attack, but 
did suffer a bruised cheek. 

"We will not tolerate violence 
and this type of behavior in the 
jail," Webb said. "We want this to 
be prosecuted to the fullest 
extent." 

Johnson charged Holbrook with 
third degree assault; disorderly 
conduct; and two counts of terror­
istic threatening. 

Floyd District Judge James R. 
Allen entered not-guilty pleas to 
Holbrook's charges, and a prelimi­
nary hearing is scheduled for 2:30 
p.m. May 14. 

Holbrook pleaded not guilty to 
the AI charge, and a pre-trial con­
ference was set for July 8. He is 
being held ~t the jail in lieu of a 
$300 cash bond for the AI charge 
and a $10,000 cash bond for the 
assault charge. 

Judge Allen also issued a hold 
on Holbrook because of a Bell 
County bench warrant. 

According to jail personnel, 
that warrant is for contempt of 
court and failure to pay fines. 

Twenty recognized 
in clean-up efforts ·

Kentucky's Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection 
Cabinet secretary James E. Bickford 
recognized citizens and businesses 
Monday who have been working to 
eliminate "third-world situations" in 
Floyd County. 

''This is not a third-world coun­
try," Bickford said Monday at the 
regular meeting of the Floyd County 
Chamber of Commerce. "We don't 
need to have a third-world country 
situation here." 

The cabinet's secretary was the 
guest speaker at the chamber's 
meeting Monday in the Wilkinson­
Stumbo Convention Center. 

Bickford and the Floyd County 
Environmental Planning Authority 
presented 20 citizens and businesses 
with Responsible Steward awards 
for their efforts toward a clean 
Floyd County. 

Bickford connected the trash 
problem in the county with the high­
ly publicized welfare refonn issue. 

The secretary said jobs must be 
available for welfare recipients who 
are told they have to get a job, but 

(j,j he added that jobs are not likely to 
,.. be present in a garbage dump. 

"A company that comes into an 
area says it won't (locate) to a 
garbage dump," Bickford said. "We 
have raw sewage in our rivers." 

He stressed that cleaning up the 
county is essential in attracting busi­
nesses to the area for jobs. 

"When a man's belly is empty or 
he's concerned about feeding or 
clothing his children - he's not 
concerned about the environment," 
Bickford said. "When (welfare * recipients) are told, 'okay, go get a 
job,' there's got to be a job there." 

Bickford said the cabinet's cam­
paign on illegal dumping has had 

"some success," but additional sup­
port is needed before the campaign 
will be successful. 

The secretary said that out of 158 
people who were caught in another 
county for illegal dumping - only 
one was prosecuted. 

But, Bickford expects those sta­
tistics to change. 

"Our inspectors are going 
through garbage to get names of 
those violating the dumping laws," 
Bickford said. "(Illegal dumpers) 
will be given a state-issued notice of 
violation and will be tried in 
Frankfort. They can be fined up to 
$5,000." 

"For the good of the state and the 
good of the people ... we really need 
help in this effort," the secretary 
said. "We're really declaring war on 
the dumpers."

Ask and Ye shall receive. 
We won't take any credit for 

it, but we asked Eastern 
Kentucky's two preeminent 
politicians to mend their fences 
over the proposed reform of 
higher education, and it appears 
they are close to doing just that. 

House Majority Leader Greg 
Stumbo, of Prestonsburg, has 
offered a compromise in the 
feud over the state's community 
colleges that would keep UK in 
the picture. 

Degrees from community 
colleges would still be conferred 
by UK and the university would 
have some representation on an 
independent board which would 
oversee them and state vo-tech 
schools. 

Stumbo's proposal is not far 
from what Governor Paul Patton 
has said he would accept as a 
compromise to his original 
reform idea, and that's good. 

We don't need Eastern 
Kentucky's two political heavy 
hitters swinging at one another. 

Sometimes, though, when 
you ask for something, you get 
more than you bargained for in 
return. 

