The fiscal courts of the four
counties have authorized up to
$75,000 in state Local Government
Economic Development funds to
be used for the engineering Survey
on the Honey Branch site in Martin
County.

Kentucky State Police detective
vel Newsome said Thursday that

: ciccpmstances at the scene
tropgly indicate that George’s
cath was a suicide.

“It was simply a suicide,” the
ctective said Thursday. “He left a
gote,” Det. Newsome said. “He
tated he wanted certain items left
O cerlain people.”

At the scene was George's 1975
Joyota wuck which had a note in

the middle of the floor board and
his wallet in the seat, and one of his
crutches was: at the bank where
George apparently went into the
water.

The detective said that George
only took one crutch down lo the
edge of the lake and left the other
one in the truck.

Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson said some medication was
found in George's truck, and that it
appeared that he had been in the
water for “just a short time."

“He had been seen at 11 am.
(the same day),” Nelson said
Thursday. “His body was discoy-
ered at 12:45 p.m. Evidence on the
body indicates he hadn't been in
the water long.”

Although Det, Newsome be-
lieves the incident to be a suicide,
he said George's body has been
sent to the state’s medical examiner
for an autopsy and toxicology test-
ing to determine the cause of death.

“We wanted to make sure what

we feel is correct,” Det. Newsome
said. *“The autopsy is to confirm the
cause of death.”

Nelson said the preliminary re-
sults of the autopsy indicate that
George died from drowning. He

-added that the toxicology results

would not be available for about
four or five weeks.

The detective said no foul play
is suspected in George’s death.

“There was no evidence of a
struggle at the edge of the water,”
Det. Newsome said. “He simply
walked down to the edge of the
water...He may have set down on a
root or iree.”

Det. Newsome added that there
were no ‘“defensive marks" on
George's hands or trauma to his
body.

Assisting at the scene Wednes-
day were Floyd County detective
Jim Rederick, who began the initial

Family court issue gets first public hearing

the excellent chance to have a sec-
ond district judge.”

Floyd County currently has two
circuit court judges and one district
court judge, who has the fourth
highest caseload in the state

The Floyd County District Court
currently has 7,216 more annual fil-
ings with one judge than the circuit
court with two judges.

Floyd County attorney Clyde
Johnson explained to the audience
at the hearing the current court sys-
tem and which types of family-re-
lated cases are assigned to each
court.

Johnson provided a scenario of a
young couple with two children,
ages 2 and 4.

The attorney said that if that
family is required to appear in court
for several different matters, then it
may have to go to both the circuit
and district courts to have the issues
resolved.

“When you think about it, the
various ways and various types of
cases — it's surprising how many

there are,” Johnson said. “And they
are each different and the court they
are assigned to are different,”

Johnson illustrated to the audi-
ence which family-related cases are
assigned te which courts.

District court handles dependen-
cy abuse and neglect cases; emer-
gency protection orders (EPOs);
paternity issues; guardianship ac-
tions; and mental petitions, Johnson
said.

According to Johnson, families
who appear in district court for
those cases, may also have to go to
circuit court to resolve such issues
as divorces; establishment of child
custody visitation, child support;
adoption cases; and termination of
parental rights,

“There are a lot of different
types of cases and they are sort of
divvied up,” Johnson said, “but
how does the systém work and af-
fect the family?”

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Family
Johnson said when some of the
cases come before a district judge,
he makes a ruling on the issues and
then sometimes does not have any
contact with the family involved
until the case is reviewed again.

In the meantime, the same fami-
ly who is before a district judge
may be appearing before a circuil
judge for other matters.

Supreme Court Justice Janet
Stumbo explained 10 the audience
how the family court would operate
with family-related cases.

“The idea is to get a family into

one court, one judge.” Justice
Stumbo said Thursday. “That way
the court sees the family as a
unit...(and) gets the best results
that's humanly possible.”

Justice Stumbo said the compo-
nents of a family court has not been
addressed at this time to determine
which cases would be heard in a
family court,

“*Which components we decide
to put into a family court — if we
decide to request for it — we will
have to determine,” Justice Stumbo
said.

Also, Salisbury sought to have
the conviction overturned on
grounds that evidence was intro-
duced about an earlier manslaugh-
ter conviction and that the prosecu-
tor referred to him as a "killer," a
“eriminal,” and a "murderer.”

Maybe over-regulation is the big problem it’s been cracked up to be. Butin Kentucky,
at least, the real outrage is how ineffective regulation so often proves when it comes to
actually protecting the public.

