Judge orders Grigsby reinstated with pay

A judgment was entered last
week in Floyd Circuit Court granti-
ng former Floyd County school as-
sistant superintendent Pete Grigsby
Jr. back pay and reinstatement to
his to his position.

Circuit Judge John David
Caudill ruled that Grigsby was not
properly notified of his demotion in
1993 by former superintendent
Steve Towler and that he was de-
nied a due process hearing.

Caudill's ruling said the amount of
monetary damages owed to Grigs-
by would be addressed in a future
hearing.

Grigsby has a history of surviv-
ing attempts to oust him from the
school system, winning at least two
prior civil suits against the board.

Current school superintendent
Gene Davis said Tuesday he was
sure the ruling would be discussed
at last night's (Tuesday's) school
board meeting. Davis said he was
not sure how the ruling would af-
fect the district's finances or if the

Two witnesses identified Nora
Lee Mastin and her brother,
Charles Ray Moore, as the Bank
Josephine bank robbers, but their
accounts of what happened and
what they saw differed.

Tammy Hollifield testified that
she saw the two subjects around
10:45 a.m. on the day of the rob-
bery pulling onto Route 80 from
the emergency lane and they al-
most hit her husband’s vehicle.

The Garrett branch of the Bank
Josephine was robbed on July 23,
1996 at 11 am., and the robbers
were in the bank for less than one
minute.

“I focused in on the first per-
son,” Hollifield said Monday. “I
noticed something strange about
her face — a puckered scar on her
right cheek.”

Hollifield said she knew the
first subject was a woman because
the genitalia area on the rider was
“different than a man’s.”

Kentucky'S!a!_z Police are in-
vestigating the shooting death
of a Floyd County man Fndﬂy
morning at Martin.

Jason Allen, 20, of R_nugh

and Tough, died after being shot -

one time in the head, according
to a state police media release.
Floyd County Coroner
Roger Nelson said Monday that
it has not been determined if the
shooting is a homicide, Allen's
body was sent to Frankfort for
an autopsy. !
State police detective Dave
Maynard, who is investigating
the case along with the coro-
ner's office, could not be
reached for further details.

* Allen was the son of Jewell
and Beverly Stubli Allen of Pre-
stonsburg. Funeral services for
Allen were conducted Monday
at the Nelson Frazier Funeral
Home. Burial was at Allen

Cemetery at Pyramid.

Hollifield also testified that the
first subject was wearing a white
and black coat and a pair of tennis
shoes, and the second subject was
wearing a hood over part of his
head.

However, when Hollifield
looked at pictures taken from the
bank’s surveillance camera, she
identified Mastin as the robber
wearing a solid black coat and
black shoes.

“This is the woman,” she said
Monday, “but not the jacket she
had on.”

Hollifield's husband, Chester
Hollifield, followed her to the
stand and gave conflicting and, of-
tentimes, confusing testimony of
what he observed.

Chester Hollifield said Tuesday
that when he saw the two subjects,
they were stopped on the median
and were about 20 feet from his ve-
hicle at the closest point.

His wife said they were only
about five feet from their car when
she saw them.

Chester Hollifield also noted
that the second subject, who he
identified as Moore, was not wear-
ing a hood, but had his coat collar
turned up.

When identifying the subjects
from the bank's surveillance cam-
era, Chester Hollifield at first said
the robbers had changed coats and
identified one of the robbers, who
is believed to be Mastin, as Moore.

Several other aspects of the wit-
nesses’ testimonies conflicted
Monday and Tuesday.

The Hollifields have been the
only witnesses who have directly
identified Mastin and Moore as the
robbers since the trial began last

Council okays budget with
little discussion of salary

With little discussion, Prestons-
burg City Council held second
reading of its 1997-98 budget,
which included a $10,000 pay raise
for the city's tourism director, Fred
James.

In a meeting lasting less than 10
minutes, council approved the $9.3
million budget, with minor changes
in the tourism budget that added
$5,000 to the department's contin-
gency fund.

