(JCWP). 

Among those volunteering were former 
President Jimmy Carter, House Speaker Newt 
Gingrich, Governor Paul Patton and Lt. Gov. 
Steve Henry. 

County music singers Crystal Gayle and the 
Oak Ridge Boys also pitched in with helping 
hands Monday during the annual building blitz 
led by the former president . 

"Yesterday was almost like the opening day 
of the state fair. It was pretty bizarre,'' Susan 
Phillips, a member of the board of d1rectors of 
the Sandy Valley Habitat for Humamty, said. 

The 20 homes, which will be completed m 
one week, are part of one of the most ambitious 
projects undertaken by Habitat and the most 
homes that have ever been built in one week by 
the organization, Phillips said.

Higher Education reforms 
adopted last month by the General 
Assembly will not cut the state's 
community college's ties to the 
University of Kentucky, officials 
sa1d Tuesday. 

State Representatives Greg 
Stumbo and Hubert Collins, along 
with Prestonsburg Community 
College president Deborah Floyd, 
gave an overview of the reform 
package to a small group of PCC 
staff and interested residents. 

The open forum, held in PCC's 
auditorium, and moderated by 
Aoyd, was held to explain the im­
pact of the higher education reform 
on the community college and 
technical schools in the state. 
Under the reforms, the state's 25 
technical schools are classified as 
colleges, Floyd said. 

Aoyd said the "rumor mill" has 
caused unnecessary concern among 
students who 'believe that the re­
form severs all ties with UK. 

"Our courses do transfer (to 
UK),'' Floyd said. "There should be 
no change in our diplomas and de-

the administrative level. 'Floyd 
said, with several new boards to be 
named for oversight of the !>tate's 
community and techmcal colleges. 

One major change to come out 
of the reform, Stumbo said, is that 
community college's local boards 
of regents will have more input into 
the institutions they govern. 

"Pnmarily, oversight of the (col 
lege's) budget will be up to the 
local board, not UK,'' Stumbo said 
"That's a big change." 

Prior to reform. community col­
lege representatives would have to 
seek budget approval from UK's 
Board of Regents. Now. local 
boards w11l have to approve the 
budgets. which will then be re­
viewed and approved by the soon­
to-be created Kentucky Communi­
ty & Technical College System 
(KCTCS). That board, comprised 
of eight members appointed by the 
governor, is to oversee all aspects 
of the commumty and technical 
colleges. Community and techrucal 
colleges will report to the KCTCS

Police seek pair 
who bound and 
robbed woman 
at Allen home

Kentucky State Police are inves­
tigatmg the early morning robbery 
Sunda) of an Allen woman hy two 
people who entered her home and 
tied her up. 

Lola Hamilton reported at 5 
a.m. Sunday that a man and woman 
entered her home, tied her up and 
stole several items from the resi­
dence. 

The two fled the scene in 
Hamilton's vehicle, which was re­
covered later Sunday at Prater 
Creek. A KSP media release did not 
say if a weapon was used in the 
crime or what items were taken 
from Hamilton's home. 

No arrests have been made and 
the robbery is under investigation 
by detective Lee Weddington. 
Wcddmgton could not be reached 
Tuesday for further details. 

Anyone with infonnntion about 
the crime IS sked to contact th 
state police at 1-800-222-5555. 
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cerning the weapon used in the 
holdup. 

The prosecution enten:il as evi­
dence a .380 caliber ~cmi·automatic 
pistol, which is owned by Maslin's 
estranged husband, Da\'id Maslin, 
claiming it was the weapon used in 
the robbery. 

Under questJomng by Mastin's 
attorney, Ned Pillersdorf, Bill E. 
Dickinson testified that the gun 
used m the robbery was a revolver. 

Dickinson, a mechanical engt 
neer with Wolf Technical Servtccs 
in Indiana, arrived at that conclu 
sion after examining film from the 
bank's surveillance camera. 

The prosecution challenged 
Dickinson ·s expertise with objec· 
tions that were overruled by Judge 
Hood. 

Diclunson said he determined 
the gun was a revolver after enhanc­
ing images from the bank's film. 

The jury was allowed to view the 
enhanced photographs 

Moore's attorney, Steve Owens, 
used the enhanced film to argue that 
his client was not the male robber 

Dickinson said the film shows 
that the robber had short hair, but 
prosecution witnesses say the rob­
ber had long ha1r. 

Under cross examination, Self 
asked Dickinson if eyewitness testi­
mony would be more reliable than 
his methods. 

"Witnesses may be incorrect," 
Dickinson replied, "but pho­
tographs capture the image that is 
there." 

On Monday, defense witness 

Stuart Nightenhelser, a consultant 
with Wolf Technical Services, testi- · 
fied that tt is mathematically impos­
sible for the defendants to be the 
robbers. 

Nightenhelser, who has experi· 
ence 1n measunng the heights of 
objects from photographs, estimat­
ed the he1ght of the two robbers to 
be fi\e feet 8.78 mches and five feet 
11.28 inches. 

After computing a margin of 
error, Nightenhelser said there is, at 
most, only a three-and-a-half inch 
height difference between the two 
perpetrators. 

