Thursday morning — the morn-
ing of murder suspect Jason Blake
Bryant’s 15th birthday — he be-
came an adult in the eyes of the
criminal justice system.

A Juvenile Court referee decid-
ed that Bryant and Karen Rena
Howell, 17, should both be tried as
adults along with the four adult sus-
pects from Kentucky in the mur-
ders of three members of a family
from Powell.

The murders occurred on April 6
outside Baileyton.

Referee Jerry Goodson's deci-
sion came at 12:15 a.m. after about
14 hours of testimony that had
begun at about 8 a.m. on Thursday.

During the day, witnesses testi-
fied that they had seen Bryant car-
rying one of the murder weapons
just hours before the killings.

There was also testimony that
Howell was carrying a “Hello
Kitty" lock from the diary of 6-
year-old victim Tabitha Lillelid.

In Howell's wallet, sandwiched
between her Social Security card
and a picture of her with murder
suspect Natasha Wallen Cornett,
was the Social Security card of
Peter Lillelid, 2, the sole survivor

of the shooting, a witness testified.

Tabitha died the day after the
shooting attack on Payne Hollow
Lane.

The children’s parents, Vidar
and Delfina Lillelid, were reported-
ly dead at the crime scene, their
clothing marked by tires from their
van, which had apparently been
driven over their bodies.

“Their children were placed on
them in an inverted cross, left to
whimper, left to jerk, while they
(the suspects) attempted to get
away,” District Attorney Berkeley
Bell said in his closing statement.

Another inverted cross, a com-
mon reference to Satanism, was

found carved on Bryant's arm
when he arrived on April 8 with
the five other suspects at the Port
of Entry in Douglas, Ariz., follow-
ing a failed attempt to enter
Mexico in the Lillelids” wvan,
according to an Arizona juvenile
detention supervisor.

Debra Mackey, the supervisor,
testified that Bryant had named
himself as a shooter, but Referee
Goodson suppressed her testimony
on that point because Bryant had
not been advised of his rights
when he made the statement.

Mackey testified that Bryant
had told her: “I shot him in self
defense. He was trying to rob me.”
She testified, however, that she did
not know to whom Bryant was
referring.

Another witness, a fellow
detainee of Bryant’s in the Arizona
juvenile detention center, testified
that “Jason told me he had shot
someone.”

Goodson also suppressed this
statement.

To dispel Bryant's claims of
self-defense, Bell said after the
hearing, he presented pictures of
the crime scene which caused a
close friend of the Lillelids’ in the
audience to gasp in horror.

Attorneys’ attempted unsuc-
cessfully to suppress the pictures.
“I have an unconvicted 14-year-
old child here that doesn’t need to
be seeing these photographs,” said
Robert Jesse, Bryant’s lawyer.

Delfina Lillelid’s mouth was
open, eyes staring straight ahead,
with her arm slung across her
body, bloodied by eight bullets.
She lay beside her husband, whose
mouth was also open, his eye shot
out and shirt splotched by five cir-
cular blood stains. Three of the
wounds formed an almost-perfect
triangle on his chest.

A third picture showed Tabitha
hours before her death in a hospi-
tal, but already with a halo of mat-
ted blond curls surrounding her
face, which was puffed around the
mouthpiece of a respirator. She
had reportedly been shot at close
range with a bullet that entered
above her left ear and exited on the
other side of her skull.

“This is a murder,” Goodson
said, when overruling thé motion

to suppress the photos.
Bryant and Howell, who have

been held in a juvenile detention
center in Johnson City since their

extradition to Greene County in
May, now join the four adult mur-
der suspects at the Greene County
Detention Center.

Natasha Wallen Cornett, 18,
Joseph Lance Risner, 20, Edward
Dean Mullins, 19, and Crystal
Renea Sturgill, 18, were bound
over to a Criminal Court grand
Jury during their preliminary hear-
ing on Wednesday.

The six will be separated from
one another while they are in jail,
Bell said.

The cases of the six suspects,
each of whom 1is charged with
three counts of murder in the com-
mission of a theft, the Lillelid fam-
ily’s van, will likely be presented
to a grand jury on Sept. 6, Bell
said.

Bell said he would also seek
presentments on charges related to
Peter's injuries.

Howell and Bryant face possi-
ble life in prison without parole —
not death — because they are juve-
niles. Bell said he intends to seek
the death penalty for the adulits.

Birthday Party Denied

Bryant's lawyer, Jesse, asked in
court whether Sheriff Terry Jones
would allow Bryant’s family mem-
bers to host a small birthday cele-
bration with cake for him at the
jail. Jones denied their request.

“I don’t feel we are in the posi-
tion to celebrate birthdays,” he
said. “We have over 200 other
inmates I'm sure would like to cel-
ebrate birthdays, but that’s not
going to happen either.”

Goodson said that, to transfer
the teens for trial in the adult court
system, he had to consider whether
there was probable cause to
believe that they had committed
the act and whether it was in the
interest of the community to incar-
cerate them longer than they could
be held as juveniles.

Bell argued that Bryant and
Howell had entered into a “scheme
to violate the law” with the adults
when they all left Kentucky on
April 6 in the Chevrolet Citation
later found in a ditch at the crime
scene.

At Monday's session, board
member Jody Mullins called
Wilcox's objection questionable
and said the chairman should have
raised his concerns prior to the
meeting.

"My wife's not the board mem-
ber. I am," Newsome said.

Brackett said he meant nothing
personal by his remarks. He called
Monday's proceedings "ludicrous”
and appeared disgusted. He said
Brent Allen was appointed tempo-
rary secretary at that meeting and
that Monday's agenda was prepared
under Allen's "auspices."

Allen said Tuesday Brackett's
statement was not true, but declined
further comment and said he would
produce an affidavit at the August
board meeting.

A motion to declare the meeting
"invalid" failed on a 2-3 vote with
Wilcox and Newsome voting yes.

The board tried to first get Ann
Campbell to be temporary secre-
tary, but she declined. The board
then asked Prestonsburg High
School principal Thomas Tackett if
he would do the honors.

Tackett told the board it needed
some divine intervention.

"All of you all here elected
tonight by the people who love you
and voted for you to represent the
children in your district,” Tackett
said. "I suggest you get in a closed
room around a table with a preach-
er and think about the welfare of all
the children of this county."

He
then made a motion to adjourn the
meeting.

According to the autopsy
reports, read by Bell, all of Vidar

Lillelid’s bullet wounds were

grouped on the right side of his
body.

