illtop pot patch harvest may 
e th largest e rer, cops claim

In one of the biggest find~ ever. 
between 1.000 and 1.200 
marijuana plants. "ith an e~­
timated stre~t \alue in excess 
of $1 mtllwn, were destroyed 
Monda) by the Flo)d County 
Sheriffs Department on a re­
mote mountaintop in Mud 
Creek. 

The plants, which ranged 
in heights from 12 to 14-feet 
tall. wen.: found in a cleared 
out plot tn ~<rasure's Branch. 
The stalks of the plants ap­
peared to be about an inch to 
an inch and a half in diameter 
and were full of buds, some 
about 18-inches long. 

Sheriff Paul Hunt Thomp­
son said Monday that the 
patch is the btggest find ever 
in the county since he's been 
shenff. 

Thomp~on and detectives Jim 
Rederick and Homer Neeley with 
deputies Matt Johnson. Charlie 
Thompson .md Tommy Gearheart 
cut the plants and burned them at 
the site.

Chairman 
ousted in 
board coup 
State invited 
to take over 
management

In what may be a last-ditch ef­
fort to avoid their own ousters. a 
split Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation voted Tuesda) evening to 
replace chairman Ursa! Ray 
Wilcox and to invite a state man­
agement assistance team to take 
admjnistrative control of the em­
battled system. 

What impact the request for 
state management could have on 
superintendent Gene Davis will be 
decided by the state boanl of edu 
cation, if the invitation is accepted. 

Just after Tuesday's meeting got 
underway. board member JoLI) 
Mullins asked that the board item 
"new business" be moved up on the 
agenda. After Mullins motiou wa:. 
passed, on a 3-2 vote, boar,i mem­
ber Eddie Patton asked that board 
policy be amended regarding the 
selection of a chainnan and the 
tem1 of vice chairman. Patton\ mo­
tion to allow the board to change a 
chairman "at any other time 
deemed necessary by a majority of 
the board,' also passed on a 3-2 
vote, and Wilcox's ouster began. 
The board also approved limiting a 
vice chairman's term to one year. 
rather than two. 

Wilcox pointedly asked Mullins 
if there was a move by the board to 
change the chairman and vice 
chairman at Tuesday's meeting. 

Mullins said'there was. and Pat­
ton immediately nominated 
Mullins to replace Wilcox as chair­
man. 

Board member Ra) Brackett 
quickly seconded the motion, 
which passed l-2, with Wilcox and 
B.J. Newsome voting no. New­
some and Wilcox had al~o voted 
against the amendments to board 
policy. 

Wilcox quickly relinquished his 
seat and told Mullins to "get right 
over here where the chairman 
goes."

A former Floyd County man 
was one of two area residents 
ktlled tn a three-car accident 
Tuesday afternoon on the Moun­
tain Parkway west of Sal)­
crs\ llle. 

One 'ictim was tentative!) 
idemifieLI by deputy .Magoflin 
Count) Coroner Johnny Lo.,el) 
a~ former Floyd re~ident Mack 
Denzil Kidd Jr .. 35. \vho wa1. 
pronounced dead at the scene. 

Josh \Vhilllker. 16, of Magof­
fin County. \~as also fatally in­
jured in Tuesday's mishap. 

According to a spokesperson 
with the Magoffin County Res­
cue Squad, rescue personnel 
worked for approximately 15 
minutes to extricate Kidd from 
his vehicle. 

The spokesperson said Kidd's 
car. we~tbound on the parkway. 
and an eastbound truck with 
three juveniles collided appro\i­
mately fi\e miles west of Sal)­
ersville. 

A third \ehiclc was also in­
voh ed in the acc1denL but the 
dri\ er \\as not seriously injured. 
the rescue worker !>aid Tuesday. 

All three juveniles in the

These are parents whose 
children can't swtm tn the 
educational mainstream for 
one reason or another, yet their 
own efforts to stay afloat are 
swamped by our tidal waves 
of indifference. 

