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Management audit offers little to cheer about

An executive summary of a manage-
ment audit of the Floyd County school
system bears an uncanny resemblance to a
similar audit conducted in the district in
1992,

State education officials’ general con-
clusion of the school district is that, "the
Floyd County School District is suffering
from a lack of leadership from the board of
education, the superintendent, and some
central office staff. The district operates
like a ship without a rudder. The district

has adequate resources to provide an equi-
table, adequate and quality education (o its
children. However, at the present time, it is
operating in a very inefficient and chaotic
manner.”

The summary, which was given to
board members Saturday morning by as-
sociate education commissioner Tom
Willis, noted problems in the financial
management of the system, instructional
programs, professional development for
teachers, interference with site-based
councils, board policies and procedures,
personnel department, school facilities
and the food service program.

Superintendent Gene Dayis said Mon-
day that he and staff were going over each
item in the summary.

"We'll be ready for the state board
meeting,” Davis said. He said nothing in
the report had shocked him and that state
officials had told him most of what was in
the summary during an exit conference at
the conclusion of the audit.

Listed below are some of the findings
of the report.

Fiscal Management
The summary pointed out that Floyd
County has no defined budgeting process

for the district.

"While a district budget committee ex-
ists, it consists of members appointed by
the superintendent and is not broad-based.
The committee met recently, but does not
meet on a regular basis, Budgets are
adopted by the board of education that do
not meet the statutory deadlines.

"The summary noted that when the
board had adopted a budget in a timely
manner, it was not sent to the state's Divi-
sion of Finance until four months later.

Also, the report said that no staff mem-

Officials say they’ll try
to get bridge replaced

Town Branch residents hope
their elected senator and repre-
sentative can find the $3 mil-
lion needed to repair the Town
Branch bridge.

Al community meeting Fri-
day afternoon, state Senator
Benny Ray Bailey told the large
group that he and State Repre-
sentative Greg Stumbo would
try to find the funds to reopen
the bridge.

Without any warning to res-
idents, state highway officials
closed the bridge last Friday.

Charles Reinchenback, an
engineer with the state highway
office in Pikeville, told resi-
dents that the bridge had be-
come dangerously unstable and
it had to be closed.

"This bridge i1s very, very

dangerous and we have asked
that it be replaced for the last
sight years," Reinchenback
said.

State bridges are graded on a
scale up to 100 points,
Reinchenback said, and the
Town Branch has received a
zero rating for the last 10 years,
He said the records indicated
the bridge was built in 1910,
but he suspected it was actually
built in the 1920s.

State highway officials had
planned to reroute the roadway
and replace the bridge, but no
decision has been made on the
project, Reinchenback said.

Bailey told the group that al-
though the bridge replacement
was not in Governor Paul Pat-
ton's proposed six-year road
plan, other funding could be
sought for the project.

"We could make a line item

appropriation to do this
bridge,” Bailey said, if those
funds could be found. "We'll
work on that."

Floyd Judge-Executive Ben
Hale told the group he had
talked with state highway com-
missioner James Codell and
that the commissioner was not
awar¢ of the situation. Hale
said Codell would review the
issue and see what could be
done. Hale said he was a fre-
quent user of the bridge.

"It bothers me because 1
travel that road every day,"
Hale said. "I'm with you all.”

Bailey said he was also sur-
prised the road was closed.

"I'm just like all of you
folks," Bailey said. "l got a
phone call today from Karen
(Marcum).”

Caudill sentences Perry County murderer to death

Floyd Circuit Judge John David
Caudill ordered that Donald Herb
Johnson, who admitted 1o the bru-
tal 1989 murder of Helen Madden,
be transported to the Eddyville
Correctional Center and be execut-
ed in the electric chair on July 1,
1998.

“While reflecting on the evi-
dence, it came to me that you told
me what to do in your own testi-
mony,"” Judge Caudill told the
defendant Tuesday during the for-
mal sentencing phase on the mat-
ter.

The judge said Johnson's
“explosive personality” and what
he did before and after the murder
helped determine his death sen-
tence.

“You went to get something to
polish your knife,” Judge Caudill
said. "“You took time to clean your-
self up and then went and got a
cheeseburger and fries...The next
day, got a buddy to party. You had
a great time."”

Johnson. 30, of Perry County,
was sentenced last month to die in
the electric chair for killing 61-
year-old Madden.

In 1994, Johnson entered an

unconditional guilty pléa to*the
charges of capital murder: first
degree burglary: first degree rob-
bery: and two counts of first degree
sex abuse.

"1 do not take this lightly,”
Judge Caudill said. "I gave a great
deal of consideration when I
received the testimony, arguments
of counsel, and past social history,
I don’t think there is any doubt you
suffered from a bad upbringing.”

Part of Johnson's defense was
that he had been physically, emo-
tionally and sexually abused by his
father.

“I know 1t has become the norm
in these types of cases to blame
everybody but yourself,” he said.
“If you would have killed your
father, I might have understood.

“God help us as a society if it
gets to a point you can blame
everybody else and not face the
penalty of the crime.” he said.

Judge Caudill summarized parts
of Johnson's testimony which
apparently helped determine the
death sentence.

“You testified that when you
asked her to make another tele-
phone conversation (Madden) said,
‘are you crazy. you have to go,"”
the judge said to Johnson. *You
said she wasn’t mad or anything.

She talked like your mom. You
next testified ‘1 guess I just lost
afer

Testimony was also presented
during the penalty phase about
Johnson suffering from hallucina-
tions and hearing voices.

“There was no evidence you
heard voices or hallucinated (when
Madden was murdered),” the judge
said, *You testified, ‘I lost 1t. I got
mad.™"

During the penalty phase of the
trial last month, Johnson's attorney
— Vince Yustas, with the office of
public advocacy's Capital Trial
Unit — weaved a profile of the
childhood of a “boy who never had
a chance” and the “incredible
amount of physical (and) sexual
abuse” Johnson suffered as a child.

“(Johnson) was emotionally
void,” Yustas said Tuesday. "..It
was a crime of passion. It was a
terrible crime, and Don has stated
his remorse, He should be pun-
ished for the crimes, (but) killing
Don will not bring Madden back.”

After reviewing a pre-sentenc-
ing investigative report, Judge
Caudill  formally  sentenced
Johnson to 15 years in prison for
first degree burglary of the Brite &
Clean Laundromat, where Madden
was working when she was mur-

Trooper is threatened while attempting

Area state troopers had an inter-

Floyd County bus drivers say that
money problems aren’t their fault |,

Floyd County bus drivers think
they are getting a bum rap in dis-
cussions about the financial stabili-
ty of county school athletic. pro-
grams, and said parents need to
know “the rest of the story.”

In an article last week, Belsy
Layne High School principal Coy
Sammons said transportation costs
were “killing our athletic pro-
grams,” singling out payments (o
bus drivers as an area of concern.

South Floyd principal Debbie
Daniels said her school may be
forced to eliminate some athletic
programs because of the rising
transportation costs.

But four county bus drivers said
Monday they shouldn’t be blamed
for the financial difficulties and
noted that in many cases they are
paid less than minimum wage for
transporting students on extracur-
ricular trips.

“This is how we make our liv-
ing,” driver Teresa Scott said. “I'm
a single parent raising three kids.
We don't make a lot of money."”

Though county bus drivers are

represented by a union, which
negotiated their daily pay scales,
extracurricular pay rates were set by
the board of education, driver
Mason Holt said.

Those rates for in-county trips
range from $25 for elementary stu-
dents to $30 for high schools. Each
rate is based on 3.5 hours; and dri-
vers are compensated at their nor-
mal hourly rates on trips that last
longer,

On high school trips, drivers are
paid $35 or $40. For longer trips, up
to 99 miles, they receive their regu-
lar hourly pay rates. For trips longer
than 99 miles, driver pay ranges
from $125 to $200.

But, Holt said, those pay scales
do not include the time drivers
spend preparing their buses for
trips, filling out required paper-
work, or the time spent cleaning
them afterward.

“If you figure the extra time we
put in that we aren’t paid for,” Holt
said, “it sometimes comes to less
than five dollars an hour.”
Minimum wage is $5.15 per hour.

“We want our parents to know
we care about our kids,” Scott
added. “It's not our fault that they

In a meeting last week, school
principals and athletic directors said
fans had complained about admis-
sion prices at athletic events. Those
charges help underwrite extracur-
ricular transportation costs.

Others suggested that coaches
had volunteered 1o drive buses for
free, but had not been permitted to
do so.

The drivers said they need the
extra money “‘to survive.”

“If we were paid like the teach-
ers and coaches,” drivers Norma
Lewis and Patricia Julian said, “we
would be more than willing to drive
for free. This trip pay helps o raise
our families.”

County bus drivers. are paid for
their regular routes according to
seniority, with daily rates ranging
from a low of $40.59 to a high of
$48.23. Extra trip opportunities are
offered on a rotating schedule.

Former P’burg employee wanted
by local and federal authorities

Local and federal authorities are
conducting a manhunt for a former
city of Prestonsburg employee who
allegedly burglarized numerous res-
idences in the county and the city’s
garage.

