Patton lives 
up to vow, 
quits board

Eddie Patton fulfilled one pledge and made an­
other Thursday afternoon. 

In a one-sentence letter, Patton tendered his res­
ignation from the Aoyd County Board of Education 
on November 13, living up to a promise he made in 

January to quit the local 
board. 

In a brief interview 
Thursday, Patton made 
another vow. 

"No more politics for 
me!" he said. 

Patton's decision 
came one day after state 
Education Commissioner 
Wilmer Cody announced 
plans to seek the removal 
of the three remaining 

members of the Aoyd board. 
The veteran of the three, Patton said, he did not 

want to fi~ht. 
"I think this board has failed," he said. 
Patton's resignation, which v..a-; effective "im­

mediately,'' leaves the board in legal limbo. 
\ With just Jody Mullins and B.J. Newsome re­
maining, the board cannot muster a quorum. A ma­
jority of at least three members must be available for 
the board to meet and conduct school business. 

By Patton's thinking. his resignation will spur the 
inc\ itable ... a state takeover of the system. 

'This effectively eliminates the board," he said 
Thursday. ' 'Since all \\e were doing was voting and 
then waiting for the state to approve our decisions, 
why not go ahead and let them make the decisions 
now? 

'This will give them (the state) a jump-start," he 
added. 

State Education Department officials could not 
be reached Thursday evening for comment on Pat­
ton's resignation. 

The removal charges against Patton will now 
most likely be held in abeyance. a<; the state has in­
dicated will be done with former board members 
Ray Brackett, Crsal Wilcox <md former superinten­
dent Gene Davis. 

They can be revived if Patton should involve 
himself in board activities in the future, but he said 
that wouldn't happen. 

"No more politics for me," he repeated. ''You can 
take that to the bank."

Otter Creek 
• • expansion Is 

on the move

Expansion of the Otter Creek 
Correctional Center (OCCC) means 
more than just the facility's ability 
to increase the prisoner population 
by 50 percent, it is expected to 
bring additional jobs and revenue to 
the area. 

In September. the United States 
CorrectiOn Corporation (USCC) 
approved the facility's finalized 
proposal for the expansion of the 
400-bed minimum security prison 
in Wheelwright to a 600-bed facili­
ty. 

Aside from two additional dor­
mitories that will house 100 in­
mates in each; an educational wing: 
visitation center: warehouse: and a 
fence separating the parking lot 
from the prison are also included in 
the project plans. 

Floyd Sheriff Paul Hunt Thomp­
son said the expansion of the prison 
is expected to bring 28 additional 
positions to the facility, and the 
prison will generate several more 
thousands of dollars in the commu­
nity. 

He explained that Otter Creek's 
utilities bill would increase by ap· 
proximately one-third, and the 
prison's expenditures tn the com­
munity would also increase from 
about $180,000 to $216,000. 

"It is important to consider the 
payroll for the additional guards," 
Sheriff Thompson said. "That 
money will pass through four or 
five different times within a com-

munity.'' 
The first phase of the project -

including the relocation of the park­
ing lot to the outside perimeter and 
the fence to the inside- is sched­
uled to be complete in December. 

"This should add to the security 
by removing the vehicles from in­
side the compound." Da\ id Carroll, 
deput} warden of operations at 
OCCC. said Thursday. 

The first phase of the prison's 
expansion also includes a new 
guard shack ncar an additional 
parking lot. 

The project's second phase, ex­
pected to be complete in May 1998, 
will provide the facility with a 
warehouse and an enclosed visita­
tion pavilion that can be used year­
round. 

"We currently have a shelter for 
visitation." Carroll said, "but it is 
only a shelter and is used during the 
warm months. The renovated area 
will enable visitation throughout 
the year." 

Carroll said the visitation center 
\\ill also be used for recreational 
purposes during non-visitation 
times. 

The third and final phase, which 
v..ill begin at the :.arne time the sec­
ond phase is initiated. is expected to 
take approximately two more 
months to complete. Completion 
date for the final stag(~ of the project 
is scheduled for July 1998. 

The final stage wtll provide 
housing for the additiOnal 200 in-

Take a lesson from 
Shriners funding 

Editor: 
I was pleased to learn that former Gov. Br­

ereton C. Jones praised the Shriners for their 
wisdom in funding the 22 Shriners Hospitals 
for Children by spending only the interest ac­
crued from the endowment fund. Gov. Jones 
indicated that it would be helpful if surplus 
dollars collected by the state was placed in a 
special fund that could be used incrementally 
for providing universal health coverage for all 
Kentuckians over a period of several years. 

During the 75th Anniversary of the Sbriners 
Hospitals for Children, Shriners plan to spend 
more than $425 million for operating expenses 
($21 million allotted for research) and $66 mil­
lion for buildings and equipment. Since the 
first Shriners Hospital was dedicated in 
Shreveport, Louisiana, 75 years ago, more than 
$3.4 billion has been used to operate Shriners 
Hospitals, and more than $770 million has 
been spent on const.Juction and renovations. 
Shriners Hospital funding is obtained solely 
from tax ·deductible contributions from be­
quests, income from the endowment fund, 
Shriners Hospital membership assessment, 
cash contributions, fund-raising activities, etc. 
Shriners Hospitals do not receive local, state or 
federal tax funds, or reimbursements from in­
surance carriers. Yet, 96 percent of the contri­
butions received is used for patient care. 

