lInj ured youth recovering,
may get to come home soon

Family and friends of Dallas Marsillett
have already received at least one of their
Christmas gifts — a miracle.

Dallas, a seven-year-old Floyd County
boy who accidentally hung himself on No-
vember 15, has almost fully recovered from
the “freak accident” and is expected to be
home before Christmas.

“It's been a miracle,” Dallas’ mother,
Debbie Marsillett, said Thursday from Dal-
las® private hospital room. *He's been doing
a lot better, but the doctors want to keep him
for a few more days.”

Marsillett said the doctors want to keep
her son for observation. “He can’t walk on

his leg right now because it is swollen and
red from the IV (intravenous tube),” she said,
“and the doctors are a little concerned about
his pancreas.”

Marsillett said her son was removed from
the pediatric intensive care unit at Cabell-
Huntington Hospital on ‘Wednesday night
and placed in a private room.

From his hospital bed and with a hoarse
voice, Dallas said he was doing “fine" and
that he was ready to.come home.

Marsillett said Dallas was taken off a res-
pirator last Friday after he apparently
“coughed it out” and he was able to breathe
on his own.

She said Dallas cannot remember what he

Prestonsburg Community Col-
lege president Deborah Floyd has
denied any wrongdoing alleged in
a civil discrimination fawsuit filed
last month by a PCC employee
against the school and the
University of Kentucky.

Floyd is not named as a defen-
dant in the suit.

In an answer to a suit filed by
Brenda Music, who claims Floyd
failed to hire her as Dean of
Student of Affairs because she had
a serious medical condition, Floyd
denied that her “attitude changed”
toward Music due to "any alleged
health condition.”

Music alleges that Floyd's atui-
tude and conduct toward her dra-
matically changed in the fall of
1995 after she developed peritoni-
us.

The former dean also accused
Floyd of conducting a secretive
search for a new dean and of
destroying a consultant's results of
that search.

In the answer to Music's suit,
Floyd claims the search was open
and that she was instructed to
destroy the search results.

*...(PCC) denies the characteri-
zation that any search conducted
for the position of Dean of

Academic Affairs was secrétive or
different,” the answer says,
(PCC) admits that, pursuant to
instructions by the consulting firm,
all notes of the consultant were to
be desiroyed after the selection
was made, and upon information
and belief Dr. Floyd followed said
instructions.”

During the interview process
for a new dean, Music claims that
her interview with Floyd consisted
of Floyd asking Music about her
reuremem plans, which were not
brought up by Music.

The college claims Floyd was
informing Music of a new retire-
ment program offered by the uni-
versity

(PCC) denies that the posi-
tion of Dean of Academic Affairs
was not discussed (during Music’s
interview), and denies that the pri-
mary purpose..was to discuss
retirement plans for (Music),” the
answer said.

As for being critical of Music’s
job performance due to illness, the
answer said Floyd discussed with
Music problems related to scholar-
ship applications.

The lawsuit response asks that
the suit be dismissed and that PCC
and the University of Kentucky be
reimbursed for all expenses
icurred.

Murder is charged
in Johnson mishap

A fatal mishap in Johnson
County Wednesday night is appar-
ently more than just an accident
involving three area residents and
a vehicle that struck and killed a
Grayson man,

The driver of the vehicle,
Shawn P. Holbrook, 19, of Van
Lear, was arrested and charged
with murder after he allegedly hit a
pedestrian walking along Route
321 on Starfire Hill in Paintsville.

The pedestrian, Mark Allen
Justice, 21, was pronounced dead
at the scene shortly before mid-
night by Johnson County Coroner
J. R. Frisby.

Two passengers in Holbrook’s
vehicle were also arrested
Wednesday night after the fatal
incident. Mark A. Thomas, 19, of
Northgate, and Nicholas A, Miller,
19, of Van Lear, were taken into
custody and charged with conspir-
acy to commit murder,

Frisby said the mishap occurred
around 11 p.m. Wednesday on the
northbound side of the highway
between Dr. Frank K. Belhasen's
office and May's Carpet.

Details of evidence which led to
the murder charge have not been
released.

According to a Kentucky State
Police Pikeville Post 9 media
release, Holbrook, Thomas and
Miller were taken to Paul B. Hall
Regional Medical Center for blood
tests, but the results of the tests are
pending.

