David sewer system
to merge with PCUC

Residents of David took only
about 15 minutes last Thursday to
discuss the issue and then to vote to
turn the community's sewer system
over to the Prestonsburg City
Utilities Commission (PCUC).

Jackie Howard, chairman of the
David Community Development
Corporation (DCDC), explained
that the small system, which has
about 60 meters, is too expensive
for the town to maintain. “We need
someone full-time to oversee it," he
said.

DCDC board member Vertis
Pitts agreed. “We also don't have
any equipment o maintain the sys-

tem,” he said. “If it was feasible to
keep it, I'd say keep it, but I don’t
think it is.”

“If the sewer system is in such
bad shape, then I'd like to know
how Prestonsburg Utilities will
benefit from having it," said Scott
Jones, who lives in Official
Hollow.

PCUC director Seldon Horne
said the utility will now be able to
pmwde a sewer system down the
six miles or so of K 404 to David
and along KY 114 from the inter-
section of 404 toward
Prestonsburg.

“In the future, we can make
more money because we'll have

Tragedy was added to tragedy
last week when a Pike County man
was killed in a Floyd County mine
and then his mother died after being
told of the news.

Gary Sawyers, 41, of Ashcamp
was crushed by a roof section after
he walked in front of a roof bolter
last Thursday evening at a Betsy
Layne coal mine, according to Floyd
County Coroner Roger Nelson,

The accident occurred at about
5:30 p.m. at Matrix Coal Company’s
Tuscarora mine on the Pike-Floyd
Road.

Nelson said CPR was started at
the site, and Sawyers was transport-
ed to Highlands Regional Medical
Center by Respond Ambulance. The
miner was pronounced dead on
arrival at the hospital shortly after 6
p.m,, Nelson said.

When the dead man’s mother
was informed of the accident. she
reportedly suffered a heart auack.
Nancy Jo Hyler, 59, of Elkhormn City
was pronounced dead on armival at
Pikeville Methodist Hospital at
about 8:45 p.m., roughly three hours

after her son died. She reportedly
had a history of heart problems.

According to a spokesperson for
the Kentucky Department of Mines
and Minerals in Frankfort, the acci-
dent took place about one mile
underground.

The fallen rool section was 17
feet wide, 16 feet long and 10 inches
thick, according to the state agency.
The federal Mine Safety and Health
Administration (MSHA), however,
in its preliminary report, said the
piece that fell was eight-and-one-
halfl feet by eight feet by nine inches
in thickness,

The federal report said Sawyers,
who was & section foreman, and his
crew were installing the last roof
bolt in a second row of bolts, when
he went into the unsupported area.

The victim was an experienced
miner, having worked 23 years in
coal mining. He had worked at the
Betsy Layné mine for 14 months

The fatality was the second one
in a Kentucky mine ‘and the sixth
nationwide this year.

IRS, Kentucky, and Indiana
test joint telephone filing

Filing your federal and state
income tax returns? If you live in
Kentucky or Indiana, you may
have been invited to participate in a
test where one phone call does it
all.

In fact, the number of taxpayers
choosing to participate in the test
has far exceeded the hopes of both
federal and state officials. “Over
32,000 Kentucky residents and
about 47,000 Indiana residents
have filed both their state and fed-
eral returns by phone,” said Gayle
Morin, IRS Director for Kentucky-
Tennessee,

According to Morin, the Internal
Revenue Service and the state tax
agencies are piloting a test of filing
federal and state income tax returns
using the IRS TeleFile system.
Qualifying Kentucky and Indiana
residents received a TeleFile book-
let from the IRS that authorizes
them to file both state and federal
tax returns in one phone call using
a touch tone telephone.

“TeleFile is not new,” Morin
said. “In fact about 82,000
Kentucky residents and 157,000
Indiana residents used TeleFile to
file their federal tax returns in
1998. What is new is that Kentucky
and Indiana taxpayers who got a
TeleFile package can file both fed-
eral and state returns in one phone
call.”

