Another glitch has slowed down
the closing of the old Floyd County
landfill at Garth.

With drains installed, it turns out
the collection tank on the site is
attracting water from old coal
mines that predate the landfill.
Floyd County Solid Waste coordi-
nator Mike Vance said when the
drains are open, upwards of 300
gallons of water an hour can go into
the tank, which has a 10,000 gallon
capacity.

Vance told members of the Solid
Waste  Commission  Monday
evening that he hopes to work with
representatives of the state Division
of Waste Management and federal
Abandoned Mining Lands to find a
way to stem the flow of mine water.

“We're capturing mostly mine
water now,” he said. “We want to
try to get AML to close off the
flow.”

As the collection tank fills, the
liquid from the landfill and the
mine water that comes through it

tem’s fiscal agent, states that
“everyone was aware that addition-
al funding would be needed to fin-
ish the project. It was decided that
we would wait until we were closer
to the end of the project to deter-
mine the exact amount needed.”
Nance also said that he under-
stood that the system would need
about $250,000 to complete the pro-
ject. He said this is in line with

what was originally expected.
Carter told the board it appeared
“we might be doing something here
in the 1990s that hasn’t been done
in a long time — bring(ing) a pro-
ject in under budget.”

At last week’s board meeting,
Carter told the board that he was
looking into funding sources to fin-

Prestonsburg fire departments.

In Pike County. fires were by far
the largest in the region, according
to Curnutte.

“We had big fires in Pike
County. The fires were over a hun-
dred acres each in Pike. Johnson
County is not having a lot of big
ones. but they’re having a lot of
small ones,” he said.

Although some of the fires have
been caused by arson, at least half
of them have been caused by people
burning debris.

“A lot of it is debris burning,"
Curnutte said. “It's probably a 50-
50 proposition; 50 percent debris.
50 percent arson.”

Rainless days and nights are con-
tributing to the forest fire problem,
Curnutte said.

*We haven't had any substantial
rain, It's been five days at least
since we've had rain,” the ranger
said. “We're having very dry weath-
er ... It's extremely dry. People don't
realize how dry it is. All it takes is a
little puff of wind and we have a 20-
acre fire ... When you have wind
upward of 10-mile or better, you'd
better look out.”

“Actually, we're in a state of
emergency in Floyd County,” he
added. “That’s one of the reasons
the ban is in effect. There's no open
burning in Floyd County. Anyone
caught burning (anything outdoors)
can be cited in court,”

Floyd County Judge-Executive
Paul H. Thompson signed a procla-
mation Tuesday morning declaring
the ban on all outdoor burning until
further notice.

The notice is in effect even if it
rains, Curnutte said, because it will
“take a substantial rain before we
can lift the ban."”

Church, community rally for family

The recent fire that destroyed
Porter Industries at Allen was a
great loss to the Porter family and
the Allen community. The company
will have a hard time recouping its
losses, and, at best, most of the
workers will be out of work for
some time,

Mixed in with the company fire
loss is a story that is equally tragic
— a young family loses everything
they have, and with four chidden all
five years and younger, they face a
struggle to get back to a normal life.

Jamie Mullins was home with
her kids on that Sunday .morning,
March 14, The children — Natalie,
S, Brett, 4, Larry Gene, 2, and
Brody, 6 months — were asleep. As
the mother went to take a bath, she
saw smoke on'the ceiling.

She thought the smoke might be

coming from a defective washer and
did not realize the family was sur-
rounded by fire. When the smoke
started coming under the door,
Jamie grabbed the children from the
bed without even their shoes and
left the apartment,

“The smoke was so heavy you
couldn't see anything. We had to
make it across the road to get to
safety,” Jamie said.

The mother and children escaped
with their lives, saving only the
clothes on their back. The father,
Larry Mullins, was not at home.

Larry and Jamie Mullins were
renting an apartment within the
Porter plant complex. They were
having a tough time trying to raise
four children.

