Emergency
workers discuss
maps, pagers

A simple form to document
problems with pagers was distrib-
uted to the county's emergency per-
sonnel at the Wednesday evening
meeting of the Floyd County 911
Advisory Council.

“This is a paper trail we can use
to specify problems.” County 911
Coordinator Bill Dotson told the
representatives of fire departments,
rescue squads, ambulance services,
and police departments.

The form is a response 1o con-
tinuing complaints aboul the pagers
workers have 1o rely on for notifi-
cation of emergencies, Dotson
asked the individual departments to
appoint a contact person who will
collect the forms and get them to
him,

Dotson said the forms could be
faxed, mailed or dropped off at his
office at 361 N. Lake Dr. in
Prestonsburg. He said he will then

pass the forms ‘along to
Appalachian Wireless for the com-
pany to address problems.

P.R. Delong of the pager compa-
ny was present at the meeting and
said he intends to meet with each
volunteer fire department in the
county to discuss the paging ser-
vice. He set up meetings with sev-
eral departments and asked that
representatives of other fire depart-
ments and emergency agencies call
him at 1-800-452-2355 to schedule
4 meeting.

Representatives of ambulance
services expressed frustration over
the lack of an accurate, up-to-date
map of the county that delineates
service territories.

One woman said there have
been “problems with ambulance
services going into another’s terri-
tories.”

Dotson said that little can be
done until the database of correct
911 addresses is complete and an
official map is available. The
Kentucky State Police dispatcher in
Pikeville does not presently “get on

McBride, who worked for the now-
defunct P&B ambulance Service,
responded o a call on February 20
three years ago to the residence of
John Reynolds in Martin,

McBride and Joseph transported
Reynolds, who had been shot, to a
hospital, where the victim could not
be resuscitated, They were later
arrested on charges that they tam-
pered with evidence on the con-
tention that Reynolds was already
dead when he was taken to the hos-
pital,

A Floyd County Grand Jury,
however, failed to indict the pair.

Joseph and McBride then filed
suit in federal district court in
Pikeville, claiming, among other
things, that Coroner Nelson and
Kentucky State Police Trooper
David Maynard had conspired
against them.,

After Federal Judge Joseph M.

Hood dismissed the suits, the med-
ical technicians filed an appeal with
the federal Appeals Court in
Cincinnati. A mixed ruling at that
level appeared to have found Nelson
immune from prosecution, but
Joseph and his attorney, Henry
Hughes of Lexington, think other-
wise.

Joseph's suit accuses Nelson of
“falsely, maliciously and without
probable cause™ instituting the origi-
nal case against Joseph.

As a result of the original judicial
proceedings, Joseph said he “was
subjected to ridicule, scorn and con-
tempt by those knowing of the crim-
inal charges, experienced mental
anguish and emotional distress, lost
wages, and incurred medical expens-
(A

Joseph also charges that Nelson
slandered him by allegedly carrying
on conversations about him with
other persons, including referring to

the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC), the Floyd
County Health Department is dis-
tributing free smoke detectors to
county residents. :

The health department received
480 of the smoke detectors to give
away, but they have a waiting list
that must be filled before they can
distribute them to the public-at-
large.

The detectors are battery operat-
ed and come with a 9-volt battery.
People who have trouble installing
the device in their homes can receive
assistance from their local fire
departments, according to Carol
Holbrook, director of the Floyd
County Health Department.

Holbrook advises homeowners to
place the detectors in a central loca-
tion in their homes.

“Bathrooms are not good and,
obviously, kitchens are not good
places,” Holbrook said.

She suggested the detectors be
installed in hallways near bedrooms.

The state Department for Public
Health, through the State Injury
Prevention Program at the Kentucky
Injury Prevention and Research
Center, part of the University of
Kentucky Chandler Medical Center,
is coordinating the smoke detector

distribution project in Kentucky.

The RadioShack portion of -the
project is providing 6,500 smoke
alarms to residents of about 27 east-
ern and central Kentucky counties.

The number of alarms provided
to each county depended on the pop-
ulation, the severity of the county’s
fire safety problem, and the ability
of local organizations to-install the
alarms. The valte of the contribution
is estimated to be $78,000.

Pike County was selected to
receive smoke alarms through the
CDC’s portion of the project. A few
counties with a high rate of fire and
a low rate of smoke detectors will
receive 5.000 smoke detectors per
year for three years. Because of its
ize, Pike County was selected for
the three-year distribution.

