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FCHD will continue
home health visits

The Floyd County Health
Department’s home health Ser-
vices are healthy again — just
days before the service was Sup-
posed to shut its doors.

The Department of Health and
Human Service's Division of
Medicaid announced in June that
it was terminating its Medicare
provider contract with the health
department's home health services
as of July 3.

The announcement came after
the Health Care Financing
Administration (HCFA) deter-
mined the local agency was not in
compliance with its regulations in
the area of skilled nursing ser-
vices,

The noncompliance charge
came after a survey completed by
the Division of Licensing and
Regulations of the Department for
Human Resources said that a
home health nurse should have
made a home visitation when she
learned a patient refused a bath
due to some pain in the patient’s
side.

An aide had reported the
patient’s refusal to take a bath, and
the nurse questioned the aide

The former president of
Elizabethtown Community
College is moving east — at Jeast
temporarily.

Dr. Charles Stebbins was intro-
duced to faculty, staff and adviso-
ry board members at Prestonsburg
Community College yesterday as
the college’s interim president.

He replaces Dr. Deborah Floyd
who announced her sabbatical
and retirement in early June. She
left the campus Wednesday. and
Stebbins will move into her office
next Tuesday.

Stebbins came to town with
Dr. Michael McCall, president of
the Kentucky Community and
Technical College  System
(KCTCS), for a meeting with the
PCC Advisory Board yesterday at
10:30 a.m,

McCall ‘reserved the formal
announcement of  Stebbins’
appointment until after he met
" with the advisory board in execu-

tive session, although many of the
faculty and staff members in
attendance already knew about it.

After the executive session, the
advisory board voted to endorse
Stebbins' appointment. He will
serve until a permanent president
is selected through a formal
search. No timeline for a search
was given.

The college has been troubled
for several years with deep
schisms among faculty, staff and
administration. A management
audit done this spring by the state
auditor’s office spotlighted polar-
ization of the campus, where
“management and staff appear to
have little desire to successfully
deal with issues internally,”

McCall received a standing
ovation from faculty and staff
after a “pep talk,” of sorts, in the
Pike Auditorium, following the
board meeting. He told them,
“This is an important day. We
have the opportumty to refocus

Ethlcs panel toughens
code, in face of opposition

Knowing that the Floyd County Fiscal Court will most likely vote it
down and make its own amendments, the Ethics Commission went
ahead Wednesday night with plans to strengthen the county’s ethics

code.

County commissioners and Judge-Executive Paul Hunt Thompson
have made it known that they would prefer that county officials. both
elected and appointed, be allowed to hire one member of their immedi-

ate family.

The code recommended last year by the Ethics Commission and
passed by the then-fiscal court included a nepotism section that said
officials could not hire their spouses or dependent children. The issue
arose this year as Pamela Blackburn sought to work for her husband,

Sheriff John K. Blackburn.

The Blackburns contend that she was hired legally last fall by
Thompson, who was then sheriff, and thus was not technically hired by

her husband.

The Ethics Commission ruled earlier this year that Pamela
Blackbum's employment was a violation of the county code because all
of the sheriff’§ department employees automatically lose their jobs when
the officeholders change and must be hired back, even if the hiring is

implied and not necessarily formal.

Pamela Blackburn has sued to maintain her job and to receive back
pay for the time she has worked since Januvary |.

Emergency physicians help "
prepare public for fireworks

Emergency Medicine Physicians
across Kentucky want 1o make sure
Fourth of July celebrations this year
remain safe. In the past two years,
emergency departments nationwide
havé treated almost 20,000 people
for fireworks related injuries. A
majority of these injuries occur in
July during Independence Day cele-
brations.

When using fireworks, it's impor-
tant to remember that fireworks are
not toys and there is no such thing as
“safe” fireworks. Even Sparklers,
which are often handed to small chil-
dren, can reach 1,000 degrees and
may ignite clothing. In fact, 19% of
all fireworks related injuries are esti-
mated to be caused by sparklers.

