Spider bites not common, but precautions ·advised 
How serious is the threat from spi­

der bites? 
Out of the hundreds of species of 

spiders in Kentucky. most are hann­
lcss- they will run away 1f given the 
t.:hoice. and their fangs arc too small 
and weak to puncture slun. But occa­
sionally people are bttlcn. 

Health's EptdemJOiogy and Health 
Planmng Branch. 

First atd measures arc washing the 
wound and applying cold compresses 
to help reduce swelling. Watch for a 
generalized reaction like shonness of 
breath. weakness. dizziness or 
headache. Keep checktng on the bite 
to see if it's like a mosquito bite or 1f 
it's 1 more severe reaction- a large 
red and/or swollen area 

Capturing the spider, dead or alive, 
and getting it identified can help the 
phystctan determine the right treat­
ment. said Auslander. 

• Brown recluse spider - IL is 
about the size of a black wido\v but 
not so readily distinguished from 
many other sp1ders. It ranges from a 
dark cre;1m color to dark brown. TI1e 
abdomen is darker than the rest of the 
body. It ha' a violin-shaped. dark 
mark on top of the leg-bearing section 
of the bodv and is sometime:- called 
the fiddler ·or violin spider 

If you spot a SUSJX."Ct sptder. it's 
very important to get a correct identi­
fication. taking extensive control 
measures. s:ud Lee Townsend. exten­
sion entomologist at the UK College 
of Agriculture. Take the spider to the 
county extension office and it will be 

sent to UK for identification. 
Some household precautions rec­

ommended by the UK experts: 
• Wear gloves and long sleeves if 

you are poking around in spider­
friendly places, whether it's a pile of 
leaves outside or indoors in <.lark clos­
ets, attics or ba'iements. 

• Reduce clutter indoors and usc a 
vacuum cleaner or broom to remove 
spiders, webs and egg sacs. 

• Install tight-fitting window 
screens and door sweeps to exclude 
spiders and other insects. 

• Discourage spiders from commg 
indoors by moving firewood, build­
ing materials. and debris away from

Most spider venom is not particu­
larly dangerous. said Mike Auslander. 
state public health veterinarian. But 
spider bites may warrant medical 
attention for a couple of reasons, he 
said. The person could have a scnous 
allergic reaction - anaphylactic 
~hock - and stop breathing. And 
there are two species that can be dan­
gerous- the black \vidow spider and 
the brown recluse. 

A six-year-old girl visiting in west­
em Kentucky died m April from a 
poisonous sp1dcr bite. 

Information from the University 
of Kentucky Department of 
Entomology gives th1s description of 
the two ''bad guys:" 

• Black widow spider - The 
female is about l/2 mch-long. shiny 
black and usually has a red hourglass 
mark on the understde of the 
abdomen. In some varieties. the hour­
glass may be reduced to two separate 
spots. Spidcrlings and males nrc 
smaller and have several red dots on 
the abdomen's upper side.

''I would advise that anyone bitten 
by a black widow or brown recluse go 
to the doctor. Other bites don't usual­
ly need a doctor's care unles.." a severe

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thing's not done," said Martin, 
whose center is located on a side 
road off the already-narrow Bays 
Branch. surrounded by carefully 
tended flower and vegetable gar­
dens. 

Martin says she has already lost 
four clients because of the condition 
of the road whtch has resulted in flat 
tires, disconnected tailpipes and an 
assortment of scratches. 

She adds that people on up the 
road haven't had mail delivery from 
the East Point Post Office for about a 
week because of the road. 

"This used to be a very quiet 
neighborhood," Martin says. "We 
didn't have any problems." 

The City of 
Prestonsburg 

The source of the upheaval in the 
community is dirt- rich. sandy soil 
being transported from the river 
bank to a mountain top on the edge 
of Prestonsburg. 

The City of Prestonsburg con­
tracted last month with Brown's 
Construction Co. of Paintsville to 
have fill dirt hauled in for the city's 
Mountaintop Project, the ambitious 
plan to transform strip-mmed hills 
into a recreational, residential and 
industrial complex. 

