Speeding motorcyclists

offense, disregarding a stop sign, 
failure to give right of way, fol­
lowing other vehicle too closely, 
improper passing, speeding, no 
motorcycle operating license, 
wanton endangennent I st degree -
police officer, failure to use or 
improper signal, improper regis­
tration plate, no insurance, no or 
expired Kentucky registration 
plate, disregarding a traffic control 
device, and warrant for failure to 
appear. 

According to Hackworth, while 
Crum was put on the gurney and 
placed into the ambulance, he 
said, "I wasn't trying to outrun 
him."

County gets high 
tech sawmill

Some of the many loads of logs 
that you see on the highways in 
Floyd County could be processed 
here at home after the J. C. Hamer 
Company gets its new sawmill 
installed on Water Gap Road. near 
Prestonsburg. 

The company is in the process 
of installing a high-tech sawmill 
that wi ll handle much of the tim­
ber that is harvested and hauled in 
our area. "Red and white oaks 
make up about 60-70 percent of 
our mix, and poplar makes up 
about 15 percent," said Robert 
Jones, public affairs director for 
the company. 

After the logs are cut into lum­
ber, some will be sent to Kenova, 
West Virginia, to be dried. The 
company has 14 kilns there that 
handle the job of drying the wood. 
Using a kiln, the lumber can be 
dried in 20 days after it has dried 
in the yard for three 'months. 

Other than building materials, 
the logs will be converted into 

paper for businesses and schools. 
furniture, toilet tissue and many 
other products that we use daily. 

Once the mill is operational, 
the company will move its 
Salyersville's operations to the 
new plant. The plant will employ 
about 30 people at first. Many of 
these positions will be filled by the 
employees at the Salyersville 
operation. 

Keith Anderson, who is over­
seeing the installation of the 
equipment. said the number of 
jobs could go as high as 60 once 
the company is able to go to two 
shifts. 

Jones estimated that the plant 
could produce as much as 14 mil­
lion board f~et of lumber per year. 
A board foot is a piece of lumber 
that is one foot long, one foot wide 
and ont> inch thick. 

Jones said the mill will be an 
economic boon to Floyd County. 
Some of the jobs with the commu­
nity require highly-skilled workers 
and offer some attractive salaries.

A forester can earn anywhere from 
$25,000 to $45,000 annually, he 
said. 

The company offers good-pay­
ing jobs with dental, optical and 
medical insurance.

With thoughts of the possible 
Y2K bug problems on the minds of 
the mayor and the city clerk. the 
Allen City Commission met 
Monday evening in regular session. 

Discussion of possible technical 
problems when the year 2000 opens 
and how to prepare the city was 
tabled as the city officials spoke of 
where a shelter and soup kitchen 
might be. Mayor Sharon Woods 
inquired of the old Allen school, but 
Commissioner Cindy Parsons told 
the council that the kitchen equip­
ment had been auctioned otT for 
some time no\\, 

The topic arose when Mayor 
• Woods said she had received a ques­

tionnaire from the state asking about 
the city's preparations for Y2K. 

According to Cit) Clerk Bill 
Parsons, possible problems for Allen 
and aJI cities arc loss of power, 
water. gas, and sewage because all 
are produced or processed by the 
power of computers. 

"Dry goods and stuff, just in 
case," said Woods of things to be 
prepared. "We need provisions to 
provide for a soup kitchen if nothing 
else," said Bill Parsons. 

• "If nothing happens, we distrib-
ute it out to the people who need it," 
commented Woods. 

While the commission admitted 
there would be problems in storing 
certain kinds of foodstuffs like 

water. for instance, the need was real 
and immediate with the timetable 
left. 

Questions of how long the stor­
age should be made for and what to 
store. including where, were also 
tossed around. The commission 
agreed there was a need for storing 
propane for a soup kitchen and for a 
generator. 

"We need to take steps for at least 
30 days" said City Clerk Parsons 
"maybe 60." 

''We need to be sure we can take 
care of the people of Allen," said 
Woods. "If a stranger comes by, you 
don't want to tum anybody out." 

AU agreed the Y2K lunch semi­
nar at the Mountain Arts Center 
would be a good program to attend 
and to have the old Allen School 
House prepared as a shelter and to 
maybe make the church a soup 
kitchen. 

Discussions on the city sewer 
project progression identified some 
possible problems for the people in 
the area. While City Attorney Stacey 
Marshall said the crews were ahead 
of schedule because of "the good 
construction weather," he said there 
may be some problems with the 
proximity of the lines and the citi­
zens' homes. 

According to Bill Parsons, the 
lines are supposed to be within 50 
feet of the houses but no closer than 
three feet to the foundation of the 
homes. Problems are posed by some 
homes that sit down the hill from the 

pipelines and by some that have 
original piping within the houses' 
foundations. 

