Brandi Blocker's parents 
are worried Russell may do 
her harm. "There's been no 
word for three weeks. He has 
made some friends since he 
has been here. We suspect he 
may be still in the area." said 
Harold Blocker. 

The Blockers agreed Brandi may be 
homesick because they said she would not 
stay in summer camp last year but had to be

These are prosperous, but uncertain, times. 
Many are celebrating; they believe that America

Just this past Independence Day, two high-pro­
file, moderate journalists - David Broder of The 
Washington Post, and Mortimer Zuckerman of 
U.S. News and World Report- sketched drasti­
cally different portraits of American society. 

Broder observed that "the national mood has 
darkened," that Americans are in a state of 
"anomie" and are deeply "concerned about the 
moral climate." 

Zuckerman said that "more than ever, America's 
unique promise is a reality" and that "the American 
dream joins us all." 

Is contemporary America a dream or a night­
mare? Is it a "city on a hill" or slouching toward 
Gomorrah ?" 

Are Americans noble, virtuous, and productive, 
or base, flat-souled and self-indulgent? 

The evidence tells two stories: America's econo­
my is the envy of the world, yet the nation's stu­
dents score near the bottom of all industrialized 
nations in academic achievement. 

Charity and volunteerism are up, but voter 
turnout is at an all-time low.

Americans, Alexis de Toqueville observed 150 
years ago, are "restless amidst abundance." But it 
is unclear which path restless Americans will 
choose: good or evil, faith or pride, decency or 
indecency, character or self-indulgence. 

One can only hope that Americans will choose 
the better angels.

Reader concerned about Hunter Bridge 
Editor: 
I'm hopeful you can print this letter, since 1 have 

some questions I have been unable to get answers 
to, so far, from our county and state officials. 

I live at Hunter, on Left Beaver Creek. We have 
a new bridge at Hunter, crossing Beaver Creek. It 
serves the community of Hunter and also Stumbo 
Hollow. 

It took several years of some hard-fought battles 
by the community to get this bridge built, but now 
it appears we are in another fight, and that is to 
keep our bridge, since we now have coal trucks. 

The IS-wheelers now cross our bridge, some­
times loaded. The bridge has an 18-ton weight limit 
on it and the county road the same. 

I have talked to our county judge on several 
occasions in the last five or six weeks and was told 
he would look into this matter. So far nothing. Why 
is it taking so long? 

Getting no help from the county judge, we then 
turned to the Department of Transportation. 
(Officers) came out on different occasions and 
finally did weigh one truck and said it was only 
2,000 pounds over, and just that much didn't mat­
ter, and was OK. 

After all, Officer Hailey, only one truck was 
weighed, out of five. Shame on you. Why do we 
have an 18-ton limit sign on the bridge and road at 

all? 
Also, Officers Hailey and Jacobs were asked to 

check the five trucks coming out of Stumbo Hollow 
loaded, that were getting ready to cross the bridge 
at Drift on KY 110 I. It has a 20-ton weight limit on 
all trucks and loads.

While statewide school dropout 
rates have remained stable since 
1992, many individual high schools 

including some with high 
poverty rates - are finding suc­
cessful strategies for reducing 
dropouts, the Kentucky Department 
of Education announced recently. 

Overall, the Kentucky high 
school dropout rate fell from 5.31 
percent in 1996-97 to 5.28 percent 
in 1997-98. Regionally, the largest 
declines were in Jefferson County 
(7.78 to 6.64) and in the Bluegrass 
area (5.84 to 4.95). The northern 
Kentucky region continued to have 
the state's lowest dropout rate 
(4.31 ). 

Those are among the findings of 
the department's annual report of 
state school performance on non­
academic mdicators (dropout rates, 
retention rates, attendance rates and 
successful transition to adult life). 

Along with the report, the 
department cited the 13 Kentucky 
high schools that reduced their 
dropout rates the most - and also 
recognized 16 high-poverty high 
schools whose dropout rates are 
below the state average and still 
getting lower. 

"The dropout rate can be affect­
ed by the school," Education 
Commissioner Wilmer Cody said. 
"Effective instruction and interven­
tion can keep teenagers in school 
until they graduate. These schools 
are proving it can be done." 

Thirteen schools reduced their 
dropout rates by three points or 
more between 1996-97 and 1997-
98. These schools represent urban. 
suburban and rural districts across 
Kentucky. 

