It would take a miracle to avert
a strike by Highlands Regional
Medical Center employees,
including registered nurses, at this
late date, according to Kathy
McCormick, administrative orga-
nizer for the union that represents
the hospital workers.

Workers of Service Employees
International  Union  (SEIU)
District 1199 at Highlands
Regional Medical Center (HRMC)

held a rally and press conference
on Monday evening to tell the
public about their efforts to ratify
their contract before Thursday's
strike deadline. McCormick said
health insurance dand job security
continue to be the major issues.
Kathy Rubado, spokesperson
for the hospital, said the hospital
has offered a “fair contract™ to the

service, technical and elerical staff

of the hospital.

She said management wants to
continue to negotiate with the reg-
istered nurses. If negotiations are

allowed to continue, all employees
could continue to work, she said,
Rubado said the hospital and
union will hold negotiations today
(Wednesday), starting at 9 a. m.

Keathley and his crew of astro-
nauts will depart from Cape
Canaveral en route to Mars.”

This could be the news down
the road for a Betsy Layne High
School student.

Keathley, a 14-year-old fresh-
man, spent a2 week in Huntsville,
Alabama, this summer attending

the National Aeronautics and
Space Administration (NASA)
Academy,

Keathley's mom Helen and
brother Heath accompanied him
to Alabama, but stayed in motel
about 3-1/2 miles from the acade-

“my. “"Mom dropped me off and
then picked me up at the end of
my stay,” Keathley said.

The honor student said the
experience was fascinating as he
worked and studied with students

That number and electronic
address are likely to be wired to a
Sykes information technology cen-
ter, such as the one being built in
Pike County. The company has
more than 30 such centers in the
United States and several foreign
countries.

Molloy said most people think
they're calling the manufacturer or
the retailer, but they're actually
calling one of these centers.

The rigorous, three-week train-
ing program for Sykes employees
prepares them to answer customer
queries.

“This is the kind of jobs we
want.,” said Gov. Paul Patton, who
participated in Monday's ceremony,
“jobs that depend on the intellectu-
al capital of our people. Our people
will be solving problems for people
around the world."

Patton said he and other state
and local economic developers
showed Sykes officials sites in
Pike, Perry and Breathitt counties.
They chose the Pike County site
and one in Hazard, where another
center will begin construction in a
couple of weeks.

The state’s economic incentive
package to persuade Sykes to locate
in Pike County is reportedly about
$9 million, including the site devel-
opment and training. Coal sever-
ance tax money, through the Honey
Branch  Regional  Industrial
Authority, makes up a portion of the
funding.

Martin County banker Mike
Duncan, who chairs the Honey
Branch authority, pointed out that
the word “regional” had recently
been added to the organization's
name. Originally denoting the
industrial area being developed
near the new federal prison, soon to
bé under construction in Martin
County, the authority now encom-
passes a multi-county region.

Duncan called Honey Branch the
“conduit” for the Sykes project. He
added that the new development
“goes to show how fast things can
be done when people are going in
the same direction.”

Patton sounded an alarm about
further industrial development. He
said the Mossy Bottom site was the
“last land” in the region that was
ready to show to prospective devel-

opers. “We're out of land. We don’t
have places to develop like this,” he
said.

The Martin County site at Honey
Branch is still a year away from
being ready, he said. Money for
water and sewer lines to the site has
been approved, but the work is not
yet completed.

Anne Chaney of the Big Sandy
Area Development District, who
has worked closely with Sykes offi-
cials, said the new business is
“spectacular” not only for the jobs
to be created, but also because “it

will prove folks in eastern
Kentucky have the ability to do this
type of work.”

She added that the Sykes man-
agers “have been super to work
with” and apparently “have an
incredible commitment to quality.”

Chaney said that the company is
ranked tops in its industry and has
never had a losing quarter financial-
ly since it was started in 1977.

The company expects to have
the new building completed and the
business up and running by
December.

According to an information
sheet published by the union, hospi-
tal representatives walked out on
negotiations on August 25 when the
union was willing to stay longer to
work out a contract.

The paper also listed the phone
numbers of hospital CEO Bud
Warman and members of the board
of directors. Workers were 1o call
these people and ask them to assist
in reaching a settlement.

(Thursday) at noon, people should

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Pre-Labor Day gas prices soar

Gasoline prices soared more than
eight cents a gallon in the last month
and are now |8 cents above what
they were just before the last Labor
Day holiday. according to AAA Blue
Grass/Kentucky.

