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Jail time
urged for
-sign bandits

911 board
wants to

Sign thieves may be setting
themselves up for time in jail if Bill
Dotson, Floyd County E-911 ser-
vice coordinator can get lawmakers
to agree.

Apparently many of the road
signs that have been placed up
across the county have been stolen.
Middle Creek residents have
already lost five out of eight signs
that were put up just last week,
Dotson said.

Dotson and the E-911 advisory
board discussed ways 1o get the
thieves to repay their deeds in kind.
The road signs are an essential part
of the county’s 911 system, giving
directions to many fire, ambulance
and police services, said Dotson.

Dotson would like to see legisla-
tion approved that would see
offenders spend 10 to 30 days in
jail, pay a hefty fine, and work
community service.

Dotson said perpetrators do not
realize the seriousness of what they
have done. The stolen signs identify
areas that are possibly unknown to
emergency drivers and, if they are
nol in place, could place a person’s
life in jeopardy.

“There is just no sense in that,”
said Dotson, “They are cutting the
sign and then working it back and
forth until it breaks off.”

He compared the missing signs
to an incident in Florida, in which
teenagers had stolen a stop sign.
The missing stop sign resulted in a
traffic fatality. Therefore, Dotson
and the advisory board would like

to see stiff penalties put in place for
destruction of the markers.

“The biggest thing we need to
get out to the public is it could be
someone’s life or someone trapped

in a house fire and it could be some |
of their family that we need to |

respond to.” said Jackie Howard,
fire chief for the David Fire
Department. *Some of these road
signs, where they changed the name

of some of these hollows, we need |

to know it. It could be one of their
family that we can’t get to because
someone tears down some of these
signs,”

*The roads where these signs
were torn down were in the system
as enhanced roads and the ambu-

lance services or fire departments |

are depending upon them,” said
Dotson.
The enhanced 911 system is

expected to be fully functional by

the first week of April.

*Now they can start following

those road signs,” said Dotson.
Three road signs in a row were
taken beginning with the sign al the

Left Fork of Abbott Creek. On that |

road there are many homes on sep-
arate forks that depend on that first
sign. The Left Fork of Abbott Creek
sign was later found on US 23.

Deputy Rick Thomsberry told
the council at this point the most
serious charge would be theft by
unlawful taking.

In other matiers, the Betsy
Layne, Mud Creek, Toler and the
Middle Creek fire departments
brought before the board the serious
problem of radio silence.
Firefighters told the advisory board
there were far too many dead air
spaces in their territories.

Betsy Layne told the advisory
council they have had problems
with the radios since the system
went on line. At times. the station
would have to position a firefighter
in an area away from a fire in order
to relay messages to the Kentucky
State Police post. The dead zones

In the last few weeks Floyd
County law officers have arrest-
ed iwo alleged deadbeat dads
that were literally thousands of
dollars behind in child support
payments.

County Attorney  Keith
Bartley has addressed the grow-
ing problem of deadbeat dads by
establishing an office that has
consistently scored high on state
evaluations.

When Bartley took office, he
said a division of child support
was already in existence in the
county. The office was moved
around in the city of
Prestonsburg until a new build-
ing was set up near The Market
Place on South Lake Drive.

“We kept growing and finally
we had to build an office.” said
Bartley. “We are postipg num-
bers that are probably in the top
Jfive percent of the counties in
Kentucky.”

The state’s child support
offices are graded on perfor-
mances. Those include how
much child support is being col-
lected, how many paternities
have been established and how
good a job the office is doing,
said Bartley.

“We have consistently scored
in the high 90s,” he said.

Child support questions are

son who is over $1,000 behind
in child support has committed a
crime. The amount could be less
than $1,000 also.

Two charges have been estab-
lished by Kentucky lawmakers
in attempts to stem the tide of
non-supporting parents. A per-
son can be charged with non-
support if they have not made a
child support payment in six
months. Flagrant non-support
would be over $1,000, which is
a felony charge.

If flagrant non-support is

established, a4 warrant is issued
for the offender. -

Two recent oifenders have
been arrested for back payments
of $30,000 and $40,000.

“Chances are when they get
to that kind of arrearages, it is
usually someone who is dancing
around.” said Bartley. “They are
always moving, they are not
employed, or they work for
cash, things of that nature.”

With this type of lifestyle,
Bartley said it is hard to garnish
someone’s wages.

Bartley said many times the
large amounts of child support
accrue because the custodial
parents do not pursue the pay-
ments.

