Thursday the changes will mean
cutting $150 million a year from
the state’s road budget. But
Pfeiffer said no decisions have
been made concerning where those
cuts will take place.

*All of these discussions (about
budget cuts) will be taking place
(over the next week),” Pfeiffer
said. “Tt would be premature to
make any predictions.”

But one program which will
likely not survive in any form is
Patton’s “Roads for the 2lst
Century,” a plan to pave every
mile of road in counties with a
high percentage of dirt roads over
the next 20 years.

That program would have been
funded entirely by one cent of the
gas tax increase. With the funding
mechanism now scrapped and leg-
islators faced with the task of trim-
ming existing spending, it appears
unlikely that the program will ever
come to pass.

When asked about the future of

the proposal, Pfeiffer again said it
would be impossible to predict
what will happen, but said the
plan’s prospects are bleak.

Patton had also proposed
spending $133 million on Floyd
County roads over the next six
years, That spending is now in
question, although it is more likely
the projects will merely be pushed
back rather than killed altogether,

“As accurate and justified as
our proposed six-year highway
plan and the needed revenue mea-
sures we recommended are, the
unusally high price of gasoline has
made it politically impossible to
pass our proposal at this time,”
Patton said. “I do not retreat one
inch from my assertion that the
increase I proposed is necessary if
we are to build the roads the legis-
lature has already voted to build,
but I do accept reality and 1 am
prepared to revisit this subject
when the economic and political
situation is more favorable.”

One legislator who had sup-
ported Patton's proposals was
House Majority Floor Leader Greg
Stumbo, who said all of the pro-

jects are now in jeopardy.

Stumbo said the gas tax
increase would have made it possi-
ble for Floyd County to make
progress on its highways.

“If we in eastern Kentucky are
going to get the roads we need, we
need to realize we're going to have
to have the money,” Stumbo said. ¢

“Without that (gas tax)
increase, we'll never get that $133
million for Floyd County roads.”

Stumbo said he 15 confident all
of the road projects will eventual-
ly come to pass, if later rather than
sooner. However, he said the
Minnie-Harold connector could be
delayed.

“It may well be delayed,”
Stumbo said. *Both legs of that
road are in design right now
Without any money, construction
can’t begin.”

As the discussion on staffing
continued, board members uncov-
ered some questionable practices in
staffing in schools. Carol Stumbo
said it appears that some schools
were filling positions based on per-
sonality or as rewards and not
focusing on students.

Board chairman Terry Dotson
said, “From what I see in this
report, some people may even be
breaking the law."

When pressed about the matter,
Paige said some schools did have
the problems identified by Stumbo
and Dotson.

Stumbo said it sometimes hap-
pens that staffing within a specific
department varies greatly. As an
example, she said one English
teacher could teach five classes a
day and another teacher in the same
department could have as few as
three. She said the other part of the
day is not adequately explained in

some cases.

The board determines staffing
ratios but the individual schools,
through the site-based decision
making councils, determine how
those positions will be filled.

Not including support teachers
such as Title I, special education
and section 7, the board agreed to a
22-to-1 ratio for high schools and a
24-to-1 ratio for elementary and
middle schools for the coming year.
Dr. Fanning said that ratio would
be reduced to as low as 22-to-1
when support teachers are used in
determining ratios.

Stumbo wanted to know why
the board should consider the sub-
ject of ratios when the schools
make decisions about staffing.
Paige said the biggest reason is the
number of positions schools would
have to work with. He said once
that number is set, it’s up to the
councils to determine how those
positions will be filled.

Janice Allen, principal of Adams
Middle School, was asked (o join
the discussion and offered specific
examples of how changes in the
ratios. would affect her school.
Board members agreed that it
appeared that Allen was using her
support personnel very effectively.

A project headed by a social
worker from the Commission on
Children with Special Health Care
Needs has won third place in a
national competition to promote
inclusion for people with disabili-
ties.

The $1.500 prize went to Graves
County for an pceessibility survey
of nearly 100 local businesses by
33 students at Graves County High
School. Students in the Community
Services Learning Class surveyed
and recommended changes to
remove barriers to people with dis-
abilities.

Michele Sither, a social worker
with the commission’s Paducah
office, worked on the project along
with the West Kentucky ADA
Action Network. She works with
young people birth to age 21 with
chronie health care conditions.

“The accessibility project was
student driven with the knowledge
that one day they will be future
leaders and will be aware of ADA
standards for accessibility,” Sither
said. “The award money is seed
money for Graves County’s contin-
ued efforts to bring people with dis-

abilities into the mainstream of

community life.”

The commission has 14 offices
across the state and provides med-
ical treatment (o children with
physically disabling conditions.

The National Organization on
Disability sponsored the competi-
tion i which five cities and four
counties across the nation received
$30,000 in prize money.

Or have we gotien to the point where we deny that, too?

Accountability is here, and we can hold teachers account-
able or we can hold those who are in charge of those teachers
responsible. We talk about “real-world™ writing in the writing
program. Well, in the real world, people either produce or they
Aare oul.

