Local officials focus on disaster preparation during March

On Wednesday, Gov. Paul Patton
declared March as Severe Storms
#Preparedness Month. During the month,
the Floyd County Disaster and
Emergency Services (DES) and local
schools will be boning up on the county’s
emergency response services and
response limes,

Jim Keeny of the National Weather
Service met with school principals from
across the county on Wednesday. That
meeting emphasized the need for emer-
gency preparedness in the schools.

A test will be conducted at 10:07 a.m.,
March 7. Keeny and DES Coordinator
Lon May encouraged principals to pre-
¥hare each school for a sudden weather
disaster.

But local schools and EMS services

May.

are not alone in the need for readiness.
Most of eastern Kentucky's weather-
related disasters are flash floods.
injuries or deaths occur from this type of
weather than a large flood, said May.
Commuters often drive across a flood-
ed road but the culvert that they have
crossed over a 1,000 times before could
be washed out, said May. The unknown
speed of the water and the unknown ele-
ment of what is under that water could
very well lead o a quick loss of life.
Also tornadoes, though very rare, can
happen in the area. Just last April a tor-
nado was believed to have touched down
in Allen, injuring one man, The National
Weather Service did not deny or confirm
the incident was in fact a tornado, said

In any case, it is a good idea for a fam-
ily to have a disaster plan and a disaster
supply kit, he said. Every family member

should know what to do.

One of the most important items to
have is a battery-operated radio. Even if
power is knocked out in the area, local
radio stations have backup generators to
keep the public informed.

The Tuesday tornado drill will include
a mock disaster in one local area. An
emergency operations center will be set
up in the DES/E-911 building as a train-
ing session for local officials.

Businesses and residents in the
Prestonsburg and Allen areas will hear an
emergency alarm and are encouraged to
spend some time talking about their plans
should a tornadp strike.

NOAA, the Federal Emergency
Management Agency and the Red Cross
have prepared a variety of pamphlets to
aid residents in developing their disaster

It’s clear sailing now...or is it?

The astronomical home stretch of
winter, Yep, this is the time of year
where we all literally count down the
days to that magical self proclaimed
point on the calendar where we can
say,” “All right, if we make it 1o this
day, then winter will be finally over.”

Now that February is in the books,
our familiar look down the road that
foreshadows the end of the winter sea-
son is in full swing. Our collective
sigh, signaling the end of snow, sleet,
ice pellets, and any mixtre thereof,
can be heard all over. It has been espe-
cially deafening during our recent days
of 60 degrees warmth.

Even though the air has moderated
of late, believe it or not, this is the time
of year where we need to be especial-
ly on guard for old man winter's dev-
ilish hand.

What do I mean? Let’s set the stage
as the last month of winter begins.
January and February are the two cold-
st months of the year. Usually by this
time, enough snow has fallen to chill
the ground enough to sustain subfreez-
ing temperatures for weeks at a time.
The cold air reservoir in Canada—
called the Polar Vortex—has been
tapped drawing down arctic air
straight from the North Pole.

The two-week cold spell we had at
the end of January resulted from these
two factors. Try.-2 in Huntington, -6 in
Jackson, Ohio, and +2 in Charleston
on the morning of January 28. The
lowest of the low:-16 in Lancaster,
Ohio.,.Ouch!

Keep in mind, even into March
with the snowpack completely melted,
daytime highs in the 50s and 60s and
the Polar Vortex back in the arctic, the
ground is still pnmed for winter. Just
ask John Marra about working in your
garden now. The green thumb expert
would exlaim, “Get out of there. It's
too early!”

Now that we're past winter's half-
way point, the sun now becomes more
of a player in our weather. Why? The
sun angle is higher, giving us longer

and milder days. A month ago, the
winter sun wouldn’t have done a
whole lot to warm us up. How many
mid-January days have we seen where
the sun is bright, but its'only 15
degrees?

As the sun gets stronger, the Jet
Stream heading into late February and
early March tends to become stronger
and more zonal, that is it flauens out.
Instead of the flow out of the north-
west, it becomes westerly or even
southwesterly for a time. Hey, that’s a
day of 60+ temperatures in the shade!
Not too shabby...

