Breast cancer stamps a hit locally 
Proceeds go to research deadly disease "Thts 1s your chance to help take a stand 

against thi~ disease that kills and maims so many 
of our mothers. sisters. friends.

Even though the ·'Help stamp out breast can­
cer!" stamp has been out since .July 29. 1998. a 
local postmaster and a reader's letter on the 
Internet have rcvh·ed an interest in it. 

John R. Mcintosh. postmaster at Stanville, 
had been giving a copy of the video "Frost) the 
Snowman" when people bought a book of the 
stamps. Mcintosh ran out of the videos on 
Tuesday. but he encourages people to keep buy­
ing the stamps. He said every office should have 
a supply of the stamps on hand. 

The sale of the stamp has been phenomenal. 
raising $10.1 million for cancer research. 
According to Mcintosh, 70 percent of the money 
will be sent to the National Institutes for Health 
and the other 30 percent will go to the Medical 
Research Department of the Department of 
Defense for the purpose of conducting cancer 

research. 
Pamphlets and tliers about the 1>tamp and 

other cancer issues can be found at your local 
post office. 

Rhonda Meade. postmaster at McDowell. 
said she had sold several sheets of the stamp.

Wh1le we are disappointed with the defeat of Rep 

Greg Stumbo's bottle bill. its replacement is wholly 
unsatisfactory for two reasons 

First. House Bill 745 calls for the state constitution to 
be amended to make it okay for voters to approve a bottle 
bill. In other words, voters will have to first vote on 
"'hether or not they want to vote on the bottle bill. then 
'ote for it agmn two years from now in order to pass it. 

That process is much too convoluted to be justifiable 
and opens the measure up to sabotage from the litter 
lobbv. which has shown that it is all-too-willing to spend 
millfons to combat the bottle bill through slick, if not 
entirely accurate. television commercials. 

But secondly. and most importamly. the attempt to 
amend the constitution in order to allow a referendum on 
one issue Js just a little bit too much tinkering with our 
sy~tem of government than we can be comfortable with. 

While the bottle bill is one of the more important 
pieces of legislation to surface 10 the legislature in sever­
al years and is vital to the cleanup of our hillsides and 
roadways. it still does not rise to the level necessary to 
begin fidgeting with the entire framework of our govern­
ment. 

Should HB 745 succeed. 1t sets a nasty precedent. In 
the future. anytime the legislature is faced with a difficult 
decision. it could just amend the constitution to allow vot­
ers to do the job for them. If anything. we need our pub­
lic officials to be more willing to make tough decisions. 
not less. 

But if legislatorc; are willing to create an entirely new 
section of the constitution to deal with one issue. why not 
go all the way and give Kentucky voters the power of bal­
lot initiative. just like they have in California? 

Normally. we would be against such a proposal. After 
all. if we give the public the power to legislate, what is the 
point of having a legislature? 

But since a majority of our legislators have shown that 
they arc too cowardly to stand up to the special interests 
and too unwilling to follow the will of the vast majorit) 
of the public. maybe it is time to revamp our government. 

If so. then we would propose including a hefty pay cut 
for our state representatives and senators. After all, if they 
are willing to abdicate their power to make laws, there 
should be a cut in salary corresponding to the reduction in 
responsibilities.

Pessimistic people are often in 
bad moods. and you're more likely 
to do nsky things because you're 
either distracted or reckless." 
explains Christopher Peterson. a 
psychologist at the University of 
Michigan. in the Knight-R idder 
article 

Other studies have demonstrated 
that optimists perform better at 
work and school. and that they cope 
better with stress and depression. A 
study of cancer patients found that 
while positive words and attitudes 
may not prolong cancer patients' 
Jives. pessimism certainly shortens 
them. 

It\ not just that optimistic peo­
ple take fewer nsks, says Nancy 
Russell. a Kansas City physician. 
quoted in the news article: "What 
we're finding with our research is 
that our psyche. how we feel about 
things. affects our immune and cen­
tral nervous systems, too." 

I'm no scientist. but I've seen 

this principle at work throughout 
my 20 years 10 the ministry. 

I've had parishioners who seem 
to dwell on sickness Anytime 
there's a bug going around. these 
people arc certain- days or weeks 
beforehand - they'll get it. They 
think poor health. They talk poor 
health. 

I've rarely seen them disappoint­
ed. 

I can't say how many of their ill­
nesses are caused by actual germs. 
viruses and injuries, and how many 
are psychosomatic. All I know is 
that. whatever the causes, these 
people tend to stay chronically sick. 

