Io April. the Republican-dominated state Senate, 

imposing its will on the General Assembly, said no to 
comprehensive tax reform that would have saved about a 
million Kentucky households a good chunk of change 
while making the state tax structure fairer and more sen­
sible. 

Instead of a reform that included. among other things. 
an industry-backed plan to impose a flat 7 percent tax on 
telecommunications services. GOP senators opted for a 
tax increase on interstate long-distance calls and collec­
tion of a tax on long-distance access fees. 

Oops. 
It is time to say "oops·· no\\, isn't it? 
Not only did the GOP's 1rrespons1ble approach leave 

Kentucky's working poor bearing an unfairly large share 
of the tax burden, it now looks like it will leave the state 
budget a bit unbalanced. 

This week, the federal government and the nation's 
phone companies reached an agreement on restructuring 
long-distance rates and accesc; fees. The changes. wh1ch 
will go into effect July I (the same day Kentucky's ne\\ 
budget year begins). will cut long-distance costs by up to 
50 percent. 

That sort of knocks a hole m a state budget balanced 
on long-distance taxes. doesn't it? 

And it could get worse. Down the road. analysts see a 
time when reaching out and touching someone becomes 
even cheaper, as the traditional phone companies start 
offering long-distance service for a flat fee or m bundles 
of minutes to compete with cellular and Internet services. 

Kentucky officials. whether Republican or Democrat. 
should have seen the agreement between the feds and the 
phone companies coming. It had been in the works for 
some time. and its probable outcome had been the subject 
of discussion for months. 

An article in the February issue of State Legislatures, 
a publication of the National Conference of State 
Legislatures. even predicted that long-distance calls 
might be free in the near future. That magazine was avail­
able to Kentucky lawmakers a good two months before 
Senate Republicans decided the state budget could only 
be balanced with a tax on long-distance services. 

Of course. we all know telephone companies aren't 
going to eat a big loss when the)' cut long-distance costs 
to remain competitive. They'll make it up somewhere. 
probably in areas that would be subject to a flat tax on 
telecommunications services. 

But thanks to the Republican state Senate. Kentucky 
doesn't have a flat tax on telecommunications services. It 
has a new tax on in terstate long-distance service and a 
commitment to collect a previously uncollected tax on 
access fees. Now that those rates and fees are headed 
downward, Kentucky also has a bit of a hole in its budget.

Board member questions reorganization 
Editors note: Floyd County Board of Education 

member Carol Stumbo has sent the follmring letter to 
Dr. Kenneth Hen f)~ director. the offia (!f Educational 
Accowztabihty. 

Dear Dr. Henf) : 
As a member of the Floyd County Board of 

Education, I am requestmg an investigation by your 
office into the actions that arc taking place in our dis­
trict with the reorgamzation of the central office staff. 
I am basing my request on the following concerns: 

• Floyd County has a long history of using school 
personnel to affect the outcome of political elections. 

• Central office employees have been an especial­
ly important group in the pohtical power structure in 
eastern Kentucky. Many of them obtained their pos1 
lions because of their ability to influence large num­
bers of voters and once employed, the) were expect­
ed to "buy" their positions by making financial con­
tributions to the campaigns of candidates who were 
being supported by the superintendent or others. 

While teachers received only phone calls remind­
ing them of where their loyalties needed to be at elec­
tion time, it was not uncommon to see "bagmen'' 
making their rounds among administrators right 
before an election to collect their contributiOns. 

• Although the district has been under state man­
agement for the past two years. the involvement of 
state officiate; has not removed polit1cs from the 
school system. The school S)Stem is still the ::.ingle 
largest employer in the county; it also possesses the 
single largest budget of any institution in the district. 

• There is little evidence that the level of politics 
has decreased any in Aoyd County. In fact. the May 
primary seemed to imolve the school board in, at 
least. one local race to a degree that the board had not 
been involved before. 

Two of our current board members were drawn 
into a very heated controversy surrounding the com­
monwealth attorney's race in the May primary. The 
charges and counter charges became so intense that 
one political analyst characterized the advertisements 
in this race as "the dirtiest I have ever seen." 

The conflict hctwecn the two candidates and the 
board of education members dominated the local 
paper and local radio and television station~ almost 
completely during the last weeks of the race. 
Presumably. the final resolution will only occur in the 
court system. 

• There arc many other troubling fact:-. about the 
reorganzation of the central office staff in Floyd 
County that suggest that perhaps political acti\ it} is a 
factor in this action. The manner in which the propos­
al was developed (limited involvement and discussion 
with ,eJected staff and board members), along with 

the timing and the sense of urgcnc} w1th \vhich it hao; 
been presented. gives one cause to stop and \\onder 
and question. 

At the May board meeting. we were given the 
impression by the board chairman that we would hold 
workshops to deal with our concerns regarding the 
plan. Despite the fact that the district has until July to 
make changes. the following week. an agenda for a 
May 30 special hoard meeting was distributed with 
the reorganization Ji<;ted as an action item. 

