Let voters see the 

candidates, not just 
their ads 

Unlike some campaign refonners, we see the value in 
politicians having to raise money. lL forces them to hone a 
message and get c;upport ll winnows out candidates who 
aren't serious, or\ iable, or willing to work. 

Bm in recent )ears. the dependence on fund-rai-;ing has 
grown so much that Americans have begun to wonder whom 
the folk~ they elect really represent. Meantime. another shift 
has taken place. this one in TV newsrooms. Studies show that 
broadcasters are devoting le~s news time to stories on gov­
ernment. politics and campaigns. 

As a result the pressure to raise money for TV ads con­
tinues to grow. and those adc; have become the primary fonn 
of communication in the months before an election. And they 
aren't exactly full of dependable. accurate infonnation. 
Often. they rend to be deceptive and innammatory. They 
attack; they reduce huge issues into sound bites. 

It's probably no coincidence that the publtc is also losing 
interest in the political process. Voter turnout in the 1996 
election was lower than it had been s1nce 1924. The mid-term 
election of 1998 had the lowest turnout since World War 11. 

There is probably no simple solution to getting people 
engaged. but a small group based in Washington has a mod­
est idea for a way to start that certainly can't hurt. Paul Taylor 
of the Alliance for Better Campaigns is traveling around the 
country advocating that television stations devote live min­
utes a day to a :-;erious dic;cussion of candidates and issues 
during the last 30 days of political campaigns. He has found 
several allies in Kentucky. They include Fonner Govs. 
Brereton Jones and Louie i>Junn and Common Cause. 

Five minutes a day isn't much to ask. given broadcasters' 
obligation to perform public service in return for their free 
and exclusive use of the public air\\ aves. 

Mr. Taylor and his group don't care hO\\ broadcasters use 
those five minutes- "Let a thousand fonnats bloom," they 
say- although they are "partial to segments that foster spon­
taneity and straight talk. that push candidates beyond spin 
and sound bites." Five minutes a day would help candidates. 
voters- and newsrooms. as well. It wouldn't hurt those who 
are responsible for the news to become more inforn1ed on the 
candidates and the issues candidates espouse 

This is not an easy idea to sell. Broadcasters are reluctant 
to give away time when they make millions on campaign ads 
- and when they can cite the lack of interest of viewers as 
an excuse for not doing so. Members of Congress are happy 
with the status quo. too. since it gives them a bigger advan­
tage over challengers. 

But there has to be a better way to infonn voters than the 
way candidates are doing it now. That's especially clear in 
larger states, where candidates and voters have a less person­
al relationship than in Kentucky. 

The Alliance for Beller Campaigns is pushing a reason­
able starting point. Broadcasters should he willing to give it 
a lr).

Reader says Bird legend is untrue 
Editor: 
In the Floyd County Times Life~tyle'> section. dated 

July 19, 2000, a story was presented by Rebecca 
Derossett about the Confedemte soldier buried ncar the 
Old Bull Creek Road. 

The article states that. "He had been killed by Union 
soldiers, in retaliation for a Confederate raid on Union 
supplies at Wireman Shoals ... " This is not accurate. I'm 
certain that this infonnation was preserved in local lore. 
and has become as ingrained as the "truth." but this is 
not the case. 

There is abundant infom1ation available about the 
Bull Creek skirmish in \\hich Corporal Bird lo~t his life. 
In this small battle, which occurred the night after the 
raid at Wireman's Shoals (thus on December 5. 1862), 
the Union forces (made up mo~tly of Pike. Floyd. and 
Johnson countians rather than ·Yankees") were moving 
up the Prestonsburg side of Bull Mountains when they 
ran into a Confederate force coming up the other side. 

As both groups reached the gap through which the 
road passed. shooting broke out and the Unionists were 
driven off after a fight of less than an hour. They 
refonned in the days following at the mouth of George's 
Creek and eventually became the 39th Kentucky 
Mounted Infantry. 

Corporal Bird (or Burge), a Virginian. was killed fac­
ing his enemy rather than on his knees and at the mercy 
of bloodthirsty northerners. He died in battle, fighting 
for the cause in which he believed. 

