Sen. Gerald Neal, D-Louisville, the

committee's co-chair, said the meeting
will be an opportunity to look into the
current health status of Kentucky's popu-
lation while determining what steps need
to be taken,
- “Assembling a panel of experts will
help paint an honest picture of the health
status of Kentucky's various racial and
ethnic groups,” Neal said, “And it will
help us consider possible ways the
Medicaid program can further improve
health care delivery and eliminate any
disparity among Kentuckians.”

The panel is also expected to discuss
the resources and funding streams avail-
able to help eliminate any health dispari-
ties, as well as the policies other states
' have in place to address similar con-
cerns.

moves on
annexation

A special called meeting of the Prestonsburg City
Council was held on Thursday at City Hall. Present were
councilmen Robert Allen, Bill R. Collins, Estill Carter,
Trent Nairn and Danny Hamilton, Mayor Jerry S. Fannin
called the meeting to order.

The first business conducted was the second reading of
Ordinance No. 11-2000. which relates to a tax levy on real
and tangible personal propenty and franchises within the
city limits.

“For purposes of providing funds for the general oper-
ating expenses of the city for the fiscal year from July 1,
2000 1o June 30, 2001, and for each year thereafter, until
this Ordinance is amended or enacted, the following taxes
are levied: Upon all real estate within the city, not specif-
ically exempted from taxation, a tax of 0.217 per one hun-
dred dollars of assessed value will be levied,” the ordi-
nance reads. “Also. a tax upop all langible personal prop-
erty and franchises not specifically exempted from taxa-
tion, a tax of 0.262 per one hundred dollars of assessed
value will be levied,”

The.ordinance provides for a discount of 2 percent of
the total amount of the tax bill to be allowed upon all tax
bills paid prior to:November 30 of each year.

Additionally, a penalty of 6 percent of the total amount
of the tax bills that are not paid on or prior to December
31 of each year shall be imposed and collected.

The council voted unanimously to approve the ordi-
nance.

In other business, the council gave initial approval to
two ordinances which call for the continuance of the
process of annexation of the Big Branch of Abbott Creek
area and the areas contained within extension boundaries
of the “Tiger Mart Hollow” to the left side of the Big
Branch of Abbott Creek to Middle Creek and across state
route 114, into the city corporate limits.

On October 9, two similar ordinance were approved
announcing the city’s intent to annex the above mentioned
areas, whereas the new ordinances provide for the actual
process of annexation into city limits to begin.

Residents: of both areas had filed petitions against
annexation proceedings in prior weeks, but according to
Mayor Fannin, County Clerk Chris Waugh has notified the
city that the petitions contained an insufficient number of
signatures to warrant placement on the 2002 ballot so
therefore, the annexation process will now move forward.

Also, Fannin said the Osborne Branch and Frank Arnett
Lane areas of Abbott Creek were never intended for
annexation, as some area residents had originally
believed.

The challenge

b The real success story in Kentucky's public schools in

recent years has been the marked improvement in student
8 reading skills. The challenge now is to achieve that same
level of success in other subject areas without sacrificing
reading skills.

That schools have emphasized reading skill is under-
standable. Reading is an essential skill that opens countless
" doors of opportunity for success in all academic fields. If
: * Johnny can't read, he also probably can’t multiply or divide
© and can't tell an igneous rock from a sedimentary one.

Reading skills have shown such a dramatic improvement
- in state tests to the point of where most Kentucky kids are |
reading at or above the national level. However, those same
students are lagging behind in science, math, social studies
and arts and humanities.

“When you look at the data, you can see the choices
schools have made,” said Susan Weston, director of the
= Kentucky Association of School Councils, who does an

annual report on school tests based on student performance
on the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System.
“We're already looking at a bunch of schools who say
they’ve done the job in reading. the next thing we have to do
" is take a big step in seience or social studies,”

When it comes to making a chowe between buying a new
set of reading books or updating the science lab, most ele-
mentary schools are going to opt for the reading books. And
if science tends to take a back seat o reading, then art and
music are even more widely ignored.

