three employees of the Prestonsburg
Fire Department.

lhose employees are; Kenneth
Crisp, 21 years of service, Michael
Mays, 13 years of service, and
William R, Calliban, 10 years of ser-
vice,

According to the statement read,
the decision was made due 1o a lack
of funds available to suppon these
workers because of a previous deci-
sion to temporarily halt the citys’
ambulance service.

The decision to halt the operation
of the city ambulance service was
based on findings by the committee
thal the city had been steadily losing
money for the past three years on
the service.

According to the city's comptrol-
ler, Brenda Hayes, the city is
approaching a money loss of nearly
$200,000. The personnel commit-
tee states that they do not wish 1o
increase either city payroll tax or
city property tax, nor do they wish at
this time o implement a new proce-
dure by which they eould add a city
ambulance lax. So, in order lo save
the city from further financial loss,
they have decided to temporarily
eliminate three fire department posi-
tons until further notice.

The city also states that three
ambulance service ppuons are avail-
able 10 citizens at present. These
services are Trans Star, Res-Q), and
Respond ambulance companies,

In other business, discussions
were held that pertained to proper
guidelines fur the leasing of the city
ambulance. The city expeets that il
18 necessary for them 1o subnut a
certificare of need. They also deter-
mined that they need more time to
explore options nvailable (o the city
by way of ambulance services and
to check with state offices concern-
ing guidelines.

81A.420(2) that they still were
insured time to presenl a new peti-
tion. The statute calls for a 60-day
waiting period before action can be
taken on an annexation proceeding.
The residents claim in their lawsuit
that this waiting period was violated. .

On October 24, the city reports,
Mayor Fannin vetoed the second
reading of ordinance no. 8-2000,

On Thursday morning, Judge
Caudill heard opening arguments
from Attorney Ralph Stevens, repre-
sentative of the Big Branch residents
and City Attorney David Neeley,
along with testimony from City
Comptroller Brenda Hayes, before
dismissing for a recess,

Hayes testified that $319,000 of
city monies had already been used in |
the construction of city sewage lines
into the Big Branch area. This figure
included engineering costs. Stevens
pointed out to the court that this
action had been taken before the city
had actually begun annexation pro-
ceedings.

According to Joyce Conley, a Big
Branch resident, construction of city
sewage lines in the Big Branch area
began in 1995 and at that time only
one house was available for hook-
up. She contends that certain city
land developers who own property in
the Big Branch area have been insti-'#
gators in the plan to annex the area
into the city and that they stand to
receive “personal gain” by the
annexation of the area.

Certain other Big Branch resi-
dents claim that federal funds were
used in the construction of the
sewage lines into the Big Branch
area, nol city funds,

Court reconvened at approxi-
mately 1:45 p.m., at which time
Judge Caudill stated that he would
require complete memorandums
from both attorneys to be submitted
to the court. After reviewing the
records and memorandums, Judge
Caudill hopes to be able to grant a
ruling on whether or not the Big
Branch residents were denied their
statutory right to vote on the annexa-
tion proceedings.

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new water lines o help those who
have wells destroyed. But don't
expect his help when it comes to
preventing that destruction from
happening in the first place.

It's been the deregulatory mantra
of the Republican Congress, and the
acquiescence of the Clinton admin-
istration, that brought us significant

cuts in the enforcement budgets of

regulatory agencies, and a “hands
off" attitude. Jim Bunning, Mitch
McConnell and Hal Rogers have
scrambled to show an appropriate
public response to the Martin
County incident. The truth is they
have spent muoch of their elected
careers working to weaken the
enforcement efforts (which never
were that strong) of the U.S: Office
of Surface Mining (OSM), Mine
Safety & Health Administration
(MSHA) and Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) and to
create ‘a more regulatory “friendly”
environment for coal. Martin
County Coal’s sludge reminds us
very dramatically of what happens
in a “frnendly” regulatory environ-
ment, Corporations are protected.
People and the land are not.

In fact, a 1999 interpretation of
federal law by OSM actually further
increased the possibilities for dam-
age from undermining or subsi-
dence, the problem that set off the
chain of everits in Martin County.

It may be helpful in the short
term to have state and federal offi-
cials: again scrambling over them-
selves 1o vow corrective action, or
to be the first 1o have taxpaygrs
fund a new study of siudge ponds.

