The project originally was halted after officials with 
the state Division of Water raised concerns about the 
removal of brush alongside Left Beaver and the other 
creeks. Since that time. however, Thompson has said that 
the county has been given clearance to resume work under 
a series of more stringent conditions.

Thompson said Friday that the project is currently 
between one-quarter and one-third complete.

The message is clear. if you auempt to plll the 
Floyd County jailer in a compromising position 
then he will certainly have no hesitation in plac­
ing you in .1 "compromising position" in return. 

Richard Vance. 28. or Teabeny. now knows 
just what that means. 

Vance reported to the Floyd County Detention 
Center on Friday to serve a weekend of jail time 
in connection with a DUI charge. Problem was. he 
brought along something that he hoped would 
help him pass the time. 

That something consisted of a $20 bag of mar­
ijuana and several Lorcet and Valium tablets. 

According to Jailer Roger Webb, it is not at all 
uncommon for prisoners to attempt to smuggle 
contraband into the jail. Many times. said Webb, 
prisoners will attempt to hide drugs in their hair 
and oftentimes both men and women will tape 
pills underneath their pnvate parts. Both males 
and females have been known to tape drugs to the 
bottoms ot thetr feet. 

Member of fire,

State panel asks coal be part of nation's energy policy 
An increase in natural gas bills 

by more than 75 percent in ~omc 
homes this winter has led state 
legislaton. to call for a balanced 
national energy policy. 

The legislature's interim 
Agriculture and Natural 
Resourcl.'S Commillcl! agreed 
Wednesday to send a letter to the 
incoming Bush a~lnunistration 
asking for a hnlanccd energy pol­
icy that may mcluJc a lifting of 
federal EPA air quality fl~stric­
tions on coal-lircd plants. State 

Rep. Gooch, D-Providence. a 
member of the interim commmee 
'' ho chmrs the House Natural 
Resources and Environment 
Committee, said there should be 
equal federal suppon for natural 
gas- and coal-fired electricity 
gcm:ration plants. 

Kentucky has some of the low­
elit electricity rates in the nation 
becaus(' its plants primarily u-;e 
coal. which is more economical 
than natural gas, said Gooch. The 
national I rend of plants switching 

from coal to gas will cause con­
sumer energy cosb to continue to 
rise. be added. 

One of the main reasons for 
the high cost of natural gas is tts 
distribution. While coal can be 
transported by truck. train and 
barge. gas can only be moved by 
pipelines, said Gooch. 

It will cost $123 billion for the 
U.S. to build the infrastructure to 
meet the natton · s gro"W ing des1re 
for natural gas, he said. 

''And that doesn't include the

added cost of new growth in iso­
lated areas that are hard to reach," 
said Gooch. 

Other reasons for the increased 
costs of natural gas are low U.S. 
gac; reserves created by decreased 
drilling in times of low demand, a 
colder-than-normal winter and 
federal deregulauon of wholesale 
gas commodity prices. said Tom 
Dorman of the Kentucky Pubhc 
Serv1cc Commission. which 
adjusts gas utilities' prices. 

Dorman said the strong ecooo-

my has increased natural gas con­
sumption while low commodity 
prices • regulated by -.upply and 
demand • has slowed gas explo· 
ration. That scenario combined 
with a bitter!) cold winter <tnd a 
desire by gas supplien; to match 
price increasel> for propane and 
other fuels ha~ driven up prices, 
he said. 

The move away from coal and 
toward gas-fired plants has

Buslnessrnall, soldier, potiucian 
Sunon Buhvar Buckner ( 1823-1914) 
toucheJ many b;.~~es during his long life. 
A grnduat.; of the U.S. Military 
Academy, he fought against many of his 
cla.-;smnrcs in the C1vil War. Later on. 
Buckner wa-. an honest and dficJent 
governor of Kentucky-no small feat 
then or now. 

Buckner was born nnd ra1scd in Han 
County. After Jini.~hmg West Poinr in 
1844, he spent many years as soldier 
and busincs~man in the North But 
when the C•vil War came, although 
offered a Union generalship, he chose 
the Confedt..""mey and lound himself 
opposing many West Point friends, • 
inciU<.ling Ulysses Grant. · 

It wHs Buckner who surrendered Fort 
Donel!\on to Granr in 1862 Grant sent 
Buckner to prison. He _got out on a pris­
oner e-xchange and saw a lot of action 
m the western theater. Buckner and 
Grant eventually reconciled-Buckner 

had the unique disllnctlon of serving as a pallbearer for both Grant and Confederate President 
Jefferson Davis. 

