Because each report 
cover:. data from n two-year 
penod, future report" "'ill con­
tain a'>sescoments of tv.o water· 
shed management unit . Under 
this management plan, water-; in 
all areas of the state will have 
updated assessments by April 
2004. 

Of the Kentucky River 
basin's 8,466 ~tream miles, 
5,375 (63.3 percent) were 
assessed for the repon. This is 
approximately three times the 

number of miles assessed in the 
Kentucky River Basin for the 
1998 report. The ~ miles of 
the Ohto River bordering 
Kentucky were assessed by the 
Ohio River Valley Water 
Sanitation Commission. 

Asses~ments examined the 
degree to which streams have 
attained lhe goals of being "fish­
able and S\\ immable.''

But right now. in 
Kentucky. even the raucous. re:.tctjve House is more often the 
place you'll sec deliberation.

Partisanship- that IS. stickil1g 
tog~ther as a group- is tmponant in promoting value ~ys­
tems that are at the core of gm:cmancc.
