Faster internet coming to Prestonsburg

Many residenis of Prestonsburg
will be eligible for an internet speed
hoast when BellSouth begins offer-
ing digital subscriber line (DSL)
internet aecess in July.

The company  announced
Wednesday night that it plans to
begin offering DSL service to 57
commumitiecs across Kentucky by

the end of the year.

DSL is a technology replacing
traditional modem connections fo
the internet which offers speeds up
to 50 times faster than a 288 K
modem, said Amy Secarborough,
BellSouth’s regional manager for
Eastern Kentucky.

Other advantages of technology
are that small businesses can con-
nect all of their computers through a
single account and thal customers

can use the internet and tulk on the
phone at the same ume,
Scarborough satd. In addition, DSL
customers are always connected 1o
the internet, negating the need t
dial up a connection each time they
wish to use the internet.

The DSL service offered by
BellSouth will be available at a cost
of between $40 and $60 a month.

Rosenberg read from a code
developed by the fiscal coun
that was pointed out during
required training for ethics
board members in the past
which stated that “no elected
official or appointed official or
employee or member of his
immediate family or business

organization of which he has an
interest shall solicit or accept
any cash or legal tender, gift,
political contribution, promise
of future employment, or any-
thing of value if it would
appear that any of these were
offered for the purpose of influ-
encing him directly or indirect-
ly in the discharge of his
duties "

Although the code seems 1o
strike close 1o the situation at
hand, Rosenberg pointed out
that the last of the provision,
which stated that the gift, in
Thompson's case, of cash,
would have 1o appear to have
been given with the purpose of
influencing him directly or
indirectly.

Discovering what the mofi-
vation was, beyond being a
friendly action taken in the
donor’s private capacilies,
could prove 1o be problematic.

The ethics board hopes 1o
find a solution 10 the scanered
variety of codes that are dealt
with across the state

“What we hope to discuss
here is that the state adopt a
untform ethics code which
applies in every county and has
the same provisions that apply
across the board,” Rosenberg
said Tuesday evening.

The technology does have
limitations, however. Maost
notably, the service is only
available within a three-mile
radius of the local BellSouth
office.

Today,
continuing with Macedo's
analogy, liberty constitutes a

few islands in a sea of gov-
emment power. We are quick-
ly heading toward a situation
in which, as someone once
put it, everything that is not
forbidden is required.

As Charles Murray, author
of What It Means 1o Be a
Libertarian, self-responsibili-
ty is what keeps our hives
from being trivial, Everyone
pays lip service to self-
responsibility.

When 1 first started to hang
around vet clinics to observe
back in the early 70s, although |
hate 1o admit itthe height of
sophisticated medicine was
being able to offer distemper
shots also. Now “distemper” in
dogs and cats is actually two
totally different diseases, but
since pet owners at the time
were not as well informed as
they are today, the vet just gave
the appropriate shot and there
was no discussion. Cats were
seldom ever brought in anyway,
unless there was a Rabies scare
in the area.
