Unemployment rate jumps

Kentucky's unemploymem rete underwent
its usual January jump - increasing to 4.8 percent
from December's 37 percent, according to the
Department for Employment Services, & Cubinet
for Workforce Development agency

Kentucky’s January 2001 jobless rate was the
same as January 2000's rate of 4.8 percent. The
U.S, jobless rate also rose from 3.7 percent in
December to 4.7 percent in Januury.

“This increase from December to January for
Kentucky is as normal as snow in winter. The
jobless rate this ime of yeir in Kentucky has
risen the Tast 23 years. In fact, this 1.1 percent-
age point inerease in Kentucky's rate tfor January
2001 is less than the 1.4 percentage point aver-
age increase in the state’s unemployment rte for
the last 23 years,” said Carlos Cracmft, the
department’s chief labor market analyst

“Typically, Kentucky has its highest unem-
ployment rates for the entire year in January and
February.™

All of the mine major job sectors had employ-
ment decreases in January, Cracraft said

The trade sector reported the highest employ-
ment Joss with 20900 fewer jobs in lanoary,
About 19,000 of those jobs were in the refail
trade aren, suggestng that the decline was doe
mainly to the end of the holiday season or
inclement weather, he said.

“However, the trade sector still had 5,900
more jobs m January 2001 than January 2000,"
Cracraft said. “Notable over-the-year job gaing
occurred 10 areas such as eating and drinking
establishments (2.800), and miscellancous retail
establishments (1,700)." The services sector,
Kentucky's largest employment sector, recorded
a loss of 10200 positions in Janvary, “One
bright spot in this area 1s that most of these [oss-
es were in seasonal posiions,” Cracrafl smd,
“Overall, the services sector recorded 11,700
more jobs i January 2001 than January 2000."

The government sector had 9,300 fewer jobs
in January. About 8,700 of those jobs were in
state and local education because stale colleges
and universities were out between semester
breaks, he said. Federal government positions
were down by 500 because fewer postal service
workers were needed after the holidays.

The construction sector continued it expect-
ed employment decline with 4,100 fewer jobs i
January 2001. As expected cold, damp weather
hindered outdoor work and brought losses in
special trade categories and heavy construction.

manufacturing falling by 1,100 positions and
nondurable goods manufacturing dropping by
700 jobs,

The transportation, communications and util-
ities sector recorded 900 fewer positions January.
However, compared to January 2000, the sector
had 1,600 more jobs.

Agriculture was down by 800 jobs in January
hecause of cold weather. The mining and quarry-
ing sector had 200 fewer positions in January,
The finance, insurance and real estate sector had
100 fewer jobs in January.

The U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics monthly
estimate  of the number of employed
Kentuckians for January 2001 was 1,881,617,
This figure is down 32,704 from the 1,914,321
emploved in December 2000, but up 29,062
from the 1,852,555 Kentuckians employed in
Janiwary 2000,

The monthly estimate of the number of
unemployed Kentuckians for January was
94088, This figure 1s up 20,153 from the 73,935
unemployed in December 2000, and up 17 from
the 94,071 Kenmckians unemployed in Janvary
2000.

The monthly estimate of the number of
Kentuckians in the civilian labor force for
January was 1,975.705. This figure is down
12551 from the 1988256 recorded in
December 2000, but up 29,079 from the
1,946,626 recorded for January 2000.

Employment and unemployment statistics are
bused on estimates. They are compiled 1o indi-
cale employment trends rather than actually to
count numbers of people who are or are not
working.

NEA hails Bipartisan muscle in idea funding bill

National Educdtion
Association (NEA) President
Bob Chase hailed the bipartisan
muscle behind a bill to provide
mandatory full funding for the
Individuals with Disabilities
Education Act (IDEA). “The
Hagel-Jeffords-Kennedy  bill
demonstrates 4 bipartisan com-
miument to help every child
achieve," said Chase, “Under
this bill, school districts will no
longer have 1o choose between
making needed school repairs or
updating equipment and provid-
ing quality special education. I
applaud  Senators  Hagel,
Jeffords, and Kennedy for recog-
nizing this urgent need.”

Fully funding special educa-
tion programs is one of five pri-
orities outlined in NEA's

“Opportunity to Excel” legisla-
tive agenda for the 107th
C ongres s —
www.nea.org/lac/bluebook/inde
x.himl. “We expect the federal
govermnment to take action to live
upfo its promise to support spe-
cial education needs. Our stu-
dents deserve nothing less,” said
Chase. “The fiscal juggling act
in school districts to meet the
needs of special education must
stop.”

Unfortunately, federal appro-
priations fall far short of the fed-
eral government’s commitment
to help meet the cost of educat-
ing students with disabilities,
The federal share 1s supposed to
be 40 percent, but only about 10
percent is actually funded. The
Hagel-Jeffords-Kennedy  bill

would “ramp up” investments
over six years to the level
promised when the program was
developed almost 30 years ago.
Chase urged the Senate Budget
Committee to include mandatory
full funding n the final budget
resolution to guarantee its effec-
tiveness.

Chase said inadequate fund-
ing often results in a lack of
trained staff needed to provide
services to students with disabil-
ities. Lack of funding also places
considerable strain on entire
school budgets, as tax increases
or cuts to other critical programs
are often necessary in order to
continue to provide mandated
IDEA services.

“I hope the bipartisan force
behind this critical bill will

inspire others m Congress to join
forces to meet the needs of
America’s public schools and
students,” said Chase. “We look ®'
forward to what we hope will be
unprecedented attention to low-
performing schools in today's
markup of the Elementary
Secondary Education Act.” To
tum around low-performing
schools, NEA proposes lowering
class size, improving parental
involvement, expanding instruc-
tional time, and retaining quali-
fied teachers. Research and
experience prove that these four
areas are key 1o turning around
struggling schools. These initia-
tives also enjoy broad public .

