or dangerous materials, water 
wells for human consumption, 
septic tanks, solid waste dispos­
als, and tills that will increase 
tlood heights are generally not 
pcnnitted along the Ooodway. 

While many residents are 
familiar the concept of flood­
plains. which are areas with a hi'>­
tory of flooding, flood ways are a 
different matter. The flood way 1s 
land adjacent to waterways on 
which many types of consuucuon 
C<mnot take place. This is done so 
that the waterways will be able to 
now unimpeded during periods 
of high water. 

Jack K. Howard, another rest­
dent ol Emma. applied in June for 
a pennit through the Floyd 
County Ploodplain Management 
office to consuuct a home. To 
date, Howard is still waiting for a 
reply. 

Before beginning construction 
along the tloodway, individuals 
must obtain two pennits, one 
from the Division of Water in 
Frankfon, and one from Aoyd 
County Aoodplain Management 
in PrestOnsburg. 

.. Ifs a safety issue," said 
Rand> Holbook of the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineet'li. "You should 
always check with the Floyd 
County Rood plain administration 
before planning to remodel or 
build a home. It protects you, and 
tt protects the people of Floyd 
County.'' 

Marilyn Coffee, of the 
Division of Water, notified Lon 
May, admmistrator of Floyd 
County Floodplain Management, 
that the Division of Water would 
not run the necessary analysis 
requrred to see if construction on 
Howard's property would be 
approved. 

ln January, May sent a letter to 
the Division of Water on behalf of 
Howard and other residents who 
live along the floodway. 

"We have talked to residents 
of Emma that have lived there 
through all the major flood 
events, and they have indicated 
that no water has ever been on the 
property considered to be in the 
floodway," May wrote. 'There

Johnson began explaining by 
stating that many factors often 
play key roles in a bid coming 
across much lower than that of 
other offers.

Johnson told the committee. 

Johnson being closer geo­
graphically would cut down on 
expenses that other companies 
would need to include in their 
bids. He further mentioned that 
many bidders often had other 
motives for putting in bids which 
had nothing to do with actually 
wanting t11e work. 

"Some guys who put in bids 
don't really want the work." 
Johnson explained. "They just 
want to keep their names in." 

A stipulation was made, with 
no mention made of Hensley 
Elementary. that Johnson and his 
crew would be penalized $150 
for each day spent working past 
the completion date, which 
council member Harry Adams, 
with support from Carter. found 
to be little more than a "sJap on 
the wnst:' according to Carter.

must be a way that we can resolve 
this problem; whether through 
map revisions or updates." 

The letter continues by saying 
that the Floyd County Floodplain 
Management office has requested 
the ne~d for revised maps on 
numerous occasions, but that 
there has been no response from 
the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (r"EMA) 
with the matter. 

The most recent maps were 
last revised in 1990, and some 
date back to 1984. 

"1 don't always agree with 
these maps.'' said May. "A lot of 
changes have occurred since then. 
Revisions of U.S. 23 and RL 80 
aren·t even on these maps." 

May continued by saying that 
indivtduals who don't agree with 
the maps are welcome to apply 
for a "Letter of Map 
Amendment'' through FEMA. To 
do this, one must hire an engineer 
to prove the map is wrong. The 
cost to the individual varies. 

Floyd County requires a two· 
foot freeboard, meaning that 
suuctures must be raised two feet 
above the base flood elevation. 
According to May. every foot tllat 
is raised up to three feet offers up 
to a 60 percent savings in flood 
irn.urance. In the case of undue 
hardship, however. indi victuals 
can seek help through the 
Floodplain Appeals Board. 

Residents of Emma say that it 
is unfair that they have to hire an 
engineer to revise the maps. 

May said he wouJd "like to see 
it be more economical for people 
to be in compliance with these 
laws. You're talking about peo­
ple's homes, probably the biggest 
investment they'll ever make. It 
isn't something to take lightly." 

Accardi og to Rich 
Hungsinger. Division of Water, 
map updates are generally initiat­
ed by tile local community, and 
the response has been slow 
because of lack of funding for 
map revision. 

"They're basically on a first­
come, first·serve basis. I wish we 
could do more. but we are com­
mitted until the maps are revised.

