Court rules correctly 
Dangle a set of car keys in front of a teenager and you can 

expect to command undivided atlention. 
There's little that 1s more aUuring to a teen than the fun, 

freedom and independence that an automobile presents. 
So we were pleased rhat the Kentucky Court of Appeals 

recognized the value of the automobile as an incentive to 
keep teenagers in school and to prod them to make good 
grades in its ruling released last week that upheld the com­
monwealth's ·'no pass. no drive'· law. 

The court overturned a decision by a lower court in a law­
suit that challenged the law. 

The appeals court ruled that while one provision of the 
law does violate a federal privacy act. that doesn't mean the 
entire law is unconstitutional. 

Indeed, the appeals court encouraged the state 
Transportation Cabine1 to resolve the sticky privacy issue 
raised by the case. 

Kentucky's "no pass. no drive," law. enacted in 1990. sus­
. pends 16- and 17-year-old students' drivers hcenses if they 

drop out of school or fail too many courses. 
There's no constitutional problem there. the court said. ln 

fact, it's smart. It underscores that staying in school and 
· making good grades is what's most important when you are a 

teenager and it rightl) treats driving as a privilege- not 
some kind of rite of passage. 

The privacy concerns arise when schools inform the state 
Transportation Cabinet of students who drop out or whose 
grades slip at the end of the semester. 

That. the appeals court found. nms counter to The Family 
Education Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 which forbids 
reJease of student educational records without written con­
sent from a parent. Doing so without pem1ission means the 
loss of federal funding. 

The Transportation Cabinet has found a way around the 
privacy concern that works. After the lawsuit challenging the 
law was filed. the cabinet hegan requiring a parent to consent 
to release of academic records at the time teens under 18 
apply for a license or learner's permit. That way moms and 
dads know up front of the link between academics and dri­
ving. 

The only remaining difficulty is the schools, which have to 
sort out which student records to report to the state and 
which not. That problem will need to be solved. 

But it's no reason to toss out a good law that brings good 
results. 

Teenagers can't wait until they're old enough to get their 
driver's License. As the day approaches. there's nothing that 
rivals its importance. 

As the court said. "The threat of losing this much-antici­
pated privilege becomes a real incentive to stay in school and 
achieve passing grades:· 

That's a powerfuJ incentive.

Governor halts permits 
for new power plants 

FRANKFORT - Governor Paul Patton last 
week issued an executive order which directs state 
agencies to temporarily suspend, beginning June 20, 
the acceptance of applications for new electric gen­
erating facilities. 

The Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet (NREPC) and the state Public 
Service Commission (PSC) have been ordered to 
• uspend acceptance of these applications, study a 
variety of environmental and energy issues and 
report their ftndings to the Governor by December 7. 

·'It is important that we ensure a continued reli­
able source of energy for our citizens but it is also 
necessary that we study the potential effect:. that 
additional air emissions from new plants could bring 
to the state as well as their effect upon the electric 
supply grid," Patton said. ''We must strive to slrike 
a balance between our energy needs, our ability to 
generate energy for others and our commitment for a 
clean, safe environment.'' 

Patton ordered the NREPC to study the cumula­
tive environmental effects of new power plants as 
well as the impact new plants could have on ex.isting 
environmental programs. The executive order 
directs the PSC. and other agencies, to study the need 
for new electric generating capacity, the impact on 
the electric suppl) grid, facility siting and economic 
development issues. 

Since October 1999. the state Division for Air 
Quality (DAQ) has received applications for permits 
for approximately 23 electric generating units in the 
state including coal and gas fired units. DAQ has 
issued penn its for 13 of those units. 

Patton's order does not affect any applications 
that have already been fiJed with the cabinet or the 
commission and the suspension on accepting new 
pennns will not exceed l80 days. 

The order directs each agency to give particular 
attention to the utilization of Kentucky coal in the 
generation of electric power. 

Citing the need ro maintain and maximize 
Kentucky's low-cost energy advantage, Patton 
signed an executive order May 16 that would create 
the Kentucky State Energy Policy Advisory Board to 
develop a statewide energy policy. Last week., be 
announced the expansion of the board and the entire 

list of its members. 
"As L said last month, Kentucky enjoys some of 

the lowest electncity and energy costs in the nation 
and we need to find a way to preserve and promote 
this resource for our families and businesses," Patton 
said. "1 expect this board to analyze methods, 
actions and rnarlret responses that will improve the 
utilization of Kentucky coal as an electricity generat­
ing source both nationally and internationally." 

The Board will be attached to the Kentucky 
Public Service Commission, which is in the process 
of searching for an executive director. Standing 
members are secretary of Natural Resources, secre­
tary of Public Protection and Regulation, secretary of 
Economic Development, chairperson of the Public 
Service Commission, director of the Division of 
Energy (Dept. of Natural Resources), director of the 
Kentucky Center for Applied Energy and Research 
(UK).
