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Agency says landfill in violation, blocks grant

." PRESTONSBURG — The fate of a
grani sought by the Floyd County Fiscal
Court is uncertain as of Friday; as one is
balking at allowing the grant to proceed.
The Kentucky Division of Waste
Management, one of the agencies
involved with the Kentucky State

Clearinghouse’s evaluation of the grant,
replied by stating they could not endorse
the grant.

The grant, which is known as the
Safe Harbor Grant, would be be put to
use in building a homeless shelter in the
now-defunct Wheelwright gymnasium,

The Department for Local
Government informed members of the
fiscal court through a letter of the

Division of Waste Mapagement's
refusal to endorse the grant in a field
that includes seven other agencies. The
other agencies include the Department
of Transportation, the Kentucky
Heritage Council. the Governor’s Office
of Policy and Management, the Division
of Water, Nature Preserve and
Conservation and' the Big Sandy Area
Development District.

The Division of Waste Management
explained in the letter they entered into
an agreement on January 10, 1995, to
“resolve outstanding violations” to close
a tandfill near Garth.

The Division of Waste Management
further claims that Floyd County
entered into a compliance schedule on
July 13, 1998, to facilitate the closure of
the landfill but has failed to comply with

the conditions of both the agreement
and the compliance schedule.

According to an attachment sentwith
the letter of non-endorsement was a list
of the alleged landfill violations that
have resulted in 10 notices of violation
the county has been issued from 1995
through 2000

Army Corps of Engineers has
issued a public notice to solicit
public opinion concerning an
application by Coastal Coal
Company for a permit to con-
struct @ coal preparation piant
and 159-acre slurry impound-
ment, to be located along Jake
Campbell Branch near Dunraven
in Peiry County.

According: to Jerry Sparks.
project manager at the Corps’
regional office, the public notice
wis sent (o adjacent property
owners and posted on a website
to solicit written comments July
11 to August. 13.

The notice reads:

“The decision whether to

issue a permit will be based on
an evaluation of the probable
impact of the proposed activity
on the public interest. That deei-
sion will reflect the national con-
cern for both protection and uti-
lization of important resources,
The benefits which reasonably
may be expected to accrue from
the proposal must be balanced
against its reasonably foresee-
able detriments.”

Sparks ‘explained that the
Corps evaluates the permit
through two filters. The public
interest aspect inyolves consider-
ation of conservation, econom-
ics, aesthetic environ-
mental concerns, historic valuss,
fish and wildlife values, flood
damage prevention. land use,

supply, water quality, energy
needs, safety, food production
and, in general, the needs and
welfare of the people.

Sparks further explained
that the second filter involves
“the 404 B1 guidelines con-
cerning alternatives analysis to
see whether or nol the projects
can be designed to avoid
impact to waterways, and then
look at ways to minimize
unavoidable adverse impacts
by considering mitigation
through practical methods.”

Sparks noted that the Corps
of Engineers is currently look-
ing at alternative methods to
dry the slurry, such as belt-fil-
ter press methods used in other

Due to the controversy sur-
rounding slurry impoundments
and their related risks, the pro-
ject will be considered through
an  individual permitting
process which involves ldrger
projects and considers the
impact Lo the environment and,
particularly for the Corps,
impact to the waterways under
Section 404 of the Clean Water
Acl.

The proposed project has
drawn environmental opposi-

tion from The Kentucky
Resources Council, represent-
ed by Director  Tom

FitzGerald, and Kentuckians
for the Commonwealth. On

However, Wal-Mart corpo-
rate officials refused 1o confirm
or deny claims they are planning
to construct a Super Center in
the Prestonsburg area.

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al officials of their right to sue
“without further notice” if the
Corps of Engineers approves
the permit.

In that letter, the Kentucky
Resources Council stated:.

“Under current regulations
of the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers, the placement of
coal waste material in waters
of the U.S. is not an activity
that can lawfully approved
under the Section 404 pro-
gram, and thus would consti-
tute an unauthorized discharge
of a pollutant into waters of the
U.S. uvnless authorized under
Section 402 of the Clean Water
Act.”

Jerry Sparks, who received
the letter, agrees with aspects
of that statement, He said the
Corps does not regulate the
disposal of waste and the pro-
ject would have to pass the
Environmental Protection
Agency's Section 402 require-
ments, which is administered
by the Kentucky Division of
Water.

Sparks noted that the
Division of Water has the
authority to deny permits after
the Corps approves them. The
permits must also pass several
other government agency regu-

complete.

Regarding the letter, Sparks
said opponents are placing too
much weight on the Section
404 regulations as the deciding
program.

“We are not trying to regu-
late the disposal of waste; we
are regulating based on dis-
charge of fill. However, our
environmental impact analysis
must cover and consider every
aspect of the project,” said
Sparks.

Sparks explained the Corps’
jurisdiction includes the regu-
lation of material used to fill in
the land for the coal prepara-
tion plant and the construction
of the dam using fill material.

According to Corps regula-
tions, fill is defined as any
material used for the primary
purpose of replacing an aquat-
ic area with dry land, or chang-
ing the bottom elevation of a
water body and does not
include any pollutant dis-
charged into the water to dis-
pose of waste.

The letter also stated that
the Corps was ignoring its own
regulations that prohibit place-
ment of fill where the primary
purpose is to dispose of waste,
The letter contends that due to

available for drying coal waste
or injecting the waste, the
Corps should no longer
approve impoundments that
cover up streams or flood-
plains,

In the proposed plan, the
construction of the coal prepa-
ration plant will require the
long-term relocation of 1,730
linear feet of Jake Campbell
Branch, which will then be
filled with material tested by
agencies before approval, said
Sparks.

The slurry impoundment,
which will dispose of waste
resulting from the plant, will
be located 2,700 feet upstream
of the junction of Jake
Campbell Branch with the
North Fork of the Kentucky
River.

