Grand jury issues indictment
against mentally-ill defendant

The fate of a4 mentally-handi-
capped Prestonsburg resident now
falls to the Floyd County judicial
systemi, following an indictment
handed down yesterday.

The grand jury indicted Michala
Walters, 18, on two counts of first-
degree arson, class A felonies, after
she allegedly attempted to start

fires in  two bathrooms at
Prestonsburg Community College
i April

Although Walters has a long
history of mental illness, if° she is
found guilty on those charges, she
will face a 20-year-10-1ife sentence
for each of the felony counts,

which could run consecutively,
according to Commonwealth's
Attorney Brent Tumer:

“I know these charges are seri-
ous,” said her mother, Jennifer
Walters. I truly think that she does
need treatment, but I think, as far
as her going o trial, it will be a bad
situation,

“All we ever wanted ouf of any
of this was the appropriate lreat-
ment for my daughter,” continued
Walters, “and we'll confinue to
pursue that treatment until her
trial.”

Walters, who was préviously
diagnosed with oppositional defi-
ant disorder and borderline person-
ality disorder, was released fram
the Floyd County Detention Center

on August 14 after being incarcer-
ated for 60 days without an indici-
menl and has been staying al her
mother’s residence i
Prestonsburg.

“This 18 & heart-wrenching
case,” said Floyd County Distriet
Judge Eric Hall, who signed the
order for Walter's release. “She
doesn’t need io be in jail, She
needs hefp. The only thing I can
see here is somebody in despetate
need of help. and it breaks my
hear, This is by far the saddest
case I've ever encountered.”

Upon her nitial arrest, Walters
was transported to Mountain

No rape charge returned,
but investigation continues

An indictment was handed yesterday morning against
accused murderer James Austin Gunnells, 22, of Banner in con-
nection te the July 11 death of Cardinal
Country Store elerk Bonnie Jean Hall.

Hall was found having suffered two
gunshot wonnds 1o her back on the mag-
ing of July 11 while \mrkmv the nightshift
at the Lancer/ Watergzap location.

Gunnells was arrested a few hours later
al.the home of a relative and 15 now facing
what the grand jury has decided will be
nine felonious counts.

The written counts against ‘Gunnells
include the original charge of capital mur-
der as well as first-degree robbery, a class
B felony and one of eight aggravating circumstances Kentucky
state law looks to for a death penalty prosecution when includ-
ed with a murder charge.

Also included in the indictment are two charges of posses-
sion of a handgun by a convicted felon, as a Smith and Wesson

High school
test scores are
‘main concern’

But Watson says there is reason
for optimism, higher expectations

Floyd County’s head of school testing says that, while there
Is reason for concern based on results of the Comprehensive
Test of Basic Skills released last week, she believes the school
system stands on the verge of improvement in statewide assess-
ments.

“We are poised in a position for improvement that we
haver't been i in a long time.” said Joyce Watson, district
assessment coordinator for Flovd County schoels.

And Watson's optimism is strong. Not only does she believe
that improvement could come as early as next year, she has one
word 1o describe the degree of that impmvcménl.

“Significant.”

Watson bases her beliefs on recent changes the school sys-
tem has made to combat chromically poor showings in both the

of the First Amendment, and
sometimes we need to be aware
that newspapers are adult
enough to police their own
actions when defending the
rights of mentally-handicapped
individuals.”

Ridgeway was unavailable
for comment.

.32 caliber pistol, later found to
be stolen, was found in the pos-
session of Gunnells as well as a
.22 Magnum handgun which
belonged to Hall. Four felo-
nious counts of theft by unlaw-
ful taking were included in the
charges in connection to two
vehicles and two handguns
allegedly stolen, one of which
was Hall's 1995 Ford Contour
and her own handgun.

In addition to those charges,
Gunnells also faces one class A
felony charge of first degree per-
sistent felony offender, as his
criminal history spans as far
back as 1996, when he was first
arrested on felony charges of
theft by unlawful taking in
Fayette County.

Commonwealth’s attorney
Brent Turner. agreed yesterday
that a clear decision about
whether the death penalty would
be sought in the case was a deci-
sion that would still need 10 be

considered.

“We'll be reviewing the case
and meeting with the family of
the victim to determine whether
or not 1o seek the death penalty,”
Turner said yesterday.

