Vets picket a second time
after dismissal of doctors

The dismissal of two American Veteran
doctors brought area veterans, armed with
American flags and strong opinions, 1o
rally outside the VA Clinic in
Prestonsburg yesterday,

The demonstration, organized by the
Veterans coalition for Quality Healthcare,

“Then
why are they taking away our
doctors and why don’t they give
us the things we need?”

But these aren’t the only rea-
sons area veterins decided 1o
rally vestérday. According to
Minn, the recent dismissals al
the ¢linic were only the “straw
that broke the camel’s back™ in
regard to problems at the ¢linic.

“The real problem may be a
lot deeper than whether 1 am
working there or whether Dr.
Fannin is working there,” said
Mann. “I think the problem is
that veterans in  eastem

the

Kentucky are becoming aware
of the lack of services available
at the chinic..it was the straw
that broke the camel's back
when these vets-when Hershal
and Fannin were relieved from
their duties.”

“The whole VA structure of
the clinic became Kind of dis-
membered when Hershal was
relieved of his duties," contin-
ued Mann. “He helped bring the
clinic staff and the system there
to a high level of professional-
ism. It disappeared further when
Dr. Fannin was dismissed.”

According to Joseph. a life-
long member of the Veterans
Coalition for Quality
Healthcare, veterans also seek
longer hours at the clinic. At
least 50 percent of veterans in
eligible counties aren’t able to
be seen at the climic, says
Joseph, because they work past
4:30 p.m.

Other problems indicated by
the veterans was the lack of
medications available at the
chinic, “rudeness” or “callous-
ness” displayed by clinic
employees toward veterans, and

the need for a local x-ray
machine at the clinic.
Although opinions were

strong outside the clinic doors,
business was usual on the inside

of the building.
Dr. Jeffry Breaux,
Hunington, acting as

Supervising Physician for the
clinic, seemed optomistic about

the entire situation.

Breaux said that the three
most important concerns of the
clinic were quality care given o
each patient, the impostance that
each patient is seen “on time”,
and making medical care as effi-
cient as possible for those
patients.

Breaux said be offered full
time positions o both Fannin
and Mann. Both refused, as they
ure inyolved with their clinic in
Pikeville.

Having full time doctors at
the clinic, said Breaux, adds to
the efficiency of the clinic.

“We have 3 thousand patients
here," said Breaux, "and we
have a very select group of
patients that are complaining.”

Breaux also explained. that
the need for patient x rays is not
significant enough 1o warrant
the purchase of x ray equipment
or personnel,

Several months ago, Breaux
said a survey leam visited the
clinic to examine some of the
complaints from area veterans,

“We've looked at issues con-
ceming everyone-people talking
down 10 people-very broad com-
plaints... The totality of it is that
it has to be fair. We can say ‘this
18 our concern,” but sometimes
sensitivities and demeanors
keep us from being objective.”

Breaux said that he believed
the demonstration is a resull of
political and personal issues.

“I believe peopie in the coali-

Brewer accepted a one  year
suspension from training and a

With no autopsy 10 substanti-
ate efficient evidence as (o the
alleged mistreatment of the
horse, more specifically, the alle-
gations that Brewer beal or failed
to proyide adequate water for the
horse, Stumbo said that the cruel-
ty to animal charge alleged
against’ Brewer was “unusual”
and “‘subjective.”

“I thought that there was alot
of msunderstanding in  that
case,” said Stumbo, “He didn’t
kill that horse. You can’t beat a
horse 1o death — horses are huge
ammals...”

Stumbo said that Brewer con-
sented 1t the agreed order
because he wanted to get the
charges “behind him™ and “get
his license back,” and offering a
plea was “easier than going lo
mal.”

ures in prayer, but this unity in
faith has left some even more
confused.

Kimberly Garret, a freshman
at Prestonsburg High School,
begs what many have found to
be an interesting question.

Garrett, who responded to a
recent school assignment to
come up with ways to assist in
the nation’s time of need, sub-
mitted a question that has been
fought over for decades,

Why can’t we pray in school?

Citing President Bush’s dec-
laration of September 14 as a
national day of prayer and
remembrance in a recent letter to
the Times, Garrett stressed that
Floyd County students were not
allowed 1o prayer before the
moment of silence during the
school day.

“Not having a prayer sérvice
is unwise and regrettable,”
Garrett wrote, “Most people
turn to religion in times of
despair and sorrow . . . Many
think this would draw too much
attention to the attacks, but
prayer is a method of coping.”

Hearing ' of 'the letter,
Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry
Fannin, feeling that the issue
needed addressed, issued a
proclamation during Monday
evening's regularly scheduled
city council meeting.

With a newly posted list of
the ten commandments on the
wall behind him, Fannin entered
the proclamation which desig-
nated October 8 until December
31, 2001 as a time for prayer.

