MAkTIN - A break-in at Reid's 
Pharmacy in ~tart in cw ly Thursday 
morning has the owner and operator, 
Ronald Reid, considering altemati\e 
security options and has left him fru~­
trated at how "common" the problem 
has become in recent months. 

''This kind of thing gets you aggra­
\ ated. naturally... said Rdd Friday. 
•·But lhi:- is pr~!ll) common in thi~ 
area. In fact. il's getting tOO common ... 

Th~ burglars took variou!> prescrip· 
tion medic:-ttions. but not a tremcndou~ 
amount, said Reid. and limit<.'<.! their 
interests to just those itemc; without 
disturbing the cash register or aucmpt­
ing to take any other merchandise. * "It could have he~n a lot \\·op;e," 
said Reid. "I think they just hit it and 
tried to get tl1 the drugs hccausr. they 
didn't C\'Cll try the cash register.'' 

M11rtin police officer Tony Conn 
responded to the break-in Thursday 
and. according to Reid. had initiail) 
lhought it to have happent!d sometime 

that <.lay. rather than in the dark. earl) 
mnming hours. lie later rerracted the 
-tatcmem and ~tided that the JOb wa~ 
most likely done by more than one 
per:;on. 

Reid ~aid the burglars knocked the 
gla!>s from lhe business' front door and 
gained entry through this breached 
opemng. evidently not discouraged in 
their utlempts by a nearby Speedway 
ga~ starion. which is open :;4 hour!> a 
day and provide:- a \\ell-lit area. Being 
in close proximity to such a well-lit 
an:a b ~omething Reid :-.ays has prob­
ably proven helpful in keeping poten· 
tial criminaJs at bay. until now. 

' Where we're at here, h's prcny 
well-lit," Reid said. "The Speedway 
gas c;tation over here stays open all 
night and lhcy have lights on all the 
time. less than .50 yard'i away. But you 
hear about these thing!' happening and 
you ju-.r ~a)' to yourself, ·Jt"s not going 
to happt'u to me.' but it did " 

Tllis was the lir: .. t time the pharma­
cy ha h..::en burghtrized. uccording to 
Reid, and something he didn' t expect. 
even with the growing trend of break-

ins related to pre~cription medicine~. 
The ph:uma~y. wh1ch is located in a 

shoppmg pJ,ll.a JUst oft Route MU m 
1\-lanm, ~hould not have been lhe target 
of such cnminal acti\·ity. said Reid. 
considering its lucation, but now 
ch:mgcs will be in order. 

"We've already checked abom 
putting some iron bars on the windows 
and overhead door systems," said Reid. 

Similar ~ccurity measures have 
been utilized in pharmacies in 
Paintsville and. moi>t recently. tn 
Hindman and were insuttled by the 
company Reid met with recently, he 
said. • 

"You rc<tlly hate to do something 
like that," said Reid. "because then il 
looks like you're living in Harlem or 
~omething. hut it' s going to be some­
thing we're prob<tbly going to have to 
do, It seems." 

Neither Conn nor the Martin Pulice 
Chief Jeff Powell were available for 
conunent. However, Reid did say that 
police h:~d not maLic him aware of any 
leads imo the! ongoing burglary invcs­
tigmion us of Friday. 

Husband 
held after 
wife's murde

SALYERSVILLE - A Magoffin 
County "oman was found stabbed to 
death in her Magoflin Manor Apartment 
in Salyersville Thursday night, according 
to report.; from the Kentucky Slate Police 
on rriuav. 

KSP ·was notified of lhe situation 
rhrough the l\lugoffin Cuum~ 911 
Center. '' hJCh advised them. according to 
repuns. that G & B Ambulcwce Service 
had responded to the .,ccnc of what they 
s~ud was an apparent homicide. 

The \ictim. Ruann Salyer. 27, bad 
su ffcred se-veral stab wounds. rerons 
sutd, and was pronounced dead al lhc 
scene hy 1he Magollin Count) Coroner's 
Offkc. 

Police said u 'hort ume later. Salyer's 
husband. Bnbb) Salyer. returned to the 
scene und ''a~ placed under arrest. 

The Btg Sandy Regional Detention

Salyer was being held on a $500,000 
cash bond and had been fonnally charged 
with first-degree murder m connect.ton w 
the discovery oJ his slain wife.

