County seeks 'different perspective' 
in cleaning up old Garth landfill

PRESTONSBURG - The Floyd County Fiscal 
Court made the decision to change engineers on the 
Floyd County Landfill project during a special meet­
ing Friday afternoon. 

The change came, according to County Judge­
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson, 10 order to find 
workers for the project who had a "different per­
spective." 

''I'm not going to say it was anybody's fault.'' said 
Thompson Friday. "We just felt like we needed to 
change engineering groups on this landfill to get a 
different perspective.·• 

Thompson did not elaborate any further on the 
decision, but added that the project will now move 

ahead. 
The new engineering group will be Smith 

Management Group, who will be working with JET 
Inc., a Lexington company. The groups are set to 
begin work now that Thompson has been given 
authorization to sign aU documents pertaining to 
their agreement with the fiscal court. 

The push to move ahead with a comprehensive 
plan for a county landfill has been brewing for some 
time as Floyd County has been troubled in the past 
with landfill problems, particularly the landfill locat­
ed at Garth. 

The Garth landfill stood in the wa) last year of 
county progress and frustrated county officials after 
potential grants were blocked when the state cited

Kentucky man 
charged with murder

MADISON. W.Va. - A 
Kentucky man accused of kid­
napping and sexually assaulting 
a Lincoln County mother and 
daughter has been charged with 
first-degree murder in the moth­
er's death. 

Ronald E. Lambert Jr., 26. of 
Radcliff, was indicted last week. 
The grand jury determined that 
the alleged sexual assault led to 
the woman's death. 

Lambert allegedly gave Toni 
Sargent, 44, of Ranger and her 

17-year-old daughter a ride in 
his car Nov. 29. 

State Police say Lambert 
took the mother and daughter to & 

an isolated area off U.S. Route , ..... 
l 19 in Boone County, W.Va., 
and sexually as::.aulted them. 

Lambert allegedly drove off 
after the attack and left Sargent 
and the teen-ager to walk sever­
al mtles back to the highway. 

When Sargent tried to flag 
down a passing motorist, she 
was struck by a car and killed. 

Lambert also faces sexual 
assault and kidnapping charges.

And official~ ~ay the{re 
cautiou!>ly optimistic that par­
ents will let kids tl) again and 
cnjo) the camp's rocket-pack 
simulators. mock mis;oion con­
trol, moon \\alk machine and 
neutral-buo) ancy \\ ater tank. 

"There's probably some 
additional pain coming. but 
we'll get through it. Space 
Camp is too good of a pro­
gram," said Larry Capp~. exec­
utive director of the U.S. Space 
& Rocket Center. 

La"t year, about 12.000 chil­
dren attended Space Camp ses­
sions. most of '' hich run ror a 
week, down from 18.000 in 
I ?98. Still, the 388.000 visitors 
who :-topped in la"t year to 
look at the rockets and other 
nttraction~ were enough tO 
keep 11 Alabama's No. I tourist 
attraction. 

Capps said the Space Camps 
in rturida and California have 
also endured hard times and arc 
facing the consequences of 
years of mismanagement. poor 
advertising and unfulfilled 
dream~.

Calif .• closed it'\ doors 
Jan. 6. Space Camp in Florida 
is selling the Astronaut Hall of 
Fame at Titusville. Fla., to 
Delaware North, Lhe company 
that runs concessions for the 
Kennedy Space Center. 

Huntsville's Space Camp 
:-.tarted in 1982 and prospered 
through the early 1990s with 
rhe popularity of Lhe space 
shuttle. 

But problems arose when 
money from supposed corpo­
rate backers never materialized 
for a program. hatched by 
then-director Mike Wing, that 
Jet fifth-grade students attend 
l'amp for free. The idea was 
that those students would 
spread Space Camp's populari­
ty, and perhaps come back 
themselves as paying cus­
tomers in later years. 

Amid the red ink, the mar­
keting staff was axed and 
word-of-mouth between 
school kids. stopped. 

The state in a recent lawsuit 
lays the blame at the feet of 
Wing. who resigned as director 
of the U.S. Space & Rocket 
Center in September 1999 

under pressure and lert more 
than $4 million in debt. Most 
of his management team 
resigned at Gov. Don 
Siegelman's request or were 
fired when they resisted 
Siegelman's pledge to revamp 
the board. 

Wing. now a baseball coach 
at LeTourneau University in 
Texal.'. didn't return phone 
calls seeking comment. 

But last year. when state 
auditors satd he should pay 
back $7.5 million, he denied 
owing the program anything. 

''There was no personal 
gain here. This was to serve 
kids." he told The Huntsville 
Times. 

Members of the revamped 
board want to replenish the 
program's bank accounts. 

"When you end one fiscal 
year with a $74,000 debt and 
the next year you've got an 
unaudited deficit of $2.8 mil­
lion, when your camp atten­
dance is down and you've got 
significant debt from the foun­
dation that it cannot pay ... 
these are clear signals you 
need to go in another direc-

tion," said Mary Jane Caylor, 
the newly elected chairwoman 
of the board that governs the 
U.S. Space & Rocket Center. 

The California camp faces 
$13 million in debt and needs 
$1.5 million to $2 million to 
reopen the camp, Capps said. 

And it looks like that may 
happen soon - two companies 
and a private investor are inter­
ested in reviving the camp.

House votes to extend 
$1 fee on tire sales

FRANKFORT- The House 
voted unanimously Friday to 
extend the $1 fee attached to the 
sales of new tires to finance the 
cleanup of old tires. 

Last year. the fee raised 
about $2.2 million. It-; proceeds 
were used to pay for the lire 
amnest)' program sponsored by 
the Natural Resources Cabinet. 

Rep. Don Pasley. D-
Winchester. said the amnesty 
program collected 6 million old 
tires last year. The cabinet's 
cleanup program collected 
another 3.5 million tires at 31 
c;ites around the :.tate. 

