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Martin heirs count court decision as a victory

Knott County Circuit Court
Judge John Robert Morgan grant-
ed a summary judgement on Jan.
30 in favor of the A, Martin
Gamble Company (AMG), a col-
lective entity formed to regain the

mineral rights to the heirs of
Alamandar Martin, who claim
they have suffered financial loss
at the hands of various coal com-
panies including Kentucky May,
Reedy Coal Company and Elk
Horn Coal, among others.

The *'gross encroachment™ of
coal spans back as far as a centu-

ry ago, when mining began on the
125-acres of land belonging to
numerous heirs of the Martin
family, according to AMG presi-
dent O.D. Cook.

The decision to grant the
Martin heirs a summary judge-
ment came based on the finding
that the family members have a

valid title to the Alamandar
Martin Patent, granted to their
decendant in  [888 by the
Commonwealth of Kentucky,
according to coutt records.

One development mentioned
by Cook on Tuesday was that,
Elk Horn Coal Corporation filed
a notice of bankruptcy attached to

an order for joint administration
of cases, which has been, in turn,
attached to the AMG lawsuit
against Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection
Cabinet and Buck Coal.

A judge ruled Wednesday
that two undergraduates at the
University of Maine did not
violate the state’s indecent
conduct law by jogging naked,

Debra Ballou, of Island
Falls, and Kathryn Mann, of
Fayetteville, N.Y., won the
case without hiring a lawyer
and by asking just one ques-
tion of the prosecution’s only
witness.

Maine law states that peo-
ple are guilty of indecent con-
duct only when they “know-
ingly expose their genitals in
public.”

Ballou, 20, asked the arresi-
ing officer whether he saw her
genitals Nov. 2.

“Not that I recall,”” replied
Orono police officer John
Ewing.

“That’s all 1 have,” Ballou
told the court,

Judge Jesse Gunther, of the
3rd District Court in Bangor,
then ruled that a woman naked
in the street is not an indecent
act under Maine law because a
woman’s genitals are primarily
internal.

Gunther grinned slightly as
he said, “I would assume the
Legislature will probably be
addressing this issue.”

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Modest efforts being undertaken
for family court amendment

FRANKFORT — After win-
ning overwhelming support
from the 2001 General
Assembly, the move to validate
family courts went into hiberna-
Hon.

With the constitutional
amendment on the ballot this
year, activily is picking up, even
if modestly.

The Family Courts for
Kentucky public issues comimit-
tee reported raising nearly
$23,000 during the last three
months of 2001. Most of the
contributions came from
lawyers and judges. The com-
mittee has had virtwally no
expenditures.

Chief

Justice Joseph

Lambert, the primary promoter
of the amendment, said the strat-
egy for passage of the amend-
ment is depending largely on
word of mouth.

Lambert said he has already
obtained endorsements from a
wide variety of interest groups,
from the Kentucky Education
Association to the Burley
Tobacco Growers Cooperative
Association and the Kentucky
Farm Bureau Federation to the
Kentucky  Association  of
Electric Cooperatives.

Several newspaper editorial
pages have also endorsed the
amendment. Lambert said his
quiet campaign of endorsements
will continue. When it gets clos-
er to November, whatever
money the committee has raised
will go to an advertising cam-

paign,

Family courts have been in
place in some parts of Kentucky
for a decade. They largely are
administrative creations, where-
by domestic law cases, from
divoree to adoption and domes-
tic violence, are handled by a
single judge.

Although the Kentucky
Supreme Court approved the
creation, Lambert said there
remains some question about
their constitutionality.

Bill would add reasons to withhold
records, close meetings

ies, such as a city council, to dis-
cuss security issues in a closed
session. Access to government
records could be denied for the
same reason.

Kentucky's laws on public
meetings and records presently
allow the withholding of infor-
mation on a few, specific sub-
jeets, such as litigation, person-
nel actions, active criminal
investigations and collective
bargaining talks.

Lora Morris, an attorney for
the Kentucky Press Association,
tried unsuccessfully to get the
committee to write an expiration
date into the bill, which would
require the General Assembly to
reauthonze the law. l

“We understand we're in the
middle of some extraordinary
times,” Morris said. “Hopefully
these extraordinary times are
temporary.”

She also said the bill goes
beyond terrorism concerns
because it also would allow a
government to keep secret its
plans for responding to “a crim-
inal act.”

“A criminal act could be any-
thing,” Morris said.

