The agreement between parties listed
on the document as Ike Jason England
and 22-year-old Amanda Pinion was
placed. according to the filing deputy
clerk, who asked that her name not be
used, in what is referred to as the “mis-

cellaneous™ book in thé Pike County
Clerk’s office.

Because of the decision to file the
notarized document in this section,
which is reserved primarily for docu-
ments that do not pertain to real estate or
land contracts, the deputy clerk said she
doesn’t feel the contract to be legally
binding in any way.

“I’s not legally binding, but that
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would probably have to be fought out
between lawyers in court ... We've got
some ridiculous stuff in that folder,” the
deputy clerk said. “If | had it to do over
I'wouldn't have filed it, but I had no rea-
son to refuse it at the time. If | had
refused, he may have been able 10 get
me to do it, you know, by some statute
or other.”

In the agreement, the woman listed

as Pinion, who signed the papers along
with the man listed as, England and a
notary public in December, states that
she willfully be a slave to England for a
term of 25 years, which can be renewed
after that time at England’s discretion.
It is made clear in the opening state-
ments of the agreement that England

Wheelwright man pleads guilty to trafficking

. PRESTONSBURG — James Corbin
Sohnson, 43, of Wheelwright, was sentenced
Friday by Floyd County Circuit Judge Danny P
Caudill to five years in prison on three counts of
first-degree trafficking in a controlled sub-
stance.
Johnson was amrested during a Kentucky
State Police drug raid in August and charged
with three trafficking counts in connection (o

evidence linking him to three “controlled buys™
within a three- to four-month period, according
to Assistant Commonwealth’s Attorney Wayne
Taylor.

Taylor said Johnson was taped selling the
less often mentioned drug MS Contin, a. mor-
phine-based prescription medication.

Taylor said that when the drugs taken from
the controlled buys were sent for lab tests, the
results revealed morphine.

The audio tapes of Johnson making the actu-
al sales on the three separale occasions 10 an

unnamed informant were invaluable in the case,
said Taylor.

At the time of his amrest, Johnson was only
charged with two counts of first-degree traffick-
ing in a controlled substance, the third charge
having apparently been added by a grand jury in
its indictment after further investigation into the
matter.

Service inspectors
stopped  Alejandro  Mejia
Garcia at the airport on Feb. 5
and noticed the unusually stiff
clothes that smelled of vinegar
and left a trail of white powder,
according to the documents.

Mejia was charged with
smuggling heroin and held
Thursday at an undisclosed
location without bail. He could
face a life sentence if convicted
of smuggling more than 2.2
pounds of heroin.

Mejia told customs agents
he was promised $12,500 by
smugglers in Colombia to carry
the clothing to the United
States, the court papers say.

Drug agents also arrested
three men who came to the air-
port to receive the clothing,
customs officials said.

Children taken from
McCreary academy soon *
to be headed home

FRANKFORT — Children
removed from a residential
academy in McCreary County
will be headed home within
days, a state official said
Friday.

Thirty children, ages 9 to
18, were at Beulah Mountain
Christian Academy, a facility
for “at risk” youth. A judge
ordered it closed on Thursday
after a state investigation
allegedly turned up evidence
of neglect and abuse.

Mike Jennings, spokesman
for the Cabinet for Families
and Children, said youth at the
academy were from 12 states
and Canada. None were from
Kentucky.

Families were being con-
tacted, and children who could
not be picked up would be
flown home at state expense,

Jennings said.

First, however, the cabinet
was checking with child-care
agencies in other states to
determine whether any chil-
dren had been abused at home,
Jennings said. “If there were,
we wouldn't do that. We're not
going to release them to
abusers,” he said.

The children were from as
far away as California and
Oregon. Jennings said an 18-

year-old female is from
Canada, and the cabinet has
been contacted by the

Canadian consulate,

McCreary Circuit Judge
Paul E. Braden temporarily
closed the academy because it
did not have a license as a
child-care facility. The acade-
my is affiliated with the Bible
Missionary Church.

Social workers who investi-
gated allegedly found multiple

cases of abuse, including a 9-
year-old who was brought 1o
an emergency room with
bruises on his back, shoulder,
buttocks and upper leg,
according to a motion filed in
Braden's court.

Most of the children were
taken Thursday night by bus to
Jefferson County. Jennings
said a few may have been
taken straight to Tennessee.

An 18-year-old male appar-
ently elected to stay at Beulah
Mountain, based on what a
cabinet official was told by the
teen’s grandfather, Jennings
said, The cabinet had no juris-
diction over him because he is
an adult, Jennings said.

Others who were at the
academy come from Alabama,
Florida, Louisiana, New
Jersey, New Mexico, New
York, Ohio, Pennsylvania,
Tennessee and Texas.

State employees may get
mail-order drug option

FRANKFORT - A bill that
would create a mail-order drug
option for state employees was
approved by the House
Appropriations and Revenue
Committee Tuesday.

House Bill 369, filed by Rep.
Mary Lou Marzian, D-
Louisville, would allow the state
to offer employees in the state
health insurance group the
option of obtaining a 90-day
prescription of mainienance
medications, such as blood pres-
sure medicine, for a two-month
co-pay. The legislation is

expected to save the state $3.2
million a year.

Marzian said the mail order
option would not cover
OxyContin and other Schedule 2
drugs which, according to the
US. Food and Drug
Administration, have a high risk
of abuse.

Concerned that local pharma-
cies may be disadvantaged by
the mail-order option, commit-
tee members amended the bill to
require that employees would
pay the same co-pay for the
same quantity of drugs whether

the drugs are bought at a retail
pharmacy or by mail order.

The amendment’s sponsor,
Rep. Mike Cherry, D-Princeton,
said retail pharmacies are pre-
pared to accept the bill.

“] can characterize the reac-
ton of the pharmacists and the
industry representatives by say-
ing we don't like this bill but we
recognize its importance ... and
we recognize sooner or later we
are going (o have to live with it,”
said Cherry.

The bill now goes to the full
House for its consideration.

FRANKFORT Ched
Jennings, a Louisville attorney
who's headed the state workers'
compensation program since
May 2001, was abruptly fired
Thursday by Goy. Paul Patton.

Jennings, who ran for the
Democratic nomination for the
3rd District seat in Congress in
2000 before Patton urged him to
withdraw, was summoned (o
Patton’s office late Thursday
afternoon.

Denis Fleming, Patton’s gen-
eral counsel, and Deputy
Cabinet Secretary Mike Haydon
told Jennings he was being
given the option of resigning or
getting fired.

“I asked for a reason. | asked
to meel with the governor,”
Jennings said. “I had no indica-
tion of this; no feeling, no sig-
nals. In my book, there was
nothing to indicate there was
any problem with my role.”

He said he was told he could
not meet with Patton and that he
did not have to be given a reason
for his dismissal.

Patton’s office was tight-
lipped about the decision.

“He has been relieved of his
responsibilities as commission-
er,” Patton spokesman Rusty
Cheuvront told The Courier-
Journal of Louisville. “On the
advice of our counsel, we're not
going to make any further com-
ments."”

Jennings® firing comes just as
the Senate was preparing to con-

sider Patton's priority workers'
compensation reform bill. The
measure would relax rules for
awarding black-lung benefits to
coal miners.

The bill is expected to get its
first hearing next week before a
Senate committee, Senate
Majority Leader Dan Kelly said
Friday. Kelly said Jennings'
departure would not complicate
the review.

“I don't think we looked at
his role as key in resolving that”
issue, the Springfield
Republican said.

Kelly predicted the Senate
would pass black-lung legisla-
tion. Last year, similar legisla-
tion stalled in the Senate.

Rep. Johnnie Turner, R-
Harlan and the bill's lead spon-
sor, said Jennings' firing came
as a “shock™ to him. "“Ched is
one of the most knowledgeable
people I know in the workers'
comp area,” Turner said.

Turner said the finng should-
n't disrupt the debate in the
Senate because the bill's costs to
the coal industry were laid out
during House review of the leg-
islation. It passed the House
without dissent.

Jennings’ firing also comes in
the wake of two complaints filed
recently by employees of the
department who alleged they
lost the chance for a promotion
because Jennings had hired a
friend for the job.

The two women said that
state personnel law gave them
first crack at the job because

they were already state workers.
Jennings instead hired John
Sommers, whom he acknowl-
edged was a close friend.

Jennings said he fired
Sommers this week when
Sommers’ six-month probation
ended. He said it was in the best
interest of the department to
resolve controversy about the
complaints by  releasing
Sommers.

Patton appointed lennings
after Walter Turner, also an
attorney, resigned to return to
private practice. Since becom-
ing commissioner, Jennings had
increased the number of depart-
ment employees from 194 to
209. He said the increase was

necessary to process claims
from injured workers more
quickly.

The state Senate was about to
begin confirmation hearings on
Jennings' appointment.

State Labor Secretary Joe
Norsworthy, Jennings' boss,
said Thursday he had no warn-
ing of Jennings' firing. He said
he was called to Patton's office
late Thursday and told of the
move by Patton himself.

Jennings said he was “very
proud” of the job he had done
with the department, which
helped push through legislation
this session that would make it
easier for coal miners to get
black-lung benefits.