One consideration among the 
compromises being floated on 
the community college issue 
would be to grant new powers to 
individual college advisory 
boards, which now can make 
recommendations but have no 
real say in administrative mat­
ters. 

That idea has its pluses­
local decisions on budgeting 
would probably pennit greater 
flexibility on matching curricu­
lums to regional needs-but the 
legislature needs to give the pro­
posal careful consideration. 

The last thing we need in 
higher education is another layer 
of bureaucracy that is rooted in 
politics. 

At any rate, it appears that 
reforms are likely to happen, 
and we assume most will be for 
the better. 

The missing ingredient now 
1s money. 

We've seen noble efforts to 
reform education fall flat 
because the dollars weren't 
there to finance them properly. 

In this case, all the compro­
mises in the world will be noth­
ing more than words on paper if 
there are too few bucks to bal­
ance the books.

As Kentuckians debate the 
future of postsecondary education 
and their vision of what it should 
be, much of the discussion should 
focus on technical education. 

Our society traditionally has 
placed great importance on a col­
lege education, and Kentucky's col­
leges and universities remain a key 
to economic development and qual­
ity of life in this state. But many of 
the nation's fastest-growing occu­
pations require a vocational or tech­
nical education rather than a bache­
lor's or graduate degree. Trained 
technicians can command salaries 
competitive with those earned by 
workers in what tradttwnally have 
been considered white-collar jobs. 

Despite an increasing apprecia­
tion of technical education and what 
it means to the state's economy, 
many Kentuckians still don't know 
much about it. For that reason, 
those associated with the Kentucky­
Tech system would like to share 
with you our vision for postsec­
ondary technical education . 

Since its founding in 1938, 
Kentucky's system of state techni­
cal schools has maintained a mis­
sion of preparing people for 
employment. Today the commit­
ment to that mission continues 
through a comprehensive offering 
of programs and services directly 
related to the availability of jobs. 
Kentucky Tech institutions also 
serve as a major influence in the 
economic development of commu­
nities. 

Kentucky Tech-which com­
prises 91 schools, including 25 
postsecondary schools-offers ser­
vices such as postsecondary certifi­
cate and diploma programs, high 
school vocational educatiOn, cus­
tomized training for companies' 
existing employees, employee 
assessment, and new-hire initiatives 
for employers. 

The commttment of Kentucky's 
technical schools to their mission is 
manifested in constantly evolving 
occupational programs driven by 
the demands of the workplace. 
Kentucky Tech offers 63 programs, 
ranging from carpentry to respirato­
ry technology to accounting to 
industrial electronics to aircraft 
mechanics. The system annually 
serves more than I I 0,000 people. 
About 95 percent of graduates get 
jobs or move on to higher educa­
tion. 

As legislators prepare to debate 
and vote on the Kentucky 
Postsecondary Education Improve­
ment Act of 1997 as proposed by 
Gov. Paul Patton, tt is timely to 
examine the legislation and how it 
dovetails with Kentucky Tech's 
vision for technical education . This 

paper that representatives of 
Kentucky Tech and the Cabinet for 
Workforce Development presented 
last year to Gov. Patton and the 
Task Force on Postsecondary 
Education. The Kentucky Tech 
white paper mirrors much of the 
proposal that Gov. Patton advocates 
and that the Task Force on 
Postsecondary Education approved 
on April 15. 

For example, Gov. Patton has 
made clear that he believes postsec­
ondary education should be avail­
able to as many Kentuckians as pos­
sible. Kentucky Tech agrees. 
Kentucky's postsecondary technical 
schools have tried to remain acces­
sible by charging less than $700 a 
year for tuition, but the tech system 
wants to accommodate even more 
students. Toward that end, 
Kentucky Tech wants to better use 
existing facilities and seek creative 
partnerships with other educational 
systems. 

To promote accessibility, 
Kentucky Tech also proposes that 
the Commonwealth emphasize 
career planning and technical edu­
cation in high school; provide tax 
incentives to employers who retrain 
thetr workforce; and ensure that 
articulation and transfer of credits 
among postsecondary education 
institutions is made easier to benefit 
students. 

The Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act of 1997 seeks to 
improve planning and coordination 
in the postsecondary education sys­
tem. A new, vigorous Council on 
Postsecondary Education would 
possess the power to promote and 
enforce such coordination. The 
council, wtth support from the 
Board of Regents of the proposed 
Kentucky Community and 
Technical College System, would 
have the authority to require coordi­
nation by technical schools, com­
munity colleges and associate 
degree programs at umversities. 

Kentucky Tech supports that 
concept, calling in its white paper 
for creation of a board to approve 
and coordinate programs that are 
two years or less in length and are 
technicaVvocational in nature. 

In its white paper, Kentucky 
Tech also calls for the establishment 
of clear missions for universities, 
technical schools and community 
colleges. That issue is addressed in 
the Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act of 1997. 

Kentucky Tech believes that 
postsecondary education should be 
more responsive. We support these 
initiatives, which are consistent 
with the Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act of 1997: 

• Increased funding for equip­
ment in technical education. The 
governor's proposal calls for an 
additional $3 million to be appro­
priated next fiscal year for that pur-

The following article is pan two 
of a two-part profile on 
Congressman Harold "Hal" Rogers 

Congressman Rogers' first real 
entry into the political arena came 
without warning-a surprise served 
up by Circuit Judge Roscoe Carter, 
who was John Sherman Cooper's 
uncle and the "political boss" of the 
area. Carter was unhappy with the 
then county attorney and wanted 
him replaced in the next election. 
"Carter started running me before I 
knew it," said Rogers. He won the 
primary and was unopposed in the 
general election 

But while Rogers was waiting to 
be elected, the governor appointed 
him to fill a vacancy as the com­
monwealth's attorney. Excited 
about the potential of their young, 
unscathed member, the state 
Republican Party then nominated 
Rogers for the commonwealth's 
attorney race, which would also be 
decided in the fall election. Rogers 
was now in the position to take 
office as either county attorney or 
commonwealth's attorney. He chose 

the latter. 
For the next ten years, Rogers 

became a very active member in the 
Republican Party and worked hard 
promoting other Republican candi­
dates. In 1979, he ran for lieutenant 
governor and was defeated by 
Martha Layne Collins, but he had 
built up enough name recognition to 
run for the seat of retiring 
Congressman Tim Lee Carter. 
Seventeen years later he still holds 
that office. 

While m Congress, Rogers' rep­
utation of securing monites for an 
extraordinary number of regional 
development projects has brought 
upon him harsh crillcisms from 
good government groups, such a~ 

Citizens Against Government 
Waste, and even the younger mem­
bers of his party, who wonder how 
he can follow the "less-government, 
tax-cuttmg agenda" and still seek 
and acquire so much money for his 
district. 

His first major legislative effort 
m fact, v.as the d~;\clopment of 
flood prevention structures for vari-

ous parts of Eastern Kentucky-an 
idea he brought with him into office 
back in 1980. His most recent pro­
posal to clean up Eastern Kentucky 
shows that his passton for projects 
has not cooled. "It will be an enor­
mously expensive, very complicat­
ed, long term project that will 
require everybody: government, 
federal, state, local; volunteers, 
ctvic groups ... everybody," Rogers 
satd. . 

Congressman Rogers' direct 
connection to his constituency has 
been his staff members. Many of 
those who know Rogers know htm 
as the man who helped them or their 
family member with an administra­
tive problem. 

"When I first got elected I deter­
mined that the one thing I wanted to 
do well was to serve indivtdual peo­
ple's problem needs ... dtsability, 
social security, persons that needed 
their veteran's pension and couldn't 
get it, thmgs of that nature," he said. 
"So \\ e built a staff down here with 
the goal of I) Hclptng people wtth 
their individual problems, 2) 

Economically developing this 
area." 

Rogers was just as selecl!ve 
when choosing his Washington 
staff. "I w.anted people that knew 
how to get things done up 
there ... how to work getting monies 
out of committees and the like," 
said Rogers. 