That fact has again been made starkly clear by the case of a Lexington insurance agent
accused of defrauding 59 people of $3.4 million.

Three Kentucky agencies that should have been aggressive in cracking down on him
earlier weren’t. Instead, they embarrassed themselves by monumental passivity--over-
looking obvious warnings, passing the buck, and leaving nearly every stone unturned,

The only consolation is that Insurance Commissioner George Nichols II1, rather than
making excuses for his department's poor performance, is making all the right promises

But if this sorry episode reflects the competence of Kentucky’s regulatory bureaucra-
¢y, after former Gov. Jones’ efficiency task force and Gov. Patton’s appointment of a cab-
inet of whiz-bang managers, the good intentions of a contrite commissioner won’t be
enough. This was bumbling worthy of Inspector Clouseau.

The insurance agent, Lew Perin McGee, had been sued for fraud in 1994. The next
year, Equitable Life Assurance Society terminated him and informed the state
Department of Financial Institutions of an array of allegations against him.

That department then revoked one of his financial licenses, but it didn’t investigate
further, and he retained his insurance license.

It wasn’t until this month--after a 1995 complaint with the attorney general’s office
went nowhere; after three more lawsuits were filed in 1996; after another complaint was
filed this year with the Department of Financial Institutions; and after Mr. McGee him-
self filed for bankruptcy in February--that the Insurance Department finally got around
to moving to revoke his license.

The whole idea of licensing such professionals isn’t to provide them a lifelong permit
to make money, but to ensure their integrity and competence. It's consumers, not the
agents, who deserve the benefit of the doubt. Kentucky’s regulators keep getting it back-
ward. — The Courier-Journal
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Protecting America’s volunteers

Americans are known for taking
time out of their busy schedule to
help those in need.

However, this unique American
trait is threatened by an increasing
number of frivolous lawsuits filed
against those who volunteer their
time.

The result of these lawsuits has
been a decrease in the number of
individuals who volunteer.

Volunteer service has become a
high-risk venture. Our “suehappy”
legal culture has ensnared individu-
als who help worthy organizations
and institutions through volunteer
service. And these lawsuits are
proof that no good deed goes
unpunished.

In order to relieve volunteers
from this unnecessary and unfair
burden of liability, the U.S. Senate
passed the “Volunteer Protection
Act,” of which I was proud to be a
C0-SpONSOT.

This litigation craze is hurting
the spirit of volunteerism that is an
integral part of American society.
From school chaperones to Girl
Scout and Boy Scout troop leaders
to Big Brothers and Big Sisters,
volunteers perform valuable ser-
vices.

And how do we thank our volun-
teers? All too often, we drag them
into court and subject them to need-
less and unfair lawsuits.

The end result? Too many peo-
ple pointing fingers and too few
offering a helping hand.

Even Little League volunteers
face Major League liabilities.

In February 1995, Dr. Creighton
Hale, then CEO of Little League
Baseball, wrote in The Wall Street

Journal that Little League had, in
fact, turned into ‘“Litigation
League.”

He pointed out that, in one

instance, two youngsters collided in
the outfield, picked themselves up,
dusted themselves off, then sued the
coach.

In another case; a woman won a
cash settlement when she was
struck by a ball that a player failed
to catch. Incidentally, the player
was her daughter.

It is sometimes difficult to quan-
tify exactly how much of an organi-
zation's time and money is spent on
liability protection.

But the Girl Scouts have been
able to put it into terms we can all
understand.

The Executive Director of the
Girl Scout Council in Washington,
D.C., said in a February '95 letter
that “locally we must sell 87,000
boxes of...Girl Scout cookies each
year to pay for liability insurance.”

This is a prime example of why
this bill needs to become law. -

We can not allow frivolous law-
suits and greedy lawyers to destroy
volunteerism in our country.

How does the bill work? By pro-

tecting volunteers: (1) who act

within the scope of their responsi-
bilities, (2) who are properly

licensed or certified, and (3) who do
not act in a willful, criminal or

grossly negligent fashion.

Volunteers provide excellent
role models for America’s children |

to emulate.

Single parent families benefit
from volunteer organizations such
as Big Brothers and Big Sisters by

adding much-needed support.

Children all over the world rely:
heavily upon. volunteers for educa-

tional and emotional guidance.

It is a shame to scare away will
ing volunteers with threats of law
suits.