Last week, councilman Gormon
Collins Jr. sent a letter to the
tourism commission opposing a
pay raise for James, saying the in-

crease is for "work that is no longer

performed by Fred James."
Tourism commission members

held a special meeting Saturday,

May 31, to discuss the pay increase -

because commissioners were not
aware it had been included in the
budget.

Al that meeting, commissioners
said they had. agreed to take over
part of James' salary because a
Main Street Program grant had ex-
pired. James also served as the
city's Main Street director.

Tourism Commission chairman
Mark Miller said James was not re-
ceiving an increase in salary or
benefits because he had been mak-
ing a total of $39,000 a year from

the Main Street Program and other
sources.

At Monday's meeting, council
held no'discussion on James' salary.
Collins was out of town and did not
attend Monday's meeting. Council-
man Ralph Davis abstained from
voting on the budget.

The city budget includes $2 mil-
lion earmarked for development of
a mountaintop golf course.

In other business, council post-
poned actions on a zone change re-
quest from Larry Adams and a re-
quest from the Goble Roberts
Church.

Councilmen Hansel Cooley and
Billy Ray Collins were also absent
from Monday's meeting.

Four Left Beaver youths es-
caped serious harm Sunday
evening after being stuck in a
sludge pond at Spurlock.

Rayne Crum; Trista McKinney,
Jamie- Collins and Kim Meade,
ages unavailable, were rescued
from the pond by members of the
Martin Fire Department and Left
Beaver Fire Department and Res-
cue Squad about an hour after get-
ting stuck. The incident was re-
ported to authorities at 7:35 p.m.

The four had been playing in
the area and wandered near the
edge of the pond and became stuck
in the mud, which some rescue
personnel described as being like
quicksand. The youths sunk up to
their armpits, according to a press
release from the Floyd County
Sheriff's Department.

Glen Turner, owner of the pond,
was cited by MSHA for failing to
properly barricade the site.

— that they told FBI agent Steve
Stacy they didn’t get a gaod look
at Moore, who was allegedly on
the second ATV, but added that
they got a good enough look at
him to identify him.

The Hollifields have repeatedly
said in their testimonies that they
did not go to the police with infor-
mation about the robbers and that
they didn’t want to get involved.

Mastin’'s  husband, Dawd
Mastin, testified Tuesday that
Mastin had his .380 caliber hand-
gun in her possession at the time
of the robbery, but noted that she
had never used a gun.

According to U.S. District
Attorney Tom Self, Mastin lied to
FBI agents when questioned about
having a firearm.

Self pointed out to the jury last
week that the robber, who
is believed to be Mastin, was
holding the gun in an unfamiliar
way.

Testimony from Ted Amburgy,
who was a neighbor of Mastin at
the time of the robbery, also indi-

cates that his twin brother, Morris,
was romantically involved with
Mastin.

Annual unemployment rates
went up in 68 counties, including
Floyd, from 1995 to 1996, fell in
46 and remained the same in six.

The annual jobless rate in the
Big Sandy area increased from 10
percent in 1995 to 10.7 percent in
1996. Floyd County’s rate also
went up. Floyd had a jobless rate
of 10.5 percent in 1995. Those fig-
ures increased to 10.7 percent in
1996. Johnson County’s 9.4 per-
cert was the area’s lowest rate,
while Magoffin County's 15 per-
cent was the highest.

In 1996, 19 counties reported
double-digit annual jobless rates;
compared to 16 counties in 1995.

Woodford County had the
state’s lowest yearly unemploy-
ment rate—2.3 percent. Cumber-
land County’s 15.8 percent was the
state’s highest annual jobless rate.

The Wall Street Journal
reports this week that Michigan
and Ohio, two states which drew
many Eastern Kentuckians to
their factories and auto plants
nearly a half century ago, are
once again seeking skilled
workers to stave off a growing
labor shortage.

The “Rust Belt,” as it was
called during the economic
downturn of the 1980’s, may be
boasting a new coat of paint.

Columbus, Ohio, a primary
destination for transplanted hill-
billies in the 50’s has an unem-

ployment rate of 2.7 percent,
about half the national average
and nearly a fourth of the aver-
age jobless rate in the Big Sandy
region.