Mastin and Moore were mea­
sured in court on the first day of the 
tnal and it was determined that 
there IS a seven-inch height differ­
ence between the defendants. 

"Mathematically - that's not 
possible," Nightenhelser satd when 
Mastin's attorney, Ned Pillersdorf, 
told him the height difference. 
"'(The robbers) are two individuals 
that are closer in height than (the 
defendants)." 

Self questioned Nightenhelser 
about his method of determining 
the he1ghts of the robbers from sur­
veillance video. 

On the first day of the trial, FBI 
photographic technologist David 
Davies testified that he was asked 
to determine the height of the rob­
bers, but was unable to do so 
because he could not see their feet. 

Davies also said it is difficult to 
determine the height of individuals 
when they are in motion. 

"If I can't reach an accurate 

measurement, I'm not gomg to ren­
der an expert opinion," Davies said 
earlier in the trial. '"I could not 
include or exclude (Moore or 
Mastin as the robbers).'' 

Nightenhelser said he got the 
measurements of the robbers as 
they were cntcnng and exiting the 
bank, when the robbers were in 
motion and their feet were visible. 

He also said it was possible to 
derive an accurate measurement of 
the robbers while they were in 
motJon by calculating a margin of 
error. 

Prior to defense witnesses taking 
the stand Pillersdorf and Owens 
requested that the court make a 
d1rected verdict of acquittal in the 
case. 

Pillersdorf told Judge Hood that 
the prosecution has presented 
"insufficient evidence" to prove 
that the defendants were the rob. 
bers. 

Mastin's attorney also said that 
the two witnesses who allege they 
saw his client near the scene shortly 
before the robbery provided con­
flicting testimony, and phone 
records exclude Mastin as the rob­
ber. 

"Th1s isn't the strongest bank 
robbery case," Pillersdorf said. 

Judge Hood denied the attor­
neys' request and said that the court 
has to listen to all of the evidence 
because two witnesses saw Mastin 
and Moore on ATVs near the scene. 

Judge Hood also said the phone 
records do not exclude Pillersdorf's 
client because the records only

board, instead of UK. 
The governor is to receive nom­

inees for the KCTCS board from 
the UK Board of Trustees and 
members of the Governor's 
Postsecondary Nominating 
Committee. 

Also, a new state university, the 
Commonwealth Virtual University, 
is to be created, which is to provide 
academic programs through "the 
use of modern methods of commu­
nications and information dissemi­
nation," according to a Legislative 
Research Commission summary of 
the reforms. 

Floyd said there was some con­
cern that community and technical 
access to the distance learning insti­
tution would be hampered by a tie­
up in the lines of communication to 
the center. She said she was assured 
that PCC would still be participat­
ing in the distance learning pro­
gram. 

Collins said the new law will 
allow credits earned at technical 
colleges to be transferred to higher 

learning institutions and communi­
ty colleges w. ill provide students 
academ1c classes to complete their 
technical degrees. He said it was 
not easy to retain some vital provi­
sions of the reform law. 

"It was the toughest three weeks 
I ever spent in Frankfort," Collins 
said. "You were torn between a Jot 
of issues." 

Stumbo said the reform law 
started out on the wrong foot, but 
improved with changes and conces­
sions made by all parties. 

"It's hard to make chicken salad 
out of chicken manure," Stumbo 
said. "But that's what we did. We 
came out with a pretty good bill. It 
allows students to retain their right 
to have a UK degree. There's a lot 
of 'trust me in the Jaw." 

Colhns and Stumbo said there 
are man) unanswered questions 
about the reform which will be 
worked out after the oversight 
boards are created. 

Also, the reform is designed to 
allow community and technical col-

floor of the houses were done in 
preparation for the blitz. 

Homeowners are required to 
have 300 "sweat equity" hours in 
the building project. 

"We're not giving these away. 
This is not a hand out, it's a hand 
up," Phillips said. "Homeowners 
will make monthly interest-free 
payments on the cost of the materi­
als and the land." 

Fifty-four homes will be built in 
Eastern Kentucky and Tennessee 
during the Habitat for Humanity, 
International, JCWP. The project is 
being held from June 15 - 21 in the 
Appalachian Mountains. 

For the first time since Carter 
gave his name and time to the pro­
ject 15 years ago, one of the homes 
being constructed in Pike County is 
being built by women only. 

Among those helping to build 
the "First Ladies House" is former 
First Lady Rosalynn Carter; 
Kentucky Governor Paul Patton's 
wife, Judi; Kathy Keating, the wife 
of the governor of Oklahoma; 
Libby Jones, wife of former 
Kentucky Governor Brereton 

Jones; and Pike County Judge­
Executive Donna Damron. 

Former President Jimmy Carter, 
Newt Gingrich, and Governor Paul 
Patton worked on the "President's 
House" Monday with the home's 
owners, Donnie and Louellen 
McClanahan. 