All but one of Delfina Lillelid’s
wounds were to the left side of her
body.

One shot to her back was prob-
ably fired at her from six to 18
inches away, testified Steve Scott,
a specialist with the Tennessee
Bureau of Investigation Forensic
Services lab in Nashville,

Howell is not suspected as a
shooter, according to testimony.
But Tabitha's “Hello Kitty lock”
was fastened to a long chain hang-
ing from Howell’s wallet when she
arrived in Arizona, testified Alma
Luna, an immigration inspector.

Luna also testified that she had
found Peter Lillelid’s Social
Security card in that same wallet.

Also on the wallet’s long chain,
Luna testified, was a key to room
#7 of the Colley Motel, south of
Pikeville, Ky., where the suspects
reportedly held a seance on the
Friday night before the murders
and where blood stains and the
numbers “666" were latere found
burned in the carpet.

Howell’s father identified the
.25-caliber semi-automatic pistol
found in the Lillelid family’s van
as resembling the weapon he
reported missing on the day of the
murders. He also said that $500 in
cash had been taken from his
house.

Bryant's brother, Justin Bryant,
13, testified that he saw his older
brother carrying such a pistol on
April 6, before he defied his father
and left in the Citation with
Cornett.

Cornett has drawn wide atten-
tion for her self-mutilation prac-
tices and reported beliefs that she
is the daughter of Satan,

“Jason got out the little pistol
and put it in his back pocket and
put his cigarettes in his front pock-
et,” Justin testified. “I looked over

at Natasha and I could see the han-
dle of the other gun on her waist.”

Justin also saw the initials
“N.W." and an inverted cross
carved on his brother, and cuts on
Cornett’s arms, he testified.

When detained in Arizona,
Jason Bryant had two gunshot
wounds to the leg and hand along
with several gouges on his arms,
testified Steve Phillips, a U.S. cus-
toms inspector in Arizona.

“He said, 'I had a fight in the
van,”” Phillips testified.

TBI Agent Scott, after testing
the residue on Bryant’s clothing,
testified Bryant was probably shot
from a maximum of 48 inches
away with the .25-caliber weapon.

In his closing argument,
Bryant's lawyer Jesse pointed to
an evaluation showing that
Bryant’s mind, at 14, was at the
level of a 10-and-a-half-year-old.

“I think this thing was planned
for months by the adults, and they
went and found the dumbest 14-
year-old in Pike County to go with
them,” he said, further arguing that
the adults want (o pin their crime
on Bryant.

Witnesses testified that Bryant
had discipline problems in school
and had once spoken violently
about his sister to an assistant prin-
cipal at his school.

“I don’t care for my sister,” E.
Lee Ratliff testified Bryant told
him. “T would like to take a base-
ball bat and beat her head off.”

Bryant, wearing a white shirt
and gray pants, sat with his hands
folded and a small Bible on the
table in front of him. He main-
tained a blank expression, afford-
ing a smile only for his younger
brother as he left the witness stand.

Howell cried when her: own
brother testified as a character wit-
ness, speaking of her babysitting
his daughter. “We gave her per-
mission to spank our child, and she
wouldn’t,” he testified.

Howell, wearing a black flow-
ered skirt and white shirt, appeared

Banks and Miller
acquitted in shooting

A Floyd County couple were
acquitted of criminal mischief
charges Monday in Floyd Circuit
Court.

Velma Banks and Clarence
Miller, both of Arkansas Creek,
were accused of firing three shots
into the store of Banks’ former
boyfriend, Kenneth Roberts, on
November 13, 1995.

Jurors deliberated for approxi-
mately 35 minutes after the one-
day trial before returning their not
guilty verdict.

Banks' family let out muffled
cries of joy at the verdict.

At trial, Martin police officer
James Slone testified that he heard
three shots near downtown Martin
on November 13, while making
routine patrols. He said on the way
to the scene he passed a vehicle
driven by Miller, whom he could
see as the car passed under a
streetlight. Slone added that the
vehicle Miller was driving also
had duct tape on the rear window.

Then Wayland police officer
David Gray testified he reported to
Slone earlier that morning that a
shooting had occurred at Banks’
residence at Wayland. Gray said
someone had shot out the rear win-
dows of two vehicles at Banks’
home with a shotgun. He said he
alerted Slone the pair were headed
to Martin and there could be trou-
ble,

No one was in the store at the
time of the shooting, which was
around 5:57 a.m., but Bill Conley,
who owned the business with
Roberts, said he was sleeping in
the apartment upstairs. No one
was injured, but merchandise val-
ued at over $1,000 was destroyed
in the shooting.

Several witnesses testified that

Roberts bragged he would frame
Miller in order to get Banks to
come back to him.

Roberts denied the allegations
on the witness stand and said he
was pressured to drop the charges.

Assistant Commonwealth
Attorney B. J. Sturgill argued the
two shot up Roberts’ store because
they believed he was responsible
for the earlier shooting at their
home,

“Just because someone thinks
someone did something, that’s no
reason to retaliate,” Sturgill said.

Dream realized

Next step is to assure new Pikeville
school provides top-notch training

The skeptics used to scoff when Paintsville lawyer G. Chad Perry III talked of
his dream for a medical school in Eastern Kentucky. Even with Perry’s gift of $1
million to help establish a school, many thought the chances were slim of being
able to train doctors in the mountains.

Well, the skeptics were wrong. More than three years after Perry first started
his effort, the Pikeville College School of Osteopathic Medicine will open its
doors to its first 60 students on September 8. The privately-funded school has
received provisional accreditation from the Bureau of Professional Education of
the American Osteopathic Association, with the “provisional” part of that desig-
nation to be dropped when the school graduates its first class.

While Perry initially intended to set up a school in Paintsville organizers
turned to Pikeville College in 1995 to assist in its fund-raising efforts. The asso-
ciation with the well-established Presbyterian school with a reputation for acad-
emic excellence gave the medical school a degree of credibility and respect it
could have never received as an independent venture.

Osteopathy is a system of medical practice based on the treatment of the struc-
tural integrity of the body’s physical tissues. Like medical doctors, osteopaths
undergo four years of training and complete residency requirements before being

Perry hopes the school will help fill the shortage of primary care doctors in
many rural Eastern Kentucky counties. He said osteopaths are more likely to stay
in undeserved areas and maintain family practices than medical doctors.