When we permit handi­
capped children to suffer; 
when we require alternative 
school students to find thetr 
own wa) to and from school 
and then go without lunch 
after they get there, we have 
put a period at the end of a 
long sentence. 

This is where it stops. 
These students are but a tiny 

minority of those attending the 
Floyd County Schools, but if 
we are so inept at meeting 
their needs and so uncon­
cerned about their welfare, we 
cannot possibly hope to do 
right by the rest. 

This school system has no 
heart. It survives soley by arti­
ficial means. 

And it's time to pull the 
plug, rise from our comfort­
able seats. applaud those who 
have had the courage to con­
front their misery, and shout. 
"Yes. we'll help you!"

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W'W police chief get 'major reprimant'

After hearing from several com­
plainants for almost five hours, 
Wheelwright City Commissioners 
voted Friday night to reprimand its 
police chief and put him back on the 
streets Monday. 

Commissioners voted to issue a 
"maJor reprimand" for police chief 
Thomas Engle for actions which 
"endangered Ole lives" of residents 
and other officers. Engle will not be 
paid for approximately 50 days he 
was suspended from his duties, 

which occurred on July 23. Engle 
opted for a closed hearing on the 
complaints. 

City attorney Tim Parker said 
only one of the complaints, made by 
John Pratt, was ''substantiated." The 
issue mvolved an incident in May. 

Parker did not dtscuss details of 
the complaint but, according to 
reports at the time it occurred on 
May 10, and involved a police 
chase by Engle, a deputy sheriff and 
a Kentucky State Police trooper. 

Officers were pursuing a car dri­
ver by Aaron Pratt, 30, of Pine Top, 
after Pratt allegedly was driving 

erratically. Engle and other officers 
stopped Pratt's vehicle outside the 
city limits. Inside Pratt's vehicle 
officers found several firearms. 

Pratt was arrested and later 
indicted on three charges of first 
degree wanton endangerment, car­
rying a concealed weapon and pos­
session of a firearm by a convicted 
felon. 

Parker said a majority of com­
missioners could not agree on either 
complete reinstatement for Engle or 
dismissal Mayor David Marlee 
Sammons could not participate in 
the proceedings because his daugh-

ter, Sharlonda, had made a com­
plaint against Engle. Sammons did 
sit in on the hearing, which lasted 
until midnight Friday. 

Other residents who made com­
plaints were Daniel Hatfield, 
Sharlonda Sammons, Jerry Spears, 
Ginger Pratt, and Kitty Pratt. Parker 
satd either there was insufficient 
evidence presented to verify those 
accusations or the actions Engle 
was accused of had nothing to do 
with his job as a police officer. 

Commissioners voted to rein­
state Engle to his position effective 
Monday. Engle was represented by 

Prestonsburg attorney Dan 
Rowland. Engle left the meeting 
before commissioners made their 
decision. 

A special meeting has been 
called for today (Wednesday) at 4 
p.m. to discuss police policy and 
procedures, auxiliary police and the 
police department.

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Annexation of park gets first reading 
by Susan Allen 
Staff Writer 

Prestonsburg's cit) council held 
first reading Monday of an ordi­
nance to annex over 500 acres of 
land in and around Jenny Wiley 
State Park. 

In June, council announced its 
plans to incorporate the land at the 
park as part of its efforts to create a 
multi-million dollar hilltop recre­
ation project. 

Mayor Jerry Fannin said 
Tuesday that only the formality of a 
second reading of the ordinance 
remains before the land is annexed. 

"The time has passed (for any­
one to oppose the annexation),'' 
Fannin said. "We're now just wait­
ing for the second reading of the 
ordinance for it to be final." 

The proposed annexation will 
include the May Lodge; the park's 
public swimming pool; guest cot­
tages and boat dock: the amphithe­
ater; a portion of the golf course 
and Stratton Branch; and the 
Stumbo/Wilkinson Convention 
Center. 