James P. Allen, of Prestonsburg,
allegedly broke into the city garage
at Cliffside early Wednesday mom-
ing and stole a 1986 Chevy truck
and various tools valued at approx-
imately $13,000.

and recovered approximately
$200,000 worth of stolen vehicles.

“As of today, it is my under-
standing, that (Allen) is wanted by
the Federal Bureau of Investigation
(FBI),” Sgt. Castle said Wednesday.

The sergeant said Allen was
caught in Johnson County last week
burglarizing a residence; however
he evaded arrest after an apparent
struggle with the sheriff.

“Allen wrestled with (Johnson)
Sheriff Don MoFaddin and got
away from him,” Castle said
Tuesday. “He hit the hills and ran.”

Sgt. Castle said Allen left the
city’s truck, which he had painted
black, when he ran from the
Johnson County Sheriff's
Department.

McFaddin could not be contact-
ed Tuesday for additional informa-
tion about his confrontation with
Allen,

Allen also escaped from authori-
| ties Monday when he once again
“hit the hills” after Floyd County
deputies and Prestonsburg officers
flocated him at Bear Hollow, near
the Floyd/Johnson County line.

“He's a one-man crime wave,”
Sgt. Castle said. “He's wanted for at
least six other burglaries in
Prestonsburg and Floyd County.”

The sergeant said Allen had just
recently been released from a state
correctional center for a burglary
conviction.

In other burglaries last week, the
Floyd County Sheriff’s Department
is investigating two incidents in
which perpetrators got away with
more than $13.000 in jewelry, guns.
and household items.

A Little Paint residence —
owned by Jeffrey Speaks, adminis-
trative assistant for Fifth District
Congressman Hal Rogers — was
broken into between Thursday
afternoon and Friday morning.

According to Floyd detective
Homer D. Neeley, the burglar
apparently gained entry into the
house by kicking open the door.

Approximately $12,000 worth of
property, including two televisions;
two VCRs; tools; guns; and two
Thailand Monarchy gold coins, was
taken from the Little Paint resi-
dence during the burglary.

Detective Neeley said local

authorities are attempting to locate
a suspect in connection with the
burglary, but he would not identify
the suspect.

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Executive Summary: Floyd County Management Audit

Governance Policy and
Procedures

The district has failed to develop,
adopt and implement planning
processes that allow for public
review and timely action by the
board and administration regarding
management of the administrative
and business activities of the school
district and of the management of
the instructional program,

L. The Board of Education adopts
policy updates provided by the
Kentucky School Boards
Association (KSBA) with little or
no review/explanation. The policies
are generally generic and do not
reflect any modifications to meet the
needs of the district. Numerous
examples of violation of board poli-
cy were found including a board
policy that requires that board poli-
cies be kept current and requiring
annual amendments by August 15.
Policies were found in the
Superintendent’s handbook that
were not in the index. While the
Superintendent’s copy was up to
date, no other copies in central
office, the schools or in the posses-
sion of board members had been
updated.

A review of the board minutes
revealed that the minutes are orga-
nized, neatly typed and captioned.
However, supporting documents
which may have been acted upon by
the board are found in a backup file
and not incorporated or attached to
the minutes, The minutes reflect that
certified, extended employment,
extra service and classified salary
schedules have not been adopted for
the 1997-98 school year.

No evidence was presented to
indicate that the district has com-
pleted a self audit for the American
with: Disabilities Act which could
result in the loss of federal funds.

Instructional Programming and
Organization
urriculum Alignment

2. A curriculum alignment docu-
ment was developed by the central
office in 1994 using the academic
expectations and the national stan-
dars available at that time. This doc-
ument is out-dated as it does not
address the current core content for
assessment and other national stan-
dards that have been produced. Any
professional development that was
done on the use of the district cur-
ricolum ‘alignmeat; document was
left up to theiteachers from' eéach
school that worked on the docu-
ment. This review found that teach-
ers may have seen the document but
are not using it to plan curriculum
and instruction.

Some schools did an internal
audit with the 1995-96, 1996-97
Transformation Plan, This was on a
volunteer basis for each school and
not all schools participated. The fac-
ulty of the participating schools

. studied KIRIS results as well as sur-

vey results to determine arcas of
need. They then determined causes
for the areas of weakness and goals
were set to help improve these areas.
The faculty formed strategies and
activities that could be used
throughout the school to help in
reaching those goals. No follow-up
has been done at this time.

Instructional Funding

3. Instructional funds were allo-
cated for the school year at a rate of
$96.46 per ADA for every school.
Instructional funds were frozen for
portions of both the 1995-96 and
1996-97 school years. The needs are
great in many of the schools. The
current procedure for the disburse-
ment of funds in many of the
schools was found to be on a
“described need" basis. Many
schools are lacking in instructional
materials, supplies, equipment,
equipment maintenance and repair,
textbooks, library and resource
materials, and up-dated computers.
Schools thar do have these necessi-
ties have received grants or use Title
1 money to meet their needs.

Instructional Personnel
4. Extensive staff cuts have been
made in the schools visited.

Elementary schools’ staff have been
reduced in art, physical education,
musig, counselors, and librarians. In
the high schools, staff cuts have
resulted in course offerings being
reduced. AP and some pre-college
courses are not being offered.
Participation in vocational courses
has been reduced. Often the staff
cuts have caused conflict with the
school councils and the instructional
program the councils want to imple-
ment at their particular school. (See
SBDM section of this document for
additional fundings.)

Exceptional Children

5. The Division for Exceptional
Children Services conducted an
extensive monitoring of the Floyd
County School District special edu-
cation program in February and
March of 1997. This monitoring
covered all regulatory requirements
for implementation of special edu-
cation programs. As a result of this

monitoring, Corrective Action Plans
(CAP) for all 19 schools were devel-
oped as well as a CAP for district-
wide issues. Implementation of
these CAPs began in June 1997 and
is to continue until June 1998.
Additionally, Floyd County was
required to contract with an inde-
pendent special education consul-
tant to oversee the implementation
of these CAPs and to provide tech-
nical assistance. The consultant
assumed his duties in July and will
serve in this capacity for the 1997-
98 school year,

The following concerns remain:

1. The apparent overuse of para-
professionals, especially for stu-
dents with physical disabilities or
severe and multiple disabilities;

2. The inability of the ARCs to
make final decisions about students
programs without approval from the
central office;

3. The need for extensive profes-
sional development in the area of
instructional programming for stu-
dents with multiple disabilities,
severe cognitive disabilities and
physical disabilities; and

4, The location of the Floyd
County special education office is
not contained within the district’s
central office. The current building
18 inaccessible to parents and chil-
dren requiring wheelchairs, walkers,
ete, In addition, the inaccessibility
to additional district level staff is not
conductive to a positive working
relationship.

Hom spital In ion

6. Sixty-seven (67) students are
enrolled in the Home/Hospital
(H/H) instructional program. The
H/H committee had reviewed each
application and approved students
who were unable to attend regular
school. There is a need for H/H
instruction to collaborate with stu-
dents’ regular education teachers
and there are violations of KRS
157.360 which requires that H/H
instruction be provided in at least
two (2) separate one (1) hour visits
per week,

7. Service Learning has been suc-
cessfully implemented in Floyd
County during the past three years.
The Service Learning project
includes extensive district-wide
training on integration of service
learning into the P-12 instructional
programs, environmental experi-
ments, and service learning infusion
into math, science, and DWOK.
Expenditures are in compliance with
grant requirements.

Extended School Services (ESS)

8. The major focus of the ESS
program is on summer school. There
is an obvious need for delivery of a
stronger prevention model during
the regular school term. There needs
to be greater involvement of school
councils in hiring of ESS staff
according to specific criteria and
there needs to be position descrip-
tions for key ESS paid staff.

ropout Prevention

9. The 97-98 Dropout Program
has not been established, The dis-
trict dropout rate for 94-95 was
5.56% (state average 5.38%).

hool Psychological Services

10. Floyd County schools have
900+ students identified for psycho-
logical evaluations / reevaluations,
The school district employs only
one part-time (100 days) school psy-
chologist and spends approximately
$90,000 on contractual psychologi-
cal services. The Director of Special
Education does not supervise school
psychologists, thus creating incon-
sistencies in reporting. The district’s
special education program is housed
in a substandard facility, records are
stacked on the floor, creating gener-
al organizational problems.

Two high school counselors have
excessive student ratios, with one
counselor also teaching. Middle
school counseling is nonexistent in
one of two middle schools and six
elementaries with grades 6-8 and the
largest P-5 elementaries do not have
counseling services provided.
Central office does not coordinate
the district counseling, school psy-
chology or school social work pro-
grams.

Preschool

11. Child find efforts are con-
ducted to locate and evaluate chil-
dren on the Head Start waiting list
who are reported by their parents as
being suspected of having a handi-
capping condition and an effective
local system of Early Intervention to
Preschool transition for children
with disabilities had been devel-
oped,

12. Four federally funded pro-
grams, Title It Helping
Disadvantaged Children Reach
High Standards, Title I1: Eisenhower
Professional Development, Title I'V:
Safe and Drug Free Schools, and
Title VI: Innovative Education

Strategies were reviewed.