Through hard work and commitment on the 
part of more than 600,000 Shriner volunteers 
from 191 Shrine Temples. along v:ith the gen­
erous contributions from supporters of 
Shriners' efforts to help kids, more than one­
half million children have been permanently 
discharged from the hospitals at no cost to their 
parents.

Opposes year-round 
schools for children 

Editor: 
As the executive director of a summer camp 

for need} children, I would like to express my 
opposition to year-round school for Ken­
tucky's high school and elementary school 
children. 

Our camp. which is sponsored by the Ken­
tucky Sheriff's Association for needy children 
throughout Kentucky, opens the first week in 
June and runs through the first week of August 
each summer. Hundreds of boys and girls be­
tween the ages of 8 and II who come from low 
income households, attend camp each year. 
Our maximum capacity at camp is approxi­
mately 120 children each week. If our camping 
schedule is reduced because of schools being 
in session during the summer, many needy 
children will be denied the privilege of attend­
ing our camp. Approximately half of the 1,000 
children who are now privileged to attend 
would not be able to do so. This camp has host­
ed at least 20,000 children in the past 22 years. 

Eligible children in Kentucky need the 
camping experience they obtam at the Ken­
tucky Sheriffs' Boys and Girls Ranch. For 
many of the children attending. the week they 
spend at our camp is the only positive influ­
ence they have in their lives on a recreational 
and educational basis. 

We also employ many Kentucky college 
and university students as counselors for nine 
weeks during the summer at a pay rate of 
$150.00 per week. Our counselors depend 
upon their jobs for college money and the nec­
essary experience they will need working with 
children in their chosen careers. It would cer­
tainly place a hardship on us in finding quali­
fied help to oversee the camping program if we 
were forced to operate fewer weeks during the 
summer. I can readily see where it would be 
difficull for other businesses, especially in 
tounst areas throughout the state, which de­
pend upon high school students for summer 
help. 

I would like to urge the decision makers to 
consider all the pros and cons of year-round 
school before deciding to implement this pro­
gram. There is much to be considered before 
this drastic change is made.

Imagine the power. Power vested in one, 
single politician to choose at will a policy 
issue affecting millions of people and place it 
in the hands of other politicians who are com­
pelled by public expectation, to reshape, re­
form or destroy the spirit of that policy.

compromise and cooperation necessary for ef­
fective lawmaking (and is small consolation 
for those facing skyrocketing health insurance 
costs). but compromise and political negotia­
tion takes time. 

Time for negotiation wasn't factored into 
the creation of the special session by the con­
stitutional framers. who were looking only to 
provide an avenue for quick change in an 
emergency. and could not have foreseen the 
modem abuse of that avenue. By not passing a 
bill, and refusing to condone the current "do it, 
and do it now!'' style of policy making through 
the twisted application of the special session, 
our legislature has brought to light the pressing 
need to change from biennial regular sessions 
to annual regular sessions. 

Only six other states (all western states), 
other than Kentucky, hold regular legislative 
sessions every two years. The other 43 states 
hold annual sessions. 

Our current constitution was written over a 
hundred years ago in an era of furious public 
distrust of public officials (among other 
events, State Treasurer 'Honest' Dick Tate had 
just emptied the state's bank account and 
moved to Mexico). and thus certain restric­
tions on government power were necessarily 
included, such as term limits for state-wide of­
fice holders and government power were nec­
essarily included, such as term limits for state­
wide office holders and only biennial legisla­
tive sessions. In 1969 and again in 1973, an­
other era of distrust (need I give examples of 
government misdeeds?). Kentucky voters 
turned down a constitutional amendment 
which·would have allowed annual sessions. 

In 1992, Kentucky voters removed the one­
term limit on the Governor and state-wide of­
ficers. Today not only has public confidence 
been restored to, at very least, a level of toler­
ability (we, I believe, would now trust our leg­
islature with annual sessions), but the need for 
more frequent and thoughtful attention toward 
Kentucky's complex and evolving problems 
and issues has never been greater. 

While some may long for the good old 
days, they have been swept away with the 
coming of the economic, social. educational, 
and technological revolutions. We have collid­
ed with the future and now Jive in the age of 
laws and regulattons where a legislature meet­
ing biennially just can't keep up, with either 
it's own laws or changes in federal policies 
which must be met. 

A domineering governor in Kentucky is 
also part of the past. The exclustve power to 
call special sessions (over and over) contrasts 
and denies the emergence of the legislature 
into its rightful, controlling role in our govern­
ment. Annual sessions are part of that role, 
both for lawmaking and oversight of the exec­
utive's (governor's) administration of those 
laws. 

The two most glaring drawbacks of annual 
sessions are the cost of salary increases (per 
diem) for legislators, and the extra burden the 
legislators will face. The latter should take 
care of the former and, should the truth be 
known, our legislators are underpaid as it is. In 
the long run, for various reasons too numerous 
to list. annual sessions would save money.