KSP detective Steve Bowman
said Thursday that the accused
were charged mlh the felony
counts because of lhu., evidence
gathered at the scene” and after
talking with the Johnson County
Attorney and other officers who
responded to the accident.

“There are some indications
they might have been (intoxicat-
ed),” KSP detective Steve
Bowman said Thursday.

The detective said there were
circumstances  regarding  the
mishap that he could not get into at
this time because of an ongoing
investigation into the matter.

Holbrook, Thomas and Miller
are scheduled to be arraigned in
Johnson District Court Friday
(loday) on the charges, They are
lodged in the Big Sandy Regional
Detention Center in lieu of
$50,000 cash bpnds.. .

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“Time to rethink the way we treat violence”

The slaughter of high
school children by a class-
mate in Western Kentucky
points up serious problems
in our educational
system and in the so-
ciety that supports it.
It is another case of
the misuse of firearms
by someone old
enough to know bet-
ter. The purported ©
shooter is a 14-year
old freshman from a
professional family.
He reportedly shot at
his classmates and
then disingenerously
apologized. Oops. I
shot somebody.
Increasingly isolat-
ed by technology,
many of our children
are living their lives

primarily inside their

own heads. The com-
puter age enables
them to learn skills of

violence without ever
seeing the product of
real violence until itis ==
too late. Nightly, |

handguns are misused
dozens of times be-
fore their eyes on tele-
vision without any

visible consequence.
My generation
learned about conse-

quences of firing a weapon
from our fathers and from
hunting. There is nothing
more miserable than see-
ing the bleeding flopping
of a wounded animal. It is
a thing, once seen, that you
never want to see again.
You cannot see that on a

- computer game.

Somehow, this kid and

others like him just are not
getting the message on gun
safety. Perhaps the swag-
gering youths on the anti-
gun TV shorts have be-
come heroes to some of

them. These heavily-armed
posturing youngsters mis-
guide children as they
frighten adults into send-
ing in contributions.

It is time to rethink the
way we treat guns and vio-
lence in America. Every
child will be exposed to vi-
olence and most will be ex-
posed to guns in their
school age years. Each

child should be trained in
gun safety in the fourth and
ninth grade. Each child
should learn the rudiments
of self-defense against
sudden violence and to
identify violence as it
is beginning.

But there is a deep-
er, more troubling
problem  bubbling
right underneath the
surface of school age
America-intolerance.
Children are raised
without supervision
by a society increas-
ingly hostile to reli-
gion of any kind. It is
no surprise that the
victims of the latest
shooter were a prayer
| group to which he
had been reportedly
hostile.

If we look a little
deeper, we will likely
find a spiritually-
| troubled youth who
had been dabbling in
computer Dungeons
and Dragons or some
other occult thing.
= Where there is no
: respect for the reli-
gion of others, there
| 1s only destruction
and pain. Somewhere
the demons are
laughing, even as we
weep at the loss of nine
young lives: eight victims
and the 14-year old shoot-
er.

Business leaders wanted to eliminate the

| increasing risk of financial collapse after
| being sued by the injured worker who was
. gaining power through the fledgling recogni-
~ tion of workers' rights that accompanied the

growth of the labor movement.

These business leaders also knew they
could spread the costs of workers” comp in-
surance by a justified lowering of wages or
increase in prices, justified because the work-
er would be guaranteed some protection,
where no protection (except lengthy, costly

" and unpredictable lawsuits) was available be-
| fore.

Workers' compensation, which is created

| by statute, holds the employer financially re-
| sponsible for on-the-job injuries to the worker
without regard to fault. ]

That is, negligence of the employer (or
employee for that matter) plays no part in the
determination of liability—the employer must
pay.

In exchange for guaranteed recovery, the
worker will typically receive less money than |

~ | if he relied on common tort (injury) law,

which he is barred from doing. Pain and suf-
fering, which could be recovered in tort, is
not awarded.

Instead, the worker is limited to receiving

~ “benefits” to compensate only for expenses

from the illness or injury and lost wages. This

- is the worker’s exclusive remedy.

The job of a good attorney who is not sati- *
fied that his client has been sufficiently com-
pensated by the “benefits” is to find a way
around the exclusive remedy provision and

| into a common law courtroom.