Only taxpayers who receive the
TeleFund booklet from the IRS are
eligible to file by phone. Each
booklet contains a special
“Customer Service Number” that
serves as the filer's signature.

Generally, Morin said, single
filers or couples without depen-
dents whose income is under
$50,000 will get a TeleFile pack-
age. "Taxpayers must meet the fed-
eral TeleFile requirements in order
to file their state tax return by
phone.

more customers,” Horne said.

Jones also wanted to know how
the PCUC would handle a situa-
tion in which a customer might get
behind in his bills because of ill-
ness or job loss.

“We have a strict collection
policy,” Home said, “but we can
work with you. We can set up a
payment plan.”

Some residents were concerned
about responsibility for repairs to
the lines, Home explained that the
customer’s responsibility “ends at
your property line” and that the
PCUC would be responsible for
upkeep and maintenance of the
public lines.

Horne also said the utility com-
pany will replace the community's
present sewer treatment plant with
a pump station and will run new
lines on Official Hollow.

Grant money already allocated
to upgrade the treatment plant and
run the new lines will be combined
with other grants for the extensive
project.

David residents had to face the
fact that their sewer bills will like-
ly rise under the new management.
When the new system is in place
— about a year from now, accord-
ing to Horne — sewer rates will be
100 percent of water bills, as
opposed to the present 70 percent
rate.

However, Pitts pointed out that
water bills will go down once the
community pays off the indebted-
ness that the PCUC accepted when
it took over the local water system
in 1997, The community had pre-
viously purchased water from
Beaver-Elkhom Water District and
had accumulated more than
$25,000 in debts because of water
loss over a couple of years.

The residents praised Horne
and the PCUC for improvements
in the water system. “Since you
took over our water system, we
need to commend you," said
Danny Greene.

With about 15 residents pre-
sent, the motion to tum the sewer
system over to the PCUC passed

“TeleFile prompts you to input
income and withholding informa-
tion, then the system calculates the
tax due or refund amount and gives
you a confirmation number as
proof of filing."”

The new TeleFile test allows
taxpayers to file both state and fed-
eral returns by phone with the IRS,
then the state tax information is
electronically transmitted to the
Kentucky and Indiana tax agencies.
The call takes about 20 minutes to
file both tax returns.

“The benefits of using TeleFile
include having a virtually error-
free tax return, faster and less-cost-
ly processing, and confirmation
that the return is accepted,” Morin
said. “TeleFile refunds are faster
than with paper-filed tax returns
and can be even more speedy if
deposited electronically in the
filer's bank account.”

tional costs for the Wheelwright
gym and the Betsy Layne gym.
According to her figures, it costs
$7.39287 to operate the
Wheelwright gym and $36,119,25
to operate the Betsy Layne gym,

At the February meeting of the
Floyd County Fiscal Court,
Thompson was authorized to
negotiate over the possible acqui-
sition of the gym by the county.

Branham to lead
Special Task Force

State Rep. Ira Branham has
been appointed co-chair of the leg-
islature’s Special Task Force on

Fishtrap Lake, with the mission of

studying the feasibility and cost in
making the lake a state park.

The task force is to make rec-
ommendations before the General
Assembly during
§ion next year,

Last year. the, legislature hud-
peted $1 million for improvements
at the lake in central Pike County
and set aside $50,000 for environ-
mental cleanup.

“My hope is thal we can get the
General Assembly to put even
more emphasis on the tourism
potential of Pike and Floyd coun-
Branham said. "We will
work hard to make that case.”

Branham said he also wants the
task force 1o study the possibility
of adding a network of trails in
northern Pike County that could
be used by hikers. horseback rid-
ers and all-terrain vehicles.

“This would be similar to the
Hatfield-McCoy Recreational
Trails Project in West Virginia,"
he said, noting the first 300 miles
of that extensive project are slated
to open to the public’ next year.

Banks will be ready for the Year 2000. Cus-
tomers” money will continue to be safe in the banks.
If customers are concerned about their bank or hear
rumors that specific banks are not prepared, the best
thing to do is to ask the bank. In addition to the re-
assurance that the consumer will get regarding the
bank’'s efforts, it is likely that they will get some
great tips on how to stay informed and ready, per-
sonally, for Y2K.