A short time before the fire, a
local organization had provided the
kids with new ‘clothes and shoes.
Even though the children have been
supplied with clothes since the fire,
they miss the special outfits they
received.

Their temporary home would

become a two-bedroom house
where Jamie's mother and another
sister lived. At best, it was going to
be crowded. Obviously, the family
needed more than sympathy.

Larry works at a garage in Allen,
but trying to find a place to live,
replacing household goods and fur-
niture, and meeting the daily needs
of the family is simply more than
his salary will cover,

Fortunately, Norma 'Davis of
Banner knew of this family’s need
and she offered more than sympa-
thy.

“Would you like to help this fam-
ily? They lost everything,” came the
invitation from Davis as she began
to approach her family and friends.
Before she knew it, she had a pro-
ject involving her church, pastor
and the community.

Pastor Amold Turner Jr. readily
gave his permission to help the
children under the auspices of
Allen First Baptist Church. She

Vance, however. pointed out that
very few people know that the local
transfer station takes metal prod-
uets, including large appliances, “all

Chairman David Layne suggest-
ed the commission advertise this
information, perhaps in conjunction
with advertising by Waste
Management. the company that col-
lects local garbage.

with prisoners to clean up illegal
dumpsites. He said they removed
two truckloads of debris off Cow
Mountain the first day and that they
are also working at a site on Little
Mud Creek.

He said he is trying to follow up
on illegal sites that have been
reported to him. He added that sev-
eral prisoners have said they would
like to continue working on roadside
trash pick up after the formal
cleanup campaign is over.

Barney Walker suggested that the
county put up some kind of barrier
to dumping at wide road shoulders.
“Usually, if there's a wide place
where people can pull over, they’ll
start a dump,” Walker said. “Maybe
if we could put in a ditch or mound,
they couldn’t get in.”

May said that dumping along
Cow Mountain was curtailed to
some extent after the state put up
guardrails along part of the road.
“The state is reluctant, though, to
seal off every wide spot.” May said,
“because people need some place to
pull over if they have car trouble.”

Referring to the recent PRIDE
grants, worth more than $100,000
for county cleanup, citizen Hubert
Puckett asked. “How long are the
grants going to keep paying for
this?”

Vance said the county's plan is to
“gel as many people as possible to
sign up for garbage pickup.” He
called participation in countywide
door-to-door pickup “the only way
to stop the problem™ of illegal
dumping.

He said he hopes that soon resi-
dents will have to sign up for
garbage collection before they get
electricity or other basic utilities.
Completion of the 911 database will
also allow the county to “track down
people who are not participating.”

He said that persons found
dumping illegally now must clean
up the dump and pay for garbage
collection a year in advance.

Vance added. however, that the
county’s worst public problem
remains roadside litter. “The dumps
are usually out of view to most peo-
ple, but the litter in the ditches is
everywhere,” he said.

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"Kentucky collects record $198 million in child support

Child-support  collections in
Kentucky exceeded $198 million in
federal fiscal year 1998, according
1 a report from the state Cabinet
for Families and Children.

Total collections rose 12.8 per-
cent during the year ending
September 30, $22 million more
than the previous year, according to
the report from the Cabinet's
& Division of Child Support. Money

collected by the division goes
directly 1o the custodial parent in
non-welfare cases; in cases in
which the custodial parent receives
welfare, the money is used to reim-
burse the federal and state govern-
ments for the welfare payments
they made.

Non-welfare collections have
increased by 41.8 percent over the
last three years, more than $60 mil-

Welfare collections over the
same period have remained con-
stant despite a 29,2 percent drop n
the welfare caseload, The division
recovered 27.8 percent of the regu-
lar welfare benefits paid to families
through child-support collections
during federal fiscal year 1998,
Improvements in Kentucky's
New-Hire Reporting Program
resulted in an 24.3 percent increase
in the number of new hires reported
in 1998; 42,462 child-support cases
were maiched with the 406,142

newly hired employees reported in

1998. New-hire ~ reporting by
employers provides a critical link
both in locating non-custodial par-
ents and in withholding child-sup-
port payments from their wages,
Wage-withholding collections
increased by 15.9 percent, from
$71.5 million to $82.8 mmilion.
Wage withholding continues to be
the most effective child-support
collection method.