Pike County received
smoke alarms this year.

The state Fire Marshall's office
will also buy smoke alarms to dis-
tribute to the elderly. As part of the
project, firefighters have agreed to
install the smoke alarms to ensure
the detectors are installed correctly.

For instance, CableVision,
which provides television cable ser-
vice in the Prestonsburg area, had
about 140 pieces of mail returned
this month because of incorrect
addresses, dccording to manager
Dan Perry.

Like many other businesses that
send out thousands of pieces of
mail a month. Cable Vision asks the
post office to inform it of address
changes. CableVision envelopes are
printed with the words “Return
Service Requested,” which means
the post office antomatically retums
the mail to the sender.

Prestonsburg Postmaster Edith
Risner said that with that particular
designation. in use since July of last
year, the post office has to return
the mail even when it knows the
intended recipient’s correct address.

The new address is attached o
the returned mail, but the sender
has 1o pay 1o have it sent again. This
was the situation last fall when
thousands of property tax nssess-
ments were returned because the
state furnished the local PVA's
office with envelopes carrying the
“Return Service Requested™ mes-
sage.

Perry said the returns not only
add extra expense to the company,
but also delay the mail getting o
the recipient by up o a week or
more. “We, along with other busi-
nesses, want people in the commu-
nity to know that they need to find
out their new address and to use it.”
Perry said.

Dotson said that perhaps the
biggest problem is with renters, His
office knows the correct addresses
for residences and businesses in the
city, but he doesn’t necessarily
know who lives there. Often a land-
lord doesn't know the new address,
nor does the tenant.

Even the phone company, which
assists 911 with addressing, some-
times gives tenants incorrect infor-
mation, Dotson said. “If you give
the telephone representative in
Tennessee what you think is the
right address and it's within the
range of numbers that i1t"s supposed
to be, they might not check any fur-

“Address Service Reguested,”
for instance, means that the post
office will deliver the mail to the
correct address (inasmuch as it is
known) and will send notification
of the change to the sender.
“Forwarding Service Requested”
means the mail is forwarded but
notification of the change of
address is not furnished to the
sender.

With “Change Service
Requested,” the mail is not for-
warded and is' not returned to the
sender. However, for a fee, the
sender will be informed of the
address change,

To find out their cormrect 911 W
address, persons who live in
Prestonsburg city limits should call
Gary Dotson at 886-0442. Those
who live outside the county seat
may call Bill Dotson, the county's
911 coordinator, at 886-0926. Both
coordinators offer the opportunity
to record a message if they are not
in their offices,

One thing none of us can
ndo is the past. We can try
to atone for it, we can com-
pensate, we can overcome,
we can accept, we can move
on. We cannot undo.

In the first quarter or so of
this century, for the basest of

putting a state college in the
heart of the mountains.
Instead, they approved
one on the edge of the ridges
n Morehead, not a bad
choice actually to serve
needy Kentuckians in the
northeast sector. They ap-
proved another within holler-
ing distance of Lexington,
and, ironically, tagged it as
Eastern Kentucky, a place
few in that part of the state
wish to be identified with.
Self-serving politics s
what left this vast area of
eastern and southeastern
Kentucky without a state col-
lege. But, we certainly know
how that works. After all, our
folks could teach the class.
Now, as it does periodical-
ly, the idea that a new four-
year state university should
rise up among the strip mines
has been broached again. A
good reporter only needs to
ripple the waters a dab before
the tidal waves crash in with
sound bites and pull quotes
touting the benefits of higher
education for the higher ele-
vations.

(As with most things here,
you don't have to look too
closely to see the benefits
that would accrue to the pro-
ponents.)

Yes, this region was sold
out long ago when our elect-
ed officials put politics above
~ solid planning. But trying to
gcomﬂ:l that error now won't

" undo the original damage and
it won't make everything
hunky-dory.

There are many things we
—rraa

need to do before we even
consider building a four-year
college in the mountains,
First, we have to do some-
thing about our system of
pre-college education. Most
of the counties in this region,
including Floyd, still have

drop-out rates of 50 percent
or thereabouts. That means
roughly half of our youth
don’t finish high school. let
alone aspire to college,

Most of our schools are
not beginning to meet the ed-
ucational needs of a goodly
proportion of students who
are having trouble with the
basic skills of reading, writ-
ing and math.