“Most injuries are to the hands,”
said Tim Price, M.D.. of the
University of Louisville’s Health
Care Department of Emergency
Medicine and member of the
Kentucky Chapter of the American
College of Emergency Physicians.
“Eye injuries are the second most
common injury and are especially
dangerous: one-third resull in per-
manent blindness.”

The American College of
Emergency Physicians suggest these
do’s and don’ts to help make this

year's fireworks celebration safer:

* Do buy from reputable dealers,
Never purchase or use illegal or
unlabeled fireworks. Notify the
police of anyone selling them.

* Do read the labels and follow all
waming instructions. Most injuries
occur because of improper use,

* Do check for spilled gasoline
before lighting a match.

* Do keep a bucket of water or
fire extinguisher nearby,

+ Do light fireworks one at & time
and stand several feet from the
explosive.

* Do dispose of fireworks proper-
ly.

* Do store unused fireworks in a
cool dry place.

* Do get a baby sitter for infants
and young children if you are going
1o a fireworks show. The noise can
be very disturbing for them as well
as for pets.

* Don't give fireworks 1o small
children—older children should
always be supervised by anadult.

» Don’t light fireworks indoors or
near other abjects; stay away from
houses and flammablé materials.

» Don't light fireworks near dry
grass or leaves.

* Don't wear loose clothing while

using fireworks.

* Don't detonate fireworks in
glass or metal comainers, the frag-
ments can cause severe injury.

* Don’t try to relight or handle
malfunctioned fireworks. Soak them
with water and throw them away. ®

* Don't carry fireworks in a pock="
et.

« Don't try to make your own
devices, and don't purchase kits for

making fireworks. Mixing chemicals

is very dangerous and can kill you.

Naomi Judd kicks off
second phase of KCHIP

Melissa Stephens of Frankfort
knows the value of health insurance.
That's why she was among the first
parents to enroll her children in the

Kentucky Children’s  Health

“Knowing that my Kids now have
health insurance, I can sleep better at
night; it’s just like a dream come
true,” said Stephens.

Stephens joined country music
superstar Naomi Judd to help kick
off the second phase of KCHIP, June
23, in Frankfort.

Judd, a Kentucky native and for-
mer nurse, unveiled the new KCHIP
logo and the commercials she and
her daughter, actress Ashley Judd,
prepared for a statewide public
awareness campaign.

About 1.200 volunieers from
across the state attended the kickoff
in Frankfort and seven regional sites,
which were linked by satellite. The
participants received training on dis-
tributing information, identifying eli-
gible children and helping families
apply for KCHIP coverage.

Naomi Judd told the Frankfort
crowd about her experience as a sin-
gle parent before achieving stardom
as a singer. She encouraged the vol-
unteers to seek out eligible families
and get them enrolled in KCHIP.

“We can't expect a Kid to do well
in school, we can't expect a kid to
have a good sense of sell-esteem or
self-worth 1f they're not healthy,”
said Judd, who was introduced by Lt
Gov. Steve Henry, “And that’s their
birthright, We owe it to these kids."”

An estimated 100,000 uninsured
Kentucky children are now eligible
for health coverage through KCHIP.

Cheers for Paintsville Elementary School for win-
ning the International Conference of Future
Problem-Solving competition in Ann Arbor,
Michigan. It is yet another in a long list of academic
achievements for the small, eastern Kentucky
school.

To make the latest accomplishment even more
impressive, it marks the second consecutive year the
school has won the event that features teams of gift-
ed students from throughout the United States,
Canada, Australia and New Zealand. A year ago,
Paintsville students won in community problem-
solving, another event in the international competi-
tion.

Members of the Paintsville team of fifth- and
sixth-graders were Katie Heaberlin, Sarah Blanton,
Morgan Blanton and Becca Wells with John
Compton the alternative.