The dirt is becoming top soil for 
an 18-hole golf course that is now 
under construction as the first phase 
of the complex. 

Because of the destination of the 
Bays Branch dirt, many residents are 
angry with the city, claiming they are 
paying for Prestonsburg's gain. 

But City Allomey Paul Burchett 
emphasized yesterday that the city 
did not choose where the dirt comes 
from. "We s1mply let the contract for 
the work," he said. "Where the soil 
came from is not up to us." 

The city originally contracted 
with White Construction for the fill 
work, but that company backed out 
of the agreement with a little more 
than I 0 percent of the work complet-

The city council then agreed to go 
with the next lowest bidder, which 
was Brown. At the June 21 council 
meeting at which the decision was 
made, Mayor Jerry Fannin said a 
Brown official told him the company 
had a close source of dirt and would 
have lower haul fees than the other 
company. 

Burchett said the city cannot can­
cel the contract. ''If we stopped the 
contract. we would get sued (by the 
company)." he said. "l sympathize, 
but I don't know what we can do." 

The attorney said he expects the 
hauling of dirt to continue for anoth­
er "two or three months." 

The county 
Dickie Town residents have kept 

the phone hot to some county 
offices. Floyd County Judge­
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson has 
visited the site several times and met 
with the people who live along the 
road. 

He has promised residents that 
the county will repave the road once 
the hauling is done, and he has 
instructed Mike Jarrell, county road 
department head, to assist in keeping 
the road passable while the hauling 
is going on. 

Jarrell has taken his share of com­
plaints from people in the communi­
ty. "Unless we have a weight limit 
on the road, posted by the fiscal 
court, there's nothing we can do to 
stop the trucks," Jarrell said 
Wednesday. just before ordering 
work crews to dump another 20 tons 
of rock and gravel on the most recent 
holes. 

He said his workers put 220 tons 
of stone on the road last week. The 
short rain early last week made the 
sand even heavier, he said, and 
added to the problem. 

"I've told the residents that as 
soon as they (Brown) leave. we'll 
blacktop the road." Jarrell said. "I 
sympathize with the people, but we 
can't do anything.'' 

The road through the community 
is a public road, he said, and the 
company cannot be restrained from 
hauling on it. He added that the fill 
dirt is being loaded from private 
land, reportedly owned by Gene 
Webb. and that the road leading to 

the main Bays Branch is private. 
Jarrell said the county shored up 

the railroad crossing when the haul­
ing first began. 

The state 
Residents have questioned 

whether Brown has to have a permit 
to remove the dirt from the river 
bank. but a call to the Division of 
Water in Frankfort resulted in a neg­
ative response. An official with the 
division said that generally a permit 
is not required to take dirt away from 
a waterway unless the quality of 
water is affected. A permit is needed, 
however. if fill is dumped near a 
waterway. 

The residents have also lodged 
numerous complaints with the 
Kentucky State Police, claiming that 
the trucks are speeding through the 
community. KSP vehicles have mon­
itored the road. 

The Brown Company 
Mike Brown, president of Brown 

Construction. said yesterday that his 
company is doing everything it can 
to minimize the community's incon­
venience. 

"I feel like we're bending over 
backwards to appease the situation," 
Brown said. "We are doing every­
thing in our power to keep the road 

accessible. 
"We have a contract to haul ' 

100,000 cubic yards of dirt," he said, f 
adding that he has to fulfill the con­
tract. 

Brown said his drivers are "under 
strict orders to be courteous" and not 
to speed. He said that, although he is 
not required to do so, he is running a 
water truck to keep the dust down as 
much as possible. 

He also said h~ has equipment at 
the site and "we work on the road 
every day." 

Before the hauling began, Brown 
said he met with city and county 
officials. "The county assured us," ~ 
he said, "that they had the means to 
repave the road." He said he was told 
that state economic development 
funds could be used for the road 
work. 