While the people in the area are 
supposed to be able to link up to the 
new system without cost, a few may 
not be able to get into the system 
because of structural problems and 
geographical location.

offer and run. 
However. I have been at negoti­

ations and I have yet to sec a hospi­
tal proposal that should be accept­
ed. The hospital representatives 
have said in their letters that they 
"give us their word" that they will 
negotiate with the RNs if they lose 
their appeal. For some reason your 
word doesn't reassure me. I guess 
that could have something to do 
\., ith the fact that you haven't held 

~ up your side of hargains before. 
On February 24, at the Floyd 

County courthouse. your lawyer 
signed a legal document that stipu­
lated which RNs were eligible to be 
members of the RN bargaining unit. 
We've been in a court battle ever 
since. Your word wasn't worth the 
paper it was \\ ntten on, but now 
you expect us to believe that it is as 
good as gold. We're not falling for 
that again. 

There were 91 RNs who voted in 
the election and 46 voted for repre­
sentation. Contrary to what the hos­
pital believes. that is a majority. 
Actually, since we were certified by 
the National Labor Relations Board 
in Washington D.C . we have had 
61 RNs sign SEIU membership 
cards. but again our hospital admin­
istrators don't believe that is a 
majorit). either. 

The current bargainmg unit at 
HRMC cannot strike because of the 
Rr\s. They have their own issues. 
They are being asked to take a cut 
in their health insurance that will 
equal more than a million dollars a 
year. In February there was a layoff 
that affected more than 30 people, 
some with 18 or 19 years of service 

~ at HRMC. 
These LPNs were told they 

could not bump someone with Jess 
time at Highlands because they 
were not competent to do their jobs. 

However they were offered jobs as 
LPNs if they would work as needed 
and without benefits. Those LPNs 
are back to work at Highlands now, 
because they are very competent, 
and because they had a union that 
supported them. 

We are being realistic. We know 
that health care, like other fields, is 
changing. We know there is a possi­
bility of lay-offs in the future. Is it 
asking too much for it to be done 
fairly? That is a big concern of the 
current bargaining unit and the RNs 
at Highlands. That's why they are 
trying so hard to get language put in 
their contract that will provide 
guidelines if another layoff occurs. 
They do not want a repeat of the 
complete and utter mess that 
occurred in February. 

The employees of Highlands do 
not want a strike. Our families 
depend on our jobs and, more 
importantly, they depend on 
Highlands for their health care the 
same as your family does. If there is 
a strike, it will be forced by the 
management of Highlands. By the 
way, it is the empfoyees of 
Highlands who vote to give a strike 
notice. It is not the "union leader­
ship" in Ohio. Our union leaders are 
at Highlands. 

The people the hospital's 
spokespeople keep referring to are 
the people we brought here to help 
us, and they do help us, but they 
don't control us. We all have brains 
and we're all able to use those 
brains. All we want is for this to be 
settled with a fair contract. We want 
to do what we do best--<:are for our 
patients. We know our jobs depend 
on them. Rosella, Kathy, Barry, and 
Mr. Warman, your jobs do, too.

Water Shortage Watch continues 
for the central region and the 
remainder of the Bluegrass and 
eastern regions. 

A Water Shortage Watch means 
that conditions are right for water 
shortages to occur. 

The Palmer Drought Index for 
the state has improved somewhat 
because of increased soil moisture 
provided by recent scattered thun­
derstorms. but most of the mois­
ture was immediately taken up by 
plants. 

Very little rain made its way to 
water supplies; therefore, condi­
tions continue to be critical for 
water S) stems, particularly in the 
Bluegrass and eastern regions of 
the state. 

All water systems in the watch 
and warning areas should be eval­
uating their water supplies daily. 
Systems using reservoirs should 
know the days of supply remain­
ing, and systems with nver intakes 
should calculate the percentage of 
flow being taken up at their water 
withdrawal points. 

These values trigger the \arious 
stages of local response needed to 
conserve the water supply as long 
as possible . 

It is absolutely critical that sys­
tems in the warning area make 
these calculations. 

Local officials must he pre­
pared to act, with ordinances in 
place, when levels reach the desig­
nated trigger points. 

There are now 20 water systems 
in nine counties in the alert phase 
or water shortage response, in 
which all non-essential uses of 
water arc banned.

Larger k r' t '-springs are 
presently exhihnmg !low rates 
more charactenstic of late August 
or September Oows. 

If these !urger karst aquifers are 
not recharged m the next several 
weeks, some pubhc water supplie t. 
that rely on them could be in seri ~ 
ous to critic,ll condition. 

Deeper aqutfers, those of the 
Ohio R1ve1 Allmium, the Jackson 
Purchase and deeper confined 
aqutfers throughout the c;tate. have 
apparently not been tmpacted by 
current drought conditions.

Fishing Pond 
Choose crankbaits to cover all depths 

Randy Deam1an has a tackle box 
for his fishing lures. and then he has a 
tackle box for his crankbai~. Several 
tackle boxes. in fact. 

"That's because I really enjo) fish­
ing crankbaits and want to be sure I 
have the proper one for the type of 
water I'm fishing." explains 
Dearman, a full-time tournament 
competitor. 

"Crankbaits come in a wide vari­
ety of styles v..'ith difterent actions:· 
he said. "But more importantly, each 
is designed to reach a certain depth of 
water. 