The 16 high-poverty schools 
c1ted by the department all have 
more than half their students quali­
fying for free or reduced price 
lunches, a dropout rate lower than 
the state average and a dropout rate 
reduction in 1997-98. 

Three high schools - Shawnee 
in Jefferson County, and Elkhorn 
City and Feds Creek in Pike 
County - are on both lists. 

At Feds Creek High School in 
Pike County, Principal Tommy 
Thornsberry cited a good commu­
nity atmosphere. but Thornsberry 
and other school staff also spend a

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lot of time working with students 
directly. 

"I bring them in and talk to 
them," he said. "I try to get them 
motivated. I encourage them to stay 
in school and get an education. You 
give these kids a chance." 

"We reduce dropout rates 
through improved instruction," said 
Harold Fenderson, principal at 
LouisvilJe Central High School. 
"We extend the classroom into the 
community." 

The school's focus on careers 
connects learning with jobs and 
gives students hope and encourage­
ment, Fenderson said. 

"Our attendance policy is pretty 
stiff," said Wayne County High 
School Pnncipal Frank Jones. Two 
attendance clerks track unexcused 
absences and call parents daily. 
Four unexcused absences in a 
semester generates a letter to the 
parents and a counseling confer­
ence. It also means students must 
make up work or attend Saturday 
school. "It makes them account­
able," Jones said. 

The school also works to get stu­
dents into correspondence courses 
and other programs to keep them on 
track for graduation. "You try 
everything you can," Jones said. 

At Johnson County Central High 
School, "We put the full court press 
on them," said Principal Steve 
Trimble. "We show them we care 

about them and want them to be 
here. We don't do anything real 
special. We just make them feel we 
want them here. We've got a pretty 
good atmosphere. The kids enjoy 
coming here." 

The school also keeps close tabs 
on attendance, including daily calls 
to parents of students with unex­
cused absences, and enjoys strong 
judicial support in the enforcement 
of compulsory attendance Jaws. 

Cody noted that schools have a 
wide range of state resources avail­
able to them to address the kinds of 
needs that often lead to students' 
dropping out. 

They include state dropout pre­
vention grants, safe schools funds 
for alternative programs. youth ser­
vices centers, extended school ser­
vices funding to tutor students 
falling behind academically and the 
no-pass, no-drive program. 

Some high schools, including 
those with high poverty rates, have 
attained significantly lower dropout 
rates. Letcher High School at 
Whitesburg had a rate of 1.71 even 
though 64 percent of its students 
qualify for free or reduced-price 
lunches. FedsCreek High School in 
Pike County had similar results: 70 
percent poverty and a 1.74 dropout 
rate. 

Other schools with high poverty 
rates and dropout rates below three 
percent were Louisville Central

And in recent years both 
the General Assembly and the 
Kentucky Board of Education have 
made dropout reduction a priority 
for schools. In 1998, the legislature 
declared schools with dropout rates 
of more than eight percent ineligi­
ble for rewards for the 1998-2000 
current accountability cycle. 

Earlier this year, the state board 
included dropout reduction require­
ments in the new Commonwealth 1. 

Accountability Testing System' 
(CATS). In addition to sufficient 
academic achievement, a school 
must have a dropout rate of 5.3 per­
cent or less in a biennium in order 
to qualify for rewards, beginning 
with the 2000-02 accountability 
cycle. 

Schools whose rates are between 
5.3 and 6 percent will be required 
to have reduced dropout rates by 
one-half of one percent over the 
previous biennium to qualify for 
rewards. •1 

In addition to the dropout rate 
report, the Department of 
Education reported a slight increase 
in retention (failure) rates (3.52 
percent to 3.86 percent of students). 
Since 1993, the failure rates have 
increased in grades 4 through 1 1 in 
every region and in every grade. 
The 9th grade showed the largest 
increase: 7.86 percent to 10.63 per­
cent. 

Attendance declined one-tenth 
of one percentage point to 94.03 
percent. ~) 

The college-going rate for grad­
uates continued to rise. The 1997-
98 rate reached 52.5 percent, up 
from 49.8 percent in 1993. Other 
1998 graduates went to vocational 
school (4.9 percent), entered the 
military (2.8 percent), got jobs 
(28.8 percent) or participated in a 
combination of work and school 
(5.9 percent). 