AAA's Monthly Fuel Gauge
report shows self-serve unleaded gas
averages $1.255 per gallon nation-
wide, 8.1 cents higher than in July. A

® year ago, the pre-labor Day average
was $1.075 per gallon.

“The increase was the biggest in
August since prices rocketed 11.4
cents in 1990 following Iraq’s inva-
sion of Kuwait,” said Dan Dickson,
spokesman for AAA Blue Grass/

In Kentucky, the average price for
unleaded regular gas jumped eight
cents in one month to $1.19 per gal-
lon, The Bluegrass State has the
nation’s 16th cheapest gas prices.
California has the highest average
gas price at $1.55 a gallon, while
Georgia has the country’s cheapest
fuel at $1.09 per gallon.

In Lexington, a survey of 30 gas
stations showed the average price for
unleaded regular gas to be $1.17 a
gallon, up two cents from a month
ago. Gas prices in the Lexington sur-
vey ranged from a low of $1.09 to a
high of $1.23.

An estimated 34.8 million
Americans will travel 100 miles or
more from home over the Labor Day
holiday — the second highest total
ever, according to AAA Blue
Grass/Kentucky.

game farm/wildlife center. We need
something like that here.

The way we treat animals, chil-
dren, the elderly and the infirm says
a lot about us as a society and a peo-
ple. What we hear and read regard-
ing all of the above in the past few
years indicates we are going in the
wrong direction.

We coddle. feed and clothe those
too lazy and sorry to help them-
selves or to work, yet we let our
elderly, our children and our ani-
mals suffer. Does this make sense to
you?

Students investigate fire

Law enforcement students at
Prestonsburg Community College
(PCC) recently participated in
their second arson investigation.
On Monday, August 16, several
small fires were set in a vacant
house by the Prestonsburg Fire
Department.

Mike Dixon’s students arrived
the next morning, putting their
investigative skills to good use.
They became familiar with evi-
dence collection techniques by
treating the scene as an actual
crime scene.

Many public safety officials
participated in this exercise.
Officials included Prestonsburg
Fire Marshal Larry Adams, sever-
al members of the Prestonsburg
Fire Department and Officer
Tommy Gearheart from the
Prestonsburg Police Department,
who is completing his studies at
PEC,

Adams emphasized the impor-
tance of talking to witnesses and

positions with churches in
California, Arizona and Hawaii, but
in May of 1973, he left the ministry
to begin a facility for handicapped
people.

A few months later, he acciden-
tally backed into a power line carry-
ing 7.200 volts of electricity, which
resulted in the amputation of both
his hands and forearms.

Still, in June 1974, he opened
Rainbow Acres, where he served
until 1995.

Showers has written four books.
One. “Reach for the Rainbow.” doc-
uments the building of the ranch
and is being considered for a televi:
sion movie. He has been written
about in several magazines, includ-
ing Reader's Digest and People,
and his life was showcased on
NBC'’s “This Is Your Life.”

He was honored in 1986 by the
Arizona State University Alumni
Association as Alumnus of the Year,
and, in 1987, he was given the
Sammy Award by the Samaritan
Health Service organization and
Samaritan Medical Foundation.

gathering physical evidence.
Dixon reminded the students that
arson dogs are frequently used to
sense what type of fuel may have
been used to set the fire.

The 10 students, along with
Adams, witnessed the different
burn patterns, This information
ultimately helped them to deter-
mine the fire's point of origin and
direction of travel.

Dixon wanted another chance
to give his students the experience
of an actual arson investigation.
The students commented that they
are very much aware that arson
investigation skills are difficult to
learn, and they welcomed the
opportunity to develop such com-
petencies.

Last spring, Dixon’s students
joined Adams in the investigation
of an actual fire that occurred at
the city’s trash collection facility,
The cause of the blaze was deter-
mined to be accidental.

Dixon praised the efforts of the
fire marshal and the fire depart-
ment,

“I am very grateful for the
cooperation of the fire depart-
ment,” he said. “They are very

The eye in the sky is back!

Once again instant replay has been
imposed on the men in penitentiary pin-
stripe, the officials of the National
Football League.

For a truth, the “zebra crews” have
done little to distinguish themselves dur-
ing the past few seasons without a TV
peekaboo presence in the pressbhox. Blown
calls, many of strategic importance, have
become almost commonplace in the NFL.