“Sometimes they wait 10
years to make the guy pay,” he
said. “When they do come to us,
the amount is already outra-
geous.”

“Sometimes they like them
not paying because they never
come around,” said Jimmy
Marcum.

Bartley said the child support
services have improved since
moving into the new building.

“We added additional staff
and new computers,” Bartley
said. “Before we moved up there
we probably had the largest
caseload per caseworker. Now
that we have added additional

Board approves new bleachers
for Betsy Layne, Allen Central

The Floyd County Board of
Education met in special session
Tuesday night at the central office
o consider some time-sensitive
items including the approval for
various athletic projects in the dis-
trict. but most of the meeting was
devoted to tasks that could be
labeled “let's talk about it” or “let’s
see what each board member feels
about certain issues.”

The board approved a contract
with Interkal, Inc. of Kalamazoo,
Michigan, to provide bleachers for
Allen Central and Betsy Layne high
school gyms. The cost for the Allen
Central bleachers will be $137,268,
while the cost for the bleachers at
Betsy Layne will be $148.677. fora

total contract price of $285,945.

The contracts still must be
reviewed and approved by board
attorney Mike Schmitt. The con-
tract has a clause that would penal-
ize the company $200 a day if the
projects are not completed by the
end of April.

Jody Mullins said he thought
that the projects, especially the one
at Allen Central, were to be com-
pleted during the Christmas vaca-
tion through January 20.

State Manager Woody Carter
told Mullins there was an extra step
to getting the projects approved,
and, by the time the approval came,
the company did not have time to
construct the bleachers. Carter said
he¢ and the central office did not
know of the extra step. He told the
board to keep that extra step in

mind when planning similar pro-
jects.

Mullins was upset that Allen
Central had to alter its schedule in
order to accommodate the earlier
date. He said the move cost the
school a great deal of money need-
lessly.

The board also approved a BG-4
for temporary bleachers at the
Prestonsburg High School football
field. The BG-4 will be submitted
to the Kentucky Department of
Education for approval and pay-
ment. The application calls for a
$49,886 pricetag for the bleachers.

The board discussed the possi-
bility of selling the bleachers to the
city once the permanent ones are in
place. Board member Johnnie Ross

Insurance
dividend
a hoax

A hoax which has been circulat-
ing through veterans circles for
three decades has resurfaced in
Floyd County, most recently in
leaflets dropped off at the
McDowell Post Office.

The fliers claim that a bill
passed by Congress entitles veter-
ans to a dividend on their GI insur-
ance, regardless of whether they
have maintained the insurance or
not. According to the fliers, veter-
ans are entitled to between $261
and $528.

But officials with the Veterans
Administration say the claim isn't .
true.

Dennis West, chief of claims
processing and customer service
with the VA, said Thursday that,
while the VA does pay some insur-
ance dividends, the claims in the
leaflet are false.

West said that dividend pay-
ments the VA does make are done
so automatically, without the recip-
ient having to apply for them. He
also said it is unreasonable to
expect that the government would
pay a dividend to someone who no
longer carries insurance.

“If you hear anything like that,
where they have to apply or that
they’re eligible whether or not they
still carry (insurance), then it's a
hoax.” West said.

West said the hoax is at least 30
years old because he remembers
dealing with it when he first started
working with the VA,

Over the years, West said the
hoax has created a cottage industry
of sorts for the Philadelphia post
office where veterans are told to
mail their applications. He said the
post office at first would return the
letters along with a note explaining
the scam, but said that postal
authorities now just shred the let-

Ross said if it were not possible
for the board to discuss the bud-
get, he wanted a copy of it so “I
can go to sleep with it.”

Chairman Terry Dotson said he
thought the board should make a

Schmitt told the board such a
policy was included in the new
policy manual.

Carol Stumbo said the board
already had a process for handling

such items, and that process
involved going through the budget
committee.

“We have a process. Let's use
it.” Stumbo said.

Stumbo said the employees
making good salaries and running
the school day-to-day should be
the ones to give direction on how
money should be spent.

The student/teacher ratio was
discussed in terms of the budget.
Last year the board raised the
ration from 22-to-1 to 24-to-1 in
order to meet the needs of certain
areas such as arts and humanities.

The board discussed the stu-
dent/teacher ratio for the various
schools in the district. Overall, the
ratio in the county is lower than
indicated on school records
because several personnel are not
included in the calculations.