We are not suggesting harsh action. If a teacher is deemed
in need of help, by all means, let’s get him or her help.

But if the help is refused or taken lightly. what does that

L tell us about that teacher’s attitude toward school? Maybe the
teacher likes the status quo. After all, it makes for an easy job.

One thing that we ask for is honesty. Let's’s not say that
academics and instruction are the driving forces of our
schools, when many of the things we do refute that assertion.
If we are going to be laggards, let's be honest laggards.

We can stay around the 157 (out of 176) mark, or we can
move up. And teachers won’t be able to do it alone. Nancy
Price, administrative assistant at Region 8, points out that
communities that have good parent participation, have!
improved scores. So Hillary was right: it does take a whole
village to educate a child. Let's adopt the Nike commercial
and “Just do it!"

So, 1 ventured into a little bit of
research via Microsoft Encarta "99. The
first-century Roman historian, Pliny the
Elder, mentioned in his writings women
used a type of soap to wash and color
their hair.

Soap making was common in the
eighth century in Italy and Spain. In fact
Appalachian folk history will tell you
soap was made from lye by many of our
kin just a couple of generations back.

Amazing. While 1 worked in a local
deli, I was often sickened and quite
alarmed by the odoriferous visitors that
would actually stand over or lean upon
the surfaces which we all want to be
clean;

I remember wanting to find the closest
can of Lysol. But these people persist in
their indifference to others. It makes one
wonder if they know they smell that way.
There should be a law that states you can
not be so offensive in public. _

I grew up in many of Kentucky’s coal
towns. And in Cumberland, Harlan,
Middlesboro, Hazard, Pikeville,
Prestonsburg or Paintsville, 1 have seen
no shame in a man coming into a store
dirty from his days work.

Many times | have looked into the
coal-covered faces of my fellow moun-
tain folk and served them their lunch or
dinner. Their dirt or grit from a hard day’s
work never bothered me. In truth, most of
these men and sometimes women did not
stink of their labor. They were just dirty.

My dad would come home from work
many times with the effects of his day
following closely. I learned from him a
shower was not an option: it was essen-
tial.

‘Annual sign-up period
for medicare is on

If you are eligibe for Pan B
Medicare medical insurance but
haven’t signed up, you can do so
now during the annual “general
enrollment period™ for medicare—
January 1 until March 31.

Beneficiaries with Part A
Medicare hospital insurance who
originally decided not to sign up for
the Part B medical insurance when
they first became eligible, can take
advantage during this three-month
period. It is also an opportunity for
those who had Part B coverage at
one time but dropped out and now
wish to enroll again,

Part B Medicare medical insur-

out-patient hospital treatment and
other medical services and supplies
not covered by Part A Medicare
hospital insurance.

The cost of the medical insur-
ance premium is $45.50 a month in
2000. However, beneficiaries who
sign up now instead of when they
were originally eigible, will have an
additional 10 percent added to their
premium for each year they could
have enrolled in Part B, but didn’t.
If you sign up at any time during the
general enrollment period, your
coverage will begin July 1.

If you do not have Part A
Medicare hospital insurance, but

a lawfully admitted alien who has
lived in the U.S. for at least five
years, you can sign up for Part B
medical insurance only, or for both
Part A and B (hospital and medical
insurance) at this time.

The premium for hospital insur-
ance varies depending on the
amount of time you may have
worked in jobs where you paid
Social Secprity taxes.

If you are interested in enrolling
in Medicare or would like more
information, you can call, write or
visit your local Social Security
office, or call Social Security's
national toll-free number, 1-800-
172-1213.

Since we here in Appalachia
were caught in between the arctic
air to the north and the tropical
invasion to the south, this battle-
ground of air masses helped to
spark the most meaningful rain in
our region since the Thanksgiving
storm. A general one inch to three
inches of rain fell into our low
reservoirs and parched water table.

Of course, a heavy rain like that
is going to cause some problems,
many county roads across southern
Ohio and central West Virginia had
some “nuisance” high water clo-
sures. But no serious flooding
occurred and both the Hocking and
Scioto Rivers settled down late in
the week and the mighty Ohio itself
crested at its highest level in 18
months. (near 42" at old lock 28, in
Huntington where flood stage is
50").

Now this second wave of rain on
Friday the 18th, represents the first
time since October that we have
enjoyed two rainstorms in the same
month. It is this novelty that has
helped to negate the rain benefits
this winter. Fact is, it takes multiple
rains in 2 month to generate impor-
tant seepage into the ground water
table.

So far this winter, storms have
come roughly four-five weeks
apart. In effect, rains ticketed for
the water table have been allowed
to evaporate back to space by the
lack of “follow-up™ rains.

As for the Friday the 18th rains,
I'll update their benefits to the
water table and reservoir levels,
after we get the final data regarding
how much rain fell across the entire
Ohio basin.