Ah..But herein lies the clincher.
The jet stream now has the potential to
£o to the “Weather Dark Side.” Star
Wars metaphors aside, a late winter jet
stream that seems 1o give us positive
weather can tum on us at any given
time. Not only does it bring in unse4-
sonable air, but it also funnels up gobs
of gult moisture simultaneously. As the
Jet buckles 1o the south, it causes rip-
ples that can be felt up north as well.

Remember the cold air still locked
up in Canada? Every once and a while
one of the these ripples along the jet
stimulates the Polar Vortex enough to
break off pieces of leftover arctic air.

This serves as an adrenaline shot (o
any southern moisture that his enough
strength to make it up north. i enough
gulf moisture is in place . the same

time artic air makes a triumphant®

return...BAM! We've got a major win-
ter storm on our hands that could drop
notinches but FEET of heavy snow in
just 48 hours!

This past week, while we received
more than four inches of rain in a span
of 24 hours in southem Ohio, and in
areas from Greenup and Boyd coun-
ties west through Sissonville, resulting
in deadly flooding, northern Ohio and
points into Pennsylvania and New
York were slammed with more than a
foot of snow.

Oh, by the way, we were only 1508

miles from that mess so count your
blessings as the weather bullet we just
dodged went racing over our heads.
Before you run to the store to stock up
your pantry. remember that this has
only happened a few times in recent

memory—March of 1993, January of

1996, and several times in the '80s,
Even though it's not an every-year
occurrence; a late season blizzard is
always something that we have to
keep in the back of our minds. We’ve
come pretty close, but does that mean
that every time it gets to 60, there’s

chance for a snowstorm? No, but it

does hint at winter getting a last Jaugh
somehow,

Honestly, when can we truly say
winter is over? Once my car can stay
clean.

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Installment programs make tax
payments more affordable

(ARA) - Large tax bill . .
money . . . what can you do?

The Internal Revenue Service has
payment options for those who can’t
pay their tax bills in full when they are
due.

Fill out Form 9465, Installment
Agreement Request, and send it to the
IRS along with your tax return. This
single-sided form allows people to
estimate a monthly payment that will
fit within their budget and allow them
to pay off the taxes owed in a reason-
able period of time.

An installment agreement general-
ly must be approved by the IRS and
some additional information may be
required.

Those qualifying for a “stream-

. little

lined” agreement - with a tax debt of

not more than $25,000 that will be
paid off within five years - will find out
how long their proposed monthly pay-
ments would last. Taxpayers who do
not meet the criteria for a streamlined
agreement can compare their monthly
expenses to the amounts allowed

To assist laxpayers interested in
paying their faxes on an nstallment
plan, the IRS Web site now features a
new interactive calculator. This calcu-
lator helps a person figure the monthly
payment amount, and then prnts out
an installment agreement form for the
taxpayer Lo file.

“This is yet another way we're
improving our services and helping
people meet their tax obligations,” said
IRS Commissioner Charles O
Rossotti. “We should have less need to
ask taxpayers for additional informa-
tion, thus speeding our review process
for their installment requests.”

The calculator is for individuals
who are not already paying laxes
under an installment agreement. It is
available through the “Interactive
Installment Payment Process™ link on
the “Tax Info for You" page of the IRS
Web site, www.irs.gov

Once the installment agreement is
sel, taxpayers must meet two require-
ments: they must make their install-
ment payments on time, and they must
stay current with their federal laxes
during the agreement period. If they
fail to meet either of these conditions,
they will default on the installment

agreement and be required to pay their
tax bill in full.

Before entering mnto an installment
agreement, people should explore all
financial sources available that would
enable them to pay the full amount of
taxes owed. This is important because
they will face additional costs when
they enter into a longer-term payment
arrangement. There 1s a fee for an
approved installment agreement.

In addition, interest and late-pay-
ment penalties are added to any unpaid
tax. But the late-payment penalty rate
is cut in half for those using install-
mient agreements. People may be able
o obtain loans at banks or other
lenders at lower costs than the com-
bined charges associated with an
installment agreement.

Those who decide 1o request an
installment agreement should pay as
much as they can when filing their
return to reduce the amount of interest
and penaltes.