On the other hand, r ve had other 
parishioners who hardly mention 
physical ailments at all.

Governor to raise pay 
levels of state employees 

Frankfort -To address what he 
tenned "grievous inequities" in the 
current compensation system for 
state workers," Gov. Paul Pallon 
recently presented a revised com­
pensation plnn for state employees 
that brings lO\\ er paid workers up to 
a more equitable and competitive 
level. 

"Recogniting that my proposed 
comprehensive revision of the state 
rersonnel compensation program 
cannot be Implemented this session, 
I will, by E11ecutive Order, effective 
July l, 2000, make these changes in 
order to addre~s some of the most 
grievous inequitaes in the current 
system," Gov. Patton said. 

Under the governor's plan, all 
employees will receive a five per­
cent increment on their regular 
increment d:~tc. The plan will also 
raise the entry level wage of all pay 
grades an additional 7A percent on 
July I, 2<X)(} and July I, 200 I. 

In orJcr to ensure that new 
employe~ v. ill not make more than 
long-tcnn employees, all employ­
ees, who are not on prob:~tion, wjtl 
ha\e their salaries adjusted to at 
least fhe percent above the new 

entry level wage. 
Patton will also raise the pay 

grades of all employees who are 3, 
4, or 5 pay grades too low accord­
ing to the Personnel Cabinet's eval­
uation system. These changes will 
affect more than 4000 employees 
and result in all state employees 
being v. ithin two pay grades of 
where the Personnel Cabinet's eval­
uation system says they should be. 

Of the 35,850 full time filled 
positions, 3,768 ure receiving more 
than a five percent increment in fis­
cal year 2000-200 I. An estimated 
4.329 employees will receive grade 
changes on July I, 2000. 

Of that number, 1136 workers 
will receive more than their live 
percent increment. About 2632 
employees who rue not recetvmg 
grade changes w1ll receive a raise 
above their five percent increment 
due to the increase in the entry­
level salary . 

Patton's compensation plan will 
continue to make needed changes to 
the system in future years by raising 
the entr) level and mid-point wage 
to an amount equal to the cost of 
living index.

Martin admitted later 
he had no idea rain was 
imminent. 

Both Burton and fast·closrng 
Tony Stewart slipped past. The 
rain picked up, a red flag was 
waved for the second time and, 
eventually, that was that.

'possum,'" said Stewart. who 
finished second.

Back in November when Rory Kennedy's 
documentary "American Hollow" made it" 
debut on HBO. 1 chose not to make any com­
ment about its contents which depicted the 
everyday life of the Bowlings. an eastern 
Kentucky famjly from Perry County. But since 
discovering that the documentary is eligible tor 
an Oscar, l cbanged my mind and decided to 
add mv sentiment-.. 

After reading a New York limes article 
about K~nnedy's filmmaking expertise I came 
to und~rstand just how well her family relates 
to the Bowlings. For example. both are large 
familie~-Jree Bowling had 13 children while 
Ro;.e Kennedy had nine. Also. many eastem 
Kcmuckian'i have lrbh-American n.lOL'> and 
made hnoch, just like the Kennedys who 
migrd.tcd from Irdand and made their fortune 
O) bootlegging. 

And, like the Kenncdys of Massachusetts. 
the Hmvlings ol Kentucky haw had their fair 
... hare of trial:. and trihulutions. Just consider 
the similarities: 

Bo\\ ling and Kennedy contain the same 
amount Clf letters as do tlw lam1ly matnarch,. 
lrec and Ro~c: rc~pec:tively.

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the Kennedys are regular churchgoers.

At one point in the article. Kennedy stated 
that, ''It (filmmaking) is a way to access culture 
that olherwise feels different and feels 'other."' 
she says. ''Then you identify and you think, 
'Wow. r ve been through those-everybody I 
know has gone through those-exact same 
things. They're just like you and me.'' That's 
interesting, because according to the same 
news article Kennedy is still in contact with the 
Bowlings (she and her crew lived with them 

during the filming) so I wonder if she's invited 
them up to Hyannisport to a barbecue yet. 

All kidding aside, much of what Kennedy 
filmed was an actual depiction of how the 
Bowling famjly and many other families in 
Eastern Kentucky live. However, once again, 
an outsider's point of view continues to per­
petuate the myth that we are all lazy and igno­
rant. 

What I'm waiting for is for some ftlmmak­
er to come to eastern Kentucky and do a docu­
mentary on how outsiders come to our area, 
exploit our culture. and make money off of our 
poverty while our uoemploymment rate con­
tinues to be one of the highest in the nation. 
Now that's Oscar material!