A. Plans for reorganization have been known for 
o;ome time by a small group of people. 

Hints about changes in personnel and central office 
positions were first alluded to at a meeting of the 
school board on April 17 when Donna Collins. the 
president ot the Floyd County Education Association. 
questioned board members and the superintendent 
about information that she had regarding the creation 
of a ne\" district position. that of a chief information 
officer. This \\a'\ a full month before some board 
members leamed that these was a reorganization plan. 

Mrs. Collins believed that not only was Floyd 
Count} going to create the position but she also felt 
that she knew the name of tht: indi..,idual that would 
he selected for that position. She was so confident of 
the \alidity of her inforn1ation than she offered to 
record the name of that person and place 11 in a scaled 
envelope and then wail to see if her prediction were 
true when the position was filled. When board mem­
bers finall) saw the reorganization chart. however. 
shortly before the hoard meeting in Ma). the pos1110n 
of chief information officer was indeed there. 

B. Members of the Floyd Count} Board were 
given different amount of mfonnation regarding the 
plan and a short timelinc in which to consider 11. 

The proposal for the restructuring of the central 
office was officially submitted to the l-loyd County 
board or its conc.ideration and support with little 
preparation on the eve of tbt• May primary. A week 
bdnre the board meeting when I questioned the 
superintendent ao; to \\ hy the board had not been 
briefed on such an important matter, I was told that 
two hoard members had seen the plan earlier I never 
le.lrncd who those members were or when they had 
been ~hO\\ n the plan. [ finall) got to see it on the 
Friday preceding the Monday hoard meeting because 
I made it clear that I would not vote it lthd not see it. 

Although the hoard declined to lake an) action on 
the pl;.ln on ~londay. May 22. the audience wa-. filled 
with central oftice staff and principals that were 
nunored to be part of the proposed changes.

The third highest gain m JObs for 
April was in construction where 
4,500 positions were added. More 
than halfofthe new jobs was in spe­
cial trade categories such as con­
crete "ork. electrical work, and 
installation of drywall, insulation 
and roofing. Heavy equipment con­
tractors had I ,500 more jobs in 
Apnl and general building contrac-

tors. which tncludcs restdcnttal 
builders recorded an addtllonal 600 
jobs. 

The transportation, communtca· 
ttons and pubhc utihltes sector rose 
b) 1.400 positions in Apnl. Most of 
the growth was in the trano;portation 
area as 1,200 jobs were added in 
transportation hy air, .1nd trucking 
and warehousing increased by 700 
posiuons.

Can you remember when people 
left their door~ unlocked at night 
and could leave the keys in thl' igni· 
tion of the famil) car without con­
cern'? Remember \\hen churches •J ldt the light on and doors open as a 
refuge and 'hclter for pilgrims 24 
hour ... a da). Time~ ha\'c certainly 
changed. and we need to discuss the 
importance of having safe commu­
nities once again. 

Mo.,ie producers like to depict 
eastem Kentucky and our culture as 
a variation of the third world, a 
comical place inhabited b) people 
called "Granny," "Ellie." "Jethro" 
and "Jed". 

This depiction may make for 
good press and TV, but the reality is 
that we arc a blessed people 1n 

~ many ways. We value families, chil­
dren, and the elderly. The passtng of 
a lo\'ed one i~ still moumed for 
three days in most of our communi­
Lies. Our children are recogni7ed 
and watched out for by friends, 
neighbors. and relatives. 

This is not to say we arc static or 
satisfied with the status quo. as 
there is always room for a continu­
ing e!Tort to improve and create. 

Safe communities promote life­
long healthy lifestyles. from cover-

• ing prenatal babies to care for our 
elderly. At what point of life is 
attainment of peak health not 
important? The answer is that 
health is important during one's 
whole life. 

If it is neglected at any point, 
one's quality of life deteriorates 
quicl-.1) at that point. With the inter­
connectedness of our Jives. we all 
pa) individually and as a communi­
ty when health conditions decline. 

A clean environment is as impor-

tant to Wildlife as it is to us. With 
the hustle and bustle of daily life, 
we often fail lO realize that the con· 
dition of our forests and stream~ 
directly affect our health and lives. 

We are tied, like the .,.. ildlifc 
around us. to our natural resources 
and the water we drink. Our quality 
of life is dependent on this. 
Depletion. mismanagement and 
neglect of resources is similar to 
fouling a nest. 

Our homes and livelihood 
depend on the quali ty of our envi­
ronment. Misuse or destruction 
effects our fam1hes and children for 
year-. in the future. 

~afety. or 'thinking safe.· is con­
sciousness of safe pract1ccs and 
using them as one goes about daily 
activities. Safety is more than an 
attitude. A safe community incorpo­
rates safety as a lifestyle, at work, 
home, play. or while participating in 

"community events. 
To feel safe, we must come to 

think safety. We need to define a 
mbsion and goals for what being 
safe at home and in our communi­
tics can provide. 