To state that he died in retaliation for the Wireman's 
Shoals raid confuses and mis-states the facts. and 
diminishes his sacrifice, as well as impugns the names 
of the Floyd and Pike countians who faced him in bat­
tle at this place. 

Corporal Bird was a Confederate hero who met his 
death bravely at Bull Mountain.

Computers in class 

Ever since Vice President AI Gore claims he invent­
ed the Internet, President Clinton has been committed to 
gh ing every classroom and eventually e\'l'ry student 
access to iL.; wonders. Today. about 94 percent of 
America's public schools are online. 

The eventual cost - maybe $100 billion--- wa~ 
counted as peanuts compared to the economic returns 
that would flow from a new generation that was smarter 
and more productive. 

If the state of education is any indication, a lot of that 
money is going down the drain. 

At first. Clinton's head) VISIOn of the future attract­
ed tew skeptics. No longer. Almost every month. a new 
book questions the wisdom and practicality of comput­
erized education. A few expert objections were listed in 
John Rosemond's Parent and Child column recently. A 
sampling: 

Psychologist Jane Healy fears that earl) use of com­
puters (before the fourth gmde) may interfere with 
proper brain development. She also argues that comput­
ers stifle learning and creativity. Theodore Roszak. uni­
versity professor and author. would wait until high 
school to introduce computers. Computers download 
infonnation, they don't teach children to think, he says. 

The instant gratification of downloading otf the 
Internet "discourages 5tudy. reflection and observa­
tion," asserts Clifford Stoll. author of ''High Tech 
Heretic." 

It also encourages pervasive cheating. from grade 
school to graduate school. a U.S. News & World Report 
investigation found: "The lntemet has revolutionized 
the way students do research- and made plagiarism a 
breeze." 

Having computers doesn't guarantee they're used. 
Vicki Rafel, a vice president of the "'lational PTA. said. 
"We are seeing Jots of schools where they haH' the 
equipment and wry frequent!) it's either underu~cd or 
not used at all." 

Lack of technical training among teachers accounts 
in part for underuse. though not all teachers are con-

vinced computers are worthwhile. 
A recent report from the Hentage Center for Data 

Analysis noted that many early studies of computers in 
classrooms employed highly trained researchers rather 
than ordinary teachers. 'The advanced training and 
experience may have facilitated the learning process, 
making the effect of computers alone difficult to ascer­
tain." the report said. 

Most early studies attributed at least a modest level 
of achievement gain to computer use. But a new 
Heritage study found no difference between the reading 
achievement of students who use computers and those 
who don't. 

Old-fashioned remedies such as new textbooks and 
music programs might possibly be the best way to 
improve children's academic perfonnance. concluded 
Kirk Johnson, Heritage policy analyst. That doesn't 
mean there is no place for computers in the classroom, 
he said. but suggests they may not have the effect on 
academic achievement some expect. 

"We are in the midst of a technological stampede," 
states an ad in the New York Times. The ad is one of a 
series sponsored by a coalition of 80 nonprofit organi­
zations concerned about megatechnology's effect on the 
culture and the economy. 

1llough acknowledging the benefits of the Internet. 
the latest ad focuses on potential hann. It knocks the 
urgency of political leaders to put every classroom 
online: "This. despite research that immersing kids into 
high technology doesn't make them happier. more cre­
ative, alive, or smarter. It may do the opposite: make 
them lonely. alienated and depressed.'' 

Clearly, growing numbers of experts and educators 
are either jumping off the computer bandwagon or 
demanding that it slow down. Technology will continue 
to make profound changes in how children are educat­
l!d. It b up to advocates and dissenters alike to see the 
change~ benefit children and the world around them.

Head basketball 
coach by age 30 
Spurlock love

It is no secret the love (in the sporting world) 
of Kevin Spurlock's life is the game of basket­
hall. Of course, the real love of his life is his fam­
ily and everything else is secondary to that- as 
it should be.

As a member of the Yankees, he 
routinely outraced all of his team­
mates save for Buddy Young, a 
diminutive running back possessed 
of Olympic sprinter's ~peed. During 
preseason camp the big Canadian 
would be pitted against the fastest 
rookie recruits but never once failed 
to reach the finish line first. 