Why does it have to be an either-or situation? Why can't
students excel in both reading and science? Why always
push art and music to the back burner, especially when stud-
2 ies show that younger students are able to learn such things
as music much morée quickly than older students?

Sure, a well-rounded education can be more costly, and
there are only so many hours in a school day. But we are
& doing a disservice to young people if we ignore other skills
= while teaching thém to read.

Ten thousand czars

The Founding Fathers sought to build a govern-
ment that was constrained both by law and by the Bill
of Rights. Modern legislators and bureaucrats have
completely forgotten the reasons coercive power must
be confined in narrow boundaries to avoid becoming
a public curse. Instead of the rule of law. we have one
new government czar and petty dictator after another.

Arbitrary power has become more fashionable as
government itself has been exalted. It is symptomatic
of the contemporary attitude towards government that
the term “czar’” now has a positive connotation.

Political and popular demands for appointments of
a czar routinely stem from fundamental defects or
contradictions in underlying federal laws. The first
modern-era American “czar’’ was Energy Czar John
Love, appointed by President Nixon in 1973 during
the gas crisis, followed by other energy czars appoint-
ed by presidents Ford and Carter. Yet, while the

appointment of an energy czar consoled some people
sitting in gas lines, the fundamental cause of the ener-
¢y shortages — lederal price controls and other
restrictions — were Kept in place until Ronald Reagan
took office in 1981,

When Congress enacted a law in 1982 that created
a drug czar, President Reagan scorned the provision:
“The creation of another layer of bureaucracy within
the Executive Branch would produce friction, disrupt
effective law enforcement, and could threaten the
integrity of criminal investigations and prosecutions..
The so-called ‘drug Czar’ provision was enacted
hastily without thoughtful debate and without benefit
of any hearings.”

The drug czar remained a largely ceremonial post
until President Bush appointed William Bennett: how-
ever, the chain-smoking, tough-talking Bennett did
not find the magic words to make all Americans vir-

But no matter how many
czars are appointed, it Is never
enough. A government advisory
panel in 1998 called for the appoint-
ment of a “food czar” 1o “oversee
the patchwork of food safety regula
tions.”

And even where federal officials

are not called “czars,” they have far
more discretionary power than the
Founding Fathers would have
approved. Consider how the Equal
Employment Opportunity
Commission has twisted the Civil
Rights Acl of 1964 10 maximize its
power (o punish. EEOC officials
have proclaimed private companies
guilty of violating or impeding
“equal opportunity” because of their
failure to race-norm lest scores (i.e.,
covertly increase the scores of “pro-
tected groups™ to make them appear
more qualified than other test-tak-
ers); failure to disregard employee
theft; failure to disregard an
employee’s assaults on co-workers;
and failure by the Hooters restau-
rant chain — a “Playboy club for
rednecks”™ — to hire men to serve
beer ta its customers. The EEOC
capitalizes on the vagueness of the
goncept of equal opportunity 1o
maximize its power to manipulate
findings of guilt or innocence,
Americans of earlier generations
would be as shocked by the current
adulatory use of the term “czar” as
contemporary Americans would be
shocked by the use of “fuehrer” as a
compliment for a political leader. In

an 1866 Supreme Court case
involving the power of military
governors in  the conguered
Southern states, one attorney
declaimed to the court concerning
his suffering plaintiffs: “So far as
constitutional liberty is concerned,
they might as well be living under a
Czar or a Sultan, upon the banks of
the Bosphorus or the Neva, as in
this free country.” In an 18935 case,
an attorney denounced a newly
enacted income tax as conferring
powers on the federal government
“worthy of a Czar of Russia propos-
ing to reign with undisputed and
absolute power; but it cannot be
done under this Constitution.”

The more arbitrary power goy-
ernment employees possess. the
more they are transformed into a
master class. At some point, the
sheer accumulation of penalties and
threats in the statute book funda-
mentally changes the citizen’s rela-
tion to the government. Rather than
a government of laws, it becomes a
government of threats, intimidation,
and browbeating.