Their goal 15 to prevent another dis-
aster, not to change the way mining
is conducted or provide real protec-
tions. The stories that have resur-
faced recently about past coal waste
impoundment disasters (1981,
1994, 1996) remind us that the flur-
ry of "official" activity after such an
event is generally short-lived, and
that the political will to take correg-
ive action is even shorter than the
public memory of these events,

Martin County Coal will end up
bearing much of the financial bur-
den for the cleanup of the coal
sludge pond disaster, as they
should. But let’s keep in mind that
they were only doing what they
were allowed to be doing, and are
not even considered to be one of the
“bad actors.™ By far, the greatest
burden of the disaster that is coal
mining is borne by coalfield resi-
dents in the way of blasted and
flooded homes, damaged water,
destroyed mountains and ecosys-
tems, poorer health and clogged
lungs, broken up roads and for
some, a broken spiril.

The most appropriate response is
to change the political environment
that makes Martin County coal
sludge disasters possible in count-
less different ways. For years.
Kentuckians For The
Commonwealth and other groups

* have advocated a simple and novel

way to lessen the impacts of coal
mining. Enforce the law, Create a
little political backbone that says
people are more important than
profits, and thay our homes and
land are deserving of protection,

It isn’L easy to listen 1o the bar-
rage of accusations and charges of
wrong-doings along with all the
inevitable rebuttals, and still be
able to make a decision that you
feel really sure about. My father
always advised me to vote for “the
man" and not “the party.” So, that's
what I try to do, choose the person
that 1 feel is most qualifed and
deserving of the office, whether it
be the highest in the land or a seat
on a public ben¢h in my county of
residence.

The race I have been most inter-
ested in has been the Prestonsburg
city council race. No doubt due to
the fact that in carrying out the
duties of my present job, | was
thrust into the middle of the con-
frontation between the city council
and the city firefighters. | walked
into it completely unaware and, as
is my nature, completely deter-
mined to listen without bias to each
VICW.

I have talked with the mayor,
city council members, a few of our
local firefighters and the president
of the state firefighters union.

As | have expressed to several of
these folks, it seems that not so
much anger but instead hurt feel-
ings are at the forefront of this
debate,

On each side, 1 have heard com-
ments relating to feelings of unap-
preciation. The firefighters lament
about the long hours of duty served,
the various custodial tasks that are
assigned 1o them, and that ciy
money is not invested into their
department as it should be. That
instead of supplying the firefighters
with top quality equipment, the
council members are more interest-
ed in flowers, football fields and
golf courses,

The council members in turn say
that it is the firefighters who are

"unappreciative. That they receive

overtime pay that is automatically
added in to each paycheck, that the
city has continued to pay the full
eost of family insurance for each
fire department employee, and that
the fire department equipment is
state-of-the-art. As to the various
custodial tasks, the mayor says that
they are few and far between and
that they usually involye washing
off streets where construction has
been done or spraving the bleachers
at the football field in order to min-
imize the yellow-jacket population.

S0, is there more to this story
than meets the eye? Because it
seems 1o me that a couple of good
“venting”" sessions with one or Iwo
impartial mediators could put the
whole thing 1o rest.

We also ask each of you to help us discourage these and further
acts that could threaten the health and safety of our customers, the public and the
environment. '

Under the circumstances, despite our best efforts to stop the vandalism, gas
flow may be interrupted. Kentucky West transports gas to customers of Equitable
Gas Company in 11 counties in Eastern Kentucky. If you are an Equitable Gas
farm-tap customer and you experience a loss of gas service, you should first
check the safety regulator next to the gas meter to determine whether the plunger
(located on top) can be raised. If raising the plunger does not cause the gas to
flow (plunger remains up), or if you have any concerns about the safe operation of
your gas service, you should contact Equitable Gas at 606-886-2311, Ext.

My father is buried on the hill-
side underneath a tree in Mayo
Cemetery. Along with his remains
arc bits of shrapnel he received
while defending his country during
World War 11. From 1941 through
1945, he was a staff sergeant for
the United States Marine Corps.
stationed in the Philippines. &

And in all the years he lived, |
rarely heard him mention his mili-
tary career. Although he received
medals and citations, Daddy never
discussed the battles he fought nor
the awocities he observed. Once
when 1 goaded him into talking
about it, he looked al me and
sharply replied, “It's hard to keep
smiling when you're looking al
your dead buddy."