In 1887, Buckner became the last in a long line of Democrats with Confederate ties to be 
elected governor rn the postwar years. Faced with an irresponsible General Assembly. he 
vetoed its acts by the dozen. bul also coaxed il into approving much-needed refonns in the tax 
nnd parole sy:;lcms. 

Uts polit.ical career ended in 1896 when he ran unsuccessfully for v1cc president on the 
Gold D"·ml>e:r.tts ticket 

A llllln of wn und culture, Buckner spoke fluent French and was an amateur Shakespearean 
cholar 

Simnn Bohvar Buckner is portrayed by Duane Murner. While at Harvard (B.A . 1959), 
Mumcr <hrected several student t.heatrical productions. In the earl~· 1960s. he mo-.·ed we.c;t anJ 
thn:clcd more than a dozen professional productions in Hollywood. 

NO\\ reurcd from a career as an insurance executive, Mumer farms in Cri!Stwood, where he

Adolescent years are limes of :.ignilkant phyo;j. 
~.11. zmotional and ~OCljll changes The associated 
emotional \tresses often result tn bnef period!> of 
me:<lncholy. lbese periods of ''teen-age blues" 
of~n coincide: wirh ~vent\. :.uch as breaking up with 
a boyfncnd or girlfriend. At other times, however. 
they happen without an obvaous cauo;e. 

The importanl characteristic that disungUishes 
these spell!> lrom dcpress1on 1s the durauon of 
!>ymptoms. Feeling "hlue'' only las~'< a few days 
while depression typically lo.st for more than two 
weeks. 

Depression h a senous illness that slrikes indi­
viduals of any age. '11tcre are two basic types of 
depression. One is a condition where the person is 
in an almost constantly sad mood. The other ty~ 
of depression is called "manic depression" and 
tbose wi!h this condition have periods of feeling 
"h.igh as a kite'' and then may also have periods of 
reeling a .. "low as Death Valley.'' 

Drxtnrs often rcter to this condillon ac; b1pol 
disorder i)uring the manic phase, the.~e people 
have difficulty COI!ctntrating on nny acli\'HY for 
more than a few moments, and lhdr judgment js 
impaired. They t)'PIC811y ha\'e an unre.alistic 
assessment or thcar abilities, thmkmg t.hntthey ran 
do things that they really can'l accomplish. They 
also often exhibit Irritability and hnve problems 
with school, money, sex or drugs. 

During the depre..;stve phase of t.he•r illness. 
these people expenencc all of the ·ymptoms ()f n 
major depre~ion. 

A person in the midst of a major depn:ssaon, 
feels sad, guilty and worthless. He or she can be 
1mtable, with frequent bout:> of nnger and or sad­
ness This causes pmblems at chool, work or 
home. Most sufferer~ abo experi~nce a change -
either an increase or a decrea~e -10 how much 
they eat and how long they sleep. Withdrawal from 
usual acuvities, such as association wit.h friends, is 
common, too. The sufferer may e\cn talk abou1 
death or ~:onsider suicide. 

About four perce01 of teens have clinical depres­
sion, including l;lipQlar disorder. Since most teens 
have brief spells of bemg sad, rebellious und cfler­
vescent.ly happy, 11 can be difficult to determine if 
your child ts one ollhe four percent needmg spe­
cial care. 

The m~L important factor:; are the severity and 
perststence of symptoms. Fonunately, the typical 
emotional swings of a teenager arc brief episodes, 
while clinical depres<:ion lasts for two weeks or 
longer. The severit)' of the symptoms IS also 
greater in depress1on. 

Talk to your daughter nbout her mood If e1ther 
of you suspect deprcsston, then you should seek the 
opinion of'S trained professional. Your family doc­
tor or a psychologist would ben good place to turn 
for this type of help. 

Adolescent~ walh depressiOn are similar to other 
age groups with this illness. They respond very 
nicely to counseling. antidepressant medicine or, 
preferably. a combination of both. Mvst show 
.improvement in as lillie n~ t\\o week". Typically. 
however, it takes four weeks or more to get back to 
"n0nnal.''

If you decide to drink, opt fnr <:bampagne and 
hquorm1:-.ed with low caloric.mJJter. Alcohol ,\1!\0 
has a rela.'ting clfcct on the hody that could cause 
people to lose their eating inh1biuoos. When peo­
ple drink they are mon: likdy to do more snacking 
on high fat foods.