Bessie traveled through-
out the country performing
aerial shows in order to raise
money for her school.
During one of these perfor-
mances in Orlando, Florida,
she was thrown from the
cockpit of her plane and
killed. 5,000 people attend-
ed her funeral.

Maya Angelou also
comes o my mind when |
think of strong women.
Maya, and her younger
brother, were raised by her
grandmother after her par-
ents divorced when she was
a young girl. She worked
each day in her grandmoth-
ers’ store and at one point in
her young life was raped by
her step-father.

pain is-the opposie of the
cause of headache pain,
Migraine pain is caused by the
expansion of blood vessels,
and inflammation of the tissue
around the brain increases the
level of pain. The narrowing of
the blood yessels canses
headache pain. Thus, medica-
tion frequently preseribed for 4
headache—beta-blockers—
dilate the blood vessels and
make a migraine worse
Opposite of a headache,
migraine disease has many
symptoms; i.¢., nuusea. vomil
ing, auras (light spats); sensi
tivity to light and sound, numb-
ness. difficulty in speech, and
seyvere head pain. One migraine
attack alone can last for eight
hours, several days, or even
weeks,

Migraine is & genetically
based disease. It is neithér psy-
chological nor mduced by envi-
ronmental causes. The severity
and frequency of migrames for
one individual depends upon
how many triggers that person
must have before a migraine is
induced. The combination of
triggersis different for each
person. Controllable triggess.of
amigraine involye 4 heighten-
ing of one’s senses - all of

o

One’s senses. A person is more
sensitive to hiis or her surround-
ings; including light, sound,
smells, taste (chemicals in
foods). and touch (including the
touch of the atmospheric pres-
sure on one’s body.) Other con-
trollable ones include a bright
light, alcohol, second-hand
smoke, aged cheese, and/or the
rudicnl vasodilator, MSG.
Uincontrollable triggers such as
weather patters bring on
migraines. For example, a
Canadian study found that the
following weather conditions
hrought on deadly headaches:
(1) “Phase 4" weather with
lawer barometric pressures-and
warny fronts passing—high
temperature and humidity and
often times, rain; (2) high
humidex discomfort index dur-
ing the summer; (3) wind from
the southeast was related with
more attacks than wind from
any other direction; and (4)
sensitivity to extreme rates of
barometric pressure,
Uncontrollable triggers for
migraines are also associated
with the menstrual cycle, when
there are falling levels or
reduced availability of estrogen.

Although this type is often more
difficult to treat, women with this
type of migraine can often achieve
relief by taking preventive medica-
tion just before their period begins.
MYTH: Migraine is caused by
psychological factors, such as stress
and depression, versus REALITY:
Migraine is a neurological disease,
not a psychological disorder. Being a
true physical nearological disease, a
migraine oceurs when a trigger(s)
causes vasodilatation in the cranial
blood vessels, which causes the
perve endings to release chemical
substances called neurotransmitiers:
The neurotransmitter serotonin is an
important factor in the development
of migraine. If the migraine is misdi-
agnosed as a psychological disorder,
then unnecessary, counterproduc-
tive, and even dangerous medication
may be prescribed. For example, if
labeled clinical depression and med-
icated as such, then the migraines are
left unaffected. An impression is that
this 1s when it is very important for
the individual sufferer 1o be as aware
as possible as to what wiggers their
migraines “off’”. In addition, the
individuals with one parent having
migraine have approximately a 50
percent chance of having migraine,
MYTH: Migraine is not life
threatening, just annoying, versus
REALITY: migraine can be life
threatening, inducing such condi-
tions as stroke and coma. Based on

information provided by
MAGNUM, migraine can
induce many serious physical condi-

tions: stroKes, aneurysms, perma-
nent visual loss, severe dental prob-
lems, coma and even death.
“Twenty-seven percent of all strokes
suffered by persoms under the age of
45 are caused by migraine.” Also,
migraine and epileptic seizure disor-
ders are inerrelmied, Migraine
affects up to 15 percent of the epilep-
tic population. Both migruine and
epilepsy are characterized by parox-
ysmal, transient varations in neuro-
logical activity, usually with normal

ing sitnations, migraine disease can
have a devastating and disruptive
effect ‘'on normal living. People not
only have excruciating pain with
migraines, but they also have social
ostracism. loss of employment, dis-
ruption 1o personal relationships, and
prejudices in the workplace, Due to
the medications they take and the
exireme pain they suffer, many
times peoplé think that those with
rmgrmnea Just cannot handle life, or.
m reality, are drug addicts or alco-
holics. Furthermore, based on
reports by the American Academy of
Pain Medicine, 150 million work-
days per year, equivalent to 1.200
million work hours, are lost each
year 10 head pain and results in about
$5 to $17 billion in annual cost o
industry and health care systems.

MYTH: Any doctor will recog-
nize and properly treat migraine ver-
sus REALITY: Migraine is one of
the most misdiagnosed, mistreated
and least understood diseases. Many
dociors not taking migraine serious-
Iy can be as disabling to the sufferer
as the disease iself. Even medical
leaders in the field of nearology-and
head pain have acknowledged that
migraine is grossly misunderstood
and musdiagnosed; i.e., 60 percent
women and 70 percent men with
migraine have never been diagnosed
with the disease,

“Migraine sufferers must pot
only cope with their pain, but also
with society’s misunderstanding of
the disorder... We are far from a cure,
let alone a sure-fired treatment for
migraine. But understanding that
migraine is & real and debilitating
disease goes a long way toward
improving the quality of hife for
migraineurs and their Joved ones.”