We are required, by law, to use 
them, basically, as gospel." 

In June, 1994, Floyd County 
adopted the "Flood Damage 
Prevention Ordinance." 

"Without doing what we're • 
doing here- if we do not follow 
the rule~ and regulations of this 
ordinance - no one in Floyd 
County will be eligible for flood 
insurance," explained May. 
"Insurance companies require 
that we follow these guidelines." 

May urges that ail isn't lost to 
the residents of Emma and other 
communities in the floodway. 

"If you locate property in the 
J 00-year floodplain, don't panic," 
he said. "A lot of the city is in the ~ 
floodplain, but it isn't useless 
because it doesn't have a history 
of repetitive flooding." 

May further said he is willing 
to work with individuals and 
explore ideas on how to resolve 
the situauon. 

CitiLens of Emma, who have 
become frustrated about not 
being able to build on their prop­
erty, have voiced concern to the 
Floyd County Property Valuation 
Administrator Connie Hancock 
about having to pay taxes on land 
that seems to be useless. 

ln response, Connie Holbrook, 
PVA. says she fully understands 
their concerns, but, "this does not 
mean we can elimmate these 
taxes. We must detennine a fair 
market value for lhls property. 

"Property Tax Commissioner 
Vince Lang and Tom Crawford, 
D1vrsion of Local Valuation, have 
informed me that they will have 
their field staff look at the proper­
ty in question." 

She continues, "As citizens of 
Floyd County know. our county is 
very mountainous. and consuuc­
tion sites are limited without 
some development. As taxpayers. 
you do have the right to be con­
cerned, and to have your ques­
tions answered. If you have sug­
gestions on how we can work 
together to solve this growing 
problem. please contact my office 
at any time. My obligation is to 
the people of Aoyd County and 1 
want them to know I will try to be 
fair 10 all."

Audrey Yates. with the city 
utilities commission. fears that if 
something isn't done, the city 
could Jose out to a private com­
pany. 

''We're subsidizing. We're 
losing money," Yates said after 
Thursday's meeting "J'm going 
to have to pay the higher gas rate 
just like everybody else. but I'd 
rather do that than see a private 
company come in and take it 
over and probably still be stuck 
with higher rates."

Affairs of state 
With the General Assembly in ession. there's a 

reception for legislators nearly every day in Frankfort. 
In fact, during the current legislathre session, nearly 

30 receptions. dinners, open houses and other events 
were scheduled. according to a report in the Courier­
Journal of Louisville. 

Those at these affairs get a chance to meet, greet and 
converse with our elected representatives over drinks 
and hors d•oeuvres. 

The receptions, hosted by the powerful interests of the 
state. provide a social occasion- a good way to meet 
people- and that's rcall} about it, say defenders of the 
practice. 

But it's an occasion mosL of Kentuckians aren't 
afforded~ it's access to decision makers when they are 
making the decisions thai most folks don't get. 

The receptions arc hosted by such groups as the 
Kentucky As:,ociation of Realtors. the Kentucky 
Association of Counties, American Electric Power, 
BellSouth - in other words the powerful and the insid­
ers. 

Such wining and dining is legal. In fact. while lobby­
ists are prohibited from spending more than $100 a year 
on meals for individual legislators, there are no spend­
ing restrictions on the receptions and other events that 
lobbyists and lobbying groups might want to throw. 

Richard Belites, state chairman of the government 
watchdog group Common Cause of Kentucky. says the 
concern is that in serving up a little bourbon, wine and 
chicken wings, the hosts gain an opportunity - gain a 
legislator's ear- that the average citizens either will 
never have or at least not in Lhe same way. 

·•rm not saying there's a direct absolute link between 
these functions and legislative actions. but it does tilt the 
process toward the people who are giving these recep­
tion~ ... Beliles told the Loui ville newspaper. 

So what's it worth to •·ti1t the process?" 
More all the time, apparently. Last year. lobbyists and 

lobbying groups spent $137.952 on legislative recep­
tions - $50.000 more than in 1998 and $100,000 more 
than in 1994. according to expense records filed with 
the Legislative Ethics Commission. 

The legislature needs to bring the free feeds under 
control before it finds itself in the middle of another 
political scandal.