Due to the close proximity
of the proposed Class C High
Hazard slurry impoundment to
the river, the Lexington-
Fayette Urban County Council
recently passed a resolution
“requesting the Kentucky
Department For  Surface
Mining Reclamation and
Enforcement, Division of
Permits, to consider the issue
of the effect DSRME permit #
897-9003 may have on the

According to Price, 30 per-
cent of all adults who are diag-
nosed with a mental illness or are
incarcerated for criminal behav-
ior blame their shortcomings on
long-lasting effects of child sex-
ual abuse.

By “streamlining” these ser-
vices, said Price, the center will
also be streamlining the evidence
collection process for the victims
and increasing the chance of
prosecution for the suspected
abusers in child sexual abuse
cases.

“By having more evidence to
present in a case of child sexual
abuse, it is more likely that the
suspect will plead guilty to the
charges and that’s one more
that’s off the streets,” said Price.

“There’s lots of benefits for
society at large for every child
that we touch.”

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FDA issues new warning

concerning OxyC

&

Pl

The FDA (Food and Drug
Administration), in an effort to
educate health care providers
about risks connected (o the use
of the nationally abused pain
medication OxyContin, has
issued a revision to the drug’s
labeling they hope will strength-
en the warning about the drug's
potential for addiction in addi-
tion to the lethal aspects that
could arise from the abuse of the
drug,

The change came in the
warning and precautions sec-
tions in the labeling of the drug,
a narcotic approved for the treat-
ment of moderate to severe pain,
alsoincludes a “block box warn-
ing”, the strongest type of warn-
ing for an FDA approved drug
that calls attention to the poten-

Graiﬁ_ _

tal “misuse, abuse and diver-
sion” of the drug,

OxyContin contains 0Xy-
codone HCL. an opioid agonist
with an additional possibility of
addiction similar to that of mor-
phine and. according te the
FDA, an important factor that
must be considered in prescrib-
ing OxyContin is the severity of
the pain that is being treated, not
simply the disease causing the
painful symptoms.

When abused. the small
tablet, which is designed (e to
supply a controlled release
dosage intended to provide up to
12 hours of relief, is crushed and
its contents are injected intra-
venously or snorted into the nos-
trils. When the drug is abused in
this way, the controlled release
mechanism  is defeated and
could result in an immediate and

potentially lethal dose of oxy-
codone,

A new package insert has
been added to the drug as well,
which is the standing reference
for healthcare professionals for
information on prescription
medications.  This package
insert includes the FDA's
approved indications for the use
of OxyContin, which was
reworded to reinforce the appro-
priate patient population for
whom the drug was intended.

The new wording explains
that OxyContin tablets are a
“controlled release oral formula-
tion of oxycodone hydrochlo-
ride indicated for the manage-
ment of moderate to severe pain
when a continuous, around the
clock analgesic 1s needed for an
extended period of time”.

“This waming is intended to

Those violations include:

B Shutting off a valve to a
leachate tank, allowing leachate

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson and Deputy Judge-
Executive Brett Davis have
expressed concerns that the
Division of Waste Management
will continue fo refuse endorse-
ment of county grant proposals
based on the alleged landfill vio-
lations.

However, Rdn Cook of- the
Department for Local

Government said on Friday that
the Safe Harbor Grant was likely
rejected on the part of the
Division of Waste Management
as a measure to push the county
to correct the landfill violations,

“It 'wasn’t that it was the Safe
Harbor Grant in particular that
caused the non-endorsement,”
Cook said. “They would have
went with a non-endorsement on
whatever grant came through
next from Floyd County. Once
the corrections are made to the
landfill, the grant will most likely
be approved.”

Linda Hunter of the Division
of Waste Management, who
Cook said was responsible for
having cited the violations and
thus stopping the grant, was not
available for comment Friday.

Naralie Hutwcheson  with
Kentucky Housing explained on
Friday, hewever, that the grant
money, had -been .allocated and
thet agency wis now waitihg for
the proposal to pass the

lamie 'w s
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Clearinghouse.

“We have $15,000 to put
toward that project and an addi-
tional $25,000 for a total of
$40,000 toward work on that
shelter project through the Safe
Harbor Grant,” said Hutcheson,

The Division of Waste
Management contends that until
the landfill violations are recti-
fied, they will not endorse fund-
ing for the project. In keeping
with that non-endorsement, the
Clearinghouse, which has been
officially designated as the state’s
Single Point of Contact, contin-
pes to recommend the
Wheelwright project not be
approved until the changes and
corrections are made,

A hearing is scheduled for
August 30 on the matter,

Bishop’s mistrust for his
attomey refers to what he calls a
conspiracy against him involv-
ing individuals from the Public
Advocacy, Floyd County offi-
cials. and officers with Kentucky
State Police.

“I've been set up on a crime
that I have been accused of ... “
said Bishop. “They’re all work-
ing together to put me away.
Nobody cares about this.”

Bishop alleges that he has
presented  information  to
Howard on numerous occasions
to help in his defense, but that
she “refuses to cooperate™ with
him. He also said he has given
her names of people who are
“crucial” to his case, but that
Howard has failed to attempt to

- contact them for further investi-

gation.

Bishop alleges that he has
evidence proving that specific
documents used as evidence in
the case have been “forged,” and
that evidence in the case has
been seized illegally.

“l tell her (Howard) about
these things and she acts on
nothing of what I say,” said
Bishop. “What needs to be done
in this case right now before
they can act on anything is that
everything needs to be sealed by
the FBI, where nobody can
touch anything, Professionals
need to read this, not these coun-
ty people that are corrupted like
[profanity omitted] down' there
and this case be done right.”

Debbie Garass, of the
Department of Public Advocacy,
said it is not uncommon for a
defendant in Bishop's situation
to act or feel similarly,

“What this defendant is say-
ing is not really uncommon."”
said Garass. "It is not uncom-
mon throughout the state
because of the type of clients we
represent.”

According to Howard, Public
Advocacy takes Bishop's con-
cemns seriously and continue to
investigate his case “thoroughly
and zealously.”