Although meeting with the
victim's family was an impor-
tant measure he felt his office
should follow, Tumer explained
the meeting was not a “‘control-
ling” measure in terms of the
commonwealth seeking a death
penalty conviction againsl
Gunnells.

“We don’t make those kinds
of decisions in a case like this
without seeking the input of the
victim’s family,” continued
Turner. “It wouldn’t be control-
ling, but it's something we con-
sider out of respect for the vic-
tim'’s family. We feel it’s impor-
tant to them. IU's their business
and they should be involved in it
somewhat.”

handed down against Gunnells
yesterday, an anticipated addi-
tional charge of rape was not
present,

The possibility of a rape
charge was first eluded to while
the case was still at the district
level when county attorney
Keith Bartley explained that his
office had been prepared to pre-
sent a case to the court that
would have included the charge,
based on certain evidence that
was not revealed at the time.

“We haven’t ruled out addi-
tional charges,” Turner said yes-
terday. “In fact, there is a con-
tinuing investigation that could
result in an additional felony
charge. There are lab results
pending in that investigation.
The reason we went ahead and
presented and returned what we
had is because this is the bulk of
the case. It's the grand jury’s
desire to further look into other
allegations.”

The results of those evalua-
tions were ordered to be sent
only to Walters® defense attor-
ney, Vicky Ridgeway, who was
unavailable to comment on
1ssues regarding her case.

During her incarceration at
the Floyd County Detention
Center, Walters' family and
employees at the jail, including
Floyd County Jailer Roger
Webb, feared for her safety
because of her mental handicap.

Deputy  jailer  Melissa
Bentley filed' a petition for
involuntary hospitalization for
Wallers on July 25, following a
string of incidents which she
said were prompted by Walter's
behavioral problems.

Noting that Walters was a
“threat ‘to herself and others”
after she allegedly tried to
attack other inmates and deputy
jailers, Bentley said in the peti-
tion that Walters threatened to

kill herself. According to other
petitions signed by fellow
deputy jailers, Walters threw
herself against doors in the jail
and kicked things when she
became upset, and, according to
Webb, tried to cut herself with a
broken plastic shampoo bottle.

Following these incidents,
Walters was placed in protec-
tive. custody, and the violent
episodes subsided, said Bentley.

“I don't see how they can do
that,” said Bentley, speaking of
the indictment which was hand-
ed down yesterday. “This is no
place for her.”

Bentley said since her
release, Walters has kept regu-
lar contact with her and other
deputy jailers at the detention
cenler.

“She brought me a picture
over yesterday, and she calls all
the time just to talk,” said
Bentley. “I hope they find a way
to help her. She just doesn't
deserye to be sent back to jail.”

It 1sn’t likely that Walters
will return to protective cus-
tody, according to Turner, who
said yesterday that his office

When asked if he felt
Walters is mentally competent
to stand trial, Turner said those
answers will come as the trial
proceeds.

“All I have at this point is the
information that has been pre-
sented to grand jury o obtain an
indictment,” said Tummer during
an interview yesterday. “In any
case, we have to start with the
assumption a person is compe-
tent unless we receive any
information otherwise, and
that’s something we haven't
received at this point. If it's
believed she’s not competent ..
we would look at it and see
what the medical evidence was
and proceed accordingly.

“There’s a reason that com-
petency is always an issue,”
continued Turner, “and that's
because it's certainly not fair to
prosecute someone who is
incompetent to the point that
they shouldn’t be held account-
able.

national CTBS and the state’s
own test, the Commonwealth
Accountability Testing System.

One of those changes reflects
what has become the school sys-
tem’s “main concern” the
continued slide of high school
students.

Since 1997, Floyd Counly
freshmen taking the CTBS have
scored lower overall each year
In 1997, ninth-grade students
taken as a whole countywide
scored in the 40th percentile. In
2001, that figure has dropped to
34,

To help combat that down-
ward trend, the school system is
for the farst time this year placing
curriculum coordinators in each
the county’s four high schools.
Watson said the coordinators,
who are in training now, will
work full-time inside the schools
to help ensure thar what reachers
are teaching and students are
learning aligns with the core con-
tent measured by the tests.

But Watson said the responsi-
bility for raising test scores does
not end with the curriculum
coordinators, or even with the
school distriet. Everyone plays a
part, she said.

“We, as a community, need to
accept that education is an
investment in our children’s
future,” Watson said. “We. as
parents, need to encourage read-
ing. We need to be more a part of
our children’s education.”