Included in the proclamation
was a call to all schools, busi-
nesses and government agencies
to pray for the rescue workers,
armed forces and government
leaders during the next several
months,

“It just doesn’t make sense
that the kids in school wouldn’t
be allowed to pray when they
look on television and see their
president leading a national
prayer,” said Fannin. *It was
upsetting for them, and I feel
strongly that this is something
worth paying attention t0."

Garrett's letter does not ask
that prayer be brought back into
the school system indefinitely,
which has been the argument
posted by most church and state
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protesters, but rather Garrett has
asked a time to pray during
school hours on a temporary
basis in light of ‘the tragedy suf-
fered by the nation.

Fannin's proclamation
Monday also set a deadline for
the prayer request, ending with
the 2001 calendar year.

*I"'m asking everyone Lo write
their public officials,” said
Fannin after reading the procla-
mation. “Write your elected
officials and request that prayer
be put back into public school.”

However, this request pre-
sents a clear problem for the
long standing. if locally unpopu-
lar, division of church and suate,
a legal aspect of the reguest
which Fannin feels is overlook-
ing the importance of what
could be an opportunity Lo
regain a national viewpoint on
religion,

“All across the nation people
are saying, "God bless America’
and putting bumper stickers on
their cars saying ‘God bless
America’,” said Fannin. “How
can we expect God to bless
America when we won't stand

airline pilots

The job of an airline pilot should be to fly the
plane safely, not police it. Giving pilots sidearms to
protect the crew and passengers from hijackers, as
the Air Line Pilots Association has recommended,
carries the potential of making a bad situation even
worse, especially in the pressurized, confined space
of a commercial jet loaded with civilians and flying
at high speed. Even with the benefit of a proposed
gun training course, pilots are not professional law
enforcement officers, unlike federal sky marshals,
who are carefully schooled to deal with emergency
situations such as hijackings.

Putting guns in the hands of pilots also raises the
risk that the bad guys can get access to the weapons.
The guns reportedly would use a special type of
ammunition, frangible bullets, that wouldn’t pene-
trate the fuselage or break the windows. But firing
any type of projectile in a pressurized cabin is still a
hazardous business.

It’s also a bad idea to provide stun guns for flight
attendants. The stun guns could be taken by hijack-
ers and used on the attendants, passengers or other
members of the crew, including pilots.

The smart and safe approach, as we have said
before, is to do a far better job of securing both the
pilots and the cockpit by installing armored doors
with locks that can be opened only from the cockpit
side. And what better time to improve cockpit secu- |
rity than now with so many planes already idled .
because of the sharp reduction in flights? The head
of the pilots’ union says such doors aren’t available
yet, but surely something can be done in the mean-
time to make cockpits more secure.

Federal lawmakers also need to move with emer-
gency speed to increase dramatically the number of
plainclothes sky marshals on commercial jetliners
and, in the meantime, supplement that force with
other federal law enforcement officers. Yes, they do
carry guns, But they have gone through rigorous,
comprehensive training — and because they pose as
passengers, the bad guys don’t know who is carry-
ing a gun.

“We have a fan near
the back here that needs e be
supplied water in order to keep
msects from infiltrating into the
facility.”

Staggs explained that with-
out plumbing to serve the fan,
insects  would attack the
progress already being made,
sending the students and him-
self backwards in their efforts.

“See here,” Staggs said,
pulling up one tomato plant that
had been the victim of insect
infiltration. “*With that water,
these plants will have to taken
ap completely. [f one plants
gets it, then it spreads to the rest

of the bed."

But. for the most part.
Staggs says he is pleased with
the progress of the facility,
especially in respect o the stu-
dents who have taken a special
interest with the aquaponics
project.

A powerful grow light, once
used as a device in the illegal
processing of marijuana, will
now serve as a tol to better
educate students in the benefits
of aquaponics, an end result
that some feel appropriate.

“I believe it'll do some
good,” Blackburn  said
Monday. “Tt will be nice to see
it put to some good use and
used by these kids."”

I call them my New York
moments. Moments which
mstantaneously wake you

Dozens of people, who
were passing by on their way
to business meetings or lunch
dates, stopped 10 enjoyed the
blat of trumpets and the
squeal of saxophones. “It’s a
Barnum and Bailey world”,
the vocalist sang. And stand-
ing all around, co-workers
began to put behind them
recent horrors and were soon
tapping their feet and smiling
to themselves and to one
another, The area directly in
front of the band became a
makeshift dance floor.
Business men in suits and ties
and businesswomen holding
briefcases and wearing heels
Jjoined hands and began spin-
ning, turning, jitterbugging.