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Republicans right,

The Kentucky Republican Party is right: 
Redistricting of the state'~ congressional and legislative 
districts should have been completed well before the 
2002 elections. 

But the GOP waited until too late in the game to file 
a suit to force redistricting before the elections. The 
suit filed at the beginning of the month by Kentuckians 
for Fair Redistricting- a group of Republicans headed 
by former state GOP chainnan Bob Gable - should 
have been filed months ago. 

After all, Gov. Paul Patton has said for months that 
he had no intention of calling a special session of the 
Kentucky General Assembly on redistricting unless 
Republican and Democratic leg1slative leaders could 
agree on a plan to redraw the boundaries of the state,s 
six congressiOnal districts, 38 state Senate districts and 
100 state House districts. But Gable and the five other 
Republicans named as plaintiffs waited until less than 
two weeks before the start of the 2002 Genera 1 
Assembly to file their suit. 

Redistricting is required because of changes in 
Kentucky's population determined by the 2000 Census. 
In order to meet the constitutional requirement that all 
districts be nearly equal in population, the Jines of all 
six congressional districts and about half the legislative 
districts will have to be redrawn. 

Thafs going to be one of the major tasks of the 2002 
General Assembly. but its work on redistricting is 
unlikely to be concluded before the Jan. 29 deadline for 
congressional and legislative candidates to file to run in 
the May 28 primary. That means candidates could be 
moved into another district after the filing deadline. 

The suit filed in both U.S. District Court in 
Louisville and Franklin County Circuit Court wants to 
avoid that by having the courts extend the filing dead­
line and, if necessary. move the primary until after a 
redistricting plan has been approved. 

Legislators have had the numbers they need to 
approve a redistricting plan since spring. and with no 
elections in 2001, there was never a better time to 
approve a redistricting plan. Instead, the Republicans 
and Democrats played politics, and the governor 
refused to call the special session. 

Instead of being able to meet in special session to 
agree on a redistricting plan, legislators will have to 
deal with this politically charged issue along with all 
the other issues that arise during a regular session. If 
they had not waited so long to file their suit, Gable and 
his friends could have forced the issue without seeking 
any changes jn the filing deaqline .

FRANKFORT-The mutual cultiva­
tion of Gov. Paul Pmton and organized 
labor reached a milestone last week. 

ln a meeting room of a downtow11 hotel. 
Patton and seven of his top ai!R" took scah 
across a bcugaining table with delegations 
from three unions that together have orga· 
nUed more than 14,000 stare employees. 
Figuratively speaking. no Kentucky gover­
nor had e\'er before sat in such a seaL 

Patton is ''the first governor we· ve hat! 
who's had the nerve to tlo Lhts,'' Paul 
Hounshell, an official nf the Scr.i1..e 
Employees Imemational Union said after­
ward "1 think this is hi'itolic.'' 

To the extent t11at it wa.; a lin-t, 
Hounshell wac; righL Whether it set a pret.·c­
dent that will last beyond Patton's ttme in 
office must remain an open qut!stion. 

The event was the flJ"St meeting of the 
Governor's Employee Advisory Council, a 
group that exists by cxc.cuti\'C order of the 
governor, not by act of the Gen~rnl 
Assembly. 

The meeting included an hourlong ''col­
lccti'<C bru-gaining" session behind closed 
doors. "111e discussions were described <1~ 
general and pnx:edwal. as though each side 
was feeling outlhe other.

Audit of IRS shows over 
2,300 missing agency 
computers over past 3 years

WASHINGTON - The Internal Revenue 
Service, which holus ta\paycr.; strictly liable for 
accurate tax rctums. is \\Orking to account for more 
than 2.300 computers that ha' c gone missing over 
the past three years. 

A rccem Treasury J)(>partment audit \\a:-. unable 
to dctem1inc whether the laptops und other small 
computers were k1st. stolen or simply not properly 
documented. The IRS is rc;L-.onahly sure that none 
contained scnsiti\e taxpayer data or could provide a 
way tor hackers to break into the ta.\ agency's secure 
main computer ... 

IRS officials said Tuesday tl1cy arc locating the 
computers, 11111st of whicl1 arc older than three years 
and would n01mally be replaced anyway. Toni 
Zimmcnnan. IRS chief of intonnation technology 
service ... , "aid some were prohably stolen or lost hut 
that llll1St were misplaced through bookkeeping 
errors. 