The wac;te tires were taken to 
recyclers or sanitary landfills. 

The tire fee is scheduled to 
expire in July. The bill would 
extend it to July 3 I. 2006 . 

.. It'c; cleaning up Kentucky.'' 
said Rep. Tom McKee, D­
Cynthiana. The vote was 93-0 
and the bill now goes to the 
Senate, where it may face a far 
more uncertain fate. 

The response among House 
member~ to the proposal from 
Rep. Joni Jenkins. D-Louisville. 
about body armor for law 
enrorcemcnt personnel wus 
more dramatic. Jenkins pro­
posed allowing university secu­
rity personnel to take advantage 
of a state program that finances 
the purchase of body armor. 

Rep. Kathy Stein, D -
Lexington. offered an amend­
ment that would also allow the 

purchase of body armor for K -9 
units. Her explanation was 
accompanied by barks and 
howls from House members 
before it was adopted. The bill 
passed 92-0 and also goes to the 
Senate. 

Companies that market cred­
it cards to college students 
would have to register with 
campus authorities under anoth­
er bill passed by the House. 

Credit card marketers would 
also be prohibited from offering 
free gifts on campus just for 
making an application for a 

credit card. Universities would 
also have to make a segment on 
credit management part of their 
standard campus onentation 
program. The bill passed 91-2 
and goes to the Senate. 

And the Blue Apple Players 
of Loutsville would be desig­
nated the official state touring 
theatre company under a resolu­
tion approved by the House 92-
0.

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State monitoring programs seen as key 
·to tackling prescription drug abuse

WASHINGTON - Danna 
Droz used to cringe wh~n she got 
calls from frustrated doctors and 
police asking if she could help 
track the pill-popping habits of 
l>Uspectcd prescription drug 
abusers. 

"Basicall) the answer was 
no," -.aid Drot, who runs the drug 
cnlorcemcnt efforts of 
Kentucky's state health agenc). 
"The only way to find out was to 
contact e\el)' phannacy and ask, 

~ 'Do you have any prescription' 
for this patient?'"

States with existing programs 
arc California, Hawaii, Idaho, 
Illinois, Indiana. Kentucky. 
Massachusetts. Michigan, 
l'llevada, New York. OkJahoma. 
Rhode Island. Texas, Utah and 
wa~hington. 

The systems are not linked, 
and some law enforcement offi­
cials are pushing for that kind of 
approach. 

"A Virginia system would 
only monitor for Virginia. I can 
defeat the system by going to 
Tennessee and getting a 
Tennessee doctor to write me a 
prescription," said Tammy 
McElyea. a prosecutor in Lee 
County. Va .• who spends a lot of 
time prosecuting OxyContin 
cases. "We greatly support a 
statewide program, but our dream 
would be a nationwide program." 

Rogers said he would support 
a national program. in which the 
computer systems are linked. but 
he said Congress would probably 
have to appropriate more money 
for that effort - especially if it 
were mandatory. 

McElyea says abuse of 
OxyContin, which addicts crush 
and snort or inject for a heroin­
like high, is "more widespread 
than anything we've ever seen 
before." But officials caution 
against crafting morutoring pro­
grams that single out specific 
drugs. 

The maker of OxyContin, 
Stamford, Conn.-based Purdue 
Pharma. successfully opposed 
efforts last year to single out 
OxyContin in a program consid-

ered m West Vtrginia. said Dr. J. 
David Haddox, the company's 
director of health policy. 

"If you pick a specific drug. 
they'll just go to a different 
drug," Haddox said. "The only 
way to do it is to cast a broad 
net." 

The Phannaceutical Research 
and Manufacturers of America, 
the industry's trade group, sup­
ports monitoring if safeguards are 
there, said Mrujorie Powell, a 
lawyer for the organization. 

"In general ... we think sys­
tems that can identify misuse are 
appropriate,'' Powell said. "We 
do have a concern when the sys­
tem is so heavy handed that a 
physician is reluctant to write a 
prescription for a pain medication 
when it's truly needed.'' 

The database is used to inves­
tigate doctors as well as patients, 
and physicians have historically 
been wary of that. But some now 

seem to view monitoring systems 
as useful. 

Dr. Baretta R. Casey, a family 
physician in Pikeville, Ky., said 
doctors worked with legislators 
to ensure safeguards were in 
place. For example, police must 
have a criminal case open to 
request infonnahon about an 
individual and all such requests 
must be submitted in writing. 

Baretta says Pikeville's 
OxyContin problem seems to be 
getting better, and she credits the 
monitoring program wilh helping 
to stop doctor shopping. 

"What this has allowed us to 
do is identify those patients pret­
ty quickly and lock them into one 
physician or dismiss them so they 
don't repeat the pattern and also 
to alert the authorities to this per­
son's name," Baretta said. 

She said one way states could 
improve monitoring programs 
would be to give doctors direct 

access to the databa-;e, so they 
could avoid writing prescriptions 
they might later regret. Officials 
say that would increase costs and 
privacy concerns. 

States with monitoring pro· 
grams appear to be on solid legal 
ground. The Supreme Court ruled 
in 1997 that state officials could 
track prescriptions as long as the 
infonnation was safeguarded. 

Droz. said officials from other 
states are calling to find out what 
it takes to put a progmm in place. 

She says that has been fueled 
by OxyContin abuse, which fed­
eral officials say was the likely 
cause of 296 deaths in the United 
States in 2000 and 200 I. 

"The good thing about all the 
OxyContin hype is it has raised 
people's awareness about pre­
scription drugs and that prescrip­
tion drugs are not inherently 
safe," Droz said. "It wasn't a sexy 
problem - now it is.''

ln a recession. private companies must cut their expendi­
tures to match the shortfall in revenues as their sales and 
profits decline. 