Senate  President David
Williams, who is on the commit-
tee, defended the bill’s wording.
He said a city council and its
police officials, if anticipating a
crime, “should be able to sit
down together and plan a
response without the newspa-
pers coming in and letting the
bad guys know what's going
on.”

Security has been an overrid-
ing issue since the Sept. 11 ter-
rorist attacks on the World Trade
Center and Pentagon. In the
weeks that followed, Gov. Paul
Patton’s administration consid-
ered proposing the addition of a
security exemption to the Open
Records Act.

Administration officials said

they were worried about the
security of state government’s
computer systems as well as
regulatory files loaded with
maps and technical information
about water, gas, electric and
telephone systems.
! The administration ultimate-
ly decided that existing exemp-
tions, properly applied, would
be adequate.

Morris said the bill sponsor,
Roeding, had invited her to have
further discussions about the
bill, which now goes to the full
Senate.

There's' nothing surprising about &
company desiring cheap labor. The goal
of any business is to cut costs and
increase profits. And employers typically
complain that labor is one of the biggest
expenses, so they're always looking for
ways to pay workers less.

That’s why a Houston-based non-
union electrical contractor, Integrated
Electrical Services (IES), must have been
excited to learn about USA International
Training (USA-IT), a Maryland-based
international staffing and personnel man-
agement company advertising highly
skilled, hardworking foreign electricians
for $15 per hour.

Capitalizing on a cultural exchange
program run by the U.S. State
Department and the Immigration and
Naturalization Service (INS), USA-IT in
its marketing literature told prospective
clients that it was “an exchange company
that provides qualified overseas electri-
cians to U.S. companies,” adding that
“[blecause of the type of visa that is
granted and because they are not familiar
with U.S. customs, we call the electri-
cians trainees.”

USA-IT would help companies hire

Martin heir

‘touts truth in

court decision

The Martin heirs of Eastern Kentucky
are one step closer to regaining legal
recognition as rightful owners to a wealth
of mineral rights located along the waters
of Beaver Gap in Knott County.

On Wednesday, January 30th, 2002,
Honorable Knott Circuit Judge John
Robert Morgan granted Summary
Judgement in favor of AMG, the
Alamandar Martin Gamble Company,
which represents the collective heirs to
the vast fortune. This landmark decision
grants ownership of a specified 125-acre
mineral estate, located in the Beaver Gap
area in Knott County, back to the heirs of

oo+t

the foreign “trainees’” by getting organi-
zations such as the YMCA of Greater
New York to sponsor their 18-month J-1
visas. The YMCA of Greater New York
— which runs an international camp
counselor program —has been approved
by the State Department to sponsor cul-
tural exchange visas.

USA-IT also plugged another advan-
tage: that cultural exchange trainees can-
not change employers. What that meant
was that exchange trainees could be
threatened with deportation if they
objected to pay, benefits or working con-
ditions.

The company capped its pitch by
emphasizing that “[t]he USA-IT program
is an excellent way to overcome current
shortages with extremely capable, reli-
able, and cost-efficient electricians.”

That must have been music to the ears
of executives at Integrated Electrical
Services, which hired 300 cultural
exchange trainees from USA-IT to cut
costs and cover alleged staffing short-
ages. IES —which installs and maintains
electrical wiring systems in commercial
and industrial businesses — had recently
seen profits drop, following several years
of strong growth in the late 1990s. In
2000, IES had net earnings of $21.2 mil-
lion on $1.6 billion in sales. The 15,500-
employee company has aggressively
expanded in recent years, gobbling up
smaller nonunion electrical contractors
and creating a network of 150 affiliates
throughout the United States.

But being exploited as cheap labor
was not what 650 electricians and engi-
neers from Romania , Bulgaria and
Ecuador expected from USA-IT. As
investigations by Mike Gallagher of the

Albuquerque Journal and Walter Roche
of the Baltimore Sun found. many of
these men were led to believe that they
were coming to the United States as part
of a training and education program in
advanced electrical systems and manage-
ment techniques. Several had electrical
engineering backgrounds.

Instead, USA-IT was leasing these
highly skilled electricians and engineers
to electrical contractors such as IES that
sent them to work full-time on construc-
tion projects in New Mexico, Colorado,
Oklahoma, Alabama, Maryland and other
states. As organizers for the International
Brotherhood of Electrical Workers
(IBEW) in New Mexico discovered last
fall, in many cases the exchange trainees
were simply working as manual laborers,
digging ditches, jack hammering and per-
forming other unskilled and skilled
duties. An IES affiliate in Albuquerque,
DKD Electric, had as many as 60 cultur-
al exchange participants from Romania
working at construction sites, according
to Tom Davis, an international represen-
tative from the IBEW.