Government investigator
says identity theft may be
fastest growing crime

WASHINGTO — Identity
theft may be one of the fastest
growing crimes in the country,
a government investigator said
Thursday.

“I can’t think of one that's
rising faster,” Richard Stana,
justice issues director at the
General Accounting Office,
told a Senate Judiciary sub-
committee,

Some privacy groups esti-
mate that as many as 750,000
people a year are vietims of
identity theft, said Sen.
Dianne Feinstein, who called
the hearing.

No one knows exactly how
many identity theft crimes
there are because no one
tracks the data. Also. identify
theft is connected to other
crimes, such as bank fraud,
credit card fraud or misuse of
counterfeit financial instru-
ments, Stana said.

From a review of consumer
complaints and hot line calls,
law enforcement investiga-
tions and prosecutions of iden-
tity-theft related crimes,
authorities believe it may be
among the fastest growing
types of-crimes.

The Federal Trade Center
[dentity Theft Data
Clearinghouse averaged 445
calls per week when it opened
in 1999, In December 2001,
the average was 3,000 a week,
Stana said.

Also, allegations of Social
Security number misuse rose
from 11,000 in fiscal year
1998 10 65,000 in fiscal year
2001, Stana said.

It costs the average victim
more than $1,000 to clean up
the mess left by identity
thieves, the Federal Trade
Commission said. The agency
said identity theft accounted
for more than 40 percent of the
200,000 consumer-fraud com-
plaints it collected in 2001.

Feinstein, who is pushing a
bill that would help deter iden-
tity theft, said stopping the
crime 1§ a securily matter.

“According to the Social
Security Administration, six of

the 19 hijackers in the Sept. 11
attack 'were using Social
Security numbers illegally,”
said  Feinstein,  D-Calif.
“Moreover, an al-Qaida asso-
cite recently testified that the
organization trained its opera-
tives how to obtain stolen
licenses, credit cards and
Social Security cards.”

2 Medicaid l;i;, 1 for co-payments, passed

FRANKFORT — Two bills
being counted on to bail out
Medicaid were passed by the
Kentucky Senate on Thursday,

The more significant of the
two would allow the state to
require advance approval before
doctors could prescribe the most
expensive drugs eligible for cov-
erage by Medicaid,

Gov, Paul Patton's adminis-
tration estimates it could save
$100 million a year for the finan-
cially strapped Medicaid pro-
gram, which is health insurance
for the poor and disabled.

The second bill, to let phar-
macists charge Medicaid cus-
tomers a $1 co-payment on most
preseriptions, is calculated to
save the program $8 million — a
fraction of the scope of the other
bill.

Nonetheless, it got the lion's
share of attention and inspired
tar more rhetoric. Afterward, the
bill’s’ Republican sponsor com-
plained that Democrats had dem-
agogued the bill in floor speech-
es and in casting all six “no”
votes on its 32-6 passage.

“They should have voted for
it, Some people took the oppor-
tunity to politicize it.” the spon-
sor, Rep.

FRANKFORT — The House
on Friday passed two bills 10
tighten the education and
approval for prospective drivers
of commercial vehicles.

The bills will also set
more stringent guidelines for

‘issuing such licenses 10 non-

Kentucky residents and set more
standards for the education and
wraining required before testing
for a license,
As it stands, Weaver said
some commercial training pro-
involve testing by
instructors. Under the legisla-
tion, deivers would need 160

hours of training, with guide-
lines set by the Community and
Technical College System. The
testing for licenses would also
be administered by the state col-
lege system.

The bills passed unanimously
and now go to the Senate.

WASHINGTON — The Bush
administration says it will work
with Congress to fix a Medicare
payment formula that caused
doctors to take a 5.4 percent cut
in fees. But it is warning law-
makers they'll have to find cuts
elsewhere to pay for any
mcrease.

“l know that it will not be
easy,” Thomas Scully, adminis-
trator for the Centers for
Medicare and Medicaid
Services, told a Senate Energy
and Commerce subcommittee
Thursday.

Any increase for doctors will
probably have to be offset by

decreasing payments other health
providers receive, Scully said.
The reduction in doctor pay-
ments was required under a
Medicare payment formula that
relies on the state of the econo-
my, NOW in & recession,
Lawmakers in the House and
Senate have offered legislation 1o
restore the money for doctors.
Congressional officials have esti-
mated the one-year cost of their
bill would be $1.2 billion.
Lawmakers are worried the
reduction will hurt doctors and
patients, as physicians become
reluctant to take on Medicare
recipients,

All the bills are part of a com-
plicated plan to fend off a
Medicaid deficit projected at
$268 million in the next fiscal
year. But a vote for co-payments
carries political risks, and
Republican leaders were per-
turbed when Democrats began
raising objections — claiming,
for example, that the bill could
be interpreted to allow co-pay-
ments for pregnant women and
for family-planning services,
both of which would violate fed-
eral law.

“If they choose not 1o take
that medication. next month or
two months later, if they've got
diabetes or heart disease, they
may end up in the hospital,
requiring surgery or much more
expensive treatments,”
Mongiardo said.

Speaker: House to produce budget
not based on gambling money

FRANKFORT —  The
House will not produce a bud-
get that counts on the proceeds
from expanded gambling or a
higher cigarette tax, Speaker
Jody Richards said Friday.

Senate President David
Williams presented an alterna-
tive view, speculating that the
House will use the state's cur-
rent revenue shortfalls as an
excuse to promote gambling or
a tax increase.

Richards, D-Bowling Green,
said the House is struggling to
put together a budget that is
balanced while providing more
support to local education than
the initial proposal from Gov.
Paul Pation.

“I think there are other ways
to manage it, to live within our
means,” Richards said during a
moming news conference,

Rep. Harry Moberly, the
chairman of the Appropriations
and Revenue Committee, said

legislators have taken a leok at
money from expanded gam-
bling, but nothing related to the

budget.

“We assume right now
there’s no new money available
from these sources,” said

Moberly, D-Richmond,

Williams insisted that the
budget problems are not a result
of revenues that have fallen
nearly $400 million short of
original predictions this year.

“I don't think theré’s a crisis
in revenue in this state. There is
a crisis in spending and a crisis
in management,” Williams said.

Williams, R-Burkesville,
argued that he and the other 19
Republicans in the Senate are
the only impediments 0 a
large-scale tax increase.

More gambling or a higher
tax on cigarettes will be sold as
the solution to the state’s bud-
get problems, Williams specu-
lated.

“Folks create a crisis and try
lo manage it,” he said.

egardless of the fate of a bill sponsored by

Rep. John Vincent, there is a quick and

painless way for consumers to control the
influx of spam. It's called the delete key.

Spam is the name given unsolicited e-mails
with an advertising message, and just about every-
one with an e-mail address — from multinational
businesses to teen-age nerds — receives more
spam than they could possibly ever want or read.
To be sure, the unwanted messages can be irritat-
ing. Some are offensive; others are deceptive.

However, spam is not nearly as intrusive as tele-
marketing calls. Instead, it is more like the junk
mail that arrives daily by snail mail: We may not
like it or want it, but it is relatively quick and
easy to trash without ever being read. All it takes
1s a few clicks of the mouse, and it disappears for-
ever.

Vincent’s bill — which has been unanimously
approved by the House of Representatives —
would apply to advertising-driven e-mail and
faxes sent to people without a prior business rela-
tionship with the sender. It would require such
communications to include a toll-free number for
recipients to call in order to be removed from the
sender’s e-mail or fax list.

The e-mails would have to be clearly marked as
advertising by bearing the letters ADV in the sub-
ject line, and they would have to include a valid
return address on each message.

Enforcement — which would include fines of
$500 for the first offense, $1,000 for the second
offense and $2,500 for each subsequent offense —
would be up to the state attorney general. Since
spam originates from all over the world, enforce-
ment would be difficult.

Spam is a nuisance, but a relatively harmless
one. We're not so sure it’s enough of a nuisance to
justify this law.

Kennedy as he took office in 1960:

“Let every nation know, whether it
wishes us well or ill, that we shall pay any
price, bear any burden, meet any hardship,
support any friend, oppose any foe to
assure the survival and the success of liber-

ty.

That sounded fine and noble to us back
then. A few years later, following
Kennedy's prescription, we found ourselves
sucked into a demoralizing war in Vietnam
with no convenient escape.

I kept hearing echoes of that speech in
President Bush’s State of the Union mes-
sage. “But some govem-
ments will be timid in the
face of terror. And make no
mistake about it: If they do
not act, America will....1
will not stand by as peril
draws closer and closer. The
United States of America
will not permit the world’s
most dangerous regimes 1o
threaten us with the world’s
most destructive
weapons. . ..History has
called America and our
allies to action, and it is
both our responsibility and
our privilege to fight freedom’s fight.”

My worry is that he actually believes
that stuff.

One could forgive him for doing s0, I
suppose. By any standards his war has been
a spectacular and unexpected success. It's
hard to remember now, but as recently as
four months ago critics were quoting
Kipling and suggesting that we might suffer
the sorry fate of the Romans, the English
and the Soviet Union in Afghanistan . They
said the air strikes wouldn't work, that our

allies wouldn't fight, that the Taliban would
prove impossible to root out of their caves
and that civilian casualties would be huge.