When Kentucky lost a House 
seat in 1990 because of a dcchne in 
population the strong Republican 
region of southern Kentucky was 
combined with eastern Kentucky, 
where many areas arc historically 
Democrat. But Rogers saw no need 
to change his voting pattern or pri­
orities in Congress because, aside 
from party conccntJatJon, the two 
regions "are exactly alike. They're 
against gun control, they arc for 
prayer in school, and they arc 
against abortion .. .! think when the 
people in the new part of my district 
learned that that's what I was about 
it fit me perfectly," said Rogers. 

Without que tton R •ere. h 
rcmamcd 'cry conststcnt through 
his long career. He will almost 

always vote dOwn party lines on 
social issues, but tends to vote 
slightly more iberal than the cur­
rent batch of Republicans on fiscal 
matters. He has also fit into his new 
district quite Y'ell. In the 1994 elec­
tion, the last time he was opposed, 
he won handily over State Senator 
Walter "Doc' Blevms, almost four 
to one. 

As K ntuck) 's Senior 
Republican. Rogers was expected 
by many to be the leading candidate 
for Wendell Ford's Senate seat once 
Ford retired. Although, Rogers feels 
he could be much more effective 
where he is, with the seniority he 
has huilt in the House, rather than 
stnrting as a ,first term member of 
the Senate,'' {'-!though, I figure it's 
more prestigious, I guess. You get 
your name on television a lot more 
over there. on the Brinkley show or 
something," said Rogers, "But 
that\ not important. I don't need 
that. I don't need my ego sapped. 
I'd th r see a flood project in 
Warfield, than to sec my name on 
the Brinkley show." 

• The use of technology to teach 
technical education, but not at the 
expense of necessary hands-on 
instruction. The Postsecondary 
Education Improvement Act of 
1997 proposes the creation of a vir­
tual university to telecommunicate 
courses. 

In its white paper, Kentucky 
Tech also focuses on the need to 
satisfy customers: students, 
employers and the Commonwealth. 
That goal is promoted in the 
Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act of 1997. 

Gov. Patton's proposal calls for 
postsecondary technical schools, 
which would become technical col­
leges, to be able to confer technical 
degrees. "Without technical 
degrees, students are at a disadvan­
tage in the job market, particularly 
when competing against students 
from other states that have such 
degrees," Kentucky Tech says in its 
white paper. 

The Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act of 1997 calls for 
the creation of regional advisory 
boards to respond to local markets. 
Kentucky Tech concurs, supporting 
the establishment of local planning 
partnerships-<ouncils of business 
people-to ensure that education 
and training programs prepare 
workers for fields that are in 
demand. 

The issue of governance certain­
ly is one of the most controversial 
surrounding postsecondary educa­
tion. The Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act of 1997 proposes 
that the 25 postsecondary technical 
schools be removed from the 
Cabinet for Workforce 
Development, and that 13 of 14 
community colleges be removed 
from the University of Kentucky. 
The two systems, which would 
retain their own identities, would 
form the new Kentucky Community 
and Technical College System and 
would be governed by one president 
and Board of Regents. KCTC 
would be independent of state gov­
ernment and any university. 

Kentucky Tech supports Gov. 
Patton's proposal and would wel­
come the increased flexibility that 
would come from being removed 
from state government. "As a state 
government agency, Kentucky Tech 
is bound by a state government per­
sonnel cap. Other educational insti­
tutions are not restricted by a cap 
and can hire employees as long as 
the positions can be funded," the 
techmcal education system says in 
its white paper. 

Under the Postsecondary 
Education Improvement Act of 
1997, the Council on Postsecondary 
Educauon would have the authonty 
to implement an accountability sys­
tem with funding tied to attainment 
of strategic goals. 