It is time to change the system
and make America safe again for
the volunteer.

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Muncy, Callaham clash while county’$ boat sinks

Martin County Attorney Drewie
Muncy spent nearly one half-hour
during last week’s special meeting
of Martin County Fiscal Court casti-
gating County Judge-Executive
Kelly Callaham, Deputy Judge-
Executive Mike Cassady and
County Treasurer Craig Justice for
“strong negligent acts” regarding
nearly $160,000 spent on the COPS

¢Fast program designed to place
more officers on the street.

But Callaham, Cassady and oth-
ers in county government are won-
dering why Muncy, a 16-year veter-
an county attorney, did not advise
fiscal court about federal proce-
dures more than two years ago.

*“There has been some very lax
business on the part of the county,”
Muncy said. “Money has been spent
and it is illegal. This is a serious sit-
uation.”

According to Muncy, about

@#5160,000 in federal funds has
already been appropriated to Martin
County Fiscal Court, to be spent in
return for employing three full-time
deputies and two part-time deputies.
Part of the grant, applied for by
Chief Deputy E.D. Fitzpatrick and
signed by Callaham and Cassady,
stipulated that the accepting agent
would match 25 percent of the grant
— and make a “good faith effort” to

keep the deputies on the payroll
after the three-year grant expired,

Much of the controversy sur-
rounding the COPS grant began
when fiscal court, facing one of its
worst financial crises in recent his-
tory, voted last month to remove all
of the estimated $50,000 contribu-
tion per year from the sheriff’s bud-
get. The court voted to continue
making contributions for two full-
time deputies, but that will cease
with the new budget which goes in
effect July 1. Young had been mak-
ing the required 25 percent from his
annual $164,000 in tax collections
and fees, but said that money would
now have to be spent employing the
deputies formerly paid by the coun-
ty. Young laid off his remaining
staff of five deputies last month.

But, according to Muncy, the
county, because Callaham and
Cassady signed the grant applica-
tion and award forms without
authorization by fiscal court, stands
liable to repay the federal funding,
He also said that as many as nine
federal indictments could be forth-
coming.

“When you talk about federal
dollars, it's serious business. There
could be as many as nine federal
indictments,” he said. “It's some of
the sloppiest work I"ve seen, and I'd
like permission to go to Washington
to try to minimize the county’s lia-
bility.”

The court voted unanimously to
authorize Muncy's trip to D.C.

Callaham defended his and
Cassady’s actions, saying that all
they saw were the grant forms.

“T signed the application,” he
said. “Pete (Fitzpatrick) came to me
and said ‘we’re getting a grant.' He
didn't say anything about matching
funds.”

Fitzpatrick said after last week's
meeting that the sheriff's office
complied with all applicable laws
and regulations regarding applying
for grants.

“Everything was done by the let-
ter,” he said. “If there was a mistake
made, it was that Kelly and Mike
signed the forms without authoriza-
tion from the court. Darriel (Young)
and I both addressed the court about
two years ago and explained the
entire grant process to the court,”

Fitzpatrick was referring to a fis-
cal court meeting held in May 1996.
According to the minutes of the
meeting, Young and Fitzpatrick
requested that they raise the salary
of the two county-paid deputies so
that the other deputies hired under
the COPS grant program would also
receive a pay raise. During the
meeting, a detailed explanation of
the grant — including the 25 per-
cent match — was presented.
Muncy did not advise the court
about the grant’s legality at that
meeting.

A Unisign Corporation worker
who was electrocuted, May 13,
while installing a sign at a Pikeville
auto dealership, remains in critical
condition in a West Virginia hospi-
tal.

Joseph A. Collins, 26, of
Kingsville, Ohio, is “holding his
own” in the Burn Unit of Cabell-

® Huntington Hospital, Unisign
spokesman Terry Hicks said
Friday.

A co-worker, Stacy Dotson, 22,
of Ivel, died several hours after the
accident. The pair were electrocut-
ed when the boom of their truck
came in contact with 7,200 volts on
a power line at Fletcher & Halls on
North Mayo Trail.

Collins suffered severe head
trauma and a crushed pelvis from
the fall from the bucket of the
truck, In addition, damage from the

@ clectrical shock required Collins’

left arm to be amputated at mid-
elbow, Hicks said.

“Right now it's a day-to-day sit-
uation, as far as his improvement,
but he's holding his own,” Hicks
said.