High wages and low costs of
living are certain to attract a
good many Eastern Kentucky
job seekers.

That’s not the solution we
would prefer for our economic
difficulties.

We’d rather our skilled work-
ers had the chance to find jobs
here but, while the outlook for
that is improving, it isn’t a
viable option right now.

Meanwhile, those who do
decide to move away in search
of opportunity may find the
transition a little less unsettling
than their predecessors.

They are likely to find friends
and family anywhere they go in
Michigan and Ohio, where
many Eastern Kentucky trans-
plants still reside.

The difference, we hope,
between now and then is that the
relocation won’t be permanent.

Route 23 does run two ways,
after all, and there are two lanes
pointing south for those who
wish to make a round trip of it.

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Five eighth grade students from
.Floyd to get free college education

Five Floyd County eighth-grade
students will get free college educa-
tions through a new scholarship pro-
gram that targets elementary stu-
dents, guides them through high
school, and gets them into college.

Bryanna Hamilton of Galveston;
John Johnson of Betsy Layne; and
Joshua Nelson, Bethany Smith and
Penelope  Spradlin, all of
Prestonsburg, were named
Robinson Scholars by University of
Kentucky representatives Saturday
at the Mountain Arts Center.

The university named 162 eighth
graders from 29 Eastern Kentucky
counties as Robinson Scholarship
recipients. As Robinson Scholars,
the students qualify for full-tuition,
room and board, books and fee pay-
ments at the University of
Kentucky.

The students were selected based
on academic potential, their fami-
ly’s financial need for assistance
with c.ollegc related  expenses,

‘essays and interviews. The parents
of the selected students also have
not attained a college degree, At
current costs, each scholarship car-
ries a value of up to $8,000 per year.

The program, established in
August 1995 by the UK Board of
Trustees utilizing the E.O. Robinson
Trust, is funded by earnings from
mining and logging operations per-
mitted on nearly 5,000 acres of the
14,000-acre Robinson Forest in
Breathitt, Perry and Knott counties.

Each year, eighth-grade students
from the 29 counties will be named
Robinson Scholars.

The scholarship requires each
student to maintain an’ acceptable
grade-point average in high school,
complete their high-school studies
and be admitted to UK or one of the
UK community colleges to actually
receive the award. The scholarship
can be used for expenses incurred
by attending UK or any of
Kentucky’s 14 community colleges.

Summertime
1is time for
roadwork

Just in time for the summer
months, Governor Paul Patton
recently approved the first round of
road construction and improve-
ment projects for Kentucky's rural
and secondary road program,
including work in Floyd County.

Blacktop patching will be done
on 2.9 miles of KY 1086, Sizemore
Mountain-Steeles Creek Road; 4.5
miles of KY 1929, Frasures Creek
Road; four miles of KY 3379,
Branhams Creek Road; and 2.4
miles of KY 3386, Brandy Keg
Road.

Blacktop resurfacing will be
done on 1.5 miles of KY 2029, Salt
Lick Road, and seven-tenths of a
mile of KY 306, Branham Hollow
Road.

Some grading and draining will
be performed on the Long Fork
Road, which is County Road 1069.

The projects are estimated to
cost a total of $807,530 and will be
financed by the Rural Secondary
Road Program which receives its
funds from the gasoline sales tax.
These funds are distributed to each
Kentucky county based on the
county’s land size, population and
amount of rural and secondary
. Toads.

Patton thinks this program plays
a vital part in the efficiency of
Kentucky’s transportation system.

“Our smaller state and county-
owned roadways are critical to
Kentucky’s overall transportation
network. These are the routes we
depend on every day.”

The projects will be completed
by contract and are scheduled for a
May 23 bid letting. The
Transportation Cabinet estimates a
total of $37 million worth of pro-
jects will be authorized under this
program by the end of this year.

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P’burg city council and tourism budget
‘discrepancy explained as clerical error

by Janice Shepherd
Managing Editor

Discrepancies in a proposed
Prestonsburg City Council budget
and the Prestonsburg Tourism bud-
get were explained as a clerical
error during a meeting of the
tourism commission Thursday
morning.