Several major companies are 
also volunteering time and materi­
als to the project. 
· Weyerhaeuser's Building 
Materials Distribution has helped 
build more than 24 homes with 
Habitat for Humanity since 1988 
and the Dow Cherrlical Company, 
the fifth largest chemical company 
in the world, has supported the pro­
ject for more than a dozen years.

leges to offer two-year general 
studies programs for transfer to a 
baccalaureate program Reforms 
also put an emphasis on providing 
technical skills to help Kentucky 
workers find better jobs and to 
attract new industry to the state. 

Floyd said PCC has economic 
development programs targeted in 
its long-range strategic plan, but the 
funding is not in place to implement 
those programs. She said she hopes 
new monies allotted under the 
reform will provide some of that 
funding. She added it has not been 
determined how much money the 
college will receive. 

Community college employees 
will retain their health insurance 
and oiher benefits through UK, 
Floyd said, and persons hired after 
July I, will have their benefit pack­
ages with the KCTCS board. 

Floyd also announced PCC is 
ready to offer two-year degree pro­
grams in law enforcement and res­
piratory care for the fall semester.

Floyd County eligible for EQIP 
Final rules for USDA's new 

Environmental Quality Incenttves 
Program (EQIP) were published m 
the Federal Register on May 22. 
EQIP was created by the 1996 
Farm Bill and combines the func­
tions of several previous conserva­
tion programs, includmg the 
Agricultural Conservation 
Program, and the Water Quality 
Incentives Program. 

EQIP provides cost-share assis­
tance for up to 75 percent of the 
cost of certatn conservations prac­
tices such as grassed waterways 
and manure management facilities. 
In addition, incenttve payments 
can be made for up to three years 
to encourage producers to perform 
certain land management practices 
that are currently not in use on 
their land. 

Total cost-share and incentive 
payments are limited to $10,000 
per person per year and $50,000 
for the length of the contract, 
which can run from 5 to I 0 years. 
The program is limited to persons 
who are engaged in livestock or 
agricultural production. 

For fiscal year 1997, Kentucky 
will recetve $3.1 mtllton. 

Approximately 65 percent of this 
will be used in 12 locally identified 
priority areas and 35 percent will 
be used for other significant 
statewide natural resource con­
cerns including soil"erosion, water 
qualtty and animal waste manage­
ment. 

Funds will be distributed on a 
competitive basis. While the sign­
up for EQIP is considered to be 
contmuous, cut-off points will be 
identified where all applications 
received up to that point will be 
scored according to ranking crite­
na. 

Applicants w1th the most envi­
ronmental benefits for program 

costs will receive the htghest con­
sideration for funding. 

Because of the limited funding, 
all counties may not receive fund­
ing. 

The first ranking period will run 
from June 3, 1997, until July 30, 
1997. All applications received 
through July 30 will be scored and 
ranked against each other. 
Applications for EQIP may be 
made at the local Natural 
Resources Conservation Service, 
Farm Sen ice Agency or 
Conservation District office. For

1 release labor force statistics for the 
United States based on the data 
provided by local households in the 
June CPS. 

Local households selected for 
the survey receive a letter from 
Martha Farnsworth Riche, director 
of the Census Bureau, mforrning 
them of the survey. Census Bureau 
interviewers carry an official iden­
tification card with their photo­
graph and signature.

Kentucky State Senate Pro Tern 
Walter Blevins, D-West Liberty, 
said, "Kentucky's senior citi1.ens 
are living longer and are benefit­
ting from advanced medical tech­
nologies, better nutntlon, 
improved physical exercase. and 
miracle drugs." He made those 
comments to members of the 
General Assembly's Special 
Advisory Commission of Senior 
C1t1zens 

Mary Tnmble, a members of 
the commission representing the 
Big Sandy attended the two-day 
meeting, May 22-23. in Frankfort. 
She is from Magoffin County. 

Blevins sa1d that as people Jive 
well into thetr eighties and nineties 
they will be more productive, and 
they will be asked to be more 
directly involved in resolving 
many of the problems confronting 
the Commonwealth of Kentucky. 
He said, "All Kentuckians need to 
be part of the solution, or they will 
be part of the problem." 

Blevins said that Kentucky 
should utilize the skills and exper­
tise of seniors because they have a 
wide range of personal and profes­
sional experiences, advanced edu­
cationaltrainmg, and a reservoir of 
knowledge that would benefit the 
state. 

On another matter. Blevins sug­
gested that it would be in 
Kentucky's best interest if more 
retirees moved into the state. He 
said that Kentucky has many nat­
ural and manmade attractions that 
could serve as an incentive for 
seniors from other parts of the 
country to choose Kentucky as 
their retirement home. 

Blevins said that, generally 
speakmg, older retirees are finan­
cially well-off. are better educated, 
are in good health. and do not 
require as much investment in the 
community infrastructure for pro­
jects, such as schools and pnsons. 

Blevtns, who occupies a power­
ful Senate leadership position, was 

elected to the Kentucky House of 
Representatives in 1982, to the 
Senate in 1992, and to the pro tern 
post in 1997. 