Not everyone is elated by the establishment of Kentucky’s first osteopathic
medical school. The Kentucky Medical Association and the tax-supported med-
ical schools at the University of Louisville and the University of Kentucky all
opposed efforts to create the Pikeville school, but such opposition should be
expected when one considers that many medical doctors show little respect for
osteopaths. However, if the Pikeville school trains osteopaths who provide qual-
ity medical care to the people of this region, it will help meet a real need.

Those involved with the school have proven the critics wrong by having it
established and accredited. Their next challenge is to prove wrong those who say
the new school will fail to train quality doctors. We’re rooting for the school to
continue to defy the odds.—The Daily Independent, Ashland

1998 REGULAR SESSION PRIMER

The biannual clock is ticking and in less
than six months the General Assembly will
once again convene to try and squeeze into
four short months all of the many changes to
the laws which govern the people of
Kentucky. A number of bills have already
been prefiled and are scheduled for consid-
eration by our lawmakers. They range from
right wing to left field,
from trifling to com-
pulsory, and from silly
to gravely serious. Here
are but a few,

The recent execu-
tion of convicted mur-
derer Harold
McQueen—the state's
first in 35 years—
revived the controversy

4 L7 % %8 which forever besieges
by David Porter capital punishment. In
the 1996 regular session a bill which would
have allowed for the “selection of life
imprisonment without parole as an alterna-
tive to the death penalty” was rejected. A
similar bill, sponsored by Rep. Arnold
Simpson (D), is slated for determination in
the 1998 session. Rep. Mike Bowling (D) is
also sponsoring a bill for next year’s session
that will “allow the condemned to choose
between electrocution and lethal injection as
the method of execution.” Although the exe-
cution of McQueen has instilled into oppo-
nents of capital punishment a louder battle
cry, it is unlikely that, in this relatively con-
servative era of state politics, the death
penalty in Kentucky is facing extinction.

A crack down on crime and a focus on
victim's rights has triggered two other pos-
sible changes in Kentucky law. Senator
Barry Metcalf (R), a contender in next

year’s U.S. Senate race, has attached his
name to a whole slew of prefiled bills,
including a change in the drunk driving law
that would reduce the minimum blood alco-
hol concentration from .10 to .08. Metcalf is

also sponsoring a bill which would require .

“notice to a community when a sex offend-
er resides in that community.”

Senator Tim Philpot (R), is continuing
his commitment to remain among
America’s more progressive adversaries (0
gay rights’ activists, Philpot, the state’s most
socially conservative legislator, is sponsor-
ing a bill to amend a domestic violence
statute “to add the qualifier, ‘of opposite
sex’ to the term ‘member of an unmarried
couple.” Fellow Republican Rep. Sheldon
Baugh, has followed suit by introducing a
bill to render invalid same-sex marriages
altogether in Kentucky.

Prayer in school is back on the table for
1998. In '96, the legislature danced around
the constitutional issue by passing a bill
allowing a “moment of silence” in public
schools, but refusing to prohibit interference
with student-initiated prayer. While some
might say their actions amounted to “six in
one hand, and half a dozen in the other,”
Rep. Bob Damron, a Democrat no less, is
sponsoring another effort to permit student-
initiated prayer.

From the schoolhouse to the farm, and in
reaction to the relentless, unbridled assault
on the country’s tobacco producers, Rep.
John Will Stacy has offered a bill which
would specify how proximate cause—an
element necessary for recovery—is estab-
lished in law suits against tobacco compa-
nies. To prove negligence against these
companies, the plaintiff must show that the
companies were the cause of their injury.
While it can be shown that, but for the

actions of these companies, there would be
no injury, the plaintiff must also prove that
the companies were more directly responsi-
ble (i.e., the proximate cause). Otherwise, it
could be asserted that, but for the American
Indians, who first cultivated tobacco in this
country, no injury would have occurred.
Another proposed bill pertaining to farmers
would “exempt from the sales and use tax
fuel used for on-farm facilities.”

Speaking of sales taxes, Nicholasville
Rep. Tom Buford, is introducing a bill to
exempt horses. Not that horses would be
exempt from paying taxes, but their owners
would not have to pay taxes for the sale or

use of the animals. A promotion of com-
merce among horse traders is a nice gesture
for the Bluegrass region, but an exemption
from the tax on unmined coal (which failed
in the "96 session) seems a bit more imper-
ative.

Among other prefiled bills for the 1998
session are: a proposal to appoint Supreme
Court Justices and Judges of the Court of
Appeals in lieu of general elections—(a
rather undemocratic suggestion); an elec-
tion day requirement that everyone in line
when the polls close at six gets to vote; an
addition of “Pearl Harbor Day” (Dec. 7) to
the list of ho]idays when public offices may

be shut down; a weakening of the legislative
ethics’ laws (surprise); a change in the vehi-
cle usage tax to require assessment based
upon the actual cash paid for the vehicle; a
proposal to urge Congress to amend the
U.S. Constitution, guaranteeing the individ-
ual right to a clean and healthful environ-
ment.

KIDS AND CRIME

Attorney General Janet Reno came down
recently against both House and Senate juye-
nile crime bills. The nation’s top cop said the
two measures are long on punishment of
youthful offenders, while short to juvenile
crime prevention.

“It’s important,” said Reno, “that we
develop a comprehensive system that looks
at the process from beginning to end and
says, ‘Look, we can do something...with
these kids and keep them from getting into
trouble in the first place.””

But Reno is unfair to label the House and
Senate juvenile crime bills as all punishment
and no prevention. Indeed, the Senate bill
would provide $500 million in block grants
to states, 40 percent of which could be used
for prevention programs. And a House
appropriations subcommittee approved a bill

that would provide $238 million for juvenile
crime prevention.

Perhaps the attorney general would prefer
that the majority of the federal dollars that go
to juvenile crime be used for prevention, but
a crime bill is supposed to be about law
enforcement, first and foremost. And that's
precisely the emphasis of the House and
Senate measures.

Both measures target juvenile violent
crime, offering block grants to states that try
violent youth offenders as adults. The grants
would go to build new juvenile facilities, test
youthful offenders for drugs and update
crime records.

If there is a real beef to be made with the
House and Senate bills, it’s that they intrude
upon an area of law enforcement that has tra-
ditionally resided with the states.

For while many states already try certain
violent young offenders as adults, the House

and Senate crime bills would dictate how
young a defendant may be (13 years old, in
certain cases) and which arm of law enforce-
ment would make the determination (prose-
cutors).