Additional revenues will be gen­
erated for the city from taxes on 
food sales at the lodge and conven­
tion center, and occupational taxes 
from park employees, and room 
occupancy taxes at the lodge and in 
park cabins. 

In return, the park will be served 
by the city"s fire and police depart­
ments, plus realize a savings in city 
water and sewer rates. 

The second reading of ordinance 
is expected to be at council's 
September 22 meeting. 

In other business Monday, coun­
cil held first reading of an ordi­
nance to amend some specifics of 
its Recreation, Tourist and 
Convention Commission. 

Fannin said the changes, which 
mainly address the commission's 
funding requests and makeup, are 
necessary to bring the commission 
into stricter compliance with state 
law and to provide more oversight 
of its funding. 

"We wanted to make it more 
clear that we could change their 
budget (request) if we want to," 
Fannin said. "We want to make it

procedure, a hiring freeze and pre­
notification of any personnel hir­
ings, Newsome made a motion that 
the district request that state man­
agement assistant officials come 
into system. Newsome did not elab­
orate on his request concerning 
whether state officials would be 
asked to assume total control of the 
troubled district. 

Board members earlier noted 
that a $193,000 budget deficit is 
now being projected for the end of 
the 1996-97 school year and that it 
appears a deficit could exist at the 
close of this school year. 

Ray Brackett seconded the 
motion seeking state intervention 
and it passed unanimously. 

Tom Willis, a deputy education 
commiSSioner who was at 
Tuesday's meeting, said the state 
board of education would have to 
consider the request for state man­
agement. 

"It's just a request that the state 
board will consider (in October," 
Willis said. 

If the request is granted, the 
effect it would have on Davis as 
superintendent would be dictated 
by the state board regarding the 
level of any state intervention. 

Willis declined to say if the 
board's last minute request for state 
intervention would have any effect 
on the state's impending ouster of 
the entire board and the superinten­
dent. 

Also Tuesday, the board voted 3-
2 to declare actions taken at special 
meetings on April 26 and April 28, 
"null and void" because the meet­
ings were in violation of the state's 
Open Meetings Law. Patton, who 
initially challenged the legality of 
those meeting, made the motion to 
void the actions taken at those 
meetings. 

Newsome said he would like to 
review what actions were taken at 
those meetings before voting. 

"I think everybody knows it's the 
ones that were protested," Patton 
said. 

Chairman Mullins, who up until 
that point was in complete agree­
ment with motions by Patton and 
board member Ray Brackett, said 
that only "two positions" were abol­
ished at those meetings and it 
would not affect those positions. 
Mullins was referring to the posi­
tions of director of instruction and 
director of special education, but a 
total of 14 positions were acutally 
eiimianted at the illegal meetings. 

Patton told Mullins it was a mat­
ter of housekeeping. 

"All we're doing is cleaning up 
something that needs to be cleaned 
up." Patton said. 

"A mess," Brackett commented. 
No one had a copy of those 

meeting minutes and Mullins sug­
gested it be tabled. 

"I don't think what he sees will 
change the way they are," Patton 
said of Newsome's request to see 
the minutes. 

Newsome and Wilcox voted 
against the motion.

more clear on the tlnances." 
Proposed changes include coun­

cil determining the commission's 
annual budget request "to the extent 
it deems necessary"; that 33 percent 
of the hotel, motel and restaurant 
tax revenues be dedicated to the 
city's Park Commission; and that 
34 percent of that tax revenues be 
allocated for the operation of the 
Mountain Arts Center. 

Amendments to sections dealing

Hale said. 

He added that 182 tons of trash 
had been picked up during the 
county's spring cleaning campaign 
earlier this year and that the ecolo­
gy office "is getting good rL•sponse 
from the public reporting illegal 
dumping activities."