Internal review of the programs
prior to the Floyd County visit indi-
cated. that program plans, funding
applications and payment/reim-
bursement procedures are being
handled in an appropriate and time-
ly manner. The on-site audit of the
four programs did not reveal any
serious discrepancies between
approved plans and implementation
at the local level, Budgets were in
good order and funds were being
expended appropriately.

The programs were operating
effectively at the school level and
teachers were complimentary of the
services and assistance they
received from them. The initial
effort to establish prevention pro-
gramming at all grade levels
through the Title I'V program would
benefit from more professional
development to assure that teachers
at all levels are prepared to provide
the appropriate type of instruction.
The Title II and Title VI programs
provide mutual support and work
well with the Title T program. The
Title I program provides funding for
some district level positions that
appear to duplicate other services
already available in the district from
other sources, The district and the
schools need to ensure that School
Councils are involved in the staffing
of Title 1 positions at the school
level,

School-Based Decision Making
13, Staff of the Division of
School-Based Decision Making
conducted interviews with school

council members in seventéen (17)
schools. These interviews point out
that there have been numerpus per-
sonnel moves over the past few
years, implemented by the district,
which violate the requirements of
KRS 160.345. These include unnec-
essary transfers violating the princi-
pal's right to select personnel after
consultation, assigning certified
staff that do not have the appropriate
certification for the position
approved by the council, transfer-
ring non-tenured and classified staff
which have no contractual right to
placement, refusal by the district to
post and allow the filling of vacan-
cies allocated and approved by the
council, and reinstatement and
assignment of non-tenured staff to
positions after the expiration of their
contract.

In addition to personnel moves
which violate KRS 160.345, the dis-
trict is in violation of the allocation
requirements of 702 KAR 3:246.
Allocations were made to councils
by March | as required. However,
caleulations for some schools were
incomplete or miscalculated. The
allocation only included the number
of positions; the amount of funds
were not included in the allocation.
The district also has failed to pro-
vide school councils the opportunity
to provide input into the expenditure
of all categories of funds as required
by 702 KAR 3:246. Section 6 funds
have not been allocated in every
instance for special education stu-
dents and it appears that ADA
adjustments for Section 6 funds
have not been made.

District fiscal and staffing poli-
cies seem inconsistent relative to
‘frozen” funds, telephone bills,
management position allocations,
and extracurricular program funds.

School council members, though
motivated and willing to do the nec-
essary work, are not well versed on
the legal roles and responsibilities of
council members. They demonstrate
that they did little more than
approve strategic plans and budgets
that were developed by others.
Committees exist at most sites but
are nearly inactive at some schools.
Little or no follow-up reporting to
the council occurs after approving a
strategic action plan or a budget.
Communication with the staff and
the community of the actions and
policies of the school council is
almost non-existent.

Professional Development

14, Cutbacks and movement of
staff, often occurring unannounced
or without prior discussion, make
long-range planning very difficult.
The general lack of instructional
leadership from central office staff
was a common building level con-
cern, The lack of communication
between the central office and
school sites is so fractured that
many individuals in the schools did
not know which central office per-
sonnel are in charge of what pro-
gram, essentially leaving the schools
without a contact person in the cen-
tral office for information.

An alignment program for lead-
ership training for the district’s edu-
cational leaders is non-existent.

Most principals do not have an indi-
vidual plan for leadership and do not
know the status of their leadership
program, The district’s Certified
Employee Evaluation Plan is com-
pletely disorganized. A computer
record keeping system has not been
updated for the past two years.
Records were not organized to veri-
fy if currently trained administrators
have maintained their certification
by attending twelve (12) hours of
effective leadership training in eval-
uation skills.

Professional development re-
sources are not being used to build
capacity in either the schools or the
district. Most schools are not aware
of common initiatives (DWoK, dis-
cipline, writing initiatives, etc.) and
needs (science. mathematics, etc.) at
other schools. Schools appear to be
operating in isolation of one anoth-
er, with considerable duplication of
instructional effort,

In many cases, the school profes-
sional development plan was written
by the principal alone or with a
small group of staff. Professional
development is often seen as an
activity separate from the instruc-
tional process.

Many schools were unaware of
their professional development allo-
cation and failed to leverage this

resource for school improvement,
Thousands of dollars were not spent
and reportedly carried over.

Fiscal Management and

Budgeting

15. There is no defined budgeting
process in the district, While a dis-
trict budget committee exists, it con-
sists of members appointed by the
superintendent and is not broad-
based. The committee met recently
but does not meet on a regular basis.
Budgets are adopted by the board of
education that do not meet the statu-
tory deadlines. In one case where
the board did adopt the budget in a
timely manner, the budget was not
submitted to the Division of Finance
until nearly four months later,

Inappropriate expenditures have
been made from the Capital Outlay
Fund including modular classroom
lease payments, a telephone system,
and furniture for May Valley
Elementary in violation of 702 KAR
4:160. Capital Owtlay Funds may
only be used for debt service on
facilities, new construction or major
renovations and require the approval
of a BG-l by the Diyision of
Facilities Management,

MUNIS

16. MUNIS software is set up,
and appears o operate adequately,
to “get the job done.” However,
there are many opportunities: for
improvements: in efficiency, and
perhaps, accuracy of financial oper-
ations. The areas of payroll, budget
and general ledger need the most
immediate review and revision,

Floyd County stalf appear to suf-
fer from a lack of exposure (o
MUNIS classroom training. For
example, employees currently
responsible for the operation of the
payroll module have not participat-
ed in Basic or Intermediate MUNIS
payroll training. No staff member in
Floyd County has participated in
any type of Inu.nncdule MUNIS
training,

Review team members were
unable to identify a designated sys-
tem administrator, responsible for
the daily operation and support of
the file server upon which the
MUNIS software is loaded.

There is serious concern about
the ability of Floyd County to mon-
itor their budgetary status using
MUNIS reports. The budget, as
fecorded in MUNIS, is of question-

able accuracy. The chart of accounts
appears to be excessively large, fur-
ther complicating the ability of the
district to manage their finances.

e Administration

17. The entire area of personnel
administration is in general disarray,
Employee files are incomplete and
not upto-date. There is a lack of
coordination between the personnel
and payroll staff and no clear lines
of responsibility for either staff,
Responsibility for administration of
the personnel functions has been
assigned to various staff over the
last few years with no consistent
guidelines for receiving applica-
tions, interviewing, and providing
notices of hiring/termination.

There is no organized way o
track the transfer of certified staff
within the district from year-to-year,
retirements or leaves of absence.

Allocations to school councils
were made for extended employ-
ment and extra service. Councils,
however, were not advised that deci-
sions on extended employment and
extra service would have to be made
prior 1o May 15 to meet the provi-
sions of KRS 161.760 for notifica-
tion of reduction in duties/compen-
sation. The ultimate result is that no
changes can be made for the 1997-
98 school year in assignment of
extended employment and extra ser-
vice.

Insurance
18, Health, life, property and
fleet insurance records were

reviewed. Reconciliation of health
and life insurance records was very
difficult due to a lack of coordina-
tion between the personnel and pay-
roll staff. Updates are not processed
in a timely manner which affects the
third party billing process and pay-
ments made by the state on behalf of
the district.

Procurement

19. The Floyd County District
operates under KRS 45A, Model
Procurement Code. Evidence was
presented that the district is appro-
priately bidding major items for pur-
chase. The bids are opened in a pub-
lic meeting and are reflected in the
minutes. Bidding of additional
items. though not required by
statute, would probably result in a
cost savings for the district.

1 ions t 1 Councils
20. Allocations to school coun-

cils were made by March | as
required by 702 KAR 3:246. The
councils provided staffing patterns
to the central office by March 31,
also as required by regulation.
School council budgets, however,
are not entered into the accounting
system and no periodic reports are
provided to the schools. There was
no allocation for professional devel-
opment. Many schools were
unaware that an allocation for pro-
fessional development was required.

Activity Funds

21. Two areas of concern were
identified in a number of schools:
One, employees are being reim-
bursed for sales tax in some schools,
This is problematic in that schoals
are exempt from paying sales tax
and employees should not be mak-
ing individual purchases and then
seeking reimbursement. Two. inven-
tories of soft drinks and snacks are
not being monitored and reported in
a manner that would ensure suffi-
cient oversight of these receipls and
expenditures.

The Maintenance and Condition
of the Physical Plant

School Facilities

22. The district IS maintaining
considerably more facility space
than is required to adequately house
its student population and provide
special programs. The district is
maintaining facilities with a student
capacity of approximately 11,000,
The current enrollment is under
8,000. This places an undue burden
on the maintenance departmenl as
well as draiping  district fiscal
FESOUTCEs.