The city' s bid advertisement for 
insurance services was not specif­
ic enough to allow bidders to pre­
pare proposals. Carter said, which 
did not put all bidders "in a fair sit­
uation." 

"I can see where there's room 
for either party to say they weren't 
treated fairly,'' Carter said. 

• Councilman Robert Allen 
agreed saying, "I don't think we 
put them in a fair situation." 

Denzil Allen, representing 
Hatton Allen Insurance, the city's 
current pro\ ider, said it was com­
pany policy that the city either 
renew its policy or not, regarding a 
30-day extension. 

At Monday's city council meet­
ing. council sent the issue back to

Floyd County has five schools 
that will share the Kentucky 
Mathematics Portfolio School team 
mim-grants. 

The 1996 General Assembly 
passed legislation stipulating that 
mathematics portfohos are not to 
be used in baselme calculations 
during the 1996-97 and 1997-98 
school years. 

The Kentucky Mathematics 
Portfolio Assessment Program will 
enter into the research and develop­
ment phase for the school years 
dated from 96-98. The 97-98 year 
will provide a "practice year" for 
all of Kentucky schools to imple­
ment the model that will be final­
ized in the summer of 1999. 

The intent is to return portfolio 
scores into the accountability index 
for the 1999-2000 school year. 

The grant will provide the stu­
dents with the opportunity to pre­
pare and complete their portfolios, 
and some schools will develop 
portfolio prompts which integrate 
mathematics and science for conti­
nuity of the cirriculum, as well as 
investtgate the degree of readiness 
of students in various grade levels 
to compile a math portfolio.

Labor department renews 
push to eliminate silicosis 

With the help of 60 industry, 
labor, government and professional 
organizations, the U.S. Labor 
Department aims in the next six 
months to put new informational 
materials on preventing silicosis into 
the hands of 250,000 American 
workers at risk for this senous lung 
disease. 

The planned educational push 
continues a national campaign to 
eliminate silicosis launched one year 
ago by the Labor Department's Mine 
Safety and Health Administration 
(MSHA) and Occupational Safety 
and Health Administration (OSHA), 
along with the National Institute for 
Occupational Safety and Health 
(NIOSH) in the U.S. Department of 
Health and Human Servtces, and the 
American Lung Association®. 

"Each year, more than 250 
American Workers die with silico­
sis," said Secretary of Labor Alexis 
M. Herman. '·There is no cure for 
silicosis. but it is 100 percent pre­
ventable. We need to reach out to 
workers who may be at risk with 
information on how to prevent this 
lung disease. Employers wjll be 
ad\'lsed on how to take appr<\Priate 
action to elimmate the hazard. ' 

Herman said that the campaign's 
co-sponsors will ask 60 orgamza­
tions that participated tn a national 
''best practices" conference on sili­
cosis prevention earlier this year to 
help distribute new pocket cards for 
high-risk occupations, booklets in 
both English and Spanish, informa­
tion on best practices, and other edu­
cational materials. In the next six 
months, plans call for reachmg at 
least 250,000 workers in construc­
tion, mming and other industries 
who may be at risk for Silicosis with 
spcc1fic information that can help 
workers take steps to protect them­
selves from this serious disease. 

Additional plans for the silicosis 
campaign's second year include: 

• Starting work on a new compre­
hensive OSHA standard for occupa­
tional exposure to sil1ca. 

• Continuing to conduct inspec­
tions in industries and occupations at 
high risk of silicosis; 

• Pilot testing a NIOSH-funded 
model training program for workers 
performing abrasive blasting; and 

• Conducting x-ray screening for 
600 surface coal miners in Wyoming 
and West Virginia. 

Silicosis is a disabling and some­
times fatal lung disease caused by 
overexposure to silica dust. More 
than I million workers across the 
country are exposed to dust contain­
ing silica-a major component of 
sand, rock and mmeral ores. 
Activities such as sandblasting, jack 
hammering, drilling or cutting 
through sandstone or granite, manu­
factunng glass, and working in 
foundries, pose the greatest potential 

risk to workers. 
"It is important that we continue 

our efforts and enlist new partners in 
this historic campaign to inform 
employers and workers about the 
risk of silicosis, provide appropriate 
technical assistance, and find new 
ways to prevent this all too well­
known disease," said NIOSH 
Director Linda Rosenstrock, M.D., 
M.P.H. 

Renewing the ALA's commit­
ment to the National Campaign to 
Eliminate Silicosis, ALA past presi­
dent and spokesman Dr. Alfred 
Munzer, M.D., said, "The vision of 
the American Lung Association is a 
world free of lung disease. The elim­
ination of occupational lung disease 
is an essential component of that 
vision. Silicosis is a terrible disease 
that robs people of their breath and 
eventually leads ro their death." 