With last year’s drastic reforms which will
make life harder for the injured worker, espe-
cially the injured miner, attempts to get
around the system will be increasing. If they
start succeeding, the possibility is there, al-

| though slim, that the big losers from the re-

form package will eventually be the intended

| winners, i.e, the business community (or min-

ing industry).
But getting around the workers' comp sys-

- tem is not, and will not be, easy. The exclu-
| sive remedy provision typically applies to all

non-intentional injuries.
If a worker can prove that his employer in-

" tentionally injured him, then he can sue in
. tort law.

The question is, what is intentional? Delib-
erately falsifying coal dust samples required
to be sent to a federal regulatory agency?
Company doctors hiding a negative diagnoses |
from an injured worker so he will continue to

~ work? Removal of warning labels?
| The vague definition of “intentional™ re-
* flects a legal system which (rightfully) re-
- wards innovative plaintiffs (and lawyers) who
© keep certainty out of the law. “Intentional”
might mean knowledge that an injury is sub-
. stantially certain to occur,

Or, conduct might be, and in many states
1s, intentional only if it compares to “an in-
tentional left jab to the chin.”

Whatever meaning it is given it is sure to
be a point of future controversy as the “new"”

A Floyd County man who
allegedly burglarized the Little
Nancy Old Regular Baptist Church
was arrested Wednesday after
some of the stolen items were
found in his home.

Jimmy Dean Hall, 34, of Hi
Hat, was arrested Wednesday by
Floyd detective James Rederick
and lodged in the Floyd County
Adult Detention Center.

He is charged with third degree
burglary.

Rederick said Thursday that
Hall was identified by area resi-
dents as the perpetrator who stole
numerous items from the church.
Another resident alleged Hall tried
to sell him a microwave which was
stolen from the church.

The detective made several
unsuccessful attempts Tuesday to
locate Hall at his home and in the
general area,

Church members discovered

Tuesday that the church had been
burglarized after a caller informed
the sheriff’s department that he
heard some boys talking about
items stolen from the church.

Many of the stolen ‘items,
including two vacuum cleaners,
kitchenware and a painting of The
Lord’s Supper, were recovered
Tuesday by the detective and
church members when they found
the items hidden on the other side
of the railroad tracks behind the
church.

Rederick said Thursday that all
the items have been located and
returned to the church,

“It just so happened that the
racker, crockpot and microwave
were in (Hall's) house,” Redent.k

Hall pleaded not guilty
Thursday in Floyd District Court
to the burglary charge. A prelimi-
nary hearing is scheduled for 2:30
p-m. Wednesday.

Hall is being held at the jail in
lieu of a $5,000 cash bond.

Former area grocer is
jailed for tax evasion

A former Prestonsburg grocery
store owner was sentenced to a 10-
month federal prison term Monday
for tax evasion.

Henry Lyon. 55, of Paintsville,
federal court in
Pikeville Monday and was also
ordered by Judge Joseph Hood to
pay $68.887 in restitution to the
federal governmernt.

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KCTCS Board of Regents
approves raises for employees

The Board of Regents of the
Kentucky Community and
Technical College System
(KCTCS) has approved salary
increases for employees of the
University of Kentucky College
System (UKCCS). Prestonsburg
Community College is one of
these institutions that will benefit
from this pay increase.

The $4.3 million that the raises
will cost will be distributed after
UKCCS receives reconfirmation
of its accreditation from the
Southern Association of Colleges
and Schools (SACS).

The regents, who met on
Monday at Elizabethtown
Community College, authorized
raises of seven percent for UKCCS
staff members and five percent for
faculty members effective this aca-
demic year.

The money for the raises is part
of $8 million that will be trans-
ferred from KCTCS to the commu-
nity colleges when the accredita-
tion process is complete.

The extra funding was appro-
priated by the General Assembly
in May, when legislators approved

was appropriated to KCTCS, it
cannot be transferred to the com-
munity colleges until they official-
ly are part of KCTCS, Kentucky
Tech post secondary technical
schools will join KCTCS on July
l.

The $8 million that the commu-
nity colleges eventually will
receive includes the $4.3 million
for raises; $1.6 million to improve
the calleges’ funding level com-
pared with similar institutions in
other states; and $2 million for
staffing and for a new statewide
computer system. The new money
will allow the UKCCS 1o reach a
funding level of 95 percent of
benchmark institutions in other
states.

“To attract and keep quality
people in our colleges, we must
pay competitive salaries.” said
Martha Johnson, chairman of the
KCTCS Board of Regents. “This
special allocation allows us to pro-
vide pay increases to all communi-
ty college employees. For that, we

thank the governor and Kentucky's
legislators.”