This statement has
become the battle cry for the Floyd
County Board of Education while
children of this school district suffer
irreparable damage.

On September 29, 1998, at 4
p.m., the ¥pecial needs teacher,
Mary Franklin, at Prestonsburg
High School was transferred
overnight by Michael King, Interim
Superintendent, to an itinerant art
teacher position and her special
needs unit was consolidated.

Not only
was his opinion requested, but he
apparently approved of the plan 1o
disrupt the children and did not see
a problem with it. Children First?

The children have lost an entire
school year because of this plan
with no problems.

*Children First” is a statement

Reinstatement was
granted to the teacher and the chil-
dren tried to settle back into school
after the trauma of the incident.

Members of the Floyd County
Board of Education recently devot-
ed a weekend to learning about new
ways in which-school boards can
make greater contributions to stu-
dent achievement in their home
communities.

Floyd County board members
Carol Stumbo, Jody Mullins and
Don Roberts were among the 1,200
school board members, superinten-
dents, school administrators and
others who took part in the 63rd
annual conference of the Kentucky
School Boards  Association
(KSBA), February 26-28 in
Louisville,

Under the theme, Student
Success=Community  Success,
more than 40 specialty clinics and
general sessions centered on the

roles of the school board members
and the board’s impact on student

learning.
Board members, who are
required annually to receive

approved continuing education in
school board service, attended ses-
sions ranging from school safety,
alternative calendars and student
discipline to financial planning, cri-
sis management and measuring stu-
dent progress.

The conference marked the initi-
ation of a KSBA mitiative, the ISA
(Improving Student Achievement),
which includes local planning cal-
endars and data collection tools
which school boards can use to
track indicators like test scores,
dropout and attendance rates and
school spending.

The ISA Project will be expand-
ed with additional materials
through presentations at the district
level throughout the coming year
and during the association’s sum-
mer and fall conferences.

Industrial grant program
solicits Kentucky projects

Applications are now being
solicited by the Kentucky Division
of Energy (KDDE) for the 2000
funding cycle of a federal industrial
grant program.

National Industrial
Competitiveness through Energy,
Environment and Economics
(NICE) is a US. Department of
Energy (USDOE) program provid-
ing up to 50 percent matching
grants not to exceed $400,000 for
industrial process projects.

The NICE program is designed
to demonstrate new technologies to
prevent pollution, improve energy
efficiency. Identify barriers to
industrial pollution prevention
techniques, and develop and imple-
menl strategies to overcome these
barriers.

Applications must be submitted
by a state entity where the project is
located. The USDOE has requested

that the Kentucky Division of
Energy act on behalf of the industry
for submitting an application from
Kentucky.

To ensure that potential projects
are eligible for consideration, appli-
cants are encouraged to submit an
optional two-page summary for
each project for review by USDOE.
Applications may be submitted
without the two-page review as
well.

Applications for submitting pro-
posals are available from KDOE.

The Kentucky Division of
Energy must receive the optional
two-page summary by April 2 and
completed applications no later
than 4:30 p.m., on August 1.

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I'm preparing (o teach a weekly
Bible study course on the Second
Coming of Jesus to my congrega-
tion's young adults.

Many churchgoers - and for
some reason, particularly the youth-
ful ones - are endlessly fascinated
by the subject.

But I've got a confession to
make.

Having
studied  the
Second
Coming off
and on for 20
years, having
pored over the
appropriate
Scripture ref-

erences time
and again,
having read
—— dozens of

books, I ﬁnd myself more confused
today than when 1 started.

In the past couple of weeks, par-
ticularly, I've been reminded of just
how diverse Christianity’s teachings
about the expected return of its
Savior have been over the past 2,000
years.

For instance, Christian History
magazine recently devoted a whole
issue to articles explaining the
development of Christian theories
concerning The End.

I'm also reading a fine book, The
Last Days are Here Again: A

* History of the End Times, by reli-

gious scholar Richard Kyle.