Kentucky's benefit-cost ratio
also increased this year. For every
dollar spent, Kentucky's child-sup-
port program collected $4.17.

That’s up from a $4.07-t0-$1 ratio

the prior vear.

Kentucky families and children
are not the only one benefiting from
inereased child-support collections;
taxpayers benefit as well. Families
receiving child-support are less
likely to require public assistance.

Welfare reform provides for
many improvements in the child-
support program to aid states in the
collection and enforcement of
child-support obligations, which
ultimately will enable more families
to move off welfare. The federal
requirements were enacted in
Kentucky during the 1998 General
Assembly in the formn of House
Bills 159 and 161.

According to Division Director
Steven Veno, receiving child-sup-
port is critical for many families if
they are to achieve self-sufficiency.
With new collection and enforce-
ment tools still in the early stages of
implementation, Veno sees dramat-
ic improvements in the child-sup-
port program in the very near
future,

“Armed with sophisticated
tracking systems, improved tech-
nology and new enforcement tools,

Buckhorn’s Gabbard joins ‘exclusive’ team

Jeffrey Gabbard, director of
Therapeutic Recreation at  the
Buckhorn Children’s Foundation,
has been named to an exclusive
team: he’s one of five child welfare
workers across the country to
receive an “Outstanding Service
Award” from the Child Welfare
[.eague of America.

Gabbard, 34, was named winner
of the Southern Region, which is
made up of 14 states. Individuals
were also chosen from four other
regions across the country. These
five winners were picked from
among the 1.000 public and private
non-profit member agencies that
make up the Child Welfare League
of America (CWLA).

The Washington, D.C.-based
association—through participating
agencies like Buckhorn—assists
over 2.5 million abused and
neglected children and their fami-
lies each year.

Gabbard, who received his
award at CWLA's recently held
national convention in Washington,
D.C., was humbled by the honor.

“] didn"t even know I had been
nominated. While it is very excit-
ing, 1 also feel undeserving.”
Gabbard said. “This is a result of
the environment here. This is an
agency victory; I'm surrounded by
a lot of good people who work hard,
day after day.”

Such comments don’t surprise
Charles Baker, president and chief
executive officer of Buckhorn
Children’s Foundation, which cares
for abused and neglected children
throughout the state of Kentucky.

“Jeff loves working with the
children, and has a deep sense of
loyalty to the staff here, He exem-
plifies everything we stand for at
Buckhorn.”

Mark Riley, director of the
Southern Region for CWLA, said
Gabbard stands out among his peers
because of his penchant for being
“creative, innovative and having a
passion for working with children.”

Added Riley: “He's a real spe-
cial fellow, and given Jefl's reputa-
tion of outstanding service on
behalf of the children of Kentucky.
this award is very deserving.”

In regard to “creativity” in teach-
ing, Gabbard focuses a lot of time
and energy on working with chil-
dren in “group™ settings. “These
kids have a lot of emotional bag-
gage. we try to get them to express
themselves in a positive way. We
want them (o come fo grips with
their past, but realize that they do
have a future.”

He added: “Leaming 1o cope in
group settings is very important,
We teach them that as they go
through life they will be involved in
many, many groups—work, family,
church—the list goes on and on;

they need to learn how 1o problem
solve in these situations, as well as
overcome the many hurdles life has
to offer.”

Learning to “cope” and over-
coming “hurdles” i1s something
Gabbard experienced first hand
upon being diagnosed with
Hodgkin's disease in 1987. At the
time, Gabbard was a senior at
Eastern Kentucky University and a
newlywed of nine months.