An article in last Sunday’s
Courier-Journal  indicated
that the military is having
difficulty, for the first time,
with recruiting mountain
youth. One of the reasons is
that many can't pass the mil-
itary entrance exam. At one
high school, which is —
whether we want to admit it
or not — typical, more than
half of the juniors who take
the Armed Services Voca-
tional Aptitude Test fail it.

It is estimated that more
than half of our adult popula;
tion reads at less than a sixth-
grade level, making them
functionally illiterate, by def-
inition. That means they have
trouble understanding most
documents, they don’t read
books or newspapers, and
they likely don’t impress the
importance of reading on
their children and grandchil-
dren.

At higher education insti-
tutions across the state, the
number of students who have
to take remedial, non credit
courses before they can ad-
vance to college level cours-

CHANGES IN OUR SCHOOLS
A COMMENTARY BY THE COMPANY WE KEEP

by Robert F. Sexton

The latest report on American education has just
been published. The report, Quality Counts, focuses
on how states measure student leaming and how
schools are being held accountable for it.

The report show that almost every state in Amer-
ica is trying to do what Kentucky began with its

school reform in 1990—establish high academic -

standards; demand that every child reaches them;
improve teaching so that all children learn; provide
incentives for good teaching; aid schools so they can
reach their goals rather than regulating every step
they take; push most decision to the local level.

In Quality Counts states are ranked and graded
for their performance. What leaps out from the re-
port's pages is how much Kentueky's situation has
changed since 1990. Kentucky is in the upper divi-
sion among other states in most categories in the re-
port.

Kentucky is in a different league than it was in
past generations. Kentucky has moved out of the
minor leagues and into the majors. While the report
gives Kentucky good marks in many areas and poor
ones in others, the Commonwealth is in the compa-
ny of states to which it wants to be compared.

On some indicators, Kentucky is in the top group
with states like Georgia, North Carolina, Texas, and
Connecticut. For years many Kentuckians wistfully
looked to North Carolina as the South’s leader in ed-
ucational and economic progress. Kentucky is now
running even with North Carolina in many ways al-
though not, by a long shot, on all signs of progress.

For comparing academic achievement Quality
Counts uses the National Assessment of Educational
Progress, a commonly accepted national test taken
by students in 40 states. Here too Kentucky has bro-
ken out of its historic residency in the nation's edu-
cational cellar. We used to compare ourselves only to
Mississippi and Arkansas. (Remember “Thank God
for Mississippi™? In Mississippi, to be fair, folks ex-
cused their educational failure with “Thank God for
Kentucky.")

But now Kentucky has scores that are in the ball-

park with states like Delaware, Rhode Island, Geor-
gia, Virginia and, yes, even North Carolina, Ken-
tucky is still not at the national average, and there’s
a long way to go on the student achievement front
for all states. But we're in the right company, Big

. ‘problems appear in Kentucky’s numbers for middle

schools (terribly weak), in the large achievement gap
between girls and boys (girls win big time, by the
way), and in the failure to raise scores for minority
children.

But all-in-all, as one of the poorest states in the
nation (whose school children are therefore harder to
educate well), Kentucky can do some cheering,

While Quality Counts reports much that Ken-
tucky educators can celebrate, my emphasis is still
on what has not been achieved. We have a long way
to go before we have the schools Kentucky children
and their parents need and deserve.

For instance, Kentucky gets high marks for new
approaches in teacher education, ranking as one of
the top five states in this category. But this doesn't
mean Kentucky, or any other state, is preparing fan-
tastically qualified teachers. The rankings do show, I
hope, that we are poised to make gains in preparing
teachers better.

The report also shows we need to make our acad-
emic standards more clear to teachers. Kentucky
also gets low marks for what's called “school cli-
mate,” measured on criteria like parent involvement,
students feeling involved in school, and class size in
middle school. Most other states also do poorly on
these measures, but that's no excuse for poor perfor-
marnce.

If imitation is the sincerest form of flattery, then
we're getting it, Most states are now in some way or
another imitating Kentucky. They are also learning
much from our mistakes. Being a model for others is
bittersweet; the flattery is nice; the mistakes are
painful.

However, as actress Zsa Zsa Gabor has said: “T've
been rich and I've been poor, and rich is better.”

A Quilts and Stories exhibition
comes to the Mountain Arts Center
beginning today, Friday, Apnl 9.

Quilts and Stories combines the
art of quilting with creative writing
1o tell stories in fabric and words.
The project began in the hills of
Leslie County at the Red Bird
Mission Senior Center, where a
group of women gathered several
times 4 week to quilt and talk.