In future problem solving, teams of students are
given a scenario that requires them to work through
a series of steps 1o arrive at a solution to a problem
and devise an action plan to implement it. The event
has a two-hour time limit.

The event requires intense teamwork, creative
thinking, innovative ideas and the ability to develop
a workable plan of action. There are many commit-
tees of adults that could learn a great deal about how
to get things done by participating in such an exer-
cise, This event is great training for meeting the
challenges young people will face as adults.

The topic for this year’s contest was particularly
fitting for students from a small community in east-
ern Kentucky: How to narrow the gap in the distrib-
ution of wealth to lessen its impact on poor coun-
tries By 2035. These kids should share their winning
ideas with leading adults in their community.

Paintsville Elementary has been dominant in
future problem-solving since the event began as part
of elementary academic competition. The school
won the Kentucky state title the first year of compe-
tition and has finished second twice and third once.

Academic coach Brenda Porter is a major reason
for the school’s success. She obviously knows how
to prepare students for this event and inspire them to
do their best. The string of success also is a tribute
to a lot of young people who have spent a lot of
sometimes tedious hours doing research and practic-
ing for the competition,

With two international titles, the school is not
about to rest on its past accomplishments. Porter and
her young whiz kids already are working on an idea
for next year’s community problem-solving compe-
tition, which involyes a year-long project. Expect
the school to again do well. Excellence is a tradition
at Paintsville Elementary.

NURSE ISSUE SETTLED BEFORE VOTE, READER SAYS

Editor:

The administration of Highlands Regional
Medical Center repeatedly report to the press that 17
RNs were nol allowed to vote in the May 25 election
for union representation. They tell only what they
want the public to know,

The truth of the matter is that at a hearing held at
the Floyd County Courthouse prior to the election
date being set, the hospital officials made the pro-
posal that those 17 be exempt from the voling
process as they were supervisors. The union agreed
to this proposal and a legal agreement was signed by
both parties with the names of those individuals list-
ed as being excluded, This is a matter of record at the
courthouse,

HRMC administration appealed the 46-45 vote in
favor of union representation to the National Labor
Relations Board in both Cincinnati, Ohio and
Washington, D.C. On June 4. the NLRB rendered its

decision that the RNs were certified members of
SEIU/1199.

Hospital administrators refuse to recognize the
RNs as members of the union and will not negotiate
with them as members of the bargaining unit. They
intend to spend thousands mere dollars to appeal this
decision to federal counts. It is a funny thing to me
that a business that is supposed to be in the red can
afford such expenses.

The hospital negotiating committee is comprised
of five members, but only one is allowed to speak,
the Pennsylvania lawyer. The other four members sit
in the negotiation meetings closed-mouthed as if
puppets on strings. The board of directors at HRMC
have insulted Kentuckians by bringing outsiders into
this area who do not care about the people of eastern
Kentucky.

LIFE AND DEATH

Last Friday night as 1 talked to my
aunt on the phone, her husband died. She
told me when she first called that she did
not expect him to live through the night.
She had been keeping bedside vigil for
more than a week and looking after him,
with the help of Hospice, for a couple of
months.

By watching what he ate, by making
sure he took the right pills at the right
time and by pushing the patience of his
doctors sometimes to the limit. she had
helped him steal five years of life from
the time he was diagnosed with bone can-
cer — on top of diabetes and heart prob-
lems,

Until just recently, he had continued
his post-retirement job as a handyman at
two office complexes near their modest
home, which has become steadily sur-
rounded by offices, light industry,
motels, and eateries on the west side of
Indianapolis, where airplanes fly into the
airport so close to their house that you
can almost read the numbers.

For years, she had helped him plant
flowers around the buildings in the spring
and pick up cigarette butts dropped on
the mulch and gravel and on the side-
walks, all the time complaining, with a
quirky toss of her head, about inconsider-
ate people — “ignorant people.” ‘she
called them.