Although state police officers 
have monitored the road at the 
request of residents, Brown said they 
have found no wrongdoing and have 
issued no citations. 

He added, however, that some 
residents have attempted to block the 
road with their vehicles so that the 
trucks could not pass, and some ~ 
"have shot the finger" at drivers. 

Brown estimates it wi11 take 
another 60 days for the dirt hauling 
to be completed. So far, 14,000 yards 
have been hauled, he said.

"We feel comfortable putting out 
for bid the water. sewer and roads," 
Sykes sa1d. 

Hughes agreed that if the bids are 
advertised th1s summer, the city will 
"probably be eligible for the pool of 
money in October," when govern­
ment grants are available. 

Sykes said he is also ready to let 
b1ds for golf course equipment, par­
ticularly mowers and other imple­
ments for taking care of the greens, 
which will be ready in a few months. 

The suggested bid list also 
includes golf carts. 65 to be bought 
and 65 to be leased. The carts are 
needed by the anticipated course 
opening next spring. 

With equipment comes the need 
for a maintenance building. The 
committee authorized Summit to 
proceed with the 4.000-square foot 
building, which is estimated to cost 
$120,000 and would be used to 
house carts and grounds equipment. 

Summit officials had on view a 
drawing of a proposed access road 
from Dewey Lake to the golf course, 
which was done by another engi­
neering company for the state high­
way department. The proposal was, 
however, deemed unsatisfactory by 
commillcc members because it 
would cut through a fatrway. 

"This would destroy the mtegrity 
of the golf course as 1t's designed," 
Hughes said. "The whole reason to 
get an access road up there is to get 
to a championship golf course. It 
won't be championship if the road 
goes through it." 

Sykes said the city needs to send 

a letter stating its position on the 
road to the highway department, 
requesting that the road not go 
through the golf course. a 

"It's time to go back and sit down 
with the governor," Hughes said, 
refening to the support Gov. Paul 
Patton has given to the project. 

Hughes also informed the com­
mittee of problems that have been 
encountered with a 12-acre parcel of 
land on the mountain site that was 
originally to have been traded with 
WDOC radio. The city was to have 
moved the radio station tower at a 
cost of $65,000. 

"I think we should abandon the 
idea of trading the WDOC property 
and shift farther north to get the 
same amount of land," he said, after 
telling the committee of other claims • 
that have been made against the 
land. 

'There's too much legal hassle," 
he said. "It doesn't seem like it's 
worth 1t." 

Hughes also reported that he was 
having problems locating Dr. • David 
Mayo whose signature is needed for 
a land deed. He said Dr. Mayo was 
thought to be traveling in Europe. 

The committee chairman said the 
city has received "30 or so" applica­
tions for the posttion of 
groundskeeper which was recently 
advertised. 

Sykes told the group that golf 
course designer Russ Cochran is to 
be in town on Tuesday to look at the 1 
course. He invited committee mem-
bers to join them on a tour of the 
course.

SCALES 
Once again. we've been shown an example 

that justice is not consistent, that it IS not clearly 
defined and that it changes with regard to who is 
judging and who is being judged. 

There has been no evidence presented that 
Jason Watts is an evil young man. But he made 
a grave error and he broke the law- of both 
man and God - when he drank himself into a 
stupor. got behind the wheel of a vehicle and 
crashed it, causing the deaths of two of his 
friends. 

Many other young men arc serving long jail 
terms for less serious errors of judgment. But a 
judge in Pulaski County has decided that the 
threat of jail- shock probation- is sufficient 
punishment for the former University of 
Kentucky football player. 

There can be no doubt that \Vatts is sorry for 
what happened. But, it's a sure bet that the other 
men serving terms for the same crime are also 
sorry. What kind of person would not be? 

The judge credited Watts with speaking to 
school groups about the error of his ways, and 
well he should broadcast the warning that the 
abuse of alcohol is serious and can lead to death. 
But is that atonement enough? 

The Lexington Herald-Leader pointed out last 
week that a young Eastern Kentucky University 
athlete is still in jail over a similar incident in 
which one person was killed in 1993. Don't you 
suspect he wi~hes his judgment had been meted 
by the Somerset judge? 