'There are shallow diving lures 
that reach depths of about four to five 
feet. medium runners that get down 
10-12 feet. and really deep divers that 
hit bottom at 20 feet. A serious bass 
angler needs each of these types." 

In addition. crankbaito; also have 
different actions. Virtually all of them 
vibrate. or "wobble" but some vibrate 
more than others. The actions are 
quite distinct, and again. says 
Dearman, serious anglers need both. 

'There are definitely times when 
bass seem to prefer a tight vibration 
instead of a wide or slower vibration," 
points out Deam1an, "and believe it or 
not, I have seen instances where bass 
changed their preference during a 
tournament from one type of vibra­
tion to the other.'' 

Color is another option, although 
Dearman and many pros have begun 
to concentrate on chartreuse and yel­
low more than any other hues.

"Remember, a crankbait will be the 
mo~t elfective when it is clugging 
along the bottom. making contact 
with rocks, log1>. or stumps. and as 
long as you're fi<;hing the lure that 
way. you're going to ~nag some you 
just can't retrieve." 

Another option a\ ail able '' ith 
crankbaiL' is construction. Some are 
made of hard plastic. others of wood. 
Wood is more buoyant while plastic is 
nOISier. 

"One of the best places to fish 
crankbaits is along brushy, wooded 
shorelines." Deannan explains. ··and 
a wooden crankbait '"ill often per­
fornl better because when you contact 
a limb or branch. you can ~top reeling 
and the lure will actually t1oat back­
wards to the surface so you don't get 
snagged. 

"With all these options." Deannan 
smiles. "it's easy to see "hy we have 
so many crankbaits. We have three or 
four of each of these ditlcrcnt types. 
and it really adds up." 

SCHOOLS OF FISH 
OFTEN HARD 

TO IDENTIFY FOR BASS 
PROS 

In competition, the tournament 
pros look for schools of bass rather 
than individual fish. but even the best 
pros admit there is no way to tell how 

largl' a school may be except to catch 
them. 

• .. flu: problem is. if you catch tl10~e 
fish in practice. you'll thtWII) ruin 
) our chances in the tournament 
because those fish probably won't 
bite again," says Missouri pro Denny 
Brauer. 

"I think many angle1 s hUit them­
'elves in tournaments because the) do 
catch too many fish in practice. If I 
catch two fish in a spot. I leave. 

''l'hat's v.hy your very first !ish of 
the day is one of the most 1mpo1tant," 
adds fellow Evinrude pro Larry 
Nixon. 'That bass can tell you how 
active the fish arc. where they're 
located and hov. the) want U1e lure 
presented. You can learn how hard 
you're going to have to work.'' 

Brauer and Nixon both agr~e 
experience plays a major role in deter­
mining how many bass a pmticular 
spot may hold. Angler~ have to learn 
to thoroughly diagnose the area. as 
well as understand the history of the 
lake itself. 

"for example." suggests Brauer. 
"if you know that boat docks histori­
cally produce good catches on a par­
ticular lake. and you stan fishing a 
cove and catch bass from the first two 
or three boat docks you try, all you 
ha\e to do is see hO\\ man) more boat 
dock~ there are. 

"You can get an idea or the poten­
tial a spot has by doing this. You don't 
have to work every boat dock.'' 

"lt's important to study how those 
bass on the boat docks hit,'' adds 
i:':ixon. "''for example. af the) \\Crc 

active and hit fast moving cmnkbaits. 
then you know you'll he ahle to cover 
a lot of coves and a lot of hoat docks 
in a hurry once the tournament 
begins. 

"If the bass were sluggish and you 
really had to work those boat docks 
slowly and carefully v. ith a jig. how­
ever, then you know you're not going 
to have time to fish as much water. 
You will have to stay with those fish

Among bass fishenncn, fe\v 

techiques have gained popularity a<> 
rapidly as the Carolina rig. the hea\ y 
weight. swivel. and leader rig for 
working soft plastic lures along the 
bottom. 

The reason for the popularity, 
especially among the bass toumamenr 
pros. is that it simply produces better 
results when fish are hard to catch. 

"The Carolina rig can be tished 
much faster than the conventional 
Texas rig with its sliding sinker, and it 
looks a lot more natural." explains

the thought of taking home the 
winner's share of a $6.1 million 
purse. 

Indy has become the track to 
take home a big pay day. Last year 
with a million dollars on the line, 
Jeff Gordon proved to be at his 
best. He became the first driver to 
win the Brickyard 400 twice and 
the first to win Winston's $1 mil­
lion No Bull 5 bonus. 

This wasn't an easy victory 
either, the sight of four caution 
flags in the last I 0 laps kept gi v­
ing second place driver Mark 
Martin another opportunity to 
grab the lead on the restarts. 

It seems that Indy is also the 
place that brings out the best in 
drivers that usually don't ever get 
a share of the spotlight. Rick Mast 
has had little to cheer about in his 
career, but he will forever be 
remembered as sitting on the pole 
for the inaugural 400. 