Appealing your 
Social Security ~ 
decision

Social Security wants to be sure 
that every decision made about 
your Social Security or 
Supplemental Security Income 
(SSI) claim is correct. First and 
foremost, we carefully consider all 
the information in your case before 
we make any decisions that affect 
your eligibility or your benefit ~' 
amount. If you disagree with our ·JIIJ' 

decision, you may appeal it. 
If you wish to appeal, you must 

make your request in writing with­
in 60 days from the date you 
receive our letter. We assume you 
receive the letter five days after the 
date on it, unless you can show us 
you received it later. Call your 
Social Security office if you need 
help with your appeal. 

There are four levels of appeal. 
They are (1) reconsideration, (2) 
hearing by an administrative law 
judge, (3) review by the Appeals 
Council and ( 4) federal court • 
review. When we send you a letter · 
about a decision on your claim, 
we'll tell you how to appeal the 
decision. 

A reconsideration is a complete 
review of your claim by someone 
who didn't take part in the first 
decision. If you disagree with the 
reconsideration decision, you may 
ask for a hearing. If you disagree 
with the hearing decision, you may 
ask for a review by Social 
Security's Appeal Council. We'11 
be glad to help you ask for this 
review. If you disagree with the 
Appeals Council's decision or if the 
Appeals Council decides not to ~ 
review your case, you may ftle a 
lawsuit in a federal district court. 

Many people handle their own 
Social Security appeals with free 
help from Social Security. But you 
can choose a lawyer, a friend or 
someone else to help you. Someone 
you appoint to help you is called 
your "representative." We will 
work with your representative just 
as we would work with you.

The authors believe that opera­
tional concepts for battle fighting 
arc driven by two things: threat and 
technology. Consequently, in the 
modern age, military doctrine has 
become driven by both politicaJ 
imperatives and rapidly changing 
technology. meaning that the 
armed forces must modernize 
quickly to counter new technology 
threats or to take advantage of new 
technology opportunities. 

The U.S. first began using tanks 
in the late years of World War I, 
with Lt. Col. George S. Patton Jr. 
in charge of training and equip­
ment. Though the tanks were still 
in their early years of development 
and had design flaws. they were of 
significant tactical support in the 
Meuse-Argonne offensive of 1918. 
While the authors argue that the 
tank was not used to its full poten­
tial during World War II, they do 
believe that this conflict was a 
defining moment for the armor 
components of the Army and 
Marines. 

Armored warfare continued to 
evolve during U.S. involvement in 
Korea and Vietnam. Gen. Starry 
argues that by the 1990s, the tank 
had become the centerpiece of 
modern mechanized warfare. He 
says that despite the vast techno­
logical advancements of this cen­
tury, the better tank still remains 
the one with the better crew. 

Starry says that the modem mil­
itary is "not so much in search of 
dominating technology as we are 
in search of the intellectual power 
to understand the possibilities and

War II and subsequently won an 
appointment to West Point. He 
served two tours in Vietnam and 
commanded the famous 11th 
Armored Cavalry Regiment in the 
incursion into Cambodia in 1970.

Sports in perspective

Technology in sport is all about power and, as 

such, presents a clear and present danger to the sur­
vival of finesse. 

Consider the prevailing state of big-time profes­
sional tennis. With the advent of larger, metal rac­
quets, more durable and flexible stringing, suped-up 
balls and faster playing surfaces, the ancient game of 
over the net has become more a contest of might 
rather than skill. 

No one better personifies this hard fact of court life 
than Pete Sampras, recent Winner of his sixth 
Wimbledon title in seven years and co-holder of the 
record for the most career Grand Slam singles victo­
ries with 12. Tall, rangy and possessed of a buggy 
whip-like snap to his shots, be regularly serves in 
excess of 120 miles per hour and otherwise hits bul­
lets from both the forehand and backhand sides. 

Not to be outdone, the female of the species are 
also devoted to adding more muscle to their offerings. 
Weight training and better nutrition have produced 
the likes of Lindsay Davenport, Venus Williams and a 
bevy of other lean, lady sluggers. They, too, have 
become consumed with belting blurs and generally 
overpowering the opposition. 

The end result of all this bicep flexing is a product 
featuring long-range artillery barrages and a paucity 
of explosive action. Gone are the days when Chris 
Evert two-fisted returns with a devastating display of 
pace and timing, and Ken Rosewall excited onlookers 
with his masterful ability to retrieve anything hit his 
way. 