Bobby Beathard, general manager of
the San Diego Chargers, has long champi-
oned the cause of instant replay.

“You don't want to lose a game you
should have won,” he said, “and you don’t
want to win a game you should ave lost,
The action is so fast and intense out there
now that every innovation is needed to
fairly conduct the proceedings.”

Heading the opposition was former
New York Giants GM George Young, who
said, “Every other sport relies upon the
judgment of qualified officials. Football
shouldn't be any different.”

Some critics contend that the NFL hier-
archy itself is largely responsible for the
league’s on-field problems.

Observed Sam Huff, a Hall of Fame
linebacker and currently a radio color
commentator: “A bunch of button-down
types in the league office who have never
played the game are responsible for chang-
ing the rules. They've made a mess of
things."”

Since 1978 pass receivers can't be
“chucked” five yards beyond the scrim-
mage line, offensive linemen are allowed
to use their hands to block, only the ball
has to break the plane of the goal line to
score a touchdown, there’s no blocking
below the waist, and etc., and etc.

“Most roughing the passer rules are a
Jjoke,” Huff said.

Finding of No Significant Impact

The USDA, Rural Utilities Service has received an application for
financial assistance from the City of Prestonsburg. The proposed
project consists of the installation of approximately 43,000 linear
feet of 6" forced main and approximately 3500 feet of 8" gravity
sewer lines, construct one new pumping station and rebuild one
existing pumping station to serve the Community of David and
approximately 262 residents and the Clark Elementary School
along Routes 114 and 404. As required by the National
Environmental Policy Act, USDA/RUS has assessed the potential
environmental impacts of this proposed action and determined that
the quality of human environment will not be significantly impact-
ed nor will an environmental impact statement be required.
USDA/RUS has further determined that the location of the pro-
posed construction would impact the 100-year floodplain. It has
been determined that there is no practicable alternative to avoid this
impact. The basis of this determination is as follows:

* The floodplain would be impacted by the proposed construction
due to stream crossings.

* The proposed sewer system must be located within the flood-
plain in order to serve the proposed customers.

* The proposed action conforms tg applicable state and local
floodplain protection standards.

In order to avoid or minimize any adverse environmental impacts,
the Rural Utilities Service will require the applicant to incorporate
the following mitigation measures into the proposed project’s
design.

*» The applicant will be required in the RUS Letter of Conditions to
ammend its bylaws whereby it will deny service 1o any new cus-
tomer planning to build in a floodplain or identified wetland area.

* The sewer lines will be laid on public right-of-ways, where nec-
essary to avoid impacts on any prime farmland and/or wetlands
that may be in the vicinity.

when the bump and grind that goes
on the race track fails to fall in the
broad-based category of “just rac-
ing,”

As ftar as NASCAR is con-
cerned, the fireworks that erupted
on the last lap at Bristol last
Saturday was just that, “racing.”

The incident that | am referring
to is the bump that Dale Earnhardt
gave race leader Terry Labonte on
the last lap that caused the
Kellogg's driver to lose control and
trigger a multi-car crash. While all
of the crashing was taking place,
Earnhardt was able to avoid
Labonte's out-of-control car and go
on to register his second win of the
1999 season.

Earnhardt is definitely a fan
favorite at Bristol and during driver
introductions, the Intimidator
always draws the loudest applause.
It is this same fan base that for 72
Winston Cup wins have joined
together to raise the roof in
approval of seeing Eamhardt crawl
out of his ¢ar in victory lane.

The man, who for years could

booed by the packed house of
around 140,000 after he crossed the
finish line, The crowd, that normal-
ly after a race begins their own race
to their cars in an effort to escape
Winston Cup’s famous post race
gridlock, stood stunned after the
race. not sure of what they just saw
take place on the white flag lap.
Did the bump cross the lines of

just "racing,” or was it an accept-

able tactic that many Winston Cup
drivers say Earnhardt has been
using for years? Earlier in the race,
Jerry Nadeau bumped Dale Jarrett
from behind and was penalized by
NASCAR officials two laps. Such
penalties are not uncommon during
a race, but penalizing a driver for
an incident that happens on the last
lap is pretty much unheard of.
Several protest were filed over
the incident as soon as the race was
over, but Mike Helton, NASCAR’s
chief operating officer, made a
statement late Saturday night that
said the race results would stand.
“After seeing the end of the race
and reviewing all the tapes;

“Actually it would have been better
had the race ended under better cir-
cumstances. Having to make a
decision on whether or not 1o take a
race win away from someone for
something that happens on the race
track, you have to be very certain
about that. In this case, it's not
inconclusive that it was a racing
accident on the way back to the
checkered flag.”