Dotson told Phil Paige, assess-
ment coordinator, to give the
board a report on exactly how the
ratio stands.

Dotson said the board saved
about $600.000 last year by
increasing the ratio, but a similar
amount 1§ expected to be lost by
the district because of declining
enrollment. He said the budget
committee should be charged with
coming up with suggestions on
how to solve this problem.

Carter said the board needs to
give the budget committee some

direction on this.

Stumbo said it seemed that
when sports items came up, the
money seemed to be more readily
available than when instruction
funds were sought.

Dotson said he hoped that the
district would do a better job of
announcing when and where site-
based council meetings are held.
He was especially critical of such
meetings at Prestonsburg High
School, saying, “I think they hold
the meetings in a closet and don't
do a good job of advertising the f
meetings.” He said he would pay
for the printing of an announce-
ment that could be taken home to

staff, we still have one of the
biggest case loads in Kentucky,
but we have brought down the
number.”

Bartley said about 1,200 child
support cases are pending at the

Bartley attributed the good
grades the county child support
services receives to placing a full-
time attorney, Jo Ann Harvey, on
the job.

The process begins for the
county by establishing if the
offender has ever had a court-
ordered child support schedule
established. Once that has been
successfully established, charges
can be brought if needed.

The catch-22 in the situation is
an imprisoned parent cannot
make payments while in jail, the
arrearage continues to grow, and
often they will go to jail just to
avoid payments.

The “Put me in jail. I'm not
going to pay” ploy will not work,
said Bartley.

“If he has not paid in 10 years,
he is not going to pay anyway,”
he said.

“The moral is, you had better
pay your support,” said Marcum.

Finding the offender has
become easier. With growing
technology, parent locators are
being established across the
country, making it harder for
deadbeat parents to get away, said
Bartley. :

Payments made to workers
who are also offenders can be
traced through Social Security
offices and through taxes, making
the county attorney’s job much
easier.

With nearly 4.000 cases
processed through the courts the
office has recovered in excess of
over $1 million, said Bartley.

“We have probably done the
job better than it has ever been
done,” said Bartley.

by the emergency workers are at
or near the end of their war-
ranties.

If anyone wants to serve on
that board as an EMT, you will
need to notify Dotson by noon
today.
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" Kentucky’s jobless rate continues to tumble in December

FRANKFORT - Kentucky's
unemployment rate fell to 3.6 per-
cenl in December, the lowest
recorded jobless rate for any month
in more than 22 years, according to
the Department for Employment
Services, a Cabinet for Workforce
Development agency.

Kentucky's December jobless
rate was below November's 3.7 per-
. cent rate and December 1998°s 3.8
percent rate. The U.S. jobless rate
decreased to 3.7 percent in
December from 3.8 percent in
November.

“Kentucky's economy showed a
strong finish to a robust year, as evi-
denced by the low jobless rate,”
said Carlos Cracraft. the depart-
ment's chief labor market analyst.
“The last time Kentucky recorded
an unemployment rate lower than
3.6 percent was May 1977, when
the rate was 3.5 percent.”

Four of the nine major job sec-
tors had employmenl increases
from November, while the remain-
ing four decreased; said Cracraft.
The largest gain in jobs in
December was in trade with an

additional 5,300 positions mostly
due to holiday shopping. Retail
trade establishments added 4.500

jobs, while wholesale trade posi-

tions went up by 800.

“New retail trade jobs were
across the beard. Miscellaneous
businesses such as sporting goods,
book and jewelry stores had an
increase of 1,300 jobs, while gener-
al merchandise stores added 1,100
positions in December. In addition,
apparel and accessory stores had
800 new jobs, food stores increased
by 500 positions and eating and
drinking establishments had 300
more jobs during December,” said
Cracralt.

The second largest increase in
jobs was recorded in manufactur-
ing, which rose by 1,100. Increases
in areas such as tobacco products,
fabricated metal products, lumber
and furniture, transportation equip-
ment, and ‘food and kindred prod-
ucts outnumbered the decreases in
leather and leather products, indus-
trial machinery and electronic
equipment.

“There were 321,700 manufac-

turing jobs in Kentucky in
December, the highest monthly
employment level in this category
in 1999.” Cracraft said.

The transportation, communica-
tions and public utilities sector and
the finance, insurance and real
estate sectors added 300 positions
each in December,

Most of the employment
decreases in December were the
result of weather and are expected
this time of the year, Cracraft said.