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Business valuations: Know your business’s true worth

Whether your business is large
or small, located in a city or sub-
urb, service or product dependent,
there's at least one thing you
should know for sure: how much
the business is worth. Your busi-
ness’s value can change over time,
and that means you can be caught
unaware if you suddenly must sell
the business.

To prevent this, the Kenmucky
Society of CPAs recommends thal
you obtain a business valuation.

What is a business valuation?

The reason for obtaining a busi-
ness valuation, or business
appraisal as 1t is also called, is to
get an impartial opinion as (o the
value of the business. Valuations
typically determine the "fair mar-
ket value™ of a company. Keep in
mind that this may be different than
the “value™ that you had in mind.

The Internal Revenue Service
(IRS) has defined "fair market

value" as the price at which proper-
ty would change hands between a
willing buyer and a willing seller,
when the seller is not under any
compulsion to sell, and both parties
have reasonable knowledge of the
relevant facts.

What is value?

The value of a business is also
dependent on the facts and circum-
stances speeific to the individual
situation, Valuations take into con-
sideration a business’s past finan-
cial performance, its present finan-
cial condition and performance
and, most importantly, its future
prospects, Economic  factors,
industry trends, and management
issues impacting the business also
are assessed.

Be aware too, that there are dif-
ferent methods for valuing a busi-
ness. These vary depending on
such things as the relative size of
ownership being valued, the nature
of the business, the services it pro-
vides, and how the valuation will
be used.

How can business valuations
help you?

Here are some reasons why you
may need a business valuation:

B Buying a business. You
should get the prospective business
professionally valued so you
understand the full worth of your
invesiment.

B Seclling a business. The IRS
requires a full valuation to support
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the allocation of the total purchase
price and its components for tax
purposes.

W Developing an estate plan. If
you are planning to pass on the
business to your heirs, it's critical
to understand its worth. This will
help to ensure that you distribute
your estate equitably.

B Determining stockholder/
partnership buyout terms. When
considering buying out an individ-
ual or partner, the last thing you
want to do is shell out more money
than necessary. A business valua-
tion will assure you that your offer
is on targel.

M Obtaining additional financ-
ing. A valuation may disclose addi-
tional information that a business’s

financial statement may not pro-
vide. This can affect the amount
that a lender is willing to make
available,

B Planning a merger or acquisi-
tion. Valuations are required of at
least one and generally both busi-
nesses in a merger or acquisition.

M Dissolving or selling your
business. For tax and financial
reporting purposes, valuations are
generally necessary. Besides, you
may find that the business is worth
even more than you thought,

B Offering employee stock and
ownership plans (ESOP). An ESOP
can provide certain tax and addi-
tional advantages for private com-
panies, as well as offer significant
employee incentives. To offer such

plans, a valuation of the employer’s
securities must be performed at the
onset and thereafter at least annual-
ly.

B Planning your divorce. In the
case of divorce, equitable distribu-
tion rules may require that a
spouse's ownership interest in a
closely held business generally be
valued as of the date of the com-
plaint,

What to look for in a business
valuation specialist

Since a business is often an indi-
vidual's most valuable asset, it is
important that the valuation be con-
ducted by a qualified professional.
The individual should have experi-
ence in performing valuations and
possess tax and business know-

how.

For example, CPAs are experi-
enced business advisors, accus-
tomed to working with manage-
ment on numerous strategic, opera-

tional and financial matters. They

are also adept a dealing with the|

IRS on behalf of their clients, Some/

CPAs also possess an accreditation
in business valuation (ABV) from
the American Institute of Certified

Two tax credit programs for employers extended

FRANKFORT — Two federal tax credit pro-
grams for employers who hire welfare recipi-
ents and people from other certain groups have
been extended through December 31, 2001,

The Work Opportunity Tax Credit (WOTC)
and the Welfare-to-Work Tax Credit (W2W Tax
Credit) programs offer employers an annual tax
savings for each eligible hire.

Margaret Whittet, commissioner of the
Department for Employment Services, which
administers the programs, said the programs are
designed to help individuals who have histori-
cally had the most difficulty obtaining employ-
ment. The department is an agency of the
Cabinet for Workforce Development.

“The programs are beneficial to employers

because they provide a significant financial
incentive when employers hire welfare recipi-
ents and others who have had special problems
getting and keeping a job," Whittet said,

“The programs can give some people the
break they need to get work. Both programs
have played a significant role in welfare
reform.”

The WOTC program gives employers a fed-
eral income tax credit of up to $2,400 for each
eligible person hired. Among those potentially
eligible for the WOTC are certain welfare
recipients, foed stamp and Supplemental
Security

Income recipients, young people hving in
federal empowerment zones and cmcrprise

communities, veterans, people with disabilities
and ex-felons.
The W2W Tax Credit program provides up

to 38,500 federal income tax credit for each eli-@

gible hire. Those eligible for the W2W Tax
Credit program are gencrally persons who have
been long-term welfare recipients.

The actual amounts of the lax credits for
both programs are based upon wages paid and
length of time the worker is employed.