Some taxpayers facing very severe
or unusual economic hardships may be
able 10 settle their tax debts under an
expanded “offer in compromise” pro-
gram, Previously, the IRS could accept
the taxpayer’s offer in compromise
only when there was doubt about
whether the tax debt could ever be col-
lected or whether it was owed. Now,

the IRS may negotiate a settlement if
full payment would create economic
hardship. or exceptional circumstances
exist where collection of the entire tax
liability would be detrimental to vol-
untary compliance.

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who fail to meet the terms of the offer
will once again owe all their back

The offer in compromise program
strikes a balance between helping indi-
vidual taxpayers in severe circum-
stances and protecting all taxpayers by
collecting as much of the tax bill as
possible.

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Weigh the options before paying
taxes with a credit card

“Using a credil card to pay your
taxes could double your tax bill,”
said Debt Counselors of America®
Vice President Mike Kidwell.
“People should do the math before
charging their taxes,

“For the one-third of Americans
who have a balance due on their
laxes, credit cards could turn out to
be an expensive option,” adds
Kidwell, who is co-founder of Debt
Counselors®, the first Internet-
based credit and financial counsel-
ing organization. "It pays to figure
out how much each option will cost
you."”

Kidwell explains that the aver-
age | balance ‘due to" the Internal
Revenue Service (IRS) is $3,000
“Charge $3,000 on a credit card,
make only the minimum payment
each month and you'll be paying off
that debt for 26-1/2 years. The total
payments equal 37,699, of which
$4,609 is interest.” The calculation
assumes a 15 percent interest rate
and a minimum payment of $62.

“Using the IRS payment plan
cuts the total payment by more than
40 percent,” Kidwell said. “Using

the same $3,000 balance with a $62
monthly payment, a taxpayer would
pay a total of $4,061, of which
$1,018 is interest.”

The IRS charges a $43 set-up
fee, plus 8 percent interest; plus a
penalty of 0.25 percent per month if
you file on time and set up an
installment agreement.

“However, there may be some
psychological or practical value to
owing a credit card company, rather
than the IRS,” Kidwell notes.
“When it comes 1o collecting a
debt, the IRS has more options than
your credit card company.” These
include seizing your bank account,
levying your wages, or taking other
Income Or assets.

“If you can’t pay a credit card
bill, on the other hand, the account
will normally be sent to a collection
agency, which will try to collect
before taking more serious action,
The creditor or collection agency
cannot touch assets without getting
a court judgement.” People should
understand that they cannot dis-
charge taxes in bankruptcy if the
taxes have been charged to a credit

Governor declares end of
state’s water emergency

Gov. Paul E, Patton has formal-
ly ended the water emergency he
declared for Kentucky on
September 9. An improvement in
the state’s drought status prompt-
ed the governor to rescind his
emergency declaration.

The Palmer Drought Severity
Index shows all of the state is now
in a mild drought, following
heavy rainfall in February that
helped 1o improve conditions
across the state. More rainfall is

anticipated soon, because March
and April are typically two of the
year's rainiest months,

The governor issued his emer-
gency declaration after high tem-
peratures and severe rainfall
shortages sent portions of the state
into extreme drought conditions
last year. The emergency order
triggered drought contingency
plans developed between state and
local governments and water sys-
tems.

While the state’s drought status
has improved, Kentucky's rainfall
totals are still below normal.
Fifty-eight water systems are still
operating in some phase of their
water shortage response plans;
five are still operating under the
critical phase.

Kentuckians are urged to con-
tinue the waler conservation meth-
ods they began during the drought,
to keep the state from facing
another water emergency.

Breaking the habit

Senate President David Williams is right about the
amount of money Gov. Paul Patton has proposed that
Kentucky spend on anti-smoking programs; It is
insufficient.

Five and a half million dollars over two years
won’t begin to make an impact in a state with the
highest incidence of both adult smoking and youth
smoking, the highest incidence of lung cancer, and a
tobacco culture so strong that in some places smoking
is still considered a patriotic duty.

More than $5.5 million will have to be invested to
mount effective education, prevention and treatment
programs, as well as an effective media campaign.

Sen. Williams has suggested that $40 million over
two years is a more reasonable sum. He wants to add
programs for drug and alcohol abuse.

That amount of money is closer to what is really
needed, but Sen. Williams® plan suffers in another
way: In a state as pro-tobacco as Kentucky, there
would be great risks in lumping all those addictions
together in one office and budget.