People in a safe community 
should experience a measurable 
reduction in all types of pcro;onal 
inJury. property damage, and result­
ing accident statistics. They should 
see an increase in awareness plus a 
change in attitudes toward health. 
safety and los'>-control. It embodies 
the clement of trust 111 our neighbors 
to do what is right for themselves 
and the community. 

We pride ourselves m eastem 
Kentucky for our expression of per­
sonal freedom. Yet, many of the 
things we have done as a child. and 
gave lmle thought to, are now like­
ly to get us arrested. 

The past several decades have 

seen many laws passed "for our 
safety." Is not it strange that many 
people do not feel safer. in spite of 
these laws? 

That which is lacking is trust in 
others (public servants, neighbors 
and police) to do what is in the best 
interests of the people. These laws 
create a multitude of legalities and 
obstacles to community that affect 
our daily lives. 

I can remember when retired 
people 1outinely sat in the hall of 
the courthouse whittling cedar with 
knives sharp enough to shave with. 
Many sat there right outside the 
courtroom while hearings were 
held. Now a little pocketknife used 
to cut an apple for lunch is confis­
cated at a place where video cam­
eras, magnetic detectors and 
deputies guard the door. 

Our courthouo.;es have turned 
into massive buildmgs full of secu­
rity Jevices protecting public ser 
vants from the people they serve. 
Trust 1n our institutions is essential 
to have a safe community yet some­
thing has been lost on the road to 
oz. 

There is a perception that noth­
ing is or will be done until pressure 
is applied on "the system" to force 
action. Our institutions are definite­
ly suffering in our search for safety. 

A ·'safety net'' must be in place 
to enable people to get back on their 
feet. Security and individual free­
dom are always a trade off. 
Individual freedom should be 
linl\cd to like-minded goals for 
community safety. It is a fact that 
the succes~ of ind1vidual freedom 
may also allow some to fail. 

When families in our community 
are hungry, there must be a system 
to care for and feed them. People 
must trust that the :-.ystem will work

This is an important 
time for us to help those regtons that 
need it mo~t. and to promote a posi­
tive image of Appalachia. 

When the govemor assumes hi~ 
A new post in January, he will speak 
v for U1e 13 governor., of Appalachian 

states on reg10nal issues and will co­
chair 1\RC meetings. including 
ARCs annual meeting of 

Appalachian governors in 
Washington. D.C. 

This meeting will be the gover­
nor's frrst act1ve appearc1ncc as co­
chair and ts slated to take place in 
February. 

During his administration, Gov. 
Patton, a native of eastern Kentucky. 
has focused considerable energy on 
raismg the standard of living and 
crcaung new economic opportunity 
throughout the eastern Kentttcky 
region. 

In 1996, he rcorgan1zed the 
Kentucky Appalachian Commission. 
making it accountable to the 
Governor's Office, and charged the 
body with examining issues affect­
ing eastern Kentucky and promoting 
progress in the regiOn.

The Commis-.ion is dedicated to 
providing opportunities for econom­
ic <.levelopment and improved quali­
ty of life in the Appalachian states 
and oversees a budget of $466 mil­
lion. 

The Appalachian region includes 
406 coumies in Kentucky. Alabama. 
Georgia. Maryland, Mississippi. 
New York. North Carolina. Ohio, 
Pennsylvania. South Carolina. 
Tennc-.scc, V1rginia and West 
Virginia. 

Grassroots participation 1s pro­
vidl'd through 71 local development 
districts, multi-county organizations 
with boards tnaJe up or elected offi­
cials, business people and other lead­
ers.

Children learn to trust 
others and feel safe through learn­
ing and playing safely in their com­
munity. A safe community is a 
vibrant and productive place in 
which to live and raise a family. It is 
a fun and safe place for children 
who are free of fear. 

Safe communities are places that 
provide meanmgful employment 
and an enjoyable lifestyle. On-the­
job injuries decrease when a com­
munity is safe. Research reveals 
safety at work directly results in 
fewer injuries while off the job. Any 
injuries on or off the job result in 
lost hours at work and increased 
health care costs. 

Disabi lity compensation and 
insurance costs are a major consid­
eration for businesses in picking a

start up site. People with disabilities 
also extract social costs from their 
families and communities. 

A sense of community care (self 
and others) encourages citizen par­
ticipation through peer acceptance 
of responsihility and through result­
mg volunteer groups. Safe commu­
nities encourage people to provide 
representation on issues that 
involve protection from life's daily 
dangers. With buy-in. people do 
things because they are felt to beo 
"right and proper," and not neces­
sarily because they arc pressured to 
do them. 