New York head coach Ray 
Flaherty told the media. ''Arnie is 
the best fullback prospect in the pro 
game." 

Following both the 1948 and 
1949 campaigns Weinmeister was 
voted to All AFC honors. When the 
league folded, Weinmeister and a 

somcti mes quarterback and sec­
ondary defender named fom 
Landry moved across town to the 
New York Gwnts. 

Said Landry of his friend. "Arnie 
\\'as bigger than most linemen who 
played at that time. He could nper 
ate all over the lield because he had 
more speed than most backs in the 
NFL." 

During this period the Cleveland 
Browns boasted the most potent and 
versatile attack in the professional 
ranks. But the Giants prevent corps, 
bulwarked by Weinmeister, consis­
tently frustrated the likes of such 
Hall of Fame players as quarterback 
Otto Graham and fullback Marion 
Motley. Now strictly employed as a 
defender. he started at tackle hut 
frequently moved over to end in 
passing situations. It was this facili 
ty that prompted an important inno­
vation in the way football would be 
played in the years ahead.

the Year in 1999. and as a junior

Sears averaged 17.4 points, 5.0 
rebounds and 2.5 assists per game 
as the Redhounds finished 21-9. 
As a sophomore. he was a key 
reserve as Corbin advanced to the 
1997 Sweet 16.

of wind propelled Chris Grimes, 17. holding his 
oversized kite, for a half-mile at a height of 25 
feet. until he touched down in a mud bog.

Not My Fault 

ln February in East Providence. Rhode

'Olmsted' looks at architect's 
exceptional park system 

Frederick Law Oli11sted was a wanderer, a writer and ultimate­
ly the most influential American landscape architect of the 19th 
and 20th centuries. 

Bel>t known for designing New York's Central Park, Olmsted 
pmntcd a green swath across Louisville that has defined lhe Clly. 

KET presents a look at the ext.raordinary life of Frederick Law 
Olmsted and his influence on Kentucky's largest urban center in

Once rchydracd in the hospital. 
you rna) be shocked to find that 
your vet ma) want YOU to contin­
ue injections of fluids at home. 
Thi' is not as had as it sounds. Cat:. 
and dugs arc hlcssed w 1th abundant 
skin that is much more loosely 
attached to thl.! underlying tissue 
than it is in humans. A fairly large 
volume of nuid can he \.!lvcn under 
the ~km (subcutanco7.sly) with 
minimal Lli..,comfort to the animal. 

The cat may look like the 
Hunchback of Notre Dame for a 
couple of hours. hut the fluid will 
be absorbed quickly. 

Depending on results of blood 
tests. you ma) also be given vita­
mins, antibiorks and/or a potassi­
um supplement to administer at 
home. Expect regular rechec.ks and 

periodic adjustments 
of the treatment 

regimen to 
J..:eep the cat 
in the best 
condition 

possible. The 
cat may need t\1 

ne re-hospitali:tcd 
occasionally lo 
deal wtth new 

problems as they 
crop up. 

In most case::.. 
your vet will recommend a specific 
diet that minim11e~ the load placed 
on the kidneys while still providing 
adequate nutrition for a geriatric 
animal. Unfortunate!). many of 
these arc pretty hland, and the cal 
may refus~· to eat them 

With dog~ you can usually wait 
until they get hungr) enough to eat. 
but don't have that opuon with a 
cat v. ho is already ill. and hkely to 
be a picky eater best de ... . If your cat 
turns up his nose at the food after 
the fi'rst couple or tries. call your 
vet who knows the individual case. 
He may be able to tell you some­
thing to use to enhance the tlavor 
without adding stress to the eat's 
kidneys. 

One safe thing to try i~ warming 
the food a little in the microwave. 
Warm food~ release odors more 
easily. and the smell of food is very 
important to cats. 

Although not all of them respond 
well. r vc seen man) call> in chron­
ic renal failure gain months, and 
sometim~:s a year or mon:. of good­
quality life using supportive tech­
niques such as these. When the end 
final!) comes, 11 may he easier to 
let go, having had this gift of extra 
time. 

I hope this has ansv. ered some 
questions and given some cat ov. n­
crs a glimmer of hope.