If Congress and the courts want
to restore the credibility of the fed-
eral government, the federal statute
book and the Code of Federal

Pension
exclusion,
standard
deduction
increase

Kentucky's individual income
tax pension exclusion for the 20014
tax year is increasing to $37,500.
This exclusion applies to tax
returns due April 15, 2002, and
takes effect on January 1, 2001.

Retirees who make quarterly
estimated Kentucky individual
income tax payments should take
this revised pension exclusion into
effect when calculating their quar-
terly payments for 2001. The first
payment is due on April 15, 2001.

For the 2000 tax year, for which
returns are due on April 15, 2001,
the pension exclusion is $36,414.

The revision is made pursuant to
KRS 141.0105, which requires the
Kentucky Revenue Cabinet to
adjust the exclusion annually for
inflation,

Additionally, Kentucky's stan-
dard deduction for individual
income tax increases from $1,700
io $1,750 for the 2001 tax year as
authorized by KRS 141.081(2),
Taxpayers who do not itemize
deductions on their individual
income tax return are entitled to
claim the standard deduction.

If last season is any
indication of how the last
four races will go, however,
it doesn’t bode well for
Earnhardt, Labonte's average
finish last year in the final
four race was an impressive
2.25. Earnhardt's was 17.0,

Then again, Earnhardt
wasn't in a championship
battle at this time last year.

“You've got to gain every

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Biffle ends the season with mixed emotions

HEN Greg Biffle looks
back on the 2000
NASCAR Crafisman

Truck Series season, memories
will il his mind.

He'll first remember Friday,
Oct. 13, the day he clinched the
series points championship
despite a 25th-place finish in the
O’ Reilly 400 at Téxas Motor
Speedway.

Linfortupately for the drver
of the No. 50 Grainger Ford
owned by Jack Roush, there will
be haunting memories as well,

On the same day Biffle
remaoved the stranglehold Jack
Sprague and Ron Hornaday had
on the championship (they com-

bined 1o win the past four tstles),

the truck series was dealt a dey-
astating blow as driver Tony

Roper was seriously injured dur-
ing the race. Roper crashed
head-on into the frontstretch
wall alter bumping with the No.
43 Dodge of Steve Grissom,
Roper’s truck was hit a second
time by Grissom's truck and,
after being taken 1o the infield
care center, he was airlifted to
the hospital.

Raper, 35, was a second-gen-
eration driver of Fair Grove,
Mo. He was pronounced dead at
11:55 a.m. Saturday at Parkland
Hospital.

Officials at the hospital said
Roper suffered a severe neck
injury that caused the flow of
blood to the brain 1o stop.

“He was left without any
brain function.” a spokesman
for the hospital said.

[t was the first fatality in
Texas Motor Speedway's three-
year history, and the second

fatality in the six-year history of
the Craftsman Truck Series.
John Nemechek, brother of
Winston Cup driver Joe
Nemechek, died from head
injuries suffered during a race at
Homestead-Miami Speedway in
March 1997.

When Biffle won the title, he
knew only that Roper was in
eritical condition. The mood in
the air was somber, despite the
faet that a championship had

just been clinched.

Still, Biffle was excited about
his first title.

"I was just sitting in a tree
stand the other day, thinking
aboul how far along | have
come as a driver,” Biffle said.
“And it's pretty incredible to be
sitting here as the champion
considering where | was three
years ago,”

Biffle contended for last

year's championship and led the
points race heading into the
final event. However, even a
seventh-place finish in the sea-
son-finale at California
Speedway wasn't good enough
to hold onto first place, and he
lost out to Sprague by eight
points.

When it comes to memories,
Biffle still has those final stand-
ings in his mind.

“After the season last year,
we sal down and decided that
we had to put last year behind
us and focus on winging the
championship this year,” Bitlle
said.

“We really learned a lot last
year, and knew that we were
ready to win a championship.
[though] it really should have
been our second in a row.”

Julia Roberts’ encounters
with nomadic herdsmen

From her roles in “My Best Friend's Wedding” and
“Notting Hill” to "Runaway Bride,” the glamorous
characters Julia Roberts typically portrays seem the
type of women unlikely to fare well without running
water, heat—and nearby shopping.