Today, the reports are that 1,000
World War 11 veterans are dying
cach day; veterans who quit school
early to enlist in the service to

defend their country: veterans who
were proud to leave their loved
ones in order to keep peace on
their own land; veterans who never
came back and gave their lives for
a reason.

Mother told me one day that she
truly believed the veterans of
World War I1 really DID save the
world. And, I believe she’s nght.
Since Veteran's Day is almost
here, I wanted to share some infor-
mation with those who may not
know what the symbols on a dellar
bill represent. I didn’L know, but
now that I do — I'll pay more
attention when | get one or spend
one.

The one dollar bill came off the
presses in 1957 in its present
design. This so-called paper
money is a colton and linen blend,
with red and blue minute silk
fibers running through it, It is actu-
ally material. We've all washed it
without it falling apart. A special
blend of ink is used, the contents
we will never know,

It is overprinted with symbols
and then it is starched to make it
water resistant and pressed (o give
it that nice erisp look. If you look
on the front of the bill, you will see
the United States Treasury Seal.
On the top you will see the scales
for balance — a balanced budget.
In the center you have a carpen-
ter's T-squure, a ool used for an
even cut. Underneath is the Key 1o
the United States Treasury.

That's all pretty easy o figure
out, but what is on the back of that
dollar bill is something we should
all know. If you turn the bill over,
you will see two circles. Both cir-
cles. together, comprise the Great
Seal of the United States. The First
Continental Congress requested
that Benjamin Franklin and a
group of men come up with a seal.
It took them four years to accom-
plish this task and another two
years to get it-approved.

If you look at the left hand cir-
cle, you will see a pyramid. Notice
the face is lighted and the western
side is dark. This country was just
beginning. We had not begun to
explore the West or decide what
we could do for Western
Civilization, The pyramid is
uncapped, again signifying that we
were not even close to being fin-
ished. Inside the capstone you
have the all-seeing eye, an ancient
symbol for divinity. It was
Franklin's belief that one man
couldn’t do it alone, but a group of
men, with the help of God, could
do anything.

IN GOD WE TRUST is on the
currency. The Latin above the
pyramid, ANNUIT COEPTIS,
means “God has favored our
undertaking.” The Latin below the
pyramid, NOVUS  ORDO
SECLORUM, means “a new order
has begun.” At the base of the
pyramid is the Roman Numeral for
1776. 1f you look at the right-hand

circle. and check it carefully, you
will learn that it is on every
National Cemetery in the United
States.

It is also on the Parade of Flags
Walkway at the Bushnell, Florida.
National Cemetery and is the cen-
terpiece of most hero’s monu-
ments. Slightly modified, it is the
seal of the President of the United
States and it is always visible
whenever he speaks, yet no one
knows what the symbols mean.

The Bald Eagle was selected as
asymbol for victory for two rea-
sons: first, he is not afraid of 4
storm; he is strong and he is smart
enough to soar above it. Secondly,
he wears no material crown. We
had just broken from the King of
England. Also, notice the shield is
unsupported. This country can
now stand on its own. At the top of
that shield you have a white bar
signifying congress, a unifying
factor. We were coming together
as one nation. In the Eagle’s beak
you will read, “E PLURIBUS
UNUM", meaning “one nation
from many is almost a worldwide
belief.™

You will usually never see a
room numbered 13, or any hotels
or motels with a 13th floor. But,
think about this: 13 original
colonies, 13 signers of the
Declaration of Independence, 13
stripes on our flag, 13 steps on the
Pyramid, 13 letters in the Latin
above, 13 letters in “E Pluribus

Unum,” 13 stars above the Eagle,
13 plumes of feathers on each span
of the Eagle’s wing, 13 bars on the
shield, 13 leaves on the olive
branch, 13 fruits, and if you look
closely, 13 arrows. And for
minorities: the 13th Amendment.

Too many veterans have given
up too much to ever let the mean-
ing fade. Many veterans remember
coming home 1o an America that
didn’t cure. Too many velerans
never came home at all,

Tell everyone what is on the
back of the one dollar bill and what
it stands for because nobody else
will.

1 heard on the news recently that
Rottweilers have officially been named “the
most dangerous dogs in America.” While |
agree that Rotties are very large, powerful
dogs, and certainly have the potential to do
significant damage. 1 hate to hear superla-
tives, good or bad, used with any particular
breed of dog. “Smartest,” “meanest,” mosl
popular,” whatever—these are all labels that
in my opinion handicap dogs from the start,
by encouraging unrealistic expectations in
prospective owners.