In
addition to the below normal
concentration of hemoglobin
that you have, the label anemia
also applies to situations where
the total number of red blood
cells is less than normal, Your
condition falls into the category

at all. The most common rea-
son for anemia is blood loss. A
severe injury that produces
bleeding is obvious, but that is
unlikely to be the culprit or you
would have said something
about that injury, More likely
is a slow but persistent blood
loss at a rate that is greater than
the rate at which the body is
able to make new blood cells.
In women this often oceurs
from heavy menstrual periods.
Bleeding in the digestive
tract is also a common cause of
anemia in both men and
women. This occurs for a vari-

iron — can also produce ane-
mia. The wnability of the body
to absorb iron can be due to
disease or the use of certain
medications.

And, there are yet other
causes of unemia. These
include chronic 1liness such as
kidney failure, disorders of the
blood cell forming system or
exposure o toxic substances.
The issue, therefore, isn't the
mild anemia you currently
have, but rather, why you have

an anemia in the first place.

Your doctor will help you iden-
tify the cause of your mild ane-
miia and then instruct you in the
proper treatment for it.

No need to suffer in silence...

Women can prevent urinary tract infections

Its not a hat topic ar the office water
caoler, but urinary tract infections (UTls)
account for 10 million doctor visils each
vear and vountless lost days of work for
women, who are the primary sufferers from
this comdition. Prevention is possible, says
the National Kidney Foundation of
Kernttucky:

Women dare more susceptible than men to
the UTls because their uretha is shorter and
is a4 short pathway for E. coli bacteria, the
most common culprit of UTls, to get to the
biadder: If lefi untreated, the bacieria move
up the ureters to the kidneys, causing a more
serious imfection:

Some key steps to preventing this often-
painful condition, that will atfect one in
five women sometime during her life,

include:

# drinking plenty of fluids daily, including
a large plass of cranberry juice. which has
been shown to help prevent E. coli bacteria
from attaching 1o urinary cells;

M urinating immediately when the urge 1§
felt;

W emptying the bladder completely each
time during urination;

W wiping from front to back aftér going to
the bathroom, because this prevents the E.
colibacteria from the bowl from spreading to
the-ufinary tract;

B and cleaning the area around the rectum,
vagina and in-between daily and before sex

It is important to know the symptoms of

urinary tract infections so that if necessary,
treatment can be started immediately. If you

suspect you may have a UTI, you probably
will have some of the following symptoms:

B an urgent need to wrinate, often with
only a few drops of urine to pass:

M a burning feeling when urinating;

M an aching feeling, pressure or pain in
your lower abdomen;

M cloudy or blood-tinged urine;

B or a strong odor in the urine.

If the infection has already spread to the
kidneys, you may also experience pain in the
§ide or back, fever or chills and vomiting.
After taking a urine sample, your physician
will most likely preseribe a course of antibi-
otics that should offer reliel shortly.

The code is 2,000 years old
and its precepts are honor, discipline, respect, respon-
sibility, self-confidence, and brotherhood. Teaching
this gives young people guidance, something to look
up to.” :

Burchett says that it is well worth the time he
invests if he can encouorage youth to stay off the streets
and off drugs. “T had a family member who was
addicted to drugs,” he said. “That's why I do this.”

Working as instructors with Burchett are Steve
Chaffins, 37, who has been studying the martial arts
for 11 years. Chaffins has been studying under
Burchett for four years, and has seen greater progress
in himself under the tutelage of Burchett than with for-
mer teachers. Chaffins believes that Burchett's vision
difficulties have forced him to analyze movements
more closely and have heightened his sense of move-
ment, both in himself and with others.

Mark Jones, 26, is another of Burchett's instructors.
Jones calls Burchett, ““one of the best instructors I've
ever had." Jones had studied the martial arts for 10
years in his hometown of Wabash, Indiana, before
moving to Prestonsburg and studying with Burchett,

Jones placed third in grappling at the world cham-
pionship event in Columbus.

Another team member, Kenny Kretzer, placed third
in sparring at the event. and Misty Hall, team member,
also placed third in sparring in her level.

The team plans to compete in June at the Grand
Nationals, to be held in Louisiana.

Larry Adams, Assistant Fire Chief of the
Prestonsburg Fire Department, was on hand Thursday
evening to congratulate Burchett and his team for their
wins and to acknowledge their hard work and dedica-
tion to their program. “The mayor was unable to be
here tonight but he asked me to let you know that he is
very excited about this program and that he lends his
support and is willing to help in any way.” Adams
also acknowledged the excitement that he felt emanat-
ing from Burchett for his program. ‘A man this excit-
ed is going to see things happen.” Adams said in
regard to Burchett.

Burchett’s determination to see his program suc-
ceed is apparent. Itis clear that he is willing to go the
extra mile for his students, and it is also very clear that
his students are willing to put forth the extra effort it
takes to become champions, for themselves, as well as
for their “Sensei” (*“Teacher”).

Burcheit would like to encourage public participa-
tion in his classes, “I'd like ta get 200, or even more, "
he says.

Several bills left hanging as session ends

Both of the major initiatives
Gov. Paul Patton pushed for this
session — mandatory garbage
collection and increased worker's
compensation benefits for coal
miners with black lung — died
along partisan lines in the Senate
last week.

And Patton, who has publicly

blamed the Senate Republicans
for both pieces of failed legisla-
tion, says it is now up to them o
address the issue of black lung
waorker’'s compensition.

He said he will call a special
session of the General Assembly
W address the issue as soon as
Senate Republicans come up with
& plan that has the support of the
coal miners in the state. Patton
said while he thinks the legisla-

tion i6 extremely important, he
does npot plan to work on it at all
because the Senate Republicans
will not support anything he is a
part of.