“1 do not feel thal’s there any
reason why we should not repre-
sent Dwayne.” said Howard.
“When we are appointed to rep-
resent an indigent person, our

concern — first and foremost —
is our client, in this case,
Dwayne. We are concerned for
the protection of that client and
take that very seriously. Any
conspiracy oOr cooperation
between us, the prosecutors, the
police department, or the judge
to convict a client would be so
totally opposed to what we do
and what we stand for; it would
be so alien to our nature,

"My job and my obligation is
to protect Dwayne Bishop,” con-
tinued Howard. “We thoroughly
and zealously prepare a trial and
we work very hard to represent
him. His case is no different than
anyone else tried with same
charges. We have and continue
to thoroughly investigate
Dwayne's case.”

Howard refused to comment
on specific aspects of the evi-
dence that Bishop claims to have
concerning the alleged conspira-
Cy or misrepresentation.

“It doesn’t surprise me, based
on my experience with Mr
Bishop, that he would complain
about some crazy conspiracy
involving all of these people,”
said Commonwealth’s Attorney
Brent Turner. “Any suggestion
that my office or any of the other
people mentioned are involved
in some conspiracy against him
is  completely ridiculous,
Apparently, Mr. Bishop believes
that he is the ‘O.]. Simpson' of
Floyd County, which is a good
analogy since both he and O.J.
murdered their wives.”

In their own efforts to edu-
cate healthcare providers about
the potential risks of OxyContin,
the manufacturer of the product,
Purdue Pharmaceuticals, issued
a warning also in the form of a
“Dear Healthcare Professional”
letter last week.

The ietter was sent to more
than 800,000 healthcare profes-
sionals and outlines the revi-
sions of the prescribing informa-
tion.

Locally, there are some reser-
vations ‘about how effective the
strengthened waming will be in
terms of reducing the prescrib-

ing and consequent abuse of

OxyContin.

“A lot of it depends on the
doctor patient relationship,”
said Martin Rite-Aide pharma-
cists Brent Scott, who explained

he has seen OxyContin pre-
scribed for reasons other than
terminal cases. “If the doctor is
willing to write the prescription
no matter what the manufacturer
writes or what regulation they
make, it boils down to being
between the patient and physi-
cian. And if it's written or gets
into the wrong hands or written
for the wrong reason, it could
possibly end up being misused.”
The FDA maintains they will
continue to monitor reports of
OxyContin abuse and will con-
tinue to work with other federal
agencies, such as the DEA
(Drug Enforcement Agency)
and others in an attempt to
ensure this drug remains avail-
able to the appropriate patients
who may actually be in need of
the drug as a beneficial method
of pain relief.

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Too often, parents
need to grow up

At first, the story sounds likeé someone is trying to pull your
leg:

Parents of a 13-year-old girl not only do nothing to prevent
their daughter from fighting another child, they actually
encourage her (o do it. The father even goes 5o far as to
restrain the victim.

That can’t be true, especially not in Eastern Kentucky.
We're a little too civilized for that, right?

Apparently not. At least, that's the conclusion a Floyd
County jury reached last week when they convicted such a
father of first-degree wanton endangerment. third-degree
unlawful transaction with a minor and terroristic threatening.

As a result, the father was sentenced to 10 years in prison,
which should give him long enough to figure out that whatev-
er quarrel the girls had was not worth it. His wife, meanwhile,
will spend 30 days in jail for her role in the fight after being
convicted of unlawful transaction with a minor.

Is this the end of the world? No, but it is yet another scrap
to add to an already burgeoning pile of evidence that, through-
out the country, parents are too often lowering themselves to
the level of children, rather than raising their children to be
responsible adults.

In Florida last year, the governing body of one Little
League had to enact standards of behavior for parents — par-
ents! — including a code of conduct each parent was required
to sign before their children could play ball.

And the news often brings us stories of fathers who fight
with umpires or parents who bicker with coaches.

Such stories often make us shake our heads or sometimes
prompt an incredulous langh, And it is easy for parents to look
at these examples and feel a little superior, knowing that we
would never do anything so foolish.

What we should be doing, however, is examining the lives
we lead, the examples we set for our children, to make sure
we are giving our sons and daughters the proper foundation to
mature into responsible citizens.

Do we do that in our daily lives? Do we teach or merely
pay lip-service to the notion that authority is to be respected,
that rules are to be followed regardless of whether we disagree
with them or not?

Or to put it in real-world terms:

W When our child brings home bad grades, do we make
them buckle down and study harder? Or do we dismiss it the
teacher as unfair or a tyrant?

M When our child is punished for misconduct, do we rein-
force the lesson at home? Or are we personally affronted by
any suggestion our child was wrong?

B When our child doesn’t make the cut on an athletic team,
do we use the letdown as an opportunity to teach him or her
the importance of striving for excellence and making a better
attempt next time? Or do we write of the entire episode to the
coach playing favorites?

Those are lapses just aboul every parent is guilty of from
time to time, and maybe occasionally there is a grain of truth
to those notions. But it is important that we not assign all of
life's disappointments to the unfairness of others and that we
teach our children to persevere through adversity.

After all, the path from criticizing a teacher, to loudly berat-
ing a ¢oach, to holding down a ¢hild so our child can beat her
up may be a lot shorter than any of us realizes.

“Where we do a bad job is
asking you, what do you want us
to do? What do you need?”

$625,000 is appropriated for
the Morehead Renaissance
Community, home of Morehead
State University, Ashland will
receive $345,000 in funding
awards.

Paintsville will receive
$182,000 in state appropriated
# funds for the renaissance com-
munities program. Lynch was
slated for nearly $142,000. The
renaissance communities of
Harlan and Jackson will both
receive funding of $70,000, and
Benham  received  nearly
$92,000.

The Renaissance Kentucky
program. launched in 1997 by
Patton, assists communities in
revitalizing their downtowns.

“In 1997, 1 launched the
Renaissance Kentucky program
to encourage and help our com-
munities revitalize their down-
towns by developing business-

¢s, housing and rental opportu-
pities,” said Patton. “All
Kentucky communities should
have downtown centers thriv-
ing with activity to pass on
local traditions and treasures to
future generations.”
Renaissance is administered

Kentucky legislative candidates
raised $8.8 million in 2000

HELENA, Mont.
Candidates for legislative
offices in Kentucky raised $8.8
million in the last election cycle.
a 40 percent increase over the
$6.3 million that legislative can-
didates raised in the 1998 elec-
tion cycle, a preliminary review

of campaign contributions
shows.
House candidates raised

about $3.5 million, while Senate
candidates raised $5.3 million,
data compiled by the National
Institute on Money in State
Politics shows,

The average amount raised
by House candidates increased
by nearly 33 percent. from
$17,283 in 1998 10 $22,870 last
year, while the average raised by
Senate candidates more than
doubled, from $51,822 in 1998
to $107,602 in 2000, the
Institute’s review shows.