Reading appears 1o be critical,
Watson said, and that is bome
out by looking at how high
school students scored on the
CTBS.

While ninth-graders have
shown little movement on the
math portion of the test over the
past five years, performance on
reading-related sections has fall-
en each year.

On the reading portion of the
test, which measures reading
comprehension, scores for [resh-
men have dropped from the 48th
percentile in 1997, to the 41st in
2001.

On the language section,
which measures students’ grasp

Early Times
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of grammar, the drop has been
more steep. In 1997, ninth-grade
language scores placed in the
45th percentile. This year, that
number has fallen to 35, placing
Floyd County ninth-graders in
the bottom 10 when compared to
171 other districts across the
stale,

That trend does not appear in
other grades taking the test.

Third-graders have improved
reading scores by as many as
nine points over their score of 42
in 1997, although they experi-
enced a one-point drop this year.
In' language, this vear’s score 'is
10 points higher than 1997 40,
but is down three points from last
vear. Math scores also showed
improvement ‘over the past five
years, rising each year from 1997
to 2000, and staying the same in
2001.

Sixth-grade scores, mean-
while, have not shown much
movement in either direction,
with reading scores varying only
by three points. language scores
by four points and math scores
by five points over the past five
years,

Watson said that part of high
school students’ problems in
reading-related areas of the test
boils down to a decline in read-
ing as a recreational activity.

“Students do not read for
enjoyment,” Watson said. “1
would like to see schools devel-
op reading lists of books it would
be expected students had read by
the time they graduate high
schoal.”

Other actions taken by the
school system in the hope of
improving test scores include:

B Conducting scholastic
audits of every Floyd County
schoal,

W Highly-skilled educators
placed at South Floyd Middle
School, Allen Central Middle
School and Stumbo Elementary.

M One-on-one reviews of test
data with school principals.

Stll. Watson says that a key
slep in improving test scores has
little to do with allocating money
or changing policy. Instead, it
requires a conscious decision to
set higher expectations, then give
students the tools they need ta
meet those goals.

“Making the decision to
improve is the first step.” Watson
suid. “We're going to improve.”

A second sign would be
sitwated at a mid-point along the
trail and would give a history
surrounding the establishment
of Harman's Station and the
Blockhouse Bottom settlement.
Finally, a third sign. proposed
for installation at the point over-
looking Harman’s Station,
would tell the story of the cap-
tivity and escape of Jenny
Wiley,

“We understand the reason
the road was closed,” Daniels
said, “But one of the few places
she (Jenny Wiley) was actually
at in Floyd County was at this
point. We want to put the focus
here.”

Floyd Judge-Execative Paul
Hunt Thompson admitted dur-
ing Daniels presentation that it
would have done the county lit-
tle' good to have cleaned the area
up if no one was going to see the
work, but did ‘have certain con-
cerns.”

*There's no sense in us doing
the work of cleaning it up and
nobody seeing it said
Thompson. “We don't have a
problem with this but we could-
n’t let vehicles through there or

they would start dumping
again.”
The association stressed

within their proposal that the
idea was a means of “potential-
ly laying the groundwork™ for
funding a replica of Harman’s
Station, stating they were aware
that the city of Prestonsburg had
made reference to the existence
of the Jenny Wiley Trail on the
site of the StoneCrest golf
COUTSE.

In addition to the idea of
“groundwork™ being estab-
lished, the association also said
the proposal could be tool for
unifying all portions of the
Jenny Wiley Trail as a “logical"”
addition to the County Music
Highway Work Plan being
developed by the Southern and
Eastern Kentucky Tourism
Development Association.

“We're not asking that the
road be opened. only that the
gate be moved back,” said
Daniels. “It's beautiful back
there and we would like to capi-
talize on that if we could”

Thompson concluded the
presentation by  assuring
Daniels that fiscal court com-
missioner Gerald Derossett and
Deputy Judge-Executive Brett
Davis would go at the request of
the association and at any time
which would be convenient to

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Now that we’re
free to talk ...

On August 9, this newspaper was served with a court order barring us
from reporting — or even talking — about a criminal case involving
Michala Walters, a mentally-ill young lady who faces arson charges
stemming from an incident at Prestonsburg Community College.

Needless to say, we were, in no certam order, shocked, outraged, puz-
zled and angered by that decision.