I couldn’t help but tear up
at the sight of such unadulter-
ated happiness in the wake of
s0 much loss and grief. Only
two weeks after terrorists
destroyed much of lower
Manhattan, New Yorkers
were now literally dancing in
the streets. The City has
been reborn, the phoenix has
risen from the ashes, and I
was grateful to experience yet
another extraordinary ordi-
nary New York moment. Just
a few miles north of ground
zero, I rediscovered New
York's resilient spirit in the
simple joy of an old Harold
Arlen song and the easy
rhythm of a step ball-change.

I wrote about friendship once, but it’s
been at least a decade ago, and I'd be vain
to think anyone might remember. Anyway,
our friendships are among our real treasures
and will likely mean even more in the days
to come. They are what help us to weather
any storm,

workshops. In leurming the basics of bobbin lace |

making, she traveled to Columbus once g week for
three years to attend sessions that began at 10:00
in the moming and lasted until 2:00 in the after-
noon. “One thing you will find with bobbin lace,”
said Jones. “is that you ¢an work for many hours
and make only a fruction of a dilference in your
pattern. v is a very lengthy and time consuming
process to make an entire bobbin face prece.”

Jones says that even with her extensive crafting
experience, she had no reference point w which
she could relaté to the crafting of bobbin lace.
“When you first start, you have no machine, no
needle, nothing (o refer 1o, You have bobbins and
thread.”

To begin a bobbin lace piece, the crafter sets up
what is called a “pricking." A pricking consists
primarily of a pattern into which special rust-
proof pins are inserted. “The pins absolutely have
to be rust-proof,” said Jones, “because they
remain in the lace for s0 many years. It takes
years to complete a bobbin lace pattermn.”

Once the pins ure placed, the work begins. The
threaded bobbins are woven meticulously and
painstakingly in an unique manner that will even-
tually create a lovely work of art. “Yon have to
first get used to the feel of the bobbins in your fin-
gers,” Jones instructed the group, “then you leam
that bobbin lace is made from two basic stitches -
a ‘criss’ and a ‘crods.” It's how you put the two
together that makes the difference.”

HUD announces $17.5 million in
grants to promote homeownership

The U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Deve-lop-
ment recently awarded $17.5
million in housing counseling
assistance grants to 11 national
and regional intermediary ageo-
cies and 358 local and state
housing counseling agencies.
These grants are part of HUD's
ongoing efforts to promote
homeownership. They will be
used nationwide to counsel both
current and would-be homeown-
ers.

*“This is another example of
HUD working with non-profit
groups and the housing industry
to increase homeownership
across the pation,” said HUD
Secretary Mel Martinez. “These
grants will help take the uncer-
tainty out of homeownership for
thousands of Americans, allow-
ing them to take part in the
American dream, and own a
home."

The 11 intermediary agencies
will receive grants totaling $9.95
million. These agencies distrib-
ute much of the HUD funding to
grassroots level affiliates and
branches that provide free advice
and guidance to low- and moder-
ate-income families seeking fo
improve their housing condi-
tions. In addition, the intermedi-
aries help improve the quality of
housing counseling services and
enhance coordination among
housing counseling providers.

The 358 local and state grants
include $6.6 million to 340 local
housing counseling agencies,
and $1 million to 18 state hous-
ing finance agencies.

HUD's housing counseling
grants enable anyone—current
homeowners, prospective buyers
or renters—to get the counseling
they need to improve their hous-
ing conditions and be responsi-
ble owners and renters. By
improving the quality of renter
and homeowner education, the
competitive grants help families
make better, more informed
home purchases; improve their
ability to budget for needed
home expenses and regular mort-
gage or rent payments; and,
make the lending process less
frightening.

Housing counselors offer

consumers advice and guidance
on a wide variety of housing top-
ics, ranging from providing
information on the homebuying
process, and financing a home,
to recognizing and avoiding
predatory lending tactics, per-
sonal budgeting and credit
repair; from default assistance
und foreclosure avoidance. to
fairhousing rights; from meeting
the responsibilities of tenancy, to
obtaining a home equity conver-
sion mortgage.

HUD awards annual grants
under this program through a
competitive process. Organ-iza-
tions that apply for grants must
be HUD-approved and are sub-
ject to biannual performance
reviews to maintain their HUD-
approved status.

Kentucky Housing
Corporation, Frankfort, was
awarded a grant of $49,420.

Kentucky Housing Corp-ora-
tion was created to provide safe,
decent, affordable housing
opportunities: for very low and
moderate-income Kentucky resi-
dents. KHC's Homeownership
Counseling Program began (o

solicit counselors in August
1997, held the first counselor
training session in November
1997, and began regular counsel-
ing sessions January 1, 1998, To
date, KHC is providing counsel-
ing to approximately 418 clients
and is currently providing coun-
seling for over 192 “Yes You
Can” graduates, which has been
in existence since 1990.