"Over the cour..;e of event.,, !hey were coded 
\\1\mg in the ~)'Stem," Z i rnmerman said. 

Still, a scmor senator suggested that Congress 
rcyuire concrete imprO\ements bcforc approving 
more mone) for a lllng-tenn IRS computer systems 
upgmde. 

"An agency that requires taxpayers to show C\ cry 
receipt can't find .2.300 computer~." said Sen. 
Charle~ GI1L"slcy of Iowa ranking Republie:m on the 
Sc1Me Finance Commillcc. "The lRS wouldn•t 
ac~.:ept f10m a taxpayer the nonanswcr it has given." 

In a letter da((·d Monday, Gr.ts~ley asked Mitl·h 

Daniels. head of lhe White House Office of 
Management and Budget. to consider placing a hold 
on the IRS budget untillhe situation gets better. The 
IRS budget for fiscal 2002 is $9.5 billion. and 
Congress has apprcwed over $391 million through 
2004 for the computer modernization project 

The lRS got a positive opinion on its inventor)' 
controls last year from the congressional General 
Accounting Otlice and is detern1ined to get better 
yet. Zimmennan said, 

''We want to show that we are fiscally responsible 
and taxpayers should feel confident with our 
processes," :-.he said. 

The missing computer.; were uncovered by a 111111 
Treasury inspector general during an audit late last 
year that also found six unaccounted-for IRS 
firearms and huntlrcds of lost investigauve items 
such a'> badges and communications gear. 

All told, auditors could not account for 2,332 lap­
tops. microcomputers and microserver.; covering the 
period between October 1998 and Sept. 30, 2001. 
The IRS had 163.000 ~.:omputers total as of 
September. 

IRS officials said they are working on a new sys­
tem allowing the agency to discern between comput­
ers that arc lost, stolen or damaged and improve its 
ability to investigate incidents of missing property. 

Of the six missing guns, one was lost in an ocean 
hoating accident and five were stolen from vehicles. 
Fifty communications devices. 40 identification 
badges and 15 pieces of electronic surveillance gear 
were also reponed missing, which auditors said ' 
"could compromise the public's safety or ongoing 
investigations."

Mac OS is about to turn the corner 
Since its inception, Apple Computer 

has always been expected to turn out 
products that are, well, unexpected. Their 
latest operating system OS X (the "X" 
stands for "ten"), is no exception. 

Apple's operating system has been due 
for a complete rewrite for years now, and 
riding the success of its iMac desktop 
computer, Apple found it had the 
resources to do so. The initial problems 
with OS X when it was released were 
mainly those of backward-compatibility: 
An application had to be written specifi­
cally for OS X in order for it to work. 

To get around this, Apple shipped its 
new 04 desktop computers with OS X 
and OS 9, giving users the option to use 
OS X. Also, if users did opt to use it, but 
found that their favorite application was 
not wnttcn for OS X. they could still

Initial problems with OS X huvc hecn 
dealt with. Glitches associated with inter­
operability between OS X and OS ~ have 
been fixed.

But the most persistent problem, the 
one that Apple expected, "as the speed at 
which developers could re-write their 
own software for this new operallng sys­
tem. Of the 15,000 sott\\arc Utles av.ul­

But the pace is speeding up as more 
people start using OS X and hecome more 
familiar with OS X's rcvolutionar) and 
easy-to-use Aqua interface. Also, soft­
ware developers are realizing hm\ easy it 
is to create applications for OS X. 

Apple did aU this because they saw the 
need to improve the stability and oper­
ability of their OS. Achievmg that goal 
required a complete rewrite. 

Apple has built it. Now the developers 
and the customers arc coming.

I 
believe most people rcaUy want 
to feel better ahout themselves, 
have more energy and be more 
productive. yet feel that exercise 
requires a block of time that just 
docs not exist. 

Yet. if our mind-set about 
exercise would change, maybe it 
would be ea-;ier to get started. 
Here are some suggestions: 

• lime is very precious to 
most people; the more we can lit 
into one day. the better. If you 
work a full-time job and feel you 
don't have enough llme to exer­
Cise, why not use half of your 
lunch break to exercise and the 
other half to eat? You don't have 
to work up a sweat. Keeping a 
set of dumbbells at work and 
doing some weight training on 
your break can still make a dif­
ference. 