Some economists describe recessions - as painful as 
they are for everyone - as a sort of cleansing mechanism 
in which private companies are forced to get back to the 
basics of their businesses. Recessions also expose the busi­
ness frauds, such as Enron. whose swindling ways escape 
notice during the boom days. 

While private companies must make do with what rev­
enues they have - and what money they can convince their 
bankers to lend them - governments have the power to 
force people to send them more money through higher 
taxes. 

In Kentucky. we have the Republicans who control the 
state Senate to thank for the fact that Gov. Paul Patton's 
recent budget was basically a make-do spending plan. 
Rather than proposing more taxes to make up for receces­
sion-induced shortfalls, Patton 's budget borrows a little here 
and cuts a little there on its way to funding the state's essen­
tial ·needs for the next two years. 

Since the governor didn't propose any tax increases. it 
can't be known for sure what would have been their fate in 
the General Assembly. But what happened two years ago is 
a pretty good indication of what would have taken place. 

In the 2000 legislature, the Democrat-controlled House 
passed a package of tax "reforms'' that basically amounted 
to an increase. although it also involved shifting some of the 
tax burden from the backs of lower-income people. But the 
Republican-controlled Senate refused to go along with the 
plan. s~dng it fut what it was- a tax inc.:rt!ase. 

We have no doubt that had the governor proposed a bud­
get this year that ignored the need for the government to 
tighten its belt and make adjustments when everyone in the 
private sector has been forced to do the same thing, the 
Republicans in the Senate would have shot it down again. 

Bipartisan government in Frankfort. in which the 
Democrats are now being forced to share power with the 
Republicans, might not be pretty - in fact, it's been down­
right ugly- but we're convinced it's working in the best 
interests of people of Kentucky. They should not have to 
face higher state taxes as they struggle to adjust to a slump­
ing economy.

Enron shows 
how corrupt 
Washington is

A few years ago Daniel Patrick 
Moynahan (now a former U.S. Senator 
but then the Senate's reigmng inteUectu­
al) published a celebrated article entitled 
"Defining Deviancy Down." In it he 
argued that our society had a lamentable 
tendency, when confronted by bad 
behavior that was widespread, to rede­
fine badness in order to make it seem 
acceptable, rather than take measures to 
combat it. 

Thus the movements to ''decriminal­
ize" marijuana, issue amnesty to draft 
dodgers and remove the stigma from 
out-of-wedlock pregnancies. among 
other things. 

"Yes!" said the conservatives. 
"Exactly right." The country was going 
to hell in a liberal hand-basket and only 
a dose of good, old-fashioned conserva­
tive values could turn the tide. 

Thus the prayer-in-school movement, 
the rise of William Bennett as a virtue 
maven and the entire "family values'' 
agenda of the Republican Party, among 
other things. 

Well. we've had our dose of good old 
Republican values for some time now 
and the welfare-cheat is no more. 
Instead we have the corporate crook

who operates under the benign patron­
age of Congress and the president of the 
United States 

We have Enron, a company whose 
corrupt but welJ-connected executives 
fleeced the public and their own 
employees of more than a billion dollars 
before the business crashed and burned. 
Surveying the wreckage. administration 
apologists have been quick to say. 
"Nothing illegal was 
done." And they may 
be right. 

You see, the Enron 
people had the fore­
sight to buy off all the 
relevant politicians 
beforehand so that they 
could operate in a vir­
tually unregulated 
environment. They did­
n't break any (or 
many) Jaws because 
there weren't any (or 
many) to break. 

I'm using words 
loosely here. When I say they "bought 
off' politicians I don't mean that they 
gave them money directly. Not often. at 
any rate. 

No. they gave them campaign contri­
butions, hundreds and hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars in campaign contribu­
tions. They gave them to Republicans 
and to Democrats, but mostly they gave 
them to Republicans. 

The Republicans are amusing in their 
efforts to get out from under that cloud. 
They're saying it's all Bill Clinton's 
fault (Titat's their answer to every-
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thing.) And while Mr. Clinton is not 
blameless in the matter- he rarely is 
- this is basically a Republican scan­
dal. 

Not only was Enron George Bush's 
chief political sponsor, it put Wendy 
Gramm, wife of the powerful 
Republican Phil Gramm, on its board 
and paid her a million dollars or more 
for her services. Sen. Gramm, not so 

incidentally. was instru­
mental in getting energy 
commodity trading 
(Enron's chief business) 
exempted from govern­
ment regulation and pub­
lic disclosure. 

I said this was basi­
cally a Republican scan­
dal. Let me amend that. 
It is a Republican scan­
dal primarily because the 
Republicans were at the 
wheel at the time of the 
crash, but Democrats 
took Enron money too. 

Indeed, the company gave money and 
favors to so many people that it's hard to 
find a disinterested party in Washington 
to investigate them. Enron money found 
its way into the pockets of just about 
everybody to the right of Ralph Nader. 

They're trying to paint this as a busi­
ness scandal in Washington and it's cer­
tainly that. The accounting practices 
employed in bilking the public certainly 
should result in jail time for a few of 
those involved.

Bush's rallying cry to persist in the war on terror

WASH1NGTON -There was little 
warmup. Only a few seconds passed in 
his State of the Union address before 
President Bush got to the heart of his 
message: "The civilized world faces 
unprecedented dangers ... 

As expected, Bush said terrorist 
groups such as al-Qaida continue to 
pose a threat. The surprise was the bel­
ligerency of his remarks directed at Iraq, 
Iran and North Korea. These countries. 
he said. constitute an "axis of evil." He 
added: "The price of indifference would 
be catastrophic." 

It was perhaps the most pugnacious 
speech by an American president since 
Ronald Reagan assailed the Soviet 
Union as an "evil empire'' in 1983. 

Just a month ago. the administration 
was touting the progress made toward 
the adoption by the U.N. Security 
Council of "smart sanctions'' against 
lrdq. The plan calls for easing curbs on 
the flow of civilian goods into Iraq 
while making it more difficult for 
Saddam Hussein to acquire ingredients 
for weapons of mass destruction. 