“One of these guys, an engineering
professor from Romania . was handed a
shovel when he showed up at the con-
struction site,” said Dayis . “And later on,
the professor even ran into former stu-
dents who also fell into USA-IT’s trap.”

Many of the workers in the USA-IT
cultural exchange program also said that
training was nonexistent. “We have not
received any of the training promised.”
one Romanian worker, Razan Duta, told
the Albuquerque Journal. “We work, just
work.”

With
the expertise that he honed as fraud exam-
iner, along with first hand knowledge
from key people that knew of this theft,
he began his quest as if “on a mission
from God”, vowing to right this torturous
action.

Yet, Judge Morgan’s decision is only
the beginning. In the next several months
litigation continues conicerning ownership
of other patents of William Martin; which
contain thousands of acres of mineral in
Knott County, all the world will be
encouraged by the fact that “truth™ will
stand in the presence of adversity and will
arise the Vietor.

They can go anywhere in the
Capitol and the adjoining
Capitol Annex, except for the
House and Senate chambers and
legislative committee hearings,
Wright said.

Occasionally, the guns trig-
ger metal detectors installed at
Capitol entrances, and when
they do, people are usually up
front about their weapons and
show officers their permits,
Wright said,

“We've had no problem of
people trying to slip weapons
in,” Wright said.

Gun control groups say it's
bad policy to allow weapons in
capitols as the nation struggles
to harden its centers of govern-
ment and finance against terror-
ist attacks.

*“This opens a can of worms
for law enforcement, for exam-
ple. who have to goard the capi-
tols, and it is an invitation for
accidents to happen or for peo-
ple to lose their temper with
lethal results," said Nancy Hwa,
a spokeswoman for the Brady
Campaign to Prevent Handgun

The State Department found that
USA-IT was taking in $140,000
a week by leasing the cultural
exchange tramnees (0 contrac-
lors.

Established under the Mutual

Two men
wanted in

ment complex in the city,
according to Special Agent

Salvador Hemandez.,

Powers was stopped while
driving en Interstate 264 after he
left the apartment complex.
Lowe was arrested outside the
apartment building, Hernandez
said.

Powers and Lowe were want-
ed by authorities in Henderson,
Nev,, in connection with the July
6 murder of Miranda Johnson,
21, who was shot while holding
her 3-week-old child.

A warrant was issued earlier
for the arrest of Powers on 4
charge of murder with the use of
a deadly weapon.

*We belicve they were both
present at the time of the mur-
der,” said FBI spokesman for the
Kentucky office David Beyer.

Four days after the shooting,
authorities in Nevada arrested
James Jeff Turner Jr. and also
charged him with murder.

Dozens of tax changes

WASHINGTON — Lower
income taxes, a bigger child tax
credit, new breaks for education
and enhanced retirement savings
are only a few of the dozens of
changes awailing taxpayers in
2002 as a result of the sweeping
tax law enacted last year.

In all, the 10-year, $1.35 trillion
tax cut passed by Congress and
signed by President Bush last June
made 44 tax law changes, accord-
ing to H&R Block Inc. Most will
be gradually phased in over the
decade, but some important ones
are already in effect.

“The changes are some of the
most significant shifts in the tax
code we've seen in many years,”
said Mark A. Emst, H&R Block
president and chief executive offi-
cer.

Even with the changes, the
Internal Revenue Service is
promising a smooth tax filing sea-
son through this year's deadline of
midnight April 15, The IRS
expects 10 get about 132 million
individual tax returns this year
including a projected 45 million
that will be filed electronically.

Due to extra mailroom precau-
tions resulting from last year's
anthrax scare, IRS Commissioner
Charles Rossotti says laxpayers
should give computer e-filing a
fresh look to reduce the chance for
paperwork delays and to cut the
agency’s costs,

“The less paper we get, the bet-
ter off we're going to be,” Rossotti
said.

Millions of taxpayers already
received some benefit of the big
tax cut in the form of rebate checks
of up to $600 that were mailed out
over the summer and fall. The
checks represented only a sam-
pling of what's to come.

Other changes taking

effect in 2002 include:

B Increased annual contribu-
tion limits for tax-favored
Coverdell Education Savings
Accounts and tax-free distributions
from Section 529 education plans
if the money is used for qualified
expenses, A $3,000 higher educa-
tion deduction for qualified tax-
payers also will apply to 2002
expenses, even for taxpayers who
do not itemize deductions.