None of that happened. For that Mr.
Bush deserves full credit. He and his team
have done well.

That does not mean, however, that we
can do pretty much anything we want to in
the world without the approval of friends
and allies. And I'm afraid that's exactly the
lesson Mr. Bush and his advisers have
laken from his great success. If so, it is sure
to tumn out badly, not only for him, but for
us.

I would have preferred a speech shorter
on strident rhetoric, longer on good sense.
If he weye going to suggest a big rise in
military spending, I would have liked him
to give us some suggestion of how he was
going o pay for it. Instead he continued 1o
push his feed-the-rich tax cut without ever
confronting critics’ assertions that it would
condemn us to growing budget deficits for
the foresecable future and threaten Social
Security as well.

We've been down that road before, with
both Lyndon Johnson and Ronald Reagan,
and in each case il ook our economy years
to get out from under the crushing burden
of the resulting budget deficits.

Bush talks a lot about the Bible. He
might want to brush up on it by reading
Proverbs 16:18. “Pride goeth before
destruction, and an haughty spirit before a
fall.”

Los Angeles school
libraries remove
Quran edition after
complaints on Jewish

commentary

L.LOS ANGELES An
English translation of the Quran
with commentary has been
removed from Los Angeles public
school district libraries for review
after some history teachers com-
plained that certain comments on
the sacred Islamic text are anti-
Semitic.

Nearly 300 copies of “The
Meaning of the Holy Quran,”
were donated this month by the
Omar Ibn Khattab Foundation.
But “some of the interpretations
may be offensive,” said Jim
Konantz, assistant superintendent
of city schools.

A panel of Muslims, communi-
ty leaders and history teachers will
study the matenal, he said.

Konantz cited such passages as
these:

Perhaps it's brought them
profil for the time being, but it was
muserable profit if they gained the
whole world and lost their own
souls.”

W “The Jews in their arrogance
claimed that all wisdom and all
knowledge of Allah was enclosed
in their hearts. But there were

more things in heaven and earth
that were dreamt of in their philos-
ophy. Their claim was not only
arrogance but blasphemy.”

B “The Jews who pretend to be
s0 superior to people without faith,
the Gentiles, should have been the
first to recognize the new truth or
the truth renewed.”

United Methodist
Church reports
increases in giving,
new attendees

EVANSTON, Ill. — Despite
the recession and falling donations
for some chanties, the United
Methodist Church said giving to
general funds last year totaled
$171.3 million, up from $153.9
million for 2000,

Beyond that, the church’s
finance agency reported, the 8.4

million Methodists gave $17.5
mullion to an ongoing offering in
response 1o terronist attacks, It's
part of $32 million for the denom-
ination's Commitiee on Relief,
which funds charitable work in the
United States and overseas.

University of
Pennsylvania poll says
U.S. teens are as

religious as ever
PHILADELPHIA
Disputing some doomsayers, a
University of Pennsylvania
School of Social Work report says
“today’s youth exhibit the same

religious trends as previous gener-
ations, if not more."

That conclusion stems from a
newly reported 2000 poll of 2,004
young people ages 11 to 18. It
found 50.5 percent considered
religion “extremely” or “very
important,” with another 33.2 per-
cent saying religion is “fairly
important.” Importance ranked
highest among girls and blacks,
and declined among older teens.

In addition, 45.6 percent of
their parents or guardians said the
teens attended worship at least
three times in the past month, and
41.2 percent said the teens were
involved in other religious activi-
ties.
The social work scholars noted
other research indicating religious
involvement may counteract juve-
nile delinquency and teen drug
and alcohol abuse.

Global economic recession, fear of terrorist
attacks keep many pilgrims away from Mecca

DUBAI, United Arab
Emirates — Each year, roughly
2 million of Islam’s 1 billion
adherents worldwide make their
way to Mecca for a pilgrimage
that is a pillar of their faith.

Saudi Arabian authorities
expect about the same number of
people to perform the hajj — or
pilgrimage — next week, but the
travelers will find their journey
less crowded and security much
tighter when they arrive.

Many people have opted to
stay away from Mecca this year,
either because they fear more
terronist attacks in the wake of
Sept. 11 or due to the global eco-
ROMIC recession.

Tour operators say a substan-
tial decrease in foreign visitors is
already evident,

“The number of pilgrims
from the Indian subcontinent,
especially India and Pakistan,
has decreased by 25 to 30 per-
cent, mainly because they can't
afford it. The cost for citizens
from these countries has
increased by 50 percent,” said
Saeed Abdul Razzak, director of
the Haramain  Pilgrimage
Campaign.

Saudi authorities have tried to
reassure Muslims that every-
thing possible is being done to
ensure a safe and smooth pil-
grimage, but Razzak expects just
half of the nearly 90,000 North
American and European pil-
grims who performed the hajj
last year.

“Many foreigners are still
reluctant to travel and others fear
terrorist attacks, but this is high-
Iy unlikely,” he said.

The pilgrimage to Mecca,
birthplace of the Prophet
Muhammad and home to Islam’s
holiest shrine, is one of the five
pillars of Islam. Muslims who
are able-bodied and can afford
the trip are obliged to do it once
in their lifetime.

Security in Mecca, a sleepy
city in western Saudi Arabia that
swells to bursting during the
hajj. is a top priority for authori-
ties as they struggle to accom-
modate the pilgrims and arrange
their lodging and movement
through the streets,

While the Saudi government
usually does not announce the
number of security forces it
deploys during the hajj, officials
said on condition of anonymity
that the number of undercover
intelligence officers in Mecca
has more than doubled, in addi-
tion to the tens of thousands of
police on the streets.

» The Saudi government
installed digital eye-scanning
and fingerprinting machines to
collect data on pilgrims at King
Abdul Aziz International Airport
in the Red Sea port city of
Jiddah, which receives 80 per-
cenl of nonresident pilgrims.

Surveillance cameras monitor
the proceedings on every street
and corner, and guides and
medics are at hand to lend assis-
tance.

To keep the number of pil-
grims reasonable, the govern-
ment sets a quota of one pilgrim
for every 1,000 people in each of
the 56 members of the

A Organization of the Islamic

Conference. For other nations,
Saudi authorities determine quo-

tas based on the number of appli-
cants.

The hajj begins next
Wednesday.

Men dressed in white, seam-
less garments wrapped like
togas, and women wearing white
robes covering everything but
their face and hands, will con-
verge on Mecca, where they will
circle the Kaaba, the large cubic
stone structure that Muslims face
during their five daily prayers.

Covered with a black cloth,
the Kaaba houses the Black
Stone. It was a pagan pilgrimage

site before Muhammad
destroyed the idols there and
established worship of the one
God,

From Mecca, the pilgrims
head toward Mina, a small tent
city that only comes alive during
the hajj.

They will spend the night
there, then journey at dawn to
Mount Arafat — a little more
than 10 miles southwest of
Mecca where  Muslims
believe that Muhammad gave
his last sermon 14 centuries ago.
At Mount Arafat, the pilgrims
chant in unison “Here [ am, oh
Almighty, here T am.”

The pilgrims trek to the near-
by plain of Muzdalifah at sunset
to collect pebbles for the sym-
bolic ritual of “stoning the devil”
in Mina the next day.

After the stoning — from
giant ramps that surround three
pillars symbolizing the devil —
the pilgrims perform the ritual of
sacrifice, slaughtering a camel,
sheep or cow (0 mark the begin-
ning of Eid al-Adha, or the
“Feast of the Sacrifice.”

The act commemorates God's
provision of a ram at Mina to
substitute  for  Abraham'’s
impending sacrifice of his son. It
18 celebrated by Muslims around

the world, and is regarded as the
mos! important feast in the
Islamic calendar.

The pilgrims remain in Mina
for two more days to again per-
form the stoning of the devil rit-
ual, then perform a “farewell cir-
cling” of the Kaaba before leav-
ing Mecca,

This is not the first time secu-
rity and safety have been major
concerns at the hajj.

Last year, about 35 Muslims
died in a stampede while per-
forming the “stoning of the
devil” ritual. Stampedes in 1994
and 1998 killed and injured hun-
dreds of people and, in the most

deadly tragedy related to the
hajj, 1,426 pilgrims died in
another stampede in 1990.

A fire in Mina killed more
than 340 pilgrims and injured
1,500.

Recognizing that the stoning
of the devil ritual was among the
most hazardous for the pilgrims,
authorities have over the past
few years expanded the areas
leading to the pillars, erected
giant ramps to facilitate access
and reviewed movement by the
pilgrims toward them.

“The precautions in place are
more than adequate,” Razzak
said.

Conservatives poised to win the latest
Presbyterian fight over actively gay clergy

The voting will run nearly till
Easter, but any day now conserva-
tives will win a big victory in a
fight over actively homosexual
clergy that has bitterly divided the
3.6-million-member Presbytenan
Church (US.AL).

Both sides acknowledge this,
though they agree on little else.

The balloting concerns a sec-
ond attempt by liberals to repeal
the ughtly worded section G-
6.0106b of the church constitution.
Added in 1997, it effectively bans
gays from holding any positions of
authority in the church.