"Financial incentives represent 
one of the strongest ways to reward 
good performance and to change 
organizational behavior," Kentucky 
Tech reports in its white paper to 
the Task Force on Postsecondary 
Education. Currently, "budgeting 
for postsecondary education uses 
few financial incentives. 
Performance budgeting uses the 
attainment of outcomes as a basis 
for allocating resources... 1\vo of 
the themes within the Kentucky 
Tech vision of postsecondary edu­
cation are responsiveness and 
accountability. Performance bud­
geting would support both of those 
themes." 

While many opinions exist and 
are welcomed in the Kentucky Tech 
system, all of its leaders-!, 
Technical Education Acting 
Commtssioner Delmus Murrell, and 
the State Board for Adult and 
Techntcal Education-have 
endorsed Gov. Patton's 
Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act of 1997. 
Kentucky Tech and the Cabinet for 
Workforce Develop ment encour­
age members of the General 
Assembly and all cittzens to support 
this important p1ece of legislation. 

As secretary of the Cabinet for 
W,orkforce Development, Cain 
supervises the agency that includes 
the Kentucky Tech system of state 
vocational-technical schools. He 
al:;o served on the Task Force on 
Postsecondary Educatton.

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Wayland teens will face 
felony charges, grand jury

Charges against two Wayland 
men in connection with the bur­
glary of a convenience store, 
where some of their acts were cap­
tured on a surveillance camera, 
will go to a grand jury. 

At a preliminary hearing 
Wednesday in Floyd District 
Court, deputy sheriff Bobby 
Hackworth testified that he 
answered a call for assistance at 
the Estill Stop and Shop April 26 
and T.Y. Jervis, 19, and Dewey 
Hamilton, 19, were in the custody 
of Wayland police chief Aaron 
Kid d. 

Hackworth said the two did not 
admit their involvement in the 
break-in, but Jervis led officers to 
where the stolen goods were, on a 
hillside across from the store. 
Hackworth said value of the dam­
age to the store and items taken 
amounts to almost $6,000. 

Chief Kidd testified that he had 
been contacted by the store owner, 
Bobby Hamilton, on the night of 
April 25, that there were two men 
standing outside his store with 
baseball bats. 

Kidd said after the store closed, 
he decided to drive by. While he 
was turning in the parking lot, 
Kidd noticed that the two glass 
doors were shattered and he then 
saw Jervis and Hamilton coming 
out with beer and cigarettes in their 
arms. 

"When they looked at my 
badge, they said, 'Oh, s-, the cops. 
Let's run,"' Kidd testified. 

Jervis started cursing and kick-

Now on 

ing at Kidd while he was trying to 
arrest him and repeatedly spit in 
his face, the officer said. Jervis 
was charged with misdemeanor 
offenses of resisting arrest, terror­
istic threatening, disorderly con­
duct and making false statements 
to a police officer. 

While they were being booked 
at the jail after their arrest, Kidd 
told them that there was a video­
tape of the burglary and asked 
them why they didn't take it. The 
officer said Hamilton said, 'I done 
it.' 

"The two were caught in the act 
basically," Kidd testified. He said 
the videotape shows the two break­
ing into the store by smashing the 
glass doors with baseball bats. 

The two are charged with 
felony theft by unlawful taking, 
second degree criminal mischief 
and third degree burglary. 

Floyd District Judge James 
Allen found there was probable 
cause to refer the case to a grand 
jury.

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Extradition hearings today 
in Arizona for juveniles 

Extradition hearings are set for 
today (Friday) in Arizona for two 
juveniles accused in connection 
with the murders of three members 
of a Tennessee family last month. 

Karen Renae Howell, 17 of 
Toler, and Jason Bryant, 14, of Pike 
County, were arrested last month 
just inside the Mexican border 
along with four other Floyd 
Countains who are charged in the 
three murders. 

Howell and Bryant, along with 
Natasha Wallen Cornett, 18, of 
Pike-Aoyd Hollow; Joseph Risner, 
20, of Paintsville; Dean Mullins, 19, 
of Toler; and Crystal Sturgill, 18, of 
Betsy Layne, are accused of killing 
Vidar Lillelid, his wife, Dephia, and 
daughter, Tabitha. The Lillelid's 
son, Peter, two-years old, was also 

shot, but survived the attack. 
The Lillelids were found mur­

dered in Greenville, Tennessee. The 
teens are believed to have shot the 
four and fled in their family vehicle. 