An employee in Fleicher &
Halls’ service department said he
saw a “big ball of fire" and went to
call 911 when the first man fell
from the truck. He said he wit-
nessed the second man fall.

“It was like a big explosion, and
then they came off the truck,” said

¢ Jerry Allen, who also witnessed the

accident.

Emergency personnel found
Dotson and Collins lying on the
pavement, where they had landed
after falling about 30-40 feet from
the cherry picker.

The boom truck, which
remained in contact with the elec-
trical lines, also caught on fire. The
blaze was extinguished by the
Pikeville Fire Department, and
workers from American Electric

¥ Power arrived to remove power

from the line.

Both men were initially taken to
Pikeville Methodist Hospital
before being transferred to Cabell-
Huntington.

“The fore-
woman of the jury said the decision
was based primarily on the fact that
(the female accuser) moved back in
with Frost. She did not. Everybody
said that was the Frosts’ house. It
was not. It was my house. She
never moved in with Frost, she
moved in with me. He was there,
but he never paid rent or utilities."”

Mays said she wanted to testify
in the trial. However, family mem-
bers asked her not to because of her
health problems. Mays said she has
heart disease, Parkinson’s disease
and other ailments.

“The kids didn’t want me to go

to court,” she said. “I've been in
the hospital five times in the last
six-months. They’ve been trying to
keep me away from anything that's
distressing. But if I would’ve been
there, 1 would’ve caught the error.
(The female accuser) didn't really
know what she was saying. Even
she said it was Frost’s house. But it
wasn’t. It was my house.”

Added Mays, “My kids are dev-
astated. They know a pedophile
cannot be cured, and treatment
doesn’t always work.”

The children’s mother, Robin
Branham, would not comment on
the jury’s decision.

“The only thing I want to say is
if there’s another child that's being
abused, please don't wait to tell
someone, and please don’t wait for
your parents to find out. Go
straight to the police. If I can save
one child from being abused, that's
all I ask.

“I want to turn this into some-
thing positive. It has to be some-
thing positive. If I can save one
child from being abused, that's all 1
want.”

Carters pound nails to
drive home the need
for affordable homes

Former U.S. President Jimmy
Carter and his wife, Rosalynn, will
lead a construction crew of more
than 2,400 volunteers to
Appalachia next month to build
houses and raise awareness of the
need for affordable housing.

In the Appalachian region that is
the focus of this year’s Jimmy
Carter Work Project, as many as 52
percent of the households live in
poverty. On average, these house-
holds earn less than $13,000 a year
and more than 16 percent in the
region do not have plumbing facili-
ties—more than 15 times the
national average.

The project will take place at
nine Habitat for Humanity work
sites throughout rural Kentucky
and Tennessee where more than 50
homes will be built in partnership
with families in need of simple,
decent shelter.

Other Habitat for Humanity
affiliates in the two-state region
will build an additional 40 homes,
Another 60 will be constructed
through a unique partnership with
the Federation of Appalachian
Housing Enterprises. All told, the
1997 JCWP will be the catalyst for
the construction of 150 new homes.

The purpose of Habitat for
Humanity's premier annual event is

to build affordable homes with
families in need, and to raise
awareness of the critical need for
affordable housing around the
world. An additional focus of the
building project is making
resource- and energy-efficiency a
priority. This year, as an integral
part of Habitat for Humanity
International’s Environmental
Initiative, the seven host affiliates
are committed to making resource-
and energy-efficiency a priority. In
addition to building the homes to
meet Model Energy Code stan-
dards, construction and food ser-
vice waste will be minimized, and
waste materials will be recovered
through reuse, recycling, and com-
posting.

Founded in 1976 by Millard and
Linda Fuller, Habitat for Humanity
International seeks to eliminate
poverty housing from the face of
the earth. An ecumenical Christian
housing ministry, Habitat works in
partnership with people in need,
building simple, decent shelter that
is sold at no profit, through no-
interest loans. With more than
1,500 affiliates worldwide, Habitat
is at work in 53 countries. Habitat
for Humanity has built more than
50,000 houses, providing decent
shelter for nearly 300,000 people.

Court pulls plug on MCAS funding

Martin County Fiscal Court dis-
tanced itself from the Martin County
Ambulance Service—and a continu-
ing criminal investigation of the ser-
vice for alleged criminal activities—
by voting, Thursday, to cease all
financial contributions to the Martin
County Ambulance Service (except
a gasoline allotment) and to apply
the balance to the county’s rising
debt.