A first reading of the city coun-
cil budget listed projected expendi-
tures for tourism at $185,000 and a
contingency fund of $6,883, a
$5,000 discrepancy with tourism’s
budget approved by tourism com-
missioners Saturday that listed
expected expenditures to be
$180,000 and a contingency of
$11,883.

That difference in figures was
due to a clerical error, tourism
director Fred James told commis-
sioners Thursday. James said that
his secretary had delivered the new
budget. which he color codes on
pink paper in order for city officials
to distinguish between working
copies and actual budget, to the city
treasurer Monday.

In checking her records before
the tourism commission meeting
Thursday, city treasurer Brenda
Hayes said she had received the
new budget but. in preparing the
city budget, had transferred the
wrong figures from tourism's bud-
get to the city budget. Hayes said
she would resubmit the information
for the city council’s second read-
ing of the ordinance,

During Thursday’s meeting,
James addressed issues raised by
city councilman Gormon Collins Jr.

that he had submitted a working
budget to the city’s Finance and
Revenue Committee as a budget
that had been approved by the city.

James said he had submitted a
working budget to city officials
who, in turn, submitted it the city
committee with the understanding
that the document was a working
budget and not a final one. He
added that he had spoken to several
members of the finance committee
and they confirmed to him that they
knew the tourism budget was not a
final version.

“Sometime after that, Collins
got a copy of it and was told or
thought it was a final one,” James
said.

Commissioner Linda Smith
added: "I don’t know if you want to
call it bad communications ...
Gormon got a copy of the working
budget ... When people make mis-
takes, see what happened.”

James also addressed questions
raised about a $2,000 increase in
his benefits package included in the
tourism budget. The $2,000 is a
pro-rated increase, according to
James. He explained that the city
standard rate of benefits for city
employees is 21 percent of the
employee’s salary and, with the
additional $10,000 in James’ salary
to be paid from tourism's budget,
his benefits increased from $7,000
to $9,000, bringing James’ tourism
salary and benefits to a total earn-
ings of $48,000 per year.

Chairman Mark Miller

expressed his support of James’ pay
rate through tourism.

“In regards to tourism, if we
look at ways to form a partnership,
an institution like the science center
can be part ... of a nucleus of what
is being developed,”

Sanders said the science center
is currently working on projects
with the Civil Air Patrol and hopes
to bring paraphernalia from NASA
that residents can view.

“T would like to be invited back

“Coal is our biggest
single potential for the region, but
an even bigger one is our people ...
people looking through the lens of
math and science technology.”

Southern Ohio Speedway will

o honor one of its original competi-

tors Friday, June 13 with a special

Delmas Conley Night for Super

Late Models, The event will pay
$2,000 to win with $200 to start.

Over the past 30 years, one of

the winningest drivers on the dirt
Super Late Model circuit has been
Delmas Conley of Wheelersburg,
Ohio. In fact, the veteran Conley is
one of the most successful drivers
of all time with an amazing 721
feature wins in 31 years of compe-
tition.

Conley bagan his racing career
in 1966 at Atomic Speedway in
Chillicothe, Ohio, driving a Super
Modified Frame-type car for Vadas
Anderson of Lucasyille, Ohio.

“He was a friend of mine and he
needed a driver,” Conley said. “His
car was tore up pretty good and 1
helped him to put it back together.”

His first time out in the car,
Conley set fast time in qualifica-
tions at Atomid, but later in the
evening got in a wreck. He ran the
car for four weeks.