The commission members also 
heard from State Treasurer John 
Kennedy Hamilton who explained 
the Unclaimed Property Program, 
which basically covers any finan­
cial asset that has been left inactive 
for a period of time by the owner. 
Hamilton said, "The state never 
owns. it is just the custodian for 
unclatmed or abandoned proper­
ty." 

Hamilton said that each year 
thousands of Kentuckians forget 
about millions of dollars of cash 
and property, such as stocks, 
bonds, cash, gift certtficates, and 
even some Ctvil War love letters.

The project includes purchasing 
a mobile van equipped with state­
of-the-art mammography equip­
ment that will travel throughout a 
31-county service area.

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Apple 
blossom time

My title doesn't refer to the 
fifty's song "Apple Blossom Time" 
but I guess it does have some con­
notation. Seeing the apple blossoms 
of the past several weeks got me 
into that yester-years "magic tool­
box" of memories as we sometimes 
refer (the good old days). 

Some of those days were good 
and some were anguish. I then got 
into a do-you-remember phase. I 
recalled that before Highway 80 
was built, an old dirt road went by 
the Garrett School and gym, leading 
to the head of Rock Fork. The old 
road was lined with several apple 
trees that had the most beautiful 
blossoms on them. Every school 
boy and girl was seen carrying the 
blossoms with two hands handling 
them so gently and sniffing the blos­
soms. I know "sniffing" has a dif­
ferent meaning "nowadays." 

The trees began at the gym going 
past "Frog Eye" to the mouth of 
Bolen Branch. During recess and 
school lunch we would slip up the 
road to smoke and gather apple 
blossoms for the girls and teachers, 
and some of the blossoms made 
their way home to "Mom." When 
caught by Mr. Clark or Mr. Conley 
we would swear by the Almighty we 
were not there to smoke but to gath­
er apple blossoms. 

During springtime, there was no 
dust but I recall the times we spent 
walking the dusty road and being 
thirsty during the summer and fall. 

There were dug wells in most 
yards going up Rock Fork but the 
favorite watering hole-and this 
doesn't include the "spout" at high­
way 550--was the "Johnny Bolen" 
homeplace. The well had a wooden 
cover and the water bucket was 
always out and waiting for a thirsty 
young lad after he had played anny 
or cowboy and Indians all day. Yes, 
as I said, there was a bucket and dip­
per on the wooden box or a bailer on 
a chain or rope so you could serve 
yourself. I don't remember asking if 
I could have a dipper of water. I 

thought it was granted to anyone. I 
don't remember even the thought of 
people who drank from the dipper 
before me and who would drink 
after me. Of course, some people 
had their dipper inside the house, in 
that case, you drank from the side of 
the bucket. And then there were the 
familiar staples-"Brown Mule and 
Day's Work" plug tobacco? Don't 
forget the hard tack com? 

The worst thing stolen during 
those days was a raid on someone's 
prized apple tree or "Troy Webb's" 
pear tree, or the stolen moments of 
pleasure, such as slipping off and 
going swimming at the "deep hole." 
Every community had its "deep 
hole" for swimming. While swim­
ming-and at the time I guess I did 
more of a "dog paddle" then a 
stroke-! have seen, lodged in a 
drift pile, a dead chicken or hog. We 
thought as long as it was on one side 
of the creek and we on the other, 
everything was safe. 

Everything that walked or 
crawled of a four-legged nature that 
died would be thrown into the 
creek. A hole was too hard to dig for 
burial; it was easier and it would be

hot foods should be eaten within 
two hours for optimum taste and 
safety. Cover foods with foil to 
keep them moist and place in an 
oven set at 140 degrees For higher 
to keep them hot until it's time to 
eat. Food should be hot to the 
touch, not merely wann. 

Handling food properly to pre­
vent foodborne illnesses is espe­
cially important for senior citizens 
who face a higher risk of these dis­
eases and usually a longer recovery 
period. 

"As we become older, some 
changes in the body reduce our 
ability to combat illnesses," said 
Janet Kurzynske, food and nutrition 
specialist for the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 
"The immune system becomes less 
capable of fighting disease-causing 
bacteria. Medications and treat­
ments also can jeopardize our resis­
tance to foodborne infections." 

"The adage to 'keep cold foods 
cold and hot foods hot' should top 
the list of wise food handling prac­
tices, because disease-causing bac­
teria multiply rapidly at tempera­
tures between 40 degrees and 140 
degrees F. 

Reheat foods thoroughly to a 
temperature of 165 degrees F, or 
until hot and steaming. When 
reheating in the microwave oven, 
cover food lightly and rotate so it 
heats evenly. Allow standing time 
for more even heating. 

A decline in senses of taste and 
smell may not alert senior citizens 
to spoiled meat or soured milk. In 
addition, a natural defense against 
ingested bacteria decreases over the 
years as stomach acid secretion 
declines. 

Refrigerate or freeze all perish­
able foods. Keep the refrigerator 
temperature at 40 degrees F or less 
and freezer temperature at 0 
degrees or less. Never keep perish­
able foods, including take-out 
items, restaurant meal leftovers, or 
deliveries to the homebound out of 
refrigeration for more than two 
hours. If the room temperature is 90 
degrees or above, food shouldn't be 
left out more than one hour. 