This creates a perverse situation in which
a state like California—as hard on young
offenders as any state in the country—could
find itself ineligible for federal block grants.
That's because the Legislature has decided
that youths must be at least 14 years old (in
all cases) 1o be tried as adults and that judges,
not prosecutors, shall have the final say.

Reno is opposing the juvenile crime bills
for the wrong reason. The House and Senate
measures strike a reasonable balance
between law enforcement and crime preven-
tion. The biggest problem is that they would
go too far in forcing legislatures to rewrite
their criminal laws to conform to federal dic-
tates.—Copley News Service

study for an East to West Coast
interstate.

However, the results of that
study indicated that the interstate
was not economically feasible
because the expense would be
greater than the benefits.

That study, though, indicated
that individual segments providing
“linkage to the National Highway
System and/or key elements of a
state’s transportation” may be eco-
nomically feasible.

That review prompted the addi-
tional study for a linkage system
for southern Kentucky.

According 1o an executive sum-
mary of the study for the linkage
system, the construction of I-66
through southern Kentucky, and
near Floyd County, is expected to
generate thousands of jobs with 30
percent of those jobs coming from
new manufacturing jobs — which
currently account for less than 20
percent of the jobs in Kentucky.

“Personal earnings in this corri-
dor, on the average, are expected
to increase between $1.4 billion to
$1.9 billion per year,” the summa-
Iy 8ays.

The summary indicates that the
improved earnings will be con-
tributed to the improved trans-
portation which enhances region-
alism by reducing the driving time
between communities.

“Improved regionalism is a cru-
cial factor in improving incomes,
poverty rates, and overall quality
of life,” the summary says.

In addition to the economic
gains of the constructions of the I-
66, the study also says that the
improved design standards would
save approximately 250 lives dur-
ing the first 20 years of the project.

The  Southern Kentucky
Corridor portion of the proposed I-
66 Corridor will have an impact on
63 counties in Kentucky, including

Floyd County.

“(Those counties) are of partic-
ular sociopolitical interest since
many are economically dis-
tressed,’” the summary says.

The highest priority for the pro-
ject is to build a segment between
Somerset and London connecting
the Daniel Boone and Cumberland
parkways.

“This would provide a continu-
ous interstate-type highway link-
ing 1-75 and I-65," according to
the study.

The second priority is to
improve access from the Daniel
Boone Parkway eastward to the
state line in Pike County.

Deputy state highway engineer
John L. Carr said Monday that
environmental studies and location
studies were the next step that
needed to be taken to ensure that I-
66 becomes a reality.

“Most importantly, we need to
find money to fund these projects,”
he said,

“For every dollar we spend —
we will get $3 or $4 in return from
economic benefits,” Carr said.
“That’s the type of thing that could
be of value to Kentucky.”

Carr added that Fifth District
Congressman Hal Rogers has
requested funding from the
Congressional budgetary process
to finance the project.

“The study indicates that the
conventional interstate design
option 1s economically justified
and financially feasible for a new
improved highway from the
Eastern Kentucky state line to the
Western Kentucky state line,” Carr
said.

“The study also concludes that
this project would have a positive
impact for road users, job creation,
increased earnings, and an
improved quality of life for those
who reside along the corridor.”

prior approval was not sought, as
required under law because the dis-
trict is in a deficit.

"The superintendent received a
notice from Frankfort, around 9:30
in the morning on the fax, he was
supposed to share it with all board
members al our next meeting and
he did not share it,” Mullins said.
"We wanted (o ask the superinten-
dent about that, and we're not
going to get the chance to, It held
us liable for establishing the posi-
tions. We want to abolish those
positions, There's nothing personal
about this. We were led to believe
that this had already been dis-
cussed in Frankfort and these jobs
were okay to create. There are no
persons in those new positions."

"Mr. Mullins has been very sup-
portive of me the whole time up
until this situation with the letter
from Dr. Cody came in," Davis
said. "This happened and 1 didn't
have nothing to do with it
Somebody evidently intercepted
this fax here at the office and
called somebody locally and told
them | got the fax."

Davis said he apologized to

Mullins for the letter incident and
the two agreed to discuss their dif:
ferences.

"No onpe informed me from
Frankfort, until I got the letter from
Dr. Cody, Tom Willis and Randy
Kimbrough that 1 had to clear
everything through them, as far as
personnel,” Davis said. "I thought
as superintendent I had the right to
go oul here and do what superin-

tendents do across the state, staff

the schools."

Davis said he has not goiten
much cooperation since being
hired in March, except out of three
board members. He said the legal
ramifications of the staffing issue
ts not known.

“I still hayve not gotten permis-
sion from the state on the staffing
on all the schools. I feel like our
parents, who are our taxpayers,
deserve better than what they're
getting, They have a right to have
the best school system they can
have. I hope we can have more
cooperation on this.

"We're going ic have to get
some legal help on that," Davis
said referring to the staffing 1ssue.
"l came in new, at a very difficult

time. And, Jerry Patton came in as
the board attorney and he did not
haye any school law experience,
either, and that's hurt some. But,
he's trying to get up to date on that,
too."

Davis said site-based councils
and school principals: determined
what personnel to staff at their
schools.

With the first four months of his
term being somewhat rocky, Davis
said he intends to stay on the job
and do what's right.

“I thought then I could make a
difference and I still do," Davis
said.

Senior citizens, since reading
last week’s “Sunshine Lines”, has
it become easier 1o accept attor-
neys (lawyers) as normal human
beings?

Most attorneys, in their daily
lives, are far less aggressive than
the mental images many have of
them going about their work in the
courtrooms? That’s their “battle
fields.” It is where they have been
trained to fight for justice on behalf
of their clients. Outside the court-
room few display aggressive
natures. Some, even in the court-
room, do not raise their voices.
This does not mean that a mild
mannered, quiet attorney is less
effective. It simply means that each
has his/her own style or unique
personality. They can be calm, yet
at times, their tempers can flare.
They're human. Do those charac-
teristics remind you of someone
you know?

Some feel attorneys are aloof.
Could this be a trained behavior?
“They seem to flock together”,
some say. Is this unusual? If you
are an engineer; a registered nurse;
a teacher; a dental hygienist; a sec-
retary; interacting with those of
your own “flock?” Most people
would. This does not mean that the
rest of the world is totally excluded
from sharing socially with those of
another flock. It simply means that
the old adage, “Birds of a feather
flock together,” is true. In other
words, people with similar inspec-
tors have more in common on
which to build lasting relation-
ships.