Senior citizens. what I am about 
to say will not be news to most of 
you. Transportation for the elderly, 
to doctors offices and hospitals for 
medical appointments, or else­
where to care for routine business 
matters, at best is poor in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

I recall talking to a group of 
senior citizen at a far East 
Kentucky senior citi:r.en center a 
few years ago. The discussion at 
that time was "food stamps." I 
shall never forget the remark of 
one dear lady. She said, "I would 
only get $17.00 a month in food 
stamps. It would cost me $20.00 to 
get someone to take me to 
Pikeville to get them. It isn't worth 
it. .. 

The only way this tnp could 
have proven financially feasible 
for this woman is if she had some­
one to drive her who was willing to 
run her about town and wait for her 
at her doctor's office, this pharma­
cy, the food stamp office, the bank 
and the grocery store. This would 
entail an ail-day commitment on 
behalf of the driver. 

Economically speaking, this 
woman realized the cost to obtain 
the food stamps was not worth the 
benefits they provided to her. What 
is disturbing about her business 
acumen of three years ago is that 
today transportation in Eastern 
Kentucky has only marginally 
improved. Our senior citizens and 
others who cannot drive due to 
physical ailments and handicaps. 
need dependable transportation at 
affordable costs. 

To car pool and to share travel 
expenses would produce a greater 
savings for this woman, providing 
every rider saw the same doctor at 
the same time, used the same phar­
macy, banked at the same financial 

institution and shopped at the same 
store. Reasoning tells us that this 
kind of coordination is highly 
unlikely. To care for all of one's 
business in one day is stressful and 
physically demanding for most 
everyone, especially is this true of 
many senior citi:r.ens. 

Some feel it is the family's 
responsibility to care for the trans­
portation needs of their aged and 
handicapped. Yet this is not as easy 
as it may seem on the surface. 
Several factors arc involved. A 
majority of our senior ctti£ens 
have never learned to drive. others 
because of impaired eyestght had 
to give up driving. and still others 
cannot afford properly insured. 
dependable vehicles Safety factors 
need also to be considered. 

Though we have fairly good 
county and state roads for the 
Appalachian environment, our 
mountainous terrain and the black 
ice in the winter do not make for 
safe road conditions. Our hollows 
are narrow, oflen making it impos­
sible to pass without one vehicle 
coming to a complete halt to let the 
other pass. These "paths" with all 
of their beauty are treacherous. 
Many hollow roads are httle more 
than compacted dirt. Some are 
graveled and a few are black­
topped. In Appalachia. unless we 
are on well-maintained state roads, 
we often find ourselves one slip 
away from a tragic accident. We 
must drive on extremely narrow, 
curvy roads, up and down steep 
inclines, where only lower moun­
tain ridges or muddy creeks would 
stop our vehicle's airborne mobili­
ty, were we to slip over the edge. 
Some roads have guard rails Many 
more need them. Although these 
are of little help in the event of 
serious impact, they do help dri­
vers to judge distances on their 
right, while they provide psycho­
logical assurance to drivers of all 
ages. These rails are especially 
helpful to those with impaired 
vision. 

Many who live in our beautiful 
mountains do not venture out on 
our highways any further than their 
local post offices or their favorite 
Mom and Pop grocery l>tores. 
Oftentimes this is because they do 
not have the luxury of a depend­
able vehicle. Few of these tranquil,

Some have medical clinics. I know 
people who live deep in the hills 
who will not drive to the Breaks or 
over Pine Mountain or even over 
the mountain from McDowell to 
the Mud Creek Clinic. 

Too, we must take into consid­
eration the distance one has to 
drive and the time involved to take 
Mom or Dad, a dear friend or a 
deserving neighbor to the doctor. If 
a driver with a dependable car is 
employed. but does not have 
employee benefits that allo\\ s him 
or her to incur "sick leave," the 
chances are great that they would 
have to miss a day of work without 
pay to get their family member to 
the doctor or the hospital for tests. 
Can they really afford to do that 
often without jeopardizing their 
jobs? Yet, it is not unusual for a 
senior citizen to ha\e to see the 
doctor three or four times a month. 