Some facilities are relatively new
and in excellent condition. Other
facilities are very old, in poor condi-
tion, and in need of considerable
repair. There are unneeded portable
classrooms at school sites - again,
incurring additional; unnecessary
expenses. And, while there are a
considerable number of unused
classrooms in the district, the district
has, in the last few years, leased
additional portable classrooms to

handle overcrowding in Ssome
schools. Although bhoard policy

states that the district will have
attendance boundaries, none are in
place. Allowing students to attend
the school of choice within the dis-
trict is a major cause of increased
enrollment in some schools while
the district as a whole has been los-
ing 100+ students per year.
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Maintenance

23, The maintenance department
has a preventative maintenance pro-
gram in place and performs rather
well considering the size of the staft
and the number of buildings that
must be maintained. Purchases and
work orders are monitored extreme-
ly well and school personnel are
very positive regarding the support
they receive from maintenance staff.
(the major exception to this is in the
food service program. For some
unknown reason, the food service
program received little support from
the maintenance staff) While the
maintenance program appears to be
fairly well organized, key decisions
and management of the overall
facility program is lacking, The
maintenance department staff are at
times not sure of their exact respon-
sibility.

Involvement of maintenance
staff in new building and major ren-
ovation specifications and coordina-
tion is not adequate Lo maintain uni-
formity of hardware, HVAC equip-
ment, and other building furnishings
and equipment. Lack of involve-
ment and coordination can cause a
drain on fiscal resources at a later
date.

Student Transportation, School
Food Service. Attendance

Student Transportation

24, The student transportation
system is one of the better opera-
tions in this district, It is well orga-
nized, well supervised, and many of
the problems which do exist are
beyond the control of the transporta-
tion staff. For example. no driver
contracts for the current year were
available - something that must be
corrected by the central office. The
staff at the bus garage is not at full
strength - a decision made by central
office. Finally, the transportation
department does not receive full
reimbursement for the costs of
extra-curricular trips - again, a fiscal
impacl caused by a decision of the
district to not require full reimburse-
ment.

Personnel who drive buses for
handicapped children have not been
adequately trained in how to handle
problems that might develop with
certain  handicapped  children.
Drivers have also not completed stu-
dent rider lists and route maps for
the current year.

Fifty-seven percent (57%) of the
district’s bus fleet consists of 1992
and 1996 buses. The absence of a

reasonable replacement schedule
will create fiscal problems in the
years when these buses complete the
depreciation cycle.

School Food Service

25. Participation in both the
lunch and breakfast program is
above average. During the past
school year, seventy-eight percent
(78%) of the students ate lunch each
day and thirty-one percent (31%) of
the students ate breakfast each day.
This is above the state average of
72% and 27% respectively.

The school food service program
is in an increasingly poor financial
condition, Since the last regularly
scheduled review by KDE staff, the
monthly cash balance has declined
by fifty per cent (50%), 1o.a point of

having less than one-half (1/2)
month’s operating balance. Meal

prices for both students and adults
have not been increased for three (3)
years. Menus are planned at individ-
ual schools, which does not allow
for the most efficient use of com-
modities or the price advantage
accruing to  bulk  purchases.
Standardized recipes are not in use.
This leads to higher costs. Some
schools are over-staffed in relation
to the number of meals served

The program is also in increas-
ingly poor condition in terms of
physieal plant. Of the nineteen (19)
schools, ten (10) had what could be
termed serious equipment reépair and
replacement needs, Interviews with
food service staff indicate that
numerous requests for mainte-
nance/repair of equipment have not
been addressed. Some of these rep-
reseént sanitation and/or safety risks

to students and statf.

Violations of 702 KAR 6:090,
Competitive foods, were observed
in two (2) schools (vending
machines operational during the
time meals are being served). In two
(2) schools, the principals routinely
receive free meals, a violation of the
Adult Meal Policy established by
KDE.

Pupil Attendance

26. A pupil attendance audit is
scheduled for the end of September.
This portion of the management
audit was delayed until after the first
month of school was complete. This
will allow staff to review both daily
attendance data/information as well
as monthly summaries. Staff will
also be able to determine how the
district handles multiple absences,
late entries, elc.

General Conclusion

The Floyd County School
District 1s suffering from a lack of
leadership from the board of educa-
tion, the superintendent, and some
central office staff. The district oper-
ates like a ship without a rudder, The
district has adequate resources to
provide an equitable, adequate, and
quality education to its children.
However, at the present time, it is
operating in a very inefficient and
chaotic manner.

Chairman Jody Mullins, who
replaced Wilcox: as chairman in a
coup last month, said the board
needed to advertise the tax rate so
“the public can have some com-
ment.”

Superintendent Gene Davis said

Mother, daughter enter pleas

A mother and daughter facing
drug possession charges entered
guilty pleas Monday morning and
agreed to testify against a robbery
suspect,

Sherry Baker, 36, of Lackey,
pleaded guilty to possession of
cocaine and four counts of unlawful
transaction with minors. Baker was
charged with procuring cocaine for
four minor children, including her
own child.

Under the plea agreement, Baker
agreed to testify against Ervin
Ginther, who is charged with the
armed robberies of the Lake View
Market and Winn Dixie grocery
store earlier this year,

Baker, who has also been

charged in connection with the rob-
beries, will not be prosecuted.
Baker was sentenced to 90 days in
jail,

Baker's daughter, Michelle
Mullins, 19. of Lackey, pleaded
guilty to one count of possession of
cocaine and was sentenced to a 90-
day jail term, Mullins also agreed to
testify against Ginther and will not
be prosecuted in connection with
the robberies,

Sherift’s detective Jim Rederick,
who investigated the case, said
Baker’s and Mullins’ plea agree-
ments were fair,

“Due to circumstances which [
cannot disclose, I feel this is a fair
and just sentence,” Rederick said.
“It is my understanding they both
must also undergo drug counsel-

“We've got to get it out
there iron clad.”

Mullins asked Wilcox, “are you
in favor of raising taxes?"

*No, I'm not,” Wilcox said.

Wilcox asked what the deadline
was under state law for setting the
tax rate,

Davis said state officials wanted
the rates set by October 1,

Board member Eddie Patton sug-
gested the board keep the same rate,
which would be somewhat lower,
but still produce the same revenue
because property assessments would
increase.

The current tax rate is 57.1 cents
per $100 of property valuation. The
rate needed to generate the same
revenue would be 56.6.

The board voted 3-0 to advertise
for two weeks before setting the
rate.

Also Saturday, the board
declined to grant a waiver (o an
Allen Central High School student
who was allowed to take one too
many correspondence courses and
did not get a diploma.

Davis said the student was not
enrolled in the school and that the
principal had retired.

Mullins said it was his under-
standing that the school’s guidance
counselor had approved the courses
and allowed the student to take
them.

Patton asked how a student that
was not enrolled at the school could
do that.

No one had an answer,

Davis said the mother and son
were threatening to file a lawsuit
against the district.

“You can get threatened with a
lawsuit every time you open your
mouth,” Wilcox said.

Mullins and Patton voted in favor
of the waiver, but Wilcox voted no.
The motion failed because only
three board members were at the

“There’s a risk in that the project
is old and we have the potental of
losing some of the funding if we
don’t go forward,” city attorney
Brett Davis said Thursday. “There’s
oily one option.”

In May, the Department for Local
Government warned the city that if
the bids for the project were “eco-
nomically impractical” the funds
would be revoked.

“The bids came in significantly
over what funds we have allocated
for this project,” Davis said
Thursday. “We are way over budget
on this project.”

According to the Allen ordinance
which authorizes the transfer of the
water system, the funding deficit
will jeopardize the project by
“poientially increasing” user fees
and causing the withdrawal of grants
for the project.

“Prestonsburg (Utilities) will
basically tap into the existing waste-
water with the lines for this project.”
Davis satd. “(Prestonsburg) is run-
ning at about 45 percent
capacily...and il could easily accept
this additional wastewater [rom the
city of Allen, new Allen and
Dwale.”

Mayor Sharon Woods drafted a
letter of intent last week for the
transfer of the water system, and
Prestonsburg City Council members
agreed last Tuesday to the terms of
the transfer.

The terms of the agreement
bhetween the waler companies
include standard out-of-¢ity rates for
Allen water customers: an upgrade
of the water system over the next
three to five years; and a waiver on
Prestonsburg’s non-resistance
annexation ordinance.

If the ownership of the Allen
water system is transferred to
Prestonsburg Utilities, Allen cus-
tomers would receive a lower rate
for water.

Allen customers currently pay
approximately $9.50 for the first
2,000 gallons, and Prestonsburg's
out-of-city rates are $6.97 for the
same amount of water.

The transfer agreement also
addresses Allen customers who have
already signed sewer user agree-
ments.

*..[Tlhe rates on the proposed
wastewater collection system will
not  exceed, .those originally
planned for the project,” the ordi-
nance says, “and customer tap fees
(will) not be charged for signed cus-
tomers.”

Last year, the city of Allen
waived tap fees for customers who
signed the agreements, and the city
agreed 1o be responsible for those
fees, totaling approximately
$73.000.

Prestonsburg Utilities has agreed
to become obligated for those tap
fee funds as part of the terms for the
ownership of the Allen water com-
pany.

Funds were not allocated "in every
instance” for special education stu-
dents. There are also inconsistent
policies regarding funds for tele-

The report also said that commu-
nication "with the staff and commu-
nity of the actions and policies of
school councils 1s almost non-exis-
tent."

The 1992 audit said that most
principals, with some exceptions at
schools. with councils, "said they
had no impact or voice in the
employment of personnel assigned
to their buildings.”

In 1992, state officials recom-
mended that “the board should stop
its practice of requiring schools to
pay for board responsibilities
including the base (elephone bill,
custodial supplies. cable television
fees and grass-cutting expense.”