The national campaign to elimi­
nate silicosis was launched October 
31, 1996, with the theme "If It's 
Silica, It's Not Just Dust." Earlier 
this year, MSHA, NIOSH, OSHA 
and the American Lung AssocJation, 
with support from 60 other organiza­
tions, hosted a national "best prac­
tices" conference on silicosis pre­
vention which drew more than 600 
participants from 40 States and five 
foreign countries. Other silicosis 
prevention activities in the cam­
paign's first year have included: 

-Conducting more than 650 
inspections in general industry and 
construction that resulted in citations 
for more than 1,650 silicone-related 
violations with penalties totaling 
about $1.2 million. 

-Inspecting the 650 surface coal 
mines in the country during five 
days in April to ensure miners are 
protected during drilling operations; 

-Screening more than 1,700 
surface coal miners in Pennsylvania; 
and screening construction workers 
in the Cleveland, Ohto, area; 

-Working to develop a silica 
monitor for on-site analys1s of silicia. 
samples; 

-Sponsoring trainmg and loan­
ing air sampling equipment to small 
stone operations so companies can 
momtor their workers' exposure to 
silicia and noise; 

-Completing NIOSH-funded 
lab and field tests on safer substi­
tutes for the silica in abrasive blast­
ing; 

-Conducting 20 "best practices" 
workshops for more than 700 miners 
and employers in small communities 
across the country; and 

-Collaborating wtth a trade 
association to produce the first in a 
senes of training videos.

"My appetite was whetted in 
J 980 when I served as a legislative 
intern," he said.

The school board meeting, which was 
packed to an overflowing crowd, got out­
of-hand when two board members, John 
Blackburn and Bobby Varney, attempted to 
have an item placed on the agenda to dis­
cuss why an investigation by the school 
board was stopped two weeks ago by board 
chairman Alvin Newsome. 

Johns even attempted to have two 
Sycamore residents evicted from the meet­
ing by a sheriff's deputy for speaking out of 
tum. 

When Blackburn attempted to have the 
issue placed on 

under investigation by the Kentucky 
Department of Education's Office of 
Education Accountability. 

When Newsome called off the investiga­
tion into Johns' alleged connections to the 
Kentucky Youth Academy, the OEA opened 
its own investigation and was in Pike 
County this week and last week doing an 
investigation into the purchase of the for­
mer Sycamore Elementary School property, 
its connection to the Kentucky Youth 
Academy, etc. 

The two residents were asked to be 
evicted, by Johns after they asked why the 
item could not be addressed. 

Later, one of the residents, Cheryl Baker, 
said she expected to not be allowed to 
speak, but said she only wanted to ask the 
board some questions regarding the closure 
of the school. 

Tempers flared again when Hall made a 
motion to not discuss the issue until the 

the agenda, Johns 
said it could not 
be without a 
majority vote of 
the board mem­
bers. 

"The taxpayers are paying for a personal attorney for 

Johns. It's a definite conflict of interest,"

The motion 
failed on a vote of 3-2 with Blackburn and 
Varney voting "yes," and Newsome, 
Shannon Justice and W. Keith Hall voting

In the past, school employees and board 
members have been allowed to place items 
on the meeting agenda without any kind of 
vote. 

Newsome then stated he felt the issue 
should not be discussed because it was 

OEA completed its investigation and made 
recommendations to the board. 

"I stand for what is right, I will not 
uphold wrong," said Hall. "Let the investi­
gation be done and let them advise us on 
what needs to be done. I will not use the 
taxpayers' money in the wrong way. Let's 
open the door and find ilic tiUth." 

Blackburn responded, "But you're clos-

The motion calls 
for the board to wait for OEA investigation 
and recommendation and directs Attorney 
Pam Robinette May to act as a liaison in the 
investigation to provide documentation, 
information and legal counsel. 

Blackburn contested the involvement of 
May due to a conflict of interest in which 
she is currently employed as the school 
board's attorney for its comprehensive 
attendance program. 

"The taxpayers are paying for a personal 
attorney for Johns. It's a definite conflict of 
interest," said Blackburn. "She's being paid 
with taxpayers' money, and she doesn't even 
know what she's doing." 

However, May said she would be loyal 
to the board and that she understands she is 
being hired by the board for this specific 
investigation and will report back solely to 
the board. 

The state is investigating allegations that 
Johns and his son Barry Johns were 
involved in the purchase of the school at 
public auction after it was closed. 

The property was purchased this year. 
and has been leased to the Kentucky 
Youth Academy for $192,000 a year as a 
residential treatment center for' troubled 
boys. 

The home was scheduled to open 
November IS, but the academy has not 
been issued a license and was notified 1t 
would not receive that license until after an 
investigation js completed. 

In addition to the OEA, the issue is being 
looked at by the Attorney General's Office 
and the Kentucky School Boards 
Association. 

The second case came on Monday when 
McCarty responded to the home of Sherry 
L. Boyce of Buchanan to check on the wel­
fare of five children at her Nebo Road res­
idence. 

A police report said that "upon arriving, 
Trooper McCarty determined that the chil­
dren's welfare was in danger." Boyce, 24, 
was arrested and charged with five counts 
of endangering the welfare of a minor. 

She was taken to the Big Sandy 
Regional Detention Center where she too 
was later released on bond. 