The funding increases break
down for those at Prestonsburg
Community College as follows:
$5,107,400 was the amount origi-
nally appropriated for the 1997-98
fiscal year, new monies for
salaries total $253.000, gleaning a
total increase of $505,810 and
leading the way for a reyised state
appropriation of $5,613,210,

$95.404,500,

“What we try 10 encourage is stay-
ing on an even plain as much as
possible.”

* In order to stay in shape and
maintain an your appropriate
weight, Pieratt suggests two reme-
dies. “The first one is exercising
and the other is proper eating
habits."” he said.

* Looking to create life-long
habits and not frivolous resolutions,
Pieratt suggests that people find a
progressive exercise program to
join. But don't do it alone. he said.

“It’'s hard to exercise by your-
self,” he said. “*We’ve found that
it’s best when you have the support

And you
can do that by walking."”

* Walking is the exercise that
Pieratt suggests for beginners
because it can be done basically
anywhere and doesn't require much
equipment.

Bul working out alone won't
create a healthy body. Proper eating
habits are just as important, he said,

“If somebody comes to me and
says ‘T've got Lo start eating right,
but I don’t know where to start,” 1'1]
tell them to start at their refrigera-
tor,” Pieratt said.

Going through your refrigerator
item by item, and cutting back on
the fat products is a start at healthy
eating, he said.

He listed these suggestions:

* If you are using whole milk,
start using two percent milk or skim

milk.

* Use tub margarine instead of
stick margarine; it's usually lighter,

* Substitute lunch meats with
turkey slices; they are lower in cho-
lesterol.

“It’s an accumulative effect. You
eventually cut back a little on
everything,” he said. “You don’t
have to go (o the health food section
to pick up on these things. They
should be in about in every section
of your grocery store.”

Conscious. eating, however,
doesn’t exclude indulging occa-
sionally, Pieratt said. As long as it is
done moderately, it can't be damag-
ing. Just remember not to fall back
into your old habits, he said.

But before beginning an exercise
program or drastically altering your
eating habits, Pieratt suggests that
people get approval from their doc-
tors and begin scheduling regular
check-ups, even if there doesn't
seem to be a need for one.

“I's extremely important to
know your health status,” he said.
“You might feel OK. but you may
be suffering from something. By
visiting your doctor regularly, you
can find out things that you might
not be aware of, things for which
there are no symptoms,”

I have heard lots of discussions
about the snow we had on
November 12,13, and 15. The snow
on the 12 and 13 covered the grass
and many rooftops, from Clay City
to the Virginia line.

One of the men stated
that *he had never heard of it snow-
ing in the month of November."

Anyway, I told this individual I
would look into my records and
give him several years of November
snowfalls.

The first year | picked out of my
weather books was 1980. 1 quickly
thumbed through my book to
November. The first snowfall for
that year was sleet and snow on
November 18. The high tempera-
ture for that day was 38°F and the
low was 34°F. 1 then pulled out

%1981, and we had snow on the 21st;
the high was 33°F and low was
30°F for that day. The next book I
picked up was 1995. That was only
two years ago, I thought. I thumbed
until I came to November and found
we had snow in grassy areas and
rooftops on the 14th. On November
28, 1995, we had a treacherous
SNow.

That night the roads were very
slick and hazardous, the State

24, 1982, it was a warm 71°F and,
on Christmas Day, it was 77°F. It
was 74°F on the 26th; the 27th, it
was 70°F; and on the 28th, it was
also 70°E. Dandelions were bloom-
ing in everyone's lawns.

To further complicate matters,
with all the warm temperatures

reported above, we had a record low
on December 25. 1983 of -10°F
below — yes, ten degrees below
zero.

“T had a commemorative 14-inch Case Bowie Knife still
in a black leather case with gold trim,” said Crum, “Tt looks
like whoever was in here really took their good old easy time.
They tried to cut open my safe with cutting torches from our
garage and just smoked up the place. Evidently, they didn’t
know how to use the torches because the gauges were not
even connected properly.”

Police said the intruders also cut off the hinges of the safe
with a hacksaw, drilled holes into the combination and
attempted to break open the safe with a large piece of pipe.

And they took time to smoke some marijuana cigareties
during the rampage.

“It took a locksmith about six to seven hours to undo the
damage they did in getting the safe open,” said Crum. “They
even opened up a jar of pickled beets and ate some of them
before pouring the contents all over the office floor.”