As you might know, the Bible
alludes to several key groups, devel-
opments and time spans connected
with the return of Jesus. Among
those are:

* ISRAEL. The Jews are men-
tioned frequently in Old and New
Testament Scriptures promising the
appearance of God’s Messiah. Some
thinkers see Israel’s reestablishment
as a sovereign nation in 1948 as a
sure sign the end is near.

* THE CHURCH. The New
Testament makes many predictions
regarding the condition of
Christianity before, during and after
the Second Coming.

* THE TRIBULATION. The
Bible mentions an awful period of
tribulation (perhaps, depending
upon whose theory you believe)
seven years prior to Christ’s return.
Famines, epidemics, earthquakes,
wars and comets will devastate the
world.

* THE MILLENNIUM. This
will be an era of unprecedented
peace on earth, Christ and His faith-
ful followers will rule with divine
power for at least 1,000 years.

The problem is that the Bible’s
predictions can be read in wildly
different ways.

That's partly because the predic-
tions aren't necessarily recorded in
chronological order, partly because
they're scattered through several
biblical books and partly because
they're composed in dramatic and
probably symbolic language.

Consequently, each of the major
schemes of interpretation, if you
study it with an open mind, makes
about as much sense as the others,

Here are the major Christian
schools of thought concerning
Christ’s return:

* HISTORIC PREMILLEN-
NIALISM. The first Christians
seem to have believed that Israel’s
age as God’s most favored nation
ended when God established the
church on Pentecost in about 30
AD.,

would endure the terrible
Tribulation as a period of testing and
refinement, and then Jesus would

dramatically return on the clouds,
destroy His enemies and establish a
new kingdom based in Jerusalem.

He would reign on earth with His
saints for 1,000 years, then judge all
evildoers and establish a new heav-
en and a new earth,

* AMILLENNIALISM. Beliefs
about the Second Coming changed
under the influence of St. Augustine,
He wrote in the 400s that Christians
already are living in the Millennium,

which began with the birth of the
church.

For Augustine, Christians reign
with Christ today as they leamn to
obey Him daily. This is the view still
held by Roman Catholics and some
mainline Protestant denominations.

*POSTMILLENNIALISM.
This was the teaching of nearly all
Protestants until a century ago.
(Now it's a minority view.)

Tee’s Fishing Tips

Kid’s can’t go
wrong with
spin cast reel

Question: If limited to only one
reel, what would you suggest?

Answer: For kids you can't go
wrong with a spincast reel. They
are the ones that are enclosed with
the button on the back,

Although these reels generally
have a slow retrieve and don’t hold
up well under repeated use, they are
pretty much hassle free. This would
also be a good choice if you only
fish once in a blue moon.

For people who fish two or more
days a year, I would need to know
the species you're after. If it’s pan-
fish, and you use a line that's 10-
pounds test or less, then I would
recommend a spinning reel, They
are the ones that mount below the
rod and have an open spool.

Spinning reels take a little time
to learn how to use, but the benefits
are well worth it. The reels allow
you to cast very small, light lures
with ease, Anytime I'm using light
line and finesse baits, I'll be throw-
ing them on a spinning reel.

If you like to go after the big
boys and catch something that can
really streich your line, then a cast-
ing reel is the only way to go.
These reels take a little longer 10
learn how 1o use, but are a must for
serious fishermen. This is my bread
and butter reel. Most of the time |
use lures that are 1/4-ounce to 1-
ounce and lines that are 12-pounds
to 25-pounds test and a casting reel
will handle them with ease,

Whichever type you choose, buy
a good name brand, Time on the
water should be spent fishing, not
working on your reel.

I"m quite sure that even
senior citizens would have thor-
oughly enjoyed those songs of
the fifties. But now that music is
so obviously geared for different
generations, I can't think of a
worse punishment than forcing
one age group to listen to anoth-
er's music.

Of course, while it would
undoubtedly cut down on many
crimes and misdemeanors, in
some cases the courts might run
the risk of being sued for imple-
menting cruel and unusual pun-
ishment upon its citizens.