“We decided 10 take it one day a

time, remain positive and not lose
our sense of humor.” he said in ref-
erence (o the cancer that has since
been in remission.

It's a philosophy that is very evi-
dent in his work. as Gabbard never
stops looking for ways to break
down the walls that abused and suf-
fering children build around them-
selves. “A lot of people think recre-
ation is PE. Our program goes a lot
further.”

One example is the “Artists in
Residence” program, sponsored by
the Kentucky Arts Council.
Gabbard coordinates the placement
of “artists” on the Buckhorn cam-
pus for extended visits. While there,
the artists—who range from musi-
cians, to story tellers, to dancers—
involve the children via their art-
form in a therapeutic way.

“We want them to express them-
selves. It may come through music,
dance. story telling or creative writ-
ing—it doesn’t matter. The impor-
tant thing is that children get a
sense of involvement,” Gabbard
said.

Just to be nominated for the
CWLA award is an honor; winning
it is a great accomplishment,”
CWLA's Riley said. Nominees
must fit the following criteria: Have
direct and regular contact with chil-
dren, youth, and/or their families;
provide casework, educational,
health and/or individual, group and
family counseling services; possess
a bachelors or graduate degree in 4
child welfare related field.
Nominees may include social work-
ers, psychologists, teachers, nurses,
counselors or therapists.

Baker, for one, is not surprised
Gabbard joined such an exclusive
club.

“In all faimess, Jeff deserves an
award every year. He has a nearly
magical talent for making each
child feel like a very special indi-
vidual person who is capable of
being successful.* When he talks
with you, there is no doubt that you
are the center of his full attention;
and that's what every troubled child
needs and deserves.”

Pentecostals and charismatics
belieye that God still moves super-
naturally among Christuans just as
He did in the New Testament, fill-
ing them with joy and performing
miracles, They prefer robust, mod-
ern worship music.

Most lay hands on the sick for
divine healing Some speak in
tongues. Some fall to the floor,
“slain in the Spirit” by what they
believe to be God's overwhelming
pOWer. :

Traditional Southern Baptists
say God stopped most of these
practices in the first century - and
that certain Pentecostal beliefs
never were part of Christianity.

At times I think they've forgot-
ten that early Baptists were slain in
the Spirit at Kenwcky's Cane
Ridge revival almost 200 years ago,

(Methodists in the 1700s also
reported healings, speaking in
tongues and divine visions, )

Some Baptists today see charis-
matics as invaders and heretics.

In 1996, Florida Baptists
expelled three churches for adopt-
ing charismatic practices. Last
November in Georgia, the state
Baptist conyention parrowly failed
lo pass an amendment that would
have ousted all congregations that
allow Pentecostal worship.

Yet the charismatic movement
continues 10 grow among Baptists.

Even their favorite son, the Rev.
Billy Graham, has endorsed speak-
ing in tongues, divine healing and
the laying on of hands.

Chattanooga's Central Baptist
Church recently hosted a charis-
matic conference that drew 500
Southern Baptist pastors.

He
answers prayers in dramatic fash-

Here are things charismatics
could learn from traditional
Baptists:

* A broader understanding of
Seripture. No group loves and
teaches the Bible's truths better
than Baptists. Miracles can be tem-

* Common sense, Some charis-
matics allow their emotions to run
away with them; a few have gotten
downright goofy. Baptists always
have been firmly grounded in reali-
ty.

* A respect for education. Not
all learning comes from divine rev-
elation. God also gave us brains
and expects us Lo use them.

It’s our mutual enemy, the Evil
One, who tries to keep Baptists and
charismatics fussing. Too often we
cooperate with him rather than with
each other.

Spring & March Madness includes digging up Adolph Rupp’s bones

Ben Breeding's letter arrived on
schedule, it's theme as seasonably
correct as a white dogwood bloom
in Dan Boone's woods, or first
rumblings of a political campaign
on the town square,

Springtime ... March Madness ...
dig up Adolph Rupp. College bas-
ketball's Big Dance is a prime time
stage on which sanctimonious big
city sports writers bask in spring’s
glow and rehash anew the purity of
their social consciences.