Judy Sizemore, a writer-in-resi-
dence with the Kentucky Aris
Council, often visited the women at
the Mission and admired their saucy
tales as much as their fine needle
craft.

Sizemore thought it would be an
adventure for these women to meet
quilters from other parts of the state
and to work with Rebekka Seigel, a
nationally-acclaimed professional
quilter with a unique approach to
art,

Seigel' began her career in quilt
making in the traditional fashion.
She made her first quilt when she
was pregnant with her first child.
She used patterns handed down by
her grandmother, and she soon rec-
ognized the potential for quilts “not
just as bed covers but as ways to
express things.”

Her pictorial appliqué quilts tell
the story of her life and her evoly-
ing interests. As an artist-in-resi-
dence with the Kentucky Arts
Council, Seigel teaches school chil-
dren and adults across the slate the
basics of her design techniques,

In order to realize her ambition
for the quilters at the Mission,
Sizemore applied for a grant from
the Kentucky Foundation for
Women that would bring together
the women and quilters from
Louwsville for several workshops
with Seigel. The grant also allowed
Sizemore to develop a written piece
to accompany and interprel the
quilts.

The group met for the first time
last summer at the Hopscotch
House outside Louisville. In the
fall, the quilters traveled to Eastern
Kentucky and stayed at the Red
Bird Mission for another round of
quilting workshops and another
opportunity (o interact,

When Seigel first introduced the
concept of making quilts from their
own designs, the reaction was var-
ied. While some took right off with
the notion, others were intimidated.
The quilters had always used pat-
terns. Many had never appliquéed.

Need tax
forms in a
hurry?

Do you need state tax forms
fast? Try the Kentucky Revenue
Cabinet’s (KRC) Web site or
TaxFax. All 1998 Kentucky indi-
vidual income tax forms are avail-
able from TaxFax, KRC's fax-on-
demand system, and from KRC's
World Wide Web site.

These two options are ideal for
last minute tax filers who suddenly
realize they do not have all the
forms they need. The KRC Web
site also offers a direct link to the
IRS, so that Federal tax forms can
be downloaded at the same time.

TaxFax allows callers with
touch-tone telephones and fax
machines to receive KRC tax forms
immediately. Callers without fax
machines may use this sgrvice to
request forms 1o be mailf'j.

To use TaxFax, dial 502/564-
4459 from any touch-tone phone.
The call does not need to be made
from the fax machine which will
receive the forms.

An automated attendant guides
callers through the available
options, including obtaining a cur-
rent catalog of available forms with
comresponding document numbers.
Up to three documents may be
ordered per call.

After selecting the documents,
callers enter the fax number 10
which the forms are sent. Next,
callers enter a telephone extension
number to designate who receives
the faxed forms. TaxFax then sends
the requested documents to the
caller.

Forms are also available from
KRC’s Online Taxpayer Service
Center, at http://www.state ky.us/
agencies/revenue. A link on that
page directs users to the forms.

Forms are available as PDF files
for all computer system formats
which can use Adobe Portable
Document Format files. Use of
Adobe Acrobat Reader software is
necessary to download, view, and

print forms.

Three years ago the KHSAA abandoned the old slow-pitch girls soft-
ball and opted to the fast-pitch game because colleges were going that
direction and had no use for slow-pitch hurlers in a fast-pitch game.

I know that all the county teams, as well as throughout the |15th
Region, want to put the best they have on the mound. But I think what
we are seeing is maybe the abuse of using the best we have.

Case in point. I have watched all six of the games Betsy Layne has
played.

Stericycle has had
safety problems before

A medical waste disposal company’s claims that safe-
ty is its first concern suffered a blow this week as infor-
mation concerning the company’s past regulatory diffi-
culties surfaced.

Stericycle Inc., the nation’s second largest han-
dler of medical waste, has been fined in at least two
states — Washington and Rhode Island — alleged
violations of safety rules and procedures.

In Washington, the company is appealing a
51,100 fine assessed in 1997 for allegedly failing to
protect employees from exposure to hazardous con-
centrations of biological agents.

According to media reports, three workers at
Stericycle’s Morton, Washington, recycling plant con-
tracted fuberculosis and 13 others tested positive for the
disease. In Rhode Island. Stericycle agreed to pay a
$400,000 fine in 1995 for allegedly doctoring documents
and for failing w properly train employees.

Stericycle received appwval for a pgnml by-rule for
the location of a medical waste transfer station at Turner