In the week before he died, she called
people in the offices he tended to and, in
response, dozens filed into their house to
bid him good-bye, although no one could
be sure he knew they were there,

On Sunday and Monday at the funeral
home, men whom he had worked with
for more than 35 years at a plant owned
by Indiana Senator Luger came by to
comfort Aunt Ruby and to pay their
respects to a beloved colleague. The
plant, which helped enrich the Lugers,
had no retirement plan for its workers.

The managers of the buildings he
cared for, to supplement his Social
Security check, also came by, and one
sent Aunt Ruby a generous check in his
honor.

The couple’s neighbors paid respects
at the funeral home, most of them walk-
ing slowly, some with canes, all of them
remembering others who had gone
before.

Aunt Ruby's two stepdaughters and
their beautiful children and grandchils
dren were there, mourning in their own
way. One of the young girls, prelty,
blond, and tomboy-ish, had written and
illustrated several poems in honor of her
great-grandfather, and the family placed
them in the coffin with him.

A young man whose life had been
greatly affected by Ruby and Bob got
leave from the Army to attend the funer-
al and drove up from South Carolina. He
had done some damage to their yard
when he was a little boy, and Ruby had
marched across the street to his home and
reported his mischief to his parents. He
was forced to atone and they became fast
friends.

When he was in high school, he would
get up on snowy days in the wee hours
and help Bob shovel snow from the
walks at the buildings he was responsible
for. In the summer, the young man helped
Bob with the grass cutting and trim.

The boy says he probably would not
have finished high school if not for Ruby
and Bob's love and encouragement. He
tells everyone who will listen about a
high school class project in which he
interviewed Ruby and wrote of her grow-
ing up in Auxier and on John's Creek in

The death of Betty Robinson
Schwartz in Colorado at the age
of 87 last month offers a chance
to look at the progress in
women's athletics made during
her lifetime.

Schwartz was 16 when her
running career began.' She later
said she'd never heard of
women’s track and field compe-
tition before she was approached
by a high school coach who saw
her run for a train.

Her fourth track meet, only
four months after she began, was
the 1928 Amsterdam Olympic
Games where she weon the first
gold medal ever handed oul in
the sport for women, running the
100-meters in 12.2 seconds.

Women's sports were not
important on the national scene
at the time, though in some
states some high schools offered
women's competition in such
things as track, volleyball and
basketball.

Now consider the condition of
women's sports at the time of
Schwartz’s death. Young female
athletes compete in high school,
track, soccer, volleyball, baskel-
ball, softball, golf and swim-
ming to name a few. College
level competition is available
and scholarships are offered in
many Sports.

Women's Olympic competi-
tion in many ways rivals men's
contests in intensity and interest.
Two professional women's bas-
ketball leagues have formed,
their viability strengthened by
successive bronze and gold
medals in the sport at the 1992
and 1996 Olympics.

And, perhaps most interest-
ing, there is talk of a women's
professional soccer league. The
1999 Women's World Cup soccer

competition was held in the
United States this year and the
U.S. team came home the win-
ners.

Promoters are were hoping.
that hundreds of thousands of
fans who attended the interna-
tional contests will help per-
suade backers that a women’s
professional league could suc-
ceed.

Opportunities for women in
high school, college and profes-
sional sports have expanded dra-
matically since Schwartz first
ran for her train in 1928.

Title IX, the federal govern:
ment's gender-equality law for
educational programs, opened
doors in many places that had
been closed prior to the 1970s.

There are women athletes
honored for their athletic ability
and some who are paid for the
endorsement value of their
names. Witness the devoted fol-
lowing of Mia Hamm, perhaps
the most famous member of the
U,S. Women's World Cup team.
And the wide acclaim given
Rebecca Lobo and others of the
Women's National Baskethall
Association,

Women are being taken seri-
ously as athletes by more people.
Much has been built on the foun-
dation laid by Schwartz and all
of the young women who came
before and after her.