Or do you suppose that justice might look 
more kindly on a UK student than on an EKU 
student? God bless the errant soul who stopped 
at community college or the one who dropped 
out before finishing high school. 

And do you suppose the scales dip more 
favorably depending on the color of one's skin 
or on the amount of money in the checking 
account or even on one's genealogy? 

Justice. we've been told. is blind. Sometimes, 
however, its eyes appear to be all too open.­

'Highlands Regional management 
'does not want a strike' 

Editor: 
A~ many in the community know, Highlands 

Regional Medical Center is currently negotiating a 
contract with District 1199/Service Employees 
International Union which represents more than 300 
employees at the Mctlical Center. 

Additionally, Distru:t 1199 is seeking to represent 
the registered nurses at the Medical Center. The 
leadership of the med1cal center is in close contact 
with the registered nurses on a daily basis. Through 
this contact, it is clear many of the registered nurses 
do not want union representation. 

Management of the hospital has to take into con­
siden~tion the needs of the employees at the medical 
center. 

Several busines~cs in the community have 
expressed concem about the impact a strike could 
have on the economics of the community. The man­
agement of the medical center is aware of the devas­
tation a strike can have on local busines:.. the 
employees of the medkal center. and the med1cal 
center's future. 

The professional management team at the med­
ical center must take a longer view of Highlands' 
future in the changing health care environment. 

The employees of Highlands Regional Medical 
Center have enjoyed generous increases in wages 
and bcndits for many years. In fact. the average 

wages at Highland" are among the highest paid in 
the state. Highlands is prepared to offer competitive 
wages and benefits for our region. 

Management docs not want a strike. Only the 
umon can call a strike; management cannot. 
Management 1s sitting at the table and willing to 
negotiate as long as it takes. ln this case, employees 
would continue to work under the terms of the exist­
ing agreement. The cx1stmg agreement is quite gen­
erous. 

If there is a strike at I Iighlands, it is not because 
management has failed to bargain in good faith. It is 
because the union will pursue its own agenda. which 
has nothing to do with providing good hcalthcare to 
our region or benefiting the local business commu­
nit). 

It is important to note the medical center's labor 
contract h not with the local workers at Highlands. 
The contract is with the union's president which is 
located in Columbu:-. Ohio. Unfortunately. the 
employees of lhghlands are subject to the control 
and agenda of their out-of-state authority and may 
only be abk to stand hack and watch while the Ohio 
leadership calls a strike at Highlands.

Over the past two decades. 
however. the use of wireless tele­
phones. fax lines and internet 
access lines - each with their 
own number - has exploded and 
the pool of available numbers is 
quickly becoming exhausted.

The new competitors. which 
include wireless telephone ser­
vices and paging services, need 
telephone numbers before they can 
do business. A key part of any 
numbering solution will be to find 
the best \'>ay to utilize numbers 
that arc not now being used. 

Interested internet users can 
find a "Consumer Alert" and a list 
of "Frequently Asked Questions" 
on area code issues posted on the 
fCC's internet web site 
(http://www.fce.gov). 

The FCC web site is linked to 
the North American Numbering 

Plan Admmistrator web site, 
which provides information on the 
status of all area codes. 
Additionally. FCC officials are 
joining local and consumer repre­
sentatives to provide mformation 
on area code changes. 

The FCC is also working close­
ly with the states in considering 
various proposals to address the 
area code challenge. 

In May. the FCC launched a 
formal mquiry into the most eco­
nomical way to increase the effi­
ciency with which telecommuni­
cations providers use telephone 
numbers. 

This process will lead to a new 
system of assigning telephone 
numbers that will take us well into 
the next century The need for a 
new system is pressing: of the 215 
area codes now in use, more than 
70 may need new area codes with­
in the next year or so. 

American have long enjoyed 
the most reliable and highest qual­
ity phone network in the world, 
and the FCC is committed to pre­
serving those qualities.