That first race also saw some 
history being made by none other 
than the Bodine brothers. Geoff 

' have experienced very 
few highs in the sport. During that 
first running at Indy, all three 
brothers led at least one lap in the 
race. That was the first time in the 
modern era that three brothers led 
at least one lap in the same race. 

Maybe the next driver to put 
his name in the Indy record book 
will be Tony Stewart. He already 
has a history at the famed speed­
way. He has already turned some 
competitive laps at the track this 
year with his Memorial Day dou­
ble header at Charlotte and T ndy. 

Stewart started 24th in the 
1996 Indianapolis 500 en route to 
winning the rookie title race. He 
has competed in three other Indy 
Racing League races there, start­
ing fourth or better twice and fin­
ishing in the top-! 0 twice, includ­
ing a ninth-place finish in this 
year's Indy 500. 

If you are looking for a favorite 
for this year's race, you might not 
want to look any further than 
Winston Cup points leader, Dale 

all four laps and finished in 16th 
place. 

Going into last year's race, 
Jarrett had put together a string of 
three straight years of finishing in 
the top three or better, including 
his 1996 victory. That win also 
gave him the distinction of com­
ing the furthest back (in 24th I 
place) to capture a Brickyard win.

LaJoie, who finished 0.679 sec­
onds behind Earnhardt said, "We 
want to get back in the top-5. We 
ran good. We ran second. Anytime 
you can be in the same zip code as 
the three car, you've done good." 

Earnhardt regained the points 
lead from Matt Kenseth who had a 
flat tire on his No. 17 Monte Carlo 
and finished sixth. Earnhardt now 
has an 11-point lead.

GORDON WANTS 
TO START THIRD AT 

INDY 
In Motorsports, the most desir­

able starting spot is the pole posi­
tion. NASCAR Winston Cup 
teams test, practice and work vig­
orously on their qualifying pro­
grams so that they may achieve the 
ever-prestigious "pole." 

Not so for Jeff Gordon, driver 
of the Dupont Automotive 
Chevrolet, as he looks forward to 
qualifying for the sixth annual 
Brickyard 400 to be run this 
Saturday, August 7, just three days 
after his 28th birthday. 

See, Gordon has won this 
renowned event twice. He won the 
inaugural event and is the defend­
ing winner of the Brickyard 400. 
Gordon also has two poles at the 
2.5-mile oval. However, his wins 
did not come from the poles which 
he achieved back-to-back in '95 
and '96. 

0 
Nope, Gordon won both 

Brickyard 400s from the third 
starting spot. 

"I don't know what it is about 
starting third here," said Gordon. 
"However, I'll start third - no 
problem - if it means winning at 
Indy." 

Gordon's love affair with Indy 
started when he was just a child 
racing open-wheeled cars. His 
family moved to Pittsboro, 
Indiana, at the beginning of his 
teen-age years so that he could 
race sprint cars. 

Gordon was able to go to the 
Indianapolis 500 as a kid and was 
in awe of the spectacle. That's 
when he started dreaming about 
racing at Indy. 

"When you grow up racing in 
and around Indianapolis. you can't ~) 
help but to dream of one day rac-
ing at one of the greatest speed­
ways in the world," said Gordon. 
"Once I decided my future was in 
stock car racing, I figured I might 
never have the chance to race at 
Indy. 

"When NASCAR made the 
announcement that the Winston 
Cup Series was going to race at 
Indy, I couldn't believe it. At that 
time nobody would have believed 
that anything but the Indy 500 
would be held there. 

"To be able to go out and win 
that first race was a very emotion- " ) 
al experience. To be able to win it 
twice is more than I ever dreamed 
of. 

"All my dreams of racing at 
Indy have more than come true. 
The important thing is being able 
to race at Indy, not so much what 
kind of car you do it in." 

Gordon is the only two-time 
winner of the Brickyard 400. He 
has finished in the top- I 0 four 
times and has led nearly one-third 
of all the laps in the first five 
Winston Cup races at Indy (253 of 
800, or 32 percent). • 

This season Gordon had four 
wins and six poles, including the 
Daytona 500 which he won from 
the pole. However, with five 
DNF's after the first 19 of 34 
races, Gordon stands fifth in 
points, 492 behind leader Dale 
Jarrett.

"What effect will the academic 
scandal at University of Minnesota 
(men's basketball) have on college 
sports?" That question came to me 
in Henderson last week. 

Says here, action against those 
who indulged in or condoned acade­
mic fraud should be more severe 
than against those slipping automo-* biles and stereo systems and money 
to scholarship athletes. It should rate 
with point-shaving as the worst 
brand of corruption. but I don't 
expect to see Minnesota Shame on 
any magazine covers. 

A letter anived last week taking 
me to task for criticizing ex-Gophers 
coach Clem Haskin~. pointing out 

the Campbellsville native was found 
guilty of nothing. In fact, Haskins' 
accepting a $1.5 million contract 
buyout and refusing to answer ques­
tions publicly is damning evidence 
to his complicit). 