The big serve and volley tactics so popular among 
the male court mercenaries of today were popularized 

by the likes of Jack Kramer and Poncho Gonzales in 
the years immediately fo llowing World War II. 

During that era, Poncho Segura, one of the best lit­
tle competitors in the annals of tennis, made his rep­
utation as a giant killer. After his playing days were 
over, he became a noted teacher of champions and a 
vocal critic of the "one dimensional" game. 

"I don't think the tour pros today command the 
repertoire of shots we did," he said a few years back. 
"They're better at returns but don't have the mixture 
of shots we had several decades ago. ·• 

With a shake of his head, Segura noted. "More 
aggressive tennis is needed. The matches have 
become too monotonous. Introduce an element of 
attack. Change the tempo of play. Show a threat. It 
would be better for TV if they did away with tie 
breakers and played the games to a finish." 

Of the top ranked men professionals today, Andre 
Agassi best exemplifies the qualities Segura liked to 
see in a player. 

"A true champion should have control of every 
stroke," he said. "Be able to vary tactics, be able to 
make the opposition do what they cannot do well. The 
player with more shots will remain at the top longer." 

Rod Laver, the diminutive Aussie who twice regis­
tered a Grand Slam (won Wimbledon and the French, 
Australian and U.S. Opens in a calendar year), also 
predicted trouble for pro tennis as conducted today. 

"It's not an attractive game to watch," he said. 
"Most of the major players now are using a lot of 
heavy topspin. As a result the ball bounces so high it 
doesn't allow the opposition to attack very much.

Trails funded across state 
Twenty-seven trail projects have 

been selected to receive grant assis­
tance from the Fiscal Year 1999 
Recreational Trails Program. The 
trails fund was established in 1991 
and was reauthorized in the 
Transportation Equity Act recently 
passed by Congress. 

Each state receives an allocation 
based, in part, on the estimate of the 
revenues generated from non-high­
way recreational fuel taxes. The 
Department for Local Government 
admmistcrs the program in 
Kentucky, and all selected projects 
must be approved by the Federal 
Highway Administration.

Making 
allowances 

Wilma and I were watching 
one of the so-called "talk shows" 
the other afternoon, and two 
experts (an ex is a "has been" and 
a spurt is a "drip under pressure") 
were debating the amount of 
money parents should give their 
children in the form of an 
allowance. 

When I was growing up, an 
allowance was unheard of. And 
being a coal miner, Dad couldn't 
have afforded to have given us 
one, even if he had wanted to, 
which was not likely. So, we got 
our spare change and spending 
money the hard way - we 
earned it. 

But since most every family in 
Society Row had a string of kids, 
therefore rearing its own odd-job 
help, and with older boys always 
getting the precious few big jobs, 
like mowing, cutting weeds or 
washing upstairs windows, we 
younger entrepreneurs were left 
to fend for ourselves. 

But with Gene Miller paying 
15 cents a case for pop bottles at 
the Northeast Coal Company 
store, and scrap iron bringing 
whatever we were skilled enough 
to bargain for, we managed. 

With every household contain­
ing six or seven avid pop 
drinkers, and this being way 
before the time of aluminum 
cans, the community was a virtu­
al gold mine for discarded bot­
tles It was not uncommon to be 
a6le to gather up three or four 
cases a week by just paying 
attention to where most folks left 
them. 

Of course, those kids not col· 
lecting them, would just drop 
them wherever they happened to 
be when they took the last swal­
low. So, the rope swing under the 
big sycamore between the old 
dairy bam and Claude 
VanHoose's house was always 
good for eight or ten. The pump 
rock in front of Virgil Green's 
house would net us three or four, 
and a stroll along the road, 
checking against the fences on 
one side and the ditch line on the 
other, would almost always add 
another dozen or so. 

Now, selling scrap iron was 
another matter altogether. It was 
during the war and iron was 
mighty hard to come by. We did­
n't bother to go hunting for it, 
and when we found scrap iron, it 
was by chance. Once in a great 
while someone would throw 
away a piece from an old cook 
stove or a bicycle rim all bent out 
of shape, and we'd just happen to 
find it and carry, or drag, it home. 
And sometimes Dad would bring 
home an old piece of junk iron 
he'd found beside the road some­
place, or one of my older broth­
ers would toss a prece of some­
thing or other onto the pile from 
time to time. 