Helton went on to say that the
circumstances surrounding the last
lap incident were far different than
the one involving Nadeau and Dale
Jarreit. Helton said Labonte and
Earnhardt “were involved in racing
for the win and racing for posi-
tion." Nadeau, he said, was warned
ahead of time that Jarrett's car was
not up to speed and that he go
around him,

With NASCAR’s blessing, the
celebration continued taking place
in victory lane. but the mood of
Earnhardt and his owner, Richard
Childress. sure didn’t reflect the

mood of a team that just notched
their second win of the season,

appeared ill at ease and a bit embar-
rassed in the post-race interviews.
Earnhardt admitted that he intended
on bumping Labonte, not to knock
him out of the way or wreck him,
but just an attempt to “rattle his
cage a little bit.”

Back in the garage area, Labonte
was responding to reportér's ques-
tions with a level of class that we
seldom see in the sport, Even
though the pain was evident on the
Texan's face, his tongue-in-cheek
response that “Earnhardt never
means to do it” spoke volumes
about the events of that last lap.

Now NASCAR has made its
decision, but that won't stop the
discussions that are sure (o take
place this week whenever a couple
of fans get together. 1 guess it all
has to do with your definition of
just what is “racing.” No ruling
body governs its sport with the effi-
ciency of NASCAR, but last-lap
incidents like what took place
Saturday night require a clearer
definition of just what is “racing.”

Dale Eamhardt won the Goody's
Headache Powder 500 at Bristol
Motor Speedway, his second victory
in 1999. It is his 73rd career victory
in 630 NASCAR Winston Cup races,
but it was surrounded in controversy.

After bumping leader Terry
Labonte on the last lap, the 141,000
fans were on their feet. They were
either for or against Earnhardt. There
was no in-between.

Eambhardt, who started from the
26th spot had led 49 laps of the 500-
mile race before being passed by
Labonte as the white flag was given,
signaling one more lap. As Labonte
and Earphardt exited turn two,
Eamhardt caught Labonte’s No. 5
Hendrick Chevrolet and bumped him
in the left rear.

This caused Labonte to lose con-
trol and five other cars either ran into
him or wrecked, while Eamhardt
headed to the finish line, followed by
Jimmy Spencer, Ricky Rudd, Jeff
Gordon and Tony Stewart.

Earnhardt’s win and the decision
by 'NASCAR not to penalize
Earnhardt was not accepted by the
majority of racing fans in the stands.
For nearly 15 minutes, fans booed
him in victory lane. Earnhardt sup-
porters were definitely in the minori-
ty. It wasn'l a hero's welcome,

“Terry got into the back of me
between three and four and T was
going to get back to him and rattle
him,” said Earnhardt. “T wasn’t going
to wreck him. I didn’t mean to wreck
him, just rattle his cage.

“It was a heckuva way to win. ['d
like to beat Terry and race him side-
by-side, but as I said, I got into him a
little and got him loose and spun him
out. I was just going to get under him
and shake him. [ wasn't going 1o try
to wreck him."

Richard Childress, team owner,
refused comment. “From where I
was sitting I couldn’t see what hap-
pened,” he said. “But I'm happy for
the GM Goodwrench team.”

But fourth place finisher Jeff
Gordon and Terry Labonte's
Hendrick Motorsports teammate did-
n’tagree with Earnhardt's assessment
of how things happened.

“Earnhardt just took Terry right
out,” he said. “That’s all I saw. It's a

shame. Terry had the car to beat there,
and he should have won the race. It's
a shame for those guys because they
needed that more than anybody. It
didn’t surprise me that Terry was that
good tonight. He runs real good here.
We just got tight tonight. There at the
end they just beat us because they put
tires on and we couldn’t.”

Ricky Rudd, who finished third
agreed with Gordon.

“On the last lap Earnhardt clearly
took Terry out,” Rudd said. “It was a
shame. Terry took on tires and
Eamhardt was just a sitting duck, The
last lap, call it what you want, it was
just racing, but it was a shame for
Terry.”