As usual, agriculture expern-
enced a sharp drop in jobs as farm
work dwindled in December. The
agriculture sector had 3.800 fewer
Jjobs in December than November.

“Farm employment typically
decreases in December each year
due to inclement weather. However,
those agricultural jobs will begin
again with the spring planting sea-
son,” said Cracraft.

The construction sector had a
loss of 2,200 jobs with the onset of
cold weather. The largest loss was
in heavy construction, which was
down by 1.300 positions.
Contractors in special trade cate-

gories such as concrete, electrical
work and roofing showed 600 fewer
jobs in December. General building
contractors, including those build-
ing residential buildings, had 300
fewer positions.

The services sector had a mix-
ture of gains and Jlosses in
December, which resulted in 700
fewer jobs. Seasonal employment
losses occurred in areas such as
amusement and recreation services,
business services, agricultural ser-
vices and hotels and other lodging
places. There were job gains in per-
sonal services, membership organi-
zations and health services.

The government sector recorded
a decline of 700 positions in
December. While there was an
increase of 300 in the federal gov-
emnment’s postal service to handle
extra holiday mail, there was a
1,000-job drop in state and local
government and state and local edu-
cation, Cracraft said.

Mining and quarrying positions
dropped by 100 in December.

Fear keeps many from treatment

FRANKFORT - If you have
symptoms of depression or any
other mental health problem, don’t
let fear or shame stop you from get-
ting help. Medical science has made
great strides in recent years in the
field of mental health and effective
treatment is available for most con-
ditions.

This is one of the major points in
a report on mental health care
released in December by the
nation’s top health official, U.S,
Surgeon General David Satcher.

Neglecting an illness is almost
unthinkable if the condition in ques-
tion is a “physical illness,” like
heart disease or cancer. But it’s all
oo common in cases involving
mental illness. According to the sur-
geon general’s report, nearly half of
all Americans with serious mental
disorders never seek treatment.

Murgaret Pennington, commis-

sioner of the Kentucky Department
for Mental Health and Mental
Retardation Services. agrees that
many people don’t seek treatment
for themselves or family members.
Access to mental health services is
limited in some areas of the state —
“specialty care,” for example, is
concentrated in urban areas — but
the biggest barrier to getting help is
the stigma of mental illness, she
said.

Education and a real understand-
ing of the issue is needed to change
this attitude, said Commissioner
Pennington. A few other key points
from the surgeon general’s report:

* One out of every five
Americans has a mental health
problem that could be treated with
therapy and/or medication.

* Mental disorders are not the
result of moral failings or limited
will power, but are real, legitimate

illnesses that are responsive to spe-
cific treatments.

« Mental illness often has a phys-
ical cause — such as a chemical
imbalance in the brain.

» Dividing illness or health into
“physical” and “mental” categories
1s-an artificial split that has its roots
in an outdated |7th century concept
of the total separation of mind and
body. This “destructive division™
separates mental health treatment
system from the “mainstream of
health,”

* People today have a better
understanding of mental illness, but
are still afraid of people with men-
tal illness., especially those with
psychosis. possibly because of neg-
alive images from television and
other media.

problem among America’s youth

Did you know that children and
teenagers make up 90 percent of
the nation’s new smiokers? Or that
every day in the United States
more than 3,000 adolescents try
their first cigarette?

These are alarming figures and
the numbers seem to be on the rise
due to teens who underestimate the
health risks associated with smok-
ing.

Teens who smoke tend to suffer
fromr more respiratory illnesses
than non-smoking teens. Plus, nol
only do they have more respiratory
problems, but they are more severe
for leen smokers,

Other health risks include a
decrease in physical fitness and
retardation in the level of lung
function and growth rate of the

lungs. In the end. the American
Lung Association reports that

. approximately one-third of smok-
. ers will die of a smoking-related

disease,

While teens underestimate
health risks, they also overestimate
their abilities to quit the habit of
smoking.

Teens need to understand that
cigarettes lead lo an addiction to
nicotine. Trying to quit smoking
can be just as difficult as ending
one's addiction to cocaine or hero-
in.

In fact. statistics show that 40
percent of teenagers who smoke on
a regular basis have tried to quit
the habit and have been unsuccess-
ful.

Prevention plays an important
factor in combating teen smoking.
Afier all, the younger people are
when they start smoking, the more
likely it is they will develop a
severe addiction,

Teens need to be told the facts
about this deadly habit, such as:

« Tobacco smoke includes at
least 60 substances that are known
{o cause cancer.