A financial plan: What’s in it for me?

While you can't predict the
future, you certainly plan for it
And, the best way 1o ensure that
you'll be fiscally secure is to have
in place a sound financial plan.
According to the Kentucky Society
of CPAs. a good plan provides an
accurate snapshot of your current
financial situation, focuses on your
goals and estimates their costs, and
then establishes strategies for meet-
ing your goals.

What goes into a plan depends
on what you want to accomplish.
However, a comprehensive plan
prepared by a reputable financial
planning professional, typically
covers the broad spectrum of your
finances. The Kentucky Society of
CPAs offers the following advice on
how to get started and what you
should expect to find in a financial
plan.

Getting started

A good financial plan begins
with a complete and accurate com-
pilation of facts about your family's
financial life. You'll need to gather
basic documents such as insurance
policies, income tax returns, and
retirement plans. You also will need
to provide your planner with a clear
picture of your income and expens-
es, the amount and types of invest-
ments and assets you hold, and a list
of your debts.

In addition to this factual infor-
mation, you will need to identify
your goals. Do you want to buy a
home? Put your children through
college? Start a business? Retire
early?

Defining your priorities and
being forthcoming about what you
want out of life are critical 1o your
financial plan. To ensure the devel-
opment of a plan that reflects per-
sonal qualities and is in alignment
with your values, you also need 10
share with your financial planner
the level of your financial knowl-
edge and expertise, your general
attitude toward money, and your
tolerance of risk.

A good financial plan takes into
consideration general economic
conditions, tax laws, and the current
investment climate.

Financial plan components

In addition to providing a means
for you to clarify your financial
position and identify your goals, a
financial plan recommends specific
strategies aimed at achieving your
highest priorities. These strategies
typically fall under the headings of
net worth, cash flow analysis,
investment planning, insurance
needs, and tax and estate planning.

Net worth

Before you can begin to plan
your financial future, you must take
stock of where you are now. Most
financial plans begin with a person-

al balance sheel, which is a state-
ment showing your assets—the
value of what you own, minus your
liabilities and what you owe, This
statement provides a snapshot of
your net worth and serves as the
foundation of your financial plan.

Cash flow analysis

The cash flow statement includ-
ed in your financial plan reflects
your income flow and shows, for
better or worse, how you're actual-
ly earning and spending your
money. From this statement, you
can work, either on your own or
with your financial planner, to
devise a budget that will help you
set spending parameters that are in
line with your financial goals,

Investment planning

Your financial plan can outline
how much capital you need to accu-
mulate to meet certain long-term
goals, such as paying for college or
providing a secure retirement. A
plan also may recommend an asset
allocation strategy that reflects your
current financial situation, your
objectives, your age, and your risk
tolerance, as well as the current
economic environment. Based on

In recom-
mending the types and amounts of
insurance coverage you need, your
financial plan takes into account
your lifestyle, your objectives, the

Tax planning

Minimizing taxes is a primary
goal of most financial plans. A sys-
tematic plan that evaluates the tax
implications of your situation and
provides strategies for minimizing
your federal, state, and estate tax
liability is critical to vour financial
success. Deferring tax liability,
maximizing the use of income
adjustments and deductions, shift-

incapacitated,

ing income, and utilizing tax-
favored investment instruments are
some of the strategies your financial
planner might recommend.

Estate planning

Last, but certainly not least, a
thorough financial plan outlines a
strategy for protecting your assets
for your heirs. In addition to a
review of your will, your financial
plan might include a comprehensive
plan involving gifts, trusts, and

other strategies for transferring @

wealth to your children, your
favorite charities, and other benefi-
ciaries.

Ultimately, a good financial plan
must be clear, concise, and doable.
A financial plan is of little use until
and unless it is implemented. And
once it is implemented, CPAs say it
is important that you review your
plan regularly and have it updated
whenever there is a change n your
personal circumstances.

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Many people fantisize about winning the
lottery and facing a delightful myriad of sav-
ing and spending decisions. While only a
select few are lucky enough to meet such
good fortune, many others come nto large
sums of money through more conventional
routes. A large inheritance, divorce settlement,

Whatever the source, the challenge is the
same: how best to handle this new-found
wealth. The Kentucky Society of CPAS offers
the following advice.

Take the equivalent of a financial deep
breath

Inother words, don't rush anything. Don’t
quit your job, sell your home. or book a
round-the-world voyage—at least not nght
away. It's important to fake some time to put
everything in perspective. Since this good for-
tune can dramatically alter your lifestyle and
your financial goals, you need to take some
time to get used o your new wealth and to

consider your options carefully. In the mean-
time, it’s a good idea to put the proceeds of
vour windfall in a money market mutual fund,
Treasury bills. or some other safe, liquid
investment.

Plan for Uncle Sam’s share

Before you start spending or investing
your dollars, vou need to meet with a CPA to
identify your options and to determine the
potential tax bite on your money. There's no
income tax on gifis or inheritances, but lottery
payoffs and other windfalls come with impor-
tant tax implications.