It doesn’t take much of an imagination o envision
how anti-smoking strategies might be put aside, or at
least relegated to the bottom of a very long priority
list,

Smoking cessation programs are going to need
their own budget in Kentucky if there is to be a vigor-
ous effort to save the health of our youth.

The big question, of course, is where would the
$40 million come from? It appears that it would have
to come oul of the tobacco settlement money — a log-
ical enough source.

After all, that money was won by the state attor-
neys general as compensation for the high cost of
smokers’ health care that states have had to bear.
What better way to use a portion than to reduce those
costs in the future?

Yel in the politics of the General Assembly, taking
$40 million out of the tobacco settlement would prob-
ably pit two good programs against each other: smok-
ing cessation and the Governor’s program to enhance
early childhood care. That's bad, since children would
benefit from both.

But at this point, with the budget and the future of
every big legislative program still up in the air, this
much is clear: $5.5 million won't be much of a help
in reducing Kentucky’s tobacco habit.

The $40 million Sen. Williams is calling for may
prove more than Kentucky can manage this time, but
it comes a lot closer to the mark that the legislature
should be aiming for.

Senate week in review

Although last week’s workload in the General
Assembly's 2000 legislative session was the heavi-
est yet, my Senate colleagues and 1 are bracing for
even longer hours of studying and debating the
issues as we move further into the session’s final
half.

For many lawmakers, the big news last week was
word that Gov, Patton was revising his budget pro-
posal and scaling back the tax code restructuring he
wanted us to consider. His plan no longer calls for a
seven-cents-a-gallon gas tax increase or an exten-
sion of the state’s six-percent sales tax (o cover cer-
tain services, such as car repairs. Patton also scaled
back his proposal to offer an income tax break to the
working poor and phase out the state property tax on

vehicles.

It's important to remember that the governor’s
budget proposal is just a starting point. Lawmakers
must make the final decisions on spending and tax
matters, so in the coming weeks we'll be spending
long hours studying the budget proposal and making
whatever changes we think are necessary to move
Kentucky forward.

Of course, in between budget hearings we'll con-
tinue moving bills through out committee system
and casting votes on hundreds of issues on the
Senate floor.

One of the top items Senate members voted on
last week — the eighth week of our legislative ses-
sion — was House Bill 355, legislation that would
prohibit judges from granting visitation rights to a

The Senate also approved HB
70, legislation that would
exempt religious nonprofit activ-
ities and facilities from civil

this legislation, churches would
not be forced to let groups they
disagree with use their accom-
modations, such as campgrounds
or reception halls.

We also approved Senate Bill
155, which would ensure that
slot machines and video games
aren’t offered by the Kentucky
Lottery unless lottery officials
reccive approval from the
General Assembly.

Activity in the Senate com-
mittee system also accelerated
last week. The Senate Judiciary
Committee approved SB 218,
legislation that would strengthen
penalties against parents who
fail to make child support pay-
ments, The bill would allow the
state to suspend the driver's
license of a parent who fails to
pay child support for six months:
According to current law, such a
parent’s driver’s license isn't
suspended until he or she falls
one year behind on child support
payments.

The same committee also
approved HB 10, a bill aimed at
reducing youth smoking in

ucts. Currently, state law only
specifies that it's illegal for any-
one under 18 years old to buy or
receive tobacco products. Actual
possession isn't dealt with,

In other committee business,
the Senate State and Local
Government Committee
approved House Bill 350, legis-
lation that would allow primary
elections in Kentucky to be held
one week earlier than they are
currently. According to the elec-
tion schedule currently followed,
the May primary is often held
right after the Memorial Day
holiday. Some have said this
depresses voter turnout and
makes it more difficult to find
poll workers.

Corps warns of spring
forest fire season

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife. and Kentucky Division of Forestry manages or protects
about 12,113 acres of forest land surrounding Paintsville Lake.

This area is home to many small game animals. such as the squirrel,
racoon, turkey, rabbit, grouse and quail. Kentucky's big game animal,
the white-tailed deer. is also found living abundantly throughout this
area, These forest residents are totally dependent upon you te protect
them and their habitat from raging forest fires.