How many people would dis­
pose trash improperly if they under­
stood it was adversely affecting a 
loved one or endangering the water 
supply'! Clean streams arc the prime 
source of the water we drink and 
play in. Understanding of the envi­
ronmental ''big picture" enables a 
community to share the positive 
benefits of reducing injuries. loss. 
and environmental problems. 
Learning to care for our environ­
ment is an adventure based on an 
understanding of what is needed to 
maintain our quality of life. 

What can we do to sell the con­
cept of a safe community? 

• Have safety "fairs" to educate 
and enhance public awareness, 
enlightening the public on safe 
lifestyles. 

• Initiate safety displays and lec­
tures 1n our schools. Community 
partners. such as Jaw enforcement 
Department for Protection and 
Permanency. health department. 
and fire department could present 
the safety programs on a rotating 
and seasonal basis. 

• Fire department-; can encour­
age rc~ident~ to conduct lire drill!), 
to do safety walks around homes 
and neighborhoods and to develop 
exit plans. should there be a fire. 

• The health department, local 
hospitals and drug stores can initi­
ate an annual disposal of outdated 
and unused medicine. 

• Law t:nforccmcnt could give 
presentations on their duties/priori­
ties when protecting the communi­
tics and enli:.t help in maintaining 
safety. 

• Law enforcement could pro­
vide presentations on how to main­
tain personal safety and victim pre­
vention. 

• Auto service stations/parts out­
lets can publicize oil C(lllection site!-. 
and explain the value of auto main­
tenance in keeping our environment 
safe and clean. 

• The parks and conservation 
districts could increase public 
awareness of proper usc of public 
lands and facdit1es through the 
press and schoolt.. 

• The public media (radio. TV. 
and newspapers) can distnbute 
safety Lips from the various groups 
involved all year round. 

The bottom line is that every 
body is responsible for creating and 
maintaining a safe community. 
Thinking safety for our communi­
ties leads to a life-style of safety 
that we all can enjoy.

In 1960 Hope Whitten moved 
into her home at 15 Webb Lane in 
Pre~;tonsburg, a house that was b1g 
enough to accommodate her and 
her hu!>hand and four children ; a 
house with nine rooms and three 
bathrooms . 

Whitten felt that this was the 
last move she would make in her 
lifet1me Th1s was home. 

Whitten found out 40 years 
later that she was going to have to 
move. When officials at 
Prestonsburg High School decided 
to expand the campus. Whmen 
and her daughter, Janet Whmen, 
had to make some hard and fa~t 
dec1sions: where to move to;

Survey finds people will pay big 
bucks for summer vacations 

The average summer vacation 
will cost $2.274, according to a 
telephone survey sponsored by 
Myvesta.org., formerly Debt 
Counselors of America. Of the 
1.000 people surveyed, 55 percent 
said they planned to take a vaca 
tion this summer. 

To help everyone save money 
on vacations. Myvesta.org has cre­
ated a free publication called 
"How to Come Back from 
Vacation With Money in Your 
Pocket. 

• People Jiving in the West will 
spend an average of $2.327. 
slightly more than other regions of 
the country. (South-$2,320: 
Midwest-$2237' Northeast­
$2.165) 

"Based on the average take 
home pay of $27,2 I 9, a person 
will have to work more than a 
month, or 22 working days. to pay 
off their summer vacation," said 
Mike Kidwell, vice president and 
co-founder of Myvesta.org. a non­
profit financial solutions organiza­
tion. "Spending $2,274 means that 
the average person will use more 
than 8 percent of their annual 
income on vacation." 

The free, five-page publication, 
which includes cost-cutting ideas, 
can be downloaded from 
Myvesta.org. 

Other vacations survey find­
ings: 

• Twenty-five percent of vaca­
tioners do not plan to use a credit 
card to pay for their vacations. 

• Households without children 
will spend about $500 more on 
their vacationl> than those with 
children. (Households without 
children plan to spend $2,517, 
while households with children 
will spend $1,995). 

• Younger people will spend 
more and take longer to pay off 
their vacations. For example, 18-
to-24-year-olds will spend an 
average of $1,964. while 55-to-64-
year-olds will spend $1,668. More 
than 20 percent of 18-to-24-year 
olds will take between six and 12 
months to pay off the debt. while 
only 11.5 percent of 55-to-64-
year-olds will take that amount of 
time. 

"Sometimes we all just need to 
get away for a vacation," Kidwell 
added. "But vacations can be 
expensive, and the last thing you 
want is to come home to a big 
credit card bill." 

''It's no wonder that almost 
three-fourths of vacationers will 
use a credit card to pay for their 
trip," Kidwell said The survey 
found that 73 percent of respon­
dents will use a credit card to pay 
for their summer hohday. 

"Credit cards have pros and 
cons," Kidwell said. "They offer 
tremendous convenience and pro­
tection for travelers, but people 
tend to overspend when they use a 
credit card." 