The actress, however, jumped at the opportunity to
forgo these modern “necessities” in search of adven-
ture,

Airing Sunday, October 22; at 8 p.m. on KET and
Wednesday, October 25, at 8 p.m. on KET2, Nature
“Wild Horses of Mongolia with Julia Roberts” fol-
lows Roberts as she travels halfway around the world
to explore the fascinating culture of Mongolia's
nomadic herdsmen.

Mongolia is home to the only true wild horses
known to exist, and the Mongolian pcople depend on
them absolutely. From the fermented mare’s milk that
is a primary food staple, to transportation and the
races that are central to the nation's culture and reli-
gious festivals, the horse has been an integral part of
the Mongolian culture for millennia.

Roberts, who shares the Mongolian people’s pas-

sion for horses, spent several weeks living with a
nomadic family on the steppes of central Asia. Before
arriving at her destination—the family’s one-room,
transportable “ger"—Roberts wonders, “What will
they make of me—a girl from New York?”

The question proves difficult to answer at first, as
Roberts and her hosts cannot communicate beyond
smiles and universal gestures, Gradually, however,
Roberts bonds with her host family. When the time
comes to leave, Roberts is offered a horse by her
hosts, their ultimate sign of acceptance.

Launching Nature's 19th season, the program con-
tinues the series’ “recent focus on the always fasci-
nating relationship between wildlife and people,” says
executive producer Fred Kaufman. “Ms. Roberts’
experiences...provide a compelling glimpse of a soci-
ety whose culture and economy are bound to one of
the most historically significant animals on Earth.”

goodness. This is done by means of
chanting, music and mantra recita-
tion.

The lamas begin the exhibit by
drawing an outline of the mandala

* on a wooden platform. On the fol-

lowing days, they lay the colored
sands. Each monk holds a tradition-
al metal funnel called a chak-pur
while running a metal rod on its
grated surface. The vibration causes
the sands to flow like liquid.

From all of the artistic traditions
of Tantric Buddhism, that of paint-
ing with colored sand ranks as one
of the most unique and exquisite.
Millions of grains of sand are
painstakingly laid into place on a
flat platform over a period of days
to form the image of a manadala.

The subject of a Tibetan sand
panting is known in Sanskirt as a
mandala, or cosmogram, of which
there dre many types. In general all
mandalas have outer, inner and
secrel meanings.

On the outer level they represent
the world in its divine form; on the
inner level they represent a map by
which the ordinary human mind is
transformed into enlightened mind;
and on the secret level they depict
the primordially perfect balance of
the subtle energies of the body and
the clear light dimension of the
mind. The creation of a sand paint-
ing is said to affect a purification
and healing on these three levels.

Every tantric system has its own
mandala, and thus each one sym-
bolizes a particular  spiritual

approach. For example, one may
symbolize compassion, one wis-
dom and yet another may empha-
size the need for courage and
strength in the quest for sacred
knowledge.

Most sand manalas are
destroyed shortly after their com-
pletion. This is done as a metaphor
of the impermanence of life. The
sands are swept up and placed in an
urn; Lo fulfill the function of heal-
ing, half is distributed to the audi-
ence at the closing ceremony, while
the remainder is carried to a nearby
body of water, where it is deposit-
ed. The waters then carry the heal-
ing blessing to the ocean, and from
there it spread throughout the world
for planctary healing.

This closing ceremony will be at-
noon on November 3, at the muse-
um, and the monks will process to
the Ashland Fifteenth Street
Riverfront boat ramp to deposit the
sand.

Public museum hours for view-
ing the sand painting will be:
Tuusday, October 31, noon (open-
ing ceremony)-5 p.m.; Wednesday,
November 1: 9 am.4 pam.;
Thursday, November 2: 9 am.4

Why n festival to salt? The park owes
its reputation as the birthpluce of North
American vertebrate paleontology 1o its
salt springs, Prehistoric animals, such as
woolly mammoths, trekked 1o the Springs
10 draw Sustenance.

Many became stuck in the bogay
ground and died. Their bones were discov-
ered thousands of years later, first by
Native Americans, then by European
explorers.