While it's probably obvious how “nega-
tive™ labels saddle individual dogs with the
bad reputation of their entire breed, 1 think
that the “best whatever” deseriptions can be
just as damaging i their own
way. It all boils down o what
the labels lead people to
expect of animals.

Let’s get the “had dog”
discussion out of the way
first, since it's alwiys a hot
topic. You know who the
“Bad Dogs™ are—the
Rottweilers, the Pit Bulls, the
German  Shepherds
Doberman Pinschers are prime
examples.

Yet, when | look at my hands
and arms, it pecurs Lo me that the
majority of my scars have come
from Chihuahuas and Cocker
Spaniels. The two notable excep-
tions are the marks from the
Coonhound that bit clear through my

thumb, and the cat attack that left me look-
ing like I'd fought a Veg-a-matic and lost.

Am | discounting the potential for harm
from the traditionally “dangerous” breeds?
Nol in the least. Had | been attacked by one
of these dogs with the vengeance displayed
by some of my smallest patients, I could
have easily have received some life-threat-
ening injuries,

My husband, Pat, was bitten severely by
a Pit Bull-type dog once, although the inci-
dent was entirely accidental. The dog was
still groggy from anesthesia following
surgery, and when she lost her balance as
she stepped out of the kennel, Pat automati-
cally reached out to steady her. She turned
and bit his hand without thinking. I actually
heard the “crunch™ in the next room,
It could have been much worse, since the
dog let go as spon as she realized what
she’d done. but it was stll a very
painful injury that left Pat without
the use of his hand for several days.

My point in relating this is not (o
add 1o the list of bad dog horror
stories. It's just something that
happens in a vel clinic occa-
sionally, no matter how care-
ful you are. What worries
me are the people who
acquire one of these
breeds, because they are

supposedly the “best pro-

/ tection” dogs, or worse
yet, becausg they may be
perceived status sym-
bol. Thegg owners often
seem oblivious to the fact

that they now have an
animal capable of caus-
ing o great deal of harm,
but go to no effort to
learn how to control the
dog properly.

This is not my imagi-
nation, An example is
the phone call |
received from the
owner of a Rottweiler
who wanted me to train it
as a “guard dog.™ 1 don’t do this
anyway, but I"'m not sure T ever got through
o this person how serious the situation
already was, and that protection training was
the last thing this dog needed,

This was a house dog; there were several
young children in the household: the dog
was more than eight months old; had
absolutely no basic training in manners or
obedience. and had. in fact. already started
to growl at the owners,

Discussing it with. Pat later, he sutmmg-
rized the situation perfectly: “They already
have @ loaded gun mn the house; now they
wanl (o take the safety off and leave it
around for the kids to play with,” I use this
idea now whenever | try 1o dissuade some-
one from aggression training. People seem
to want superdog, without considering the
attendant problems.

I also want to be clear that I'm not at all
opposed to these breeds in general, We cur-
rently own two German Shepherds, a
Doberman, two Chow mixes and an Akita
mix. Our Pit Bull, Buster, died this past win-
ter of kidney failure. All these dogs coexist

as peacefully as could be expected

with each other, us and with the
household cats,

My cousin Greg has a won-
derfully gentle Chow, even now
that he is almost completely blind
and would have every excuse in the
book to snap at people, My friend
Teresa’s 90-pound Pit Bull, “Squat." is
the dog that caused me to fall in love
with the breed. His worst offense was
almost giving the UPS driver a heart
attack once by jumping in the truck
with him, Then there is Ben, the Rottie in
one of our obedience classes. who could be
the “poster child” for that breed,

My paoint is, think about the breed of dog
you want before you get one; know what
you are getting into. If you still want one of
these dogs. go ahead, but be a prepared and
knowledgeable owner. Your particular dog
may be the only representative of his bregd
that some people ever see, Their entire ppin-
ion of a breed could be based on what they
see in your dog.

You say you don’t think you want o Pit
Bull or Rottweiler. You've read that Golden
Retmievers are the most popular breed, but
you've always admired the looks of Collies
since watching “Lassie” as a child. Then.
again, Border Collies are supposed (o he
about the smartst dogs...muybe one of
those is what yous like, And those adorable
Taco Bell ChihtifBuas!