“l think it's absolutely vital
that 1 remove myself from the
process,” Patton said.

House Bill 132, which would
have enhanced worker’s compen-
sation for coal miners with black
lung disease, didn’t make it to the

Senate floor for a full vote. The
legislation died in the Senate
Economi¢ Development, Tourism
and Labor Committee March 5,
when Chairperson Katie Stine, R-
Fort Thomas., would not recog-
nize @ moton W pass it out of
committee,

Stumbo,  D-Prestonsburg,
would have revamped the legis-
lation that Patton initiated in
1996, but has now said was too
extreme.

Since the 1996 rcgulauons
were passed, only 12 coal min-
ers have been awarded black
lung benefits.

The bill would have taken
presumptive weight from uni-
versity doctors and would
require X-rays submitted with
claims to be examined by a “B”
reader, doctors who are trained
to recognize black lung and
other diseases.

After hearing several hours of
testimony. both for and against
the bill, Stine said there were
still had too many unanswered
questions, and that she would
not recognize a motion for the
bill to pass out of committee.

“I think probably this is an
issue that is probably best
resolved during the interses-
sion,” Stine said at the meeting.

On the floor the next day,
several Democratic senators
voiced protest about the move.

“This is a disease that doesn't
affect just Democrats or
Republicans. It’s a disease that
affects every coal miner who
works underground,” said Sen.
Ray Jones II, D-Pikeville.

Stine reiterated to the full
Senate that she saw too many
unanswered questions and not
enough time to have them all
answered.

“There were various points of
concern that were raised last
night during committee,” Stine
said. “Various points that, quite
frankly, were too serious to han-
dle at this late hour.”

But Patton said there was
very similar legislation intro-
duced last session, which was
also heavily studied by both
chambers and that the argument
that the Senate did not have
enough time with the bill was
not accurate.

Patton said the Democrats in
the Senate had support from
three Republicans to perform a
rarely-used process of getting
the bill out of commitice and
onto the floor for a vote. He said
the next day the three senators
would no longer support the leg-
islation.

“They have adopted the phi-
losophy that they all have to vote
together,” Patton said.

He would® not identify the
three Republican senators.

Senate President David
Williams, R-Burkesville, said
the governor was only trying to
pass the legislation to appease
the people he angered with his
1996  legislation, people
Williams said would not vote for
Patton as “dog catcher” because
of what hedid five years ago.

Williams said the Senate
Republicans were not holding
up the legislation to gain any
kind of political leverage, but
they were just trying to do what
a responsible majority party
must do.

He said the bill was “fraught
with problems,” and the entire
Senate needed to work on legis-
lation that is based on fact not
emotion.

Patton’s other major push for
this session, mandatory garbage
collection, was also defeated in
the Senate.

A rewritten version of House
Bill 237, the governor’s garbage
bill, was defeated on the Senate
floor in a straight party line vote
of 20 Republicans for and 18
Democrats against on March 7.
The bill, which included money

to fund cleanup efforts, needed
23 votes to pass,

Originally, Patton wanted
mandatory garbage collection in
all 120 counties. But when
House Bill 237, sponsored by
Rep. Larry Clark, D-Louisville,
was introduced, it had shifted
the focus from mandatory
garbage collection to cleanup of
illegal dumps. Counties would
have the choice to either certify
they were dump free or enact
mandatory garbage collection. If
they did not comply, they could
be penalized up to 10 percent of
their rural road funds.

The bill changed again when
it was passed on the House floor.

An amendment was added that

would not take away the rural
road fund money. but insiead
redirect the money to roadside
cleanup in that county.

The day before the bill was
voted on in the Senate, Senate
Republicans proposed major
changes to the legislation. The
Republicans’ bill called for all
counties 1o achieve at least an 85
percent rate of citizen participa-
tion in some sort of garbage col-
lection program, an anti-litter
campaign, progress towards the
elimination of illegal dumps and
litter abatement programs,

Each county would be rated.
There would be no penalties for
receiving a rating of no progress,
but those that were rated at
either good or no progress
would receive incentives.

The bill would have cost
$700,000 this year. Senate
Majority Floor Leader Dan
Kelly said. The money would
have been used to issue $7 mil-
lion in bonds to help pay for the
cleanup.

Patton called the Senate’s
version of the bill “totally ineffi-
cient.”

“This bill is a sham, and |
won't participate in a sham,” he
said

Patton said he offered a com-
promise before the Senate’s
vote, which included some fund-
ing and combining his bill with
the Senate’s anti-littering pro-
gram. He said the leadership
refused the compremise.

“Certainly, 1 would haye
accepted a solid waste bill that
would have gotten the job done.
The problem with this one is it
doesn’t get the job done,” Patton
said.

The debate in the Senate was
heated along the party lines.

Williams said the
Republicans’ were offering a
comprehensive approach, while
the governor’s bill was just a

Telemarketing bills

It doesn’t appear that law-
makers in the House and Senate
will be able to agree on another
one of the most talked about
picces of legislation this year —
telemarketing.

A free conference committee
was created to discuss House
Bill 54, but the bill's sponsor
Rep. Buddy Buckingham, said
that the Senate has showed no
interest in discussing the issue
any further,

“I think it is up entirely to the
Senate,” Buckingham said.

Conflicting bills were passed
in both chambers concerning the
issue of regulating telemarketers.
House Bill 54, sponsored by
Buckingham, D-Murray, would
allow anyone to place them-
selves on a zero-call list, which
would be regulated by the
Attorney  General’s  Office.
Senate Bill 192, sponsored by
Sen. Alice Kerr, R-Lexington,
would limit the list to people
who were 70 or older. Kerr's bill
also included several exemptions
from the list.