The Institute 15 a non-profit,
non-partisan organization that
compiles and analyzes cam-
paign contribution information
for state-level races across the
country. It built its Kentucky
database from campaign finance
reports filed with the Kentucky
Registry of Election Finance.
The Institute’s preliminary con-
tribution records for Kentucky's
2000 races are available online
and currently can be searched by
candidate and by contributor.

The Institute's preliminary
review of the data showed:

B Candidates who lost their
general election races raised, on
average, just 77 percent of the
amount winning candidates
raised. Winning House candi-
dates raised an average of
$26,307, compared with the
average $20,255 raised by their
opponents. Senate winners
raised an average of $168,594,
while their opponents raised
$129,415,

B House incumbents raised
on average $24,765, while their
challengers raised 65 percent of
that amount, or $16,148, Senate
incumbents raised, on average,

$133,043, while their opponents
raised just over half of that
amount — $89,772. Candidates
for open seats accumulated
much higher campaign chests in
both houses, with House candi-
dates raising an average or
$27.251 and Senate candidates
an average of $296,117.

B The top two fundraisers in
the Senate were battling for the
open District 31 seal. Democrat
Ray Jones Il raised $636,947
and won the seat, while his
Republican opponent, Chris
Ratliff, raised $424.244, Johnny
Ray Tumer raised the next-high-
est amount of money in his suc-
cesstul challenge for the District
29 seat — $285.807, including
$73,400 of his own money.

B The percentage of Senate
candidates raising more than
$100.000 increased from 15 per-
cent in 1998 1o 55 percent in
2000, with 23 of 42 candidates
raising more than $100,000 in
the last election cycle.

B The top two fundraisers in
the House were Republican
Larry Clark, who raised
$140,605 . and retained his
House District 46 seat, and
Democrat W. Keith Hall, who
won the open District 93 seat
and raised $120,650, which
included $85.200 of his own
money.

B Of the 119 winning candi-
dates, 102 were incumbents,
representing 86 percent of the
candidates. In addition, 108 of
the 119 — or 91 percent — had
raised the most money in their
races: Overall, 115 were either
mcumbents or had raised the
mosl money, representing 97
percent. In fact, every one of the
Senate winners had the advan-
tage of either money or incum-
bency.

“Basically, these figures
show you don’t win unless you
can raise a lot of money or you
raised a lot in the last election,”
said  Samantha  Sanchez,
Institute co-director.
“Newcomers to politics face a

real uphill battle.”

Preliminary analysis shows
that political party groups were
the leading contributors to the
2000 elections, with the
Kentucky State Democratic
Executive Committee contribut-
ing $1,035,426 to legislative
races and the Kentucky State
Republican Executive
Committee giving $677,440.

Several candidates also gave
significantly to their own cam-
paigns. In addition to Turner and
Hall, the following candidates
were among the top contribo-
tors: Republican Ben Fletcher,
who lost his bid for the Senate
District 3 seat. $96,904; Glenn
Freeman, a Democratic incum-
bent who lost the Senate District
17 primary, $69,000: and Daniel
Mongiardo, who defeated
Freeman in the primary and then
won the general election,
$66,000.

Also showing up among top

contributors were: Kentucky
Educators PAC, $100,000;
Kentucky  Realtors PAC,

$72,500; Kentucky Educational
Medical PAC, $69,950; and
Optometric PAC, $63,905.

The Institute will be doing
further in-depth analysis of all
major contributors to identify
their occupations and employ-
ers. When that analysis is com-
plete, the information may be
searched by candidate, contribu-
tor and the type of economic and
political interests contributing to
state-level campaigns.

Currently. the Institute’s
website, at www.followthe-
money.org, contains searchable
contribution data that identifies
the economic interests of con-
tributors in Kentucky's 1994,
1996 and 1998 legislative elec-
tions and the 1999 statewide
elections.

“I have known Vert Taylor
from early in my career and |
have worked with him in many
areas,” Stephens said, “He has
shown his leadership ability
time and time again with the
Department of Corrections, so
he was the logical choice to
continue the direction of the
agency.”

Taylor received his educa-
tion from Xavier University
with a pre-pharmacy degree, the
University of Kentucky with a
bachelor’s degree in science
and the University of Chicago
with postgraduate courses in the
executive MBA program,

Early in his career, Taylor
worked as a territory sales man-
ager with ER. Squibb and Sons
pharmaceutical company, as a
pharmacy supervisor for the
University of Chicago Hospital
and Hunter Foundation for
Health Care and as health ser-
vices manager for the
Department of Justice/Bureau
of Corrections.

He began his career with the
Department of Corrections in
1984 when the department was
a cabinet and he served the
deputy commissioner for adult
institutions. He went on to
serve as commissioner of that
department, affirmative action
coordinator, director of opera-
tions, private prisons adminis-
trator and as the health program
administrator.

*I have had the privilege to
work with the truly great cor-
rections professionals over the
course of my career,” Taylor
said, “It is an honor for me to
carry on this tradition of hard
work and leadership in this out-
standing agency that is one of
the best in the state.”

New study to examine
amounts of soft money raised
by state political parties

WASHINGTON, D.C.
Political parties registered at the
state level raised more than
$600 million during the 2000
elections, according to initial
findings released today as part
of a groundbreaking project that
will, for the first time, examine
soft money in the states.

The study was released by
State Secrets, a joint project of
the Washington, D.C.-based
Center for Public Integrity and
Center for Responsive Politics,
and the Montana-based National
Institute on Money in State
Politics.

The contribution figures were
compiled over the past year by
the Institute, which continues to
audit state reports to eliminate
instances in which soft money
was inadvertendy reported to
both the federal and state gov-
emments.