Yesterday, District Judge Eric Hall. who originally signed the order,
lifted it, freeing us once again (o do what we are paid to do — report the
news and share our opinions about it.

In between those two dates, we had been preparing 4 challenge to the
order, and we were determined to pursue that challenge as long as it wok,
if that meant a trip to the Supreme Court

Had we been allowed to write this editorial two weeks ago when the
order was first given to us, it very likely would have been emotionally
charged and would have reflected our anger, But calmer heads have pre-
vailed, and we will maintain our dignity while we express our indigna-
tion.

Quite simply. the order was wrong, no matter how you wish to Jook at
it. It was blatantly unconstitutional, depriving this paper and its readers of
their most basic rights.

Freedom of the press is not just a freedom for the press. Because the
First Amendment guarantees our night to print the news, by extension it
also gives our readers the right to know what is happening in their com-
munities, This, above all else, 18 why we were prepared to fight the order,
no matter what the cost or inconvenience.

It does not help matters much that we were completely blindsided by
the order. No one told us that this action was being considered, and we
were not invited to object to it. Instead, one of our reporters was merely
handed a copy of the order while she was in coun covering another case.

[n addition, the order itself was wholly overbroad. prohibiting us from
“divulging or printing any information on any matters related to the ...
case or the defendant.” With such sweeping language, we could not even
write about the gag order without running the risk of spending a few
nights or a few months in jail.

All of these facts are coveted in any Political Science 101 class on any
college campus in the country, if pot in every high school civics course.
For that reason, we cannot understand how a group of fawyers; who sure-
ly were forced to study the Constitutidn to a greater degree than the rest
of us, came 1o the conclusion that this order could possibly be the answer
to any objections they may have had.

That being said. we have alse had a chance to learn why the order
came about, Judge Hall, while admitting in hindsight that he “may have
oyerstepped’” his bounds in making the ruling, said he did it out of con-
cem for the defendant’s welfare.

We certainly understand the judge's concem. In fact, we find it
admirable that justice can be blind without being heartless. It is also
refreshing to hear a public official say that he may have made a mistake.

Still. the road 1o hell is paved with good intentions, and that centainly
proved to be the case in this instance. In showing concemn for one person,
Hall’s order jeopardized all Floyd Countians’ confidence in a government
that is open and democratic, and a press that is free to report the facts.

With that being said, it is time for us to move forward and to leave this
experience in the past as a lesson learned. But we only do so with the
warning that any future attempt by anyone to muzzle the voice of this
newspaper will be fought vigorously in defense of the rights of ourselves
and our readers.

prevent repeat of foal loss crisis

The Kentucky Agricultural
Development Board vored today
to approve a $56,400 grant
request submitted by the
Governor’s Task Force on Mare
Reproductive Loss Syndrome.
The grant will provide half the
cost of a full-scale epidemiologi-
cal investigation to be conducted
by a team of equine epidemiolo-
gists, biostatisticians. and toXicol-
ogists, in conjunction with the
Kentucky Livestock Diseases
Diagnostic Center and the
Kentucky Equine Practitioners
Association. The Grayson-Jockey
Club Foundation will contribute
the other half of the cost to com-
plete the study.

The objectives of the proposed
research are three-fold: 1) to char-
acterize the clinical disorders that
have occurred in epidemic pro-
portions during the spring of
2001, among horses and foals in
Kentucky; 2) to identify predis-
posing or causal factors associated
with the outbreak; and. 3) to for-
mulate a plan for preparation, con-
trol; and prevention.

Samuel May (1783-1851), one of
the most industrious of pioneer settlers
in Floyd County’s early history. donned
a great many hats during his life in this
valley. He was a carpenter. surveyor,
contractor, flerryman, inn-keeper,
farmer, justice of the peace, politician.
and even, for a brief period of time near
the end of his days, a gold prospector.

But perhaps most imponantly, he
was one of the pioneer builders of
Floyd County, building the county's
first permanent courthouse, as well 4s
the county's first two-story brick resi-
dence - the historic Samuel May House,
located atop what is still a grassy knoll
in the north-end of Prestonsburg,

Dr. Robert Perry, a nalive
Nebraskan, and Floyd Countian since
1989, has dedicated much time to pre-
serving Samuel’s home and it§ history.
He has overseen extensive renovation
of the structure and commissioned
many locals to rally 1o the cause of pre-
serving this historical site for future
generations.