• Many people find them­
selves awash in family duties. If 
you spend a lot of time playing 
t<ud to aud flum the soccer· field. 
try getting there early and walk­
ing a couple laps around the 
field. I'll bet that if you stan a 
routine like this, other parents 
\\ill ~oon join in. 

• Being productive with 
your time means scheduling 
exercise into your day. Blocking 
out a time"' ill guarantee a work­
out. 'Jl1e next time you're sitting 
around watching a daytime talk 
'how or soap opera, ask) ourself 
if there really is no time for exer­
Cise! 

• From the examples I've 
already given, you can see that 
cxerci-;e doesn't have to cost you 
a penny. You don't have to join a 
health club or hire a trainer to 
reach your fitness goals.

I think I've seen "It's a 

Wonderful Life .. more than 50 
times. and Frank Capra's senti­
mental holiday classic can still 
leave a lump in my throat. 

Frank Darabont. however, is 
no Prank Capra (though he sure 
tries hard), and his latest film. 
.. The Majestic.'' will leave you 
with a lump, but l don't think 

it'll be in your throat. 
Darabont has directed two 

other sentimental movies: "The 
Shawshank Redemption," which 
is a great film. and "The Green 
Mile," a not-so-great film. "The 
Majestic" falls somewhere in 
between. 

The movie stars Jim Carrey 
as Peter Appleton. a young 
screenwriter in the early 1950s 
who has just celebrated the 
opening of his first produced 
script. It's a big-time. old-fash­
ioned Grauman's Chinese 
Theater prem1ere, and Peter is 
on top of the world.

You may have been reading lately 
about the controversy that surrounds how 
often animals should he given their vac­
cinations. So what's all the fuss about? 

This is one of the hottest topics of 
debate in Veterimu)' Medicine, and it has 
no clear-cut answers. Vaccines and vac­
cination schedules are getting complicat­
ed. The old D-H-L (Distemper. 
Hepatitis, Leptospirosis) vaccine for dogs 
has turned into a DA2PLPC (Distemper. 
Adenovirus2/Hepatitis, Paraint1uenza, 
Leptospirosis, Parvovirus, Coronavirus) 
or something similar. Cats routinely 
receive vaccines against Rhinotracheitis, 
Calicivirus, Panleukopenia, Pneumonitis 
and Feline Leukemia. As we develop 
more vaccines to more diseases, we are 
reaching a point where we have to ask 
whether we are doing more harm than 
good. 

A vaccine is. after all, a foreign sub­
stance, injected into the body in order to 
c;timulate an immune response to a par­
ticular disease. 1l1ey are generally safe 

and effective, but when you confront the 
body with too many foreign substances 
too often, it can start to have adverse 
effects. The ideal situation would be to 
only vaccinate against those diseases that 
the dog or cat is at reasonable risk of con­
tracting, and only when the animalis 
immunity to each disease drops below 
protective levels. 

We accomplish the first goal by taking 
each animali's lifestyle into consideration. 
and only vaccinating against those dis­
eases to which he/she is likely to be 
exposed. For example. an indoor-only 
dog in eastern Kentucky probably doesnft 
need to be vaccinated against Lyme 
Disease. It doesn' t mean he is at zero 
risk, just that the odds are against him 
being exposed to it. The diseases that are 
very cummon (such as Parvo) or very 
dangerous (i.e. Rabies) form a core or 
group against which most animals are 
vaccinated. 

Detennining each animaVs level or 
immunity to a pmticular disease at <my 
given time is possible; it just isn't very 
practical. Blood levels or antibodies to a 
particular disease can be measured in a 

laboratory. These levels are called titers. 
A protective titer is one that is believed to 
be high enough to protect the animal 
from a particular disease. This doesn't 
always correlate exactly with how that 
animalfs body will respond to the disease 
in the real world. They are also relative­
ly expensive to perform, and a separate 
titer must be determined for each disease. 

It is my understanding that manufac­
turers of human vaccines have to deter­
mine just bow long the immunity to their 
producL'> lasts (duration-of-immunity 
studies). Veterinary product manufactur­
ers are only required to determine the 
minimum duration of immunity. In other 
words, if a vaccine label says that 
Vaccine A should be boosted annually, 
they know for sure that immunity lasts 
for a year. They have not necessarily 
gone to the expense of conducting studies 
to show that it might be effective even 
longer. 

Although most experts feel that some, 
if not most. vaccines protect dogs and