Bush made no mention of smart 
sanctions and did not say precisely what 

he had in mimJ for Saddam. Dovish 
members of the Bush administration 
doubt there is a good way militarily to 
dislodge the Iraqi leader. Others believe, 
along with fonner Pentagon aide 
Richard Perle, that the administration 
should take pre-emptive action against 
Saddam lest he strike first. 

As for North Korea, the administra· 
tion was contemplating sending an 
envoy to Pyongyang to affirm the seri­
ousness of its proposal in June tu restart 
talks on security issues. Again, there 
was no mention of this Tuesday night 
nor of Secretary of State Colin Powell's 
stated willingness to meet the North 
Koreans "anytime. any place." 

On Iran, Powell withdrew last spring 
a Clinton-era offer to open an official 
dialogue. Bush clearly raised the ante on 
Iran. perhaps irritated by Iran's reported 
role in an abortive attempt to arm 
Palestinians and reported effort to 
undermine the newly installed pro­
Western government in Afghanistan. 

Joseph Cirincione. a nonproliferation 
expert at the Carnegie Endowment for 
International Peace, said after Bush's 
speech he believes the president went 
too far. 

"There are real dangers here. but the 
president is exaggerating them." 

Cirincione said. "It is not at all clear that 
the danger is so great as to begin a new 
war." 

Cirincione said he would have felt 
more comfortable if Bush had talked 
about enforcing chemical. biological and 
other treaties designed to limit the possi· 
bility of war. 

Baker Spring of the Heritage 
Foundation saw Bush's speech "as a ral­
lying cry to continue the war on terror­
ism." 

He said Bush was correct in pointing 
out that the nation is not yet free from 
the terrorism threat. He added that the 
potential for an anthrax attack with mas­
sive loss of life is far greater than that of 
another attack by a hijacked aircraft. 

Bush's saber rattling almost certainly 
will cause an outcry in Europe. Turkey. 
for example. believes an American effort 
to depose Saddam could lead to instabil­
ity in the region and perhaps to the frag­
mentation ofThrke} itself. Based on 
past statements. close allies such as 
Britain and Germany are expected to be 
edgy in the wake of Bush's speech. 

Bush's address was a startling depar­
ture from the great majority of State of 
the Union addresses. in which the focus 
has been on domestic policy.

New 'Lord of the Rings' 
ftlm wins Tolkien more 
Christian fans

LONDON- Besides captur­
ing readers' imaginations and 
thrilling moviegoers, the fantasy 
epic ''The Lord of the Rings" 
has won high praise from reli­
gious groups for what they see 
as Christian values in the story. 

While the extent of the trilo­
gy\ Christian parallels is a mat­
ter of debate, there's no denying 
that author J.R.R. Tolkien -
usually portrayed as a tweedy 
Oxford University professor -
turned strongly to Roman 
Catholicism following tragedies 
in his youth. 

Interest in Tolkien and the 
religious element of h1s work 
has heated up since the release 
of the film ''The Lord of the 
Rings: The Fellowship of the 
Ring.'' especially among Roman 
Catholics and conservative 
Protestants in the United States. 

Our Sunday Visitor, a 
Catholic weekly based in 
Indiana. devoted its entire front 
page to a picture of Frodo, the 
story's hero, and said Tolkien 
"rooted his epic .. .in the fertile 
soil of his own deep orthodox 
Catholic faith." 

Baptist Press, the news 
agency of the Southern Baptist 
Convention. published a review 
of the film praising its "spiritual 

ovenones." And a new book, 
''Finding God tn the Lord of the 
Rings,'' co-authored by mem­
bers of Focus on the Family, a 
conservative American group, 
praises the film for the "tran­
scendent truths of Christianity 
(that) bubble up throughout this 
story." 

The roots of those story ele­
ments may lie in the author's 
life. 

Born in 1892. John Ronald 
Reuel Tolkien was only 4 when 
his father died unexpectedly in 
South Africa while the rest ol 
the family was on vacation in 
England. 

His mother died when he was 
12, having mised her children in 
a rural v1llage outs1de 
Birmingham that Tolkien loved . 
She had heen shunned by her 
own relatives for leaving the 
Church of England to become a 
Catholic, so Tolkien and his 
younger brother became wards 
of a kindly priest, the Rev. 
Francis Morgan. Both boys 
became devout Catholics. 

Tolkien flourished in gram 
mar school, where his languagl' 
skills allowed him to debate in 
Greek and Latin. 

At Oxford, he became an 
expert in the Old Norse lan­
guage, and emphasized the

'1 know thal Dr. Knox wiU 
enter a plea of not guilty and main­
tains that he has violated no laws in 
a way that was done intentionally at 
any time," Anderson said. 

Randy Ramseyer, a federal 
prosecutor in Abingdon, said fraud 
investigators in Vuginia started to 
focus on doctors in 1997 after find­
ing several who had a large follow­
ing of drug-addicted patients. 

"It's an easy way to make a lot 
of money," Ramseyer said. 

Doctors would write patients 
prescriptions for painkmers, and 
Medicaid or some other insurer 
would pay for the doctor's visit and 
the medication. The patient then 
had a prescription for the medica­
tion. and could either use it or sell it 
for profit on the street, Ramseyer 
said. 

Five doctors have been convict­
ed on criminal charges in Vtrginia 
as part of the ongoing federal inves­
tigation into health care fraud.

Anglicanism. Lewis later won 
fame as the author of "The 
Chronicles of Namia.'' a chil­
dren's fantasy o;;e ries that i~; 

widely seen as a Christian alle­
gory. 

"The Lord of the Rings." 
written at Oxford from 1937 to 
1949, is a three-volume saga 
about Frodo, a hobbit from lhe 
homely and innocent shire. who 
must secretly carry an all-pow­
erful ring across the ancient 
kingdom of Middle Earth to the 
land of Mordor and destroy it by 
throwing it into Mount Doom. 