M The child adoption tax credit
rises o 310,000 and the income
limits for taxpayers become more
generous.

B The top estate tax rate drops
from 55 percent 10 50 percent and
the per-person exemption rises

WASHINGTON — A host of
tax law changes makes it smart
money (o lake advantage of new
opportunities to save for educa-
tion.

One of the biggest changes
involves state-sponsored plans
often referred to by Section 529
of the tax code.

WASHINGTON — Think
you can get away with not
paying income taxes?

Some of
these schemes are marketed by
promoters for a fee, but tax-
payers who sign up could be

“Some enrich themselves at
the expense of their followers,
who find they have no legal
ground to stand on when they
follow this bad advice,” an
IRS statement says.

Good News,
Bad News

WASHINGTON — There's
good news and bad news this year
regarding the dreaded allemative
mininum tax.

First the good news:
Exemptions for individuals and
married couples go up. meaning
less income 15 subject to the tax.
Individuals and heads of house-
holds can exempt $2,000 more, for
a total of $35,750, and married
couples filing jointly can exempt
$49,000, or $4,000 more.

Now the bad news: An estimal-
ed 1.4 million. axpayers will still
find themselves paying more to the
Internal Revenue Service because
of the tax — and it’s only going to
get worse in the years ahead.

Originally designed to prevent
wealthy taxpayers from using
legal loopholes o escipe income
taxes, the altemative minimum
tax now is snaring more and more
middle-class taxpayers who have
multiple credits and deductions.
One reason s that it was never
indexed for inflation. so it affects
more people as their incomes
rise.

“Over the years, many of
these shelters have been curbed,”
said Bob Trinz, an editor at RIA'S
Federal Taxes Weekly Alert, a
leading publication for accoun-
tants, “Much of the motivaton for
the AMT has fallen away, but the
AMT is still here.™

The 10-year, $1.35 trillion
income tax cut enacted this year
will only make the problem
worse in the years ihead because
minimum  tax. rates were not
reduced. The Joint Committee on

increase in limits for 401(k)-type
plans.

Those age 50 and up get spe-
cial, lgher “catch-up™ limits per-

Besides boosting a taxpayer’s
savings, contributing to retire-
ment plans on a pre-tax basis low-
ers taxable income in 2002, said
John W, Roth, an attorney with
CCH Inc., a leading ax publish-
ing firm.

“You can start receiving your
2002 refund in January instead of
waiting until 2003.” Roth said.

Taxation, which provides formal
estimates of tax law for
Congress, projects that by 2010
about 35 million taxpayers will
pay the alternative minimum tax,
compared with 17 million before
the big tax culL.

The alternative minimum fax
is frequently triggered when tax-
payers have multiple large deduc-
tons. People with large families
and those who live in high-tax
states are particularly vulnerable,
Trinz said.

To determine 1f the alternative
minimum tax comes into play, a
taxpayer must first figure regular
income tax and then do the AMT
version, leaving out many of the
credits and deductions that
applied the first time.

After adding various tax pref-
erence iterns 10 & taxpayer's regu-
lar income taxes and subtracting
the exemption amount, the alter-
pative minimum tax is figured at
a flat rate of 26 percent of the first
$175.000 and 28 percent above
that amount.

If the minimum tax is more
than the regular tax. the taxpayer
reports the difference as the AMT
amount on the (ax retum.

One problem is that many
people may not be aware they
owed any allernative minimum
tax until they get a notice from
the IRS. Details are found in the
1040 form instructions; most tax
preparation software will flag it.

Legislation has been intro-
duced in Congress to eliminate
the alternative minimum tax, but
it cames a4 big price tag. Trinz
said lawmakers could also raise
the exemptions, index the income
amounts for inflation or allow
some common deductions and
credits to be taken against the tax.

Credits are generally better for
taxpayers than deductions
because they amount to a dol-
lar-for-dollar reduction in
taxes owed.

B Electronic funds withdraw-
al, Taxpayers who file returns
electronically can have their taxes
due debited by the IRS from a
checking or savings account.

W Installment agreement. IRS
Form 9465 is used to request such
a payment plan, which is guaran-
teed for taxpayers whose total lia-
bility doesn’t exceed $10,000,
haven't had an installment plan in
the last five years and agree (o pay
the bill within three years or less,
among other requirements.
Interest, lawe payment penalties
and a processing fee also apply.