It says the clergy, and lay
officeholders, too, must *live
either in fidelity within the
covenant of marriage between a
man and a woman, or chastity in
singleness.”

A person cannot hold church
office, it goes on to say, if he or she
refuses “to repent of any self-
acknowledged practice which the
confessions call sin.”

Since October, the church’s
regional legislatures, known as
presbyteries, have been voting on
whether to repeal or keep the ban,
with a decision requiring agree-
ment by 87 of the 173 presbyter-
ies. This week, the tally on the
iin.d e pLoetntdis: g
www.presbyweb.com site showed
78 presbyterics voling against
repeal, 35 in favor.

Even those who wanted to
overturn the gay clergy ban are
acknowledging the cause is lost —
this time.

Pamela Byers of San
Francisco;, executive director ol
the pro-repeal Covenant Network,
estimates 43 percent of presbytery
delegates voted her way. With
more education, repeal will occur
within 10 years, she thmks,

“We're not going anyplace,."
she said.

Liberals also take solace in the
idea that future clergy could be
influenced by Bible professors at
Preshytenan seminaries, a majon-
ty of whom have endorsed repeal-
ing the ban,

In addition, the church judicia-
ry has allowed congregations to
conduct blessings for same-sex
couples, so long as they aren't
called marriages. Last year, S8 per-

cent of presbyteries voted to
uphold that loose interpretation of
church practice.

But conservalives see reasons
not only to celebrate now, but keep
hope for the future.

The onginal gay ban was rati-
fied by only 57 percent of presby-
teries, while 67 percent rejected
the first repeal attempt and even
more will do so this time.

“Folks say, "We want to kill this
thing and we want to kill it dead,™
said Parker Williamson of the con-
servative  Presbylerian  Lay
Committee in Lenoir, NC. "We
don't want it coming back."”

The Rev. Jemy Andrews of
Glen Ellyn, [il., a leader in the anti-
repeal  Presbyterian  Coalition,
notes the denomination’s recent
random survey showing the clergy
are evenly split on the ban while
63 percent of Jay elders support it

“It's not a close call among
elders,” he said, and they cast as
many votes as the clergy in pres-
bytery meetings.

At the heart of the dispute is a
basic disagreement over how to
interpret the Bible. To cope with
that, last year's national assembly
established a task force 1o seek
unity,

Oddly, it's unclear whether this
panel will address sexual morals,
but until 1t reports n 2005, the
focus will shift from legislation to
the church judiciary,

The next lest case mmvolves
presbytery clergy ordinations and
the Rev. Kathleen Morrison, the
first apenly homosexual
Preshyterian 1o be ordained since
the so-called “fidelity and chasti-
ty™" law went into effect.

Redwoods preshytery, which
covers the California coast from
Mann County north to Oregon,
ordained Morrison last Oct. 21 to
be a field organizer for More Light
Preshyterians, a caucus working
for “full participation of leshian,

gay, bisexual and transgender peo-

ple.”

Conservatives in Redwoods
presbytery, and the neighboring
preshytery based in Visalia, Calif.,
filed complaints seeking to over-
urn Mamison’s  ordination.
Eventually the matier will reach
the church’s supreme court,

Momison, who has moved
Cambridge. Mass., and lives with
a partner, said she's never hidden

her sexuality.

“1 have been absolutely candid
in the entire process,” she said. “1
have been from day one.”

She says she told Redwoods
presbytery she complied with G-
6.0106b, explamning that for her
chastity means “seeking to live in
right relationship, whether in mat-
rimony or other relationships,”

A 1998 policy directive from
Stated Clerk Clifton Kirkpatrick,
the chief legal official at denomi-
national headquarters in
Louisville, Ky., said terms like
chaste “are not defined.
Examining bodies will need to

consider reasonable definitions
and decide which to apply.”
Andrews, the ban supporter,
countered that “these are English
words with meaning in the dictio-
nary and confessional documents.
You can't make it up.”
Williamson also protested: “If
the stated clerk refuses 10 enforce
the constitution then we don’t have
a constitution, and these hundreds
of thousands that went out o vote
will discover it doesn’t marter.”
Kirkpatrick did not respond to
an inferview request.
For Morrison, it's perplexing
that “we are able to cling so tena-

ciously, like barnacles, to those
passages of Scripture that seem to
prop up our cultural prejudices.”
She believes “the issue doesn’t go
away because it is a reality in fam-
ilies and churches across the coun-

Federal judge orders end to 51-year-old Bible
classes in Tennessee county’s public schools

CHATTANOOGA, Tenn. —
A federal judge has ordered an
end to Bible classes that have
been taught for 51 years in the
public schools of the county
where the “Scopes Monkey
Trial” was held.

The classes in Rhea County
violate the First Amendment's
clause calling for separation of
church and state, U.S. District
Judge Allan Edgar ruled Friday.

County school officials
“acted with both purpose and
effect to endorse and advance
religion in the public schools,”
Edgar wrote in his decision.

The 30-minute classes were
held weekly for about 800 stu-
dents in kindergarten through
fifth grade at the county’s three
elementary schoals. Parental
consent was not required and
students were allowed to partici-
pate in alternative activities if
they objected 10 the classes.

A couple with two children
attending the schools had sued
over the Bible classes, taught by
students from Bryan College, a
Christian college in Dayton
named for the orator and presi-
dential  candidate  William
Jennings Bryan.

“It has never been held that
there is a ban on all religious
activity in public schools,” Edgar
wrote, “For example, a student

may voluntarily pray at school.
Also, religious organizations
may use public school facilities
under some circumstances.”

But the government, he
wrote, “may not teach, or allow
the teaching of a distinct reli-
gious viewpoint."

Dayton, about 40 miles west
of Chattanoooga, is where Bryan
and the lawyer Clarence Darrow
squared off in the courtroom dur-
ing the prosecution of school-
teacher John T, Scopes for teach-
ing evolution instead of the bibli-
cal story of creation,

Scaopes was found guilty and
fined $100, but his conviction
was thrown out on a technicality
by the Tennessee Supreme

Court.

In the more recent case, the
Rhea County school system con-
tended that the Bible classes
include “character education.”

The identities of the parents
who sued have not been dis-
closed. A branch of the Freedom
From Religion Foundation, a
nonprofit First Amendment orga-
nization, was also a plaintiff.

“We are always happy 1o see
the wall of separation between
church and state buttressed or
strengthened,” said Dan Barker,
a spokesman.

Rhea County school board
chairman John Mincey said the
decision would be appealed. “We
expected it. We still feel like we
haven't had our day in court,"” he
said.

amended the trafficking
charge against Osalene Triplett
to possession of a controlled
substance, while combining the
two counts of possession of drug
paraphernalia and retaining the
possession and cultivating mari-
juana charges.

Contrary to normal proce-
dure, Caudill strayed in his fre-
quent policy and allowed
Osalene Triplett to remain free
on her current bond, deciding in
favor of a motion filed by her
attorney, Gerald Derossett,

Derossett told the court that
Osalene Triplett had recently
been examined by doctors and
was found to suffer from breath-
ing and heart-related problems.
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She wheeled an oxygen machine
into court with her Friday.

“Medical records have shown
that she [Osalene Triplett] has
diabetes and, more importantly,
a thyroid and heart condition,”
Derossett said. “A doctor had to
recently put her on oxygen for
this and she is scheduled to see a
doctor for testing on the 18th (of
February),"”

Despite a general objection
from the Assistant
Commonwealth’s Attorney
Wayne Taylor, Caudill sustained
the motion and allowed Osalene
Triplelt to remain free on bond,
in order o be able to provide an
accurate medical record for
prison employees to work with
pending her incarceration, but
detailed the shift in normal pro-
cedure was “rare.” Suspects
entering a guilty plea are com-
monly taken into custody direct-
ly after their court dates.

Triplett's  son,  Darrell
Trplett, appeared in court
Friday also to enter a plea agree-
ment with the commonwealth.

Triplett was arrested along

with his mother at her residence
in Wheelwright in September,
He was charged at the time with
first-degree trafficking cocaine,
two counts of possession of drug
paraphernalia and cultivating
fewer than five plants of mari-
juana.

During court proceedings
Friday, Darrell Triplett pleaded
guilty to a merged count of pos-
session of drug paraphernalia
and one count of cultivating
marijuana, both class A misde-
meanors, in exchange for the
cocaine trafficking charge being
dismissed in the amended indict-
ment. He will be sentenced on
March 15, as well, to a one-year
probated sentence. He will spend
that time under supervised pro-
bation for a period of two years.

Taylor explained the dis-
missal and amendment to the
Triplett's trafficking charges
during a short recess in court
proceedings Friday,

“The evidence wasn't suffi-
cient to show a trafficking
charge on Mrs. Triplett,” said
Taylor. “But we had a solid case

arrested during the roundup in
August, as well as others arrest-
ed during a separate county raid
the following month, was testi-
mony to that office’s serious-
ness about convicting drug
dealers and drug abusers who
enter into the legal system.

“The cumulative effect of
this and the numerous drug
convictions already should
begin to make a significant dent
in this growing problem,” said
Taylor.

would be referred to by Pinion
as “Master” and would, like-
wise, introduce herself as his
“slave.”