Cornett, who some law enforce­
ment officials believe is the leader 
of the group, has said she is the 
daughter of Satan.

are also more contagious than good moods. If I'm in a bad 
mood, it's not long before everyone around me is in a bad 
mood. I can' t help it. I think that's natural. Love begats love, 
hate begats hate, Noah begat Shem, misery loves company, 
que sera, sera, and all that. 

My family knows when I'm in a bad mood. A cloud forms 
above my head, my nostrils flare and I breathe fire.

Callaham named in 
,ambulance scandal

Martin County Sheriff Darriel Young 
said last week that the state Attorney 
General's criminal investigation of the 
Martin County Ambulance Service was ini­
tiated by his office-and has included 
Martin County Judge-Executive Kelly 
Callaham. 

"Some information was dumped in our 
lap by some of the ambulance service 
employees," Young said. "There have been 

.. some allegations made against the judge as 
well." 

Investigators have spent most of last 
week conducting interviews of ambulance 
service personnel, members of the county 
911/EMS board and various county offi­
cials. To date, investigators have not inter­
viewed former ambulance service director 
Dean Slone, who tenderd his resignation 
last week. Though neither the investigators 
nor the state attorney general's office will 
answer questions about the case, the Martin 
County Sun has learned that the investiga­
tion of Slone's activities has centered on 

• about $7,000 in cash payments and mer­
chandise taken from the service. 

An estimated $4,000 of the alleged 
"missing money" was made in payments to 
Slone when he made paramedic runs. Slone, 
who has hired Prestonsburg attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf, told 911 board members and 
attorney general's office personnel that he 
was willing to pay back any questionable 
items. Slone's salary as director was an esti­
mated $512 per week and the contract 
apparently did not cover charges for para­
medic (Advanced Life Support) runs. The 
Martin County Sun has also learned that 

M money was allegedly paid to Slone and his 
~ wife (who was a training officer for the ser­

vice) for training this year which had not 
taken place yet. There was also some ques­
tions about the purchase of a $900 comput­
er system which Slone allegedly took to his 
residence. 

Courthouse sources have not revealed 
exactly what Judge-Executive Callaham's 
connection with the investigation are. 
Callaham served as representative for the 
ambulance service until after he was 
appointed judge in 1993. Investigators are 
also asking questwns about an incident * more than two weeks ago when the ambu­
lance service records were seized by DES 
Director (and 911 board member) Dallas 
Sweeney and then delivered to Callaham's 
office, where they were kept for two days. 

Callaham said Tuesday that he has talked 
with the attorney general's investigators­
but that the allegations made against him 
were both simple-and false. 

"They asked me if what we (the county) 
gave to the ambulance service was over 
budget," Callaham said. "When we showed 
them the quarterly reports, that was the end 
of that." 

ii Callaham said that the investigation also 
asked him about allegations that Slone had 
been directed to do all vehicle maintenance 
at Callaham's service station (owned and 
operated by the judge's brother). 

"Dean (Slone) showed the investigators a 
receipt for $400 at Herb's (Maynard) and 
the investigators were satisfied. It was all 
pretty cut and dried." 

Callaham said that the controversy sur­
rounding the ambulance service was a direct 
result of the fiscal court's decision to 
remove funding from the sheriff's office. He 
said that the investigation, when it was com­
pleted, would lead to more controversy, 
however. 

"When this is all over with, I hope the 
people who have been making all these alle­
gations against me have good lawyers," he 
said. "It's pitiful and I'm not going to stand 
for it anymore." 

In making his statement last week, 
Young said the recent cuts in the sheriff's 
office budget were in retaliation for the 
ambulance service investigation and for an 
apparent investigation being conduc~ed by 
Chief Deputy F.D. Fitzpatrick of the coun­
ty's road and bridge fund. 