Attorney John R. Triplett, repre-
senting the county 911/Ambulance
Board, requested the court members
to consider “taking over” the coun-
ty's ambulance service. According
to Triplette, the service, which is in
the middle of a state attorney gener-
al’s investigation, is about $100,000
in known debt and will be unable to
operate unless the county assumes
ownership or it is offered for sale to
a private company.

“There’s no way the ambulance
service can operate the way it is. |
know it’s probably not a good deal
for the county, but the alternative is
its sale to a private company,”
Triplett said.

Investigators from the state attor-
ney general’s office were back in
Martin County Thursday, conduct-
ing more interviews with MCAS
employees and looking at bank
records.

Angry residents have also noti-
fied state officials about the possi-
bility of Medicaid and Medicare
fraud by ambulance service work-
ers. According to a resident from
Pike County, ambulance service
employees demanded a $§150
upfront, cash payment before
MCAS would transport. The resi-
dent received a statement from the
state a short time later, indicating
MCAS did not subtract the $150
payment from the state bill. She
complained—and was given a $150
reimbursement by interim director
Dallas Sweeney, Other residents
have told how it was standard prac-
tice for MCAS 10 request
“advanced” cash payments before
transporting. Sweeney said Tuesday
that MCAS had a policy of request-
ing advanced payments for “‘trans-
fers” (from one hospital to another)
but he has halted that policy.

“Had 1 known it was going on
earlier, it would have stopped then,”

he said.

District No. 1 Magistrate Dave
West said during Thursday's meet-
ing that because of the county’s
impending financial crisis, no
money should be given the service.
He said that all money should be
given toward the county's debt.

County Judge-Executive Kelley

Callaham, a former MCAS director,
said that assuming ownership of the
ambulance service might help solve
the county’s cash flow problems—
but said the court shouldn’t vote to
take over the service until detailed
financial records were provided.
The court sided with West, and
voted to suspend all future payments
to MCAS (which has about $14,000
left in its account). The magistrates,
with West abstaining, however,
voted 3-2 (with Callaham casting
the deciding vote) to continue to
allow MCAS to continue getting
gasoline from the county garage.
Can the county afford the ambu-

lance service? That’s a question no
one seems to be able to answer. No
one seems to know how much the
county will be in the red when the
fiscal year ends June 30. According
to Judge-Executive Kelly Callaham,
the county, if it stops spending now,
will have a deficit of about $85,000.
But based on figures released from
the county finance office, the coun-
ty faces a deficit of nearly
$150,000—money which will be
held from next year’s annual bud-
get. :

Al present, however, the county
has begun having trouble getting
payroll checks to clear the bank—
and county attorney Drewie
Muncy’s telephone has been discon-
nected because of a failure to pay
the bill. The county also had to
appropriate more than $2,000 to the
city of Inez or face having the water
meters pulled from the old court-
house, the new courthouse annex
and the county garage.

Police target game room

Two weeks after the Paintsville
City Council voted to shut down a
local pool room, federal and state
agents are investigating the site and
a local residence as being part of a
gambling operation extending into
three counties.

*“No arrests have been made,”
said Lt. Jerry Provence of the
Drug/Enforcement/Special Investi-
gations East Section of the Ken-
tucky State Police. '

The investigation was initiated
early this year and executed last
week involving Johnson, Floyd,
and Pike counties.

“In Johnson County we have
investigated the Dungeon and con-
ducted several interviews at resi-
dences where we suspect transac-
tions,” said Provence.

In Johnson County, two search
warrants were issued: one for the
Dungeon, and one at a residence,
The hub of the gambling operation
is believed to have heen in Pike
County. Other locations being
investigated are a private club in
Pike County and several other resi-

\

dences and businesses throughout
the three-county area. “We are also
investigating the possibility of
organized crime," said Provence.

Search warrants are being exe-
cuted in all of three counties for
gambling records and other evi-
dence that may be connected with
illegal gambling.

“The -type of gambling being
investigated is for sports like the
NCAA and football,™ said
Provence, “and recently profession
basketball.”

Before search warrants were
obtained, both federal and state
agencies conducted surveillance of
what they thought to be “pay offs,”
said Provence.

Illegal gambling involving bets
of over $500 is a Class D Felony
and can mean one to five years in a
stale penitentiary,

Findings from the investigation
are expected to go before a grand
Jury in a few months.