The following year in 1967,
Southern Ohio Speeway opened
® near Wheelersburg and Conley was

there opening night in a new race

car.
Over the winter, brothers

Delmas and John Conley had built

a 1955 Ford for the upcoming rac-
| ing season. The work paid off as
' opening night at Southern, Conley
 won both the feature and his heat
| race in the Hobby Stock division. It
| was his first career win.

i “The feature at Southern paid
' $125 then, $10 for the heat race,”

| Conley recalled. “And the fast
® qualifier always started on the tail.”
' Conley also raced in 1967 at two
| tracks in Vanceburg, Kentucky,
{Mac’s Speedway and Big 3
i Raceway.
| “Qur first motor we gave $35
' for,” said Conley: “We had farm
| implement tires on the front.”
' Later, Conley and his brother
i John built a 1957 Ford Fairlane.
| For their third car, a 1969 Ford
| Torino with wings. Russell Conley
| became a partner with his brothers.
As late model racing began to
progress, the Conley’s bought a
.’| Dennis Frings Chassis in 1975 and

@

started to travel more, making

some of the bigger shows,

Conley has had a lot of success
at the big shows too. He has won
the Southern 100 at Southern Ohio
Raceway three times in 1980, ‘84,
and ‘90, as well as the Souther
Classic in 1988. His list of race
wins also includes the USA 100 at
Beckley, West Virginia Speedway
in 1979 and 1982. Another time, he
was leading the same race at
Beckley, a $20,000 to win event,
but unfortunately broke.

“I was leading that thing but I
lost an axle,” he said. “An axle just
came out.”

In 1979, Conley won the Johnny
Appleseed Classic at Mansfield
Raceway. In 1993, he captured the
Kenricks Classic at Portsmouth
Raceway Park and in 1994, topped
the Cornett Clash at Portsmouth.
He has also won the Elkins Fall
Festival, West Virginia Motor
Speedway and twice won the Pepsi
Challenge at K-C Raceway in
Chillicothe.

Also to his credit are two top
qualificiation runs. At the famous
World 100 at Eldora Speedway in
1976, Conley set fast time with a
19.519 clocking. At the East Bay,
Florida Winter Nationals, he has
held the track record, 14.51, for
five years.

Consistency has also been a
strong point for Conley, as he has
been track champion 10 times at
five different tracks and captured
the 1981 Moss Series
Championship. His track champi-
onships inchude three at Southern
Ohio Raceway (1977, 1978 and
1980), one at Portsmouth Raceway
Park (1993), one at Atomic
Speedway (1972), three at Checker
Flag Raceway, in Ashland and two
at Beckley.

“My favorite track is K-C
Raceway,” Conley said. “I've won
a lot of races there.”

When Conley captured the fea-
ture at Southern Ohio Speedway on
May 16, it was his 720th all-time
career victory. The following night,
May 17, at K-C Raceway, he
picked up win number 721.

With 31 years of racing behind
him, Conley has some opinions
about the state of Late Model rac-
ing today.

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MISSISSIPPI BASS FISHING A
DAUNTING EXPERIENCE FOR
THIS PRO

Professional bass angler Mickey
Bruce recently fished a national tour-
nament on the Mississippi River, and
describes the experience as “daunting
and difficult.”

“There is so much water it's over-
whelming,"” laughs Bruce, a member
of the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff
who has fished on other major rivers
in his career but never on the
Mississippi when it was several feet
high.

“The first thing you do when fish-
ing the Mississippi is to get off the
main river itself and into ope of the
calmer backwater areas. Once you get
into the sloughs and off-river lakes,
the habitat begins to look more famil-
iar.

“I doubt there are many large-
mouth bass out in the main river itself
where the current never slows down.”

Bruce fished out of Moline,
Miinois, located in Pool 15 of the river
but motored about 60 miles upstream
into Pool 13 to work a huge, shallow
protected backwater.

“The key to fishing any large river
system like this,” he explains, “is
looking first for places where bass can
spawn. It has to be a large area that
provides food and cover and which
does not have a current that flows
through it.

“If you find that type of area,
you'll generally find bass. It’s true on
rivers throughout the United States,
and especially on the Mississippi. It
took nearly 50 pounds to win our
tournament.”

The Evinrude pro does not believe
bass migrate in and out of the back-
water areas on the Mississippi, pri-
marily because the flow of the main
river current is so strong.

“T don't think bass would ever
leave a backwater area unless condi-
tions absolutely forced them to,” he
says. ““The bass are spawned in the
shallow water of the backwaters and
they never move very far away, which
is why you go straight to these types
of areas when you're looking for
fish.”