"Never thaw food at room tem­
perature, because any disease-caus­
ing bacteria present might grow 
during the thawing process," Bastin 
said. 

"Instead, thaw food in the refrig­
erator, in cold water, or in a 
microwave. Cook foods thawed in 
the microwave oven immediately. 

"Senior citizens' best prevention 
against foodborne illnesses is to 
know and adhere to safe food han­
dling practices," added Sandra 

To speed the cooling of wann or 
hot foods, divide large quantities 
into smaller portions, put them in 
shallow containers, cover loosely 
and refrigerate immediately. Don't 
wait for wann or hot foods to reach 
room temperature before putting 
them in the refrigerator. 

"After working with raw meat, 
poultry or cheese, wash hands, 
utensils, cutting boards and other 
work surfaces to keep bacteria from 
being transferred from one food 
item to another. Always wash your 
hands with warm, soapy water 
before preparing food." Whether purchased or delivered,

"The Heartbreak 
Hotel," "Sincerely," and "Earth 
Angel." Sock hops. Basketball with 
an arch rival. The Big Y restaurant, 
the Fountain, Kate's Place, the 
Purple Flash Inn. The singing 
"Miner," Hank Williams, "Cheaten 
Heart," Elvis, Adolp Rupp. Driving 
to Lexington and going thru, 
Salyersville, West Liberty, Stanton, 
Mount Sterling, Winchester, "boy 
what a long trip!" 

Drinking pop from a bottle using 
a straw. Ice cream cups, 5¢ with a 
wooden spoon. Crank telephones, 
10-watt light bulbs. Mail carried by 
horse in saddle bags. The one and 
two room schools with a long han­
dle bell and pot belly stoves. 

I will close the "Magic toolbox" 
of memories for a while and get 
them out again later. I tried to stay 
away from the anguish. But I can't 
stop without thinking about "Caney 
Creek College," wahooing, three 
comer letters and "white uniforms" 
and the smiling faces that filled 
them. Will Hayes, June and Mrs. 
Lloyd.

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The magic of using the pressure cooker 
The pressure cooker is an ideal 

kitchen accessory for preparmg fla­
vorful and healthful foods m record 
time with little or no fat. The pres­
sure cooker cooks food in liquid in 
a sealed pot at a temperature slight­
ly higher than boiling. The steam 
pressure builds inside the pot at the 
same time that the temperature 
rises. 

To cook soups and stews pur­
chase a six-quart pressure cooker. 
An eight-quart model is recom­
mended for large quantity cooking. 
To avoid overcooking, use a timer 
to time recipes accurately The 
steamer basket or rack that usually 
comes with the pressure cooker ele­
vates food above the cooking liquid 
and steams it, perfect for preparing 
fresh vegetables, fruit or fish. A heat 
diffuser is a wire or metal plate 
placed under the pressure cooker 
directly on the burner to prevent 
sticking or scorching and should be 
used when preparing rice or bran 
dishes. 

For safety and quahty results, 
read the manufacturer's manual 
completely before cooking. 

Never use less liquid than rec­
ommended by the manufacturer, but 
it is okay to use more. Liqutds 
include stocks, broth, juices and 
tomato sauce. Oil is not considered 
a liquid.

Vegetables are the ultimate when 
cooked in a pressure cooker. Colors 
remain bright and nutrients are 
retained. The flavor becomes more 
intense. Once again, use uniform 
sizes of fruits and vegetables. 
Beans, peas and lentils can be 
soaked in a mere two minutes. 
Rinse and pressure cook on high 
(250 degrees F) for 10 to 20 min­
utes.

Q: I was just diagnosed with can­
cer. Will my cancer be very painful? 

A: Although most people beheve 
cancer 1s painful, this is not always 
true. Cancer pain occurs when a 
tumor presses on bones, nerves, or 
body organs. Some cancer treat­
ments can cause pain too. 

Cancer pam is usually treated 
with medicine, but it also can be 
treated with radiation therapy, 
surgery, massage, vibration, electri­
cal nerve stimulation, relaxation 
techniques, hot and cold packs, and 
other non-drug techmques. 

Your doctor needs certain infor­
mation to know how to best treat 
your pain. It is important for your 
doctor to know where the pain is, 
what it feels like, how bad it is, what 
activities make it get better or worse, 
and whether i( stays the same or 
changes. 

Talk with your doctor or nurse 
about creating a pam control plan. 
This will include when to take extra 
medicine, how to deal with side 
effects, and other things that can be 
done to prevent or case your pain. 

Remember to take your pain 
med1cine on a regular schedule, even 
if your pam is very mild. The goal is 
to prevent the pain. Once your pain 
becomes severe, it is more difficult 
to control. 

Some pauents are afraid they will 
get 'hooked" on pain medicine. 
Studies show that becoming addict­
ed to pain medicine is very rare. 

If you are following your pain 
control plan and it is not working, 
tell your doctor or nurse. The plan 
can be changed so that it will work 
for you. 

With treatment, most cancer pain 
can be controlled. When there is less 
pam, you w1ll feel more active and , 
interested in doing things you enJoy.