Attorneys come from all back-
grounds. Not all attorneys come
from affluent backgrounds, or
piggy-back in on the reputation of
their lawyer relatives. It's not
unusual to hear attorneys here in
the mountains say that their fathers
were coal miners. Or their mothers
worked the fields. Many attorneys
practicing right here in Eastern
Kentucky today, worked in the coal
mines, drove trucks and did odd
jobs to put themselves through four
years of college and three years of
law school. In essence they are
much like everybody else. They've
worked for what they’ve got.

Attorneys who came from a
poor and struggling family will
understand what other people in
similar situations go through today.
They also know the difference
between the poor who cannot help
themselves and those capable of
bettering their situation but who
choose to remain poor. There is a
big difference and one that is clear-
ly recognizable by most all people.

Attorneys who come from mid-
dle-class backgrounds may be
more versatile in some ways. The
theory is simple. Attorneys reared
in a middle-class environment
have been repeatedly exposed to a
wide range of socio-economic
backgrounds. Their life’s experi-
ences have helped them to under-
stand the lifestyles of the rich as
well as the poor.

Oftentimes, if an attorney
comes from an affluent back-
ground, they may not as readily
understand the painful struggles
and day-to-day existence of the
poor. However, those from wealthy
backgrounds will probably more
quickly understand how people of
affluence and large corporations
are often “bled” beyond reason by
suits filed against them.

Attorneys seldom know who
their true friends are. This has the
tendency to cause a tremendous
amount of pressure and anguish in
their personal and family lives.
Additionally, most all attorneys,
regardless of their environmental
backgrounds, cannot converse as
freely about their work as most
people can. The reason, of course,
is obvious. Just imagine the reper-
cussions Judge Ito would have had,
if at a backyard barbecue, he was
overheard talking with someone
about the Simpson case while it
was still in court, or even yet today.

The confidentiality required in
an attorney's work is very similar
to military personnel who work
with highly classified materials; or
leave on classified TDY missions.
Their work is something that can’t
be talked about. These necessary
restrictions make open, candid
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conversations a highly structured
rarity. Lawyers and military per-
sonnel are trained to be “on guard"
against someone “picking his/her
mind” for information pertaining
to a particular case or mission.

The faet that attorneys cannot
converse as freely as most people
in other professions automatically
establishes barriers that are diffi-
cult for non-attorneys to under-
stand, let alone accept.

Most attorneys, like most every-
one else, are caring and compas-
sionate. Few are tightwads who are

too stingy to open their hearts and
their wallets or checkbooks to the
less fortunate. It oftentimes sur-
prises people to learn how gracious
most attorneys really are with their
money and their time, the latter
another commodity attorneys use
to help the less fortunate. Next
week I'll share some stories with
you about their giving natures. You
might be surprised to learn that
many senior citizens have been
represented free of charge by
numerous conscientious attorneys
right here in the Big Sandy area.

Castle was hurt most of his
senior season but what he did the
first four seasons for Betsy Layne
was enough to make any college

coach want the hard-throwing right
hander as well as an excellent bats-
man,

Castle played summer baseball
in Huntington, West Virginia, where
he batted over 400 and against
some top players.

“Brandon can be one of our
freshman leaders,” said Coach
Lemaster, who decided to return to
Pikeville after changing his mind
about leaving. “He's playing in a
summer league in Huntington right
now and having a good season, and
that’s against exceptionally good
competition. He's extremely good at
swinging the bat and catching the
ball.”

Castle at first wasn’t even con-
sidering the Bears program because
of the earlier news that Lemaster
was leaving Pikeville College.

“After I heard Coach Lemaster
had left, 1 really didn’t consider
Pikeville,” said Castle. 1 had some
offers from other schools, and I was
considering them.”

But Lemaster did decide to return
to Pikeville and it took just a phone
call to convince Castle that Pikeville
was the place for him.

“As soon as he called me, I
dropped all of them (other schools).
I knew 1 wanted to play for him.
Pikeville is the one place in Eastern
Kentucky you can play, and because
of Coach Lemaster, you can get
noticed,” said Castle.

Coach Lemaster said that while
Castle brings a load of talent to
Pikeville College, he particularly
likes the way he handles the bat.

“I love the way he swings the
bat,” said the former major league
shortstop. “He’s an exceptional hit-
ter.”

But Lemaster said the love Castle
has for the game is an added bonus.

“Baseball is his first love and has
always been his favorite sport,” he
said. “It’s what he wanis to do.”

The Pikeville coach said he
would like to sign about three pitch-
ers yet this year.

“We're pretty good now on posi-
tion players especially if (basketball

signee) Josh McKenzie (Paintsville)
decides to play,” said Lemaster.

Castle played shortstop most of
his career at Betsy Layne and was
the ace of the pitching staff that
helped the Bobcats to three district
championship in the five seasons he
played.

He said that while he played
against some of the players he will
now join at Pikeville, he is looking
forward to joining them.

“I"m looking forward to playing
with them,” he said. “I don’t take
anything that happens on the field
personally. We played against some
good competition in high school. If
we can come here and put it togeth-
er, we, should have a good pro-
gram.”

Coach Lemaster likes recruiting
the 15th Region and keeping local
players at home.

“You can’t plow the field if you
don’t have the horses.” he said. “1
always knew there was talent here.
There have been exceptional players
here. It's just a matter of getting
them interested in playing at the col-
lege level.

“There's a lot of tradition around
here in baseball. You look at schools
such as  Pikeville, Belfry,
Paintsville, Johnson Central and
Betsy Layne, these are good base-
ball schools. This goes back further
than these kids. It's their fathers and
grandfathers and their love of base-
ball. We just have to get them to
realize it. Sometimes it needs to be
rekindled or refined, so we can keep
this tradition alive.”

Pikeville, after a slow start last
season, rebounded and finished
strong in their conference. Coach
Lemaster, in deciding to return to
Pikeville, still has the hopes of tak-
ing his team to a national tourna-
ment.

Game officials eject Keathley over handicap

It is a sad day in youth sports
when someone who has given so
much to the game of baseball and
young people as Danny Keathley
has, be treated the way he was in
Lexington over the weekend at the
Babe Ruth 13-year old baseball
tournament.

The scenario unfolded when
Keathley led his team onto the field
in their first game of the tournament
and was told he could not be on the
field when the team played.