It appears that people in Eastern 
Kentucky are not supposed to get 
sick after 4:30 or on weekend~. 
Hospital emergency rooms are par­
tially staffed around the clock. 
Doctors and specialists take turns 
being "on call'' after hours. The 
Hope Clinic. Mud Creek Clinic 
and Shelby Valley Clinic nov. offer 
some evening hours. Likewise. 
some physicians in private practice 
have begun to have evening hours 
to accommodate working people 
so that they can care for their own 
medical needs as well as the needs 
of their loved ones who depend on 
them for transportation. 

To pay someone to take you on 
errands in their private vehicle 
could put the driver at a legal risk. 
(1 strongly urge that drivers talk 
with their vehicle insurance agents 
before they accept either money, 
gas or other forms of barter in 
exchange for transportation). Yet, 

not e\ eryont.! in the moun tams who 
is \\ illing to provide a sen icc in 
this way, can afford the money it 
takes for gas to make the trip toj 
Pikeville, Prestonsburg, Ashland, 
Lexington or Louisville. 

What are our sick and elderly to 
do? Where can they tum for help? 
What are the guidelines to qualify 
for tran<.portation in the Big Sandy 
area. Who pays the fare? What, if 
anything, will it co~t the rider? Is a 
family member or friend allowed 
to accompany you'' What will it 
cost for the second party? These 
arc questions we will begin to con­
sider in next week's column.

up a much needed first down after 
starting the drive on their own 24-
yard line.

But the Bobcats defense was 
caught napping on the ensuing 
kickoff when B.J. Bryant galloped 
untouched 81 yards for a touch­
down that gave the Raiders a 18-6 
lead after the first quarter.

The Floyd County Elementary 
Basketball Conference tournament 
format was adopted by the Floyd 
County Board of EducatiOn recent­
ly and became board policy in a VIC­

tory for the committee to revamp 
the programs from last year. 

Floyd County Athletic Director, 
Pete Grigsby. Jr., wtth help from 
Neil Thrner, speared hcadt•d a com­
mittee that oversaw the revamping 
of a program that had become out­
dated with its four sectional tourna­
ments. 

Under the new program that 
takes effect this year, the county 
grade school teams will be divided 
into two divisions, North and South, 
and all teams will be participants in 
the county grade school tournament 
in February. 

In a move that was needed, the 
committee won board support of an 
officials clinic and organizations 
that grade school coaches may draw 
from when needing referees for 
home games. 

The official's clinic and mem­
bership will be under the direction 
of veteran high school official, 
Brent Rose, who also coaches bas­
ketball at McDowell. 

"Brent has agreed to take the 
responsibility of organizing the 
clinic," said Gngsby. "I think he 

will do an excellent job. We want to 
get the best officials we can for our 
grade school games." 

Grigsby said only those officials 
who register with the FCEAC will 
be eligible to be used in grade 
school games. 

"They have to register with the 
Conference and they have to attend 
an official's clinic as well," said 
Grigsby. "Also, they must be a reg­
istered official with the KHSAA." 

Grigsby said each official will be 
expected to wear the proper attire 
and attend one on-the-court training 
from the KHSAA panorama's or the 
annual FCEAC referee clime. 

In previous years, the winners 
and runners-up in each of the four 
sectionals advanced to the Floyd 
C0unty Grade School Tournament, 
while the loser's seasons ended. 
This year all teams will be part of 
the biggest event to take place in the 
county. 

Adams, Allen, Auxier, Betsy 
Layne, Martin and Prater will com­
prise the North Division. Duff, J.M. 
Stumbo, Harold, McDowell, 
Melvin, Osborne and MCA will 
make up the South. 

Each team will play teams in 
their division on a home-and-home 
basis. Outside their division, each 
team will play teams once, rotating 
the games each year home and 
away.

ence games but are permitted to 
play teams outside of Floyd County. 

Scheduling of games became the 
responsibilty of the County Athletic 
Director, and w11l remain the same 
each season, reverting with each 
new season. 

"It wasn't an easy task to accom­
plish," said Gngsby. "With MCA 
coming into the conference, it made 
an odd team in the South Division. 
But it will work well eventually. 