Instructional Programming
and Organization

The school district was found to
be wsing a cumriculum alignment
document that was outdated and did
not address "the current core content
for assessment and other national
standards that have been produced.”
The report noted that teachers "may
have seen the (curriculum) docu-
ment, but are pot using it to plan
curriculum and instruction.”

Also, instructional funds for chil-
dren "were frozen" during periods in
1995-96 and 1996-97 schoal years.
"The needs are great in many of the
schools." the report said. ". . Many
schools are lacking in instructional
materials, supplies, equipment
maintenance and repair, textbooks.
library and resource materials, and
updated computers,”

Problems with instructional per-
sonnel included extensive staff cuts
and "elementary schools' have been
reduced in art, physical education,
music, counselors and libranans. .
LOften the staff cuts have caused
conflict with the schools councils
and the instuctional programs the

councils want to implement at their
particular school."

The summary also said that "two
high school counselors have exces-
sive student ratios, with one coun-
selor also teaching. Middle school
counseling is nonexistent in one of
the two middle schools and six eles
mentaries with grades 6-8 and the
Jargest P-5 elementaries do not have
counseling services provided.”

The 1992 report noted,
"Curriculum guides were old and
not wsable for teaching decisions.
The elementary schools are under-
staffed for providing the basic ser-
vices and programs for students.
They do not have music, art and
physical education staff. There are
no counselors available to work
with the many students with behav-
ior and learning problems.” The
state officials recommended the sys-
tem "employ at a reasonable ratio. .
.counselors. music, art and physical
education staff in needed areas."

Special Education

State officials noted concerns
about the use of paraprofessionals
for students with physical disabili-
ties or severe and multiple disabili-
ties; the inability of Admission and
Release Commissions to make final
decisions about students without
central office approval; the need for
"extensive” professional develop-
ment; and that the special education
office is in a building inaccessible to
parents and children requiring
wheelchairs, walkers, ete,

In 1992, state officials found
numerous problems in the depart-
ment, which included inappropriate
Individual Education Programs;
tracking students who had been
referred but not placed in special
education programs; the lack of a
district-wide curriculum; and stu-
dents being classified as special
education students, but who did not
meet eligibility requirements.

General Policy and Procedures
"The district has failed to devel-
op. adopt and implement planning
processes that allow for publi¢
review and timely action by th
board and administration regarding

management of the administrative
and business activities of the school
district and of the management of
the instructional program,” the sum-
mary said. "The policies are gener-
ally generic and do not reflect any
modifications to meet the needs of
the district. Numerous examples of
violation of board policy were
found, including a board policy that
board policies be kept current and
requiring annual amendments by
August 15."

The summary also said that "sup-
porting documents which may have
been acted upon by the board are
found in a backup file and not incor-
porated or attached to the minutes.”

The school district could lose
federal funds because it failed to
"complete a self audit for the
Americans with Disabilities Act.”

The 1992 audit found that "board
policies are very generic, not updat-
ed in a timely manner and very lim-
itedly distributed or available to
school personnel and interested citi-
zens. . ." Also il noted that board
minutes failed to include supporting
documemation.

Personnel Administration

"The entire area of personnel
administration is in general disar-
ray.” the summary concluded.
"Employee files are incomplete and
not up-to-date. There is a lack of
coordination between the personnel
and payroll staff and no clear lines
of responsibility for either staff. . |
There is no organized way to track
the transfer of certified staff within
the district from year-to-year, retire-
ments or leaves of absence.

"Allocations to school councils
were made for extended employ-
ment and extra service," the summa-
ry said. "Councils, however. were
not advised that decisions on
extended employment and extra ser-
vice would have to be made prior to
May 15 to meet the provisions (of
state law) for notification of reduc-
tion in duties/compensation. The
ultimate result is that no changes can
be made for the 1997-98 school year
in assignment of extended employ-
ment and extra service."

In 1992, the state recommended

the district “institute an accountabil-
ity system to monitor the progress of
all staff in a manner that ensures
programs will be followed through,
results will be achieved, and prob-
lems will be solved in a rapid and
effective manner. Also, "the evalua-
tion program for all certified staff
and should be rewritten and utilized
to reward personnel who do effec-
tive work and document those who
do not do effective work; an evalua-
tion program for all classified
employees should be developed and
implemented.”

Food Service

The district's school food service
is in "an increasingly poor financial
condition” and equipment problems
may pose "sanitation and/or safety
risks to students and staff."

The report noted that school
lunch prices have remained the
same for three years and that menus
are decided at individual schools
which increase costs. Also, state
officials found that school vending
machines were turned on in two
schools while meals were being
served and that in two schools prin-
cipals ‘“routinely receive free
meals." Both are violations of state
education regulations.

The food service program was
not specifically addressed in 1992,

School Facilities

The Floyd County school system
has more building space than is
needed to house the student popula-
tion, according to the summary.
There is enough space to house
11,000 students. but enrollment is at
8,000.

"This places an undue burden on
the maintenance department as well
as draining district fiscal resources."

The district has leased unneeded
mobile classrooms in the past few
years to handle overcrowding, the
summary said. It suggests that the
school system set district attendance
boundaries and disallow the practice
of letting students attend the schools
of their choice.

In 1992, the audit blistered the
handling of school construction pro-

jects in the county and, as a result,
tougher state regulations were
adopted regarding construction pro-
jects.

Maintenance

The system's maintenance
department received a relatively
good review, which is described as
performing "rather well considering
the size of the staff and the number
of buildings that must be main-
tained.” The summary noted that
purchases and work orders were
closely watched.

One negative aspect of the
department noted by state officials
was that food service received little
assistance from the maintenance
department.

"For some unknown reason, the
food service program received little
support from the maintenance staff,"
the summary said. "While the main-
tenance program appears Lo be fairly
well organized, key decisions and
management of the overall facility
program is lacking. The mainte-
nance department staff are at times
not sure of their exact responsibili-
ty."

The 1992 audit found that the
district's maintenance department
was in a shambles, Local school
officials reorganized the depart-
ment, which led to overall improve-

" ments in the system.

Transportation

Floyd County's transportation
department is described as “one of
the better operations in (the) district.
It is well organized, well supervised,
and many of the problems which do
exist are beyond the control of the
transportation staff."

Some problems noted were that
there are no driver contracts for bus
drivers for the current year and that
personnel who drive buses for hand-
icapped students have not been
trained to respond (o emergencies.

The transportation department
received one of the better reviews in
1992. Problems noted were a mini-
mally adequate transportation poli-
cy; driver training records were
incomplete; and there were no
guidelines for contract bus drivers.

Once those two questions are ans-
wered, the City of Prestonsburg, Floyd
County, and the immediate area will be the
home to a new 18-hole golf course and
recreational complex that is sure to be a
boost to the area’s economy.

The “if"" questions seem lo be pretty
much answered as the new proposed golf
course has the green light to begin con-
struction. When? That will have to wait
until the Constain Coal Company is
through with their strip mining operations
on the hilltop site,

The 18-hole, $4 milion project came
closer to becoming a reality when the
steering committee brought in touring golf
pro Russ Cochran to lend his expertise and
help in designing the hilltop complex that
will feature not only an 18-hole course,
but hopefully a nine-hole training facility
as well. The committee, along with
Cochran, toured the mountain site this past
Friday and then held a press conference
that afternoon. ,

Jack Sykes, of Summit Architectural
Services, is engineering the project and
said the route of the 18-holes has been

completed.

“We hope the mining company will be
completed with their mining in six-to-
eight months,” said Sykes. “At that point
in time, we will go in and start developing
final grading plans for the greens. tees and
bunkers.”

Touring pro
likes links site

Sykes said he and the committee were
optimistic aboul starting the construction
of the new course this summer but...

“That's being optimistic,” he said. “But
the way mining goes, we could be six
months behind that schedule.”

The 18-hole course will sit atop the
mountain and will have a horseshoe
design, If the 9-hole course is built, and
proposed plans call for such, it will be nes-
tled in the valley below the 18-hole course
and will have a training facility as well
where young aspiring golfers may come
and learn the game.

Cochran, who has been on the pro tour
for 15 years and played in over 30 events
this year, said this is the first course he has
helped to design, but all golfers has a little

“designer in them.”

“When you have played the tour for 15
years, you see so many different holes,
but, yeah, there is so much emphasis on
playing golf today and there are many,
many opportunities for golfers to play.”

Cochran said being connected to the
right people is a necessity.

“You want to have their right opportu-
nity,” he said, “and that presents itself here
for me. I have been astounded at how they
(the committee) have pieced this all
together. They should be commended.”

Local business man Paul Phillip
Hughes, says the new course is just anoth-
er piece of the puzzle needed to boost the
economy in the area. :

“T grew up here and all my life T have
heard people say we need to diversify,”
said Hughes. “We need tourism. But you
are not going to get tourism until you have
things for the tourists to come, see and do.

“And if it is just one thing, one enjoy-
ment, although it may be golf, you are not
going to have very many tourists coming,
Not everyone plays golf, not everyone
‘wants to go to the Mountian Arts Center
and sees the shows, not everyone wants to
2o to Thunder, Ridge and watch the horse
racing or car racing.”