New attendance 
program could 
mean $500,000

If school officials can keep attendance at 
its current pace, the Pike County School 
System would receive an additional 
$500.000 from the Kentucky Department of 
Education. 

The latest statistics available, which 
include the first two months of school, show 
an improvement in school attendance to 
96.50 percent, up from 95.80 percent at this 
time last year. 

According to attorney Pam Robinette 
May, who was hired by the school system to 
oversee its new comprehensive attendance 
program, and Lester Collins, director of 
pupil personnel, the figures indicate the 
school system will receive about $44,160 
more each month. 

The program was adopted earlier this 
year and allows the school system to hold 
parents responsible if students are not in 
school by punishing the parents through the 
court system with fines and jail time. 

School officials decided to develop the 
attendance program because it loses about 
$2 million a year in state funding due to 
excessive absenteeism. 

And although there has been a state law 
in existence for some time which allows 
school districts to prosecute parents through 
the court system, many school districts have 
been hesitant to enforce the laws.

The tradition of local schools sponsoring an Open 
House for parents each fall is no longer a requirement 
among Magoffin Count) schools. 

With the district's current financial concerns. 
the Magortin County Board of Education ha~ 
decided to cease the funding of such events.

The first Glenn Miller Orchestra didn't make it 
at all. It was t,t total and absolute economic failure. 

But Glenn knew what he wanted, held to that ded­
ication and relentlessly worked to succeed. He 

The legendary Glenn Miller was one of the 

most successful of all the dance bandleaders back 
in the Swing era of the 1930s and '40s. A match­

less string of hit records, the constant 

impact of radio broadcasts, and the 
drawing power at theaters, hotels and 

dance pavilions built and sustained 
the momentum of popularity. 

It was my pleasure to spend nine fun-filled 
days in a warm. balmy climate with my sister­
in-law, the infamous Bonnie "Suzy 
Homemaker" Spencer, her husband, Paul; my 
niece Paula and her husband, Doug, and my 
favorite ever cheerful, vastly stupendous, super 
intelligent nephew, J.D. It was so pleasurable, 
the 36 hours we spent in the van was just icing 
on the cake. 

After the men (in this story the reference to 
men is intended to be Doug and Paul) packed 
up the van in Prestonsburg, we pulled out for 
Ft. Myers at 10:30 a.m. Our first stop was 
McDonald's in Martin where we got some­
thing to eat to tide us over until we reached the 
next leg of our destination-The Cracker 
Barrel.

NOT MY FAULT 

-Wendell Williamson filed a lawsuit in June in Hillsborough, N.C., 
against his former psychiatrist. Dr. Myron Liptzin, blaming him for the 
1995 shooting rampage in Chapel Hill, N.C., in which Williamson killed 
two people and for which he is now housed in a state mental hospital. 
Williamson claims he was impelled to do the rampage because Liptzin had 
just retired, leaving Williamson without counseling. 

- Joe Murphy of Janesville. Wis., complained to reporters in August 
that he had just gambled away his lump-sum$40,000 Social Security dis­
ability grant and that it was the government's fault. Murphy is reported to 
have a mild mental impairment but fought authorities, and won, to have his 
grant paid directly to him instead of to a third party adviser (which is typ­
ical in cases like his). Murphy's old position. quoted to a reporter: "I said, 
'Just gimme the money. gimme the money. gimmc the money."' Murphy's 
current position: "If you're mentally or physically disabled, the govern­
ment needs to protect (you). What they did was give me a loaded gun and 
say, 'Shoot yourself."' 

- In Philadelphia in September, a federal judge sentenced John G. 
Bennett Jr., 60, to 12 years in prison for a fraudulent charitable fund-rais­
ing pyramid scheme, eight years less than the minimum he should have 
gotten under sentencing guidelines The judge was persuaded that Bennett 
committed fraud only because of a deluswnal disorder characterized by 
"unchecked religious fervor," that he believed that any conduct was justi­
fied as long as it served God through philanthropy. 

- Garrett Maass, 34, who failed his bar exam in 1994 (63.868 points, 
vs. 65.000 for passing), sued the Oregon State Bar in federal court in 
Portland in September, claiming that he would have passed except for the 
incessant sound of a jackhammer doing repair work outside the test site. 
Maass. unfortunately, also took the exam in 1997 without a jackhammer 
and also failed, but he said he still would have passed in 1994. 

-According to a Hoston police detective testifying at the April murder 

Glenn disbanded his musical orga­
nization in 1942, at the height of its 

popularity, volunteered for the Army 

and then organized and led the 
famous Glenn Miller Army Air Force 

Band. It went to Europe to entertain 

servicemen, and then, on December 
15, 1944, Major Miller took off in a 

single-engine plane from England to 
precede his band to France, never to 

be seen again. The anny declared him 
officially dead a year later. 

Because of popular demand, the 

Miller Estate authorized the formation 
of the present Glenn Miller Orchestra 
in 1956 under the direction of drum­
mer Ray McKinley, who had become 

the unofficial leader of the Army Air 
Force Band after Glenn's disappear­
ance. Since then, other leaders have 

followed Ray including clarinetists 
Buddy DeFranco and Peanuts 
Huncko, trombonists Buddy Morrow, 
Jimmy Henderson and Larry O'Brien 
and tenor saxophonist Dick Gerhart. 