But the most serious damage caused by the break-in came
from the theft and burning of the three vehicles with a com-
bined value of nearly $60,000.

Pike County government
asked to stop academy

The Pike County Fiscal Court might be

able to offer little help to the citizens of

Sycamore who are attempting 1o stop the
opening of the Kentucky Youth Academy in
their community.

A small group of residents asked the

court Monday night to offer any type of

assistance il could to keep the juvenile
treatment center out of their community,

The residents formed a commiltee a cou-
ple of months ago. when they learned the
former Sycamore Elementary School had
been sold to a for-profit group that leased
the facility to the academy for the purpose
of a residential treatment center,

“We want to know if the fiscal court has
the power to halt or relocate the facility if it
is inappropriate for an area,” asked Cheryl
Baker, spokesperson for the group, “What
authority does the court-have over such
facilities as the academy?

“We are not against the school and we're
not against the boys. Our main concemn is
maintaining a safe community for our resi-
dents. Right now, everybody leaves their
doors unlocked and open, but it won't be
that way for long.”

Baker told the court she had a statement
from Pike County Sheriff Charles “Fuzzy”
Keesee saying the department could not
provide any additional security for the area.

“It would take officers anywhere from
45 minutes to three to four hours to respond
to a problem in our community,” she said.

Baker pointed out the citizens’ concerns
rested with the type of juveniles that will be
housed at the facility and the fact the acad-
emy will not use security measures such as
fences and locked doors.

According to an application submitted
by the academy to open the center, the
academy will accept 14 to I8-year old
males who have been committed to the
Department of Juvenile Justice or the
Cabinet of Families and Children,

Pike County Judge-Executive Donna
Damron said she didn’t think the court had
any authority to do anything about the situ-
ation because they could not zone the area
after the fact.

“I don't know of anything we can do to
help.” said Damron. “We don't have the
means or the authority to interfere in this.”

Magistrate Jerry Senter, representative
of the district where the academy is located,
encouraged the court to research the matter
and see if the court could take any steps to
prevent it from opening.

“When you wake up right next to that
every morning, it kind of stings your heart,
especially when you're used to a quiet and
peaceful community,” he said. “That com-
munity is more like a retirement communi-
ty than anything else.

“We have a safe community, but I don’t
feel it will be a safe community if the
Kentucky Youth Academy is there.”

Baker emphasized that safety and pro-
tection were the biggest concerns of the res-
idents.

“This academy was a done deal before
anyone knew what was going to be there,”
she said. *“We knew the school was sold at
public auction. We’d heard rumors about
what was going to be there — from a gro-
cery store to a nursing home.

“But we did not know what it actually
was until the sign went up on the building.”
The center, scheduled to open last month,
came under fire by the Pike County Board
of Education, and has not received its
license, pending an investigation by the
Kentucky Department of Education's
Office of Education Accountability.

The office is investigating allegations
that school superintendent Reo Johns used
his position to gain favor for his son, Barry
Johns, in the sale and purchase of the
school.

City renews payments
to troubled agency

The Pikeville City Commission has
removed the six-month freeze that had been
placed on money earmarked for the finan-
cially-strapped Pikeville Main Street
Program, Inc.

Last week, commissioners unanimously
voted to renew payments to the agency,
which is designed to revitalize Pikeville's
central business district. The city allotted
$10,000 to the agency in its 1997-98 bud-
get, but had not made a monthly payment
since June.

Officials said checks made to the Main
Street Program had been stored in a city
safe, and blamed the delay on the agéncy's
lack of leadership. Main Street's former
executive director, Paula T. Spradlin,
resigned in August after the salary was
reduced in a cost-cutting move.

The nearly $5,000 in back payments —
along with the renewal of regular payments
and a pledge for another $5,000 to match
membership dues collections — will enable
the struggling agency to pay bills and fund
some small projects, said Danny VanHoose.
chairman of Main Street's board of direc-
tors. A settlement with Spradlin last month
left only $1.000 in the agency's account, he
said.

Records show Main Street owes more
than $60,000 to the county, which cut its
funding of the agency in July.