Even though individuals seek
mental health services for various
reasons, their lives as sexual beings
often play an important part in the
situation. For some folks “some-
thing" has happened so that it seems
the gauge for their sexunal controls
has ended up being 100 high. Sexual
acting-out behaviors tend to upset
the individual's life. Whatever the
basic contributing factor(s) might
be, some individuals have still
another type of addicition—love
and sex.

Since mest addicts do not have a
label on them, it is hard to believe
that love and sexual addiction exist?
But it does. An addiction can
involve any activity/substance used
1o an extreme for emotional reasons.

Research by the National Institute of

Health, produced a conservative
estimate that five percent of the
American population are love and
sex addicts. SLAA (Sex and Love
Addicts Anonyomous), a group of
sex and love addicts similar 1o AA
for alcoholics, believe “..sex and
love addiction is an illness. a pro-
gressive illness which cannot be
cured but which like many illnesses,
can be arrested.”

For love and sex addicts, the pur-
pose and process of love and rela-
tionships are out of balance due to
their specific emotional problems,
The “average” non-addict views
“healthy romantic love™ as an
unique experience that creates bond-
ing, intimacy, and the chance to play
and explore with that special new
person, Intimacy evolves. It is more
than romance, inensity and sex.

Loving relationships utilize those
first exhilarating times 1o build a
deeper, longer term closeness, In
contrast. the sex and love addict gets
“hooked” emotionally on searching
for opportunities o0 experience
again, the intense and exciting feel-
ings brought about in the beginning
stages of a potential love relation-

tations, sexual limisons and affairs,
leave a path of destruction and neg-
ative consequences from the behay-
iors. Often being short-sighted in
their problem-solving skills, these
pitinful circumstances are again
addressed with even mare search-

ing, creating an escalating cycle of

desperation and loss. When seem-

ship. Frequently living in a chaotic
emotional world of desperation and
despair, fearful of being alone or
rejected. the love addict endlessly
longs for that “special” relationship.
As the addict constantly searches for
“just the rnight” partner, his/her
episodes with endless intrigue, flir-

ingly “safe” in the excitement and
victory of a new romantic affair, the
troubled love or sex addict grows
gradually more dissatisfied, fearful,
bored, and pushes their pariner away
or looks elsewhere for yet another
new intensity or “love™ experience.

Dissimilar to the “healthy” per-
son, who desires relationships and
sex as a complement to their life, the
love and sex addict searches for
something outside themselves (a
person, relationship or experience)
that provides ithem the emotional
and life stability they themselves
lack. Love and sex addicts utilize
their arousing romantic/sexual expe-
niences 1n an effort to “fix” them-
selves and remain emotionally sta-
hle—feel goad about themselves at
the moment. When love and sexual-
ity are used in this way 1o cope,
rather than grow and share, compat-
ibility of the two persons is based on
the moment’s needs. having an
intense sex life in the future, or get-
ting the person (o stay, Whether the
person might truly become a peer,
friend, and companion s not the
focus,

There are several distinet charac-
teristics of addictive relationships
that occur over time, such a8 an
unhealthy dependency, guilt, and
abuse. Since the love and sex addict
is convinced they lack self-worth
and do not feel truly lovable, they
will use seduction, control, guilt,
and manipulation to attract and hold
onto  romantic p;lrlncra'. At nmes,
some love or sex addicts will realize
they have been in a despairing cycle
of unhappy affairs and promise
themselves that they are not going to
do that again, similar to the food
addict going on a crash diet. Only
later, when they finally decide to go
into another relationship, they sece
the same issues show up if they re-
engage in any type of potential inti-
macy.