The Houston Chronicle, in its
millennium money-maker pull-out
section in March, gave sports
writer Rick Telander platform to
trumpet the gloried journeys of
Jackie Robinson, Billy Jean King,
Muhammad Ali, Curt Flood and
others. In his breathy eloquence,
Telander dragged out an old prop. a
dead man, to make his case for
Texas Western. “Sometimes you
can see lime's tectonics shift,” he
wrote ... lily-white Kentucky,
whose legendary cracker coach,
Adolph Rupp, said things like,
‘you'll never see me let a black
player wear Kentucky Blue."” Said
things like? LIKE? Telander's
broad brush condemnation typifies
a national-level mentality about
Kentucky basketball, Exalt one’s
own views over the flames of
social progress using the voiceless
as kindling. *'...a cracker coach who
said things like."

Telander appeals to his audience
without so much as a ‘hey, wait a
minute!” dispute, He extends a
hateful myth that has to be a myth
because it is a safe bet Telander
never met Rupp, never saw his
teams play, but became an instant
authority on Rupp “...saying things
like..." because he read about it,
added his own spin, and because
his press badge says Sports
Illustrated or Houston Chronicle.

Breeding, who incidentally is a
UofL. graduate and fan, had ques-
tions: “Is there a documented
source for the racist quotation
which Telander and many others
have attributed to Mr. Rupp? And
second, 1§ Mr. Telander knowledge-
able enough about the Rupp era to
provide a qualified opinion?Y

TAnswerrYes, no, and it matters
only who is doing the writing and
from what ivory tower,

Yes. If one counts as reliable a
source who took his information
from the last writer who penned
some variation of Adolph Rupp as
Jim Crowe. In this case, it could be
Gerry Storch. Gerry who? Storch

has been a night editor for Gannett
News Service in Arlington, Va., the
last 10 years,

Two months ago Storch penned
a highly subjective item called All-
ime greatest college basketball
coaches which was distributed to
affiliate newspapers across the
land,

Rupp, with the second most vic-
tories of all time and four NCAA
titles, was listed ninth behind
behind such icons as Don Haskins
(8th), Jerry Tarkanian (7th) and
John Thompson (5th). Storch said
“..the grumpy Rupp achieved his
feats over four decades, ... but in a
less demanding era than today’s
game." By way of e-mails
exchanges, | asked Storch about
criteria for his list. And how could
Rupp rank behind a man who has
his own racist labels. Thompson,
and an NCAA convicted cheater,
Tarkanian, and Haskins who has
not been within 4 sniff of the Final
Four since Bobby Joe Hill picked
Louie Dampier’s pocket, I asked if
he had met Rupp and how was the
old Baron ‘grumpy?' Of course
Storch did not respond, leaving me
to assume his night job at

Gannett must be Keeping him
oo/ busy to dawdle with such silli-
ness., Breeding's second inquiry
“Telander's qualified opinion?”
Probably not. To get an authentic
and reasonable answer, meel
Robert Campbell, a UK fan in
Hazard who has made a study of
the Rupp era. Like Breeding,
Campbell is also a man who chafes
each time a member of the national
media herd digs up Rupp's bones.
... there is considerable question
as to whether Adolph Rupp was a
racist,” Campbell writes. “Fact:
Before he was hired by UK, (Rupp)
coached an Illinois high school
team (Freeport) that had an
African-American player. To para-
phrase Rupp: ‘He could play the
game, the school and the communi-
ty were behind it, so of course we
played him.' “Fact: There is a story
that Rupp issued a memo to the
SEC league office — perhaps as

early as 1961, informing them he:

was going o begin recruiting
African-Americans,” Campbéll
writes. “The league shot back a
reply that said most of the other
members would rather forfeit
games than play against blacks.
Unfortunately, this story is
unsubstantiated by evidence.
“Fact: In 1956 (for Alabama), 1959
(for Mississippi  State), 1960