Moreover. in areas of academic 
monitoring. the buck goes to and 
should stop at the desk of a head 
coach who is master of his fiefdom. 
For those with memories long 
enough. Eddie Sutton's forced resig­
nation at Kentucky was for the same 
reasons- a high-salaried, high-pro­
tile coach who (at least) failed to 
momtor all his area of responsibility. 

In my view, Clem Haskins, good 
man, good husband. good father and 
good coach, simply lost the meaning 
in the glaring headlights of compet­
ing against Bob Kmght. Gene 
Keady and others on the national 
stage. 

The aftermath is no less tragic 
than llaskins' end. UMinnesota pays 
its ex-coach $1.5 million to go home 
to the farm; will spend thousands 
investigating and defending itself 
against NCAA sanctions; will pay 
ne1.v coach Dan Monson (who ran 
out on a I 0-year contract with 
Gont,aga) $740,000 for 1999-2000; 
and student-athlete basketball play­
ers in the men's program must 
endure the shame and stains of pro­
bation. 

Continuing on the same theme, 
Duke coach Mike Kr..::yzewski was 
the focus of criticism last month 
when sophomores William Avery 
and Chris Burgess left the Blue 
De\ ils for the NBA and Utah, 
respccti vely. 

Incredible that the disgruntled 
father of Burgess and Avery's moth­
er would be given fomm to skewer 
Krzyzewski, a man whose integrity 
and reputation for fairness and devo­
tion to academic responsibility by 
his athletes is well known. 

lrontcally, much as Haskins 
should have gone public with his 
point of view, Krzyzewski chose 
rightly to make no comment on 
remarks attributed to Burgess and 
Avery, thus invalidating a newspa­
per article that had no merit. In 
essence, since Duke basketball will 
rank among the Top 20 again next 
year as always. the newspaper arti­
cle amounted to no news.

mer, the temperature inside a 
parked car can climb to well over 
I 00 degrees in just a matter of min­
utes. (It's been so hot recently, peo­
ple in Chicago have reportedly 
been baking cookies in their cars!) 
Beating the heat is extra tough for 

Heat stroke can come on quick­
ly and result in brain damage or 
death. Watch for symptoms, such 
as restlessness, excessive thirst, 
heavy panting, lethargy, lack of 
appetite, dark tongue, rapid heart­
beat, fever, vomiting, or lack of 
coordination. If your dog shows 
any of these symptoms, get her to 
shade immediately and call your 
veterinarian. Lower body tempera­
ture gradually by providing water 
to drink, applying a cold towel or 
ice pack to the head, neck and 
chest, or immersing the dog in 
tepid (not cold) water. 

"Every summer we hear about 
tragedies that could have been pre­
vented," says PETA Cruelty 
Caseworker Daphna 
Nachminovitch. "Many people 
don't realize how quickly animals 

Prevent heat stroke by taking 
these precautions: 

• Never leave a dog in a parked 
car. On a 78-degree day, the tem­
perature inside a shaded car is 90 
degrees, while a car parked in the 
sun can reach 160 degrees in min­
utes. Animals can succumb to heat 
stroke in just I 5 minutes. 

• If you see a dog in a car, take 
down the car's color, model, make 
and license plate numl;>er and have 
the owner paged inside the store, or 
call local humane authorities or 
police. Contact PETA for a supply 
of fliers on the dangers of heat 
stroke to leave on windshields. 

• Don't carry your dog in the 
bed of a pickup truck. This is 
always dangerous, but the heat 
brings the added danger of burning 
the dog's feet on the hot metal. 

• Trim heavy-coated dogs' fur, 
but leave an inch for protection 
against insects and sunburn. Yes, 
dogs get sunburn! Keep an eye on 
areas where hair is thin, like eye­
lids, ears and nose. 

• Keep your dog indoors. If he 
must stay outside, avoid the hottest 
part of the day. Provide shade. 
water, and a kiddie pool. Keep 
drinking water in an anchored 
bucket or heavy bowl. 

• Be a watchdog for chained 
dogs. Make sure they have food. 
water and shelter. If you ~ee a dog 
in distress, contact humane author­
ities. Give-the dog immediate relief 
by providing water.

Natural products to fight cancer 
Q: Does the National Cancer 

Institute (NCI) consider natural sub­
stances in developing new drugs to 
treat cancer? 

A: Yes. The National Cancer 
Institute's National Products Branch 
(NPB) is responsible for collecting 
and testing hundreds of natural 
materials that might be effective in 
treating cancer. The materials come 
from plants (bark, roots, leaves, and 
fruits), water, and soil. 

The NPB works with many uni­
versities and research organizations 
to collect natural materials from 
areas around the world. These areas 
include the Umted States, Africa. 
Central and South America, 
Southeast Asia. and the Indo-Pacific 
region. 

Once a natural material is collect-

ed, 1t 1s sent to a National Cancer 
Institute research center in 
Frederick, Maryland, where it is 
frozen and stored. It is then ground 
and chemically processed into an 
"extract" that scientists can use in 
testing. The extract is tested against 
different types of cancer cells. An 
extract that shows anticancer activi­
ty undergoes further testing. 