Anyway, a couple of times 
every summer, an old man with a 
push cart and peg leg would 
come and buy it. 

When we had a pretty-good­
sized pile. sometimes he'd give 
us a dollar or two. Most of the 
time, though, he'd just offer us a 
flat 50 cents and we· d take it. 
After all, that was more than we 
got for three cases of pop bottles. 

Anyway, we wheeled and 
dealed enough to always have a 
little extra for show fare, or some 
loose change to rattle in our 
pockets. 

What we never had, though, 
was an allowance.

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Trouble brewing: some iced tea may not be fit to drink 

Iced tea is a summer staple dat­
ing back to the World's Fair in St. 
Louis in 1904. We as Americans 
popularized the beverage among 
ourselves and around the world. 

But before you take the plunge 
and enjoy that sip of refreshing 
iced tea, you might want to ask 
whether the tea was brewed and 
stored properly. Any deviation 
from the recommended guidelines 
could put your health at risk. 

Tainted tea can cause intestinal 
illness due to bacteria that exist on 

the tea leaves or in the brewing 
equipment, said Sandra Bastin, 
extension specialist for food and 
nutrition at the University of 
Kentucky. 

Bastin recommends a set of 
guidelines the Kentucky 
Department for Public Health cre­
ated for food-service establish­
ments. Principal among the guide­
lines is the use of near-boiling 
water to brew tea. 

Brew tea in water that is 195 
degrees Fahrenheit for at least 

three minutes. she recommended. 
Water boils at 212 degrees 

''But even if the tea has been 
brewed properly. dirt) equipment 
and improper storage can s till 
cause contamination." Bastin said. 

Refrigerate tea afler it's brewed 
and dispose of it after eight hours. 
she said. 

Bastin suggests frequent clean­
ing and ~anitizing of the brewing 
equipment.

Properly brewed tea-especial ­
ly green tea, according to some 
nutritionists-may enhance health . 

Green tea, currently in vogue 
among practitioners of herbal 
remedies, is thought to prevent a 
variety of ailments. including can­
cer. Interestingly. the (kath rate 
from cancer is significantly lower 
for men and women in Japan, 
where green tea is the main bever­
age. 

Iced tea precaution-. in 
Kentucky hegan in 1995. when 
health inspectors found unsafe lev­
els of coliform bacteria in 
Cincinnati-area restaurants. A sub­
~equent check revealed unaccept­
able amounts of bacteria in 13 of 
19 northern Kentucky restaurants 
inspected. Colifom1 bacteria may 
indicate the presence of infectious­
disease organisms. 

''Since implementing the new 
tea-brewing guidelines, Kentucky 
restaurants have continued to pro­
vide safe beverages, including 
tea." Delius said. 

To be on the safe side, though, 
Bastin recommends that restau­
rant-goers be .. alert for tea with an 
unpleasant odor, taste. or appe~ 
ancc. 

Horne brewers have little to 
fear. if they follow the guidelines.'' 
~he said. 

"In general, if tea is prepared 
using boiling water and is refriger­
ated ~imilar to the way you would 
store milk products, tea drinkers 
will be protected from illnesses 
associated with contaminated tea," 
she said.

Laid-off garment ~orkers 
find out that education pays 

Imagine feeling secure in a job 
that you thought would take you into 
retirement and then ha\ ing the rug 
pulled out from under you v. hen the 
company decides to lay-ofT \\Orkers. 

Devastated was the word used 
most often by three employees of 
Kentucky's garment industry to 
describe how the) felt a few years 
ago when they lost their jobs. 

Now all three women are in 
entirely different fields and \\ ould 
not go back to their former jobs even 
if they could. 

The transformation from dev<tsta­
tion to satisfaction in ne\\ careers 
started with assistance from the stall' 
of the Department for Employment 
Services and funding from the Office 
of Training and ReEmployment. 

Nancy Gnder had v.orked at 
Oshkosh B'Gosh in Columbia in 
various jobs for 22 years when she 
found out the factory was shutting 
down. The Office of Training and 
ReEmployment's Rapid Response 
team came to the company to tell 
workers about the Job Training 
Partnership Act's (JTPA) dislocatl'd 
workt.:r::. program and her life began 
to change. She found out alxlllt JOb 
opportunities. retraining, fihng for 
unemployment insurance benefits 
and other services. 