And what did Terry Labonte have
to say about the incident?

“I passed him on the front
straightway, then he hit me in the cor-
ner. He never has any intentions of
taking anyone out, it just happens,”
Labonte explained.

When asked if he planned to lodge
a protest or discuss the last lap inci-
dent with NASCAR officials,
Labonte replied, 1 wouldn't waste
my time to go down to the trailer and
talk to them about it. I've been there
before. He better tighten his belt up.”

Dale Tarrett still holds a 213-point
lead over second place Mark Martin,
the first time that he has not extended
his points lead in the last 11 races. His
38th place finish is his season worst
finish and ended his streak of 19 con-
secutive finishes of 11th or better.

On bugs, both

It amazes me when I get to
thinking about some of the
things we used to do for fun
when I was a youngster.

[ mean, I'm not a cruel per-
son by nature.

Neither
would 1 beat a dog, or anything
like that.

As a matter of fact, I'd even
get upset when some of those
old mean boys would catch a
stray dog that had the misfor-
tune of wandering into Society
Row. They'd tie a Carnation
cream can (Carnation came
from contented cows.) filled
with tiny railroad gravels to its
tail.

The faster the dog would run
to escape the clattering, the
more the can would clatter. The
more the can clattered, the
more those old mean boys

However, being obviously
more humane didn’t necessarily
make me braver. | never said
anything because I didn’t want
my mouth mashed, and,
besides, their shenanigans
served a good purpose because
stray dogs seldom stayed
strayed when they’d stray into
our neighborhood.

Anyway, I've always consid-
ered myself a civil and decent
sort. Yet, when I think back to
some of the things I would do,
I really begin to wonder.

Take what we'd do to the
June Bug, for example. We'd
never give a second thought to
catching one, tying a long piece
of string around one of its back
legs and making it fly in circles
round and round our heads
until we'd become tired orit’d
break off its leg and fly away.

And the poor lightning bug

On the other hand, though,
we were kind to most every
form of aquatic life we hap-
pened to hook. We practiced
the “catch and release™ policy
50 years before it became the
popular thing to do.
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Gene mapping for healthier horses Genes are destiny. DNA holds the secret to life.

“These are phrases that leap to
people’s minds when you talk about
genetics,” says Emest Bailey, an
immunogenetics researcher and pro-
fessor at the Maxwell H. Gluck
Equine Research Center at the
University of Kentucky. “By creating
a gene map of the horse, we are not
going to unravel every secret. Gene
mapping will be, though, to the next
century what vaccines and antibiotics
were to this century,”

Bailey, who is leading the horse
gene mapping effort at UK, says that
one reason for creating such a map is
that horses are a significant part of
our “agricultural landscape™ and con-
tribute heavily to our economy.

A 1996 study commissioned by
the = Americann Horse Council
Foundation estimates that the horse
industry has a $112 billion impact on
the nation’s gross domestic product,
and generates 1.4 million full-time
jobs. Goods and services produced

by the horse industry are valued at
$25.3 billion, roughly the same
amount as the apparel manufacturing
or the motion picture industries.

“A gene map for the horse will
allow us to investigate the complex
hereditary basis of behavior, perfor-
mance and disease,” Bailey says.
Developmental bone diseases affect
10 to 25 percent of horses across a
wide range of breeds, decreasing
their performance and breeding
potential, While breeders are adept at
selecting for performance, inherited
defects often negate those efforts.

“People spend a lot of money on
horses, A lot of money is wasted and
a lot of suffering is caused, because
of health problems. Our gene map
will save money and create better
health for horses,” says Bailey.

The horse genome contains
between 60,000 to 80,000 genes—
pieces of DNA which code for pro-
teins and enzymes. In order to shed

some light on where genes are locat-
ed, scientists look for markers.

“A marker is any measurable
inherited difference that shows varia-
tion between individuals,” Bailey
says. The genetic variation scientists
use as a marker can be something as
small as a change in a single base in
the DNA to a whole deleted section.

Each gene is a segment of DNA
on a chromosome. Early on, scien-
tists realized that before mapping
could begin they needed to establish
a standard—to identify and number
the 64 domestic horse chromosomes,

Teri Lear, a cytogeneticist from

UK who works closely with Bailey,

was one of the specialists eager to
solve this problem. Cytogenetics is a
branch of biology dealing with the
study of heredity from a cellular and
genetic perspective. Lear, one of 10
leading experts in horse cytogenetics
in the world, met with her colleagues
at the University of California,

Elderly citizens face special
hazards in summer’s heat

FRANKFORT — News
reports say about a half-dozen
Kentucky residents have died as a
result of the intense heat that has
gripped much of the country this
sumimer.