* Each year, cigarette smoking
is responsible for at least one-third
of all cancer deaths.

* Over 430,000 people die from
smoking-related diseases every
year.

The benefits of not smoking
need to be emphasized to today's
youth who face the daily pressure
of whether or not to pick up a cig-
arette.

The most important reason to
advocate not smoking is simply
because it is better for your health
and the health of everyone around
you.

During this stage of life, these
individuals become very aware of
personal appearance and hygiene.
Another reason for nol smoking
may appeal to this sense of vanity.
Smokers tend to have that distinc-
tive odor that lingers in their
clothes and their hair.

The fact remains that 4.5 mil-
lion adolescents currently smoke
in this country. If the trend contin-
ues as it has in the past, these num-
bers will remain on the rise. With
prevention measures and efforts to
combat smoking among this gener-
ation, we can help our children and
teens to be smoke-free.

Governor can
discard worries
about bottle bill

The litter lobby is trying to bottle-feed us a line.
Apparently a number of legislators are swallowing it, but
thankfully, Gov. Paul Patton isn’t.

Of all the obstacles thrown up by the soft-drink and
beer lobbies for opposing deposits on cans and bottles, the
one that seems to have stuck is the border issue.

This jewel of economic wisdom holds that

~ Kentuckians who live near surrounding states will flock
across the boundaries for the privilege of buying their
favorite beverages in no-return containers.

Bull.

Patton, in a meeting with the Herald-Leader editorial
board this week, called the border claim a “red herring,”

~ which is a polite way of saying “bull.”

That's the good news. The bad news is that even after
more than two years of high-visibility debate on the sub-
ject, the governor still hadn’t realized one of House Bill
I’s key elements.

He spoke with concern about the inconvenience of
gathering up cans and bottles and lugging them to remote
recycling centers, echoing one of the early objections to
House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo’s comprehensive
environmental cleanup bill. '

The reality is that you wouldn’t have to wander far and
wide to get your deposit back. What happens in states
with container deposits is that the good old free market
takes over,

Retailers who want your business install machines that
eat up your Mountain Dew cans and yuppiewater bottles,

. and spit out a credit receipt. You walk inside and spend it,
and the cycle starts again.

Easy as that, And it works. Though the retail and bot-

serving, er, red herrings to oppose Stumbo’s plan, they
have never denied that in Michigan, Vermont, California,
and other bottle-bill states, you simply don’t see bottles
and cans on the roadside,

As for the border issue, Patton knows, as do residents
and legislators from border counties; that commerce in
these regions is played out on a topsy-turvy field. People
cross county and state lines to save sales taxes, to buy
liquor, to gamble — for a lot of reasons. But one thing’s

. for sure: Nobody ever jumped in his pickup to go where
there’s more litter,

The deposit system works. The Estill County school-
children who started the ball rolling on this issue know it,
residents of bottle-bill states know it and, most important,
the vast majority of Kentuckians know it.

They need to let their representatives know. And some-
body needs to keep the governor up to speed. Without his
commitment, both the bill and the commonwealth will be
trashed.

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majority ruling. We did not have to
20 to the association to ask for per-
mission to install bathrooms, air
conditioning, carpets and lunch-
rooms, or even 10 build a new
church house. The church felt it
was our internal right to install a
baptistery after the majority ruled.

Everyone knows about the
creeks and streams, but some of our
churches and brothers had been
going to other denominations to use
their baptistery or were using bath-
tubs or whirlpools at nursing
homes.

Our association does not have
any rules forbidding a baptistery or
using one and they have the same
basis on making decisions, the
majority rules.

When our association was estab-
lished in 1825, they drew up a con-
stitution of the New Salem
Association. Rules of Decorum and
Articles of Faith. The only rule that
our association has about baptizing
is number 7 of our Articles of Faith
of the New Salem Association that
states: “We believe that baptism is
the ordinance of God’s Church on
earth and the Mode of Immersion,
back foremost, to cover all over.”

Our association corresponds
with two other associations that
have baptisteries and another asso-
ciation that just voted 1o allow all
their churches to have one if they
desire. Which leads one to ask, —
Why is all this trouble going on
among our churches? Or is it really
the baptistery that is the issue?