Should you have the aption to take your
windfall in a lump sum or in a series of pay-
ments, a CPA can help you select the right
alternative. For example, by rolling a 401(k)
lump-sum  distribution into a self-directed
[RA ata bank, brokerage firm, or mutual fund
company, you can remain in a tax-deferred
situation until you start taking distributions.
And while you may not be able to shelter lot-
tery winnings. with professional advice, you

can lower the tax bite on the money your
windfall earms for you. In any case, a large
windfall is likely to push you mto a higher tax
bracket and intensify your need for tax plan-
nng.

Invest wisely

After you've established short- and long-
term financial goals, you can begin to develop
strategies for putting your money to work.
Your objective should be to devise an invest-
menl plan that preserves your capital. If
you're not experienced in managing a large
sum of money, seek advice from an invest-
ment advisor or financial planner who is well
qualified and trustworthy, such as a CPA who
is accredited as a Personal Financial Specialist
(CPA/PES).

Working with this individual, your first
step is to create an asset allocation plan that
includes not only your new fortune but also
your home, your retirement plans, and other
existing investments. Then work with your
advisor o build a sound portfolio by diversi-

fying vour assels among a variety of appro-
priate investments. To mimmize risk, don’t
treat your windfall as an excuse to ignore the
basics of prudent investing and the need to
diversify your invesunents. Finally, using
your financial goal as a basis, your advisor
can tell you how much you can prudently take
each year from your financial windfall.

Learn how to say “no*

It’s likely that friends, relatives, and chari-
ties will make it important for you to leam
how to say “no.” or at least. "not yet.™” Don't
allow yourself to be pressured by those [ook-
ing for a handout until after you have identi-
fied your goals and have a financial plan in
place. If your winning is public knowledge,
youalso should be prepared to deal with a del-
uge of “can'l lose” scams,

Review your estate plan

Proper estate planning is critical for reduc-
ing estate taxes, Work with an attorney who
specializes in estate planning to update your
will. He or she also can belp you ¢reate trusts

and gift-giving plans for passing your new-
found wealth on to your children and/or your
favorite charities. Whatever you do, don't
underestimate the value of estate planning.

If you thought struggling 1o pay the bills
was tough, you might be surprised to leam of
the work involved in managing a large sum of
money. If you need help in bandling the tax
and financial planning aspects of managing a
windfall, consult with vour CPA.

Have some fun

Once you can put a price tag on your tax
bill and have some idea of what's left of your
after-tax windfall, earmark an appropriate
portion to spend on something frivolous that
you might not have done otherwise. It's okay

to get that shopping spree or travel lust out of

your system, as long as you don't foolishly
squander all of your funds. :

“I married a tax delinquent” is
not the title of a hot new comedy
coming out of Hollywood. It's a
national tragedy that takes place all
over the country every year The
moment the loving couple files a
joint tax return, the tax problems of
one become the tax problems of the
other. The following is an example
of how it works.

Sue Ann (not her real name) was
a tux delinquent. She was a stun-
ningly beautiful, high fashion
model who had amassed an IRS
debt in excess of $100.000. As a
model, she worked as an indepen-
dent contractor and filed a 1099 pax
form.

Like many independent contrac-
tors, she did not save one-third of
her salary every time she got paid,
but spent all her money plus a little
bit more.

The end of her modeling career
hadn’t been planned and she was
never quite cerain exactly what
happened, but one April when she
had her accountant prepare her
taxes. she discovered she owed
$60,000 and she didn’t have the
money to pay the tax.

The next year wusn't any better,
and she didn't file taxes. Since she
couldn’t deal with the problem, she
chose to 1ignore it and when the IRS
didn’vimmediately start to threaten
her she convinced herself that she
would be hack at the top of the heap
by the time the IRS discovered her.

Sue Ann did not realize, because
she never approached a tax profes-
sional, that she was in a perfect
position to take advantage of the

new tax policies that had been
designed for people just like her.
Because she had never heard of an
“Offer in Compromise™ she missed
the window of opportunity to settle
for pennies on the dollar.

In'July. Sue Ann met David, a
very successful businessman, and
they fell madly in love. He wined
and dined her, treated her like a
queen and in September popped the
question. Sue Ann was ecstatic, A
huge wedding was planned for the
following year.

During that year Sue Ann
planned the details of her wedding
and the IRS began asking her {0 sef-
tle her debt, She didn't have the
money, though she was cerain it
counld come and ignered the warn-
ings. The truth was that she
believed David wouldn't love her if
she owned up to her troubles, so
she never mentioned them.

David, for his part. had his
lawyers draw up a very detailed
pre-nuptial agreement spelling out
in detail just what Sue Ann would
lose if she and David would ever
separate, The pre-nuptials unnerved
Sue Ann even more. This was a
marriage with a lot at stake.