Kentucky's new spring forest fire season began on February 15, and
will end after April 30. It is unlawful during this time to set a fire to any
flammuable material capable of spreading fire, located in or within 150
feet of any private woodland or brushland, except between the hours of
6 p.m. and 6 a.m, 5

Kentucky’s new 6 p.m. buming law allows those who bum brush
and debris for gardens 1o burn during the early evening when wind has
started to die down, air temperature is lower, and relative humidity is
increasing.

These conditions make a fire much more manageable and less like-
ly to get out of control. 1f the fire does get in the woods, it is much eas-
ier to put oul.

However, even after 6 p.ni.. no fire should be started if there are high
winds, or lght fuels such as tall dry grass nearby. Kentucky law also
requires someoné to stay with their fires to be sure they don’t get out of
control.

The Corps of Engineers reminds you that when visiting Paintsville
Lake, fires are not permitted except when contained in fire grills,
designed especially for that purpose. When fires are built, care must be
taken to completely extinguish thein to prevent a restart that could get
out of control.

Smokers should make sure that a cigarette is completely safe before
it is discarded.

In the event of a forest fire that occurs on or near the Paintsville
Lake area. Johnson and Magoffin county area residents can contact the
Kentucky Division of Forestry at Betsy Layne at 1-800-866-0048..
Morgan County residents can contact the Morehead Division of
Forestry at 1-800-866-0052.

Resource Manager’s office, Monday through Friday. 7:30 am. to 4
p.m., at 606-297-6312 to report fires.

The esti-
mate should include parts, cost of
parts, cost of labor and an expect-
ed delivery date. “Many people are
stirprised al the affordable cost
when balanced against the value
the repair or upgrade has added 1o
the vehicle,” says Tumnet.

Does the shop have a warranty
program? You can be confident in
the service you receive from a
business that is willing to warranty
both parts and labor.

A good trim shop
will have a photo book that
includes different types of services
performed and the results, which
are often spectacular, Visit the
facility. A clean well-run shop will
bolster your confidence that the
trim shop you have chosen can do
the work specified.

Certified professionals always
should be called in to handle the
adverse affects of disease-causing
bacteria contained in unsanitary
water. If you cannot reasonably
determine the water quality, call the
[ICRC information line for assis-
tance.

B Sanitary—This may include
uncontaminated sink or toilet over-
flows, ruptured pipes, and supply
lines for many applicances,

M Unsanitary—This vsually
includes water with some degree of
bilogical contamination, including
punctured waterbeds and toilet
backups, and discharge from dish or
clothes washers,

Also included is water that has
come into contact with the ground
or that contains raw sewage. This
includes, but is not limited to, nat-
ural flooding.

Unfortunately, carpet. carpet
cushion, mattresses, pillows,
stuffed or highly absorbent fabric
furnishings, or those that have been
contacted by unsanitary water must
be discarded due to high levels of
bacteria and other pollutants. unless
they can be washed thoroughly in a
home or commercial washing
machine.

2. Before restoration can begin,
you must identify and stop the

incoming water at its source. In san-
itary water situations, once the
water has been stopped, extraction
of excess water from floor cover-
ings, such as carpet, must begin
immediately. In natural flooding or
unsanitary water situations, both
carpet and carpet cushion must be
replaced to reduce possible health
concerns.

3. Immediate Steps:

M Quickly remove furnishings
that may stain carpet or other floor
coverings or place plastic or alu-
minum foil under the legs or bases.

W Keep traffic on wet carpet to a
minimum. Moisture can weaken
latex adhesives in carpet and excess
traffic may cause backings to sepa-
rate. Once dry, latex normally
regains its original strength.

B Use fans to increase air circu-
lation, a vacuum deSigned to pick
up water (if available) and dehu-
midifiers to speed up drying (only
in sanitary conditions). Carpet
should be completely dry within
48-72 hours after the elimination of
the water source and thorough
extraction to minimize the growth
of bacteria and fungi.

4. Because each situation is
somewhat different, consult an
HCRC Firm that employs trained
and certified technicians. They can
determine whether carpet or other
furnishings can be salvaged.