Of the vacationers using their 
credit cards, 56.7 percent plan to 
pay their balance off in full when 
the bill arrives. "For many people 
that's wishful thinking," Kidwell 
said. "Too often people pay just 
the minimum payment not reali.l 
ing ho\\ much the interest will add 
to the total cost of a vacation." 

Based on today's average inter­
est rate of 17.99 percent. paying 
just the minimum payment 
extends the credit card payments, 
for this year's vacatton alone, to 
34 years and adds $5,974 in inter­
est. The two percent monthly 
mimimum payment starts at 
$45.48. 

By bumping up the monthly 
payment to $208 and keeping it 
there, the debt would be paid off in 
12 months with a total interest cost 
of only $227. Thirty-five percent 
of those surveyed said they pay off 
their vacation bills in 12 months or 
less.

Friends a ... king for nutrition 
advice arc often surprised when my 
lirst recommendation is to dtink 
more liquid. Water 1s an important 
nutrient and has a vital role in main­
taimng good health. Don't assume 
that you arc drinking enough ju~t 
because } ou arc not thirsty. As we 
age. om sense of thirst dimimshes. 
so we don't realin• a ... easily when 
our body needs more fluids. 
Further. many older persons who 
suffer from arthritis and similar 
problems that make mO\ ing 
painful. deliberately decrease their 
fluid intake in order to reduce trips 
to the bathroom 

Water ic; essential to our body 

functions. It is a major component 
of blood and body fluids (saliva. 
digestive juices. intracellular tluids. 
and joint compounds). and ke} to 
the digestive process. Water moves 
food through our system and tranl>­
ports nutrients to 'arious hotly loca­
tions. It is also critical to the body's 
waste system as it helps to filler and 
eltminate toxins and move waste 
materiab through the intestines. 

Experts have recommended 6-8 
cups per day for year~. but recent 
studies have raised this amount 
even further to l 0 cups for women 
and I::! cups for men. All liquids 
count toward the 1 0 to 12 cup goal, 
but bear in mind that both caffeine 
and alcohol a<.·ts as diuretics and 
may actua11y increase normal fluid 
losses. 

Ten good rea•mns to increase 

your lluid intake: 
• Jump -.tart your body: \Vhite 

your brain may respond to caffeine 
in the morning. \\ ater helps the rest 
of yoUI body get movmg.

• Avoid constipation: Something 
as simpk as fluid play.; a major role 
in preventing constipation. Not only 
docs the liquid encourage bm\cl 
movement, hut it also softens the 
stools. 

• Help Nutrient Absorption : 
Water is the carrier that help!-> the 
bod} transport and ah),orb the nutri­
ents in the food we eat. Water 
moves these nutrients through our 
cells and en~urcs that the nutrients 
arc available when and \\here we 
need them. 

• Make the medicine go down: 
Instructions for nearly all medica­
tions are to take with water. 
Pharmaceutical companies want 
their medicines to function in the 
mosl effective way pos~ible . 

• Mo1sturize your c;kin: Water is 
the single most important element 
for cellular integrity. Keep your 
skin in good shape from the inside 
out by getting plenty of water. 

• Flush your system: Our kidney 
system is unique in its filtering 
capabilities and totally dependent 
upon water in order for it to work. 
Daily fluid intake is e~sential to its 
efficient operation. particularly 
because there is some decrease in 
function with age.

cal activity, when eating a high fiber 
diet, during hot weather. at high 
altitudes. in low humidity locations. 
and when you're sick, especially if 
you have a fever, vomiting, or diar­
rhea. Check your urine color. It 
should be pale. almost clear. A dark 
yellow means you need more fluids. 

Start drinking water early in the 
day. and always drink water after 
going to the bathroom. Refresh 
yourself by adding a slice of lemon 
or lime. like they do at the spas. Or 
try sparkling water for a change!

PIKEVILLE - After the 1995 
season, Paintsville baseball coach 
Charlie Adkins retired. 

He tned for two years tu make 
the Senior PGA Tour and then he 
said that he realized a couple of 
important things. 

"After two years, I came to the 
conclusion that I didn't have the 
abili ty or the money," Adkins said. 

Now three years back leading 
the Tigers' baseball program, 
Adkins is back as a regional win­
ner. 

Paintsville used the hot bat of 
junior shortstop Brad Turner and 
the strong pitching from sopho· 
more Chas Harmon en route to an 
I 1-3 victory over cross-town rival 
Johnson Central Thursday n1ght at 
Pike County Central High School. 

"The two turned in a great 
effort tonight," Adkins said. "I'm 
proud of this entire bunch. I really 
didn't imagine this at the begin­
ning of the year because we have 
some young players." 

Turner turned in a 4-for-4-
championship game and finished 
his three region games 8-for-12. 
He had three doubles, nne home 
run and added eight RBls in lead­
ing the Tigers to their first title 
since 1990. 

" I don't think I have ever had 
anybody that hit the ball better in a 
regional tournament," Adkins 
said. "Like I said before, he has 
done that all year." 