Both bills were heavily sup-
ported in their own chambers.
Eventually the majority of regu-
lations from Kerr's bill were
added to the House bill, so there
would only be one piece of legis-
lation on the issue. The age of
people who could put themselves
on the list was dropped to 65.

But the House did not agree
to the changes, which members
felt were too lenient.

Buckingham said he was will-
ing to agree to the age limitation,
but the Senate had placed too
many “loopholes” in the zero-
call list and that it diluted the
intent of the legislation,

The issue went to a confer-
ence commitiee, but the cham-
bers again did not agree. A free
conference commitiee was creat-
ed to address the issue, but it did
not meet.

The free conference commit-
fee can meet dunng the gover-
nor's 10 veto days, but on
Friday, Buckingham said they
had made na plans o 'do’ so:

He said he plans to sponsor
the legislation again next year.

Hemp Bill

A bill that would allow
Kentucky's universities (0 grow
industrial hemp for the purpose
of studying the product passed in
the Senate March 7.

House Bill 100, sponsored by
Joe Barrows, D-Versailles,
would allow universities to apply
for a federal permit to grow
mdustrial hemp for research pur-
poses: The bill would also create

the Industrial Hemp
Commission to monitor the
research.

The argumeént over the issue
was similar to that in the House
when the bill was discussed on
the Senate Floor.

Some lawmakers worried that
studying hemp would open the
door to legalizing it, which may
possibly lead to the eventual
legalization of marijuana.

But those who supported the
bill said it could lead to an alter-
native crop for Kentucky's
tabacco farmers.

“This is only a study and if we
don’t take the action and move
forward, some of these other
states will," said Sen. Joey

Pendelton, D-Hopkinsville.
The bill passed 26-11 with
only slight stipulations added:

that the Industrial Hemp
Commission would report annu-
ally to the joimt Intenim
Agriculture  and Natural
Resources Committee and that
any university' that gets permis-
sion to study the crop notify the
state and local police agencies of
the size, location and duration of
all lots.

The House agreed to the
changes, and the bill was sent 16
the governor for his signature.

Other Bills:

B Gov. Paul Patton signed
House Bill 87 on March 8, mak-
ing it the first bill to successfully
complete the entire law-making
process this session. The bill,
sponsored by Stumbo, creates
the Tourism Development
Finance Authorty within the
Tourism Cabinet. As of Monday,
it was the only bill that had been
signed into law.

W A bill that would make it
illegal for any law enforcement
agency in the state to practice
racial profiling passed the House
Friday and is on its way to the
governor’'s desk. Senate Bill 76,
sponsored by Sen. Gerald Neal,
D-Louisyilie, would also require
the criminal justice council to
develop anti-racial profiling
guidelines. The bill unanimously
passed both the House and
Senate.

B A bill aimed at protecting
volunteer firefighters passed
both ¢hambers. House Bill 101,
sponsored by Rep. Bob Damron,
D-Nicholasville, would make it
illegal for employers 1o fire vol-
unteer firefighters when they are
called away from work in the
line of duty.

M House Bill 76, which
would create the Motorcycle
Safety Education Advisory
Commission, passed the Senate
March 7. The bill is sponsored
by Rep. Perry Clark, D-
Louisville.

M A bill that would establish
how much time birth parents
have to change their minds about
an adoption was approved by
both chambers, House Bill 16,
sponsored by Rep. Rob Wilkey,
D-Franklin. says that birth par-
ents have 20 days before their
tonsent to an adoption becames
wrrevocable.

B The bill that addresses the
problems raised by the Murphy
Camera Case was approved and
is on its way ro the governor.

House Bill 201, sponsored by
Harry Moberly, D-Richmond,
would clarify the definition of
machinery for new and expanded
industry tax exemption,

The guilty parties for the lack of meaningful activity dur-
ing this inaugural odd-year legislative session are easy (o
identify.

the resiliency of (high-ranking opposite party leader) or the
good people of Kentucky would have been sold down the
river.”

Perhaps the cool breezes of the past week were the collec-
tion of sighs across the commonwealth from onlookers of
this General Assembly.

Already the people who opposed annual sessions are feel-
ing justified, “How necessary could they really be?” they
ask, when nothing of note happened and the state continues
seemingly unscathed.

The taxpayers footed the bill for an additional session.
Because Gov. Paul Patton went ) for 2 in his initiatives on
improving trash collection and extending black lung benefits
to miners, Patton is considering calling a special session for
later this year, at more faxpayer expense,

Hey, the governor told us an annual session would not pre-
clude special sessions. After all, why not take every opportu-
nity possible to bring House Democrats together with Senate
Republicans again and see who can last the longest without
blinking.

We had hoped the political gamesmanship of the 2000 ses-
sion would be a one-time event, a little political muscle-flex-
ing before our legislators got back to the business of leading
the state. But when one is good at something — especially
obstructionism — it is difficult to turn away.

The inability to agree upon substantial legislation has little
to do with differing political philosophies. Having the two
major parties with somewhat equal clout ought to be a bene-
fit to Kentucky, and would be if the art of political negotia-
tion were being practiced even remotely.

Two sessions in a row now, plus the committee meetngs
that were hijacked last summer, have disintegrated into
efforts at inactivity designed solely to force the hand of the
opposition. Democrats who have been in the majority since
most of Kentucky was forest were not going to back down;
Republicans who have been awailing some authority just as
long saw no reason 1o be courteous and step aside.

This is not leadership. If it were, we could find our new
leaders on playgrounds all over the state. Leaders take us
somewhere, they do not entrench themselves.

So the easy decision is to cast the annual session as unnec-
essary, The truth is, the process Kentuckians approved works
well and will help the state react more swiftly to change in
the future — but only if the people we elect to operate within
that process care to lead us there.