The study compiled data
from election reports for the
1999-2000 cycle submitted by
more than 900 political commit-
tees at the state and local level in
all 50 states.

The State Secrets project will
examine several aspects of soft
money fund raising at the state
level, including how Democrats
and Republicans fared in the
money chase and which indus-
tries and organizations were the
mest generous contributors.

The project plans to issue a
report of its findings during the
first half of 2002, Although
party and industry breakdowns
of federal soft money have
existed for years, no such exam-
ination of state soft money has
ever been performed.

“Special interests easily
evade national scrutiny by
pumping huge sums of soft
money into the coffers of state
political parties,” read a joint
statement by Peter Eisner, acting
executive director of the Center,
Samantha Sanchez, co-director
of the Institute and Larry Noble,
executive director and general
counsel of CRP, “The role of
soft money is well documented
mn federal elections, but no one
has attempted to calculate the
vast amount of cash flowing into
and out of state and local party
committegs — until now."

Although several current
campaign finance refornm pro-
posals would eliminate or cap

soft money at the federal level,
none would ban it at the state
level.

“Our investigation focuses
on an area of political fund rais-
ing that is all but certain to grow
by leaps and bounds in the next
several years, regardless of
whether current proposals to
reforrn campaign finance laws

are enacted,” the joint statement

read.

The term “soft money” com-
monly refers to contributions to
the political parties by corpora-
tions, labor unions and wealthy
individuals that are not subject
to limits and prohibitions under
federal law. Federal party com-
mittees report their soft money
fund raising and spending to the
FEC, but state party committees
do not. Reporting requirements,
as well as contribution limits,
vary from state to state.

The Center for Public

nonprofit, nonpartisan research
organization based in
Washington, D.C. that investi-
gates public seryvice and ethics-
related issues. It was established
in 1990.

The National Institute on
Money in State Politics
(www.followthemoney.org) is a
nonpartisan, nonprofit organiza-
tion based in Helena, Montana
that is dedicated to accurate,
comprehensive and unbiased
documentation and research on
campaign finance at the state
level. It was founded in 1997.

The Center for Responsive
Politics (www.opensecrets.org)
is a nonpartisan, nonprofit
research group based in
Washington D.C. that tracks
money in federal politics and its
effect on elections and public
policy. It was founded in 1983,

The offense returns running
backs Ray Jackson (808 yards)
and DeMarco McCleskey (500
yards), who last season became
the fourth UC running tandem in
the last 23 years to each rush for
more than 500 yards in a season.

The strength of the defense
will be on the line and in the
secondary, Three starters are
back on the line, including ends

Antwan Peek and Derrick
Adams and tackle Kirk
Thompson.

Boasting the retum of the
squad’s top five cornerbacks
from a year ago, Minter has
shuffled the secondary a bit,
moving several players around
to offset the departure of the top
three safeties.

The schedule should provide
Cincinnati with a significant
challenge.

After opening the season at
home against defending Big Ten
champion Purdue (Sept. 2), the
Bearcats will have a short week
to prepare for their Conference
USA opener at Army (Sept. 8).
The rest of the non-league slate
includes home games against
Connecticut (Nov. 3) and
Louisiana-Monroe (Sept. 15)
with a road game at Miami (O.)
(Sept. 22), the 106th meeting in
the series:

The Cincinpati offense
returns six starters and 15 mem-
bers from last year’s team, but is
stift left with some offensive
question marks heading into the
upcoming season.

The biggest area of concern
is at the skill positions where the
Bearcats lost five players who
combined to make 99 career
starts. The most notable of the
quintet is quarterback Deontey
Kenner, who threw for 6,278
yards and 31 touchdowns in his
career.

The receiving end of the
passing game lost starters Jason
Collins-Baker, Antonio
Chatman, Tony Smikle and tight
end Ashley Hunt, who com-
bined to make 285 career catch-
esifor 3.321 yards.

The strength of the offense

will be in the backfield where
the duo of Jackson and
McCleskey return, giving
Cincinnati the top running tan-
dem in Conference USA. A vet-
eran offensive line, boasting
four starters and six regulars
returning, will continue to pro-
vide exemplary run blocking
and pass protection,

With former San Jose State
head coach Dave Baldwin tak-

‘ing over as offensive coordina-

tor, the offense will continue to
feature the one-back, multi-for-
mation spread attack that the
Bearcats effectively used over
the last two seasons.

The position of starting quar-
terback could be another big
question heading into the fall
campaign.

Minter has a large cast to
choose from, including three
returnees, senior Adam Hoover,
junior John Leonard and sopho-
more Luis Gonzalez. Add to the
mix talented freshmen Gino
Guidugli, Billy Faulkner,
Kenwood Lattimore and George
Murray, who will join the team
for preseason camp, and the
Bearcats can boast the deepest,
most talented but inexperienced
quarterback unit in recent mem-
ory.

Leonard has the inside track
on the starting nod after his per-
formance in spring practice. He
played one season at El Camino
College and one year at Arizona
State before joining the Bearcats
in the fall of 2000. He played in
10 games as a sophomore at
Arizona State, completing 29-
of-74 passes for 340 yards and
one touchdown.

Playing in a passing offense
at El Camino that featured
Bearcats Antonio Chatman and
Robert Drewery, Leonard com-
pleted 62.5 percent of his pass-
es, throwing for 2,765 yards and
31 touchdowns.

Hoover has the most experi-
ence in the UC offense after
serving as Kenner's backup in
2000. With Kenner sidelined by
injury during midseason, he
started two games and saw con-
siderable action in two others,
completing 53-of-106 passes for
665 yards and three touch-
downs.

Although it is hard for any
first-year freshman to play at the
collegiate level, and even harder
to play at quarterback, the trio of
Guidugli, Faulkner and Murray
have the skills to challenge for
time this year.

Guidugli, the highest profile
UC recruit during Minter’s
tenure, has the best chance to
break into the lineup after play-
ing the last two years in an
offensive system similar (o
Cincinnati’s. He threw for 7,397
yards and 90 touchdowns in
leading Ft. Thomas Highlands
High to a 27-2 record and two
straight Kentucky state champi-
onships.