In an effort to further artract atlen-
tion to the home, the Fnends of the
Samuel May House, an organjzation
dedicated to the continued preservation
and upkeep of the home, held an open
house this past week-end, extending an
open invitation to all o stop und tour
the home. On hand were folks dressed
in Civil War period clothing, as well as
Dr. Perry, who made himself handily
available 10 answer questions und pro-
vide brief historical sketches of mem-
bers of the May family. 4s well as oth-
ers, who inhabited the house during
peak periods of activity.

Guests arriving at the home this
week-end were greeted with [resh
lemonade and ginger cookies by tour
guides, Mark R. Holbrook,
Commander of the Colonel Andrew
Jackson May Camp # 1897, of the local
chapter of the Sons of Confederate
Veterans, was dressed in full uniform

and accompanied by his wife, Michelle,
newly elected president of the local
chapter of the Order of Confederate
Rose.

“I"ve always wanted to participate in
this sort of activity,” said Holbrook,
Resource Manager of the Corps of
Engineers, Dewey Dam. The
Confederate organizations participate
in various activities that highlight the

memeory ol Confederate soldiers, their
families and their way of life, such as
memorial céremonies honoring the
memories of fallen soldiers dand Civil
Wir reenactment battle scepes.  The
organizations meet monthly at the
Samuel May House.

The former home of not only
Samuel May, but other prominent
Floyd Countians such as Colonel
Andrew Jackson May (1829-1903), one
of the region’s Confederaie leaders dur-
ing the Civil War: Beverly May Clark,
(1856-1929), County Judge from 1913

would be on hand 1o guide tour groups
through the home on a seasonal basis,
in the meantime, individuals and
groups wishing to tour the home may
contact Dr. Perry al 886-3863 to
arrange a scheduled tour.

“Floyd County’s Old Kentucky
Home.” as the house was dubbed by
Josephine Davidson Fields. who wrote
an early essay on the structure, is shap-
ing up to be a tourist stop that will
undoubtedly bring much acclaim ta our
county in the years to come. Ivis well
warth taking the ime w investigate its
history and tour its walls.

Sadly, Samuel May died many miles
away from s beloved home, on an
excursion west (o prospect for gold.
Though his son, Andrew Jackson May,
buried his father near his place of death,
he was wunable years later to locate his
father’s grave, due (o changes that had
titken place as a result of growth in the
area. As Dr. Perry writes in his book,
“The Oldest House in the Valley,"
“Since no stone marks Samuel’s grave,
his redl monument is his house. It's up
10 us o preserve it.”

The period from late sum-
mer and early fall in
Kentucky is the very best
time to seed the major cool
season grasses such as
orchardgrass, tall fescue, tim-
othy and bluegrass.

To increase your success
rate, remember these four
points:

First, address soil fertility
needs. Take soil samples now
to determine the fertility
needs and give you enough
time to supply the needed
nutrients, Inadequate levels
of phosphorous, potassium or
limestone can limit the suc-
cess of late summer seedings.

Second, control competi-
tion. Late summer seedings
most often fail from competi-
tion and lack of water. When
you control existing vegeta-
tion with herbicides or
tillage. the emerging
seedlings will have access to
whatever water and nutrients
are present, without having to
compete with weeds.

To maximize the success
of seedlings, use a burn-down
herbicide (o kill annual
weeds. Other herbicides c¢an
be used where labeled to kill
or suppress perennials like
johnsongrass.

Remember o wail two to
three weeks after spraying
translocated herbicides
before you plant in no-till sit-
uations, This will allow time
for killed weeds to dry out
and for residual effects of the
herbicide to decay.

Third, plant a good vari-
ety. Varieties differ greatly in
yvield, persistence, disease
resistance and cost.
Expensive varieities aren’t
necessarily good, and the
cheaper ones aren’t necessar-
ily bad.

Fourth, seed at the proper
time and depth. Legumes and
grasses should be seeded
before mid-September,
Grasses are less sensifive to
later seeding than legumes.
The major cool season grass-
es will not do well if you sim-
ply broadcast them onto
existing overgrazed or
mowed pastures. Forages
should be seeded no deeper
than one-fourth to one-half
inch,

Late summer alfalfa seed-
ings are susceptible to sclero-
tinia stem and cover rot. If
sclerotinia has been active in
your area or farm, strongly
consider waiting until next
spring to seed.