'Ibat has to happen before 
Sauron. the evil force who 
knows Frodo has the ring, can 
obtain it and rule a world that 
existed before magic disap­
peared and humans became 
Earth's dominant creatures. 

Like Tolkicn, Frodo i~ an 
orphan aided by his loyal male 
friends. During his quest. Frodo 
is helped and defended by a fel-

inmates in Bryan. Texas, and 
associate warden at the Federal 
Medical Center in Carswell, La .• 
rbe only high-security facility for 
women in the federal prison sys­
tem. 

Sanders began her career as a 
correctional officer at the federal 
prison in Sandstone, Minn.

mentally religious and Catholic 
work .... The religious element 
is absorb~d into the story and 
the symbolism." 

Tokien 's official biographer. 
Humphrey Carpenter, say~ the 
story reflects the author's per­
sonal religiou!; beliefs but was 
written for a wide audi~nce. 

''The book can be seen as a 
Chrio;tian allegory, hut tha t 
wasn't Tolkien·~ pnmary 
objective," Carpentet sat<l in 
an interview. "He set out to 
experiment '" ith languages, 
real and invented ones. and the 
many themes he included in 
the novel ~imply rd lected his 
O\\ n Catholic background.'' 

Many readers don't sec reli­
gion in the series, which doe~­
n't include churches. rehgious 
ceremonies or gods, and does-

female working in an institution, 
· and that's a societal institution 
that's bigger than the prison sys­
tem,'' she said.

Frodo 's feliO\\ ship of sup­
porters also has been seen by 
some Christians as an allegory 
for Christ's apostles. The} 
include Gandalf. who comes 
back to life at one point in the 
story, and the human Boromir, 
who is t~mpted by the evil 
ring, t ries lo steal it from 
Frodo, then confesses his mis­
take and gives up his life for 
the fellowship. 

In addition. the book cqn. 
tains little irony. no sexual 
relationships, and gl!nerally 
portra)s its \\Omen as pure, 
innocent mother figures.

Kentucky's future shakv 
following NCAA sanctions

LEXINGTON - Kentucky's 
football team was banned from a 
bowl game next season and 
forced to slash scholarshrps for 
the next three years tn a case the 
NCAA called one of the most 
senous it has seen in years. 

Witlt nauunal s1gnrng day for 
recruitS less than a week away. 
the punishment coach Guy 
Morriss and hts staff dreaded tor 
months was even more deva ... tat­
ing. 

"I don't know how much darn­
age is going to be done to the pro­
gram," a sulxlued Mom!>S said rot­
lowing the NCAA'<> announce­
ment Thursday. 

"Jne tiN thtng I want to do ts 
walk acrOl;s the street und talk to 
our players. Then we have to look 
at what we can do to salvage our 
new recruillng class." 

Kentucky was ctted for more 
than three doten violattons com· 
mitted during the tenure of fonncr 
coach Hal Mumme. 

In addition to the po!>tsca.son 
ban, the school wa" placed on 
three years' probutton, forx:ed to 
reduce its total number of football 

scholarships to 80 mstead of 85 for 
the same penod and cited for a 
lack of institutional control over 
the program. 

The bowl ban was the first the 
NCAA's committee on infractions 
has levted against a Dtvision I pro­
grJtn since Mrami was kepi from 
the postseason seven year.- ago. 
satd Thomas Yeager, the commit­
tee's chrum1an. 

In its 41-page report, the 
NCAAsatd tl wa.; "troubled by the 
widespread nature of the undetect­
ed violations in lrme. frequency 
and the number of individuals 
who would have some knowledge 
that the acttvities were improper 
and failed to report them to the 
proper authllrilles." 

Accordtng to the report, 
Kcmucky can stgn only 16 of .1 

possible 25 recruil~ for next sea­
'on, 18 the followrng season and 
22 in 2004, 

'This 1s an embarra ... sment to 
the university, rt's an embarrass­
ment to our fans and it's an embar­
rassment to the athletic depart­
ment," Kentucky athletics director 
Larry Ivy satd. "It's something we 
wr~h hadn't harpened and some­
thing we hope never happens 
agam .. 

Former recruiting coordinator 
Claude Bassett, who was linked to 
most of the violations, also was 
effectively banned from workmg 
at an NCAA school for the next 
eight years. 

President Lee Todd sa1d the 
school would accept the NCAA\ 
sanctions, although rt may appeal 
the postsea~on ban. 

The vtolatcons were commttlc.:d 
from 1998 to 2000 under 
Mumme, who rcsrgned a~ coach 
under pressure last February He 
was charged in the report wtth fat I· 
ure to monitor the program, but 
was not given any indn idual sane· 
!lOll<; 

Ba~sett wa~ found in violatron 
of cthtcal conduct bylaws und 
rccetved a show-cause order. 
whtc.:lt 111cans any NCAA in~titu 
tion thai wishes to hin: Bassett 
during that period would have to 
demonstrate to the commtltee why 
it should not be penalized if 11 

hired Bassett 
ln its report, the cornmlltee s<ud 

Mumme failed tu adc4uatcly over­
see the program because he thd 
not closely monitor Bassett's 
activities even after being told nn 
three oc..:<1sions about pos~1blc 
rules violauon~. 

''I think one of the things most 
troublesome to the committee was 
the sheer number of individuals 
that were involved and did not 
come forward with information 
that might have stopped these vio­
lauons much earlier than they 
eventually were," Yeager said. 

This is not the first time the 
\\~ldcats have been htt by NCAA 
sanctions. The Wildcats' basket­
ball program was banned from 
pl.tying in the NCAA tournament 
Ill 1989 and 1990 because or 
numerous recruiung VIolations. 
tncluding the marhng of cash to a 
recruit's home. 