W Offer in compromise. For
lafge unpaid tax labilities, the IRS
may accept a lesser amount if the
taxpayer can't pay. Form 656 is
used to make such an offer, and
the debt can often be paid off over
time with fixed monthly pay-
ments, If a wxpayer defaults, the
entire original tax liability plus
interest and penalties will be rein-
stated.

In response to Kmart's state-
ment, Haas Carter Motorsports,
which owns the cars, said it is
evaluating its sponsorship situa-
tion.

“NASCAR is so sponsor dri-
ven, so obviously they would
have to find another sponsor,” if
Kmart pulled its support, said

Mike Mooney, with Cox
Marketing Group.
Kmart has sponsored a

NASCAR race team for more
than five years.

The No. 3 discount retailer
filed for Chapter 11 protection
on January 22, following disap-
pointing holiday sales and
lower-than expected fourth-
quarter earnings.

President Andrew Sorensen
said the university would appeal.
The school had not proposed any
ban on bowl games.

The NCAA began investigat-
ing Alabama in Apnl 2000 for
alleged violations that occurred

mostly under former coach Mike
DuBose, who was not charged
with wrongdoing.

None of the accusations
involye current coach Dennis
Franchione or his staff.

The university's response to
NCAA charges last year contend-
ed that accusations of a $20,000
payment to prospect Kenny
Smith in the mid-1990s fell out-
side the governing body’s statute
of limitations. Gene Stallings,
who was coach at the time, also
wis not accused of wrongdoing.

Alabama officials also argued
that the NCAA couldn’t prove
that high school coaches for
Memphis prospect Albert Means
received money 1o steer the
defensive lineman to Alabama, or
that any money was linked to
Tide booster Logan Young.

But the NCAA said a booster
agreed to give Means" coach
$115,000 to get Means to sign
with Alabama.

The NCAA also said three
payments of $10.000 were made,
but that it wasn't clear if former
Trezevant High School coach
Lynn Lang ever delivered the
money to Means.

Ashland exec says firm’s
strength should offset
weak economy

COVINGTON — Ashland
Inc.’s chairman told share-
holders Thursday that the
strength of the oil refiner’s
operations and its strategy of
balancing businesses puts the
company in an excellent posi-
tion to withstand the economic
and energy-market slowdown.

“We have created a solid
mix of businesses that tend to
be countercyclical to one
another,” Paul Chellgren, who
is also CEO of the Covington,
Ky.-based company, said at the
annual shareholders meeting.
“The resulting balance pro-
vides some degree of stability
for the corporation during the
ups and downs of both the eco-
nomic and refining cycles.”

He said that while operating
income from APAC, Ashland’s
group of construction compa-
nies, nearly tripled in the first
quarter of 2002 from the pre-
vious year's first quarter,
Ashland Distribution and
Ashland Specialty Chemical
continue to suffer from the
wedk economy.

“We have seen some margin
improvement in these busi-
nesses due primarily to falling
hydrocarbon costs and efforts
to lower expenses.” he said.

The company last Friday
reported net earnings of $38
million, or 534 cents per share,
for the first quarter of 2002,
compared with. $59 million, or
84 cents a year ago. Chellgren
said ample supply and weak
demand that squeezed refining
margins late in the quarter
contributed to the decline.

In trading Thursday, shares
of Ashland closed at $46.76,
up 77 cents on the New York
Stock Exchange.

Shareholders had only two
items of business at their
annual meeting.

They approved Ernst &
Young, the company’s outside
independent auditor since
1936, as the auditor for 2002,

Chellgren said Ashland is
very sensitive to concerns
about the independence of
auditors in the wake of the
Enron scandal. He stressed
that Ernst & Young provides
auditing services and does not
provide any management con-
sulting for Ashland.

Shareholders also approved
the election of Dr. Bernadine
Healy, Frank Carlucci, James
Farley and William Rouse to
the board of directors. Healy is
the former president of the
American Red Cross, and
Carlucci is chairman of The
Carlyle Group in Washington,

D.C. Farley is the retired
chairman and CEO of The
MONY Group, and Rouse is
the former chairman of First
Security Corp.

OF THE CITY OF

WHEREAS, the
Prestonsburg Clity
Council desires to
prormote the exis-
tence of long-term
and legitimate busi-
ness interests con-
ducted within the City
limits: and,

WHEREAS, the
Prestonsburg  City
Council finds and
declares that the dis-
tribution and sale of
vehicles within this

ing a private or public

Section I Every
automobile dealer