This role as slave to England
would, according to the agree-
ment, have Pinion following a
sizable list of rules and restric-
tions, all controlled by England
himself and with Pinion’s appar-
ent support.

According to the agreement
Pinion would submit to England
many aspects of her general
freedom including, but not limit-
ed to, those connected with
“email, telephone, physical,
relationship, sexual, privacy,
work, school, dress attire,
actions, love, emotion, lraining,
education and direct slavery.”

A detailed list of 24 rules
explain the section of the agree-
ment referred to as the “Slave’s
Role™.

Directions of a sexual nature
dominate the list of 24 “slav-
ery” rules, such as rule number
10, which states, “To give the
Master (England) sex when and
where the Master wants no
matter what the situation with-
out question,” and ""To use her
body the said slave in any fash-
ion the Master so desires, strip-
ping for friends for free or for
money, giving [obscenity omit-
ted] or any other actions that
the Master so desires.”

Other rules restrict Pinion's
dress and mannerisms, such as
what tone she may or may not
use in dealing with England or
detailing that Pinion would
dress in the type of clothing
England “so desired.”

England and Pinion left
room for marriage and child-
birth in the agreement, stating
and signing in agreement that
Pinion could marry for finan-
cial gain, but would not be per-
mitted to have sex with her

husband, considering the
agreements plainly states she is
to have no intercourse with
anyone except England him-
self. Also, Pinion agreed to
never let her nudity be seen by
another male or female without
Englands permission and not
without him being present at
the time.

Further, England, under the
terms of the agreement, could
marry as many women as he
deemed “necessary” and would
not be held financially respon-
sible if Pinion were to become
pregnant either through granti-
ng Pinion the wish for a child
or through incorrect use of
birth control devices.

Amid the series of sexual
and controlling rules within the
agreement, there are also
understandings that Pinion
would “strive to overcome feel-
ings of guilt or shame, and all
inhibitions that interfere with
her capability to serve her
Master and limit her growth as
a submissive.”

Another section of the filed
document referred to as the
“Master’s Role” lists guide-
lines for England, which deals
mainly with punishment,

England must only restrict him-
self in six methods of punish-
ment against Pinion, including
drastic loss of circulation, caus-
ing internal bleeding, loss of
consciousness and withholding
of any necessary materials such
as food, water or sunlight or
tanning bed sessions of any
kind. The two have agreed that
England must also refrain from
punishment against Pinion that
would result in bloodshed. In
this case, punishment would
stop immediately,

The agreement was deliy-
ered anonymously to The Floyd
County Times Friday evening
and verified as legitimate by
Pike County Circuit Clerk
David Deskins, whose office
and name were listed in the
upper left comner of the docu-
ment, along with a note indicat-
ing that the agreement was
filed on Feb. 11.

Scott Harshbarger, president of
the pro-reform advocacy group
Common Cause, is taking noth-
ing for granted.

The House bill, approved

McConngll says the bill vio-
lates free-speech rights and
weakens the political parties by
limiting their spending abilities.

Slightly different legislation
passed the Senate 59-41 last

year. Senate Majority Leader
Tom Daschle, D-S.D., said the
Senate would consider the
House measure rather than
forming a conference commit-
tee to work out a compromise.

Forcing a conference com-
mittee, where McConnell
thinks he would be able to
reshape the bill, would require
him to stage a filibuster. The
delaying tactic can kill a bill
even before lawmakers vote on
it. McConnell would need 40
senators to back him.

McConnell, 59, has been
waging his war against cam-
paign finance reform for most
of his 17-year Senate career.
One of his biggest victories
came in 1994 when his all-night
filibuster blocked appointment
of lawmakers to a conference
committee that would have con-
sidered campaign finance legis-
lation.

“That was exhilarating,”
McConnell said. Framed news-
paper articles about the fili-
buster hang in his Capitol Hill
office.

McConnell came to oppose
campaign finance laws when he
was teaching a political science
class at the University of
Louisville in the 1970s. The
issue became even more impor-
tant to him during his success-
ful 1984 challenge to two-lerm
incumbent Sen. Walter
Huddleston.

MecConnell said he realized
then that any restriction on free
speech tends to favor the status
quo. When he arrived in the
Senate, he embraced the idea of
being the Republican point man
on the issue.

Senate Minority Leader
Trent Lott, R-Miss., said
McConnell still is the right per-
son for the job. “He is the best
fighter that we have in the
Senate,” Lott said.

McConnell’s position does
come with political risks, but he
doesn't believe the issue is
overly important to voters.

“No one in the history of
American politics has ever won
or lost an election on this issue,”
he said.

WASHINGTON — Two
Chicago companies are recall-
ing their brands of an Asian-
made jelly candy because chil-
dren could choke on it.

The recalls by Golden
Country Oriental Food and
Five Continents Ltd. are the
latest in a string of recalls of
conjac jelly candy, which con-
tains an ingredient also known
as konjac, konnyakku or yam
flour.

Six American children have
died from this type of sticky
candy, sold by hundreds of
small companies under dozens
of brand names. The brightly
colored gel candies come in
mouth-sized servings, often
with a piece of fruit embedded
inside, The fruit does not read-
ily dissolve, and rescue work-
ers have reported being unable
to dislodge the sticky gel from
the throats of choking children.

season change

The Kentucky Forest Fire
Hazard seasons have changed
to Feb. 15 through Apr. 30, and
Oct. 1 through Dec. 15,

During the forest fire hazard
seasons, even though the pre-
cautions required by KRS
149.375 have been taken, it is
unlawful for any person to: sel
fire to, or to procure another to

set fire 10, any flammable mate-
rial capable of spreading fire,
located in or within one hun-
dred fifty feet (150°) of any
woodland or brushland, except
between the hours of 6 p.m. and
6 a.m., prevailing local time, or
when the ground is covered
with snow.

State cost share program
sign-ups announced

The Floyd County
Conservation District will be
accepting requests for cost
share funding under the
Kentucky Soil Erosion and
Water Quality Cost Share
Program beginning Feb, 1, 2002
and extending through Feb. 28.

The Kentucky Soil Erosion
and Water Quality Cost Share
Program was created to help
agricultural operations protect
the soil and water resources of
Kentucky.

Two new best management
practices have been added to the
sixteen practices available for
landowners to request for fund-
ing assistance under the pro-
gram. The new practices are:
KSW1l1—Erosion Control on
Pasture and Hay Land, to assist
landowners in controlling soil
erosion, concentrated water
flow and water disbursement to
reduce pollution potential on
pasture and hay land. KSW12—
Streambank Stabilization, to

assist landowners where the
natural streambank has been
severely damaged by livestock
access, or other activities asso-
ciated with agricultural opera-
tion, to restore or protect the
streambank from further dam-
age,

Approval of applications
will be done at the state level by
the Soil and Water Conservation
Commission at the Kentucky
Division of Conservation, locat-
ed in Frankfort, and based on

available funds, Cost share rates
are a maximum of 75 percent of
the actual cost not to exceed
$7,500 for agronomic practices
and $20,000 for animal waste
COnCems.

“I realized last year in the
postseason that there was anoth-
er level of focus and intensity
that you can bring to the mound.,
and | want to see if I can do that
over 35 starts,” Schilling said.

Martinez also was at work at
Boston's camp in Fort Myers,
Fla.

Chiet: Derby likely won't
get special event status

LOUISVILLE -  The
Kentucky Derby won't get the
same special federal treatment
that guarded the Super Bowl
and is keeping the Winter
Olympic Games secure.

Loutsville Police Chief
Greg Smith said Thursday that
he was “unofficially” told that
the Derby won't receive the
National Security Special
Event designation that irack
and city officials asked for in
December.

The designation was extend-
ed to sporting events after the
terrorist attacks of Sept. 11. So
far, only the Feb, 3 Super Bowl
in New Orleans and the Winter
Games in Salt Lake City have
been granted the federal
money, security expertise and

added manpower that comes
with the status.

“I was told today informally
by the local Secret Service
office that the designation
won't come,” Smith said
Thursday at a press briefing on
Derby security. Mavor Dave
Armstrong said he has received
no official word from
Washington on the designation.

More than 250,000 fans,
along with international digni-
taries, wealthy thoroughbred
owners and celebrities turn out
at Churchill Downs each year
for two days of nationally tele-
vised races. Along with events
at the track., Thunder Over
Louisville and the Pegasus
Parade draw hundreds of thou-
sands of spectators to the river-
front and downtown
Louisville.

Those two events, each “a

security nightmare,” will be
handled much in the same way
they were last year, Smith said.

Churchill pfficials say secu-
rity is still in the planning
stage, though this year. safety
has become a top priority.

“We're confident that, if
150,000 people show up on
Kentucky Derby Day, we're
going to be able to handle it,”
said Churchill spokesman lohn
Asher.

Smith said he'll increase the
number of city officers on
patrol at the track from last
year's 80. There will be a focus
on poalice visibility; many of
the undercover detectives that
usually patrol the track will be
in uniform, Smith said.

“We're not going lo place a
priority on some of the detec-
tve work that they've done in
the past,” Smith said.