"It looks to me like there is a cover-up," 
Young said. "The judge has been named tn 
some of the allegations, we brought the 
information to the attorney general's office 
and the judge's office is trying to shut us 
down for it."

What now? Commissioners in 
Johnson are unsure about future

Now that Johnson County Judge­
Executive Hobert Meade has admitted his 
part in a federal corruption case, Johnson 
County's commissioners are left shaking 
thetr heads, wondering what steps to take 
next. 

Meade pleaded guilty Monday to one 
count of conspiracy for his part in a scheme 
to take over $21,000 in kickbacks from 
contractors working on federal road repair 
projects. 

"I don't know really what to say," said 
Commissioner Mike Castle, hours after 
Meade's guilty plea. "This is all new." 

Commissioner Doug Branham echoed 
Castle's astonishment, adding that he had 
not thought Meade was guilty of the 
charges against him. 

"I was hoping it was all a mistake or a 
set-up deal..." Branham said. "I actually 

thought he was innocent. I stuck by him 
because. I thought he was innocent, but this 
is proving me wrong ... Over the last year, 
year-and-a-half, I thought Hobert was try­
ing to do a good job." 

Both men agree that the entire incident is 
unfortunate for the county. 

"It gave this county a black eye, every 
one of us ... " Castle said. "We haven't got a 
lot done with this hanging over our heads ... 
I truly believe we lost a lot of trust from the 
community and from people in the county." 

''I'm sorry it turned out this way," 
Branham later said. "It's going to hurt the 
Republican Party. I don't know. We'll just 
have to see how it's all going to turn out." 

Commissioner Nancy Cantrell could not 
be reached for comment. 

Even though Meade's felony conviction 
strips him of his civil rights-including his 
right to vote or hold public office-the 
judge apparently plans to hold onto his 
office for at least the time being. 

Meade's attorney, Ashland lawyer Roger 
Hall, told reporters Monday that Meade 
will stay in office for now, but will tender 
his resignation "soon." He later said he 
expects Meade to step down "by the end of 
the month." 

That could be a problem for the fiscal 
court, Castle remarked, saying Meade's 
guilty plea wtll make it hard to work with 
the judge, especially now that the court is 
facing such issues as its annual budget and 
contracting with someone to operate the 
county's garbage service. 

"I think we only need to do the basics, 
what we have to do," Castle said. 

But how commissioners get along with 
Meade is yet to be seen. 

The regularly scheduled meeting of the 
fiscal court was canceled Tuesday night, 
raising the spectre that the court might not 
meet until June.

Osteopathic school in gets provisional 
accreditation, interview begin May 17

It's been a long time corning, but the offi­
cial opening of the new Pikeville College 
School of Osteopathic Medicine is just a 
summer away. 

After receiving word, April 26, that it has 
been granted provisional accreditation by 
the Council for Pre-doctoral Education of 
the American Osteopathic Association, the 
med school will accept its first class of stu­
dents this fall. 

Dean John Strosnider said the latest 
announcement means the school is one step 
from being granted full accreditation. 

"The Bureau of Professional Administra­
tion will meet June 7 in Chicago, and we 
anticipate no difficulty in being approved 
for accreditation," he said. 

"This basically means we have met all 
the standards for full accreditation, but the 
AOA will not grant full accreditation until 

the college actually graduates its first class 
of students." 

The school is the 19th osteopathic school 
in the country. The closest such schools to 
Eastern Kentucky are in Lewisburg, West 
Virginia, and Athens, Ohio. 

Local officials said the new school will 
boost the local economy because of the need 
for housing for new faculty and students. 
The school is also expected to work closely 
with the medical community. 

The tirst class will begin in September, 
and will consist of about 60 students. 

"We've mailed about 450 to 500 applica­
tions," satd Strosnider. "We will review all 
those applications and then interview about 
40 applicants, May 17-18, to begin the 
applicauon process. We've received many 
excellent applicants from Eastern 
Kentucky" 

Strosnider said all basic science positions 
have been filled except for faculty in the 
areas of biOchemistry and anatomy. 