Other agencies involved in the
mvestigation are the Alcohol
Beverage Control Enforcement
Division, Kentucky State Police
Post 9 in Pikeville, and the Federal
Bureau of Investigation.
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Safety on Paintsville Lake

First reading of county’s budget
approved in 26-minute meeting

The mood at the first fiscal court meeting since
County Judge-Executive Gail Gillem took the place of
Hobert Meade was significantly different—as was the
amount of time it took.

Commissioners unanimously approved the first
reading, but Gillem said they could likely see some
changes before final passage and will have the oppor-
tunity to include their own.

In action related to the judge’s seat, the court
approved the hiring of three people in the judge’s

retains top popularity, decade after

decade, such as Little Jimmy

Dickens. Roy Acuff introduced

Little Jimmy to the Grand Ole
Opry in 1948, and he continues today being
one of the most dynamic entertainers on
the weekly W.S.M. radio show.

Shortly after joining the Opry, Jimmy
joined the ranks with Hank Williams, Lefty
Frizzell and Eddy Amold in releasing hit
after hit on Columbia Records. All remem-
ber hits like “Sleepin’ At The Foot Of The
Bed,” “Take An Old Cold Tater,” “Out
Behind The Barn,” “Little, But I'm Loud i
“Country Boy,” “Walbash Cannon Ball,”
well as dozens of others,

Jimmy became a regular on the popular
TV show, “Stars of the Grand Ole Opry”
shown around the world, and continues to
be shown today as “Country Classics.”

He was a regular on the “Phillip Morris
T.V. Show” for 18 months before resigning
to entertain abroad, which resulted in 13
trips to Europe, three trips to Southeast
Asia, and twice to Vietnam, where he
entertained troops under fire. During the
spring of 1964, Jimmy became the first

“Little” star coming to
the Mountain Arts Center

Country Music artist to completely circle
the globe on a world tour.

That same year, after many years of
world-wide popularity in the Country
Music field, he won a place in the Pop
Music spotlight with his recording of “May
The Bird of Paradise Fly Up Your Nose.”
At this point in his career, he found himself
on all national network shows including
“Johnnie Carson,” “The Jimmy Dean
Show.” “Lloyd Thaxton Show,” etc.

He continued to retain his popularity by
releasing hits such as “We Could,” “Life
Turned Her That Way,” “Raggedy Ann,”
“Preacher Man,” etc. He is known to work
more dates than any other artist on the
Grand Ole Opry, year after year.

When most artists are thinking of slow-
ing down and even retiring, Jimmy acceler-
ated his schedule during the past couple of
years. It is a rare day when Jimmy is not
mentioned on the “Nashville Network.” He
has appeared on Ralph Emery’s “Nashville
Now” T.V. Show countless times.

In 1984, he appeared on a network spe-
cial with Hank Williams Jr.; a T.V. special
for a major network with Kris
Kristofferson, Willie Nelson, and Roger

Miller; special guest on the “Porter
Wagoner Show:” a judge on Jim Ed
Brown's T.V. Show “You Can Be A Star”;
Bill Anderson’s T.V. Network Show
“Fandango™; fishing shows on the “Bobby
Lord Show” for a national network. Jimmy
co-hosted the Merle Haggard Bass
Tournament that received National TV
recognition in 1984.

In May in Santa Fe, N.M., schoolteacher
Roger Katz, 50, was sentenced to 18 months in
prison for having sex with a I4-year-old female
student.

— Unclear on the Concept: In January,
Bamrer Ponginsee, a spokesman for the
Professional Comedians Association of
Thailand, said its members will soon be prohib-
ited by rule from being impolite on stage.
Especially barred are obscene language, physical
humor in which pain is implied, and being disre-
spectful to a colleague’s parents.

SEEDS OF OUR DESTRUCTION

— The New York Times reported in February
on the extraordinary worthlessness of Zairian
currency (denominated in “zaires”), noting that
the new 100,000-zaire notes, worth about 66
cents at that time, were so undesirable to hold as
cash that they were called “prostates” — after
the terminal cancer with which the widely dis-
liked President Mobutu has been stricken.

— In Mill Valley, Calif., in March, 10th-grad-
er Ari Hoffman, who had just won first place in
the Marin County science fair for his study find-
ing that exposure to radiation decreased the off-
spring of fruit flies, was disqualified for cruelty
when it was learned that about 35 of his 200 flies
died during the three-month experiment.
Hoffman was disappointed because he had used
extraordinary efforts to keep the flies alive, by,
for example, maintaining a tropical temperature
for the flies during the entire experiment.