The Mississippi River backwaters
Bruce fished extend for miles and
include stumps, standing timber, and
several types of vegetation. In addi-
tion, there are islands, bays, small
channels, and even lakes available for
fishing.

“Everything seems to be magni-
fied,” Bruce laughs again. “The first
thing anyone fishing here does is pur-
chase the best river navigational chart
he can and study it carefully.

“The backwater areas will be out-
lined so an angler can choose where
he wants to fish. I wouldn’t dream of
fishing any part of the Mississippi
without first studying a good map.”

While fishing the Mississippi
River tournament, Bruce and the
other anglers had to lock through sev-
eral dams each morning to get to their
chosen areas, and then lock back
through those same dams as they
returned to the weigh-in site.

“I probably had about three hours
a day to fish,” the Georgia angler
explains.

“The engineers kept the locks
open for us on a prescribed schedule,
actually holding up the river’s barge

VEGETATION AND
CURRENT CAN BE KEYS TO
FINDING SUMMER BASS

When he’s looking for summer
bass, tournament angler Ron
Shuffield narrows his search to just
two places: grassbeds or river curren.

“There are lots of places bass can
be in the heat of the summer, but find-
ing those places is not always easy,”
explains Shuffield, a member of the
Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff and
winner of several national bass tour-
naments.

“Grassbeds and current are two of
the most reliable places, and they're
not difficult to locate.”

If a lake has any type of vegeta-
tion, Shuffield will look there first.
That's because vegetation, like mil-
foil, hydrilla, arrowhead, or moss cre-
ates shade, provides cover, and offers
protection to fish. The water around
vegetation is often a few degrees
cooler; too.

“Local marinas and area anglers
will be able to tell you if a lake has a
lot of vegetation and where it's locat-
ed,” continues Shuffield. “If a lake
has a lot of grass, then these same
sources should also be able to tell you
which areas of the lake are produc-
tive.

“Once you do locate the grass,
don’t try to fish at all. T like to con-
centrate along the outside edge, such
as points and indentions.”

The Evinrude pro’s favorite lure
choices for this type of fishing include
topwater lures early in the moming,
then plastic worms or jigs worked
very slowly, along the bottom.
Shuffield’s most productive depths
range from 12 to around 20 feet,
depending on water clarity.

“If you’re on a lake without any
vegetation, I recommend going as far
as possible up on the lake’s largest
tributary and fishing logs, stumps, and
other shallow cover,” says Shuffield,

“Basically, you'll be fishing in a
river so you should have current as
well as off-colored water. Bass stay
shallow year round in these condi-
tions and they're not difficult to find.”

Mayfield is extremely excited
about his recent success and the
attitude of his team.

“We have momentum on our
side. We have a great attitude, a
winning attitude,” said Mayfield.
“I wouldn’t trade places with any
driver on the circuit right now. The
thing that mkes me feel so good is
the fact that Paul and I are so new
to this team.

“I just got here in September
and Paul started in December.
Most race teams this new are still
trying to figure each other out at
this point in the season, not sitting
in the top-ten of the point stand-
ings.

: GAS GRILLS

Gas grills can be fueled by either
liquid propane (LP) or natural gas,
Gas grills generally offer more fea-
tures than charcoal or electric grills.
Features 1o consider include a large
cooking surface,

every 1 to 2 hours.

CHARCOAL GRILLS

Charcoal grills range in size
from small portable models and
“open braziers to kettle grills, square
icovered cookers and large wagon
‘grills. Charcoal grills are generally
less expensive than gas grills.
Features 1o look for include sturdy
consfruction, porcelain coatings,
vents in the top and bottom of the

_grill and an ash catcher. Charcoal
®grill cooks are more likely to use
wood ¢hips to enhance the flavor of
grilled foods. Indirect cooking is
easily accomplished on a charcoal
rill.
: ELECTRIC GRILLS

Electric grills are good options
for those who live in apartments or
condominiums where charcoal or
gas grills are not allowed.