It is a good 1dca to inspect 
plants carefully at least once a 
week for tnsect pests or signs of 
prohlems. 

Momtor\ng a nowcr or vcg­
ctahle garden for insect pests 
involves more than just a casual 
walk through the area. Check 
plants thoroughly and carefully 
because many common garden 
pests arc found on the undersides 
of leaves. 

Insect frass (dry, black fecal pel­
lets) indicates presence of some 
pests such as tomato hornworms 
and some armyworms. Missing or 
damaged leaves arc also evidence 
of insects \\ith chewing mouthparts 
including caterpillars, beetles or 
grasshoppers. 

time. Don't watt until fall and 
allow pests to conunue to de\elop 
and cause problem!' 

Removing crop res1dues this 
season can reduce pest and dtseasc 
problems next year Leftover 
residue and weeds can msulate 
pests from frosts and freezes, 
enabling them to survive the wtn­
ter. In addition, destroying cucum­
ber and melon residues keeps over­
wintering cucumber beetle genera­
tions from storing the disease 
organisms in their gut during the 
winter to start the disease cycle the 
next year. 

Barriers and devices to exclude 
insects also are simple ways to 
reduce msect pests in the home 
garden. These practices can 
include putting rings cut from 
empty plastic soda bottles mto the 
ground around tender seedlings to 

reduce cutworm damage. Use row 
covers to protect cucumber, melon 
and squash seedlings from cucum­
ber beetles· feeding and disease 
transmission.

By 
removing the first Japanese beetles 
to attack your plants, you discour­
age others from visiting your gar­
den.

Hation is one of the most effective 
\\ays to keep these pests cut out of 
the flo\\ cr or vegetable garden. 

Keep garden areas clean 
throughout the year, not just during 
the growmg season. In a vegetable 
garden, compost residues or work 
them well into the soil as soon as 
you have harvested for the last

Real Advice 

Preparation before you apply for a loan 
Q. We're ready to shop for our 

first home. Can you tell us what 
the lender will be looking for 
when we apply for a loan? 

A. The lender examines the 
three "C's"-character, capacity 
and credit. 

Character is based on factors 
like how often you've moved and 
how long you've been employed 
at the same type of work. Your 
report should also be free of nega­
tive information like judgments 
and liens. 

Next comes capacity. The 
lender considers the amount of 
debt you carry compared to the 
amount of income you have-as 
well as how the debt picture might 

change by taking on a new mort­
gage loan. 

Your past credit history is the 
third measure. The lender evalu­
ates existing credit relationships 
including bank loans and credit 
cards, paying close attention to 
credit limits and how long the 
accounts have been active. For 
example, a credit card held by the 
borrower for less than six months 
but currently at the maximum 
could indicate that the borrower 
tends to stretch his finances and 
may have trouble handling addi­
tional debt. 

Q. How can we best prepare for 
the credit search? 

A. Look at your cred1t report 

before you start your home search, 
and well in advance of applying 
for a loan-two to four months is 
advised. This will alert you to 
which creditors have reported and 
what they said, and will alert you 
to errors that need correcting. 
Your consumer report is called an 
"in file" report. And. while it's not 
as in-depth as the mortgage report 
the lender pulls, it will give you 
the basics.

Teenagers And 
Driving 

(NAPS)-In every 
country in the world 
where cars are a common 
means of transportation, 
teenagers are dispropor­
tionately involved in 
motor vehicle , crashes. 
The per-mile crash rate is 
much higher among dri­
vers who are 16 years old 
than among drivers of any 
other age. 

The AARP Auto and 
Homeown-ers Insurance 
Program provided by The 
Hartford is concerned 
about the safety of 16-
year-old drivers and sup­
ports the effort to find 
solutions. Although 16-
year-olds drive fewer 
miles than do 17-19-year­
olds, their per-mile crash 
rate is much higher. Driver 
error, caused mainly by 
inexperience, is responsi­
ble for 82 percent of the 
fatal crashes involving 16-
year-olds. In comparison, 
74 percent of fatal acci­
dents for teenagers 17-19 
years old are attributed to 
driver error. 

The Insurance Institute 
for Highway Safety 
(IIHS) has researched and 
compiled information 
about 16-year-old drivers 
to help reduce the loss of 
life and property in auto­
mobile crashes. For exam­
ple, when new drivers get 
behind the wheel, they're 
likely to be apprehensive 
and unsure. They may feel 
the exhilaration of a "new 
toy" and drive at excessive 
speeds, fill the car with 
friends and become dis­
tracted. In any case, when 
an emergency arises, 
many new drivers are 
unable to react quickly 
and effectively in a way 
that only time and experi­
ence can bring. 

What can be done to 
reduce teenagers' high 
crash rates? 

The policies that are 
most effective are those 
that limit teenagers' dri­
ving exposure-for exam­
ple, night driving curfews 
for beginning drivers and 
higher ages for initial 
licensure.

This 
kind of system means dri­
vers are older and more 
experienced behind the 
wheel when they get their 
unrestricted licenses, and 
early evaluations indicat­
ed New Zealand's syste'Jn 
successfully reduces 
teenagers' crashes.