Keathley has been in a wheel
chair since a mining accident eight
years ago took away his ability to
walk. But you will never hear him
complain about his disability and he
continues to coach the game of
baseball in the coaches box on the
field.

Well, he did until Saturday
morning when tournament officials
and umpires sent him to the side-
lines and treated him as a “little
kid.”

*They went on the other side of
the fence and drew a circle and told
me [ could coach from there,”
explained Keathley. “After the
game, the home plate umpire came

up to me and asked, ‘How did you
like your little corner to sit in
coach.™

The mockery ate at Keathley all
day, but he tried to put it out of his
mind in order to concentrate on
game two that afternoon. It was
ditto for Keathley in game two,
when he arrived at the field and was
again told he could not be on the
field with his team because of his
wheelchair.

*“They said it was against tourna-
ment rules, and they were afraid
one of the kids would get hurt
because of the chair,” said Keathley,
who has coached for the past six
years sitting in the chair on the base
lines. “I went along with them'in the
first game. After that game, the
umpire just laughed at me.”

When the second game was set
to start, Keathley went onto the
field but was told by the umpires: “I
thought we had a deal earlier
today.”

Keathley challenged the ruling
and said: “If you have a rule against
me being out here in a wheelchair,
show me!”

The tournament officials could
not produce such a rule.

“They seemed to make them up
as they went,” Keathley stated.

At the second inning of game
two, the Floyd County fans, who
followed the team, were getting
more upset with the umpires and
tournament officials” rulings.

“They said they wanted me on

the field coaching the kids the way
I have been all season,” said
Keathley. “I called time out and
went to the umpire and protested
the game."”

It was evident that the officials

were becoming annoyed with
Keathley, who was standing up for
the kids and for his rights.

“The vote went 2-1 against me,”
he said. “The protest committee
consisted of the opposing coach
(Ashland), tournament president
and one from my team. Of course,
the tournament president and the
Ashland coach voted against me.”

Failing to produce a rule from
the book to cover their stipulation,

the tournament president, Don -

Russell, determined it was a judg-
ment call by the umpires, thus over-
ruling the protest.

The fans were getting more
unsettled and wanted to storm the
field with Floyd County trailing 10-
4 at the time. “I told them you can’t
do that, our kids were still in the
game and bave a chance to come
back and win,” he said.

Things grew worse by the third
inning and, upon the urging from
the Floyd County fans, Keathley
wheeled out to the third base coach-
ing box to take his place on the side
lines. He was immediately ejected,
not from the field area, but the park
itself.

“They threatened to call the
police and have me thrown in jail if
I didn’t leave the park,” he said.

“They were the rudest bunch I had
ever seen.”

Keathley, trying to move as fast
as he could off the field, was threat-
ened again because of his inability
to make a fast exit from the field,
but was allowed to return to his van
for the remainder of the game.

“The parents wanted to just take
the kids off the field and go home,
but I talked them out of it,” he said.

Assistant coach Randy Elkins
took the helm of the team for the
remainder of the game. But assis-
tant coach Dickie Skeans saw the
two-sided image of the tournament
officials. Skeans, who was dressed
in shorts but did have on the proper
jersey and hat, was given permis-
sion to remain to coach, even
though he did have on shorts.

“They met just before the game:
and Dickie was okayed to coach ini
the shorts,” explained Keathley.
“But after the first at bat, they came:
over to him and said he could not
coach in the shorts. I tell you they
just made rules as they went.”

Following the loss to Ashland,
Keathley made his way back to the
diamond and, in the character he is,
extended his hand to the umpire in a
good gesture.

because of what happened.”

Robert Fitzpatrick may have
said it the loudest when he blasted a
two-run home run after the incident
and went to the fence, yelling
toward the van where Keathley
was: “that was for you coach!”

The world
would be a much better place if we
had more Danny Keathleys in it.
Again, he never has tried to use his
disability to gain an advantage, and
he has taught his kids you get what
you earn.

This injustice shown by the
Lexington officials should not be
forgotten, but the Floyd County
Babe Ruth League should protest
the treatment of one of its coaches
and refuse to play in the tournament
next year as a way of protest.

Keathley isn't sure yet if he will
take any legal action in the discrim-
ination shown against him.

- NEW DEER HUNTS IN 1997

Modern gun deer hunters have
more options in Central Kentucky
on the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources
(KDFWR) 1997 managed deer
hunt application. Applications,
available by calling the KDFWR
at (502) 564-4336, will be accept-
ed until August 31 this year.

Six new hunts will take place
on Curtis Gates Lloyd Wildlife
Management Area (WMA) in
Grant. County, Mullins WMA in

®Kenton County, Lapland WMA in
Meade and Breckinridge counties,
Kentucky River WMA in Henry
County, Mud Camp Creek in
Cumberland County and R.F.
Tartar in Adair and Russell coun-
ties. This adds up to 362 new
quota hunt slots under zone 3 and
4 regulations.

These area names will sound
familiar to some modern gun
hunters. Until this year, they were
open under statewide regulations
with some special restrictions —

ey were not open to hunting on
the weekends.

“This really cut down on the
opportunities for many hunters
who could only go on the week-
end,” says deer program biologist,
David Yancy. “The new quota
hunt designation will open that up
and give folks in Central
Kentucky an opportunity to be
drawn for a weekend hunt close to
home.”

Because of the change, you

gmust apply in advance to hunt on
these areas during the 1997 mod-
ern gun deer season. Check
Wildlife Management Areas sec-
tion for special hunting regula-
tions in the 1997-98 Kentucky
Hunting Guide, available where
you buy your license or from the
KDFWR at #1 Game Farm Road,
Frankfort, KY 40601.

HUNTER EDUCATION
COURSE ON KET

Hunters will have an opportu-
nity to attend a Hunter Education
stourse in their own homes. That's

STATE SEEKS NEW
SMALLMOUTH RECORD
A mere six pounds could make

you the new Kentucky small-
mouth record holder

Most anglers know by now that
D.L. Hayes’ record 11 pounds, 15
ounces smallmouth bass world
record has been disqualified by
the International Game Fish
Association (IGFA). As a result,
the record, which simultaneously
occupied the state records for both
Tennessee and Kentucky, was dis-
qualified as the Kentucky record.

This leaves the Kentucky
smallmouth bass record open for
the first time in 42 years. And to
make sure the next record is
something to shoot for, the
Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) has
decided to keep the record open
until April of 1998. This will
allow a number of entries to be
received before announcing a new
record and will give anglers a
whole fishing year to submit their
entries.