The commnuttce wanted to get a 
new ruling in the by-laws concern­
ing cancellation of grade school 
games during inclement weather, 
but failed. 

The committee asked that cance­
lation of games be left to the discre­
tion of school principals. And if the 
weather cleared, the roads were not 
hazardous, that game would be 
played even though there was no 
school. 

However, the board did not 
accept the recommendation and no 
games will be held when school is 
not in session. 

"What that does is put us in a 
bi11d in getting our games in," said 

Grigsby. "If there is no school, for 
any reason, then we can hold 
games." 

The school board approved out­
of-season conditioning programs of 
running and weightlifting in prepar­
tion for the season. 

The board approved a committee 
recommendation to eliminate all 
school athletic acttvtt1es on 
Wednesday night and Sundays. 
However, teams will be permitted 
to practice up to 6 p.m. on 
Wednesdays. 

Middle school g1rls' teams, such 
as Adams and Martin, will be per­
mitted to play a middle school 
schedule which will begin in 
September. 

All teams will not be allowed to 
practice until October 15 using 
equipment. They may, however, 
begin conditioning October I. Only 
Harold and Prater, who have no 
gyms, will be an exception to the 
rule. 

The regular season begins 
Monday, November 3 with games 
being played on Monday, Tuesday 
and Thursday nights.

Child safety on the farm

The famil) farm is a great place, 
but it also holds potential for harm 
to the ones we want to protect the 
most-young children. 

The farm is a unique environ­
ment for children to live, play, 
work and grow up; but agriculture 
is one of the most hazardous occu­
pations, and farm children are rou 
tinely exposed to the same hazards 
as their parents who arc working on 
the farm. 

It is impossible to know the 
exact number of children who arc 
seriously injured or killed on our 
farms every year Estimates range 
from 100 to '300 deaths and from 
I 00,000 to 250,000 injuries each 
)Car. While we don't know the 
exact number of injury events. 
there are many things \Ve db know 
about children. production agricul­
ture, and injuries. 

• From one-third to one-half of 
nonfatal childhood agricultural 
injuries occur to children who do 
not live on farms. 

• The highest farm injury rate is 
among boys 14-17 years of age. 

• Tractors arc associated with 
the greatest number of deaths to 
children on farms. 

• Nonfatal farm injuries are 
often associated with livestock. 
falls. small tools, building struc­
tures, and moving machinery parts. 

In order for a farm to be a safe 
place for a child to live and/or visit, 
the farm must be a safe environ­
ment for adults. All standard safety 
measures and practices should be 
in place on any farm where chil­
dren are present. 

Adults should keep in mind that 
they are rc-.pomible lor maintain-

ing the safety of any child or ado 
lescent who may be present on the 
farm worksite. When assessing 
when and where a child should be 
present on a farm worksite, the 
owner/operator and parent should 
consider the fact that farming is 
one of the most hazardous occupa­
tions in the U. S .. and the worksite 
holds dangers that are comparable 
to construction workers and min­
ers. For every hazard present on a 
farm. there should be a barrier that 
protects children and other visitors 
from that hazard. 

What can farmers and parents 
do to protect their children from 
danger? First of all, it is helpful to 
know what types of injuries occur 
most frequently to children in the 
local rc'gion; that is, different types 
of injuries are associated with dif­
ferent types of production agricul­
ture. 

Once adults are aware of the pri­
mary causes of injury. decisions 
should be made regarding the 
appropriateness of having children 
watching or participating in the 
work environment. 

These decisions should be made 
far in advance of any work require­
ments that may tempt the adult to 
have children observe or help with 
work. Young children arc subject to 
potential problems associated with 
exposure to dusts, vibration. noise, 
and other physical hazards in the 
worksite. 

Therefore, they should have 
limited exposure to the farm work­
site. As children age and mature. 
their presence and participation in 
the worksite should be adapted to 
their physical and cognitive skills.