Call 1t overconfident or what but
the South Floyd Raiders found
themselves in a situation they have
not been into during their years as a
football program at the Left Beaver
school — leading at half time.

Coach Donnie Daniels was a
frustrated coach after the Raiders
blew an 18 point half time lead, and
fell to the Fleming-Neon Pirates
41-38 on a field goal in the closing
seconds.

~ Hughes said when you put them
ﬂﬂ-_together. “then all of a sudden we
are going to have a base to draw
tourists here.

Cochran said that the course will
add to the quality, not just from a
financial standpoint.

“It will make your families
stronger, it will make everything a
#better place. It is an absolute plus
for this area,” he said.

The recreational facilities: will
include something for just about
every outdoor sport. including soc-
cer fields. The new facility will
greet visitors just before they reach
the golf course area and will have a
four-diamond baseball facility that
will become the home of youth
baseball. A rollerblade/skateboard

park is located adjacent to the base-
ball facilities.

® 303 over 24 seasons during his
career with the Cincinnati Reds
and Philadelphia Phillies, has
asked major league baseball to

consider his reinstatement request.

Rose finished his baseball
caréer as a player/manager with
the Reds before retiring as a play-
er. He managed the Reds four sea-
sons before being banned from the
sport by then commissioner A.
Bartlett Giamatti. Giamatti died
shortly after the banishment.

Rose has applied to major
league baseball for reinstatement,
contending he did not bet on base-
ball while a manager with the

Steve Spurriers.

In fact, CBS-Sports would have
had a far better ralings-grab attrac-
tion this week in Lexington,

Alabama, If 3<touchdown
underdog Arkansas can spring one
(beat the Tide in Tuscaloosa), then
Kentucky has a legitimate oppor-
tunity 1o conguer ‘Bama in
Lexington. Keys? 1. Kicking game
(always); 2. Contain Alabama's
rushing attack and make Freddie
Kitchen throw; 3. Equal last
Sawrday’s protect-the-guarterback
performance; 4. No turnovers; 5.
Standing room only crowd doing
what it does best.

This week’s is a night game and
history shows UK has stirred some
rare magic under the lights at
Commonwealth Stadium.

If the Wildcats' defense can
contain the Tide's ground attack, |
think Kentucky will upset Ala-
bama.

COUCH AND ‘THE GLARE'

Perhaps the best and most com-
pelling element in the rush of
national media autention is how
Kentucky’s young star Tim Couch
handles the attention. As if it were
an all-out blitz, with characteristic
aplomb,

V If the attention helps UK
recruit more quality student-ath-
letes, it is a good, he says.

v If it puts a spotlight on UK
football's Resurrection Road, it is
a good, he says.

v If playing on national televi-
sion pushes his teammates to high-
er levels of performance, it is a
good too.

While some in the media herd
blather about individual accolades
for Couch, the young man seems
o comprehend the foolishness of
embracing them and recognizes
that team-ness is the ultimate high,
Couch knows personal awards are
a by-product of team success and
often ring hollow when they stand
alone.

Certainly the most endearing
and appropriate-for-the-time re-
mark last week came from the
mouth (and heart) of Couch’s
father Elbert, who said, "I'll be 46
next Wednesday and this is the
most exciting time of my life.
These kids on this team are great
athletes, and Tim is helping them
be a family. Kentucky football is
back.”

Gotta love it. All of which
brings me 1o an inquiry I received
a week ago.

Why do I object to Tim Couch’s
receiving considerauon for the
Heisman Trophy?

As he demonsirated against
Florida, Couch needs experience
and seasoning. He is a sophomore
who has started five college
games. And because this is still a
team thing and too much focus on
one player can be not only distrac-
tive, but detrimental to team chem-
istry, Adter all, reasonable thinking
tells us (running backs) Anthony
White, Derek Homer and Wendell
Childs probably like to believe
their roles on UK's Renaissance
Road are important as well.

Everyone goes into the cage, runs
around for awhile, comes out with
one opinion. Then they all want1o
tell you what to think, whether
they really know or not.”

SVTS has not attained full
maturity yet, but it is a safe. reli-
able public transit system serving
the Big Sandy Valley, Though lim-
ited in" scope now, ils primary
objective is to make transportation
readily available und affordable in
the mountains.

SVTS's board of directors and
its executive director are aculely
aware of the transportation needs
in this arca and especially are they
mindful of this need in regard to
senior citizens.

We may not realize this aware-
ness, because we do not attend is
board meetings. therefore, we are
not apprised of what long-term
goals have been established, or
what progress has been made
toward achieving them, A brief his-

understand its mission and its lim-
itations as it helped me.

SVTS began as the Sandy
Valley Senior Citizens Inc., under
the auspices of the Big Sandy Area
Development Distriet. Later, 1
incorporated as an independent
enlity and took on the name of the
Sandy  Valley Transporlation
Services;

The fact that it was incorporated
under a new name. with its own
board of directors. and executive
director, signifies that growth has
been ongoing. The fact that we see
vans bearing the SVTS logo trans-
porting people more often these
days 1s another indicator that
SVTS continues to progress
toward attaining its goal.

In retrospect, as a means of

helping us to understand the
progress it has made to date, it
might be well for us to look back to
the time when there was no orga-
nized transportation system avail-

Today, SVTS owns 44 vans or
mini-vans. Five of these are
equipped with wheelchair lifts. Ten
of these are leased to area senior
citizen centers. Every van is
equipped with either two way
radios. or cell phones should it
experience mechanical difficulties
or encounter an emergency along
its. passengers. SVTS serves
approximately 250 people daily, or
approximately 1,250 people every
week.

SVTS employs three mechanics
who are responsible for the routine
general maintenance of the entire
fleet. In the event of a breakdown,
where it is possible to make repairs
to the vehicle where it stalled, a
maintenance man or, if necessary,
a crew goes to the site. Major
repairs that require highly techni-
cal equipment are contracted to
reputable garages throughout the
SVTS service area.

cerns about the unavailability or
restrictive services of SVTS. Most
of these people have expressed
concerns about the amount SVTS
charges. Quite frankly, I enter-
tained the same concerns until my
meeting with the SVTIS director
last week. As a result of that meet-
ing my understanding has broad-
ened significantly. By sharing
some of what I learned, perhaps
you too will better understand
SVTS’s charges and its limitations.

The purchase price alone for a
fleet of this magnitude is enor-
mous. To keep them safe and road-
worthy is another huge expense. It
takes more than fuel, batteries and
tires to keep these vehicles opera-
ble.

Labor, tools and parts are costly.
Cell service and two-way radios
are significant expenses when one
takes into consideration the num-
ber of units needed to equip these
vans. Insurance is expensive. And,
have you any idea what wheelchair
lifts cost? Administrative costs are
miniscule when considering the
overall expenses entailed to oper-
ate an effective transportation ser-
vice.

To utilize one of these vans, it
costs the, passenger fifty cents a
mileeach way.

SVTS does not
have the vans or the resources
needed to make this a reality now,
but SVTS won’t remain an adoles-
cent forever. It will continue to
grow. You can help to expedite its
growth in the very same way peo-
ple helped to get it started in its
infancy.

Contact your State Senators and
State Representatives. They have
offices throughout the state where
you can write, and telephone num-
bers where you can call. Most have
free “800" numbers. Ask them to
use the power of their offices to see
that additional monies become
available to enhance public trans-
portation in the Big Sandy Valley.
When you contact them please be

With your support, your letters
and your phone ¢alls, SVTS could
reach maturity at a faster pace.
Then dependable public transit ser-
vices will be an affordable reality
for all of Eastern Kentuckians,
young and old alike.

Since my interview, I am con-
vinced that SVTS does what it can
with the monies it receives. It
wants to do much more. Yet, with-
out additional funding its services
are limited. This is why it’s impor-
tant that we call or write our gov-
ernment officials and remind them
of the urgency for more transporta-
tion in Appalachia.

Increased
ice storms
are possible
this winter

Dust off your ice skates and
chain saw; you might need "em this
winter.

Sandwiched between polar air
from the north and tropical air to the
south, Kentucky and the Ohio
Valley could have “roller coaster”
temperatures and more ice storms
this winter, according to Tom
Priddy, meteorologist for the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture.

“Temperatures likely will hover
around freezing when low pressure
storm systems come through the
area,” he said. “This will produce an
increase in sleet and ice rather than
heavy rain and snow.”

Priddy attributes the probability
of increased ice storms to a combi-
nation of factors that could create
weather conditions conducive to
these storms.

One is a dramatic and unprece-
dented increase in tropical sea sur-
face temperatures in the equatorial
Pacific (El Nino) this summer dur-
ing the time these temperatures nor-
mally decrease.

This deviation will affect the jet
stream—upper air currents that
direct global storm patterns. As a
result, Priddy believes a sub-tropical
jet stream will form across the
southern U.S.,, or the polar jet stream
will split, forming a southern
branch. Either condition will pro-
duce warm, moist air—keeping
winter temperatures fairly mild in
Kentucky and the Ohio Valley. The
southern jet stream also will gener-
ate vigorous, storm-producing low
pressure systems south of, but near
Kentucky, with the potential for
increased ice storms along or near
the storm movement.