The 19-member band continues to 

play many of the original Miller 
arrangements which keep exciting

Additionally, they are also 
playing more modem selections in the

Many new traditions and 
acti\,ittes arc being developed and 
happening at the historic Samuel 
May House in Prestonsburg. A 
new activity for this year has to 
do with the upcoming Christmas 
season. 

The Friends of the May House 
are sponsoring a raffle fund rais­
ing effort in connection with their 
first Christmas Celebration on the 
weekend of December 6. 

They arc asking the citizens of 
the area to support the further 
development of the May House 
by purchasing tickets to own a 
wonderfully elegant sculpture of 
St. Nicholas, a precursor of the 
modem Santa Claus. 

The glass-enclosed sculpture 
of St. Nicholas was artistically 
crafted by Mary Ann Rowe Reed 
of Not just Santas by MaryAnn of 
New Richmond, Ohio. 

Ms. Reed, a native of Pike 
County, donated this piece of art 
to the Friends of the May House 
for this special fund raiser. This 
figure of St. Nicholas is 30 inches 
tall. 

The head and hands have been 
hand sculptured from a polyform 
clay. His beard and hair have 
been cut from angora skins and 
supplemented with cut mohair. 
The vestments have been taken 
from antique priest's robes. 

The lace on the cuffs is old 
also. The toys were handmade by 
the artist. 

The granddaddy of all Santas 
• was the young bishop Nicholas. 

He lived in the town of Myra in 
what is now Turkey. 

St. Nicholas delivered alms to 
the poor and brought small gifts 
to children. 

Legend says that St. Nicholas 
saved a poor man's daughters 
from slavery by throwing gold 
coins over a brick wall, the coins 
went down the chimney and into 
the stockings the girls had hung 
by the fire to dry. 

._ The gold provided the girls' 

dowry, which was needed at that 
time to make a good marriage. It 
is believed that this was the 
source of hanging stockings at the 
fireplace on Christmas Eve, and 
the beginning of what became a 
tradition of receiving some small 
bit of gold at Christmas. 

The poem "A Visit from St. 
Nicholas" by Clement C. Moore 
was instrumental in transforming 
this St. Nicholas of Myra into the 
American Santa Claus. 

Thomas Nast, a newspaper 
artist, inspired by Moore's poem, 
painted the first portrait of Santa 
Claus. It was not until around 
1945 that Santa became the fat, 
jolly man dressed in red and 
white. 

It was this Santa that was 
spread throughout our culture by 
the Coca Cola Company to adver­
tise their product. 

St. Nicholas was on display in 
his glass case in the lobby of sev­
eral local banks. The Santa will 
be on display at Jerry's 
Restaurant until November 30. 
On December 1, St. Nick will be 
in the lobby of the May Lodge at 
Jenny Wiley State Resort Park. 

Then he will be moved to the 
May House for its First Christmas 
Celebration, December 6 and 7, 
with the drawing being at 5 p.m.

"We also desperately need to 
add classrooms at May Valley an 
Betsy Layne Elementary 
Schools," he explained. 

"These projects and many oth­
ers around the state are vitally 
important to the implementation 
of other components of KERA," 

Stumbo said. "Legislators and 
educators around the state must 
refocus on these schools and the 
safety of the students who learn 
there." 

Stumbo recently contacted 
Gevemor Paul Patton urging him 
to take a look at the situation and 
support a move within the 
Legislature to appropriate $20 
million to the School Facilities 
Management Commission that 
would allow a revitalization of 
the construction and renovation. 
''The $20 million could generate 
$200 million in new building pro­
jects," he said. 

Stumbo said it is important 
that the environment of 
Kentucky's school buildings be 
capable of successfully preparing 
students to function adequately in 
the global society of the twenty­
first century. 

"I plan to vigorously support 
the $20 million appropriation and 
I think many legislators who have 
some of the 109 districts rated 
poor or fair will also be adamant­
ly supporting this allocation," he 
said.

My job. however, is to let the cat 
out of the bag. Over the last year, 
various CAP activities have earned 
frequent mention in the press, but 
still relatively few people are able to 
put those activities in perspective. 
So, assuming that the editors will 
bear with me, I'm going to explain 
who we are and what we do. 

obtained their GEDs through our 
adult education programs. Each year 
our home repair staff makes live­
able, several hundred homes of those 
in the direst of need. Several profes­
sional counselors work long hours 
helping families resolve crises. 

Our Job Start Program takes wel­
fare recipients through several 
weeks of job preparation. then helps 
them find employment Job Start is 
providing a crucial leg up to people 
in the wake of welfare reform. 

We procure millions of dollars 
worth of educational materials, 
building supplies, food, clothing, 
school supplies, household goods 
and other material that we distribute, 
to well over a thousand community­
based non-profits throughout the 13 
state Appalachian region. We pro­
vide cash grants totaling more than 
$250,000 each year to about 100 
smaller groups, mostly in Eastern 
Kentucky.