The ¢ity commission last week also
approved acceptance of a $10,000
Appalachian Regional Commission grant to
fund portions of Main Street’s recently-
completed Downtown Revitalization Plan,
an extensive outline aimed at improving
Pikeville's economy and appearance,

Despite the votes to provide money to
Main Street, at least one commissioner
questioned whether the agency deserves
future funding. “You're asking for $15,000,
but what's Main Street doing?,” Johnny
Mounts asked VanHoose during the city
commission’s regular meeting.

“...Go ahead and give it to them,”
Mounts said, “but they're going to have o
do more than they have the lust year or two,
or if not, I won't vote for it next year."

VanHoose admitted Main Street has suf-

fered in recent months, but said the agency
has taken steps to improve itself and
become more active despite a limited bud-
get.

Main Street increased its membership by
more than 60 percent this year, he said, and
will allow an audit of its records next year,
hopes to advertise for a new executive
director in February, and has scheduled a
Christmas parade for December 6.

“We're actually doing more than we
have in the past, although it might not seem
like a lot,” VanHoose said. 1 don't blame
(Johnny Mounts); an elected official should
be responsible when deciding where to
spend taxpayers’ money, I would have the
sdame cConcerns.

“But we are progressing. We're having
meetings and getting things done, even
without an executive director.”

Most city officials seem to agree that the
agency is worth sayving, T think it's very
important,” City Manager Kenny
Blackburn said. “They can coordinate the
business and retail together. They do the
part that you don’t see.”

— London’s Daily Telegraph reported in October that a Catholic

— At a September meeting of Christian Coalition leaders in Atlanta,

* intensity by looking to the notorious machine politics of Chicago and New
! York's Tammany Hall as models, and that it would be God who would per-

sonally select the Republican best suited to advance the coalition's agenda

- in the next presidential campaign. Robertson had begun his remarks by not-

~ ing that he assumed he was talking only “in the family” and that if any

members of the press were present, “would you please shoot yourself?"
(The speech was recorded without his permission and leaked to the press.)

COMPELLING EXPLANATIONS

—Shawn S. Warren, charged with arson in June in Anderson, Ind.,
denied he actually started a fire in a garage. Instead, according to the town's
chief fire investigator, Warren said, “T probably thought about that fire, and
it just happened.” Said the investigator, *(Warren) did tell me sometimes he
thinks about things and they happen.”

— Former law student Scott Fruehan, 35, suffered another setback in
August as a federal judge in Pittsburgh declined to reinstate his lawsuit
against Duquesne University. Fruehan had claimed that the only reason he
flunked out was that the school had failed to accommodate his disability,
which is that if he sits for a long time, his arms and fingers get numb.

— In July, the California Supreme Court suspended prominent criminal-
defense lawyer LeRue Grim, 69, for 2 1/2 years for lying to investigators.
Grim admitted visiting an imprisoned-clients’ wife’s trailer home to help
prepare for one of the husband’s trials and staying overnight rather than dri-
ving back to San Francisco, However, he denied having had sex with her,
explaining that the wife had climbed into bed with him but that the sex they
had was “without (my) consent.”

— Catholic priest Donald Kocher, 61, testifying at a deposition in
August in a Chicago-area lawsuit against him and his diocese for sexual
abuse of parishioners, admitted that he had had sex with as many as a dozen
women over a 20-year period. However, he added, “I've always seen (the
affairs) as morally wrong, and I've always tried to bring them to a conclu-
sion as quickly as 1 could.”

— Ricky Wassenaar, 34, was convicted of assault and robbery in
Tucson, Ariz., in July, after being apprehended in a car after a chase, hold-
ing stolen money plus guns, a ski mask and a bullet-proof vest. Wassenaar,
acting as his own attorney, presented the defense that a man named Jim had
slipped a date-rape pill into his drink at a bar, dressed him in the vest, and
placed him in the car. As for the chase and attempted ramming of an offi-
cer on a motorcycle, Wassenaar said he was just trying to get out of the offi-
cers” way so they could chase whomever they were after.

— In September in New York City, federal judge Lewis A, Kaplan dis-
regarded sentencing guidelines and sent Orthodox Jew Solomon Sprei to
prison for only 18 months for insurance fraud (vs. three to four years, as
prescribed) . Kaplan cited Sprei’s three marriageable-age daughters, who
by law of his Bobov Hasidim must rely on their father to find husbands for
them. Kaplan declared that the happiness of at least two of them would be
crucially delayed if Sprei were imprisoned for the recommended time.

was over. Spiers was released about 15 minutes later, and the Lancaster
band eventually won first prize.