Now, the question might become:
Do you know anyone who might be
a love and sex addict and be able to
benefit from knowing more about
their emotionally distrubing situa-

tion? Some of the typical signs of

love or sex addiction include: con-
stantly seeking a sexual partner, new
romance or significant other: an
inability or difficulty in being alone;
consistently choosing partners who
are abusive or emotionally unavail-
able; when in a relationship, being
detached or unhappy, when out of a
relationship, feeling desperate and
alone; returning to previously
unmanageable or painful relation-
ships despite promises to self or oth-
ers; mistaking sexual expenences
and romantic intensity for love: a
compulsive need for sex: extreme
dependency on one person (or
many) for sex and love; an obses-

sive/compulsive pattern, either sex
ual or emotional (or both) exists in
which relationships or sexual activi-
ties have been increasingly destruc
tive to career, family. and sense ol
self-respect, Sex and love addiction
always leads 10 worse and worse
consquences if it conlpues
unchecked. The healthy relationship m
is usually balanced by friendship,
common interests, and true concern,
where sexual activities are utilized
as another way of communicating
sincere feelings and respect.

Plant an old favorite this spring

Rhubarb not only makes tasty pies
but is also one of the easiest plants to
grow in the garden. It is a cool season
perennial plant which forms large
fleshly rhizomes and large leaves with
long, thick stalks which can be bright
red or green, It is an uncommon veg-
etable that is used as a fruit in sauces
and pies.

Rhubarb is grown by planting
pieces of thubarb crown, These pieces
can be purchased commercially or
obtained from old plants, If you have
an old plant, cut through the crown
between the buds, leaving as large a
piece of storage rool as possible with
each large bud. Plant the crown in
March, If you must hold the crown for
a week or longer before planting, store
it in a cook, dark place.

Unlike most vegetables, rhubarb
can be grown in sun or partial shade.
It tolerates most soils but does best in
well-drained, fertile loas with a pH of

5.5 10 7.0. Prepare the soil by digging
a hole about 2 feet deep and 2 feet
across for each plant, spacing the
plants three feet apart. Two to four
plants supply the average family with
all the rhubarb they can use,

Rhubarb should be planted at the
edge of the garden n spring or early
fall. Place a 6 to 8 inch layer of com-
post or well-rotted cow manure in the
bottom of each hole. Set the plants
into the holes so that the tops of the
roots (where the buds are located) lie
3 to 4 inches below the surface of the
soil. Then fill the hole with a mixture
of equal parts of compost or cow
manure and topsoil.

After planting, water slowly and
deeply, if needed. Water [requently
and deeply throughout the growing
season. Mulch with compost or other
organic materials,

To produce the highest yields, fer-
tiize rhubarb plants three time a
year—once before growth starts in the
early spring. again after growth starts
and a third time after harvest. Work
fertilizer into the top inch of the soil
and water thoroughly.

Rhubarb should pot be harvested g
the first year after planting. Each plant
needs time to build up food reserves in
the root to produce good thick stalks,
Never harvest all of the stalks at one
time. Leave the smaller ones to grow
so that the plant can store food for the
winler,

Starting the second vear, harvest
the older leaf stalks by grasping them
at the lower end. close to the main part
of the plant. Pull down and to one side
50 the stalk snaps off clean. Remove
the leaves from the stalks immediate-
ly after harvest, as the leaves contain
toxins and can cause illness or death if
eaten in large amounts. Only the stalk ®'
i§ edible.

Don’t wait for dn emergency (o
arise before you plan for it. Be pre-
pared.

Coalfields telephone responds to FCC
ruling on long-distance carrier verification

The Federal Communications
Commission has recently ruled that
local telephone companies, like
Coalfields Telephone, can no
longer verify with customers when
a long-distance carrier change has
been requested.

Previously, Coalfields Tele-
phone and other local companies
notified customers by mail when a
request was issued to change their
long-distance service., Without

authorization, customers may be
vulnerable to slamming (unautho-

rized change of long-distance ser-
vice), Coalfield officials said.

The FCC said in its ruling that
local carriers “should not verify
carrier changes prior to making the
change.” The FCC stated that while
local carriers do not have verifica-
tion obligations under FCC rules,
they do have a responsibility to
ensure that subscriber's carrier
changes are executed as soon and
as accurately as possible, And, the
local carrier could be held liable if
there is any “unreasonable delay”