(Auburn), and perhaps at least one
other vear, Rupp’s teams represent-
ed the SEC in the NCAA tourna-
ment. The conference champions in
those years refused the NCAA bids,
because of the possibility of play-
ing against blacks. Rupp, obvious-
Iy, held no such ridiculous qualms.
Rupp’s team had already played St,
John's with an African-American
(Solly Walker) on its team - in
Lexington - as early as 1951. “The
University of Louisville integrated
its scholarship athletics in 1962 and
Western Kentucky integrated its
men's basketball program by sign-
ing Clem Haskins in 1963.

“A thought: Why did it take so
long for those colleges to integrate
their athletic programs? Again, it
was ebvious to UK and Rupp that
the scholarship athletic programs
must be integrated. Rupp recruited
(unsuccessfully and briefly) Wes
Unseld in 1964."

NOTE: In 1965 Butch Beard of
Breckinridge County was all but
signed by UK to become the break-
through African-American student-
athlete in the SEC, At the eleventh
hour Beard signed with Louisville.
In a conversation with this colum-
nist several years ago, Beard said
he changed his mind, “.simply
because | didn't want to be a pio-
neer. The SEC's first black player. |
didn’t want to go through that.”

In the final analysis, maybe pas-
sage into a new century will make
less urgent and popular March
insanity to dig up Adolph Rupp.
Maybe it will become less fashion-
able to retell stories as mythical
and exaggerated as Oliver Stone’s
JFK is to outraged political histori-
ans.

Meanwhile, just as winning bas-
ketball is part of the UK legend,
native Kentuckians like Dan
Breeding must enjoy the present,
seethe quietly when the digging
starts and Adolph Rupp’s bones are
laid bare under dogwood blossoms.

Footnote: Legendary UCLA
coach John Wooden in reply to the
question: Who among your peers
did you respect the most? included
in his response “Adolph Rupp from
the University of Kentucky.™

Tee’s Fishing Tips...

Cold temperatures move fish from points

by Tee Watkins

A couple of weeks ago I was
in Tennessee practicing for a
tournament on Watts Bar, one of
my favorite lakes. The water
temperature was in the high 40s
and the air temperature wasn't
much higher, The skies were
hazy and the wind calm.

I was able to locate some fish
holding on secondary points in
small creeks off the main river,
By 1 p.m.. I had caught seven
fish on crank baits and felt pretty
good about the next day’s compe-
tition, so I decided to quit early
and get ready for the next dav.

Once back at my room, I
checked the weather and discov-

ered the worst: A major cold
front was to pass through that
night. I knew things would
change.

Sure enough, the next morn-
ing, the air lemperature was 35
with a wind chill well below
freezing and the skies were clear.

After a lengthy boat ride to the
area | had- fished the previous
day, I quickly discovered my fish

points to the closest channel cuts
and suspended on any wood
cover they could find.

By making repeated casts to
old trees that had fallen on these
channel cuts, and causing the
crank  bait to bounce off the

limbs, 1 was able to trigger
enough strikes to boat a limit of
fish and do well in the tourna-
ment.

So, next time you're on a trip
and faced with cold front condi-
tions, try this technique, it may
work for you.

Remember, after a major cold
front, fish usually suspend over
the deepest water in the area they
are in and become inactive. They
must be (riggered into biting.
This usually requires some sort
of erratic retreat of the lure you
are using, jerk baits and crank
baits are good lures for this situ-
ation.

April in the past. This could lead to
disaster in the home orchard. Frost
damage is one of the leading caus-
es in lack of fruit production,

The flowers of fruit trees are
very sensitive to spring frosts,
Temperatures below 29 degrees F
will prevent fruit formation, The
frost does not have to occur during
full bloom for the damage to occur.
Once the flower buds begin to
swell and develop there is a risk of
damage. You may not even see the
damage, because the
flowers may open
normally, but be
= unable to set fruit. If

| you suspect that you
B have had a frost, wait
gl till the fpllowing day
to examine the trees,
Flowers with dark
brown to black cen-
ters will probably not
set fruit.