However, the odds that a particu­
lar natural material will be able to 
fight cancer are not good. Each year, 
the NPB tests almost 20,000 natural 
materials. About 98 percent of these 
do not have an effect against cancer 
cells. Since 1960, only six anticancer 
drugs developed from natural prod­
ucts have been approved by the U.S. 
Food and Drug Administration. Two 
examples are Taxol, developed from 

the bark of a Pacific yew tree, and 
vincristine, ""hich comes from the 
periwinkle plant. 

Currently, about a dozen natural 
products that have shown promise as 
cancer treatments arc being tested in 
research studies. These include 
materials from the campthotheca 
acuminata tree native to China, the 
Dollabella auricularia sea hare 
native to the Com oro Islands off 
Africa, and the Lissodendoryx 
sponge found in New Zealand.

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Changes for the 1999 Burley Tobacco Season \!Cbe jflopb <!Countp \~rimes • 
by Sara Dryden 
The 1999 burley tobacco season 

will offer a new method of packag­
ing tobacco at warehouses called 
the unitized package. It is different 
from the conventional way of dis­
playing a pile of tobacco on the 
warehouse 11oor which shows 
tobacco bales stacked and banded 
with one open bale on the top of the 
stack called the cap hale. This cap 
bale lays loose allowing for any 
handling of the tobacco. 

The unitized package stacks 
bales of tobacco upon each other 
with one cap hale flaked open for 
observation. The difference is that 
the unitized package is completely 
banded. The cap bale is not avail­
able for handling, but it still easily 
shows the quality of the pile of 
tobacco. 

There are many advantages to 
the unitized method. Most obvious 
will be less debris and loose tobac­
co on the floor. When displayed 
conventionally, the cap bale often 
falls to the floor. The unitized pack­
age will keep this tobacco from 
reaching the floor. This will cut 
down warehouse costs of having to 
keep the floors swept and clean of 

loose tobacco leaves. 
"It will create a neater, cleaner 

looking warehouse," said Denny 
Wilson, Executive Director of the 
Burley Auction Warehouse 
Association. 

Another advantage of the uni­
tized package is lesser amounts of 
broken bands. The unitized package 
has three 1/2 inch steel bands com­
pared to the two 3/8 inch bands of 
the past. Furthermore, companies 
will not have to spend money on 
rebanding the piles of tobacco 
before shipping because the uni­
tized package is already banded. 

Going hand in hand with the uni­
tized package system is moisture 
testing. All burley tobacco this year 
will be moisture tested. Moisture 
testing involves probing one bale of 
tobacco per pile. The moisture con­
tent will be recorded on the back of 
the sales slip. 

Tobacco companies have 
assured growers that the moisture 
content recorded on the sales slip 
will not influence their purchasing 
decisions. Until further research is 
conducted about the optimal mois­
ture levels of burley tobacco, mois­
ture content will not be a deterrnin-

ing factor for sales. 
"In my personal opinion, mois­

ture testing ts the greatest advantage 
to the unitized package," said 
Wilson. 

The unitized package causes 
some changes and adjustments for 
the warehouse. The unitized pack­
age pile must be covered to prevent 
the collection of dust while sitting 
on the warehouse floor. Also, some 
warehouses will have to add load­
ing docks for the new transportation 
of unitized packages in van trailers 
instead of flat beds. The most obvi­
ous difference to the grower is all 
piles of tobacco will be turned 90 
degrees to show the leaf side of the 
bale. This allows appropriate room 
for the moisture testing. 
Warehouses will also purchase 
moisture testers. Despite these 
changes, the warehouses support 
the unitized package. 

"It will cost the warehouses 
some money," said Wilson. "But it 
will improve the quality of tobacco. 
That is what we're all working for." 

Unitized packaging is not com­
pletely new. Last year. a select 
group of volunteer warehouses 
offered unitized packaging to farm-

ers. The success of this experiment 
is why warehouses and tobacco 
organizations have moved fi.mvard 
with unitized packaging this year. 
The 60 million pounds of tobacco 
sold as unitized packages were just 
as desirable to the companies as the 
conventional piles. The warehouses 
experienced less mess of loose 
tobacco leaves on the floors. 
Moisture testing proved to be help­
ful and fairly efficient in teaching 
farmers the desirable amounts of 
moisture in tobacco. 

"The unitized packaging tumed 
out to be very successful last year," 
said Wilson. "We foresee this year 
as being a welcomed change and a 
good step toward advancing our 
industry." 

Wilson anticipates many ware­
houses will only offer unitized 
packaging and do away with the 
conventional method. However. 
some warehouses will offer hoth 
methods of display. If a grower 
attends one of these warehouses, 
he/she needs to tell the warehouse 
upon arrival whether to display 
his/her tobacco the conventional 
way or as a new unitized package.

Employer tax cut implemented 
Thousands of Kentucky employ­

ers will pay lower unemployment 
taxes starting this quarter. 