At 52, Grider decided to go bad. 
to Lindsay Wilson College v. here 
she had attended for a ''hile in the 
1980s. The dislocated \\Orkcrs pro 
gram p<tid for her schooling and <;he 
earned a two-year degree in human 
services. She works at the Rusllell 
Springs Adult Active Da)' Center 
where she was recently promoted 
from activit) director to assistant 
administrator Grider said she could 
not have afforded to return to school 
without the dislocated v.orker pro­
gram. 

"I'm so thankful for the di.;locat 
cd worker program. I wouldn't be 
where I am now if it hadn't been for 
them," Grider said. 

Grider is one of about 2,000 dis 
located workers in south central 
Kentucky that Gina Dalton. of the 
Department for Employment 
Services Somerset office. has certi 
fied in the last two years 
Certification involves looking at the 
worker's circum,tances to detcnmne 
if they qualify for the dislo~.:ated 
worker program. 

'Jb be ce1tificd, the workt;,r has to 
have heen lmd off because the plant 
is closing or dov.nsizing. there i-; no 
possibility of retuming to work for 
that plant. and there are no other 
employers in the area that need •' 
worker in that occupation. If d \~ork 
er is eligible for the dislocated '"ork 
er progw111, the expense& for rctnun 
ing, out-or area job searches, and 
relocation will be paid hy JTJ>A 

funds. 
Dalton is the coordinator of the 

d1slocated worker program for the 
onice, \\hich c;en cs 13 counties. She 
assists the Rapid Response team 
when they come to her area, which 
h.ts hcen often. The oftice as a whole 
has l'ertificd about 5,000 people 
front the gam1ent industry in the last 
two years, Dalton said. 

lb meet the need, she has called 
111 Employment Services workers 
from other areas and done mas<; cer­
tifications at the company or in 
schools. To certify workers, Dalton 
tills out 29 forms on each, completes 
paperwork to enter them in sdtool.

Nineteen of the 
28 Department for Employment 
Sen 1ce!> offices provide dislocated 
worker services. 

In addition to all the ofticial 
duties. Dalton is a counselor and 
motivator to her clienh and often 
gocc; the extra mile to help them. 
"I've taken shoes off my kids' feet to 
put shoes on their ktd's feet," she 
said

removed and three weeks later she 
lost hl'r JOb and then her husband left 
her. 

"There's something better for you 
out there," Dalton said she told the 
client The woman entered the busi­
nes~ management program and now 
1 working part-time and pursuing a 
lour-year degree at Eastern 
Kentuck) University. 

M.my dislocated garment workers 
JD nn1 have experience in other 

fields, so going back to school or into 
training programs is the only way 
the) can become self sufficient. 

Penny Price wa" in this position 
when she was laid off from the Fruit 
of the Loom plant in Campbellsville 
in 1997. She ha'd worked at the fac­
tory for more than five years. 

Through the dislocated worker 
program, Price fulfilled a dream. 
"Nursing was something I had 
always wanted to do but I thought it 
was too hard to get in and lherc were 
waiting lists at the schools I had 
called." she said. 

An employment services worker 
called her and told her about a nurs­
ing class opening for dislocated 
workers at the Danville Campus of 
Central Kentucky Technical College. 
Fifteen months later she graduated 
and is now a licensed practical nurse 
in a doctor's office. Price said it was 
difficult to return to school but she is 
glad she did it. 

·'Here l am 34 years old and I 
wasn't sure l could get back into the 
studying. It was stressful. I studied 
every minute of every day. I was 
proud of myself," Price said. 

The hard work paid off. Price 
graduated with a 3.6 grade point 
average. ''I really felt good that I had 
accomplished this and I have a 
career," she said. 

Suzanne Wilson started at Fruit of 
the Loom in Campbellsville right out 
of high school. She had worked there 
for 10 years when her job ended in 
1997. "I was scared to death and I 
didn't know what I was going to do," 
she said. 

Wilson also decided to go to 
school through the dislocated worker 
program. "I had always wanted to 
work in an office, but 1 never had an 
opportunity because I had n baby and 
needed a job," she said. 

Wilson attcmkd Campbellsville 
University and eamed a two year 
degree in office management. She