While extremes in summer
weather can threaten anyone’s
health, the very young and the very
old are at highest risk. The elderly
are particularly at risk becauSe they
frequently live alone and may be
unable to seek help if overcome by
the heat.

Anne Flynn, RN, a nurse con-
sultant with the Cabinet for
Families and Children, Department
for Community Based Services,
urges everyone to check on their
elderly neighbors and relatives
more frequently during extreme
weather. Check immediately, Flynn
said. if there is any sign of trouble,
such as mail or newspapers not
being taken in, no lights, or lights
left on all night.

She also recommends calling
your local office of the Department

for Community Based Services
(formerly the Department for
Social Services), if you suspect
someone is in trouble. The
Department has an office in every
county, and staff will respond to an
emergency call within one hour,
Flynn said, and to other calls with-
in 24 hours.

Every Kentucky county is also
served by an office of the Cabinet
for Health Services' Area Agency

They may dress too warmly for the
wedther, and quickly fall vicum to
the heat. In addition, many medica-
tions interfere with the way heat
and cold are perceived, and some
medications can increase the loss
of body fluids, increasing the pos-
sibility of dehydration,

In addition to checking on the
elderly who may live alone, Flynn
advises checking on elderly rela-
tives in nursing homes more fre-
quently during severe heat. Make
sure they are receiving adequate
Huids and that fluids are always
kept within their reach. unless their
® condition restricts them to no lig-
uids.

During the extreme heal. the
elderly should stay indoors in air
conditioning, especially those with
heart or breathing problems.
People who are unable to cool their
homes should go somewhere air-
conditioned, such as the home of a
neighbor or relative, or a senior cit-
izen center. Those accustomed to
taking walks should take advantage
of indoor air-conditioned malls for
their exercise until outdoor condi-
tions are more favorable,

Symptoms of heat exhaustion
include moist, clammy skin; nau-
sea; headache, and dizziness or
confusion. The victim should be
given liquids with small amounts
of salt. If the victim loses con-
sciousness, vomits repeatedly or
can't drink liquids, medical assis-

tance should be called. Heat stroke
15 a serious condition that can be
fatal, and always requires immedi-
ate emergency medical care.

The victim of heat stroke may
seem confused or even delirious

“before losing consciousness, may

be hot and dry to the touch, and
may appear flushed at first and then
turn gray.

While waiting for medical
attention, lower the victim’s
bodytemperature by bathing the
victim in cool liquids, or wrapping
the victim in wet sheets and fan-
ning the victim.

Many low-income elderly

When should infants and toddlers
have their eyes examined?

The visual system of the new-
& born is poorly developed. Within
the first six months of life, rapid
changes occur in visual acuity,
accommodation, and binocular
vision. Interference with develop-
ment during this very critical
phase may lead to serious lifelong
effects on vision. Successful
treatment can be obtained more
quickly with early intervention.
According to the American
Optometric Association Pediatric
Eve Exam Guidelines, -a child
should first visil an optometrist
for an initial comprehensive eye
exam at $ix months of age. The
optometrist will check for symp-

toms of eye disease, crossed-
eves, lazy eye and development
problems. Infants and toddlers

too young to talk or to identify
letiers and numbers can be exam-
ined with the sophisticated equip-
ment available today.

The child should have another
eye examination at age three. The
doctor will check eye health, eye

movement skills, focusing abili-
ties and whether or not common
vision problems like nearsighted-
ness or farsightedness are pre-
sent.

An estimated one percent of
preschoolers are nearsighted and
about seven percent are suffi-

ciently farsighted to required
vision correction. Astigmatism
significant enough 1o require

treatment affects about two per-
cent of preschoolers.

About 75,000 three-year-old
children develop amblyopia each
year. Amblyopia i§ responsible
for loss of vision in more people
under 45 years of age than all
other ocular diseases and trauma
combined.

It 1s estimated that 2-3 percent
of healthy infants born each year
will suffer visual loss from
amblyopia. The important thing
to know is that if diagnosed early,
it is highly treatable and the
child's vision can be saved.
Treatment before age five is criti-