They say that we did not go to
the association and ask. We did not
believe we had to ask them because
it was our internal right and they
are an advisory counsel. Everyone
acts likes the association has the
right to tell the churches what they
can and cannot do. The association
is good if it is 1o keep fellowship,
meet in love, peace and have his
Love in our heart and let God do the
leading and man follow and do his
will.

All they can do is give advice
and to preserve inviolable a chain
of communion among the churches;
to give churches all necessary
advice in matters of difficulty.

When our association is con-
vened it is for three days a year in
_ September, not all year long. When

' they are convened they shall have
no power to lord anything over
God's heritage. The association
cannot say that they don’t believe in
it or it is against their rules because
as | have stated there is just the one
rule about baptizing. It does not
state creek, rivers or the use of bap-
tisteries. The brothers of the associ-
ation have baptized in any means
available to them when someone
gave their hand to the church.
Everyone is blaming Brother
Clinton Moore and Brother Jimmy
' Hall for this baptistery. A few peo-
ple did not dictate this decision,

The majority of the church voted
for the pool. The blame is on the
members of the Little Rosa Church
that voted it in. The members of our
church were the ones that brought
the move to the floor and got a
move and second. We had a brother
to object, causing the move (o go 10
a vote. The members present on
May 1, 1999, voted by majority for
the pool and there were six mem-
bers of our church that voted
against it on that day. There were
also some members that did not
vote at all, The majority ruled for
the pool.

Brother Clinton and Brother
Jimmy just advised the church by
saying because some did not
believe in the pool, let us live in
peace and stay united. We even had
members that voted against this
baptistery that helped install it and
donated money on it.

After our church stood up for
what they believed in and the broth-
ers from within our church and the
other churches caused a division
among our members, we had anoth-
er vote. We had the majority that
wanted to continue to use the bap-
tistery. After this vote we had mem-
bers that said they would abide by
the majority ruling.

We had brothers from within our
church and from other churches
work day and night to threaten our
member’s fellowship, intimidate
the older members and beg and
plead to sway their vote.

Then on November 6, the broth-
ers from the New Salem
Association committee insisted that
another vote was needed. The
majority to continue as we were as
the Little Rosa Church carried that
vote again.

As for the money that was in the
church fund, it was donated to the!
church for the baptistery and to pay
those who worked on installing it.’
We had to pay someone for cutting
the hole in the floor and framing it
and for the repair of the ceiling in
our lunchroom and for all the mate-
rial that was needed. We had saint
and sinner both install this baptis-
tery.

Since all this trouble has come
about, we have baptized eight into
our church. God has blessed this
church and will continue to if we let
him be our leader. He has led this
church through many storms.

There is a song that is sung
among us - The Old Ship of Zion.
“Its hull was all bent and battered.

The waves are rough, and the old
ship keeps sailing. Is that the old
ship of Zion I see?”

He has made a way for us to
meet and worship him in Spirit and
in Truth.

remarked. “Linebackers are just
fullbacks with their brains knocked
out.”

In the early days of pro foolball,
linebackers did not play as intricate
a role as they do today. Back then,
the five-man defensive front was a

staple in the NFL and linebackers
were more secondary players than
pass rushers and run stuffers.

Then, with the conversion to the
T-formation and the slender rising
of the foothall's shape. linebackers
took on a new role entirely. Given
the development of the aerial game,
defensive linemen needed help in
containing a much more varied and
lethal offense,

Bill George became the first of
the linebacking genre to really
define the position and move it into
the modern era. Interestingly
enough, he did so more as a matler
of improvisation than design.

In a 1954 game. George was
playing middle guard for the
Chicago. Bears agdinst the
Philadelphia Eagles.  Besides
defending the run. he was supposed

to stop short passes over the middle.
But he was having difficulty getting
back fast enough to prevent the
Eagles from completing the little
blooper tosses. So he decided to
stand off the scrimmage line, leav-
ing the center uncovered, and patrol
the shallow area to combat the
quick crossing patterns. Thus it was
the middle linebackers designation
came into being.

Later that same year, George
instituted another defensive maneu-
ver. On long snap situation he
would cheat up near the scrimmage
line and then blow past the center to
reach the quarterback before a pass
play could develop. It was called
blitzing.

Said George, “You've got fo put
pressure on a good passer. Give a
guy like that a few extra seconds to
throw and he’ll beat you every time.
The idea is to force him to put the
ball up before he's ready to make
him eat it.”