No one thought to ask if Sue
Ann had any difficulty with the
IRS, and Sue Ann was so afraid of
jeopardizing her relationship, she
never mentioned it,

Sue Ann’s wedding was the
event of the vear. There were sever-
al hundred guests in attendance.
Everyone agreed that she was the
most beautiful bride they had ever
seen. and everyone ‘acknowledged
that David was an excellent catch.
Sue Ann and David honeymooned

in Europe for three months.

They returned home and in the
course of events filed a joint
income 1ax refurn.

Three month's later David dis-
covered he had tax problems when
he received an “IRS Notice of 2
Intent o Levy™ his considerable
estate, He was not understanding.
To avoid subjecting his. assets to
IRS seizure Sue Ann agreed to have
the marriage annulled.

Sue Ann finally sought the help
of a professional tax resolution
company and made her “Offer in
Compromise.” Exactly a vear and
three months to the day on which
her mamiage had been annulled, the
IRS settled her $100,000 tax debt
for ‘$5,000 which, based on her
mcome and assets, was the amount
they determined she could afford to
pay.

Unfortunately. David had
moved on and was about to marry
another  strikingly  beautiful
woman

Delinquent Tax Specialists con-
stantly advise clients like Sue Ann
to make an “Offer in Compromise”
when they can least afford to pay
their debt.

Size of benefit ﬂepén‘ds on level of earnings

You received your annual IRS
Form W-2 in the mail sometime in
January telling you how much you
earned during the past year, It's a
good time to discuss the relation-
ship between your eamings, Social
Security taxes and the benefits
they generate.

In fact, some of the answers
may already be at your fingertips.
Since October 1, 1999, Social
Security has been sending out
statements to people 25 and over,
telling them how much they have
paid in taxes and how much they
and their families can expect in
benefits when they retire, die or if
they become disabled. And if your
birthday is not close enough, you
can call Social Secunty and have a
statement sent Lo you,

Many people believe that how
much they get in Social Security
benefits will depend on how much
they pay in Social Security taxes.
That’s not quite true. Actually,
your Social Security benefit
amount depends on how much you
earn. It's based on your average
annual earnings over your working
career and generally the higher the
average, the higher your benefit
amount.

When you worked last year you
paid Social security taxes at a rate
of 6.20 percent of your earnings
up to $72.600. (This “maximum
amount of taxable earnings”
increases each year with increases
in wage levels; in 2000, it will
increase to $76,200.) All your
earnings are taxed at a rate of 1.45
percent for Medicare hospital
insurance coverage.

The Social Security tax is a flat
tax—everybody pays on his or her
earnings at the same rate.

that can help to ease the financial
burden of helping elderly parents.
If you provide more than halfl of
their support, and if certain other
dependency rules are met, you may
be entitled to claim the dependency
exemption, This tax breaks applies
whether or not your parent lives
with you.

If you and your siblings share
the costs of financially supporting
your parent, and none of you con-
tributes more than half the amount
spent on suppori, you may enter
into a multiple support agreement.
Under such an agreement, one of
you, with the permission of the oth-
ers, claims the exemption. The per-
son claiming the exemption must
attach Form 2120 1o his or her tax
returm,

If your parent qualifies as your
dependent, you also may be eligi-
ble to deduct the medical expenses
you pay for that parent. The med-
ical deduction is limited to the
amount by which the medical
expenses you pay on behalf of your
parent, combined with your own
family's medical expenses. exceeds
7.5 percent of your adjusted gross
income, »

If your parent lives with you,
you may include as medical
expenses any costs you incur for
installing special railings. ramps; or
grab bars, or for widening doors for
a wheelchair-bound parent.

only by the taxpayer who actually
pays them. You should not give
your dependent the money to pay
the expense, but should instead pay
the provider or supplier directly, if
you wish to be able to take the
deduction.

The dependent care credit. the
same tax break that helps working
parents defray some of the costs of
child care, can help if you are car-
ing for a dependent parent in your
home and need to hire help to care
for vour parent while you work,
The amount of the credit depends
on your income and on how much
you spend for the care,

If your employer offers a depen-
dent care spending account, check
to see if you may be better off using
this option, which allows you to
use pretax dollars (typically up to
$5.000 of the amount you spend)
for the care of a dependent parent
living with yvou.

BE IT ORDAINED
BY THE CITY OF
WHEELWRIGHT, as
follows:

SECTION 1

That the Section | of
Ordinance No. 1979-
001, as amended by
Section 2, paragraph
2, shall be amended
to read as follows:

The members of the
Commission shall be
appointed by the
members of the City
Commission. Any
member or members
of the Utility
Commission may be
removed at any time,
at the sole discretion
of the members of the
City Commission by a
majority vote of the
City Commission
authorizing such
removal. Any persons
being considered for
such a position shall
be subject to a drug
screen test, which
shall demonstrate a
lack of any drugs
which are not pre-
scribed by a doctor, or
any illicit drugs and a
background check,
which shall demon-
strate no priar
felonies. Unless a

selling

member  of the
Commission is
removed by a majority
vote of the City
Commission, the term
of a Commissioner
shall be for one (1)
year from the date he
or she is appointed to
the Commission.
Within 30 days pre-
ceding the expiration
of any commission-
er's term, the
Commission may pre-
pare a list of persons
proposed to fill the
subsequent vacancy,
and these names
shall be submitted to
the City Commission
at a regular or special-
ly called meeting. The
City Commission may,
but is not compelled
to, choose an
appointee from the list
proposed by the

Commission by
majority vote.
However, the City

Commission shall not
be limited to those
persons proposed by
the Commission, and
may appoint, at their
discretion, any person
or persons qualified
under the terms of this
Qrdinance to sit as a
Commissioner on the
City Liilities
Commission.