Annie Jones takes calling
as a novelist seriously

Annie Jones started writing
while in grade school — skits, sto-
ries to amuse her friends and even
poetry. ,

She was an Air Force brat whose
family moved frequently,

In third grade in Texas, she says,
she encountered her first critic. “a
kid who said, *Why are you doing
that? No one is ever going 1o read
Jeast

Later Jones put her creative
dreams aside, thinking that the kid
— and other critics she'd met after-
ward — had been prophetic.

Fortunately, at about age 30
Jones gave writing one more try.

Today the wife and mother of

two, who lives in Versailles, is the
author of 18 romance novels pub-
lished by several secular and reli-
gious houses. Her Christian faith
informs everything she writes.

And she’s won wide acclaim.

Her novel “Saving Grace,” for
instance, was a finalist for
Virginia's Holt Medallion in
Southern Theme Fiction and was
named one of the top five inspira-
tional romances of 1998 by Affaire
de Coeur Magazine.

Recently, I asked Jones, 42,
about her career as an author.

This is an edited version of that
interview:

Q: How long have you lived in
Versailles?

JONES: We've lived in
Versailles a couple of years now,
before that in Lexington, and
Louisville, Cincinnati, Oklahoma
City, Enid, Oklahoma. ... We're not
wanted by the law. My husband has

had job opportunities open up and
I'm always game to go and see
what's out there.

Q: What. is your religious back-
ground?

JONES: We recently returned (o
Southeast Christian Church in
Louisville. T have always been a
spiritual person, seeking and having
faith even when it did not make
sense to keep that faith. ..I feel
strongly about not judging others,
about keeping my eyes on Jesus and
not on people or dogma.

Q: Where did you get your inter-
est in literature?

JONES: Reading was a big form
of eéntertainment in my family.
When my sister married, instead of
keeping her room for guests or
when she visited, (my parents)
turned it into a library.

Q: Aside from writing books,
what other Kinds of jobs have you
held?

JONES: I've had a lot of make-
ends-meet jobs, including Santa’s
helper at a mall. a stint in college at
Wiener King, tending bar in an Air
Force officers’ club and watching
the news on fast-forward for a video
marketing firm. ... My “real” work,
what I felt called to do besides writ-
ing, is first to be a wife and mom.
Fail at that and what good is the
rest?

Q: Why did you finally start
writing again as an adult?

JONES: I read a small romance
and felt so uplifted and positive. 1
was hooked. | wanted to write one.
Five years of writing at my Kitchen
table later, my first book sold.

Q: Tell me about that book.

JONES: I was 36, s0 no wonder-
kid here! But my first book,
"Wedding Bells and Diaper Pins"”
for Silhouette Romance,’ was a big
best seller in the genre. My “break”
came after years of hard work, sub-
mitting like crazy — 1 have 50
rejection letters in a file, and those
are just the ones | saved.

Q: Is it hard to be a successful
author while living in small-town
Kentucky?

JONES: With computers, e-mail,
faxes and travel so common, where
you live just isn’t a barrier anymore.
One of the most important things is
making contact with other writers,
networking. There are so many
avenues available for that — (writ-
ers’) groups, conferences, seminars,
on-line connections.

Q: What tips would you offer
other aspiring inspirational authors?

JONES: Read in the market. Pay
attention to what publisher puts out
which kind of book, they publish
and it is not one size fits all.

Q: How has your writing affect-
ed your faith — or vice versa?

JONES: It has definitely made
me more responsible about my
faith, about what 1 say and do. Not
because people are watching and 1
care what they think, but I do care
what God thinks. | care very much
that the name of the Lord is attached
to my work in such a visible way.

State park gets rare portrait

John James Audubon State Park in Henderson recently welcomed a mysterious

woman to the park.

The identity of the regal woman dressed in fine clothes is unknown. But what is
known for sure is that she represents one of only a handful of portraits known to exist
by the fumed paturalist/artist for which the park is named.

A privately funded park support group, the Friends of Audubon, recently purchased
the portrait for $32.000 from an unidentified seller. The subject might be Adelaide
Talbot, the wife of a friend of Audubon, Sen. Isham Talbot, based on scanty information
that has been passed down through the family that owned the work for generation.

But while the subject’s identity is not known for sure, the image’s rarity and quality
15 certain, says the park museum'’s curator, Don Boarman.