For the season, Turner i:; now 
56-for-108 for a .SIR clip. 

Paintsville (27-9) wasted little 
time pushing three run!> across in 
the bottom of the first. 

Matt Brown led off with a 
walk, stole second and one out 
later scored on Turner's single. 
Jason Kinner brought Turner 
home as he smacked a two-run 
homer off slarter and loser 
Brandon Pack to put Paintsville up 
3-0. 

The Golden Eagles (23-I3) tied 
the game in the third inning. Pack 
led off with an 1nfield single. Kyle 
Jennings singled to center field 
and the ball gut through the 
defender and went all the way to 
the fence. Pack scored on the hit 
and Jennings ended up at third on 
the two base error.

Ste\\llrl had raced tn .;everal 
dtfterent ractng senes before 
commg to Winston Cup. but 
none of them had prepared htm 
for the demands that would be 
made of him once he was estab­
IJ<;hed at the Cup le\CI. The 
mcredible year that he put 
together created a strong fan fol­
lowing that soon began to elevate 
the Home Depot driver 's life into 
that of a superstar in the sport. 

Ltke in other sports, when you 
reach that elite status of being 
one of the best at what you do 
there is a price that you pay. In 
Wtnston Cup. that price relates 
to the amount of free time that 
you have to give up to satisfy 
your fans . 

Stewart recently lashed out at 
the W1nston Cup fans to the point 

Martin knows the price 
that he satd he really v. a)n' 1 
enJoymg the senes as much as he 
did last year because of demands 
bctng made of hi::. time . He noted 
that it had got to the point that he 
and his girlfrtcnd couldn't go out 
to dinner wit hout betng inter ­
rupted by a fan wan ting <Ill <tuto­
graph. 

Stewart said that he couldn't 
even step outside of his hauler 111 
the garage area Without being 
overwhe lmed with au tograph 
requests He even vented some ol 
his anger toward his fello-..; drt­
vers for not speaking out about 
the situations concern1ng the 
fans. 

Stewart's open wheel back­
ground didn' t prepare him for 
what to expect when he came to 
Winston Cup. In the open v. heel 
series. fan accessibi lity to the 
drivers is very controlled and 
limited A series such as Indy or 
CART severely limtts the acces­
sibility of drivers to the point 
that some drivers and owners 
give the impression of actually 
being aloft from the fans . 

Mark Martin knows that the 
populan ty of W1nston Cup was 
built on accessibility and that it 
IS never going to change. Mark 
remembers watchmg Rtchard 

Petty when he came into the 
'POrt spend hours satisfying his 
fans. 

He sa1d, ''I watched my heroes 
in the sport do everything they 
could to sausfy the fans and that 
will always be ingrained in not 
only me but everyone else that 
wa-. in the sport at that time." 

Martin notes that this newer 
generation of drivers wasn ' t 
around when the sport was still 
climbing to the level which it is 
at today. For many of the drivers 
such as Stewart they came into a 
great situation with sponsors 
v. tiling to shell out huge sums of 
money for their services. It did­
o 't JUst end with the sponsors 
either as fans routinely line up to 
bu) whatever product is pro­
duced wnh the ltkeness of their 
driver on it. 

Martin understands what 
Stewart is going through. In 
1990 when he was battling Dale 
Earnhardt for the championship, 
he almost drowned in the atten­
tion that he started attracting. He 
knew then that his life would 
never be the same, but it was a 
choice he made. 

During his highly successful 
career, Mark has learned to live 
with the fact that losing much of 

hts private ltfe was part of the 
price of becoming a Wtnston Cup '41 
dnver. It is a fact that he doesn't 
like, but one that he and his fam­
ily have accepted . 

Mark may have been able to 
accept it because he came up 
when you still had guys ltke 
Richard Petty paving the way for 
the Stewarts of the future. He 
found out firsthand what the 
sport demanded of a drt ver. 
When he compared the amount 
of personal ume he was willing 
to lose against the opportunity to 
drive a race car. it seemed a 
small pnce to pay while being 
elevated to herolike status! 

Stewart and the rest of the 
young drivers in the sport could 
learn from Martin. It isn't hke 
you wake up one day and discov­
er that you have lost much of 
your private life; it is as much 
part of the sport as standing in 
victory lane.

This is !he story of a cheerful little 
lady who lived in Prestonsburg's oldest 
house and kept in her attic an old trunk 
containing some of Floyd County's oldest 
documents. It is also !he story of two of 
!he town's oldest families. Twenty-one 

years ago. !he lady went to her 
reward, and eight years later. her 
house was damaged by fire and 

subsequently tom down. Until 
recently, everyone assumed 

that the ftre had destroyed 
the trunk. 