Child abuse - a
matter of fact

Reporters of child abuse are
protected by law

Although no statute can for-
bid the filing of civil or criminal
charges, Kentucky law protects
the reporter of suspected child
abuse or neglect from any deci-
ston or award which might be
sought through the filing of such
poelaim,

Under Kentucky law, any
person participating in making a
report of suspected child abuse
or neglect i1s immune from civil
or criminal Hability that might
otherwis¢ be incurred or
imposed as a result of such
action if the reporting is done so
in good farth.

Therefore, in order to be
immune from any civil or crimi-
nal action, the reporter of child
abuse or neglect must be acting
in good faith when reporting to
the authorities, Any person mak-
ing a report maliciously and
without reason, and does not
believe that abuse or neglect is
pcourring, or has occurred, is not
immune from civil or criminal
action,

Dr. MeDonald, the Urology Surgeon performing the
procedure said, "Interstitial Brachytherapy offersa
number of advantages to patients with localized
prostate cancer. It's minimally invasive, meaning
there is no incision, has minimal pain or side effects
and most patients go home within 23 hours. With
seed therapy, there is less risk of impotence and incon-
tinence, and after implantation, most patients can
return to normal activities, including work, in about
three days. Perhaps best of all, there is excellent 10
vear, disease free, survival data." When asked what
type of patient would be a candidate for radiation seed
therapy, Dr. MeDonald stated, " A man's age, general
health and the localization of the cancer, meaning the
cancer is confined to the prostate gland and has not
spread are all factors determining if a patientis a
candidate for Brachytherapy. Probably the mest
recent, well known, patient was Mayor Rudy Giuliam
of New York City, who was treated with Interstitial
Brachytherapy after announcing he had been diagnosed with prostate cancer."

Once a determination has been made by the physician and patient to do Interstitial
Brachytherapy, prior to the procedure a Volume Study is performed. The Volume Study is a
process in which ultrasound is used to map the patient's prosiate gland,

The surgeon and the radiation oncologist use the Volume Study results to determine the
number of seeds needed for the implant procedure and the exact location of seed placement
within the gland, !

During the Brachytherapy procedure, radioactive seeds, usually about one hundred, are
implanted into the prostate gland. Each seed is approximately 4.5 mm or 1/5 of an inch (the
size and shape of & grain of rice). The prostate gland, which is about'the size of a walnut, is
located below the bladder and in front of the rectum. Thin needles are inserted into the
prostate through the skin between the scrotum and the rectum. Asthe needles penétrate the
prostate they are viewed on the screen of an ultrasound machine. When the needles are in
proper position in the prostate gland, they are withdrawn while the seeds are injected into the
gland using an applicator. The entire procedure takes about 1- 1/2 hours during which time
the patient is anesthetized.

Some people fear radiation seed therapy because of perceived dangers of exposure to radia-
tion, However, studies show the amount of radiation received by the patient in seed therapy
is very small and is equal to the amount of radiation a person living in a high altitude geo-
graphic area receives. It has also been compared to the amount of radiation a person would
recerve on a long airplane trip, The radiation emitted by the seeds is contained in the

Dr. Michael McDonald, Urology Surgeon at Highlands, said, "One of the best advan-
tages of radiation seed therapy for prostate cancer is the excellent 10 year, disease
free, survival data."

prostate gland, for the most part. Although a very
small amount of radiation will be given off from the
patient for the first two months, the amount is so
small there are no restrictions on a patient's activi-
ties. Linen, clothing , tableware, and dishes may be
used by other persons without special precautions.
The only direct patient contact precautions involve
pregnant women and small children. Any pregnant
woman, or possibly pregnant, should avoid prolonged
close contact with the patient for the first two months
after the implant. She should not hug or sit close to
the patient during the first two months. Likewise,
children should not be allowed to sit in the patient's
lap for the first two months.

The only restrictions for the patient, upon dis-
charge from the hospital, after radiation seed therapy!/
is to avoid heavy lifting or strenuous physical activity
for the first lew days, After that, the patient may
return to his normal activity level.

Prostate cancer is the second most common cancer
in men (after lung eancer). As men age the gland
becomes more susceptible to disease. The majority of
prostate problems are found in men over 50 years of
age, however problems can show up in males as young
as age 35, Men over the age of 40 should receive a
thorough physical examination annually. Over the
age of 50 the exams should include a PSA

(Prostate Specific Antigen) bloed test. The PSA
blood test can identify elevated amounts of the natu-
ral serum produced by the prostate. The PSA test is
80 accurate it can identify prostate problems even
before they might be identified by a rectal exam.
Early identification of prostate cancer, while contained
within the gland, enables physicians, such as Dr.
MeDonald and Dr, Williams to utilize treatment inter-
ventions/options which offer improved outcomes.

Dr. McDonald joined Highlands Medical Staff in

1996 and has been instrumental in introducing new
advances in Urology Services at Highlands, such as radiation seed therapy. He has also intro-
duced Microwave Thermotherapy for the treatment of benign prostate disease and ESWL
(lithotripsy) for the non-invasive treatment of kidney stones. Dr. McDonald did his
Fellowship in Urology at the University of California, San Francisco, and returned to the
west coast to Seattle, Washington, last Fall, for specialized training in Interstitial
Brachytherapy.

B Bruce and Hattie White,
57- and 58-year-old husband and
wife, each entered signed agree-
ments pleading guilty to possess-
ing the controlled substances
oxycodone, Lorcet and Lornab
with intent to sell, distribute or

W Mitchell Hensley, 54, of
Perry County was found guilty
to conspiracy to manufacture
methamphetamine on one count
and possession with/intent to dis-
tribute methamphetamine on a
second count.