Cincinnati will boast a young
group of receivers. Hazard
native Jon Olinger, a junior, will
look to help lead the Bearcats.
Olinger was the leading receiver
in the spring game.

The youth of the Bearcats is
evident in the receiving unit
where only five players return
who caught passes in 2000, cre-
ating the opportunity for several
newcomers 1o break into a rota-
ton that uses as many as five
receivers on the field at any
given time,

The focus of the passing
game should center on juniors
LaDaris Vann and Tye Keith, the
top two returning receivers from
a year ago, while seniors Robert
Drewery and Tim Walker, junior
Jon Olinger and freshman
Daven Holly have the ability to
make an impact.

Vann, the 1999 Conference
USA Freshman of the Year, has
caught 60 passes for 837 yards
and six touchdowns in his two
seasons and proyides Cincinnati
with a receiver capable of mak-
ing the big play. He combines
the athieticism needed to make
the catch in heavy traffic with
good speed and a great under-
standing of the game.

Keith emerged over the sec-
ond half of the 2000 season,
making three or more catches in
seven of the last eight games. He
is an elusive performer who fea-
tures reliable hands and good
instincts. He finished second on
the team with 32 catches for 456
yards.

Drewery, who caught nine
passes for 149 yards in limited
action in 2000, boasts the best
combination of size, speed and
experience. He has the quick-
ness to be a deep threat while
also running his routes with
great precision.

Walker, a reserve in each of
the last two years, will get his
chance to break into the lineup
full time for the first ime since
fracturing his leg early in the
1999 season, He boasts 4.45
speed in the 40, making him one
of the top deep threats on the
squad.

At 6-3, Olinger is the biggest
target among the receivers but
he also has the speed to be a
deep threat. He should get the
opportunity to increase his play-
ing time after playing in a
reserye capacity the past two
years.

Holly showed during spring
practice that he was ready to
move into the rotation, capping
the workouts by catching a 38-
yard touchdown pass during the
spring game.

First-year freshmen Carl
Jones, Justin LaForgia and
Derick Ross will join the com-
petition for positions in the play-
ing rotation.

Senior Ray Jackson and
junior DeMarco McCleskey are
expected to split the playing
time with Charles Spencer and
Nathan Wize also seeing ample
action in the UC backfield.

Jackson eamed first team
All-Conference UUSA honors in
2000 after finishing third in the
league in rushing with 808
yards. He recorded four 100-
yard rushing games, leading the
team with eight touchdowns.

Jackson’s size and strength
allows him to be effective run-
ning between the tackles while
his quickness and hands make
him a reliable receiving target

out of the backfield.

McCleskey combines the
strength to run inside with the
quickness and field awareness
needed to get around the edge to
become an explosive offensive
performer. He started four
games in 2000, finishing second
on the team with 500 yards and
four touchdowns. He begins his
junior campaign ranked 17th in
career rushing with 1,362 yards.
" Spencer joined the Bearcals
from Missouri Western, where
he rushed for 1,530 yards and 12
touchdowns in his first (wo
years. He gained 130 yards on
48 carries in a reserve role in
2000, playing in eight games.

Wize has been a regular in
the lineup for the last three
years. He has proven to be effec-
tive as a third down back, capa-
ble of being used as a receiver
out of the backfield or a blocker
in passing situations.

Tight end duties will be
shared among three players. The
Bearcats will most likely use
different tights end in different
situations. Seniors JR
Deatherage and Joe Hamilton,
freshman A.J. Lucius and junior
transfer Dennis Hart will each
vie for time.

Deatherage, the best all-
around athlete of the group, is
the leading candidate to see the
majority of action. He played in
every game in 2000, proving to
be a solid blocker while emerg-
ing late in the year as a receiving
target.

Lucius used his redshirt sea-
son in 2000 10 add almost 25
pounds and show considerable
advances in the weight room.
Hamilton moves to tight end
after playing the last three sea-
sons at defensive tackle,

Hart is the best receiver
among the group, catching 74
passes for 1,495 yards and 13
touchdowns in two seasons at
Compton (CA) Community
College.

A veteran group of offensive
linemen will trv to put the
Bearcats to the top of the C-
USA rankings this season.

The anticipated starting line-
up averages 6-3, 295 pounds
and features a combined 66
career starts: _ .

The returning starters include
tackles Shawn Murphy (6-4,

290, Sr.) and Josh Gardner (6-4,
282, Jr.) and guards Kirt Doolin
(6-4, 306, Jr) and DeWayne
Johnston (6-1, 304, Sr.). Josh
Shneyderoy (6-2, 295, So.) steps
into the starting unit at center.

Murphy and Gardner serve as
the backbone of the line, starting
at left and right tackle, respec-
tively, giving the Bearcats a pair
of durable tackles with excellent
fundamental skills.

A starter in 12 games over
the last two seasons, Fields
leads all Bearcat returnees with
43 tackles in 2000 and 105
career stops. Lang made 25
tackles in limited playing time,
including a career-high eight
vs. UAB in his most extensive
action of the season,

Junior ends Antwan Peek
and Derrick Adams and senior
tackle Kirk Thompson return
as starters on the Cincinnati
defensive line.

Playing his fourth position
in three years, Peek had a
breakout season in 2000, lead-
ing the team with 13 tackles for
loss and 8.5 sacks; ending the
year one half sack short of the
school record. He also led the
team in fumbles caused (4).
quarterback hurries (9) and
quarterback hits (17).

A two-year starter, Adams
has earned a reputation as a
steady and consistent player
capable of making big plays.
He totalled 37 tackles with 2.5
sacks and six tackles for loss a
year ago.

Playing in the shadow of
Peek and Mario Monds,
Thompson quietly turned in an
all-league caliber performance
a year ago, leading all UC line-
men with 40 tackles while
adding seven tackles for loss
and a leam-best three fumble
recoveries.

Matt Tupuola, a transfer
from El Camino Community
College who has been com-
pared favorably to the departed

Monds. will join the team in
August and should challenge
for the final starting spot.