The Kentucky mvesttgation 
began in November 2000 and 
intenstlied the followmg month 
when a Lour~ ville newspaper pub­
hsh~d cop1es of $1 ,400 rn money 
orJc~ sent from Bassett to the 
coach of a Memphis, Tenn .. high 
school where the Wildcats were 
courting recruits. 

Morriss snid he expected his 
players. who finished 2-9 last 
-.eason with only one 
.Southeastern Conference vtcto­
ry, to be ready to play in the fall 

"Honestly, J don't think we'll 
lose a player," he said. "Maybe 
that's unreahstrc."

And if you live above Mike 
Spears' house and see a ping­
pong ball bouncing by, toss it 
back through the window, will 
ya?

But lately. he's been jumping into 
bed. We beat Green Bay, and he 
hopped on my lap and started lick­
ing my face," Martz said. "He does­
n't fool me." 

Every so often a coach anives at 
the Super Bowl with a reputation as 
one kind of guy and rums out to be 
quite another. 1\vo years ago, Dick 
Venneil completed a two decades­
long transfonnation from tough guy 
to sweetheart. This year, the funny 
man zipped inside Mmtt's familiar 
sweatsuit is making a break for iL 

When he stepped off the plane 
Monday. th.. coach ,.,..as wearing a 
suit and tie Reporters fretted that 
Martz was trym~ to upgrndc his 
image. He told them not to wony. 

"Putting a tie on me;· ~,fart.z

said. "is like putting a diamond on a 
pig.' ' 

All season long, people watched 
him prowl the sideline, an intense 
glare frozen on his mug. Most 
assurnc..'d he wao; as straight as the 
part running down the middle of his 
sliver-haired head. and that some­
one else was responsible for the 
record-breaking, fire-drill brand of 
foolball St Louis plays. 

Somebody who looks a little 
more like the mad scientist Martz 
tums out to be. Somebody more 
cbious_Baltimore's Brian Billick, 
say - or more rumpled Seattle's 
Mike Holmgren, maybe. But no. 

Maru had been preparing for the 
role ever since high school. 
Growing up. he spent Saturday 
nights watching coach Don 
Coryell's San Diego State offensive 
juggernauts play. then rerumed to 
the same stadium the next afternoon 
to watch coach Sid Gillman's 
equally potent Olargers. 

''Our offensive system really 
stems from Don Coryell," Martz 
said "It allows you to be as creative 
as the players will allow you to be. 
There are no limitations on it, and 
that's what makes it fun.'' 

Martz throws around tel1l'ls like 
"three-digit system" and "Max Q"­
NASA tcl1l'linology for maximizing 
potential - but his players have no 
problem relating. 

"He was my receivers coach 
going back to the Rams days in Los 
Angeles," receiver Isaac Bruce 
recalled. ''And believe me, he made 
you pay attention to detail even 
back then. But I'm a guy who can 
make a play anywhere on the field,

and once you realize that's what 
coach Martz's schemes let you tlo. 
you're willing to do and learn any­
thing he tells you." 

The wonder of Martz is not that 
his schemes work flawlessly at the 
highest level. but that he continued 
to believe they would through a 26-
year apprenticeship that would we.u 
tlo~n most men. 

His first job was as an as.-;istant at 
Bullard High in Fresno. Calif.. and 
he worked 15 more jobs in the pro­
fession before anybody gambled on 
hm1 ac; a head coach. The low point 
came in 199 I, when Martz wac; 
fired as part of a housecleaning 
effort at Arizona State. He had four 
young kid'i and few prospects, But 
his wife, Julie, per:;uaded him to 
give it one more go. 

Martz landed his first NFL job 
the following year as a Ram~ assis­
tant - for no pay. During the next 
seven seasons, he worked for losing 
teams in Los Angeles, Washington 
and then St. Louis. That tested his 
faith as much as his patience.

Whiter fishing opportunities 
by LEE McCLELLAN

The late January sky is so 
low and leaden that it seems it 
could hit you on the head. It is 
spilling sleet and snow with 
strong gusty winds with temper­
atures in the mid-30s. This 
weather drives most people in 
front of a fireplace with a cup of 
hot cocoa and a book. 

But, to hardcore winter 
anglers in Kentucky, this weath­
er signals its time to head to 
lower ends of Green. 
Cumberland or Laurel River 
Lakes and chase trophy small­
mouth bass. The unstable, blus­
tery weather of late winter 
brings smallmouth bass out of 
their deep haunts and accessible 
to anglers. Plus, anglers may 
find they have the entire lake to 
themselves. 

The lower one-third of these 
reservoirs offer the best tislung 
for smallmouth bass in winter 

because that is where the most 
highly oxygenated water is 
found. Fish points, cuts and 
small coves adjacent to the old 
river channel. Winter small­
mouth like the deep-water sanc­
tuary of the old channel and the 
shallower cuts, points and coves 
serve as feeding areas. The rip­
rap rock on the face of the dam 
is also a good winter small­
mouth location. 

The best lure is a live min­
now rigged on a size 2 or size 4 
hook with a tiny split shot or 
two attached to the line about 18 
inches above the hook. The bot­
tom bouncer set-ups used for 
walleye are very effective in this 
situation. Cast the minnow to 
the bank and let the minnow 
slowly fall through the depths. 
The split shot should just tick 
the bottom occa<>ionally on the 
retrieve and it should take sever­
al minutes to work the minnow 
back to the boat. In water helow 
50 degree~. sucker minnows arc 
best because they stay more active 
in cold water. 

Blade baits like the Silver 
Buddy or a spoon worked in the 
same manner arc good alterna­
tives to minnows for those who 
don't like live bait. A hair jig and 
a pork trailer are also effective as 
well as a smoke or black colored 
curly tailed gruh rigged on a lead 
pead. 