ATLANTA — Security at the
NCAA tournament’s Final Four
will be tight, but there probably
will not be the same federal
protection against terrorism as‘
has been seen at the Olympics
and Super Bowl.

That means doors will open
only two hours before tip-off,
said D.J. Mackovets, deputy
director of the local organizing
committee, At the Super Bowl,
fans were advised to arrive at
least four hours early.

Still, spectators and media at
the men’s college basketball
semifinals and championship
game will be checked. and bag
restrictions will be in place: no
large bags allowed, and hand
searches for small bags, Final

Four spokesman Jim
Marchiony said.
The semifinals will be

March 30, with the title game
two days later.
“Security is our No, | con-

cern, and we'll see if we need
to escalate the level of security
based on what's going on in the
world March 30.” Mackovets
said.

“We could have and we did
start planning back in the fall,
but it's hard to put concrete
plans in place because you
don't know what will be the
security risk at the time."”

Mackovets said officials are
comfortable with their security
plans without National Special
Security Event status, which
would put the Secret Service in
charge of coordinating security.

Gale Catlett retires after 24 years

MORGANTOWN, W.Va. -
Gale Catlett, mired in the worst
season of his 30-year career,
announced his retirement
Thursday as West Virginia's
basketball coach, one day after
blasting his team for its poor
performance and lack of pride.

The 61-year-old Catlett said
the retirement would be effec-
tive at the end of the season,
however his assistant and
nephew, Drew Catlett, was
immediately promoted to
bench coach.

Catlett will “still  be
involved ‘til the end of the sea-
son,” school spokeswoman
Shelley Poe said. However, she
could not provide specifics,

Catlett’s retirement comes
less than a week after he
returned to the team after miss-
ing two games because of an
infection, and a day after the
Mountaineers (8-15, 1-10 Big
East) lost to Virginia Tech, 78-
63.

This season’s team has one
of the worst records in West
Virginia history, and the worst
in Catlett’s 24-year tenure,

Catlett is West Virginia’s
winningest coach, compiling a
439-276 record. In 30 years as
a college coach, he is 565-320.

The university announced
Catlett's retirement through a
news release. A spokesman
said Catlett was not available
and no news conferences were
planned.

FRANKFORT — Kentucky has
improved its ability to compete in
today's high-tech economy during the
past two years, so the time is right to
raise the effort to the next level, House
Speaker Jody Richards told a legisla-
tive committee Tuesday, Richards, D-
Bowling Green, is the primary Sponsor
of House Bill 525, which won approval
from the House Appropriations and
Revenue Committee 1aday.

The bill 18 a follow-up measure
designed to continue the work of the
Kentucky Innovabon Act of 2000
(House Bill 572), which created a state
Office for the New Economy. The
office is charged with leading a
statewide initiative to spur the growth
of a knowledge-based economy, or so-
called “new” economy, in Kentucky.

“We're educating a4 workforce that’s
highly computer literate and ready for

any challenge,” Richards told the com-
mittee, “This bill continues that and
enables us to move forward.”

House Bill 525 would:

M Invest $30 million in public-pri-
vale paritnerships to commercialize
products or services that appear highly
marketable.

B Establish a tax credit to encour-
age investment in building new
research facilities. Kentucky currently

is among the bottom 10 states in per
capita spending on research and devel-
opmenl.

W Strengthen the state’s Innovation
and Commercialization Centers, which
are designed to help entrepreneurs and
scientists turn an idea into a viable
company. Ther¢ are six main centers,
which are located in Bowling Green,
Covington, Lexington, Louisville,
Murray and Richmond, and 14 satellite

centers in smaller Kentucky cities.

M. Double the Rural Innovation
Awards that were created Iwo years
ago to encourage new economy. initia-
tives in the state's rural areas.

FRANKFORT — In a move designed to
provide an economic boost for Kentucky farmers ~
while reducing the nation's dependence on for-
eign oil, the House of Representatives Monday
passed a resolution creating a commitiee to stucly
the production of alternative fuels.

House Joint Resolution 24, which is sponsored-
by Rep. Harry Moberly, D-Richmond, would cre-|
ate a subcommittee of the legislature’s Interim
Joint Committee on Agriculture and Natural
Resources. The 16-member panel would study the
production of ethanol and biodiesel fuels, both of
which are renewable products made from agricul-
tural crops such as com, barley and sorghum.

Boosting the production of ethanol and
biodiesel would help Kentucky farmers by pro-
viding cash crops that will become increasingly
important as the demand for tobacco declines, |
Moberly said. In addition, developing altemative -
fuels will help the country reduce its dependence
on foreign oil, and will be environmentally friend-
ly because those fuels cause less pollution than
gasoline, he said.

The committee would begin meeting after the
current legislative session adjourns and report its
findings to the Interim Joint Committee on
Agriculture and Natural Resources before the start
of the 2003 session.

Most NASH patients have no symptoms,
The condition is
often discovered
during a physical
examination
when the doctor
detects a large
liver. Screening
blood tests also
are a clue, as liv-
er enzymes are
usually higher
than normal. That
sets in motion a search for the cause.

Proof of NASH depends on microscopic
inspection of liver tissue — a biopsy. It shows
4 liver full of fat. and the pathologist, with a
microscope, sees strands of scar tissue running
through the biopsy specimen.

Yes, there is help. Obesity often precedes
NASH. Weight loss drains fat from the liver
and prevents further scarring. Diabetics are
another group at risk for NASH.

DAYTONA  BEACH,
Fla. — The reminders of Dale
Eamhardt are everywhere.

Driving up to the sprawl-
ing Daytona International
Speedway, there's a pedes-
trian bridge dedicated in his
name that spans the busiest
street in town.

Messages about missing
No. 3 are spelled out on
storefront marquees. dis-
played as decals on cars and
pickup trucks,: or even
scrawled as graffiti on build-
ings,

And then there's the
bronze, 9-foot statue of the
NASCAR champion.
Unveiled last Thursday, it
depicts Earmnhardt on the day
in 1998 when he finally won
the Daytona 500 after 19
frustrating years of competi-
tion,

Sunday will mark the one
year anniversary of
NASCAR's biggest star in a
last lap crash during stock
car racing’s biggest event.

Barnhardt's presence is
still strong in the days lead-
ing up to the race, as if he's
still bumping, banging and
intimidating his way around
the 21/2-mile oval.

“Every day I drive in the
tunnel, | feel like I'm going
to see him and he's going to
come up to me and poke me
hard in the ribs, like he

about work or school or any-
thing, all | wanted to do was
to work on race cars and
then drive race cars. It was
always my dream, and 1 was
just fortunate enough to be
able to live out that dream.”

Dale Sr. quit school in the
ninth grade at age 16 in
1967. He began his profes-
sional racing career shortly
thereafter. but didn’t make it
to the big-time until the age
of 28. The rest. of course, is
history.

That history. mirrored the
early carrer of his father.
Although he didn’t begin to
race professionally until the
age of 25, Ralph Earnhardt
made his impression upon
the world of racing quickly,

In 1956, he won his first
NASCAR Sportsman title, a
year in which he racked up
32 victories. AL one point in
his career, he held track
championships at seven dif-
ferent venues.

Like his son, Ralph never
made a fuss over any acco-
lades he received surround-
ing his racing career. But
then again, he wasn't around
long enough to enjoy them,
either.

Ralph Earnhardt died
suddenly while working
beneath a race car on Sept.
26, 1973. He was only 45,

Ralph was inducted into
the National Motorsports
Press Association Hall of
Fame in 1989, the same
weekend that Dale Sr. won
the Southern 500 at
Darlington Raceway.

Ralph also was inducted
into  the International
Motorsports Hall of Fame in
Talladega, Ala., in 1997 and,
along with Dale Sr., was
named as one of NASCAR’s
“5( Greatest Drivers” during

the 1998
NASCAR’s
Anniversary.

That same year, Dale Sr.
finally won the Daytona 500
in his 20th start in the presti-
gious event.

“This has been a very
special time for me and for
our family,” The Intimidator
said in 1998. “1 wish he
could have been here to see
all of this.”

Frankly, success and Dale
Sr. went hand in hand, dat-
ing back to 1979, when he
was crowned the Winston
Cup Rookie of the Year.

A vyear later, he reached
the sport’s summit by win-
ning his first of seven Series
championships. His seven
titles, which came in 1980,
‘86, ‘87, ‘90, ‘91, '93 and
‘94, tied him with “The
King,” Richard Petty, for the
most in Winston Cup histo-

celebration of
50th

“Dale definitely raised
the level of competition,”
said Geoffrey Bodine, who
began his Cup career in
1979. “When | won races, 1
wanted Dale to be in the
field, because 1 knew if 1
beat him, I beat one of the
best drivers ever.”

Considering Dale Sr.'s
resume, it was not surprising
that Kerry, Kelley and Dale
Jr. have all tried their hands
at the racing game in one
form or another,

Kelley, 25. drove Late
Model Stock cars for a while
before settling into her own
career.

Kerry, who worked at his
father's Chevrolet dealer-
ship and raised a family
before choosing racing as a
career, competed in Late
Madel Stock Cars as well as
the NASCAR Goody's Dash

Series before trying higher
levels of the sport,

Supported by his father in
2000, he won in the ARCA
RE/MAX Series and made
his Winston Cup debut in
August at Michigan in a car
owned by Marcis.