Individuals are not bemg interviewed for 
those positions. 

About 14 or 15 new faculty have been 
hired and wtll come on board July l. 
Another five to 10 faculty members will be 
hired dunng the next year. 

Construction tS also now underway to 
complete some science labs and male and 
female locker rooms. 

"We're also preparing literature and 
handbooks for faculty and students," he 
said. 

"We're also preparing lecture schedules 
and curriculum. Those are being done by 
individual instructors. 

"We are also making applications to the 
Appalachian Regional Commission for the 
grant to start a fourth floor on the science 
building. 

"We're ready to begin th1s school. I see 
no problem at all with filling thts class with 
high-quahty students from this part of the 
country."

The University of Kentucky is 
now looking for a new head basket­
ball coach with fonner coach Rick 
Pitino moving back up the ladder to 
the professional level and a new 10 
year deal with the Boston Celtics 
rumored at being worth $70 mil­
lion. 

While parts of the state are 
believed to be wearing black ann 
bands over Pitino's departure, some 
are now so down hearted over the 
departure of the popular coach. 

"To be honest with you, I'm glad 
to see him go," said Hack Collins of 
Prestonsburg. "It will give someone 
else a chance to come in and show 
what they can do. I think Pitino 
realized he had done all he could at 
Kentucky and decided to move on." 

While several names have been 
linked with the job, Tubby Smith of

Georgia has been said to have the 
inside pole position in this race to 
UK.

Can he succeed at Boston?

retires," said Rice laughing.

"I had heard, and I don't know 
how true it is, that when he signed 
to coach at Cincinnati, he had a 
clause in his contract that the only 
school he would be allowed to talk 
about coaching was Kentucky,'' 
said Hughes. 

Michael Webb of Lovely, like 

most mterv1ewed. hated to see him 
leave UK 

"I do. I hate to see him leave," 
he said "No one will be as good as 
Pitino was. People aren't irreplaca­
ble, but every now and again some 
person comes along (that can't be 
replaced). I think it will be differ­
ent. With Pitino they always had 
the possibility of a win." 

Barry Tourigny, fomerly of 
Boston, with Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, said UK's loss was 
Boston's gain. 

"I think it was a big loss for UK 
and a big gain for Boston," he said. 
"He went for the green - and I 
don't mean cash." 

Tourigny feels with the talent 
returning for UK this coming sea­
son, coaching will not be all that 
difficult. 

"I have no idea who w11l replace 
Pitino," he said. "Elmer Fudd could 
take over now and they could still 
w1n. I think for two or three years 
they will continue to do extremely 
well." 

Kenny Music. Prestonsburg, 
that Pitino's departure will not hin­
der the UK program from still 
being one of the top programs in 
the country. 

"I felt it was time for him to 
move on," he said. "Kentucky bas­
ketball was alive before he came to 
Kentucky and it will still be alive 
after he's gone. I don't think I am 
going to get down-hearted because 
he left." 

Music said he would like UK to 
h1re a coach that will recruit 
Kentucky players. 

"Look at all the Kentucky kids 
that had to go elsewhere to play 
basketball and everytime one of 
them played against Kentucky they 
did well," he said. "He brought 
some arrogance to UK with the 
type of ball he likes to play." 

While Music would like to see 
Georgia coach Tubby Smith come 
to UK, he feels he will not make 
the move. 

"He just signed, what, a six year 
contract with Georgia," said Music. 
"I don't think he will make the 
move." 

Music said he likes John 
Calipari, former UMass coach. 
"He's a good coach. Herb Sendek 
has done a good job at North 
Carolina State. As far as Dan Issei 
goes, he hasn't had any experi­
ence." 

The Kentucky basketball world 
was dealt a blow with the leaving 
of Pitino but the program had sur­
vived before he came to UK and it 
will still go on. A new coach, new 
philosophy and new program could 
inspire another national title. 

With Pitino gone, life will go on.