— The New York Times reported in February
that despite the troubles in Serbia, business was
thriving for a transvestite fortune teller named
“Kleo Patra," 36, who charges about $80 a ses-
sion (a month's salary for the average Serbian)
and includes as a client Mrs, Sloboban
Milosevic, whose husband Mr. Patra supports. A
week before the great winter flooding in the
Ohio Valley and two months before the North
Dakota floods, Mr. Patra predicted the United
States’ future was rosy except for impending
floods.

~— As of February, about 1,500 prisoners in

four Bolivian jails were participating in hunger
strikes to protest delays in getting to trial on
drug-trafficking charges. To improve their
chances of sticking to the strike, several prison-
ers in San Pedro jail in La Paz sutured their lips
together.

— American William Ping Chen was sen-
tenced to 10 years in prison in January in
Shanghai, China, for smuggling. Though the rea-
son was not explained, Chen had tried to bring
238 tons of medical waste and ordinary garbage
into the country by labeling it paper.

No longer is he throwing the

Kentucky receives $821,500
for Police Corps Program

U. 8. Rep. Harold “Hal” Rogers
(KY-5) announced, April 28, that
Kentucky has been awarded
$821,500 under the federal Police
Corps program, The program pro-
vides college scholarships to stu-
dents who agree to work in a state
or local police force for at least four
years.

“This program will help cover
academic costs of 25 Kentuckians
in exchange for police service after
graduation,” Rogers said. “This will
go a long way in helping us bolster
our community policing forces.

This is the first year Kentucky
has received funds under the Police
Corps program, Participants are
provided up to $7,500 per academ-
ic year, with a $30,000 maximum,
to cover tuition, fees, books, sup-

plies, transportation, room and
board, and other educational
expenses. Recruit participants will
be selected on a competitive basis
by the State.

Kentucky's funding will cover
25 new Police Corps recruits.
Students must follow a field of
study approved by the policing
agency to which the student will be
assigned. Police Corps funds are
also available to dependent children
of police officers killed in the line
of duty, to be applied to any course
of study without any service or
repayment obligations.

Rogers is the chairman of the
House Commerce, Justice, State
Appropriations  Subcommittee,
which funds the Police Corps pro-
gram.

Effective immediately, the Army
College Fund, available to new
applicants for Army enlistment, has
been increased to a maximum of
$40,000, up from the previous
$30,000 maximum, according to Lt.
Col. Charles C. Powers, comman-
der of the Armmy Recruiting
Battalion, Beckley, West Virginia.
The new benefit amounts for col-
lege or vocational education train-
ing now available are: $40,000 for a
four-year enlistment; $35,000 for a
three-year enlistment; and $26,500
for a two-year enlistment.

Powers, commander of the
Beckley district office that is head-
quarters for Army recruiting opera-
tions in parts of West Virginia,
Virginia, Kentucky and Tennessee
said that more than 400,000
Americans today are using financial
benefits they earned through their
military service to attend college or
vocational training.

For the four-year, $40,000
option, the * Veteran’s
Administration will pay a former
soldier $1,111 each month he is
enrolled as a full-time student in an
approved continuing education pro-

d increased to $40,000

gram. The $33,000 option pays
$916 per month and the $26,500
option pays $736 per month.
Administered by the Veteran's
Administration, the educational
benefits of the Army College Fund
bonus and the Montgomery G-I
Bill, are paid by the VA direct to an
Army alumni. To participate in the
G-1 Bill each soldier must con-
tribute $100 a month for their first
12 months of service. The contribu-
tion is made with an automatic G-I
Bill payroll deduction. A soldier's
personal contribution is only
$1,200, whether he enlists for two,
three or four years. The rest of the
$26,000 to $40,000 is contributed
by the Army and the VA.

This year nearly 92 percent of
soldiers who enlisted chose to
enroll in the Montgomery G-I Bill
program, guaranteeing them a hefty
nest to continue their education and
training after they leave the Army.

While the Montgomery G-I Bill
is open to all service enlistees, the
Army College Fund is limited to
critical skills.

Student commencement speaker
calls P’burg college a *lifeline”

A member of the class of 1997
at Prestonsburg Community
College told her fellow graduates
that they should actively oppose
the separation of 13 of the state’s
community colleges from the
University of Kentucky.