Equipment safety

Inspect your gas grill after win-
ter storage for gas leaks, deteriora-
tion, proper assembly and burner

@ obstructions. Never attach or dis-
connect a propane cylinder when
the grill is in use or hot. Never store
a gas tank indoors. When lighting a
gas grill, keep the lid open to pre-
vent an explosion. If the burners fail
to light in 5 seconds, shut off the
gas and wait 5 minutes before
attempting to relight the grill.

SAFE SMOKING
TECHNIQUES

Grilling slowly over indirect
heat in a closed charcoal grill is
called smoking. Smoking adds fla-

@vor to large cuts of meat and keeps
“them tender during the up to 8
hours it may take to cook.

Use high gquality charcoal to
build a hot fire. Pile about 50
briskets in the center and when they
are covered with grey ash, push
them into two piles. Center a pan of
water between the two piles. Wood
chips such as mesquite can add
additional flavor. Use dry chips for
a fast smoke or wet them for sus-
tained heat.

;  Center the food on the grill over
‘the water pan, close the lid and keep
the grill vents open. The tempera-
ture should be maintained at 250° to
300°F for safety. Add about 9 coals

In a small saucepan, stir together
preserves, juice and margarine.
Simmer until margarine is melted,
Place beef cubes in small container
and use 3/4 cup of apricot mixture
to coat the beef.

Senior citizens, in preparation
for this week's Sunshine Lines arti-
cle I've done research that has
proven disheartening. Today, 1 am
going to share some of the contents
from two separate brochures. The
chief concerns of both of these
brochures are issues that concern
our older population.

I have one pamphlet before me
that states, “Printed with Cabinet of
Human Resources Funding.” It's
about the Kentucky Homecare
Program in the Big Sandy area. One
would think, from reading this
brochure put out by the Cabinet of
Human Resources, that sufficient
programs are in place statewide that
will enable many of our senior citi-
zens at risk of going into a nursing
home to maintain independent liv-
ing longer.

This pamphlet tells what home-
care is; offers a brief overview of
eligibility (*"You must be at least 60
years old."); highlights homecare
services and offers a very brief his-
tory of this program that was enact-
ed by our state’s legislature in 1982.
The pamphlet even states, in part,
“Services are directed to those
Kentuckians over the age of 60,
whose functional limitations and
lack of adequate support create a
danger of institutional placement,”

Independence is what we all
want for our senmior citizens and
what we would want for ourselves
if we were at that point in our lives
where our health would mandate
that we seriously consider becom-
ing a long-term resident of a nurs-
ing home.

From reading this brochure, and
knowing about this program, it is
one that I would highly endorse
because it has worked so well for so
long. Yet in these days when the
needs are the greatest, funding for
this program, like so many pro-
grams for our elderly population
have been cut.

The other brochure is actually
the Spring 1997 issue of the
Association of Older Kentuckians
(A-OK). The header of one article
in this issue caught my attention. It
reads simply: “Not News: Budget
Cuts Hurt People.”

In this article, I read about an
83-year-old woman in Western
Kentucky. The article stated:
“Through funding from the state,
she had been getting meals, home-
maker assistance and personal help.
But her meals and personal services
had to be terminated when social
services budgets were cut recently
by both federal and state agencies.”

In this same article it discussed
the case of a 70-year-old Lake
Cumberland woman who has been
partially crippled by polio since she
was 16...“She was receiving help
through the homecare program to
get to needed medical services. But,
because of budget cuts, she was dis-
charged from the homecare pro-
gram. The immediate question now
is, how will she get to the doctor in
order to get the cast taken off her

leg?

A-OK went on to say, “It is no
small irony that in frying to save
money, the state and nation may
wind up spending much more on
these older citizens: where one dis-
trict lost $37,473 to care for people
in their homes, it calculated that 1t
will cost Medicaid $237.672 to
support these same people in nurs-
ing homes, the only remaining
option.”

The A-OK article continues,
“Cuts were made recently in a
broad range of services to older
Kentuckians, from adult day care
programs to home care, lo senior
citizen center support, to home
delivered meals to transportation. If
these reductions are not addressed,
more may follow.”