IDENTIFICATION 
OF SUSPECfED 

SLAYER FAILS 

Man Arrested As Sher­
man Early Brought 

From Kansas 

SLAYER YET AT LARGE 
The man hunt which has been con­

ducted over a wide area of the United 
States by police and detective agencies 
of Sherman Early, who sot and killed 
Homer Bayless. of this place and Will 
Hays, of West Virginia, July 30, 1925, 
at Burton, this county, continues as the 
result of failure to identify a man 
brought here from Wichita, Kansas, last 
week in the belief that he was the man 
being sought for the dual killing. 

Deputy Sheriff Banner Meade and 
Special Deputy John Allen left here 
Sunday, June 5, for Wichita, after being 
notified by a Wichita detective agency 
that a man giving his name as Frank 
Francis Early, 37 years old, was being 
held as a suspect in the case. A photo- , 
graph furnished officials here corre- 1 
sponded closely to the likeness of the 
fugitive. 

Identification was attempted Friday 
evening and Saturday morning, and the 
prisoner was released after those who 
were intimately acquainted with 
Sherman Early failed to recognize him 
as the slayer. Among those who 
attempted recognition of the suspect 
were Glomer Spencer, whose life was 
probably saved by his watch which was 
struck by Early's buUet after he had 
shot Bayless and Hays, and whose head 
was grazed by a bullet; Earl Hartley, 
who had hired Early as cook for drillers 
at Burton; Taulbee McGuire, Andy 
Gearheart, D.P. Brown and others. 

The man who was brought here for 
identification resembled Sherman 
Early. He claimed to have been reared 
in Owensboro, Daviess county, which 
Sherman Early is a native of 
Owmgsville, 1t is said. The suspect is a 
man of short stature, with a prominent 
chin and deep-sunk eyes. 

A reward of $500 has been offered by 
Gov. William J. F1elds for the capture 
of Sherman Early, who escaped shortly 
aftenbe shooting of Burton. 

Homer Bayless. one of the victims of 
the shooting, was a son-m-law of 
Jonathan Fitzpatrick, of Prestonsburg. 

V.'hile here the suspect was treated 
with commendable kindness by offi­
cials anr was given funds sufficient to 
secure him transportation back to 
Wichita, to which place he said he 
would return. 

The Wichita Evening Eagle of June 8 
carried a three column picture of 
Messrs. Mead and Allen with their 
"man" and Chief of Police Walston. 

JAKE COLLINS 
IS KILLED ON 

JOHNS CREEK 

Identity of Slayer Un­
certain; Warnie Cline 

Is Suspected 

PRISONER ESCAPES 
Jake Collins, of Johns Creek, this 

county, was shot and killed Sunday 
1 

afternoon on that creek about twelve 1 

miles from here, and Burl Thompson 
was shot through the thigh as the 
result of an altercation, the details of 
which are so mixed that reports con­
flict as to the identity of Collins' 
slayer or as to the name of the man 
who wounded Thompson. 

A number of men had gathered at 
the place where the shooting 
occurred, and some of them as said 
to have been drinking. According to 
reports reaching here, the report of a 
shotgun suddenly rang out and 
Collins fell, shot in the chest. Shot 
scattered over the victim's chest 
indicated that the slayer stood some 
distance away. Collins is said to 
have died instantly. J 

A man whose name was given 
here as Wamic Cline was accused of 
the killing, and was captured Sunday j 
night, a few hours after nightfall. but 
Deputy Sqeriffs Turner Burchett and 
J. L. Laferty, about two miles below 
the scene of the slaying. 

Cline was placed on a mule, and 
the trip into Prestonsburg. with thejr 
prisoner was begun by the officers. 
At the mouth of Buffalo Creek, 
about two hours before daybreak, 
the accused man suddenly spurred 
his mount into the bushes and disap­
peared. A chase was begun at day­
break. and Cline was pursued to the 
head of Cow Creek, where the trail 
was lost 

Magistrate Cam James held an 
inquest over the body of Colltns, but 
reports received here state that no 
definitj:: proof of the slayer's identity 
was obtained. 

The victim was about forty years 
old, and is survived by his widow 
and five children. He was a son of 
Vess Collins. Burial was made 
Tuesday on Sowders Creek. 

APPROXIMATELY $155,000.00 
IS BEING SPENT ON SCHOOL 

BUILDINGS IN TillS COUNTY 

A constructive program inaugu-1 
rated this year by the Floyd County 1 
Board of Education and by the 
Prestonsburg School Board will 
result in the erection before 
September 1 of five large school 
buildings in this county. 

Foundation work is now under 
way for the construction of a two- 1 

story brick high school building for 
this place, at an approximate cost of 
$31,000. This building will be 
approximately 90 feet in length by 60 
feet wide, and will have eight rooms, 
affording facilities for students hith­
er-to unequaled here. W. T. Mellon 
and B. P. Carter are contractors on 
this structure, and are rushing work 
toward completion at the earliest pos­
sible date. 