As announced previously, all
smallmouth record entries must
exceed six pounds. So the record
is still within your reach!

If you catch a fish that you

think might be a record, get to a
certified scale as soon as you
come in from fishing. Make sure
there are witnesses and contact a
KDFWR fisheries biologist to
confirm the species. Now you
may as well go ahead and get a
picture of you and your fish
because you'll need'it to complete
the entry for record fish. Entry
forms are available by calling the
KDFWR at (502) 564-4336. Only
those entries satisfying all record
criteria can be accepted as valid
entries.

ELK REINTRODUCED TO

SOUTHEAST KENTUCKY

Folks in Southeast Kentucky |
are gearing up for the elk release |

that will take place this winter on
Cyprus Amax Wildlife Manage-
ment Area in Breathitt, Knott, and
Perry counties. The Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources (KDFWR) Comm-
ission unanimously voted in June
to reintroduce free ranging elk to
the region.

“The elk restoration project
presents an exciting opportunity
for Kentucky,” says KDFWR
Commissioner Tom Bennett. “Elk
are native wildlife. They are a
missing link in the biological
diversity of Eastern Kentucky."

The whole process of design-
ing and approving this restoration
project took many months. It
began when wildlife biologists
studied successful elk restoration
programs in other states. But, in
order to reintroduce the animals to
the wild, biologists first had to
determine if the right circum-
stances still existed in Kentucky.
Elk require a large area of land,
200,000 or more contiguous acres,
away from crops and develop-
ment. The Kentucky Depart-ment
of Fish ‘and Wildlife Resources
identified 2.6 million acres of
suitable elk habitat within 14
counties in Eastern Kentucky.

The first elk release is sched-
uled to take place this winter. At
that time 200 animals will be
released. Two hundred more will
be released every year for the next
eight years.

“The suites bring a level of
exclusivity to the arena,” Don
Eyberg of a Minneapolis architec-
tural firm told the Lexington
Herald-Leader last week: “They
bring the advantage of leiting cor-
porations and industry gntertain
their clients in a much more inti-
mate way."

Exclu$ivity. Uh-oh.

Translation;: UK officials can
schmooze the rich, pick their deep
pockets and not be bothered with
1,000 fans at $15 a pop.

Hunch here: Devotees in the first
eight rows in upper Rupp Arena
accustomed to hearing PA man
Doug Bruce screech about YOUR
Wildcats, had berter consider locat-
ing Ralph Hacker on the Kentucky
Network radio dial and make other
plans for game nights.

That is unless you harbor a warm

and fuzzy feeling that C:M. Newton"

and members of the UK Athletics
Board will be steadfast in preserv-
ing your $15 seat.

On another money front, when
Larry Ivy, assistant director of ath-
letics in charge of numbers crunch,
crows — as he did in a UK News
Bureau release recently — that
UK’s athletics department pays its
own way without burdening
Kentucky tax payers, and brags that
“the Athletics Association turns
money back to the university,” try
not to swallow it all at one time.

Some of us will resist the temp-
tation to laugh as we consider the
remarkable act of philanthropy in
Ivy’s report.

What's laughable? Ivy shopping
the idea that a state-owned universi-
ty’s athletics department turning
over part of its take to the school is
somehow charitable. Ivy would
have you forget whose name UK's
athletic teams bear (on Nike shirts,
Nike shorts and Nike shoes) and
whose facilities its student-athletes
use ostensibly to study, attend class-
es, and enjoy other activities.
Facilities which, in most cases, are
paid for and maintained by, yep,
Kentucky tax payers.

And, as you consider the burden
of decisions facing UK officials as
they examine recommendations
made by architect Eyberg and pals,

try not to worry. Just wink in the
mirror and remember the recom-
mendations include a luxury $uite
for UK’s president. And, one can
presume with some degree of cer-
tainty, Newton, Ivy and other nota-
bles will be accommodated hand-
somely as well.

What's the point of airing these
issues?

To remind UK Wildcat devotees
(and tax payers) of the continuing
creep toward Wildcat Basketball
Incorp. as it spirals away from
involvement by middle and lower-
income UK fans and becomes more
and more exclu$ively available to
only those who can afford to pay.

From increasing ticket prices
next basketball season to a sell-out
to Nike Corp. last spring, to an
architect’s recommendation (o
eliminate seating, the commercial-
ization of University of Kentucky
basketball is being brokered away
from those who endowed it with
endearing images of fan devotion
and undying loyalty to one of
America’s premier college sports
programs. Ironically, many in this
constituency still have little or no
access to a legal ticket to a UK
game in Rupp Arena.

PITINO FAREWELL BASH

Was it 350 or 400 attendees at
the Rick Pitino ‘farewell’ bash in
Lexington last week? The state's
two metro daily newspapers quoted
both figures. The discrepancy
would be meaningless except at
$150 a head to sup with Da Coach,
that’s $7,500 for the Cawood
Ledford Scholarship Fund.

Perhaps caught up in the gala of
the event, the Louisville newspaper
reporter was bold enough to suggest
that the turnout indicated Pitino’s
leaving UK “._hasn’t diminished
his appeal one bit.”

To suggest 350 or 400 citizens
with $150 to spend dinner, and a
media herd to witness it, indicates
any such thing is laughable. Little
wonder why Americans are so skep-
tical about what they read in major
newspapers these days.

In fact. an unscientific sampling
of Kentucky (blue collar) fans
around the Commonweaith  indi-
cates Pitino’s defection is more a
‘thanks for the memories, now let's
move on to the Tubby Era.”

The most prevalent attitude?
“Pitino not only broke his contract
with UK and three kids he recruited
and made promises to, he didn’t
keép his word to millions of fans,”
one UK fan said recently. “Most
people I know expected it and are
relieved the spring-time rumors of
Pitino leaving are a thing of the
past. Now everyone can get back to
being Wildcat fans instead of Rick
Pitino worshippers.”

Footnote: Since the Cawood
Ledford Scholarship Fund is avail-
able to former UK athletes who
want to finish their college degree

work, wouldn’t it be refreshing 1f
officials who sponsor such posh
fund raisers did as much to publi-
cize how much and on whom the
scholarship money is being spent as
they do pitching ticket sales to the
$150 dinners?

Forget diamonds: chiggers are
forever. Or so it seems, once you've
become their unwilling host.