The second factor is a polar jet
stream that will produce vigorous
storms in the northernm U.S.
Kentucky and the Ohio Valley will
be caught between storm systems
created by the polar and sub-tropical
jet streams, according to Priddy.

“The long range weather fore-
casts also indicate Kentucky and the
Ohio Valley will be sandwiched
between two vigorous storm sys-
terns through late fall and most of
the winter,” he said. “Temperatures
in the northern third of the U.S. are
predicted to be above normal, while
those in the southern third should be
below normal. Forecasts indicate
above normal precipitation in late
fall, switching to below normal from
December until spring,

Breast-feeding: a formula for a healthy baby

Recent surveys indicate that
almost 60 percent of mothers
breast-feed their newborn babies.
Although this figure is close to the
record high set in 1984, many
mothers quit nursing by the time
their babies are one or two months
old. While more babies are getting
off to the best possible start, moth-
ers and babies would both benefit if
breast-feeding were continued
longer.

Breast milk is the best option for
feeding babies because it provides
protein in the right amounts and in
dits most easily digested form:. Not

essential for the proper develop-
ment of a baby's nervous system,
but some studies suggest that pro-
longed breast-feeding may offer
mental and psychological advan-
tages.

One of the clearest benefits of
breast-feeding is its effect on
babies” immune systems. Disease-
fighting antibodies pass from the
mother in concentrated amounts in
the breast milk shortly after birth,
and for the next several months, As
a result, breast-fed babies around
the world have five times less inci-
dence of gastrointestinal illnesses,
three times lower incidences of res-
piratory illnesses, and a lower inci-
dence of certain types of ear and
allergy problems.

Breast-feeding can also have
economic rewards. Studies have
documented that breast-fed babies
incur lower medicinal costs because
of fewer ilinesses. In addition, it has
been shown that the extra food nec-
essary to feed a nursing mother is
less expensive than the amount of
formula to feed a baby over the
same period of time.

Breast-feeding can present some
challenges. New mothers often stay
in the hospital for such a short time
that they receive little advice about
breast-feeding before being dis-
charged. If problems arise at home,

knowledgeable help is often
unavailable, Grandmothers and
other female relatives may not have
the time, nor the experience, to
offer advice and support. And many
health professionals don’t even
have the training necessary to be of
real assistance.

Most breast-feeding problems
can be solved if they are attended to
promptly. The La Leche League or
a local “lactation consultant™ based
at a local hospital are both reliable
sources of information. They may
be able to show you that. in spite of
problems, breast-feeding need not
be discontinued or “supplemented”
with formula.

Modern society has played an
influential role in the decrease of
mothers who breast-feed for a pro-
longed period of time. Short mater-
nity leaves may hasten the end of
breast-feeding for working mothers.
With childeare outside the home
becoming more common and occur-
ring earlier in a baby’s life, often the
daycare provider's preference for
formula over breast milk can deter-
mine a child's source of nutrition,

It may actually be to an employ-
er’s benefit to facilitate breast-feed-
ing, through on-site childcare, or by
making it easier for women to use @
breast pump: Recent reports have
noted that employees who don’t

breast-feed have a higher rate of
absenteeism due to infant illness.
When breast-feeding or expressing
milk during the day is not possible,
a mother can still maintain a lower
level of milk production for breast-
feeding during non-work hours.

Experts say that some breast-
feeding is better than none at all, if
only to provide the baby with its
essential immune system benefits.
The goal, however, should be to
feed a baby solely on breast milk
(perhaps with an occasional bottle
of formula) from four fo six
months, and for up to a year, with
the appropriate addition of solid
food. By following such a plan, not
only babies will benefit, but 4 nurs-
ing mother who must pay close
attention to her own nutrition can
have a lasting, positive effect on her
own health as well.

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CPAs say don’t pass up the opportunity :

Measuring up to the home office deduction

If you're among the growing
number of people who work from a
home office, you've no doubt con-
sidered the merits of the home
office deduction. And, if you're like
thousands of other audit-fearing
home office workers, you may have
discussed the idea as too risky.
However, the Kentucky Soeiety of
CPAs says that while qualifying for
the deduction is difficult. taxpayers
who meet the requirements should
not pass up this valuable opportuni-
ty to save tax dollars.

Understanding the requirements

To be reasonably certain you
qualify for the home office deduc-
tion, CPAs suggest you ask yoursell
the following question: Do you use
your home office regularly and
exclusively as your principal place
of business or as a place of business
where you regularly meet or deal

with patients. clients or customers
in the normal course of your busi-
ness’

It's important to understand the
concepts of “regularly™ and “exclu-
sively."” Regular use does not imply
that you have to use your office
every day or even every week, but
sporadic use probably won’t qualify
for a deduction. Similarly, the
Internal Revenue Service (IRS) ref-
erence to “exclusive™ use does not
mean that you need to maintain an
office in a separate room to qualify
for the deduction. A clearly defined
part of a room is fine as long as you
devote that space solely to your
business, Case in point: The Tax
Court recently ruled that a piano
teacher who gave lessons and prac-
ticed her piano in a small part of her
living room could treat that area as
her home office and qualify for the

deduction.

The term “principal place of
business™ is where most taxpayers
run into trouble, According to tax
law, the principal place of your
business is where your most impor-
tant or significant business func-
tions are conducted. If this defini-
tion does not result in a clear
answer, compare the amount of
time spent in your home office to
that spent in each of your other
locations. Keep in mind that if you
generate most of your income by
performing services at other loca-
tions (as a house painter or plumber
might) and use your home office
primarily for administrative tasks,
you're likely to find it difficult to
qualify for the home office deduc-
tion. (However, there is proposed
legislation to address this issue.)

But once
again, an occasional meeting is not
enough. You must have meetings on
a regular basis.

Calculating the Deduction

Direct expenses, such as repairs
to your home office, are fully
deductible, Deductions for indirect
expenses, such as the cost of utili-
ties, mortgage interest, real estate
taxes, maintenance, and homeown-
er’s insurance are based on the per
centage of your home used for busi-
ness. For example, if your home as
2,000 square feet of living area, and
your home office occupies 200
square feet of that space, one-tenth
of your indirect expenses are
deductible. If all the rooms in your
home are approximately the same
size, and an entire room is used for
business, you can make your calcu-
lation based on the number of
rooms, That means if one of the
eight rooms in your house serves as
your home office, you're eligible to
deduct one-eighth of your indirect
expenses.

- In success of welfare-to-work program

Small-business owners watched
closely last year when Congress
passed and the president signed leg-
islation to reduce the nation's wel-
fare rolls. They knew the old system
had flaws, and they wanted reform
that works.

It's still too soon to know how
well the law will succeed. But in
Wisconsin, for example. where the
reform movement got an early starf
last March, welfare caseloads in
Milwaukee dropped nearly 25 per-
cent in the first year. and each
month another 1,800 people leave
the system.

Small business could play a crit-
ical role in the success or failure of
welfare reform. This should come
as no surprise. Small business is the
nation's  job-creation  engine,
responsible for two-thirds of all net
new jobs in the economy. And near-
Iy every American who has success-
fully moved up the economic ladder
got a start in small business,

One example of a small business
helping individuals move from wel-
fare to work is Milton, Mass. For
more than 20 years, Housing
Opportunities Unlimited has hired
residents of public housing commu-
nities, most of them previous wel-
fare recipients. The business trains
residents to serve as outreach

employees in their own communi-
fies, to identify social service needs
of their neighbors and (0 help them
take ' advantage of these services.
Small-business owner  David
Connelly says these individuals are
valuable employees who bring their
knowledge 1o the job—the history
and culture of their particular hous-
ing environment. They are also
directly assisting their neighbors in
becoming self-sufficient and moy-
ing off welfare.

Congress has also taken an inter-
est in this issue. A few months ago.
House Majority Whip Tom Del.ay.
R-Tex. unveiled legislation that
would boost weltare-to-work in
small businesses. Delay’s “Private
Sector Job Creation Act’™ would
reduce payroll taxes for those hired
by small-business owners by
repealing the federal unemploy-
ment tax and make it harder for the
government to impose unfunded
mandates on businesses. With these
obstacles removed, small business-
es would grow and create more
Jjobs. New jobs are the key to suc-
cessful welfare reform.

At a Small Business Roundtable
discussion, sponsored by the
National Federation of Independent
Business, Delay told members of
the business community that wel-

fare-to-work gives the small-busi-
NESS SeCLor & great opportunity.

“Small-business owners tell me
all the time they want to be able 1o
expund their work forees,” Delay
told the group. "They say we need a
qualified work force. They 1ell me
they need reliable employees for
their business to grow. Small busi-
ness must stand up now and say:
Give us the freedom and we will
give you the jobs. Small business
will be a willing accomplice in pro-
viding more gpportunities (o people
who are now on welfare. We will
win the debate if the choice is

Q: How important is it to find
cancer early”?

When Prestonsburg business
owner Gary Frazier finds a
niche, he fills it. That's what he
did when he and his partners
opened Country At Heart and
then the Old Town Fudge
Factory. Now that's what he's
doing as he prepares to open the
Old Town Travel Agency.