CAP was incorporated in 1964 by 
Father Ralph Beiting who was serv­
ing as pastor of the Catholic church­
es in the Berea, Mount Vernon, 
McKee and Lancaster necks of the 
woods. Father Beiting became keen­
ly aware of the social and economic 
problems many people were endur­
ing and began raising money and 
recruiting volunteers from all over 
the country to help solve some of 
those problems. His bottom line was 
to help people learn to solve their 
own problems.

The story of how CAP got from 

where it was in 1964 to where it is 
today would fill several volumes, 
but I believe that the single greatest 
accomplishment that Father Beiting 
has made is that we are now an orga­
nization of people of many faiths 
working together because we have 
learned to trust and appreciate each 
other. 

Until the 1980s CAP was gener­
ally viewed as a Catholic organiza­
tion. And Catholics were generally 
as welcome in the mountains as por­
cupines at a balloon party, as Father 
Beiting has been known to say. 

Lots of people still refer to us as 
"that Catholic bunch," when, in fact, 
Protestants outnumber Catholics on 
our staff by at least l 0 to I. Of the 
270 people on our payroll, most are 
Baptists, First Christians, 
Methodists, Presbyterians, Free 
Pentecostals and a few other denom­
inations. Sure, there are several 
Catholics on staff, but the rest of us 
love them dearly, and they love us. 

In addition to our paid staff, our 
work force includes an average of70 
volunteers at any given time, from 
all across the country, who spend a 
year or more working in our pro­
grams in exchange for room and 
board and a small stipend. We have a 
small, but growing number of "com­
munity volunteers," people who live 
in the area and volunteer their ser­
vices to CAP. 

We are simply a Christian organi­
zation united in our belief that we 
absolutely have to work together if 
we are to make life better for the 
thousands of people we serve. And 
service is mostly what we are all 
about. 

Today CAP operates 73 human 
service programs including five 
child development centers that serve 
more than 300 children each year, 
two recreational camps that provide 
week-long summer adventures to 
well over a thousand kids each year, 
and learning experiences to far more 
than that when school is in session. 
Hundreds of other kids attend our 
two youth centers every evening 
after school. Our staff and volunteers 
make sure that nearly 1,000 elderly 
folks, many of whom have no phone 
or transportation, receive regular 
visits and whatever help they need. 

We operate two spouse abuse 
shelters that serve hundreds of bat­
tered women and their children each 
year. More than 1,300 adults have

.. THE UFO PHENOMENON; A 
BffiLICAL ANSWER?"

Genesis 6:1-7 contains a fascinat­
ing story. It tells us that certain "sons 
of God saw that the daughters of 
men were beautiful, and they mar­
ried any of them they chose." (verse 
2). "The Nephilim (translated 
"giants" in the KJV) were on the 
earth in those days ... when the sons 
of God went to the daughters of men 
and had children by them. They were 
the heroes of old, men of renown." 
(ver.;e 4) By itself, this section of 
Genesis could be interpreted numer­
ous ways, but in light of various 
other Biblical passage, the "sons of 
God" probably refers to disobedient 
angels who fathered children by 
human women. 

To begin, the previous verses 
contain an obvious contrast between 
the "sons of God" and "daughters of 
men." It's hard to imagine why the 
writer of Genesis would have made 
this distinction (i.e. "of God" vs "of 
men") unless these "sons" referred 
to angels. When we examine other 
scripture in the Hebrew text contain­
ing the phrase "sons of God," it 
always refers to angels (see Job 1:6; 
2: I, Psalm 29: I). 

Another key factor in this scrip­
ture is the word "nephilim." This 
Hebrew word. although obscured 
through time. is thought to have 
meant something like "human aber­
ration." (Literally translated, it 
means "fallen ones.") The term 
nephilim is used again in the 
Hebrew text to describe "giants" 
(descendants of Anak) in Numbers 
13:33 and elsewhere. Evidence sug­
gests that the ancient Hebrews used 
"nephilim" to describe humans who 
were physically unusual or extreme­
ly disfigured in some way. 
Obviously, if angels fathered 
"hybrid" offspring from human 
women. these offspring would qual­
ify to be called nephilim. 

The New Testament books of 2 
Peter and Jude describe certain 
angels who rebelled against God 
and left their heavenly dwelling. 
Jude 6 reads, "And the angels who 
did not keep their positions of 
authority but abandoned their own 
home - these he has kept in darkness 
bound with everlasting chains for 
judgment on the great Day." 2 Peter 
2:4 elaborates, "For if God did not 
spare angels when they sinned, but 
sent them to Tartarus, putting them 
into gloomy dungeons to be held for 
judgment..." (Tartarus was an 
ancient Greek word used to describe 
the lowest place of abasement for 
"spiritual" creatures.) 