Warm  tempera-
tures followed by
sudden drops will also
kill flowers while they
are still dormant. In this instance,
the flowers will never open in the
spring, Extremes in temperatures
during  December, January,
February and March can also dam-
age flowers.

Try to plant fruit trees on the
most frost free section on your
land. Look for areas that are either
close to the house or slightly ele-
vated. Do not plant trees in low
areas of the yard. Plant on the
north side of the hill when possi-
ble, as this keeps the soil and trees
from warming up as quickly,

Plant fruits and varieties that are
adapted to our area. Apricols are
usually not very successful in the
home orchard, because they bloom
too early and their flowers are
killed by spring frosts. Cherries are
usually next to bloom followed by
plums, pears, peaches and apples.
We have consistent late spring
frosts, so it is best to plant (rees
that bloom later.

There are also differences with-
in varieties. For example. in apples
Mclintosh bloom before Romes,
Therefore, in questionable areas
plant the later blooming varieties.

An
addictive problem develops when
the time spent in the virtual life
removes one from the responsibili-
ties of real life. It seems that the
Internet addict takes on the values,
standards, language, signs, and arti-
facts of the cyberspace culture and
adapts to the current norms of the

example, a bright college professor
was aware that a major sign of her
depression was her habit of staying
on the Internet for four to five hours
at a time every day during the sum-
mer when her time was unstruc-
tured. In this way, she could avoid
coping with others and not attend to
her problems and needs. The pro-
fessor was typical of the more-than
90 percent who become addicted to
the two-way communication func-
tions of the “Net"-chat room, Multi-
User Dungeons, newsgroups, and
E-mail. These locations offer the
Internet's greatest attraction of per-
ceived anonymity. where people
feel comfortable acting out in ways
and saying things they would never
consider actually displaying. Do
you use the Internet to obtain infor-
mation and/or entertainment or do
you use it to escape the ‘“real”
world?

As with others with addictive
behaviors, Internet abusers tend to
have common characteristics. “For
those who felt unattractive, it was
perceived easier to pick up another
person through cybersex than real
life.” A couple of years ago, a young
man in his 30’s came for therapy
due to general emotional problems,
Within the past year, he came again
with his wife when they were in the
process of getting a divorce. He had
become acquainted with “another
female from Ohio” on the Internet.
After meeting half-way between
their homes several times, the to-be-
ex-husband’s new female friend and
her young adolescent son moved to
the area 1o live with him. Now.
about seven months later, our
“cybernet couple” is supposedly
fighting and arguing as he and his
ex-wite did. Their sons, her 13-
year-old and his 6-year old, make-
up the audience and are involved
with their parents’ troubles.

Besides sexual issues, Internet
provides opportunities for people to
create and unknowingly test new

personal relationships established
via the Internet were especially
attractive to people who might find
it difficult to establish other social
circles. Most likely, one very dys-
functional family, comprising of
parents and |5-year-old son, illus-
trate what commonly happens in
such households, For example, no
one in this family has been interact-
ing appropriately for years: the
father and mother have not set con-
sistent limits for their child; and the
son now stays in his room as soon
as he comes in from school, The son
spends his time on the Internet and
playing games with a same-aged
friend. There is no sense of family,
and all three are severely depressed.
They are having a difficult time
changing their habits and attitudes.
Again the son is able to escape via
the computer and its Internet,

Now is the time for you decide if
you or someone you know are like-
Iy to be a Net Abuser. The following
are typical characteristics of patho-
logical Internet use: using the
online services everyday without
any skipping; losing track of time
after making a connection; going
out less and Jess; spending less and
less time on meals at home or at
work, eating in front of the monitor;
denying spending too much time on
the Net; others complaining of you
spending too much time in front of
the monitor; checking on your mail-
box too many times a day: you think
you have got the greatest web site in
the world and dying to give people
your URL; logging onto the Net
while- already busy ‘at- werk; and
sneaking online when spouse or
family members are not at home,
with a sense of relief. (Sneaking has
been reported by husbands during
the night to do checks on info wives
are not likely to enjoy.) Similar to
other addictive situations, if you are
having problems with the Internet,
do something about it. Most addic-
tions need help to go away!