New tax rate notices have been 
mailed to 68,000 employers. whose 
taxes are being cut 6 percent or 
$11.44 per employee. This year 
marks the first time in 40 years that 
a lower unemployment insurance 
tax rate schedule has been enacted. 
At the same time. benefits for thou­
sands of people receiving unem­
ployment insurance have increased. 

The tax cuts are possible because 
c:l a Patton administration initiative 
enacted by the 1998 session of the 
General Assembly. Senate Bill 296 
reduced employer's unemployment 
insurance taxes by $17.5 million 
per year while increasing payments 
to people drawing benefits bt' $17.5 
million annually. Under the legisla-
tion. the Department for 
Employment Services, which 
administers unemployment insur­
ance, will receive $10 million for 
the next three years for technology 
that will greatly improve its service 
to job seekers and employers. The

Is it the. right time to refinance your mortgage? 
If you're still kicking yourself for 

not having taken advantage of this 
past October's bargain interest rates, 
the Kentucky Society of CPAs has 
some good news for you: even if 
you missed the very lowest rates, the 
time may still be right to refinance 
your mortgage. Here are a few 

• things for you to consider so you can 
decide whether refinancing makes 
sense for you now, and choose 
among the available refinancing 
options. 

First, do the math 
If you're currently holding an 

adjustable-rate mortgage, a balloon 
mortgage or a fixed-rate mortgage, 
and you're paying interest at a rate 
of more than 7.5 percent, you still 
may be able to cash in. Start by 
adding your up-front expenses: 
points and any other closing costs. 
Next, you want to calculate your 
monthly savings by subtracting the 
new, lower mortgage payment from 
your current monthly payment. (A 
lender can tell you what your 
monthly payment will be. based on 
the new mortgage, or you can get 

that number by using one of the 
many mortgage calculators avail­
able on-line on the internet.) 
Dividing the up-front costs by your 
monthly savings will tell you how 
many months it will take to recoup 
your expenditure. If you will be in 
your house longer than that, it pays 
to refinance. One more thing to keep 
in mind as you number·crunch: 
lower interest payments mean small­
er tax deductions. 

Choose the mortgage that's 
right for you 

Points or no points'? With a no­
points loan. you'll typically pay a 
slightly higher interest rate. If you're 
trying to preserve some cash, you 
may want to go with this option. 
However, if you plan to stay in your 
home for a lengthy period of time, 
the more it pays to choose a lower 
interest rate with points. 

Short-term or long-term? 
Although short-term mortgages save 
a lot in interest over the life of the 
loan, your monthly payments will be 
higher. You actually may come out 
ahead if you get a 30-year loan and 

invest the difference. Still, shorter­
term loans can be a good idea for 
people who'd like to pay off their 
mortgage in time for retirement or to 
meet major expenditures such as 
college tuition costs. 

Fixed or adjustable? The spread 
between fixed- and adjustable-rate 
mortgages (ARMs) is so small these 
days that it probably makes little 
sense to go with the lower-interest 
ARM, unless you know you will be 
selling your residence within one 
year. However, you may want to 
consider the so-called "hybrid" 
ARM. These loans stay fixed for the 
first five, seven, or 10 years, then 
begin adjusting. If you know you are 
going to be in your house for a finite 
period of time, you may be able to 
get a break with this type of mort­
gage. 

Good news on jumbo loans 
Up until the end of 1998, the 

maximum Joan that Fannie Mae 
would accept on a single-family 
house was $227,150. Crossing this 
threshold puts you in jumbo-loan 
territory-which typically carries 

interest rates 0.50 to 0.75 of a per­
centage point higher than loans that 
conform to the $227,150 limit. 
However, on January 1, 1999, 
Fannie Mae raised the pennissible 
maximum loan to $240,000. This 
increase peresents a substantial sav­
ings opportunity for homeowners 
who want to swap their jumbo mort­
gages for conforming loans. And, 
for homeowners who are within 
striking distance of the new 
$240,000 figure, it might even make 
sense to use cash available to pay 
down the existing mortgage enough 
to be able to refinance at conform­
ing-loan levels. 

Other ways to save 
If your loan is less than two years 

old, your original lender may be able 
to offer a loan modification. This 
quasi-refinance is an agreement to 
lower your rate without your having 
to go through the whole mortgage 
application process. If you do decide 
to refinance completely using your 
existing lender, you may be able to 
do a "streamlined refmance," which 
will let you save on fees and closing 
costs. The lender may be willing to 
reuse your appraisal, for example. 

However-don't assume your cur 
rent lender is going to offer you the 
best deal just to keep you. Take the 
time to shop around. 

Finally, try and get whichever 
lender you decide to go with to com­
mit to a locked-in rate from the time 
of application to the day the loan is 
closed. And ask about a "float­
down," which gives you the oppor-

tunity to take advantage of a drop in 
rates. If rates do drop, you can re­
Jock, typically I 0 days before clos­
ing.

Reimbursement 
from state fund 

Governor Paul Patton recently 
signed an emergency regulation 
allowing petroleum storage tank 
remediation subcontractors and 
vendors who have experienced a 
delay in the payment of claims due 
to the bankruptcy of an owner. 
operator or third party, to resubmit 

-. claims to the state environmental 
assurance fund. 