With the advent of the 1960s
Dick Butkus joined the Bears and
changed the concept of linebacking
forever. At 6-3 and 245 pounds and
given the disposition of a wounded
bear, he held forth as more of a
force than a man. When he hit
blockers they retreated. And on
such occasions as receivers ven-
tured into his territory they were
summarily knocked down. But
creaming quarterbacks in the act of
passing was his speciality.

In this same era, Tom Landry,
then defensive coordinator for the
New York Giants, was developing
and perfecting the 4-3 developing
alignment with middle linebacker
Sam Huff as the formation’s signal
caller.

Down in Philadelphia, the
Eagles' premier linebacker, Chuck
Bednarik, was making headlines for
himself. While over in Green Bay
the linebacker of choice answered
to the name of Ray Nitschke. No
period in NFL history could boast
so many Hall of Fame linebackers.
They established pro football's sec-
ond line of defense in a very per-
sonal way.

The 1970s marked the reign of
the Pittsburgh Steelers and their
“Steel Curtain™ defense. Integral to
the success .of this elite prevent
corps were linebackers Jack Ham
and Jack Lambert. mobile, tough
little guys at 225 pounds. In Kansas
City, linebacker Willie Lanier; at 6-
1 and 245 pounds, was comporting
himself in Butkus fashion.

As the NFL entered the [980s
the rules changed to further favor
the offense but Lawrence Taylor of
the New York Giants more than mit-
igated this advantage with his size,
speed and ferocity. He became a
“super sacker” and further glamor-
ized the linebacker post.

Said Bednarik, *To be a top line-
backer, you've got to be the mean-
est, toughest s.0.b. on the field.”

Today. linebackers still function
as the matrix of the defense.
Representing this group are such as
Zack Thomas of the Miami
Dolphins and the Dallas Cowboys’
Dexter Coakley. Like their prede-

cessors, they're fast, agile and
defend the pass as well as the run.
Only now they often weigh as much
as some linemen, enabling them to
shed would-be blockers with
authority.

Of late. Thomas made 12 solo
tackles and Coakley picked off an
errant aerial, legging the ball back
46 yards for a touchdown.

“Anne Morrow Lindbergh.” by Susan
Hertog (Doubleday; $30).

This may seem like an odd pairing. yet in
many respects the patrician of another era and
the politician of the present have much in com-
mon: Each woman was bom well-to-do; each
was college educated; each supported her hus-
band's career and shared in his subsequent
ignominy; and each, in her own way, advanced
women’s liberation and gained recognition for

her own achievements.

Hertog’s memoir, Anne Morrow Lindbergh,
is the first portrait of the woman who confessed,
“My life began when | met Charles Lindbergh.”
That was in 1927 when the first trans-Atlantic
solo flier came to Mexico City on tour. Anne,
the daughter of a U.S, ambassador, was infatu-
ated with the hero. It may be difficult in this day
of space travel and high technological advances
to appreciate how this golden pair could have
heightened interest in air travel, but their open-
seat, biplane, post-marriage tours made front-
page news. Unfortunately, so did the stories of
their son’s kidnapping and Charles’ neutralist
advocacy before World War II (he did fly com-
bat missions in the Pacific),

Such impressions drove the couple into
reclusion, In fact, it was only Anne's inspira-

tional, best-selling books that kept the
Lindbergh name current in the end. Susan
Hertog's portrait has captured the essence of a
remarkable woman, wife and writer and reani-
mated a time that is now past, vet every bit as
thrilling as tomorrows nightly news. Bravo!

Gail Sheehy’s not necessarily adulatory saga
of the present first lady has a rather different
effect.

“The story of the Clinton presidency has
always been the story of the Clinton mamage.”
Sheehy states.

However, we've been so exposed to their
roller-coaster relationship and tales of question-
able behavior that it all seems like overkill, The
author, in her masterful way, does uncover a few
little-known facts, but the play is far from over.

Despite all the
jokes that have
been made
about “doggy
breath™ and
“tuna breath™, dog
and cat dental ©
problems are no
laughing matter. Have you looked
in your pet’s mouth lately?

If everything looks normal—
pink gums and clean white teeth,
great; you're in a good spot to
begin some preventive mainte-
nance. On the other hand, if
things didn’t look so good, or you
didn’t get a good look before the
smell hit you, your pet is probably
among the thousands affected
from some degree of oral disease.

Actually, the statistics I have

" say ‘thar more than 80 percent of
dogs and cats over four years of
age suffer from the most common
oral affliction, periodontal dis-
ease. This is a condition of the
gums that results from buildup of
food particles and bacteria in the
mouth. The bacteria collect in the
normally shallow pockets where
the gums meet the teeth.