Just what
the doctor
ordered

It must be a fact of life that the older I
get the more medicine my doctor pre-
scribes for my various ailments. 1 take a
daily pill to regulate my thyroid, four
other pills to Keep my rheumatoid arthri-
tis in check (plus two additional pills to
counteract those four), 3200 mg. of
ibuprofen, and an allergy medication that
allows me to breathe.

ing in the ears, drowsiness, insomnia, dry
mouth, constipation and diarrhea. When
you get to thinking about it, the cure
might be worse than the actual illness.

I started thinking about this the other
morning when 1 woke up and noticed that
my toenails looked different.

“Oh, my Lord!" I exclaimed as I ran
through the house in search of my med-
ication book. “My toenails are turning
colors! What's wrong with them? It has to
be the medicine I'm taking!"”

“Calm down, Sara,” Ronnie said as he
inspected my purple phalanges. “There!

Did you teach your
children table man-
ners? Sure you did,
Chances are that
at dinner last
night they more
or less ate with
utensils, may have
even said “please” &
once or twice, and
didn’t fling globs of mashed pota-
toes at their little brother (at least
while you were looking).

So how are the dog’s table man-
ners? Of course, he should have
them, too. It is much better to teach
good manners right from the start
than to correct bad ones later. In
fact, let me caution you right now;
a dog that is already very protec-
tive over his food is not something
you want to deal with on your own,
It is potentially a very dangerous
situation and should be approached
only with one-on-one professional
advice tailored to the individual
circumstance.

So how do you become the
Emily Post of canine table eti-
quetic? Here are a few simple rules
your dog should know, and how to
teach them. Remember, 1 am talk-
ing about a4 young pup or newly
acquired dog who is not food-
aggressive. just lacking proper

manners,

Rule 1: 1 must
not bite the hand
that feeds me.

Several times a
week, instead of just
plunking the dish
down, sit down with
the pup and feed his
S meal a little at a time from

| your hand. Vary this by

$ Ssometimes putting a

¥ small portion in the dish,
but leave your hand in the dish,
also. Once the pup seems unper-
turbed by this, you can reach into
the bow!l and stir around in the food
with your fingers. Praise and pet
the pup while doing this to show
him you approve of his calm
acceptance of your hand in his
dish.

The hand is not a threat;
in fact, it usually contains
even more goodies. If he
should accidentally nip
you, give a high-
pitched vyelp like
another puppy would,
to startle him, then say &=
something to the effect of [
“ow! easy!"” and continue |
the lesson.

Rule 2: Bowls that go
away come back with
even more stuff in them.

Once again, feed only
part of the meal; when Pup

has finished that, take the
bowl away and add some
more to it. Occasionally
add something he likes even
more, like a few bites of
cooked chicken, The idea
to convey is that it's a
Good Thing when my
person picks up my
bowl.

Rule 3: My person is
allowed to handle my mouth.

As. part of everyday grooming
and handling sessions, practice
opening the pup’s mouth, looking
at his teeth and tongue, and touch-
ing his teeth and gums. Praise and
reward him when he allows just a
few seconds without a fuss; gradu-
ally extend the time. Also teach the
“out” or “give” command. Start
with a toy the pup likes but is not
highly possessive of; have some
small treats handy. Reach the pup

the toy and say “take it.”
¥, Praise him as he takes it in
his mouth. After a few sec-

At the same time help
the pup open his mouth
by placing one hand
over his muzzle and
A inserting your thumb
o\ just behind his upper

canine tooth. Take the
toy, give him a really
tasty treat, and praise
him—that was hard

onds say, “out” or “give it.”

for him. Give anoth-
er “take it” com-
mand and give
back his toy.
He gets to keep
his prize (or a
reasonable facsimi-
le—the treat), but
with your permis-
sion.

The individual
dog will dictate how
far you can go with this exercise,
but try to avoid asking for really
prized possessions until he is very
reliable.

Here's a practical illustration.
My Doberman happily gives up his
rawhide bone on request. When he
grabbed a flavored medication that
[ dropped while trying to give it to
one of the other dogs. I was able to
reach in his mouth and retrieve it—
not an advisable move had he not
been trained to release on com-
mand!

Rule 4: It’s polite to say
pleases ...,

This should apply not only to
food, but to anything the dog
wants. It simply involves asking
the dog to sit before he is served his
dinner. Thig. doesn’t have to be a
sit-stay for any length of (ime,
especially at first: just a “Put your
butt on the floor for a second to
show me you're aware that I'm in
control of food distribution.”