The work. executed in India ink, geaphite pencil crayon and charcoal, is an invaluable
addition to a priceless collection of art work and' memornbilia on display at the park’s

museum, he said.

While Audubon made his mark meticulously painting and drawing birds, he execut-
ed many portraits, of which roughly 15 are known to have survived, Boarman said. The
newly acquired work dates from 1819, shortly after Aubudon left Henderson amid busi-

ness problems.

CrITTERS CORNER

I suspect lots of ani-
mal-related  injuries
result from misun- |
derstood com-
munications
et weten
species. Take
tail wagging. We
almost universally
think this is an indi-
cation of happiness; in fact that's
not the case.

A wagging tail IS usually an
indication that a dog is willing to
interact—but it has to be interpret-
ed in the context of the rest of the
dog’s body language. We have 10
look at what the rest of the body is
saying in order 1o get some idea of
whether the dog intends the inter-
action to be aggressive, fearful, or,
indeed, friendly.

To illustrate, form a mental pic-
ture of a friendly dog. The tail is
wagging, yes, but usually in wide
sweeps: (he ears are up (as much
as possible depending on breed)
and forward, the mouth is open
and relaxed, the eyes are wide,
and the entire dog just “looks
happy.”

Contrast this with the dog who
is saying. “don’t come any closer.
His tail may well be wagging also,
but usually with stiff, rapid move-

ments. His body
posture is entirely
differeni—the ears
are generally back
or flattened. the
mouth is drawn back
and tense, the eyes are
of staring and intense;

the entire body radiates
the feeling of a coiled
spring.

Sometimes the dif-
ferences are not so obvi-
ous, even to people who work
with dogs every day. I personally
have a hard time “reading”
Rottweilers. They seem to have
very subtle changes in facial
expression, and also, the closely
cropped tail robs these dogs of one
of their most important communi-
cations devices.

This is one of my big
objections to ear crop- ;
ping and lail-docking, f
aside from any personal
feelings. Dobeérmans A&
have a double-wham-
my of both altered ears
and tails. Our Dobe,
Gunner, always has what
appears to be a stiff,
aggressive tail move-
ment, even when he's
obviously having a ball
playing with Whitney, our \;
Chow-Lab cross. There's
only so much you can do

with a three-inch long tail.

And then there are cats.
Tails say entirely different
things in cat language. |
will never forget the first-
time cat owner who nearly
learned this the hard way.
We happened to over-
hear her say, *I've
never seen a cat 5o
happy—he's actually wag-
ging his tail!”

This was no sooner out of her
mouth than the entire clinic staff
rushed to avert the impending dis-
aster in exam room two. While
someone worked on restraining
and calming the cat, someone else
gave the owner a quick lesson on
cat body language,

Her pet was not wagging, but
lashing, his tail. He was on the
verge of actually attacking his
unsuspecting owner who was not
responding correctly to his
repeated requests in cat lan-
guage to back off.

Had this lady been more
experienced with cats, she
would have taken note
also of the flicking ears,
the laid-back
whiskers, and the
squinted eyes. and
she would have been
more alert to the fact
that the cat had
h switched from a purr

to a barely audible
grow]!

(Just as a
side note,
purring is not
strictly reserved

for happy cals
either. It is also
heard in sick,

stressed, and even
dying cats.)

Watch your pet to
see how the tail is carried when he
is different moods, and take his
breed into consideration. German
Shepherds will always have a
somewhat low tail carriage; lots of
terriers. hold theirs straight up
most of the time; Akitas” tails are
generally held curled over the
back.

Some breeds that lack tails,
whether naturally or as the result
of docking, secem determined to
make up for it. Australian
Shepherds are notorious for “wag-
ging” their entire rear end.

I'm not sure how this carries
over into short-and no-tail breeds
of cats (such as Manx and
Japanese Bobtails), T haven't
observed enough of them. I've
really not seen a lot of exaggerat-
ed rear end motion in cats who
accidentally lost their tails. It may
be less obvious because cat body
language in general is more subtle.

As your learn more about your

own pet’s body language, start to
watch other animals for differ-
ences and similarities.

While | think animal body lan-
guage is fascinating in and of
itself, it can have practical appli-
cations, especially if your work
involves animals or brings you
into contact with animals. such as
home health repair or delivery ser-
yices. My sister-in-law is an insur-
ance agent in Ohio, and we often
have impromptu lessons on réecog-
nizing and avoiding aggression in
dogs when she visits. She credits
the knowledge with saving her
neck on at least one occasion.