The lady in question was 
Winnie Fitzpatrick Johns 
(1822- 1979), known all 
over eastern Kentucky as 
"Prestonsburg's Happy 
Weaver." The house in 
question was !he historic 
Jobns-DeRossett House 
on Front Street. which was 
Winnie's residence for 
more than 60 years. The 
trunk in question is an old 

wooden trunk with metal 
reinforcements now sitting 

on the front porch of Jim 
Daniels' camp house in 

Auxier. Until recently. it was

For most of her long and produc-

How did the Floyd County Historical Society 
acquired !he trunk? In 1987, Stallard, a native of 
Johnson County. was buildmg a house on U.S. 
460 ncar PainLwille. Arvel Nelson. !he contractor 
hired to do !he job, was also teanng down the pre­
viously-mentioned Johns House. One day Nelson 
mentioned to Stallard !hat his men had found an 
old trunk in !he attic of a house he was tearing 
down and asked her if she would like to have it. 

"What about !he people who own !he house?, 
she asked htm. "Don't they want !he trunk?" 
Nelson assured her that they had taken everything 
out of the house that they wanted. 

Afler she agreed to take the trunk, Nelson 
delivered it to her and placed it in a metal out­
building she had erected on her property. At one 
point. she opened the trunk and looked briefly at 
the papers stored in it. She was saddened by the 
sight. because she realized that she was looking at 
the histOI)' of someone's famil). 

Severn! years after she acquired the trunk, she 
vacated her Johnson County home and moved to 
Coeburn, Virginia. leaving !he trunk in the metal 
outbuildmg. Before she left. she made seveml 
uno;uccessful attempts to contact the trunk's previ­
ous owners. 

In 1999. Stallard asked her brother. Ra) 
Ratliff. to remove the trunk from her metal out· 
building and move it to his garage. There it stayed 
until January of this year. when she paid Ratliff a 
visit and noticed the trunk sitting in his garage. 

Once again. they opened it and looked at its con­
tents. 

"Somebody needs this stuff," she said. and 
once again she began calling people who might be 
able to help her track down its owner. Someone 
told her about Daniels and the historical society. 
She placed a call to Jim. and !he rest is history. 

Winnie Fitzpatrick Johns was the daughter of 
Jasper and Rosamund Parsons Fitzpatrick of 
Prestonsburg. On April 10. 1884. the Ashland 
1 ndepcndent ran this item in its "News From 
Prestonsburg'' column: 

Jasper Fitzpatrick & Co. have erected a grist 
mill just opposite Prestonsburg. Good for Hopper; 
hope they may do well. It was a thing much need­
ed. 

We know very little about Jasper Fitzpatrick, 
but it is probable that he was fairly well-to-do, 
because the 1900 l..S Census shows Winnie. age 
16. and her sister Edith, age 6, }jving with their 
parents 10 a house on today's Arnold Avenue. 
Jasper's and Rosamund's neighbors were Michael 
and Belle Richmond, Greenville and Laura 
Davidson. and Andrew and Josie Davidson. Josie 
was the author of "Josie M. Davidson. Her Life 
and Works" (Prestonsburg, 1922), a charming 
look at life in Prestonsburg during !he latter half 
of the 19th century. 

Winnie's sister Edith grew up to become Edith 
Fitzpatrick James, piano teacher, director of the 
Jenny Wiley Chanters. founder of the Kentucky 
Highlands Folk Festival. and nationally-known 
collector and preserver of Appalachian folk songs. 

Sometime around 1902, Winnie married 
Thomas P. Johns. son of John Graham Johns. a 
well-to-do Prestonsburg merchant during the 
1880s and a descendant of Judge John Graham, 
land agent for Colonel John Preston and first sur­
veyor of Floyd County. The Johns family was one

In 1989, Rogelio "Roger" 
Benavides was walking across a 
chemical storage tank at his job at 
American Chrome and Chemicals 
Inc. (now Elementis Chromium) 
in Texas when the tank collapsed, 
dropping him into a solution of the 
chemical. sodium sulfide. 
Benavides was killed. 

Ten years and two trials later, a 
Texas jury handed down a $25 
million punitive damages judg­
ment against American Chrome. 
(Punitive damages punish defen­
dants for willful wrongdoing). 

Following the verdict, the 
Benavides family-Roger's wife. 
Linda. and his two young sons, 
David and Paul-received a settle­
ment on an undisclosed amount 
from the plant's owners. 

What the Benavides family did 
next deserves recognition. 
Through their grief. the Benavides 
family saw an opportunity to help 
other mdustrial workers and their 
loved ones while also creating a 
lasting legacy for Roger 
Benavides. 

At their insistence. the settle­
ment between the Benavides fam­
il) and the plant established and 
funded the Rogclio ''Roger" 
Benavides Memorial Chair at 
Texas A&M University Corpus 
Christl. 

This $1 million endowed pro­
fessorial chair in engineering tech­
nology will enable the researching 
and teaching of industrial safety. 