Hensley confessed that on
December 11 in Perry County he
conspired to attempt to manufac-
ture methamphetamine.

According o prosecutors,
Hensley had a lab capable of
producing 20 or 30 grams of
methamphetamine.

Hensley pleaded guilty on
both counts and is 1© be sen-
tenced on July 2.

M David Begley, in coopera-

tion with Hensley, was found
guilty of possessing metham-
phetamine with an intent to dis-
tribute in Perry County on
December 11,

He is to be sentenced on June
1.

B Alice “Dickie"” Gayheart,
36, of Perry County entered a
plea agreement and was found
guilty for attempling to sell pxy-
codone in Perry County on
November 20-24.

Gayheart submitted to the
court that she had been pre-
scribed the pills and had inten-
tions to sell them. She also added
that she is currently under treat-
ment for her addiction to oxy-
codone.

She was released on bond
until sentencing on June 4.

M Tracy Gent, 29, and Ricky
Riley. 42, both of Perry County,
entered signed guilty pleas.

Gent was found guilty of dis-
tributing OxyContin  within
1,000 feet of Combs Elementary
in Perry County,

Riley pleaded guilty to three
counts: 1) that on October 30,

aided by Gent, he distributed 13
capsules of OxyContn within

1,000 feet of Combs Elementary,
2) that on the same day as count
1 he distributed 30 capsules of
OxyContin, and 3) that on
November 8 he distributed 25
capsules of Oxycontin.

Judge Hood was notified by
U.S. Attorney Teresa Reed that
Riley had also been present, that
is in the waiting area, during the
search of Paintsville physician
Dr. Fredrick Cohn's office and
seizure of his medical records,
and that this should be consid-
ered upon Riley’s release on
bond.

Hood advised Riley to stay
away from Dr. Cohn's office
upon release and scheduled both
Riley and Gent (o be sentenced
June 11.

B Jim Baker, 29, of Perry
County was found guilty of one
count of possessing and distrib-
uting oxycodone on January 5
and a second count of possessing
oxycodone with intent to distrib-
ute.

Baker is to be sentenced on
June 11.

W Allen Wayne Sword, 38, of
Perry County was found guilty
on three counts.

The first count related to an
incident which occurred on
November 22 in Perry County,
were Sword distributed 31 cap-
sules of OxyContin.

A second count found him
again distributing 31 capsules of
OxyContin,

The third count came as a
result of & December 18 search
warrant where 164 Oxyeontin
pills were found, along with 16
Percocel tablets.

Sword was placed in custody
and scheduled for sentencing on
June 11,

W Joyce Molan, 45, of
Breathitt County entered a guilty
plea that in February in Breathitt
County she distributed 37
hydrocodone pills, 60 oxy-
codone pills and also an undeter-
mined amount of alphrazalom
pills.

She was found guilty and is to
be sentenced June 11.

All defendants found guilty
on Monday face maximum sén-
tences of 20 years in prison and
fines up to $1 million.

Sentencing for all cases men-
tioned will occur in U.S. District
Court in Pikeville.

is disturbed with unfounded news reports that it has fired
erew member Joseph Fiorelli, Kyle Petty said.

“Fiorelli was the victim of a passenger’s dangerous
prank in an automobile during Speed Weeks at Daytona
several weeks ago.

You
can do it yourself. Just remember that Easter always occurs on the
first Sunday afiter the first full moon after the spring equinox.

a.m. EST. How can astronomers pinpoint the event so pre-
cisely?

it's all done with mathematics. Astronomers calculate the exact
moment when the very center of the sun crosses the celestial equa-
tor going north.

This means the sun rises exactly in the east and sets exactly in
the west on this day. The sun only does this on one other day, the
first day of fall. The rest of the year the sun rises north or south of
east and does the same in the west.

In ancient times, the vernal equinox
marked the first day of a new year. This
always seemed to make more sense than
January 1, which has no astronomical
connection at all, The name March,
comes from Mars, the Roman god of war,

It was at this time of year that the
Romans were called up and began to train
for the summer campaigns. It was Julius
Caesar who changed the start of the cal-
endar year to January, but old customs
die hard.

‘Ladybug woes’

During the last year or so | have been receiving
more and more calls involving what local resi-
dents not so affectionately refer to as “those spot-
ted bugs” that have invaded their homes, | 'am
referring to the Lady Beetle, better known as the
Lady Bug. Floyd County residents from all parts
of the county have made reports of these insects
finding their way into their homes. County resi-
dents, as well as others all fcross the state, have
been surprised to enter thewr homes only 1o be

faces. When disturbed, they also secrete a foul-
smelling orange-colored fluid that can spot and
stain walls, carpeting, and other surfaces.

Where Did They Come
From?

H. axyndis, sometimes known as the Asian
Lady Beetle, is new to Kentucky. Our earliest
records date back 1o a few specimens collected in
Hickman County in 1992, The beetle is native 1o
eastern Asia, where it is an important predator of
scale and aphid pests on tree. The frst specimens
recovered in the United States were collected in
Louisiana in [988. Since then the beetle has
increased its distribution lo include most areas of
the United States and parts of Canada,

Description and Habits

Adult Asian lady beetles are oval, convex,

there are multiple generations per year. The mil-
lions of forested acres throughout Kentucky pro-
vide a vast habitat for H axyridis, which is abun-
dant on trees such as apple, pine, oak, maple, and
yellow poplar, The beetle also inhabits ormamental
and agricultural crops, including roses and tobac-
co. Throughout the spring and summer, the larvae
and adults feed mainly upon aphids.