The line will again feature

considerable depth as ends
Darryll Ransom and Ben
Piening and tackles Dan

Wortman, DeMarcus Billings
and Andre Frazier should all
see playing time.

Ransom, the brother of for-
mer Bearcat and current
Kansas City Chiefs standout
Derrick, has played in 20
games over his first two sea-
sons, showing steady progress.

Piening, a Conference USA
All-Freshman team choice in
1998, redshirted a year ago,
using the season to make sig-
nificant gains in the weight
room.

Frazier, the team’s defen-
sive scout team player of the
year in 2000, had a breakout
spring practice and could chal-
lenge for a starting assignment
after adding almost 20 pounds
to his frame since fall.

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Enhancements to local one-stop career centers planned

FRANKFORT — Gov. Paul Patton
announced Tuesday that the Cabinet for
Workforce Development has received
$1.4 million in federal incentive funding
for exceeding performance standards in
employment and adult education pro-
grams.

The funding. appropriated by the U.S.
Department of Labor through the
Workforce Investment Act (WIA), will be
used to enhance the state’s system of local
one-stop career centers. Kentucky's 27
comprehensive one-stop career centers

provide information about and access to a
wide range of job training, education and
employment services.

“These performance incentives will
help make Kentucky's employment and
training programs more accessible and
more accountable to taxpayers,” said
Patton.

The top priority for the incentive fund-
ing is to place in ¢ach comprehensive
center computers and workstations that
are fully accessible to people with dis-
abilities, “This funding will help elimi-

nate barriers to accessing employment
and training information that people who
are disabled often encounter,” the gover-
nor said.

Other priority areas are to develop
more accountability measures for the one-
stop career centers, provide enhanced
professional development training for
employment and training specialists, and
enhance the comprehensive centers’ level
of computer technology.

The incentive dollars will also provide
an opportunity for local areas to request

funding for innovative projects that
enhance their individual centers.

Federal WIA funds in Kentucky are
administered by the cabinet’s Departiment
for Training and ReEmployment.

Kentucky unemployment at
lowest June rate in 24 years

FRANKFORT — Kentiicky's unemploy-
ment rate remained at 4.2 percent from May
to June making it the lowest June jobless
rate in Kentucky since 1977, according to
the Department for Employment Services, a
Cabinet for Workforce Development
agency,

Kentucky's June 2001 jobless rate was
slightly below June 2000°s rate of 4.3 per-
cent. The U.S. jobless rate rose from 4.1
percent in May to 4.7 percent in June.

“It is very unusual for the unemployment
rate in Kentucky not 1o increase from May
o June,” said Carlos Cracraft, the depart-
ment’s chief labor market analyst. “June is a
month when thousands of students and oth-
ers are looking for jobs and that usually
causes both the employment and unemploy-
ment figures 1o rise. This year there was a
smaller than normal increase in the number
of unemployed along with a large increase
in the number of employed, and that caused
the rate to stay at 4.2 percent in June.”

Six of the nine major job sectors had
employment increases in June, Cracrafl
said.

Agriculture led all other sectors in June

with 9,500 new jobs, a 23 percent increase
in positions over May 2001,

“Farmers stayed busy with hay harvest-
ing; tobacco, corn and soybean planting;
and other farm work,” said Cracraft,

The services sector was the second
largest growth area in June with 3,900 new
jabs.

“As the summer vacation time got into
full swing, amusement and recreation places
added 1,400 new positions, hotels and other
lodging places added 400 new jobs, and
membership organizations such as YMCAs
increased by 600 new jobs,” said Cracraft.

“Many hospitals and health facilities
hired newly graduated physicians, nurses,
therapists and technicians in June causing
the health services area to jump by 700 posi-
tions, In addition, business services added
800 jobs."

The trade sector gained 2,200 jobs in
June. While retail establishments made up
2,000 of the new jobs, another 200 were in
wholesale trade. Within retail trade, food
stores and department stores each rose by
500 jobs, eating and drinking establishments
increased by 400 positions, and building

materials and garden supply establishments
rose by 200 jobs, and miscellaneous retail
stores increased by 200 positions.

The construction sector had the next
largest increase in June with 1,700 new jobs.
The special trade category accounted for
1,200 of those new jobs, while 300 were in
general building contractors, and 200 were
in heavy construction,

The finance, insurance and real estate
sector added 300 jobs in June.

The mining and quarrying sector had 100
more jobs in June than in May.

The government sector had the largest
drop of any sector in June with 4,700 fewer
positions. State and local education had
7,100 fewer positions in June because many
school and college hourly employees are
seasonal, but those positions will be filled
again when the schools reopen, said
Cracraft.

The transportation, communications and
utilities sector recorded 800 fewer positions
in June. “A strike that resulted in layoffs in
the transportation portion of this sector has
caused declines in this area,” said Cracraft.

Jobs in manufacturing continued to drop
in June for the sixth straight month.
Manufacturing had 400 fewer jobs in June
as durable goods fell by 200 positions and
nondurable goods declined by 200 jobs.

The US. Bureau of Labor Statistics
monthly estimate of the number of
employed Kentuckians for June 2001 was
1,940,153. This figure is up 20,061 from the
1,920,092 employed in May 2001, and up
9,126 from the 1,931,027 Kentuckians
employed in June 2000,

The monthly estimate of the number of
unemployed Kentuckians for June 2001 was
84,522, This figure is up 1,320 from the
83,202 unemployed in May 2001, but down

issue at that time. SB 163 was
enacted to head off the potential
local government financial dis-
aster and to give lawmakers and
local officials time to develop a
more permanent solution to the
problem. The “moratorium”
expires July 15, 2002. Another
part of that legislation created
the advisory committee and
charged them with resolving
this and other issues affecting
local government finance.

“The problem between cities
and counties right now - a sig-
nificant part of the problem
with annexation - is when cities
annex, they eat up counties’
revenue base,” said Bill Thielen
of the Kentucky League of
Cities, one of the groups which
wants local governments to be
able to share their occupational
and insurance premium tax
base.

“The insurance premium tax
and the occupational tax base
then goes into the city, and
because of the credits, the coun-
ties lose that,” said Thielen. “In
the proposed process, we will
be dealing with that problem.
Cities and counties will agree
on sharing that tax base.”