SmaJimouth bass are not the 
only fish that bite in ~ imcr. The 
overlooked and under appreciated 
sauger bite willingly all winter 
long. The best places to catch 
them are in tailrace areas of dams 
on the Ohio River. The tailrace 
areas of major reservoirs produce 
winter sauger ac; well. Dams halt 
the migration of sauger and they 
stack up in great numbers below 
them. 

Fuzzy grubs in orange, yellow 
or white tipped with minnows are 
very good for winter sauger. 
Small spoons ru1d in-line spinners 
work well. The main thing is to 
keep the bait close to bottom 
where sauger feed. Saugers are 
excellent table fare. comparable to 
walleye in flavor. 

Striped bass at Lake 
Cumberland and in the tailrace

areas of the Ohio River are good 
fish to target in winter. On Lake 
Cumberland, sttipcrs will lx: near 
baitfish. Stripers in winter often 
crowd baitfish against poinL" or 
channel banks and gorge them­
selves during a warm spell. A 
white doll fly cast to these fish 
will draw a strike. Live shad. 
sucker minnows or alewives drift­
ed across points or drop-offs are 
especially effective at this time of 
the year. When the fish are seem­
ingly inactive. live shad fished on 
the bottom may draw a strike. 

Seagulls are prominent on 
Lake Cumberland in winter and 
their feeding tips an angler to the 
location of baitfish. 'The northern 
side of the lake catches more of 
the southern sun and stays a linle 
warmer in winter. If one finds 
slightly wam-.et water. they will 
usually find baitfish, and there­
fore, striped ba<>s. Striped bass 
bite all winter long in Lake 
Cumberland. 

The tailrace areas of the Ohio 
River hold winter stripers. 
Drifting live c;had in the current 
with a heavy enough weight to 
keep it down b very effective. A 
large lipless crankbait in shad 
colors cast into the current and 
retrieved back to the boat will 
draw a strike as will a large sil­
ver spoon fished in the same 
manner. Large white doll flies 
tipped with white curly tailed 
grubs are also very good for 
these fish. 

Safety is very important at 
this time of the year. Anglers 
should dress appropriately when 
winter fishing and v.ear a life 
jacket at all ttmes. Hypothermia. 
a gradual lowering of body tem­
perature, is deadly. Frostbite 
may cause the loss of fingers or 
toes. Mother Nature is at her 
meanest in winter and is the 
time of the year when she 
should be most respected.

known .

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Hughes 
recently 
honored in 
Washington 

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Tonda 
Hughes, the daughter of Earl and 
Ruby Hughes of East Point, recently 
became a Fellow in the American 
Academy of Nurses. Induction into 
the American Academy of Nurses­
an elite organization of approximate­
ly 1400 members is the nursing pro­
fession's highest honor. 

The Academy induction recog­
nized Dr. Hughes' outstanding 
research contributions to women's 
health and substance abuse. Dr. 
Hughes has conducted more than a 
dozen funded studies on women's 
use of alcohol and other drugs, 
including a study currently funded 
by the National Institute of Alcohol 
Abuse and Alcoholism (NIAAA) and 
the Office for Women's Health 
Research (OWHR), United States 
Department of Health and Human 
Services. She has also published 
extensively on issues related to sub­
stance abuse in vulnerable popula­
tions of women and has addressed 
numerous national and international 
audiences. She has been invited to 
present her research at conferences 
in Italy and the Netherlands later this 
year. She co-edited one of the first 
books to address the topic of addic­
tion in the nursing profession. This 
book won the American Journal of 
Nursing Book of the Year Award. 

Dr. Hughes serves as consultant or 
advisory to a number of federal 
agencies, including the National 
Institute on Alcohol Abuse and 
Alcoholism (NlAAA), Centers for 
Disease Control (CDC), Center for 
Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP), 
Center for Substance Abuse 
Treatment (CSAT). and the Offi'ce 
for Women's Health Research. 

Dr. Hughes has a bachelor's 
degree from Eastern Kentucky 
University, a master's degree from 
the University of Kentucky and a 
PhD from the University of Illinois 
at Chicago (UIC). She also complet­
ed a three-year National Institute on 
Drug Abuse, postdoctoral fellowship 
in the School of Public Health at 
UIC. She is presently Associate 
Professor of Nursing and Director of 
Research for the Center of 
Excellence in Women's Health at 
UIC.

Heartburn treatments 
include surgery 

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 
1 don't remember seeing anything in your 

column about heartburn and hiatal hernia. I 
have both. My gastroenterologist wants me to 
see a surgeon because I don't get much relief 
from medicines. Isn't surgery a bit drastic?­

ANSWER: 
Heartburn and hiatal hernia are such fre­

quent topics in this column that I fear I am bor­
ing readers. But your question has a uniqueness 
that caught my auention 

A flat sheet of muscle separates the chest 
cavity from the abdominal cavity. That muscle 
is the diaphragm. In it are openings (hiatuses) 
that allow structures to pass through the chest 
into the abdomen. 
One is for the 
esophagus, the 
swallowing tube. 
to join the stom­
ach. A hiatal her­
nia is an upward 
bulging of the 
stomach through 
the gap and into 
the chest. 

To Your 
Good 
Health 

Sometimes a hiatal hernia is responsible for 
heartburn, known as GERD - gastroe­
sophageal reflux disease GERD is the splash­
ing upward of stomach acid and digestive juices 
into the esophagus. At other times. GERD 
occurs witl1out a hiatal hernia. You happen to 
have both problems. 

There are many, many medicines that are 
nearly always effective in GERD control. One 
group of such medicines includes Tagamet, 
Pepcid. Axid and Zanrac. They tum the stom­
ach's acid-production faucet almost to the "off' 
position so corrosive stomach acid does not

Apple Computer founder and CEO

Figure of fitness: body 
fat measurements 

For some people. measur­
ing body fat (composition) is a 
way to detennine progress in 
their workout routines. 
Unfortunately, meaningful 
results aren't always in the 
measurement. Shouldn 't we 
just go by how we feel, how 
our clothes fit and what the 
scale tells us? However, since 
excessive body fat is a signifi­
cant factor in heart disease and 
some forms of cancer. it is 
important that you have some 
idea of your body composi· 
tion. 