“Dale always wanted to
compete in a Winston Cup
race with Dale Jr. and
Kerry,” said Marcis. *So,
rather than bring up another
one of his cars, he asked me
if 1 would let Kerry run in
one of my cars and I was
glad to help out.”

In the race, Dale Sr, came
in sixth, while Dale Jr. and
Kerry came in 31st and 43rd,
respectively. However, there
is no mistaking how much
Dale Jr's rise to stardom
meant to Dale Sr.

“When Dale Jr. began

racing 1 Winston Cup
(1999), it totally changed
Dale Sr.’s outlock on

Cutting the height of the spoiler,
which sits atop the rear deck of the
car, allows cars to go through the
air with less drag, thereby increas-
ing speed.

“It's going to take them two
weeks to get it done, but they're
going to make sure a General
Motors car doesn't win this race,”
complained Chevrolet owner Andy
Petree, who has drivers Bobby
Hamilton and Mike Wallace in the
field.

The move came after Jeff
Gordon and Michael Waltrip each
won a 125-mile qualifying race
Thursday in a Chevrolet. No Ford
or Dodge led during any lap of the

Ricky Rudd, fourth in the open-
er, was the Ford with the top finish.
Sterling Marlin, who finished
sixth, was the top Dodge.

In the second race, John
Andretti finished eighth in a
Dodge, and Todd Bodine finished
11th in a Ford.

“If you look at both races, there
was @ lot of moving around and a
lot of passing,” said John Darby,
NASCAR’s new Winston Cup
director. “But it seemed, pretty pre-
dominantly, that all that was hap-
pening between the Chevrolet and
Pontiac,

“The Fords and Dodges were
passing each other, 100, except they

were way back there in the back.”

The change was in place for an
hour practice session Friday, where
Kevin Harvick turned the fastest
lap in a Chevrolet.

*“I couldn’t tell any difference in
practice,” said Dodge driver
Jeremy Mayfield, 15th in the prac-
tice. “Our car didn't seem any
faster. Everybody seems pretty fast
right now.”

Dodge team owner Bill Davis,
who put driver Ward Burton in the
field but had Hut Stricklin fail to
qualify, wasn't pleased with the
change.

“It’s too little, too late,” Davis
said. “We're still way behind. I'm
not making excuses. We didn’t

bring one car down here fast
enough to make the race. Shame on
us.

“It just doesn’t look like we can
do it Sunday. We can’t make
progress up through the field.”

Bodine was one of five drivers
who didn't participate in the prac-
tice under the new rules. He said
his crew had too much work to do
to improve his car.

“Taking away the spoiler has
taken away downforce, so the
Fords are a lot looser,” Bodine
said. “It’s a handful to drive. What
they should have done, instead of
cutting the spoilers again, is add
something to the Chevrolets and
Pontiacs.”

Gordon led a five-car
breakaway in the first race, and
held off Dale Eamhardt Jr. for
the win. Gordon was not chal-
lenged in a dull race.

Waltrip, whose only career
victory came here a year ago,
barely held off Stewart in the
second race at the head of a
tightly bunched 17-car pack.
Waltrip won by about a car-
length.

Gordon and Waltrip will
start from the second row of
the 43-car field in Sunday’s
Daytona 500, behind only
polesitter Johnson and Kevin
Harvick, who eamed their
front-row positions Saturday in
first-round qualifying.

But it's anybody’s guess
how that event will be. Under
NASCAR's old rules package,
the cars stayed bunched togeth-
er in restrictor-plate races
allowing drivers to advance
several positions in a short
amount of time.

That allowed some drivers
to sit in the back of the field
most of the race, then make a
late charge in the final laps. But
the rules have changed and it’s
still unclear what will happen
on Sunday.

“Whoever is out front is
going to be there,” said
Eamhardt Jr, who also fin-
ished second in a non-points,
70-lap shootout here last
Sunday.

The new rules package,
introduced because racing was
too dangerous at Daytona and
Talladega, has made the cars
slower and passing very diffi-
cult.

But the second race showed
that it still can be done.

Stewart, one for the 500,
fell out of the draft late in his
race und was shuffled back 1o
I4th place. But he cut back
through the field and made a
run on Waltrip at the end.

*You've just got to try o
get abig run on a guy,” Stewart
said. “I think everybody is
going to blow out of proportion
the first race versus the second
race, but you've got to keep in
mind that you've got half the
good cars in the first and the
other half in the second. Put
them all in the field at the same
time and cars will be passing.”

Waltrip, who won the only
race of his career here last
February, agreed.

“Sunday is going to be a

hard race to win,” he said.
“You put more better cars in
there and you'll see some crazy
stuff.”

Alter a clean first race, there
were two wrecks in the second
125-miler. Jimmy Spencer,
who failed to make Sunday’s

Probably no other driver
ever commanded the level of
respect Dale Earnhardt did.
Fans either loved him or hated
him for his on-track style of
racing, but all respected his
driving abilities. But what
many people don’t know is
how he acted off the racetrack,

John Andretti recalls a per-
sonal experience he had with
Eambhardt.

“The thing | remember
most about Dale Eambhardt -
and the thing that, to me, real-
ly epitomizes him - is some-
thing that happened at
Talladega my rookie season
(1994)," Andretti said. *“The
second race there, my fteam
(Billy Hagan) just didn’t have
a lot of money. We had one
good restrictor plate engine
and we broke it in practice.
There was no way we were
even going to make the race.

T was walking through the
garage before second-round
qualifying and ran  inlo
Richard Childress. He said,
‘How are things going?' and |
said, ‘Not so good.” 1 told him
what was going on but didn't
say much more. Even if 1 had
thought to ask him for some
help there is no way we could
have afforded anything from
them.

“I found out later he told
Eamhardt about it and
Earnhardt had an idea. He and
Richard gave one of their
qualifying engines to Dave
Marcis, and had Marcis move
his qualifying engine to our
car. The engine we got was
phenomenal. We were 1ith-
fastest in second-round quali-
fying and made the race
because of Dale Earnhardt and
Richard Childress,

*“They never asked for any-
thing and they never even lold
anybody, as far as 1 know.
Dale and Richard helped us
out because we needed help.
We didn’t have the money 14
pay for it, and they knew that.
but they helped us out anyway
Instead of going home, we
made the mice. 4

“There are a lot ol stones
like that about Earnhardt. He
helped a lot of people, and no
one ever knew.”

Earnhardt loved racing on
short racks as much as he did
the larger ones.

“It’s hard to put into words
what the loss of Dale
Eamhardt means. 1 feel with-
out guestion he was the great-
est driver we have ever had. At
a time¢ when the popularity of
NASCAR has been rapidly
growing across this country,
we can thank Dale Eamhardt
for a lot of that attention. The
fan base he enjoyed is unparal-
leled in this sport. Our hearts
and prayers are with his fami-
ly,” said Martinsville
Speedway president Clay
Campbell.

My first encounter with
Earnhardt was at  Bristol
Motor Speedway during the
August race in 1994, The team
had overheating problems
with the car. He pulled into the
pits and while crewmenibers
went under the hood, he
walked over to the team’s
large metal toolbox on wheels
and attempted to pull it over
near the car. 1 saw he wasn't
making much headway, so |
threw my camera on my
shoulder and began pulling

with him.

Soon, we had it where he
wanted it to be and as he
wiped sweat from his fore-
head, he looked me straight in
the eyes and said, "Thanks.’

What impressed me about
the man was that he was out
helping his team work on the
car in 100-degree weather
while all the other drivers
were holed up in their air-con-
ditioned transporters Jetting
their crews do all the work.

Our next meeting was
1996 in Japan. | was sitting in
the media center when he
walked up to me, looked at my
name badge and said, “What
in the hell is a fellow from
Mobile, Alabama doing way
over here? You're losl aren't
you?'

His abrupt  guestions
shocked me, but I managed 10
mumbile, 1 came over here o
walch you race.”

I had brought some photos
that a local charity had asked
me to get signed while in
Japan by all the drvers.
Eamhardt listened to my story,
then signed two of them, and
about that time Jeff Gordon

came up, and Eambhardt told
him to sign two more.

Thanks to Eamhardt, the
charity auctioned those four
photos and signatures for
$400.

There were other times
when 1 asked him questions in
press conferences that he said
were stupid and other mem-
bers of the news media would
laugh. But in spite of how stu-
pid my questions were, he
usually answered them.

Once when it was raining
prior to the 1998 Cracker
Barrel 500 in Atlanta, | had
ducked under his transporter’s
rear platform to stay dry.

One of his crewmembers
was inspecting some tires and
they told me to move back
outside in the rain.

Eambhardt and car owner
Richard Childress started
inside the hauler and as
Eamhardt passed. he said,
*You fellas from Mobile den’t
even know when to get inside
when it's raining.” He grabbed
the sleeve of my shit and
pulled me behind him and into
the hauler. | stayed inside with
Eamhardt, Childress and other
team members for about an
hour. The entire time
Eamhardt was joking and car-
rying on with Childress.