E&:-n.._rl_\ Kurkowski-Akers,
who received an Associate Degree
in Nursing during PCC’s 32nd
Annual Commencement exercises,
cautioned her classmates against
believing that the debate over
higher education reform in
Frankfort does not matter to them.”

“It does matter,” Kurkowski-
Akers said. “PCC is more than a
community college. We shouldn't
take it for granted.

“I’s a lifeline. It opens the
doors for those who are trapped.”

Addressing a capacity crowd of

about 1,000 people at the
Mountain Arts Center, the student
speaker said she had “become a
statistic,” a divorced mother of
four children, the youngest only
one year old, before enrolling at
PCC.

*I've learned that there is no
age limit on learning,” she said.

Kurkowski-Akers, who current-
ly lives in Pikeville with her hus-
band, a coal miner, and their six
children, described how she over-
came a number of obstacles en
route to earning her nursing degree
from PCC last December and paid
tribute to family members who
made a difference in her life by
their support.

A graduate of McDowell High
School, Kurkowski-Akers enrolled
at Eastern Kentucky University,

Former governor backs the UK

Speaking at commencement
exercises at Prestonsburg Com-
munity College, former Governor
Brereton C. Jones urged his audi-
ence to join him in opposition to
Governor Paul Patton’s proposal to
separate the state’s community col-
leges from the University of
Kentucky.

Addressing a capacity crowd of
about 1,000 people in the Mountain
Arts Center, Jones said, “T encour-

2age everyone in this audience to
join me in this fight. T urge every-
one to contact the governor and
urge him to unite this common-
wealth in the pursuit of educational
excellence and stop dividing it. We
can make this a win-win situation."

Criticizing Patton’s proposal to
separate 13 of the state's communi-
ty colleges from UK as part of his
plan to reform postsecondary edu-
cation in Kentucky, Jones said
keeping the community colleges
with UK “seems to be the will of

® the people.” He said, “Bert Combs
was probably the finest governor
this state ever had, and he saw the
importance of putting Prestonsburg
Community College under the
umbrella of the University of
Kentucky. If you think he would
have been in favor of taking the
community colleges away from
U.K., I guarantee you he would not
be.

“We must not sit idly by and let
UK be taken out of our communi-
ties. This will weaken our commu-

nities and the University of
Kentucky,” Jones added.

Referring to Patton’s assertion
that shedding its community col-
leges will permit UK to focus on
becoming a top-flight research
institution, Jones said, “This is not
an either/or situation. We can have
both. To be one of the great univer-
sities in the country, UK needs the
community colleges and the com-
munity colleges need UK.”

Jones, a thoroughbred horse
breeder who preceded Patton as
governor, was introduced by
Representative Gregory Stumbo of
Prestonsburg, Majority Floor
Leader in the state House of
Representatives. who also opposes
Patton’s plan to separate the com-
munity colleges, including PCC,
from UK.

In his introduction, Stumbo
noted that Jones’ administration had
been marked by progressive eco-
nomic and political reforms and
that his perspective on the reforms
proposed by Patton should be valu-
able.

Stumbo, who has proposed a
compromise alternative to Patton’s
plan, said he met with students
before taking a stand on the issue of
higher education reform and added,
“Anybody who would have taken
the time to have done that would
not have even tried to support such
a move.

“If the governor, and those who
are supporting this, would have

taken the time to meet with the stu-
dents, I don’t think they would have
proposed the changes,” Stumbo
said.

The General Assembly currently
is in the midst of a special session
convened this week to consider the
governor’s sweeping plan to reform
the state’s system of postsecondary
education.

Also in his remarks to PCC
graduates, Jones said, “We all know
that the education you have gotten
here at PCC will be of great benefit
to you throughout the rest of your
life. Your education will be a great
help to you, but education alone
will not guarantee you a successful
future.

“We all know there’s no substi-
tute for hard work,” he added.
“And, combined with hard work,
you must have a positive attitude.

“l don’t want to mislead you,”
Jones said. “It will not always be
easy. There will be times when you
want to give up. Your determination
will pull you out of bad times and
lead you on the road to success.”

To illustrate his point about
determination, Jones told the story
of Abraham Lincoln, who experi-
enced many more defeats than vic-
tories in life before becoming the
nation's 16th president and leading
the Union through its darkest hours
during Civil War.

“The story of this man’s life
shows the importance of never giv-
ing up,” Jones told his audience.