“These are issues that may well
affect you, even though you may
not think so today. The aging agen-
cies ‘and services of the
Commonwealth try to provide
assistance to every senior cjtizen
who needs it, and, at one time or
another, almost all of us, or mem-
bers of our families, do need it.”

I join with the A-OK and
encourage you to call your repre-
sentative or senator. You can learn
who serves your area by calling
toll-free 1-800-592-4399. “To leave
a message for your Legislator call
1-800-372-7181."

The
message you leave will be typed
onto a computer by the person who
answers your call. Your message
will then be sent electronically to
your Legislator’s office—or given
to your legislator when the legisla-
tors call in for their personal mes-
sages—since the legislature is not
in session at the present time.

You will be heard! I urge you to
take a few minutes of your time to
speak on behalf of the Kentucky
Homecare Program and other
senior citizen issues that might be
of chief concern to you or a loved
one at this time.

Without your voice, the people
in Frankfort may not know how
badly our senior citizens are hurt-
ing. Our older Americans need their
help now! The Kentucky Homecare
Program, as it was established in
1982, is needed more today than
ever. Today we have more senior
citizens over the age of 60 than we
had in 1982. Many of these people
could stay in their homes much
longer if services were available to
help them remain at home.
Considering the figures quoted
above, think what a savings this
would be for our state. A program
like the Kentucky Homecare
Program is not only needed but
adequate support for it makes good
financial sense.

your own, nor should you buy from
commercial dealers who dig wildi
transplants. Be careful (o introduce
invasive pest species like kudzu and
muliiflora rose.

Planting a wildflower bed is a
lesson in patience; wildflowers
need good soil-to-seed contact,
plenty of moisture to germinate,
and relief from weed competition.
A wildflower bed should include a
mix of perennial and annual wild-
flowers, and some grasses.
Perennials live and flower for more
than two years, often not blooming
for the first one or two years.

Annuals complete their life cycle
in one year and should reseed if
they are truly native to the area.
Biennials take two years to com-
plete their cycle, developing a root
system and vegetative growth the
first year and blooming the second.
There are very few biennials in
nature. Both annuals and biennials

reestablish by reseeding.

One of the most critical parts of
wildflower bed establishment is the
choice of plants and source of seed.
The seed is not cheap, costing from
$60 to $300 per pound. Wildflower
seeds are a specialty product, and
production costs are high. One way
to judge the quality of wildflower
seed is by the amount of informa-
tion that comes with it; e.g., germi-
nation rates for each variety of seed,
species included, and percent by
weight of each species.

When planting a wildflower bed
keep in mind, what competition
there will be among the plants you
are using. Also choose plants that
are suited 1o growing conditions for
the area. Know what type of soil
you have and how much seed to
plant in the area where you want the
bed.

There is no right or wrong way
to establish a wildflower bed. Each

site will be different. Each situation
will present its own challenge. The
most successful project, however,
takes these three factors into con-
sideration.

* Soil Preparation. Soil should
be tilled, cultivated or scarified to
rough up the surface of the soil.
Tilling is not recommended unless
soils are heavily compacted because
it often turns up many new weed
seed,

» Weed Control. This includes
killing or removing aggressive
plants and eliminating weed seed in
or on the ground by fumigation or at
least using minimum tillage to keep
weed seeds buried. After the bed
has become established, weeds
must be controlled on an annual
basis if the bed is to reach its full
potential. It is much easier if the
weeds can be controlled from the
beginning and young weeds pulled
regularly.

Seeding or Planting Seed. This
can be done by hand or machine
broadcasting, cyclone seeder, modi-
fied no-ull drillseeders, hydroseed-
ing, or hydromulching. If cost 1s not
a factor, plugging with wildflower
transplants or laying down a wild-
flower sod' is an alternative. Both
methods result in almost instant
success, and also give more positive
control over the composition of the
bed.

Remember when you plan your
wildflower bed that establishingg)
large areas will require not only
more plants but also more mainte-
nance. Small beds pockeled in the
right sites in home yards may be a
much more realistic approach for
homeowners.