The building will front upon 
Second street, being located on the 
site formerly occupied by old public 
school. will be a large auditorium 
which will seat approximately 600 
persons. 

Prof. T. J. Currey will be principal 
of the high school again during the 
coming school year, and the student 
body is expected to be greatly 
enlarged. Last year about I 20 pupils 
were enrolled. All members of this 
year's faculty have not been named. 

Auxier Building Under Way. 
At Auxier a two-room brick build· 

ing for both high school and grade 
pupils is being built at a cost of 
$21,500 by B. P. Carter, Prestonsburg 
contractor. It will probably be com­
pleted within a month. The building 
will be approximately 80 feet long an 
d50 feet in width. A good baseball 
tield, which can upon occasion be 
utilized as an open-air basket-ball 
court, is in front of the building, giv­
ing the Auxier school one of the best 
athletic fields available for any 
school in Floyd County. Forrest Short 
is principal of the school, and will be 
assisted by Misses Flossie Hopson, 
Ruth Meeks and Mona Daniels. 

Betsy Layne School Completed. 
Completion of the Betsy Layne 

Consolidated School building was 
made in March of this year by the 
contractor, E. E. Ramey. Cost of the 
building is placed at $23,000. The 
building is two stories high, has nine 
rooms and is constructed of brick. F. 
A. Maggard was principal there last 
year and will assume the same duties 
at the opening of the coming term. 
Prof. Maggard will be assisted in 
high school work by Mrs. B. 0. 
Gunnell. Grade teachers, it is 
announced by Superintendent John 
Stephens, will be Miss Eula Hunley, 
Detmon Howard, Joseph May, 
Samuel Hale, Mrs. Verlie G. Bush, 
Miss Matjorie Lee and Miss Emily 
Scalf. 

Begins Work at Maytown. 
Work has been started on a two­

story brick building for the Maytown 
Consolidated School, at Langley, this 
county, which is to have 11 rooms 
and will be erected at a cost of 
$28,261. C. E. Hale is the contractor 
in charge of the work. Work has been 
retarded there by damage wrought by 
recent flood waters in Beaver Creek 
to the foundation, but the building 
will be ready for use in September, it 
is expected.

Health centers have been estab­
lished sections of Floyd, May 29 and

at Wayland, Garrett, Lackey. Bosco 
and Maytown, with Dr. R. B. 
Higgins, of Ashland in charge of the 
work. Dr. Higgins and Mrs. Bums 
have had five nurses in Beaver Creek 
for more than a fortnight, vaccinating 
young and old, and urging the 
employment of measures to restore 
sanitary conditions in the flood­
stricken area. 

Nurses Margeret Land, of 
Winchester, Misses Beff)' and 
Hensley, of Ashland, Mrs. Crowley, 
of Lexington, and Miss Baird from 
Versailles have been under the lead­
ership of Dr. Higgins and Mrs. Bums, 
and a monumental work has been 
effect in combatting the threat of an 
epidemic of typhoid. 

When the Times called Wayland 
to gather information as to the extent 
of the work to date,it was learned that 
the Red Cross workers had left 
Wayland Thursday morning. 
\\ hetber the work there had been 
completed could not be learned. 

Since the flood, a number of fam­
ilies in the Beaver valley 'have been 
obliged to live in neighbors' homes 
and pubhc buildmgs while their own 
dwellings were being rehabilitated. 
While conditions have been bad in 
that section of the county, few or no 
famihes are reported as bemg desti­
tute. Increased illness is reported 
from the water-s\\ept section, most 
of which is due to exposure, but has 
as yet taken no alarming aspect. 

Beyond vaccination of hundreds 
of persons and instructing in cleaning 
the mud and debris from homes and 
streets, have been chlorinated a great 
portion of the the Red Crossworkers 
and physicians water supply on 
Beaver Creek and have arranged for 
the shipment into the valley of three 
carloads of lime, with sufficient 
clothing for the needy. 

Unprecedented rains throughout 
the year has retarded farming in 
Floyd County, as elsewhere, to the 
extent that present conditions are 
probably no more distressing than 
those anticipated for the coming win­
ter. Little bottom land is under culti­
vation, and a part of hillside crops 
have been damaged by torrential 
rams. 

County Agent Fred Lawson is 
urging fanners ,however, to replant 
with early with which. he says, 
mature crops may matunng and with 
soy beans, be obtained m the growing 
season yet remaining.

John Bush, negro, wanted for 
murder in Louisville, was brought 
here Tuesday by Deputy Sheriffs W. 
D. and Rufus Martin from 
Wheel\\ right, on Left Beaver, where 
he was working in the mines. A 
sergeant of the Louisville police 
department arrived here Wednesday 
and left Wednesday evening with the 
negro for Louisville, where charges 
will be preferred against the prisoner. 

The negro killed a 75-year-old 
night watchman in Louisville in May 
and fled on the mght of the killing 
with another negro's wife. Detectives 
located him b~ letters written by the 
woman With whom he left LOuisville 
to her mother there Robbery of a 
~tore past which the mghtwatchman's 
at led ts believed to have furnished 
mou•;e for the slay mg.