The microscopic parasite with
the big appetite is just one stage in
the lifetime of a creature sometimes
called a harvest mite or a red bug.
There is one generation a year, and
the parasitic larval stage is most
common in Kentucky from July
through early September. By fall
the tiny tissue-sucking chigger will
turn into a bright red, eight-legged
adult mite that eats small inverte-
brates, their eggs, and organic mat-
ter.

Chiggers neither suck blood nor
burrow into your skin. They attach
themselves tightly to your skin and
suck up tissue liquefied by their
digestive enzymes. They move to a
good feeding spot such as ankles,
legs, waistlines, armpits, and other
areas where clothing is tight against
the body before latching on. A day
or more after contact, an allergic
reaction to the digestive enzymes
sets in. It's this reaction that raises
reddish welts and causes the mad-
dening itch, which can last for two
or three days after the mite has
dropped off your skin and proceed-
ed on its way to adulthood.

The larval chigger is an active
creature that moves to the tip of
grasses and fallen leaves to wait for
and grab onto a passing meal. That
meal can be a rodent, a bird, or you.

The three most effective strage-
gies for dealing with chiggers are
personal protection, vegetation
management, and the judicious
application of chemical control in
areas where the pest is likely to live.

When walking outdoors, try to
stay in the center of mowed trails to
avoid brushing up against over-
grown vegetation where chiggers
congregate. Wear long pants tucked

into your boots, and consider
putting an insect repellent on your
shoes, cuffs, socks and pant legs.
Products containing diethyl tolu-
amide (DEET) or permethrin are
most effective, but be sure to follow
label directions carefully.

If you’ve been in a chigger-
infected area without protection hit

the showers when you come in.
Bathing immediately after coming
indoors effectively removes chig-
gers that haven’t attached to your
skin,

The best way to control chiggers
outdoors is to reduce their preferred
habitat by mowing grass regularly
and removing brush from yards and
picnic areas. Chiggers prefer damp
but well drained sites, and short
grass lets sunlight penetrate and
promotes drying. Mowing and
brush removal make an area less
desirable both to chiggers and to
their annual hosts,

Insecticide sprays can provide
short-term chigger control, but it is
best not to use them unless the area
is heavily infested. Treating the
entire lawn is of little benefit, since
chiggers avoid direct sunlight.
Normally, they won't infest well-
maintained - areas. [Insecticides
effective for chigger control include
carbaryl (Sevin), chlorpyrifos
(Dursban), diazinon, permethrin,

cyfluthrin (Tempo), and other syn-
thetic pyrethroids. Wet foliage thor-
oughly to a height of about three
feet, paying particular attention to
borders and fences between wood-
ed or brushy areas and the lawn. Be
sure to follow label directions care-
fully, and keep children and pets off
treated areas until the vegetation is

completely dry.

Q: My doctor has suggested a
clinical trial to treat my cancer.
What are clinical trials all about?

A: Clinical trials are research
studies that involve patients, usual-
ly to evaluate a promising new
treatment. These studies are
designed to answer scientific ques-
tions and to find new and better
ways to help all patients.

Every new cancer treatment is
B thoroughly tested in the laboratory
to find out how well it works and
how safe it is before it is tried with
patients in a clinical trial. During
the trial, more information is gath-
ered about how well the new treat-
ment works and whether there are
side effects.

Every cancer treatment available
today was tested with patients in a
clinical trial before it was approved
for general use.

Some standard cancer treat-
ments are not effective for all
patients or may have too many side
effects. Participating in a clinical
trial allows a patient to be the first
to receive new treatments before
they are widely available, All
patients in clinical trials receive

some form of treatment.

A patient may leave a clinical
trial at any time. Also, if the treat-
ment is not helping the patient, the
doctor may decide to remove the
patient from the study.

Four accidental mining
deaths in 12-hour period

Federal mine inspectors act to
prevent further roof fall hazards at
nation’s mines

Federal mine inspectors under-
took a special program of
increased safety measures at all
U.S. underground coal mines last
week in the wake four deaths last
Tuesday from mine roof fall acci-
dents in Virginia and
Pennsylvania, according to the
Labor Department’s Mine Safety
and  Health  Administration
(MSHA).

In the space of 12 hours last
Tuesday, four miners were killed
and four more were injured in
three separate incidents. Two min-
ers were killed in Tazewell
County, Virginia, when a mine
roof collapsed at approximately 9
a.Jm.

Another miner was killed when
a roof fell in a coal mine in Wise
County, Virginia, at about 2 p.m, A
fourth miner died in a roof fall
accident in Somerset County,
Pennsylvania, nearly two hours
later, As of July 16, 19 coal miners
have been killed in accidents on
the job this year and seven of those
were by roof fall accidents.

*“I am greatly saddened by these
accidents and the tragic loss of
life—and my heart goes out to the
families of the four victims in
Virginia and Pennsylvania,” said
U.S. Secretary of Labor Alexis M,
Herman. “My bottom line has
always been that no worker should
lose their life for their livelihood. I
have directed J. Davitt McAteer,
assistant secretary for Mine Safety
and Health, and his staff to imme-
diately investigate these catastro-
phes and to immediately develop
further steps to address—and cor-
rect—these hazards.”

McAteer said that beginning
July 17, MSHA will dispatch near-
ly 700 mine inspectors to every
underground coal mine in the
nation to review specific safe-
guards and actions that can be
taken to prevent these deadly acci-
dents.

“We have contacted industry
and labor associations and state
agencies who have all agreed to
join with us to alert the mining
community and take steps to pre-
vent further  occurrences,”

McAteer said. “I am also asking
that all underground coal mine
operators take a closer look at
their mine's roof control plan. We
also ask all miners to be especially
vigilant regarding roof condi-
tions.”

Traditionally, mine roof falls
have been one of the major causes
of accidental mining deaths. In
recent years, however, the number
of roof fall deaths have been
declining.

Last year, roof fall deaths
accounted for 13 of the 39 coal
mining deaths in the nation.

“Our agency will conduct a
thorough investigation of each
roof fall accident that occurred last
Tuesday and will issue a detailed
report on the causes of each,” con-
tinued McAteer. “We are investi-
gating these accidents to see if pat-
terns in the work routine or other
actions at the mine site leading up
to the aceident, or any other caus-
es can be detected.”

A statistical review appears to
show that many roof falls occur
during the hotter months of the
year when warmer air brings more
moisture into the mine atmosphere

and may loosen strata in the mine
roof,