In mid October, Country at
Heart in downtown
Prestonsburg will open the Old
Town Travel Agency that will
offer its services free to the pub-
lic, The agency will be full ser-
vice, including airline ticket
purchase, hotel reservations,
tour bookings, and busimess
travel arrangements, Frazier
said. “We're ready to roll.”

This past February, Frazier
and the other Country at Heart
co-owners, Kitty Frazier and Gwen and Bob Harmon.
opened a fudge factory — Old Town Fudge Factory —
in downtown Prestonsburg.

Frazier said he likes the taste of the fudge sold in
Gatlinburg, Tennessee, but that's too far to drive when
he has an attack of
the sweet looth. So,
he and his business
pariners brought
that taste of
Gatlinburg to
Prestonsburg.

The fudge shop
is situated near the
front of Country at
Heart. located in
the “old town” sec-
tion of the city,
Frazier said. At the
fudge factory. vari-
ous types of fudge
are made fresh
i daily and customers
J can watch and sam-
ple the goods.

Frazier said that
free samples are
available to cus-
tomers: throughout
the day. every day.

“If it is possible, we'll make it cost less than that,
but it depends on the ingredients.” he said.

We want to make it
something people keep coming back for.”

The fudge shop will also offer fund-raising opportu-
nities to area schools and organizations. Members of
the groups can take up orders for the candy, and the
shop “will make it fresh to fit the order.” Frazier said.

The Fudge Shop recently added Tiger Butter to its
fudge menu. Tiger Butter is a mixture of vanilla and
pure peanut butter,

“1f you love peanut butter, it's just about more than
you can stand,” Frazier said.

The company is #lso preparing for the Christmas
season. The Fudge Shop will begin taking Christmas
orders for the specialty fudge, which can be shipped in
decorative tins to anywhere fn the world, about the
middle of October.

Personalized gift certificates that make great stock-
ing stuffers can also be purchased at the store, Frazier
said. The certificates can be redeemed any time.

Country At Heart's craft merchandise also make

“We're adding craft people all the time. We always
have something different. We have certain things that
get hot.

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Pikeville Methodist Hospital:

A growing hospital for growing health needs -

The first Pikeville Methodist Hospital that was built in Pikeville was
started in 1920 and was located on the hill overlooking Pikeville. On
January B, 1922, The Kentucky Board of Hospitals and Homes of the
Methodist Episcopal Church officially bought the hospital and named it
The Methodist Hospital of Kentucky.

On December 25, 1924 the Methodist Hospital opened for service to the
public. By 1940, this original building could no longer serve the needs of
the community. The hospital was expanded at that location.

The United Mine Workers of America also built a hospital in Pikeville.
After a relatively short period of time, the UM.W.A. sold that hospital 10
Appalachian Regional Healtheare, Inc. But after only three years, of own-
ership, Appalachian Regional Healthcare sold that hospital to The
Methodist Hospital of Kentucky, Inc.

In 1965, the hospital's Board of Directors decided to build a new, state-
of-the-art hospital facility on the site of the old UM.W.A. hospital
Construction for the new facility began in1969 and the first patient was
admitted on December 25, 1971,

The hospital that opened in 1971 is the main facility that currently is
Pikeville Methodist Hospital.

Additions have been made to the hospital since 1971. In 1992 a new
addition was added that extended the emergency room and outpatient
surgery as well as added addinonal space for the current medical library,
health information management department and permitted an extension of
the radiology department.

In June of 1996, the Leonard Lawson Cancer Care Center opened its
doors. This special facility enables patients to receive chemotherapy, radi-
ation therapy and pain managément services all under one roof. Other hos-
pital services such as laboratory and pharmacy are also available on site.

Al this time, the emergency room at Pikeville Methodist Hospital is the
third busiest in the entire state of Kentucky, A Pediatric Urgent Care Center
provides children with efficient, caring service in the evening and on week-
ends when most doctor’s offices are closed. The radiology department is
home to two nuclear medicine cameras, ultrasound, a fixed MRI, two CT
scanners, a bone densitometer, two certified mammography units in addi-
tion to regular x-ray equipment. The department also has two off-site
offices that allow outpatients to have more convenient access to the x-ray
services and mammography. A full-time Neonatologist is on staff at the
only Level I Neonatal Intensive Care Unit in this region.

The hospital’s Breathing Disorders Sleep Laboratory and out-patient
cardiac rehabilitation center are just two of the services offered by the car-
diopulmonary department. Comprehensive laboratory and pathology ser-
vices are provided on site as well as pharmacy services. Telemetry moni-
toring is utilized on the same floor where the critical care unit is located.
Pediatric patients have the convenience of a special unit which also offers
a pediatric transitional care unit for those children who need special moni-
torng. ]

Pikeville Methodist Hospital also has two rural health centers. One is
located at Mouthcard, Kentucky, which is just on the Kentucky/Virginia
border and the second is located at Phelps, Kentucky which is on the
Kentucky/West Virginia border.

The hospital also serves as an education facility for students in many
health-related fields. Registered nursing students from Pikeville College
and Prestonsburg Community College gain clinical experience from cours-
es conducted inside the hospital. Mayo State Vocational School license
practical nursing students also obtain their clinical experience at Pikeville
Methodist Hospital. Medical Technology students from seven southern
states can receive their final year of education through the hospital’s
Medical Technology School. Medical students from the University of
Kentucky, University of Louisville, West Virginia School of Osteopathic
Medicine and Marshall University also do rotations through the hospital.
This fall Pikeville Methodist Hospital will become the training facility for
the new medical school that is opening at Pikeville College.

Local Educational Impact - The level of local business involvement to
support the additional hospital services will be much greater than other pro-
jects. The expansion of Pikeville Methodist Hospital is crucial to the needs
of the proposed Pikeville College School of Osteopathic Medicine. This
proposed expansion will also help Pikeville College, Prestonsburg
Community College and Mayo State Vocational School to grow as they
attempt to meet Pikeville Methodist Hospital's needs for health-care pro-
fessionals.

Physician Recruitment - The expansion of the hospital will enable
Pikeville Methodist Hospital (o recruit more than 50 new physicians from
a variety of specialities, including back and brain surgery. open heart
surgery and intensivists. This will also enhance the recruitment of serious-
iy needed primary care physicians.

These additional physicians will bring additional monies into the area
through patients from surrounding areas seeking medical care at Pikeville
Methodist Hospital.

There will be an economic enhancement through more local demand for
medical services which are currently being provided outside of our area.

Each new physician recruited to Pikeville will need to employ, on the
average, five to six employees.

Methodist Hospital's proposed project will further establish the hospital as

the Regional Referral Center of Eastern Kentucky and actually increase the
number of people seeking medical tweatment in Pikeville. This will keep
medical care dollars in Pikeville and actually increase the amount of money
spent in Pikeville by patients and their families from outlying area.

In 1995 Pikeville Methodist ]'lnspilal spent $15.5 million with 209 local
vendors. The proposed expansion will greatly increase this amount and
those monies will have a seven-fold impact of $108,500,000.00.

Planned Project Financing - The hospital plans to finance Phase One of
the project through a UDAG grant, internal investment and a bond 1ssue.
Urban Development Action Grant funds of $3,678.855.00 have been
approved and the bond issue is estimated to be approximately $43 million.
The remaining funding will be provided through internal investment.

Highlands Regional Medical
Center recently opened a primary care facility
in the Coal Building at Martin.

The facility is aimed at increasing the avail-
ability of family practice in the area and bring-
ing Highlands’ expertise 1o the community.

*The Martin Primary Care facility will give
people who don’t have a family physician a
place to come for health care,” Kathy Rubado,
public relations director at Highlands Regional
Medical Center said. “All physicians are
extremely busy. It's difficult to get in (for an
appointment) and a lot of physicians are not
taking new patients.”

The practice will be staffed by Wilma Leslie,
CFNP, a nurse practitioner specializing in care
for children, adults and seniors, and Dr. Jack
Kendrick, an internal medicine/pediatrics spe-
cialist.

As a nurse practitioner, Leslie can provide
physicals, prescriptions, shots, and referrals.
She can also order labwork or x-rays.

“Nurse practitioners are considered mid-level
providers and are just below a family physi-
cian. Anything a family physician can do, they
can do except write prescriptions for controlled
substances (narcotics).™ Leslie said Thursday.

To become a nurse practitioner, Wells, who
lives at Emma with her husband Kenneth.
earned her master’s level in nursing and under-
went one year of clinical training that was

geared toward family practice,

She has 20 years of experience as a regis-
tered nurse at Highlands Regional Medical
Center. During her work as a nurse on the
fourth floor at Highlands, she has seen a wide
variety of illnesses. She decided to make better
use of her nursing skills through further train-
ing to become a nurse practitioner.

Wells, a mother and grandmother, did work
for her master’s degree through the University
of Kentucky. She interned for her clinicals with
Dr. John Furcolow and Dr. Anthony Stumbo at
Highlands Regional Medical Center.

She received her associate’s degree from the
Ashland Community College and her bache-
lor’s degree from Marshall University.

At the Martin Primary Care facility, Wells
plans to work toward illness prevention by edu-
cating her patients about healthy lifestyles.