A third New Testament reference 
has, in my opinion, been erroneous­
ly interpreted by many Biblical 
commentators. I Peter 3: 19-20 
reads, •· ... he went and preached to 
the spirits in prison who disobeyed 
long ago when God waited patiently 
in the days of Noah while the ark 
was being built." While the "spirits 
in prison" of this scripture is usually 
interpreted to mean "spirits of dead 
humans," I disagree with this defin­
ition for several reasons. First, Peter 
was a Jew, and it is Biblically 
unprecedented for a Jew to refer to a 
dead human as a "spirit," except in 
cases where qualifying terms are 
added. 

Secondly. the time period of the 
"spirits"' disobedience is referenced 
to the "days of Noah while the ark 
was being built." lf "spirits" in this 
scripture refer to righteous dead 
human spirits of the pre-Christian 
era, why did Peter reference them 
specifically to the days of Noah, 
prior to the flood? The only "spirits" 
which seem to fit Peter's description

God" of Genesis 6 

In addition, it is significant that 
the ancient Jews also believed the 
"sons of God" in Genesis six were 
fallen angels, \\ hich the Talmud 
clearly supports. 

Jesus' statements of Matthew 
22:30 and Luke 20: 3S 36 clearly 
indicate that angelic procreation is 
(or would be) considered a perver 
sion. lnterestingl)', in the Jude 6 ref­
erence, this rebellion of the angels is 
linked directly with the perversion of 
human homosexuality (see verse 7). 
Peter also contextually connects 
Sodom and Gomorrah to the angelic 
rebellion (see 2 Peter 2:4-6). 
Coincidence? 

It must be assumed that all of the 
nephilim of Genesis 6 were 
destroyed during the flood (some 
theologians conjecture that the 
wicked influence of these nephilim 
upon humankind was one of the pri­
mary reasons for the flood). So how 
does all this relate to our present 
generation? 

It is common knowledge to any­
one who studies Btblical prophecy 
that many people, events, or circum­
stances in the Old Testan1ent were 
"symbols," or "foreshadows" of 
future events. We also know that 

Satan's power is limited to the point 
\\here he is forced to he very redun­
dant in his method of rebellton 
against God. The concept here is 
simple; if we want to know what will 
transpire prior to the second destruc­
tion of the \\ orld (our present time), 
we need to research what transpired 
before the first destruction of the 
world (Genesis 6). 

lf you ve been exposed to the 
"alien abduction phenomenon" 
(either through the many books 
available or numerous TV specials). 
you're probahly already aware that a 
major theme throughout all of these 
abductiOn stories involves the pro­
duction of "alien babies." Many 
women claim to have been impreg­
nated upon one occasion, and then 
re-abductcd about six months later to 
have the fetus removed by the same 
ahens. In some cases. the women 
claim they have been abducted at 
some later ttme and were given the 
opportunity to actually sec their 
"hybrid" children. These ''children" 
are always described as havm~ phys­
ical features of both humans and 
aliens. 

The most famous "gurus of the 
alien abduction phenomenon," Bud 
Hopkins (author of "Missing Time" 
and "Intruders") and John E. Mack 
M.D. (author of "Abduction"), con-

tinually emphasize that alien ··con­
tactc.!cs" come from every walk of 
life: doctors. lawyers, housewives, 
blue-collar workers. poor, rich, 
young, old, and every race and lan­
guage. r have read the three afore­
mentioned books, and I found the 
contuctecs surprisingly lacking of 
one group; Christians! In fact, of the 
hundreds of cases described in these 
books (thousands reported national 
I) ), I have not heard of even one 
Christian who claims to have been 
abducted. 

Most notable theologians view 
the UFO phenomenon with concern, 
visualizing a possible connectton 
\\ ith future mass deception and/or 
demonic activity. llowever. we must 
not "sensationalize" the issue and 
close our minds to other explana­
tions for the phenomenon. Several 
noted ufologists have recently insin­
uated that the U.S. government will 
soon "officially'' acknowledge its 
involvement with extraterrestials 
and alien tech11ology. If this hypo­
thetical announcement does occur. 
sincere Christians should become 
vel)' skeptical in accepting alien or 
government truths on this issue.

But wait a minute, track owner 
Bruton Smith decided to give the 
track a new configuration before 
this Sunday's running of the NAPA 
500, en-.uring that we would sec 
speeds that \\Ould approach if not 
top the speeds that are reserved for 
the superspecd\\ ays of Daytona and 
Talladega 

The oval was slightly lengthened 
from the old length of 1.522 miles 
to 1.54 miles, and reconfigured into 
a quad oval (a quad oval is a some­
what upscale name for a dog leg). 
.This should sound sort of familiar 
to you as Smith "s Texas Motor 
Speedway has the same track lay­
out. 

Now here arc the results of what 
the rcconfiguration has done to the 
speeds that we are likely to sec, 
both Juring qualifying, and the race 
itself. During an October test ses­
sion. Kenny Irwin. dnving a Robert 
Yates" Ford, tumcd an unofficial lap 
of 193.711. Irwin wasn't alone in 
breaking the 190 mph barrier at the 
track during the testing. A total of 
13 drivers bettered the mark, 
mcluding both Dale Jarrett and Jeff 
Gordon who will he battling it out 
for the Winston Cup Championship 
come Sunday.