OSHA and ergonomics—A policy could cripple business-+

One of the hottest topics in the
nation’s capital—now that the
Monica Lewinsky scandal has been
put to rest—is ergonomics. You're
probably thinking...what the heck is
ergonomics? Derived from the
Greek words “ergos” (work) and
“nomos” (laws), it is the study of
how laws of nature effect people
and their work environment. In
plain English, it's how the body
interacts with workspace, assembly
lines, machines, computers, tools
and furniture.

The big fuss is over & new
ergonomics  draft  regulation
released by the Occupational Safety
and Health Administration (OSHA)
that would require employers to
take significant, and perhaps,
unnecessary, steps to deter workers
from experiencing injuries to the
back, neck, wrist and arms in the
workplace. Such injuries are termed
musculoskeletal disorders and
carpal tunnel syndrome is an exam-
ple of one such injury, though its
causes are still not fully understood.

While the ergonomics issue has
reached the height of controversy, it
certainly isn't a new focus for
OSHA, which has been trying to
lock-in a final rule for years without
success. Industry and members of
Congress have continued to block
0OSHA's efforts due to insufficient
scientific evidence regarding the
relationship between work activi-
ties and the development of muscu-
loskeletal disorders.

The newly proposed draft regu-
lation applies to general industry,
such as jobs on assembly lines and
in baking, sewing, meatpacking and
package handling. If implemented,
the rulemaking would be one of the
most burdensome regulations to
ever hit American businesses, from
both a financial and logistical stand-
point, without any guarantee that
the ergonomics problem will be
solved. The impact on small busi-
ness likely would be the most
severe, The rule may be ready for
public comment by the fall of 1999,

In the draft, a single work-relat-
ed musculoskeletal disorder
(WMSD) triggers the requirement
to implement a program to control
ergonomic hazards, and the pro-
gram must continue until no
WMSDs have been reported for
three years.

Al Lundeen of the National
Coalition on Ergonomics told The
Washington Post that OSHA “wants
employers to solve something that
the medical community says they
need to know more about to simply
understand. We just don’t know
enough to regulate at this point.”

For example, it's not known for
sure whether certain pains are
caused by one’s work environment
or from any number of outside fac-
tors. Without more scientific
research, these are the types of
uncertainties that plague the
ergonomics debate.

At ‘a bare minimum, OSHA
should wait until the National
Academy of Sciences completes a
study that was approved by the U.S.
Congress last year as part of the FY
99 study on the science of
ergonomics. The research will look
into the causes of musculoskeletal
disorders and the measures employ-

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ers can take to prevenl these
injuries. Representative Roy Blunt
(R-MO) recently introduced a
bipartisan bill in the Congress to
require OSHA to await the result of
the study before promulgating such
a rule.

While employers have concern
for the health of their workers, they
caution that additional regulation
may unnecessarily harm their busi-
nesses. The food industry, for
example, is one of the most over-
regulated industries in the country.
More unfounded, burdensome regu-
lation is a frighten-
ing prospect,

OSHA inspectors. It would require
all American businesses to become
full-time experts in ergonomics, a
field for which there is little, if any,
credible evidence.

In addition to criticizing the pro-
posed standards, Food Distributors
International, a national trade asso-
ciation representing hundreds of
companies—both large and small—
also took offense with a comment
by Assistant Sccretary of Labor
Charles Jeffress that he isn’t inter-
ested in hearing from trade associa-
tions on the ergonomics issue.