The regulation allows the Office 
of the Petroleum Storage Tank 
Environmental Assurance Fund 
(OPSTEAF) to pay reimbursements 
directly to the vendors or subcon­
tractors who have performed but 
not received payment for services 
because site owners and operators 
or their third party designee, such as 
a prime contractor, have declared 
bankruptcy. 

To seek reimbursement, claims 
in process will be stopped and must 
be re-filed by the subcontractors 

'* and vendors who have performed 
the work and supplied goods or ser­
vices. Upon the submission of the 

required documentary evidence, the 
claim payments will be made 
directly to the vendors or subcon­
tractors under the following terms: 

• All claims must be submitted 
within 90 days of the owners. oper­
ators or third party designees filing 
of bankruptcy or within 90 days 
from the regulation's effective date, 
whichever is later.

es cattle and tobacco along with his 
father, Kenneth. "We had to sell all 
of our cattle this week because we 
were out of grass, hay and water,'' 
Arrington said. 

He and his father sold more than 
30 head of cattle at the Paintsville 
market earlier this week. "We didn't 
want to get out of the cattle busi­
ness, but we felt like we had to; our 
spring-fed creek dried up about a 
month ago, and we had to haul 
water to the cattle every day until 
we sold them." 

"Most livestock producers in our 
area need to be feeding hay right 
now," said Bracken County Ag 
Extension Agent David Appleman. 
"We've got some pockets in this 
area that are running close to ten 
inches below normal in rainfall. 

Much of Central Kentucky has 
seen rainfall amounts running two 
inches below normal. In south-cen­
tral Kentucky, Bowling Green and 
areas to the south have also experi­
enced drought conditions, with 
rainfall totals running four inches 
below normal. 

University of Kentucky 
Agricultural Meteorologist Tom 
Priddy says portions of central and 
most of western Kentucky have 
received normal to above normal 
rainfall totals thus far. "Most of the 
western end of the state has 
received rainfall amounts to two 
inches above normal or greater 
since the first of April. In fact, the 
Paducah area has seen nearly four 
inches of rainfall above normal 
expectations," Priddy said.

Fictional ballplayer defined 
element of greatness ..

Camille Paglia, professor of humani­

ties at the University of the Arts in 
Philadelphia, said during a speaking 
engagement some months ago that she 
has a continual rock concert going on in 
her head. 

Most baby boomers understand what 
she meant We are the generation that 
elevated music to a new level of impor­
tance in everyday life. Now, we're dis­
covered there was no day when the 
music died 

The brain is a .mruvelous recording 
device that seems, at times, to be set on 
continuous replay. The Beatles, the 
Stones, the Temptations; they're all in 
there. So are Eric Clapton, Buddy Holly, 
the Supremes, and some newer artists, 
too. They're just waiting to be played 
and replayed like a selection in an old 
jukebox. 

Should boomers be concerned that 
we've filled our heads with mush? 
Probably not Although we are inWldat­
ed with music and other infonnation in 
this modem age, we aren't really much 
different from citizens of centuries past 
who sang songs or recited poetry from 
memory. 

While most of us probably haven't 
memorized as much poetry or literature 
as our teachers or professors would have 
liked, memoxable Jines from another 
"art" form-motion pictures-have 
made their way into popular culture and, 
like music, into our heads. 

Easily recalled dialogue includes 
Clark Gable's ''Frankly, my dear, I don't 
give a damn," or Humphrey Bogart's 
"Play it again. Sam" (though he never 
actually said that line), or Clint 
Eastwood's ''Go ahead, make my day," 
or from "Star Wars": "May the forre be 
with you." 

Another line of cl.ialogue recorded in 
my memory is a bit more obscure. It's 
from "A League of Their Own," a 1992 
film about the World War IT-era 
women's baseball league. 

Tom Hanks portrays a washed-up 
ballplayer assigned to manage one of the 
women's teams. In response to a player 
who says she's leaving because the 
game had become "too hard," Hanks' 
character, Jimmy Dugan, utters these 
lines: "It's supposed to be hard. If it was­
n't hard everyone could do it It's the 
hard that makes it great." 

Those lines express a view toward a 
chosen endeavor that all of us in the 
workaday world would do well to emu,. 
late. Few jobs, if done well, are easy. 
One has to work hard to make it great 

What's the payoff'? Well, unlike a 
ballplayer rounding the bases after hit­
ting a home run, most of us don't have a 
crowd to cheer us on while we work. 
But, as in baseball, many workplaces 
today are team based. The impressions 

we make on our fellow teanunates and 
managers are long-lasting and can have 
a significant impact on our future suc­
cess. 

Those who do not the barest mini­
mum to get by bring no honor to them­
selves and have lillie chance of accom­
plishing anything great in their lives. 
Meanwhile, those who wodc hard and 
do their best can enjoy a real sense of 
accomplishrrxmt at the end of the day. 

On my way home from worlc, I want 
my conscience to allow a mental replay 
of the Beatles' "A Hard Day's Night" 
rather than "I'm a Loser."