Over lime, the gum tissue

becomes  progres-
sively more
inflamed, the peri-
odontal pockets get
g eroded more
deeply, and the bac-
teria gain access 1o
the tooth root which
can cause pain and
eventual loosening of
the tooth. What we see
are red, swollen gums,
heavy buildup of tartar
(the brown crusty stuff
that is providing shelter for the
bacteria beneath it), and a foul
odor from the mouth.

Notice I said foul: normal dog
and cat breath may not always be
perceived as pleasant—depending
on the person doing the smelling
and what the animal
may haye just had
in its mouth—but
it is not fetid.

The animal
may show signs
of pain, but
these are not
always easy 1o
recognize. Some
pets may chew
more slowly,
avoid hard foods,
paw at their mouth,
or just become more
quiet and withdrawn
than usual.

Occasionally, a tooth will
abscess and drain through
the skin, usually just below
the eye. when the deep
roots of the fourth premolar
become infected.

If your vet has recom-
mended a dental cleaning
for your pet, it is for
more than just cosmet-
ic reasons. Dental disease
can lead to some major prob-
lems for the entire body. The
blood supply to the gums lies very
close to the surface, and when a
pool of bacteria is constantly pre-
sent, it'is easy for the bactenia to
enter the bloodstream and spread
10 other parts of the body.

Two organs that are commonly
affected are the heart and the kid-
neys. Bacteria can colonize the
heart valves and cause a condition
called bacterial endocarditis. This
can cause the valves to become
leaky and lead to a form of heart
failure.

An even more dangerous
possibility is that clumps of
bacteria and tissue can break
off to actually clog 4 major

artery, but they tend to
i lodge in small vessels,
especially in the lungs
and kidneys.

If you've ever taken an
animal to the vet for a uri-
nary infection, and the vet

seemed awfully
interested in

your pet all the
antibiotics pre-
scribed for a
dental infection,
even if the mouth

is looking better
and it seems like medication
overkill to you.

Brushing your pet’s teeth is not
as farfetched as it sounds. While it
will not remove existing tartar, it
can prevent problems in a healthy
mouth, and can vastly improve
the condition of the mouth fol-
lowing a professional cleaning.

No, animals in the wild don't
get it done. but their diet is much
harsher, and their life expectancy
is much shorter; those that live
long enough probably do develop
tooth and gum disease.

Your vet can show you how to
start teaching your pet to accept
tooth brushing, initially just using
moist gauze squares.

Don’t try using regular human
toothpaste; it isn't designed to be
swallowed, and few animals
appreciate its foaming action, A
child’s toothbrush with very soft

bristles is OK if not too big for
your pet's mouth, but again, those

its mouth, designed specifically for animals
this is may be easier 1o use.

tant to give really a substitute for brushing.

Bones are definitely out; any ben-
efits they might have for teeth are
outweighed by the risk of injury
or death from the pieces that
splinter off.

The large sterilized type sold
for dogs are one exception. Even
then I would be very cautious
with large dogs with very power-
ful jaws—get a size appropriate
to your pet.

Even cats sometimes like to
gnaw on these or other hard
chewies. My opinion on rawhide
toys 18: use your own judgment.

My rule of thumb with my own
dogs is, they can have them if
they chew on them over a long
period. The dogs that eat a medi-
um-thickness chip in a few min-
utes are not allowed to have them.

I limit them anyway and try to
supervise the dogs while chew-
ing, both because they do repre-
sent a small choking hazard and
because they seem to provoke
dogfights over possession.

Now go check that mouth.
Your dental cleaning may not be
the only one that’s overdue!

Born near Columbus, Ohio, 1865.
Sawyier’s roots were in Kentucky
and his family returned to their home
state when he was a small child. The
family was a prominent one and
enjoyed a life of relative affluence,
residing in a desirable section of
Frankfort.

Sawyier studied in Cincinnati and

his beloved Kentucky to support
himself as an artist.

Through archival photographs, re-
enactments and interviews with
Sawyier scholar Arthur Jones, a pic-
ture unfolds of an artist who made a
unique contribution to the history of
art in America. One of Sawyier’s
most popular themes is a covered
bridge that spanned the Kentucky
River in Frankfort. Another popular
setting for his paintings was the
Elkhorn River near Frankfort.