You are also in control of door
opening, leash atfaching, petting
sessions, etc., and it doesn’t do the
dog a bit more harm that it does the
kids to ask you nicely for some-
thing they want.

Rule 5: My people are entitled
to eat in peace.

Begging at the table is not
allowed. The pup goes in another
room while the family eats, or
holds a down-stay across the room
when he is old enough and able to
do so. No one is allowed to be
suckered by crying or pleading
brown eyes. If he is allowed any
table food at all, it is served-to him
at the end of the family’s meal, and
served in his own dish. One slipped
tidbit under the table rewards him
and starts him on his way to
becoming a professional beggar.

Rule 6: I am entitled to eat in
peace.

This means that even when
practicing the above exercises, the
dog is not teased or stressed out
about whether he's going to get his
supper. The point of the exercises
i that human activity around the
food dish is not something bad.
This also means that the kids are
absolutely never allowed to harass
the dog while he eats, or tease him
with food, even if he’s very toler-
ant.

Good luck. You're on your own
with the kids!

Campaign to Help Police Recruiting: In
August a judge in Halifax, Nova Scotia, ruled
that undercover police could legally touch
prostitutes’ private parts if it were necessary to
effect the crime. And in November, the
Arizona Republic newspaper revealed that
police guidelines in Mesa, Arizona (contrary
to virtually all departments’ guidelines in the
United States), permil undercover officers to
receive massages while nude if in the course
of a prostitute sting operation.

Recurring Themes

News of the Weird reported in 1997 on
how Palm Springs, California, airport author-
ities felt the need to issue hygiene regulations
for taxi drivers serving arriving passengers,
including requiring regular toothbrushing and
daily showers with soap. In January 2000, the
chief executive of Dublin (Ireland) Tourism
told the city's taxi drivers to bathe daily and
change clothes regularly in order to quell
recent tourist complaints, although many dri-
vers maintained the odors in their cabs came
from previous passengers.

In January, Bobby G. Olson, 34, pled
guilty to vehicular homicide for an incident in

rural Breckenridge, Minnesota, in 1998.
Olson and another man were arguing in a bar
over who had the more powerful pickup truck,
and the two left to settle things by chaining
their trucks together and having a tug of war.
Olson won by default when the other man’s
truck slid into a ditch, rolled, and, when the
man was ejected, came down on top of him.

A 5B8-year-old man was killed when his
small construction truck accidentally fell into
a 25-foot-deep hog-manure lagoon near
Laverne, Oklahoma, in December (though
divers could not find the body in the muck for
18 days). The same fate befell a 23-year-old
man in December when his out-of-control
pickup truck smashed through a fence in
Orono, Maine, and landed in a 400,000-gallon
tank of raw sewage. And a 57-year-old man
accidentally asphyxiated im  Duluth,
Minnesota, in December; his body was found
stuck head-first in a sump drain in his base-
ment.

Uh-Oh!

In its November findings after a yearlong
study of correctional institutions around the
world, Canadian prison officials recommend-
ed that nearly all of its facilities be made to
resemble its most lenient. including eventual-
ly removing razor wire, bulletproof glass and
guards' guns, and giving all but a handful of
the most heinous inmates control over the
keys to their cells so as to establish “a culture
of respect.”

In a long-classified report on the World
War Il era, released in October, Britain’s

Special Operations Executive office wamed
that spies should know themselves better psy-
chosexually in order not to compromise their
missions. For example, careless destruction of
code materials shows a castration complex;
getting captured reveals masochistic tenden-
cies; parachuting is a sexual stimulant; failure
to bury the discarded parachute shows exhibi-
tionistic tendencies; and fear of parachuting
responds to *'the unconscious reproduction of
the trauma of birth.”

“My sister gave me my first
real drum set .at about six years
old.” Richmond says. “I've been
through numerous sets since

then.”

Richmond’s first audience,
besides his family, was his class-
mates at the old Garrett
Elementary School. After school.
he would dash to his family’s two-
story farmhouse across the road,
throw up the window in his bed-
room and begin pounding loudly
on his drums.

His captive audience included

Al 14, he began playing profes-
sionally as part of Ace High, a
band made up of his fellow st-
dents at Allen Central High
School: Darrell Atkins, Stephen
Allen, Bubby Webb, Howard
Meade and Steve Rector.

Graham Brown.

“There’ve been very few week-
ends 1 have been out of work.”
Richmond says.

For his success, he is quick to
give credit where it 1s due. He
points particularly to music teach-
ers Susan Compton, Kay Halbert
and Marcia Thompson. “Without
the encouragement of my elemen-
tary and high school music
instructors, I don’t know that |
would have continued in music,”
he says.

“I do believe 1 have a God-
given talent, and [ give all the
credit to God. A lot of times, had it
not been for talent, 1 would have
been hungry.”

In addition to his talent, though.