If you are interested in increas-
ing your safety factor around
strange dogs, or just in more effec-
tively communicating with your
own, there 18 a neat little book
called “On Talking Terms With
Dogs: Calming Signals,” by
Norweigan dog tainer Turid
Rugaas. It is published by Legacy
by Mail Inc., P.O. Box 794, Kula,
HI 96790, or E-mail at lgcymail

I honestly can't think of a'real-
ly good basic text on feline body
fanguage, although I'm sure
they're out there; frequently there
are good articles in Cat Fancy
magazine.

In recent months, a New York woman
and a Massachusetts woman received
huge windfalls to their checking accounts
due to data-processing errors, and now
both are fighting to keep the money, in
both instances citing their banks' incom-
petence. Susan Madakor, 40, has spent
$230,000 of her $700,000 that should
have gone to a United Nations environ-
mental agency, and retired Centerville,
Massachusetts, schoolteacher Joan L.
Phillips has spent most of the $800,000

accumulated since 1990 when her pen-
sion checks mysteriously increased from
$800 a month to $8,000.

The family of 15-year-old Lance
Landers said it would appeal a January
Alabama court decision barring the diag-
nosed-"emotionally conflicted” student
from public schools. His mother insists
he be mainstreamed into the school sys-
tem under the federal Individuals With
Disabilities Education Act, even though
he has allegedly assaulted his mother,
threatened to kill students, punched the
driver of a moving school bus, spit in
cafeteria food, thrown batteries at stu-
dents, ranted during classes, and regular-
ly addressed the principal, “Hello,
(expletive deleted)!”

People Who Are Not Like You and Me

Joseph Motyka, 32, was arrested on
January | in Chicago and charged with
child endangerment because he, not con-
tent with a firecracker celebration of the
New Year, had brought home a quarter-
stick of dynamite, Motyka's 3-year-old
daughter discovered it and put it into a
candle. and the resultant explosion took
off her right hand and caused hearing and
vision loss.

Hard to Get Into Prison These
Days
Matthew Harley, 27, sentenced to
prison on weapons charges in 1995, sur-
rendered at a courthouse in Portsmouth,
Virginia, but was sent home, where he

continued with his life until September
1999, when authorities finally came for
him, And Doris Preston, 74, sentenced to
five years’ minimum for arson in 1991,
went home to Columbus, Ohio, on bail
but was not called back until September
1999. And in August, parole-violating
rapist Gerald Bennett, 30, tried politely
to surrender at the police station in
Glenolden, Pennsylvania, but was turned
away because of a records glitch and
remained free for six more days, during
which time, according to police, he killed
one woman and raped another before
being caught.

Least Competent Criminals

Miguel Avalos-Rivera, 28, was arrest-
ed in Fairfax. Virginia, in November after
being found screaming in pain in a car;
his hand had gotten stuck in the dash-
board as he tried to steal the stereo, and
he had broken three of his fingers. And
Jimmy Cooksey, 36, also was discovered
screaming in pain in October; sheriff’s
deputies in Dallas said he had tried o
steal electricity by connecting powerline
wires with a homemade pole, but took
36,000 volts, burning him so badly tha
he lost both legs and is still hospitalized
(though no criminal charge was filed).

A couple parked in a Loudon County,
Virginia, nighttime lovers’ lane was so

startled by an approaching sheriff’s
cruiser that the man abruptly drove off,
accidentally right into the Potomac River
before being rescued. A 7-year-old girl
was stabbed 25 times (not life-threaten-
ingly) by a playmate emulating Chucky
in “Child’s Play 2." which he had seen
three days earlier (Brasilia, Brazil). A
rapist sentenced to two life terms plus
110 years asked the judge for a lethal
mjection, saying, "I can’t do that much
time” (Prince George's County,
Maryland). A drug-dealing couple were
arrested for trying to collect a $40 debt
by dangling a guy out a window while the
woman bit him (Evansville, Indiana). A
math teacher was arrested for forcing a
13-year-old boy to take his restroom
break in a classroom trashcan
(Montgomery, Alabama).