At the news conference 
announcing the endowment, Linda 
Benavides was asked why she and 
her sons gave away $1 million. 

Her reply: "We had to think 
about the hundreds of strangers 
who passed through those gates 
every day to earn paychecks to 
support their families. To prevent 
what happened to us from happen­
ing to even one of those individu­
als is our heartfelt wish." 

Throughout their de::ade-long 
ordeal, the Benavides family was 
bolstered by the steadfast support 
and deft legal expertise of Bill 
Edwards, of The Edwards Law 
Firm of Corpus Christi. 

So committed was Edwards to 
the family's purpose that he vigor­
ously encouraged them to pursue 
the settlement for the industrial 
safety Chair endowment. even 
though ir meant foregoing part of 
his fee. 

The Benavides family and Bill 
Edwards should make all of us 
proud of our civil justice system.

Oftentimes when she was work­
ing l'or the Save The Children 
Federation, she would come home 
\\ ith hutter or a brick of cheese and, 
upon' questioning. she would tell 
ho\\ a mother came into the shop 
"ith a child needing shoes or a 
child sa\\ a dress or shirt that the 
mother couldn't afford. so Granny 
\\ ould g1ve it to them. The next 
time the parents came to town they 
would hring her something they 
had received through the surplus 
food supply project. The old barter 
system still worked in those days. 

One nc\oer knew what to expect 
out of Granny. One day I walked 
into tht• silting room and she was in 
her rocker in front of the window. 
She handed me a pair of''spy glass­
es," as she called them. and asked 
me tn "fix these so I can sec that 

DeRos-;ett Hou~e to visit the Johns 
family and spent hall an hour rest­
ing, drinking a glass of water. and 
chatting with hb lady admirers. 

One of the letters found in 
Winnic'l> trunk confinns this story.

ftiends would stop by for a cup and 
a short visit. 

She loved people and would sit 
on the front porch in nice weather 
or in her rocker by the window in 
inclement weather and watch peo­
ple going by the house. She always 
spoke to everyone passing ny. If 
you asked her who the person was, 
she might reply. "don't know their 
name. but people feel beuer after 
someone speaks to them." Still 
good psychology today. 

Granny was a Christian Scientist 
and read her book daily and 
believed in its teachings. however, 
she \\.as the first one to want you to 
call Dr. John or Dr. George Archer 
if someone was ill. 

After Medicare went into effect. 
she would walk each month to their 
offices to have her nlood pressure 
checked-said she had it coming to 
her even if she didn't have any 
problems and she was going to usc 
it. Another side of her eccentrk1ty'? 

Granny was quite a seamstress. 
and for years she would shorten 

and cuff trouser" for Francis 
Department Store. One time she 
made \\hut ~he called a ·'part) 
drcso.," lor me for Christmao., and it 
tit perfectly. I always wondered 
how she did it as she had not taken 
any measurements or titted it to 
me. She alway ... wanted the chil­
dren and me to look nice. as we 
represented the family. 

r vc often wondered just how 
she and her son-in-law, Herbert 
Salisbur) Sr., felt toward each 
other, as they bickered constantly. 
and how did Evelyn put up with it? 
I found out the hard way that I 
couldn't live like that. 

The summer of 1952. Bob was 
to go to the Anny Hospital in Battle 
Creek. Michigan, for six weeks as 
part of his ROTC training. He did­
n't want me to stay in Louisville 
alone with our six-month-old son 
while he was gone. so he took us to 
Prestonsburg. 

That was aJI well and good, until 
I got there and found that Evelyn 
had gone to summer school at 
Morehead College and the two old­
est children of Herbert Jr. had been 
sent up from Texas for the summer. 

I could cope with three young 
children, but coping with Granny 
Winnie and Herbert Sr. "as anoth­
er story. One would tell the chil­
dren they couldn't do or have 
something, and the other immedi ­
ately told them they could.

That's because 40 
percent of all U.S shipping is by 
rail. 

One reason freight trdins can do 
such a good job carrying goods is 
that they were partially deregulated 
in 1981. This gave railroads the 
means to invest m theu own 
futures. They could earn revenues 

~ sufficient to cover their costs of 
operatton. As revenues increased. 
investment increased. Investment 
led to greater efficiency, sharply 
improved safety, better service and 
dramatically reduced rates-down 55 
percent since l980. 

In fact, U.S. freight railroads 
invest more in plant and equipment 
as a percent of revenues. these days. 
than does any other major industri­
al sector. 

Prior to 1980, railroads lacked 
adequate funds to mvesl in mainte­
nance and capital improvements, 
and their capital shortfall ran into 
the billions of doll~.

This can only occur if railroads arc 
allowed to operate under a stable 
and limited set of regulatory con­
straints. such as they do no\\. 

If. as some have proposed, the 
government imposes more stringent 
regulations on the industry. it could 
be bad economic news for anyone 
who makes, sells or uses goods 
shipped by rail.