Movement Into Buildings

As autumn approaches, thé adult hectles are
attracted to buildings or rock outcroppings (their
natural gathering sites). In search of protected
places to overwinter. In Kentucky, movement to
buildings generally begins in October, continuing
through mid-November.

Preliminary research indicates that the beetles
fly well above the tree tops, and are able 1o detect
preferred aggregation sites from long distunces (a1
least several hundred vards).

While the beetles tend to0 be more attracted to

tolerate insects of any kind in their homes.
Hospitals, food processors, and similar hyglenic
establishment have zero tolerance for contami-
nants of any kind, including insects. Given these
varying levels of tolerance, we offer the following
management options.

Vacuuming

The easiest way to remove ladybugs. once they
are indoors, is with a vacuum cleaner. If you wish
1o subsequently release beetles outside place a
handkerchief between the vacuum hose and the
dust eollection bag to act as a trap. A broom can
also be used to remove beetles indoors, but is
more likely to cause staining. (The orange-colored
fluid that the beetles secrete when picked up or
disturbed is harmless, but will stain walls and
other surfaces. )

We've long understood the
danger of children’s pull toys.
Long strings, cords, or straps that
fit around the neck, such as a toy
guitar or camera with a neck strap,
could strangle your child, While
we are aware of these strangula-
tion hazards, we may not recog-
nize the similar danger posed by
another product that has long
cords—the window blind,

According to the US.
Consumer  Product  Safety
Commission (CPSC), since 1981
more than 170 strangulation cases
involving children and window

cords have been reported. OF the
window blind strangulation cases
reported since 1991, 114 involve
outer pull cords, and 16 involve
the inner cords that hold the blind
slats.

One of the most recent cases,
from last November, nvolved the
death of a 13-month-old boy who
was found in hiscrib, strangled by
the cord of a nearby window
blind.

To prevent similar deaths, the
CPSC and the Window Covering
Safety Council (WCSC) have
been working together (o re-
design window blinds to make
them safer, The WCSC is a New
York-based coalition of LLS. man-

The CPSC and the WCSC
recently announced a massive
recall to modify horizontal blinds
to prevent strangulation of yourng
children. The recall involves hun-
dreds of millions of blinds sold
within the last 10 years with pull
cords and inmer cords that form a
loop.

A previous initiative in 1995 by
the CPSC and the window cover-
ing industry led (o a new window
blind design that eliminated the
outer loop on the end of pull cords.
Since that dnve, window blinds
sold since 995 no longer have
pull cords that end in loops.

However, the CPSC Liunched
a new window blind investigation
in 1999 and found that children
were becoming entangled in the
inner cords that are used to raise
the slats of blinds. These entrap-
ments happen when 4 child pulls

on an moer cond and it forms @
loop, The CPSC found that the
deaths involving inner cords hap-
pened when children were i eribs
placed pext to windows—the
outer pull cords had been placed
out of reach, but the children stran-
gled when they pulled on the inner
copds of the blinds,

As a resull of the latest CPSC
investigation, the industry has
developed blinds thar have attach-
ments on the pull cords so that the

inner cords cannot form & loop if

pulled by a young child,
Consumers can actually repair
their own blinds, without remov-
ing them, with a repair kit that the
WCSC is offering free of charge.

The kit will include eight safe-
ty tassels for retro-fitting pre-1995
mini-blinds and pleated shades,
eight cord stops for retro-fitting
corded, horizontal blinds, mini-
blinds, or shades: installation
instructions; and a safety brochure

about protecung children from
cord hazards. Consamers can
order the kit by calling 1-800-506-
4636, According to the WCSC,
the response to the recall has been
“overwhelming.” In the first week
alone;, the WCSC webh site
received 2.5 million hits.

While you are waiting for your
repair Kit, you may want to do a
safety check of your house (o
make syre your children cannot
reach your window blind cords.
The WCSC recommends that peo-
ple “eliminate or severely reduce™
a child's access to both windows

These are ready-to-use products. Treat
around outside windows and doors on south
or west-facing sides of the house—or where
beetles are accumulating. The idea is to
knock down numbers so that fewer have a
chance o enter the home (these treatments
are usually made in the fall when the insects
are entering the home),

I have had many callers make the com-
ment 1 have sprayed these products direct-
ly on the beetles and it doesn't kill them.”

The hard wing covers of the beetles pro-
tect them from direct sprays, They need to
crawl over a treated surface so that the
insecticide can be absorbed through their
feet. Most beetles will not fall down dead at
the blast of the aerosol.

Other Exterior Treatment. While sealing
openings is the more permanent way to deny
beetle entry; comprehensive pest proofing 1s
time-consuming and sometimes impractical.
There are often toa many eracks under and
around eaves, siding, vents, etc., where bee-
tles can potentially enter a home. On multi-
story buildings, sealing becomes still more
difficult.

If s househeld or business continues to be
infested by lady beetles, owners can enlist
the services of a professional pest control
firm. Many companies offer insecticide
treatment of the building exterior, which
helps to prevent pest entry. Fast-acting,
residual formulations of  synthetic
pyrethroids’ (e.g., cypermethrin, cyfluthrin,
lambda cyﬁalothrin. deltamethrin) can be
applied around eaves, attic vents, windows,
doors, siding, and other likely points of pest
entry. The key is to initiate such treatments
in late September or early October, before
the beetles enter buildings to overwinter.
Once the beetles are indoors (Le.,
winter/early-spring), such treatments would
be ineffective.

Lady beetle infestation of homes and
buildings is & sporadic event, It is not yet
known what percentage of homes and build-
ings currently experiencing problems will
again be infested the following year
Vacuuming and sealing are the preferred
methods of dealing with lady beetles infest-
ing structures i Kentucky. Insecticides
should be considered only when the situa-
tion warrants, and preseribed as indicated
above,