Under the proposal, revenue
sharing and crediting of both
occupational and insurance pre-
mium tax revenue would be
optional for counties and cities.
The process of creating an
interlocal agreement for tax
sharing may begin with the
county fiscal court, which could
enact a resolution or with one or
more cities within that county,

In those counties having
multiple small cities, it will take
the action of a number of city
legislative bodies whose com-
bined population totals 75 per-
cent of the county population to
enact a resolution to begin the

process for such tax sharing
proposals.

Once the process has begun,
the county and city would cre-
ate an agreement that addresses
how services should be deliv-
ered and how the governments’
combined insurance premium
tax and occupational tax rev-
enues should be allocated. The
agreement, which would be
effective for at least 10 years,
must be approved by ordinance
of all participating governments
before it can take effect.

The agreement can be termi-
nated *by a vote of the fiscal
court and the participating
cities in the same manner and
numbers as required to approve
the agreement,” the proposal
says.

Counties and cities who
begin negotiations but fail to
come toan agreement would be
penalized under the proposal,
which says those governments

“shall become ineligible to
receive any state funds, with the
exception of county and munic-
ipal road aid money until an
agreement is successfully nego-
tiated and approved by the
respective legislative bodies.”

Those funds would be held
in escrow until an agreement is
reached, says the proposal.
Some committee members
believe that sanctioning local
governments for failing to reach
an agreement was a bad idea.

“We saw that sanctions did
not work well in connection to
the recent solid waste propos-
al,”” said Department for Local
Government  Commissioner
Jody Lassiter, a member of the
committee. “That’s what I
heard from county judges
across this state.”

The advisory committee will
continue their work on this and
other topics at their next meet-
ing August 22.

This article concludes the series
on housebreaking puppies. We've
discussed how to set the puppy up
for success, and the reasoning
behind the game plan, so we'll get
rnght down to purting it all into
action.

You should consider feeding the
pup several meals a day. rather than
leaving food out constantly; this
will belp put his system on a sched-
ule, and takes advantage of a reflex
in young pups that signals the need
1o eliminite soon after a meal.

You may have to carry the
puppy to s potty area if he's real-

Iy small, but he should be on leash
50 you can keep him in the general
vicinity once you get there, He
won't understand the purpose of
the trip outside at first. With his
short attention span he will be dis-
tracted by every new sight, sound
and smell. so give himtime. Use a
phrase - “go potty”, “get busy”,
elc., which he will eventually learn
10 associate with the act of elimina-
tion.

If he does not eliminate within a
reasonable amount of time (5-10
minutes), he should go back into
his erate for a little while and then
taken back out to try again.

tion; the act of elimination is self-
rewarding; it relieves pressure and
makes the puppy feel beter.

Don’t punish the pup for acci-
dents. Itis extremely unfair to pun-
ish a puppy for something he does-
n't understand. It will only confuse
and scare the puppy, and it doesn’t
do anything for his concept of you
as a good leader. either. So how
should you handle the inevitable
accidents in the house? H you did-
n'L actually catch the puppy in the
act, about the only thing you can do
is to roll a newspaper up tight, hit
yourself over the head with it, and
resolve to be more observant next
time! If you do see him eliminat-
ing in an inappropriate place,
DON'T yell, run at, or hit the
puppy. This obviously will scare
him, and fear says to the body,
“drop this load and get out of here”
- 50 it will be counterproductive. If
vou can distract him with a sharp
handelap or by tossing something
like an empty pop can'ora beanbag
pear him (not AT him), it may buy
you a few seconds, Just say, “No.
no, not here™', or something similar
in a normal tone of voice, scoop the
pup up gently and take him out to
his “spot™. If you're lucky. he will
finish his business in the proper
place and you can praise him, |
have read in several books that you
should not let the puppy see you
clean up his accidents, but 1 honest-
ly can’t understand the logic
behind this. As far as | know, the
mother wolf doesn’t take any pains
o be secretive, s0 | don't see why
we should,

As puppy grows, and gets a lit-
tle more control over his body, you
should start to sec him looking for
a way o get out to his bathroom
spot when he needs to go. You
need to watch for these signs,
because while some pups will
make a racket if their “doorman™ is
not there to take them outl, others
will stand quietly near the door
until they just can't wait any
longer. Continue 1o take him out
on a leash at least a few more
weeks to confirm that he’s net just
chasing butterflies while he’s out
there.

What about those less-than-
ideal situations | mentioped earfi-
er? Maybe no one can get home
several tmes a day, or for some
other reason you prefer to paper
train the pup. It's actunlly gasier ©
ieach a pup W use paper: i Just
makes for an‘extra step to make the
ransition 1o outdoors later, ['ve
potty-frained entire litters of stray

puppies with this method. By
keeping them in a small tile-floored
room (about the size of an average
bathroom) their choices were limit-
ed. In half the room they had their
food and water, their beds and their
toys; the other half was covered
with newspaper. Yes, they shred-
ded paper, had accidents in the
wrong spots, and in general made a
huge mess. But soon the mess was
more often on the paper than not,
and gradually 1 reduced the area
covered by the papers until they
were located in one comer of the
room away from the sleeping and
eating areas. The mess moved with
the papers. When they finally went
to their new homes, at least they
knew the basics.

A note about those commercial
“housebreaking pads”™: they have
the advantage of a plastic backing
that keeps moisture from leaking
through, and if this is what you're
looking for. they certainly serve

their purpose. [If you're buying
them because the package claims
they have this magic scent that
attracts puppies, don’t wasie your
money. You have ample supply of
the most potent chemical available,
in the form of his own urine, to tell
your puppy “this is your spot”,

This method works for older
dogs also. You will need to start
from scratch, and make sure the
carpets are very well deodorized.
Remember that it takes longer to
relearn something than to learn it
correctly the first ime. It's also a
good idea to have an older dog
checked by your vet if he’s sudden-
ly had a lapse in his bathroom rou-
fine. Many disorders, including
bladder infections, diabetes, coli-
tis, and “senility™ (canine cognitive
dysfunction) can cause this.