For a healthy. average 
male, body fat should range 
from 8 percent to 15 percent of 
total body mass; for females, 
the range of body fat is 
between 15 percent and 22 
percent. 

The exercise and medical 
fields have found a hot market 
in fat measurement. 

Currently there are more 
than eight different ways to 
calculate body composition. 
These techniques are limited 
in their usefulnes~ in one way 
or another. Some are too ~im­
plistic, others are expensive in 
terms of equipment and per­
sonnel to administer the test: 

• still others arc too complex 
and error-prone. They range 
from a simplistic calculation 
of weight for height to sophis­
ticated. expensive measure­
ment techniques such as 
hydrostatic weighing. 

The accuracy of these mea­
surements varies widely. For 
instance. the skin-fold mea­
surement, a method used in 
most gym facil ities using 
calipers to measure subcuta­
neous body fat, has an accu­
rate measurement of 4 percent 
to 5 percent. That's not too 
good. In dual energy X-ray 
absorptiometry (or DEXA), 
your body is scanned from 
head to toe, normaJiy in a hos­
pital setting, measuring tissue 
density with low doses of X­
rays. Here the margin of error 
is 2 percent to 3 percent.

made to find a method that IS 

accurate. accessible. quick and 
valid. Some now say it can be 
provided by a device called the 
Bod Pod. 

The Bod Pod works along • 
the same line~ as hydro~tatic 
weighing, whach assumes that 
a muscular body is denser, and 
therefore takes up less space. 
than a body ot similar weight 
that has more fat You first 

punch in your weight: then. 
once you're sitting inside the 
egg-shaped compartment, the 
Pod measures your volume -
or how much space you take 
up. It then calculates your 
overall density. Finally, it 
plugs your density into a fancy 
formula that tells you your 
body-fat percentage. It all 
takes about five minutes. 

The feedback the Bod Pod 
provides is valuable, but at a ~ 
cost of $30,000 per machine, it 
is unlikely to be seen in most 
fitness facilities. 

If you track your body fat 
composition, you should re­
test periodically u:.ing the 
same procedure. And if you're 
looking to reduce your body 
fat, the most effective way is 
to combine regular exercise 
with a healthy diet

Here goes our tina! installment in the 
current series of articles relating to com­
mon puppy problems. The first segment 
covered chewing on inappropriate 
object<;, and the second on biting and nip­
ping. Now we will concentr.tte on teach­
ing puppy not to jump up on people. 

As always, we need to know a little 
bit about why puppies and older dogs do 
this in order to develop a r.ttional plan to 
change the behavior. As with nearly 
everything else that we consider a lprob­
lcmi, this behavior serves a purpose in 
wild canine rclati\cs. 

You are aware that wolf cubs are 
nursed by their mother for the first few 
weeks of life, just as domestic puppies 
are. Wht:n thcv arc older, their mother 
will teach the~ to hunt their own food. 
What about that time between weaning 

and the time when they are big enough to 
tag along on the hunt? With no source of 
creamed peas or pureed carrots in a jar, 
the mother wolf still has to provide her 
litter with nourishment that is easy to 
chew and digest. This is where the 
method gets a little disgusting, but it 
works. 

Mama wolf may make a kill quite a 
distance away from her den. She will 
gorge herself at the site, filling up on 
every bite she can. Her stomach is the 
only vessel she has to carry the food 
home in. When she returns to the den the 
cubs rush to greet her. and begin licking 
at her mouth. This stimulates a reflex 
that causes her to regurgitate the food she 
is carrymg. She has already partially 
chewed the meat. and her digestive 
enzymes have started to break it down. 
making it much easier for the cubsf 
immature digestive tracts to process. (If 
you think this is way too gross, apparent­
ly the origin of the human custom of 
kissing was very similar. Women in pre­
historic and some modem cultures feed 
their young children by passing pre­
chewed food into the childfs mouth. One 

thing has led to another.) 
Anyway, as wolf cubs grow, this lip­

licking becomes a greeting behavior and 
a submissi.,.e gesture toward more domi­
nant pack members. The behavior says l1 
respect your authority and maturity; see 
how 1 act just like a helpless little cub. 
We often see this greeting behavior dis­
played between domestic dogs. No won­
der our dogs jump up. They are trying lo 
reach our mouths, which are way out of 
their reach! Add to this the fact that we 
sometimes (when we are wearing old 
clothes and in the mood for it) reward 
them for doing il. How arc they sup­
posed to know that the rules change 
when you are in a hurry, have something 
breakable m your arms, or have on your 
best business suit? 

Anytime we reward an animal on an 
unpredictable (to the animal) basis, it 
makes the behavior more intense. no 
matter how much we punish them for it 
in between times. People would not 
become addicted to slot machines if they

rirst. check the piCCCl> for Cracked Ol peeling 
veneer- thin, decorative pieces of wood covering a 
base piece. Also. look for large cracb or split wood, 
especially in the legs. In both cases. damaged pieces 
should be taken to a furn iture repair shop. 

If there is no major damage. go ahead and strip the 
piece. Purcha-;e a stripping/refinishing solution. steel 
wool a11d a wide-edged putty knife. Gather lots of old 
mgs and an old painthru~h. 

Place the furniture on a drop cloth in a very well­
ventilated area. The driveway or inside an open 
garage are recommended spots. II you live in an 

apartment, ask the manager if there I" a place to do 
this, ortakc lhe piece to }our mom's garage.

Finally, since your table will see a lot of usc. con· 
sider applying a polyul\!lhane finish, which will pro­
tect the wood from small dings, dripping wa.-x and 
water stains.