“Black Hawk
Down”

One of the best war films of the
past 25 years is David O. Russell’s
1999 Gulf War opus “Three Kings."
What made it u great war film was
that it not only had a stunning visual
style, great action sequences and
memorable characters, but it also

provided context.

After waiching “Three Kings,”
you come away with a more in-depth
knowledge of the sociopolitical
underpinnings of our involvement in
the Middle East, and why, despite
our government’s claims of victory,

. the war was ultimately a forgign pol-
icy and military failure.

“Black Hawk Down,” like
“Three Kings,” is also a visually
stunning film. Director Ridley Scott
and producer Jerry Bruckheimer are
infamous for their scorched-earth
approach to filmmaking.

However, unlike “Three Kings,"
“Black Hawk Down™ provides very
little in the way of context, and the
result is an often superficial and bor-
derline-racist film that assaults the
senses and insults the audience.

The film is set in Somalia in late
1992. Amenican forces are in

Mogadishu in an attempt to infiltrate
-and kidnap members of Somali war-
lord Aidid's staff. However. when
two American choppers get shot
down, the mission changes, and our
rugged. clean-cut boys in green have

o rescue their brothers in arms so
they can get back to their day jobs as
runway models,

In the process of rescuing the
men, the film becomes a relentless,
mind-numbing barrage of battle
sequences, where the Africans are
depicted as nothing but brutal grin-
ning beasts.

Without context, we don't really
understand why the Somalis are so
keen to kill American soldiers. Sure,
the film briefly glosses over the fact
that the U.S., along with U.N. forces,
are in Somalia to provide humanitar-
ian aid to starving Somalis. But the
real reason we were in Somalia is to
protect the interests of international
oil companies — a fact that becomes
a mere throwaway line in the film.

When you appreciate the fact that
perhaps an African nation wanted to
resist becoming another Banana
Republic, the Somali's aggression
becomes more human. Without this
context, the Africans become just

another prop in a very expensive
video game.

A lot of eritics and audiences loye
this film. And it is understandable —
“Black Hawk Down” is, on its sur-
face, a riveting action film. And if
you don’t know amything about
American foreign policy and don’t
keep up with current events, this is
one heck of a shoot-"em-up flick.

If that's all you're looking for,
then I strongly suggest you see this
film. You won't be disappointed.

However, if you want to see 4
brilliant film depicting modern war-
fare, rent the DVD of the far superi-
or “Three Kings.”

Month

Despite all the jokes that have been
made about “doggy breath™ and “tuna
breath”, dog and cat dental problems
are no laughing matter! :

Have you looked in your pet's
mouth lately? If everything looked
normal, pink gums and clean white
teeth, great; you're in a good position
i begin some preventive maintenance.
On the other hand, if things didn’t Jook
so good, or you didn’t get a chance 1o
look before the smell hit you, your pet

is probably among the thousands
affected from some degree of oral dis-
ease.

Actually, the statistics 1 have say
that more than 80% of dogs and cats
over 4 years of age suffer from the most
common oral affliction, periodontal
disease. This is a condition of the gums
that results from buildup of food parti-
cles and bacteria in the mouth. The
baeteria collect in the normally shallow
pockets where the gums meet the teeth.
Over time, the gum tissue becomes
progressively more inflamed, the peri-
odontal pockets get eroded more
deeply and the bacteria gain access to
the tooth root, which can cause pain
‘and eventual Joosening of the tooth.

What we see are red, swollen gums,
heavy buildup of tartar (the brown
crusty stuff that is providing shelter for
the bacteria beneath it), and a foul odor
from the mouth. Notice 1 said foul:
normal dog and cat breath may not
always be perceived as pleasant,
depending on the person doing the
smelling and what the animal may have
just had in its mouthébut it is not fetid.

The animal may show signs of pain,
but these are not always easy to recog-
nize. Some pets may chew more slow-
ly, avoid hard foods, paw at their
mouth, or just become more quiet and
withdrawn than usual. Occasionally, a
tooth will abscess and drain through the
skin, usually just below the eye, where
the deep roots of the upper fourth pre-
molar lie.

If your vet has recommended a den-
tal cleaning for your pet, it is for more
than just cosmetic reasons. Dental dis-
ease can lead to some major problems
for the entire body. The blood supply
to the gums lies very close to the sur-
face, and when a pool of bacteria is
constantly present, it is easy for the
bacteria to enter the bloodstream and
spread to other parts of the body.

Two organs that are commonly
affected are the heart and the kidneys.
Bacteria can colonize in the heart
vialves and cause a condition called
bucterial endocarditis. This can cause

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the valves to become leaky
and lead to a form of heart
failure.

An even more dangerous
possibility is that clumps of
bacteria and tissue can break
off the damaged valve and
send an embolus, or clot,
into the bloodstream. These
are usually small enough to
pass through a major artery,
but they tend to lodge in
small vessels, especially in
the lungs and Kidneys. If
you've ever taken an animal
to the vet for a urinary infec-
tion, and he seemed awfully
interested in its mouth, this
is why. This is also why it is
important to give your pet
all of the antibiotics pre-
scribed for a dental infection
even if the mouth is looking
better and further treatment
seems pointless,

Brushing your pet's teeth
is not as farfétched as it
sounds. While it will not
remove existing tartar, it can
prévent  problems in a
healthy mouth, and can vast-
ly improve the condition of
the mouth following a pro-
fessional cleaning.

No, animals in the wild
don’t get 1t done, but their
diet i1s much harsher, and
their life expectancy is much
shorter; those that live long
enough probably do develop
tooth and gum disease. Your
vet can show you how to
start teaching your pel to
accept tooth brushing, ini-
tially just using moist gauze
squares

Don't try using regular
human toothpaste; it isn't
designed to be swallowed,
and few animals appreciate

its foaming action. Animal
toothpastes are generally
meat-flavored, and if proper-
ly introduced are well toler-
ated. A child's soft tooth-
brush with very soft bristles
18 okay if it's not too big for
your pet's mouth, but again,
those designed specifically
for animals may be easier (o
use.

Chew toys and hard bis-
cuits may help remove
plague (the soft precursor to
tartar), but are not really a
substitute for brushing,
Bones are definitely out; any
beneflits they might have for
teeth are outweighed by the
nsk ol injury or death from
the picces that splinter off.
The large sterilized type sold
for dogs are one exception,
Even then 1 would be very
cautious with large dogs

like to gnaw on chewies.

My opinion on rawhide
loys is 10 use your own
judgement My rule of
thumb with my own dogs is
that they can have them if
they chew on them over a
long period. The dogs that
eat a medium thickness chip
in a few minutes are nol
allowed to have them. |
limit them anyway, and try
to supervise the dogs while
chewing, both because they
do represent a small choking
hazard and because they
seem fo provoke dogfights
OVer possession.

Now go check that
mouth, Your own dental
cleaning may not be the only
one that’s overdue!

The Plumber’s Helper

In last week's columm, 1 explained how to clear a
slow or stuck drain by cleaning both the drain stop-
per and the trap beneath the sink.

Cleaning these areas usuvally resolves the stop-
page problem. However, once in a while a clog forms
further down the drainpipe, far away from the trap.

In this case, the tool for the job is an odd device
known as a plumber’s helper (or snake, or hand
auger), The device costs around the same as a single
visit from a plumber, but having one can save you
several visits.

The plumber’s helper consists of a long, flexible
coiled-steel cable, with a wider coil at one end (o
catch and dislodge clogs) and a handle and crank on
the other end. The cable's length is adjostable. The
user feeds the cable into the pipe until the clog is
reached, then locks the cable in place and cranks the
handle clockwise until the auger has passed through
or dislodged the clog,

Simple. right? Well, not entirely. A new user
should practice, using @ spare piece of pipe, to get a

Jfeel for the device.

Once you're familiar with the hand auger, remoye
the U-shaped trap below the sink. Insert the cable
into the out-leading pipe and feed it gently through
the system. ;

Never shove the cable to force it around a bend in
the pipe. This might damage the pipe itself. lnsleagi,
when you reach a bend in the line, lock the cable in
place, then push slowly forward. wming the crank at
the same fime. This will move the cable past the

bend. Then, unlock the cable and continue feeding it
into the pipe.

Once you reach the clog, feed out about 6 inches
more cable and then lock it in place. Stant cranking
clockwise. If you meet solid resistance (the cable
won’t advance further), you probably have a
hair/debris clog. Continuous resistance (the cable
advances slowly) is most likely a soap/toothpaste
clog.

A hair/debris clog should be retrieved. Crank the
helper a few times (don't push hard), then release the
cable lock and continue cranking clockwise to pull
the cable out. Ideally, the clog will come out with it;
if not, try again,

A soap/toothpaste clog won't come out, so bore
through it two or three times with the auger.

Retrieve the cable, reassemble the drain line, and
run hot water through the pipe to flush out the
remaining debris.

If the sink still won't drain, a clog may be out of
reach farther down the line, or in a branch line. Don't
knock yourself out — call a plumber at this point and
have him clear the drain and check the rest of the sys-
tem.

HOME TIP

Always avoid brute force when using a hand
auger. Solid resistance at the other end of the line can
mean you've reached a bend in the pipe, a clog or a
branch pipe. All three can be difficult to identify.
