Big budget problem is next six
weeks, not coming two years

FRANKFORT — While
atlention has focused on the fail-
ure of the General Assembly to
put together a budget for the
coming two years, the far more
pressing problem is state spend-
ing for the next six weeks.

Flagging receipts (o
Kentucky's General Fund make
a revenue shortfall a near cer-
tainty on June 30 and the state
cannot fimsh its fiscal year with
a deficit.

Budget director James
Ramsey said the rainy day fund,
which has already been tapped
twice to make up for earlier pro-
Jected shortfalls, may again be
hit to balance the books.

The budget reserve fund,
which once totaled $280 mil-
lion, is now down to $120 mil-
lion. but could also be the only
source of cash to equalize
spending and accounts. “We'll
have to do whatever we have to
do,” Ramsey said in a telephone
interview Tuesday. “We'll be
balanced on June 30th."”

Despite some earlier opti-
mism, April's revenue receipls
were actually below the same
month a year ago, And through
the first 10 months of the fiscal
year, receipts are 0.7 percent
below last fiscal year. To meet
budget needs, revenue must
grow by 0.9 percent overall for
the year.

“There will be a shortfall.
How much, we don't know,”
Ramsey said.

Ramsey said budget officials
are scrambling to save what
money they can for the next six
weeks, but with the fiscal year
virtually over, there is little
place to look.

“Those decisions are going to
get tougher and tougher,” said
Sen. Richie Sanders, R-
Franklin, chairman of the Senate
Appropriations and Revenue
Committee,

“It’s getting late in the year
and not much we can do,”
Ramsey agreed.

Ramsey said June's revenue
receipts will be critical. Nearly
half of the annual declaration
payments for corporate income
taxes are made in June and a sig-
mificant portion of individual
income tax payments. But it has
been corporate tax receipts that
have dragged down the General
Fund this year, nearly 40 percent
below last year's figures.

The legislature failed during
its 60-day regular session and
during an eight-day special ses-
sion last month to pass a budget.
The shortfall this year will com-

plicate matters for next year, if

Gov. Paul Patton calls another
special session before July.

The basic budget proposed
by Patton and the versions
approved separately by the

House and Senate all depend on
$37 million that was estimated
to be left over from this fiscal
year. That money will simply
not be there, leaying a hole to
start from, .

Dam them all.

That's the first thing that comes to mind when we think
of the constant barrage of flash flooding our county has
withstood over the past year, and we'll admit it’s not a
very practical suggestion.

But something has to be done, and before anything gets
done, it has to be talked about. We’'re running out of fin-
gers on one hand to count the number of times local
creeks have raged out of their banks and into or around
homes since last summer.

There is one constant in all the destruction caused by
high waters — Prestonsburg and northern Floyd County
have been largely spared, while the rest of the county has
been taking all the punches. The biggest reason for that, of
course, is that northern Floyd County is protected by
Dewey Dam, while the rest of the county has far less pro-
tection.

It is time to get serious about flood control in Floyd
County, and that means local leaders and residents need to
begin lobbying state and federal officials for help.

No, we haven't forgotten that the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers has plans to raise the entire city of Martin out of
the floodplain. But that project will only protect the city of
Martin. Folks further up Left or Right Beaver or along
Mud Creek will be stuck with the same flooding problems
— or perhaps worse, in the case of the two Beavers.

Logic dictates that once Martin is out of harm’s way, the
water which would have flooded that town will go some-
where, meaning higher waters elsewhere,

That is not to say the project should be abandoned,
because the city of Martin is key to diversifyving Floyd
County’s economy beyond Prestonsburg.

But because flooding could be worse, or in the best case
no better, throughout much of southern Floyd County, it is
essential that our attention turn to those areas, especially in
the wake of the damages which have been inflicted recent-
ly.

Our fiscal court has performed remarkably in its efforts
to get city water to all areas of the county. What is needed
now is a similar push to get the creek water out.

Whether that means damming them all, damming a few
or something entirely different, we’ll leave that up to the
experts. The rest of us need to make sure the job gets
done.

‘Hold the poison,
please’

As you can see on TV's various
nature shows, it’s often a brutal world
out there, with'one critter devouring
another. But at least that's the natural
cycle, and I find it a whole lot less fear-
some than this recent headline: “Weed
Killer Deforms Sex Organs in Frogs.”

Hello. Now we're not talking about a
single critter being devoured as some
other critter’s dinner, but about the repro-
ductive capability of a whole species of
critter being messed with in the most
unnatural ways. The National Academy of
Science reports that young male frogs liv-
ing in water containing very low doses of
the weed killer, atrazine, develop multiple

sex organs or develop both male and
female sex organs.

Atrazine i5 the most commonly used
weed killer in the United States, widely
sprayed on our lawns, fields, roadsides,
golf courses ... all over.

This toxic chemical doesn’t just kill
weeds and go away, however. With such
poisons, there is no “away."” Atrazine
restdiies run off into our waterways, and
it's row found in our drinking water,
groundwater, streams, snow runoff. etc.
— even the rain contains atrazine. As the
lead scientist of the frog study says:
“There is virtually no atrazine-free envi-
ronment.”

You could ask the frogs what that
means. Atrazine causes male frog cells to
produce an enzyme that converts their
testosterone to estrogen, perverting their
sexuality and destroying their reproduc-
tivity. This is happening at a much lower
level of atrazine contamination than was
previously considered to be a problem.

Indeed, the Environmental Protection
Agency allows three parts-per-billion of
atrazine in our drinking water. Yet the
frog mutation is taking place in water
with only one-tenth of one part-per-billion
of contamination.

Are we at risk? The research leader
shrugs: “I'm not saying it's safe for
humans. I'm not saying it's unsafe for
humans. All I'm saying is that it makes
hermaphrodites of frogs.”

There are better ways to deal with
weeds than to poison us and mess with
Mother Nature,

While recent reports have high-
lighted the decrease in marijuana use
among 12- to |17-year-olds, now is not
the time o rest on our laurels, Some
of your readers may not realize why
we must remain vigilant,

Marijuana interferes with thinking
and reflexes. Accidents, violence and
car crashes can occur because of the
influence of marijuana. The Drug
Abuse Warning Network 1997 prelimi-
nary report shows that medical emer-
gency episodes related to marijuana
and hashish use have increased 219
percent since 1990. In 1996, 50,000
people of both sexes, of all age groups
and across cultures reported to hospi-
tal emergency departments for medical
care related to their use of marijuana
and/or hashish. In 2000, there were an
estimated 601,776 drug-related emer-
gency visits in the continental United
States, with 1,100,539 mentions of a
particular drug (on average, 1.9 per
visit).

Marijuana use impairs judgment,
which can lead to behaviors that have
lifelong negative consequences,

Marijuana affects the reproductive
systems of both males and females. It
can cause changes in hormone produc-
tion, resulting in abnormal menstrual
cycles for women and abnormal sperm
production for men, In women, mari-
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juana can suppress ovulation and
cause permanent damage to her ova,
or eggs. In men, it causes a decrease
in sperm production, less virile sperm
and a reduced sex drive. After several
months of abstinence from marijuana,
men’'s sperm will return to the normal
count. Only the count will return to
normal. Marijuana users can and do
have mentally retarded babies because
of the affects on the reproductive sys-
tem over the years.

Marijuana use is illegal. Using,
holding, buying or selling can result in
school suspension or expulsion and a
police record.

Marijuana can affect memory,
learning and motivation. Young people
who use marijuana regularly report
that they are unable to maintain satis-
factory grades and performance levels,
Class work, sports, activities and per-
sonal relationships can fall by the
wayside, lessening a young person's
chances for a solid and productive
future,

If young people don't take the con-
sequences of marijuana use seriously
— and if we, as parents and other sig-
nificant adults in these kids® lives,
don’t help them understand these con-
sequences — their dreams could go up
in smoke.

As a family physician 1 deal with
women'’s health on a daily basis, |
believe artificial contraception is
harmful to women and do not pre-
scribe it. I recommend natural family
planning. The government should not
use taxpayer money to pay for artifi-
cial contraception. Contraception is a
social decision, not a medical one.
Several contraceptives are in fact
abortifacients. All oral contraceptives,
Norplant, Depo-Provera, and IUDs
cause abortions before a woman even
knows she’s pregnant,

Contraception and elective abortion
are linked. Contraception promotes
promiscuity, which leads to unwanted
pregnancies. Even the Supreme Court
recognizes this link. In a 1992 deci-
sion they said, “... in some critical
respects abortion is of the same char-
acter as the decision to use contracep-
tion ... for two decades of economic
and social developments, people have
organized intimate relationships and
made choices that define their views
of themselves and their places in soci

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Protesters air complaints

against finance company | ROGER WEBB

LONDON Protesters
angry about what they called
predatory lending practices
stood vigil outside a collections
office in rural Kentucky where
the annual meeting of one of the
nation’s largest personal finance
companies was held on Tuesday.

The protest was part of the
latest initiative by groups repre-
senting low-income  borrowers
o pressure Household
International to reform its lend-
ing practices,

While about 30 borrowers
from as far away as Minnesots
stood on o patch of gravel wav-
ing placards, others were inside
the meeting cheéring for a reso-
lution calling for a study that
could lead to tying salaries of top
execulives 1o success in stopping
hanmful lending practices. The

resolution failed.

Household International Vice
President Craig Streem denied
allegations that the company
engages in predatory lending.

“All of our lending policies
are in accord with federal and
state regulations and require-
ments,” Streem said. “If we find
a loan officer who goes over the
line, he or she is history. We will
not stand for that.”

The Association of
Community Organizations for
Reform Now, better known as
ACORN, has been pushing for
two years for reforms in
Household International’s lend-
INg practices,

“One of the biggest problems
dragging neighborhoods down is
predatory lending — loans that
people would be better off’ with-
out,” said David Swanson,
spokesman for the group.
“They're destroying families and

The Coys were among three
families who filed suit last week
in Illinois, charging that
Household International and its
subsidiaries misled borrowers
about terms and conditions on
loans totaling at least $45 mil-
lion. The suit accused Household
International using sales promo-
tions to lure borrowers nto debt-
consolidation loans with high
rates and fees, principal amounts
that exceeded the value of their
homes, and prepayment penal-
ties. It's one of two such lawsuits
now pending against the compa-
ny.

Julie Goodridge, president of
NorthStar Asset Management in
Boston who holds 1,100 shares
in Household International, said
she believes the protesters have
legitimate claims. Goodridge,
sponsor of the resolution, was
among the 27 percent who
favored tying executive pay (o
better loan practices.

Goodridge, who voted by
proxy, said the same resolution
garnered only 5 percent support
last year. Jumping to 27 percent
support this year, she said,
should be viewed as a victory,

Coal operator pleads

guilty

PIKEVILLE — A coal oper-
ator charged with deliberately
using conveyor belts without
required fire protection pleaded

# guilty Monday in U.S. District
Court, prosecutors announced
Tuesday.

Dean Francis, who oper-ted
Little Man Mining Inc. No. 2
mine, is to be sentenced Sept. 9
by Judge Karen Caldwell.

Francis’ maximum penalty
would be five years in prison
and a $250,000 fine, plus super-
vised release for up to three
years, His charge was a felony
because it was Francis' second
criminal conviction under the
federal Mine Safety Act,

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Davies offers critique of status of higher education reform

FRANKFORT — A few
ambitious but  misdirected
regional universities, aided by
their legislative patrons and with
the acquiescence of the Patton
administration, are updermining
higher education.

That is the message implicit
in the parting shot of Gordon
Davies, the first president of the
Council on  Postsecondary
Education who has been shown

few dominant political persons
have made it very clear that they
intend 1o protect their respective
universiies  regardless ol
whether they produce good
results and meet the needs of the
state.

Davies said only the
Universities of Kentucky and
Louisville, along with the
Kentucky Community and
Technical College system and
Northern Kentucky University
are remaining true to the ideals
of the 1997 legislation that over-
hauled higher education. Those

four are filling the niches for
which they are most suited, col-
laborating on programs and are
mostly avoiding turf-building
and -protecting

"They accept as a given that
their reasons for being is 1o serve
the people of Kentucky and they
will pursue that end,” Davies
said,

Other universities are “play-
ing at reform,” Davies said.

“In the end, more than getting
better. they want certainty about
their appropriations, As a result,
they are likely to remain stuck in
the mediocrity that has charac-
terized Kentucky postsecondary
education for pgenerations,”
Davies said.

Davies an ideal first president of
the council, made him a light-
ning rod for legislators and uni-
versity officials alike and ulu-
mately led to his departure,

Patton told the Louisville
Forum last week that Davies and
the council staff riled too many
people. In budget matters, Patton
said record appropriations went
unappreciated because of budget
policies set by Davies and the
council.

“What we chose to do was to
recommend that the council try
to get new leadership that it
could get in place, give it an
opportunity to learn Kentucky ...
to learn the legislature, to learn
the legislative process, and give
it some hope (that) when a new
governor comes into office,
they've got a leadership in the
council that has credibility,”
Patton said.

Davies, though, said the
entire philosophy of the reform
was based on the budget and
rewarding universities that per-
formed. For example, Davies
noted that Eastern Kentucky
University’s enrollment declined
by 3 percent since 1998 while
Northern's increased by 3 per-
cent. Both got $2.6 million
added to their budgets in the leg-
islature, “One produced; one
didn’t. But it didn't make any
difference,” Davies said. “The
idea of rewarding performance
went out the window.”

Davies does not name names
in his report, but the connections
are well-known,

Rep, Harry Moberly, D-
Richmond, is the protector of
Eastern in the General Assembly
from his position as chairman of
the Appropnations and Revenue
Committee. Moberly is also
employed by Eastern and has
been among Davies’ harshesl
critics. House Speaker Jody
Richards, D-Bowling Green, is
the benefactor for Western,
which comes in for some special
criticism from Davies.

The irony is that such legisla-
tive meddling and campus
empire-building were exactly the
arguments Patton put forth on
behalf of the 1997 reforms,

Since 1997 and Davies' hir-
ing, enrollments have increased
dramatically, graduation rates
are improving, UK and UofL are
on the way to becoming signifi-
cant research institutions and the
community and technical college
system has seen improvement.

Patton said getting rid of
Davies will protect the funda-
mentals of reform in the next
administration and the General
Assembly. Davies argues that the
legislature, along with ambitious
universities; are the grealesi
threats to reform.

The dangers are not limited to
higher education, Davies
wamed. The Office for the New
Economy, which is supposed to
lead the state out of the econom-
ic backwater, had nearly half of
its construction pool during this
two-vear budget taken for buy-
ing a shopping center in Bowling
Green and building a business
center in Richmond. “They are
pork, pure and simple,” Davies
said.

Davies also warned about the
lack of a clear direction for the
six regional universities, com-
pounded by misplaced ambitions
at some of them. It is a special
problem at Western, which
“shows signs of (rying to assume

Mississippl,” advised Davies;
That state has five research uni<
versities and 3 million people.
There is no way the state c¢an
adequately finance them all, “so
all remain on a low-nutrition
diet,” Davies said. “So does thé
state of Mississipp1.”

under Section 404 of the Clean
Water Act were approved in
“express disregard” 1o regula-
tions and the federal law.

The ruling came less than a
week after the Bush adminis-
tration announced changes to
federal rules that would remove
restrictions on dumping excess
rock and dirt from mountaintop
mining into streams.

Haden had ruled in October
1999 that dumping such wastes
violated the Clean Water Act.
The 4th Circuit Court over-
turned that ruling, saying
Haden lacked jurisdiction
because the underlying lawsuit
involved a state agency.

Last week’s ruling stemmed
from a lawsuit filed in
February by Kentuckians for
the Commonwealth Inc. The
lawsuit was filed in West
Virginia because the
Huntington district office cov-
ers West Virginia and portions
of Kentucky and Ohio.

Justice Department lawyers
argued that Haden issued an
injunction that was overly
broad. Haden “could have sim-
ply blocked the corps from
authorizing fills at a specific
mining site challenged by the
citizen group lawsuit.” govern-
ment lawyers said.

Coal companies that operaie
in mountainous Appalachian
coalfields have been turning to
mountaintop removal as an
imexpensive way (o mine coal
reserves, The tops of moun-
tains are sheared off by explo-
sives and large earth moving
machines are used to expose
coal seams,

Although federal mining
laws require companies 1o
reclaim land to its approximate
original contour, companies
have received permits to dump
tons of excess rock and dirt into
hollows, creating valley fills.

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Williams touts projects he’s won during star-studded campaign

TOMPKINSVILLE — The
lineup on the speakers' stands
made it clear this was no ordi-
nary primary campaign rally: a
senior U.S. senator, a couple of
gubernatorial hopefuls and a

David Williams, though, is
no ordinary candidate on the
May 28 primary ballot, at least
to his Republican colleagues.

Latent infections, not
Nnew ones, causing
bulk of new TB cases

Foreigners account for nearly
60 percent of all tuberculosis
patients in New York City, but
it is not because immigrants are
bringing in new cases — it is
because old infections are
resurfacing, a study finds.

The reason appears to be
that a campaign against the dis-
ease focused on treating new,
active cases instead of elimi-
nating latent infections, Elvin
Geng, a medical student at
Columbia University, reported
in Thursday's New England
Joumnal of Medicine,

Scientists at Columbia and
the New York City Health
Department looked at 546
cases in Manhattan’s
Washington Heights neighbor-
hood from 1990 to 1999,
Washington Heights has a large
population of Dominicans and
other immigrants.

Using DNA analysis 1o

determine which cases had
been recently transmitted,
Geng found that the percentage
caused by recent transmission
fell from 63 percent in 1993 to
31 percent in 1999.

In most people, the immune
system blocks TB bacteria, but
the germs can break out years,
even decades, later. The recom-
mended treatment for people
most at risk for developing TB
from these latent infections is
nine months of medication.

The World Health
Organization estimates that
one-third of the world's 6.2 bil-
lion people are infected with
TB, but only 5 percent to 10
percent of them become ill.

The National Institute of
Allergies and  Infectious
Diseases estimates that 10 mil-
lion to 15 million U.S. resi-
dents have such latent infec-
tions, and about one in 10 of
them will eventually develop
active TB.

Patton says he will lift moratorium
on power plant applications

FRANKFORT — Gov. Paul
Patton said Tuesday he will lift a
moratorium he imposed 1l
months ago on applications to
build more electric power plants.

It can safely be lifted because
of Kentucky’s new law giving
the state more control over loca-
tion of plants, Patton told his
Energy Policy Advisory Board.

Patton imposed a moratorium
in June after companies filed
applications to build 29 electric
generating plants.

All but four applications
were for “merchant” plants. so
named because they sell power
on the open market and were
unregulated by the Public
Service Commission.

The new law, enacted by the

2002 General Assembly with an
“emergency clause™ to make it
tnke effect immediately, sets
numerous conditions for plant
locations. It also created a spe-
cial state board to judge whether
proposed plant sites are appro-
priate.

Patton also said he wanted
the policy board to draw up a
20-year energy plan that would
preserve Kentucky's “much-
coveted position”™ as a prime
producer of low-cost power.

Also during the meeting, the
policy board's chairman, Jack
Conway, said he was resigning
because of his run for Congress
in the 3rd District. Conway, a
Democrat, is trying to unseat
Republican U.S. Rep. Anne
Northup.

ships with American Indians.

The approximately 15,000
pages combine material from
the Louisville-based Filson
Historical Society and the
University of Chicago Library.

The project focuses on the
history of the Ohio River Valley
from 1750 to 1820. It was fund-
ed by a $145,000 grant from
Ameritech Corp. through the
American Memory project, a
cooperative effort with the
Library of Congress. The Filson
society and the Chicago library
Jointly applied for the grant in
1999.

In addition to information
from Jefferson and Boone, there
are extensive personal docu-
ments from such national fig-
ures as James Madison and
William Henry Harrison and
from Kentuckians such as Isaac
Shelby.

Information also is included
on crop planting; trade in tobac-
co, horses and whiskey; and the
region’s schools, churches and
slavery.

Among the documents is a
letter dated Feb. 10, 1794, from
Shelby, then Kentucky's first

You!!
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governor, to Henry Knox,
George Washington's secretary
of war. In it, Shelby says
“Southern Indians” had killed
six Kentuckians, and he asked
for Washington’s blessing to
“take measures for the defensive
protection of the frontiers of the
state,”

Another item is a Jand “war-
rant” dated June 1, 1786, from
Patrick Henry, governor of
Virginia, to three men, William
Duvall, John Hawes and John
May, for 11,784 acres along the
Green River in what's now
Kentucky. It's signed and certi-
fied by Daniel Boone as a true
legal description of the land.
Boone wrote on it, “I went and
saw it.”

Hundreds of researchers each
year visit the Filson society's
headquarters in downtown
Louisville.

Mark Wetherington, director
of the Filson Society, said the
joint effort with the Chicago
library provides easy access to
documents that have been on
file there for decades.

In the early 1900s, the
University of Chicago Library
bought the collection of Reuben
T. Durrett, a Louisville lawyer
and major collector of historical
items related to Kentucky.
Among the items are letters,
diaries and accounts of such fig-
ures as Boone and George
Rogers Clark,

About three-fifths of the
information on the website is
from the Filson society; most of
the rest is the Durrett collection.

The Filson society material
was digitally scanned and put on
computer disks. It was then
combined with the Chicago
library material and sent to the
Library of Congress, which
recently put the material on its
website,

“It’s time for someone 0 be
held accountable for what has
been done to the Tug Fork,”
Commission President Charles
Sammons said Monday. “It's basi-
cally a dead river now. ... We want
something done to bring it back to
the state it was before the big acci-
dent."”

The commission on Monday
ordered its attorney, Tom Plymale,
to file lawsuits to recover dam-
ages.

In October 2000, more than
300 million gallons of coal sludge
spilled from an impoundment
owned by Martin County Coal

Co., a Massey Energy Co. sub-
sidiary. The gooey sludge clogged
streams and turned more than 60
miles of the Tug Fork black.

Last month, the U.S. Mine
Safety and Health Administration
fined Massey $110,000, the maxi-
mum fine, for the slurry spill.

The West Virginia Department
of Environmental Protection filed
a multimillion-dollar lawsuil
against Massey and Martin
County Coal over that spill. The
lawsuit is pending in Wayne
County Circuit Court.

Also last month, the DEP sued
Massey again over an April 10
spill in Kentucky that sent
135,000 gallons of coal slurry into
the Tug Fork. A pipeline ruptured
at Sidney Coal’s preparation plant
in Pike County, Ky.

On May 2, another spill sent
several mullion gallons of coal
slurry into the Tug Fork in
McDowell County when flood-
waters breached an impoundment
from an abandoned mine owned
by Antacus Energy Project.

Diane Bady of the Ohio Valley
Environmental Coalition hailed
the commission's gction,

“It’s about time somebody did
something about the river,” Bady
said. “There is such a problem
with slurry impoundments that the
river is getting lost in the shuffle.”

WASHINGTON — Russell
McKenna knew his cholesterol
was low and had no other signs
of a bad heart, but when he spot-
ted a Chicago hospital’s ad urg-
ing people to stop by for a quick
heart-disease test. he thought.
“Why not?”

Now he's sorry: A bad score
from what McKenna later
learned is a highly controversial

test plunged him into a spiral of

anxiety and doctor visits that
generated $4,000 in bills insur-
ance won't pay — only to con-
clude he's at low risk for a heart
attack after all.

other risk factor, the AHA says,

But there's no proof yet that
this $400 high-tech exam is bet-
ter than a $70 cholesterol test as
a routine screening tool to pre-
dict who's at risk of a heart
attack, critics stress.

Calcium in the arteries sig-
nals heart disease but doesn't
actually cause a heart attack. So
doctors don't know what to do
with patients like McKenna who
have lots of calcium, which by
itself can’t be treated, but no
other risk factor that needs treat-
ing.

“Precisely the wrong people
are selecting themselves to get
the test,” says Dr. Philip
Greenland, chair of preventive
medicine at Northwestern
University Medical School and
an AHA spokesman. “It's not
one that we would vet advise
people to be getting on their

own.”

Proponents disagree vehe-
mently,

“Wherever there's calcium,
there's plaque,” the actual
artery-clogging stuff, says Dr
Stuart Rich of Chicago’s Rush-
Presbyterian-St. Luke's Medical
Center, who pioneered offering
scans without a doctor’s referral.

He argues measuring calcium
is as good as, if not better than,
cholesterol testing, and that it
can spot early disease before
other risks arise,

It's one of cardiologists’
thorniest debates, hashed out in
the current issue of the journal
Preventive Cardiology.

And it's one that both sides
hope a new National Institutes
of Health study will settle. The
study 1s tracking how early heart
disease develops in about 6,500
Americans — and also should
show just how well calcium
scans and certain other nmew

imaging tests predict heart
attacks, says Dr. Diane Bild of
NIH's National Heart, Lung and
Blood Institute.

“There are many studies that
have shown people with higher
coronary calcium Jevels are at
higher risk for having heart
attacks,” Bild says. But “per-
haps we don't need to put these
people in a scanner and exposé
them to radiation and charge
them $400" if simpler tests are
as good.

“I hope we can shed light on
i.”

A mix of calcium and fats
build up in artery walls 1o cause
heart disease. Calcium is very
common — by age 30, one in
four people has some, Rich says:

But while artery-hardening
calcium indicates disease is pre-
sent, a heart attack actually
occurs when a soft kind of

Researcher’s cancer

treatment to be tested

LOUISVILLE — A new
cancer treatment discovered by
a University of Louisville
researcher and developed by a
fledgling local company could
be tested in patients at Jewish
Hospital as early as next
spring.

The technique goes to the
core of how cancer cells slip
past the body’s immune system
undetected and has been effec-
tive in killing tumors in mice.

The cancer therapy's quick
path from the lab to clinical
trials and possible commercial
application is a step toward
fulfilling the vision of planners
who want to capitalize on the
area’s medical expertise for
economic growth.

Haval Shirwan, the Ph.D.
immunologist who discovered
the technique, came o U of L
three years ago through the
Bucks for Brains program,
which uses tax dollars to lure
top researchers to Kentucky
universities. And his company.
Apolmmune, has been nur-
tured by the Louisville
Medical Center Development
Corp., established to spur bio-
medical businesses.

The treatment also has ties
to a more traditional Kentucky
business. The re-engineered
human protein that is the key

Soothing alternative
to high-octane fitness
programs offered

TRAVERSE CITY, Mich.
— A bit sheepishly, the elderly
cardiac patients head to the
middle of the room in sweat-
shirts and sock feet.

For 15 minutes they move
gingerly through a series of
stretching exercises under the
tutelage of Ann Smith, whose
writings and videos are dedi-
cated to the proposition that
staying fit need not be tortur-
ous.

“Don’t punish yourself and
try to do something your body
isn’t equipped to do,” Smith
says in a soothing tone, bend-
ing her 74-year-old waist —
but not her knees — and
touching the floor with open
palms.

No one duplicates the feat,
not even medical staffers less
than half her age. But what
matters to Smith is that every
one of the three dozen seniors
attending her workshop at
Munson Community Health
Center takes part. Getting peo-
ple out of their chairs is half
the battle.

For more than 40 years,
Smith has advocated fitness
training modeled after the
slow, rhythmic stretching regi-
men of classical dancers. Her
approach is sharply at odds
with the high-octane,
Spandex-and-hip hop style so
prevalent in health clubs and!
gymnasiums.

Married 51 years, with three,
children and seven grandchil-]
dren, Smith divides her time
between homes in Alexandriag
Va,, and Onekama, Mich,, a
village near Lake Michigan
where she runs an art gallerys
Her busy schedule of traveling:
and lecturing was slowed only
briefly by breast cancer treat-
ment a couple of years ago —
an experience that inspired one
of her four videos.

She has demonstrated her
techniques before frail seniory
in nursing homes; welfare
mothers in the Washington,
D.C., area who wanted more
strength so they could get con=
struction jobs; physical thera-
pists in Reykjavik, Icelandy

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She doesn’t promise wash-
board abs or buns of steel,
though her trim, firmly mus-
cled 5-foot-8-inch frame is
reason for hope. A more valu-
able payoff, she says, will be
good health, heightened men-
tal and physical energy and a
cheerier outlook on life,

“Exercise is meant to ener-
gize you, not exhaust you,”
she says — a message not just
for the elderly.

Too many young and mid-
dle-aged adults get flabby
because they believe they're
too busy to exercise, Smith
says. What they really don't
have time for are regular
workouts at a gym.

There's nothing wrong with
high-powered aerobics and
weight training geared toward
bulking up, she says. But many
people find that boring or just
too hard. For them, getting in
shape can be a simple matter
of incorporating stretching and

motion into the daily routine.

In other words, get up and
walk.

“Make sure every day your
body is moving at least 30
minutes — simple, ordinary
movements. Walk to the store
instead of driving. Climb the
stairs instead of taking the ele-
vator. Find your own pace and
do what feels good.”

That's sensible advice for
anyone, but particularly the
elderly and people with heart
problems, says Dr. Dino
Recchia, medical director of
the cardiac rehabilitation pro-
gram at Munson Medical
Center.

“When it comes to fitness,
the greatest gain comes simply

by moving from the level of

doing nothing to doing some-
thing — just getting off the
couch and doing anything,”
Recchia said. “There's no sub-
stitute for physical exercise.
There's no gadget you can buy
on TV that's going to do the

job for you.”

Smith’s latest video, “Rise
and Shine,” offers a different
set of exercises for each day of
the week, none longer than
four minutes. She and hus-
band, Roger, demonstrate
wearing pajamas, to sprightly
classical background music.

Their movements are grace-
ful, seemingly effortless. But
it's an honest workout, as a
first-timer's sore muscles will
later attest.

“The idea is that if you do a
little bit of exercise every
morning before you get
dressed, it's easy to make
exercise a regular daily habit,”
Smith explains on the self-pro-
duced video, which
Amazon.com listed as a top
seller earlier this year.

Raised in suburban
Chicago, Smith was trained by
her mother, a follower of mod-
ern dance pioneer Isadora
Duncan, and also studied clas-
sical ballet. While teaching in

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Milwaukee and New York, she
became convinced the stretch-
ing exercises dancers use to
limber up would work as well
for others — if kept simple.
She developed a program in
the late 1950s and refined it
over the years,

She began writing maga-
zine and newspaper articles,
followed in 1969 by her first
book, “Stretch.” Its successor,
“Celebrity Exercise,” featured
interviews with the likes of
actress Helen Hayes, journalist
Art Buchwald, blues musician
B.B. King and theologian
Norman Vincent Peale.

“Not one of them did the
trendy sports exercises,”
Smith says. “Most were walk-
ers. None professed to do it for
the sake of exercise; they just
liked to walk.”

Smith was diagnosed with
breast cancer in 2000. She
underwent a lumpectomy,
chemotherapy and radiation.
Her prognosis is excellent, as
the disease apparently didn’t
spread into the lymph nodes.

Yet, she fought to recover in
a characteristic way: “As soon
as I could stand up, I was exer-
cising.”

At her doctors’ urging. she
made “Moving with Grace and
Pride,” a video with exercises
for breast cancer patients.
Proceeds are donated to cancer
research.

The I|4-minute program
features gentle bending and
reaching and Smith’s quiet
narration: “It doesn’t matter
what you look like. Nobody's
watching you. What matters is
that you're ... getting your
self-confidence back.”

That low-key manner helps
gdin converts to her exercise
theory.

“You go to these macho
places and they’ve got you
jumping around, going fast ...
1L tires you out,” says 77-year-
old George Bell, a heart
bypass patient who attended
the Traverse City workshop.
*“I'd think anybody could do
this, if they just take it slow.”

organs.

Shirwan’s research similarly
focuses on manipulating the
immune system.

Traditionally, scientists
have done that through gene
therapy — altering human
DNA to make it boost immune
response. But  Shirwan’s
approach centers on proteins,
through which cells communi-
cate with the immune system.

He discovered a way to
manufacture  re-engineered
proteins that would bind readi-
ly to target cells, thereby alert-
ing the immune system to
attack those cells — or, in
some cases, spare them.

“It does exactly what gene
therapy wants to do,” Shirwan

As applied to cancer cells,
his re-engineered protein in
effect unmasks their disguise.

Normally, cells carry pro-
teins on their surface that iden-
tify them to immune-system
cells. But some cancer cells
don't display surface proteins
that would sound the alarm,
Undetected, they proliferate.

Armed with the genetic pro-
file of the missing proteins,
Shirwan created a substitute —
combining parts of a human
protein with a genetically engi-
neered protein. The resulting
product, once attached to a
cell, will label it as cancerous.

Then he devised a substance
1oy coat cancer cells so
Apolmmune's product will
more readily bind to them.

The treatment has consis-
tently worked to kill tumors in
mice, and it has also worked on
human cells in lab tests.

Shirwan’s research has
drawn millions of dollars in
funding from the National

Friends Don't Let Friends Drive Drunk.

Millions of people visit doc-
tors every year for acute bronchi-
tis and most receive antibiotics —
even though there’s not much evi-
dence antibiotics help, and it
seems the condition is most often
caused by a virus, nol bacteria.

The study, published this week
in The Lancet medical journal,
concluded that doctors should

stop giving the antibiotic
azithromycin, known by the
brund name Zithromax, (o

patients with acute bronchits.

Some experts said the findings
confirm that antibiotics in general
are useless for acute bronchits
and that no antibiotic, whatever
the type, should be given for the
condition,

Zithromax is not the only
antibiotic experts have doubts
about when it comes to treating
acute bronchitis,

A recent analysis of studies
involving a variety of other antibi-
otics concluded that while it’s

possible they might sometimes
clear up the cough about a day
early, there’s a hefty price to pay
in side effects,

“It was a maybe, but this study
pretty well refutes that,” said Dr.
Lome Becker, head of family
medicine at the State University
of New York Upstate Medical
University in Syracuse, who was
not involved with the latest
research but heads an expen
group that regularly analyzes the
research on antibiotics and bron-
chitis.

Becker said he found the evi-
dence definitive.

“There may be, hidden in this
hig group of people who don't
benefit. a small group of people
who do, but I don’t think there's
going to be a flip-flop on this for
the general person coming in with
bronchitis,” he said.

Zithromax, made by Pfizer, is
used to treat many bacterial infec-
tions in different parts of the body,

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most commonly for pneumonia
and sexually transmitted chlamy-
dia infections. Pfizer stressed that
its drug targets only bacteria and
its approval for use in bronchitis
is based on the assumption that
sometimes the coughing is caused
by one of several bacteria types
known to be killed by the drug.

Part of the problem is that it is
not easy to tell whether somie-
one’s bronchitis is caused by a
virus or bacteria. There is no test.
Experts are not even sure whether
bronchitis is ever caused by bacte-
ria, and there is no evidence that
antibiotics prevent bronchitis
patients from developing a more
serious pneumonia infection.

However, many patients
expect their doctors to “do some-
thing™ about it, so they are most
often sent away with a course of
antibiotics.

Experts have condemned such
inappropriate use of antibiotics
because it allows germs to build

up immunity to the drugs, which
then become useless when they
are really needed. -

The study by researchers at
Cook County Hospital and Rush
Medical College in Chicage
involved 220 adults diagnosed
with acute bronchilis - a persis-
tent cough.

Half the patients were given
Zithromax for five days and the
others were given low-dose vita-
min C pills. Vitamin C has not
been shown to be any good for
bronchitis and the patients didn’t
know which drug they were get:
ting, so the pills were considered
a placebo.

On day seven, the scientists
measured how much improve~
ment each patient had seen in the
health-related quality of their
lives. The proportion of patients
who had returned to their normal
daily activities by day seven was
the same in both groups - 89 per-
cent.

| long-term tea drinking
may strengthen
bones, researchers say

CHICAGO — Longtime tea-
drinking may strengthen bones,
researchers in Taiwan have found.

The benefits oceurred in peo-
ple who drank an average of near-
ly two cups daily of black, green
or oolong tea for at least six years,
said the researchers from National
Cheng Kung University Hospital
in Tainan, Taiwan.

Their results are published in
the May 13 edition of Archives of
Internal Medicine.

The findings could have broad
public  health implications,
because fractures associated with
bone-thinning osteoporosis and
low bone density are a global
problem expected to worsen with
the predicted increase in the num-
ber of older people worldwide,

Some estimates suggest nearly
half the U.S. population aged 50
and older is affected by osteo-
porosis or low bone mass, and the
World Health Organization pro-
jects that the number of hip frac-
tures could rise from 1.7 million
in 1990 to 6.3 million by 2050.

Tea contains fluoride and
chemical compounds known as
flavenoids that include estrogen-
like plant derivatives — both of
which may enhance
strength, the authors said.

Their study is based on sur-
veys of 1,037 men and women
aged 30 and older who were ques-
tioned about tea-drinking habits
and had bone-mineral density
tests. The researchers accounted
for other factors affecting bone
strength, including gender, age,
body-mass index and lifestyle.

About half the participants
were habitual tea drinkers —
those who routinely dnink tea for
at least one year. Most of the
habitual tea drinkers consumed
green or oolong tea without milk,

bone

which contains bone-building cal-
cium.

Both varieties are more com-
monly consumed in Asia, while
black tea is more common in
Western countries. All three come
from the same plant but are
processed differently.

The highest overall bone-min-
eral density was found in people
who said they had consumed tea
regularly for more than 10 years;
their hip-bone density was 6.2
percent higher than in non-habitu-
al tea drinkers,

Habitual drinkers for six to 10
years had a hip-bone density 2.3
percent higher than in non-habitu-
al tea drinkers, said Dr. Chib-
Hsing Wu, a co-author.

There were no significant dif-
ferences between tea drinkers of
one to five years and non-habitual
drinkers. Similar results were
found regardless of type of tea
consumed.

Previous research on tea-
drinking and bone strength is lim-
ited and has been mixed.

The varying findings “may
result from different study
designs ... inconsistent definition
of tea intake categories, and
incomplete adjustment of the con-
founding effects of lifestyle char-
acteristics such as exercise. alco-
hol intake” and smoking, Dr.
Chih-Jen Chang and colleagues
wrote.

Dr. Meir Stampfer of
Harvard's School of Public
Health called the results interest-
ing but far from proof that tea
strengthens bones.

Canseco retires, 38

CHICAGO — Jose Canseco

The former AL MVP. known
as much for his over-the-top
antics as his awesome talent,
retired Monday. Hampered by
injuries in recent years, he

“I thought he was the most
complete athlete I've ever man-
aged,"” said Tony La Russa,
Canseco’s manager with the
Oakland Athletics. “This guy
really could run and, when he

was concentrating, play defense
And he loved to take the tough
at-bat. Injuries just took the
important part of his career from
him.”

Oh, but what a career il was.
From the time the A’s called him
up in 1985, he hit home runs in
bunches, He and Mark McGwire
were Oakland's “Bash Brothers”
way before the Bay area even
heard of the Giambis.

The 37-year-old Canseco fin-
ished 22nd on the career list
with 462 home runs. He was the
first to hit 40 homers and steal

Haskins must pay university
$815,000 in post-scandal lawsuit

MINNEAPOLIS — One of
the last chapters in the
Minnesota men’s basketball
scandal ended Monday when a
judge ruled that ex-coach Clem
Haskins must return $815,000
of his 51.5 million contract buy-
ouL

Hennepin County District
Judge Deborah Hedlund accept-
ed an arbitrator's recommenda-
tion. Both sides had agreed to let
the arbitrator resolve the long-
running dispute.

The scandal broke in 1999
when Jan Gangelhoff, a former
office manager in the men’s ath-
letic department's academic
counseling unit, disclosed she

had written more than 400
papers for players.

Haskins, a former Western
Kentucky University coach,
denied involvement. But the
university later concluded that
he had lied to investigators and
committed fraud by taking the
buyout, and filed a lawsuit to

vindicated the university's han-
dling of the buyout. President
Mark Yudof was criticized for
being too quick to give Haskins
a buyout package while an
investigation of the academic
cheating was continuing.

“The bottom line 18 we did
our best back in 1999 to create
an environment for the hasket-
ball program to move farward
quickly and with new leader-
ship, and have a successful sea-
son without the distractons of
the Haskins scandal,” Rotenberg
said.

Ron Meshbesher, an attorney
for Haskins, said he and Haskins
believed the settlement was
preferable to spending the
money on lengthy court pro-
ceedings. In addition, since the
order allows the money to be
repaid over 11 years,
Meshbesher said, “It makes it a
lot easier for Clem to repay it."

The buyout was paid from
athletic funds, and Rolenberg
said the returned money will go
back to athletics, which have
suffered from budget difficulties
that have three sports — men's
gymnastics and men’s and
women's golf — on the chop-
ping block.

worth the paper they're written
on?

Nobody cared about buying
out UNLV. even Rebels' coach
Charlie Spoonhour, but the
Western situation was far differ
ent. Selig was angry and disap-
pointed, which was understand-
able to a point, but he crossed
the line when he cursed ail least
one U of L official on the tele-
phone and questioned the
integrity, honesty, and compe-
tence of both Pitino and U of L
Athletics Director Tom Jurich.

It’s one thing to be upset over
a voided contract, quite another
to engage in character assassina-
tion. In his anger, Selig came off
like a spoiled child throwing a
tantrum because a friend took
his ball and went home, Had he
accepled the $25,000 without
rancor, he would have saved
everyone, mostly himself, from
a public embarrassment

As 1t is, Selig got his game.
The Cards and ‘Toppers will
play in either Bowling Green or
Nashville. But he also made
everyone at U of L s0 angry

that there's little chance the
Cards will schedule Western in
any sport as long as Selig is
around. So was it worth it? Was
regaining thal one game with U
of L worth all the turmoil and

But keep in
mind that no additional feeding
or damage is done by the wan-
dering caterpillars, Insecticides
are generally ineffective against
mature larvae,

Eastern tent caterpillar nests
are frequently confused with fall
webworm pests. Unlike the tent
caterpillar, fall webworm nests
are located at the ends of the
branches and their loosely
woven webs enclose foliage
while the tents of the eastern tent
caterpillar do not. While there
may be some overlap, fall web-
worm generally occurs later in
the season.

Biology

The eastern tent caterpillar
overwinters as an egg, within a
egg mass of 150 to 400. These
masses are covered with a shiny,
black vamish-like material and
encircle branches that are about
pencil-size or smaller in diame-
ter. The caterpillars hatch about
the time the buds begin 10 open,
uspally in early March, These
insects are social, caterpillars
from one egg mass stay together
and spin a silken tent in a crotch
of a tree. Caterpillars from two
Or More egg masses may unite to
form one large colony. During
the heat of the day or rainy
weither, the caterpillars remain
within the tent. They emerge to
feed on leaves in the early mom-
ing. evening, or at night when it
is not too cold.

The larvae are hairy caterpil-
lars, black with a while stripe
down the back. brown and yel-
low lines along the sides, and a
row of oval blue spots on the
sides. As the larvae feed on the
folinge, they increase the size of
the web untl it is a foot or more
in length. In 4 to 6 weeks the
caterpillars are full grown and 2
to 2 1/2 inches long. At this time,
they begin to wander away indi-
vidually from the nest in search

of protected areas to spin a
cocoon, The cocoon is about |
inch long and made of closely
woven white or yellowish silk
and is attached to other objects
by a few coarser threads. The
adult moth emerges from the
cocoon about three weeks later,
The moth is reddish-brown with

two pale stripes  running
diagnonally across each
forewing, Moths mate and

fernales begin to lay eggs on
small branches. The eggs will
hatch next spring. There is just
one generation per vear.

Management

Natural enemies play an
important role in reducing east-
emn tent caterpillar numbers in
most years. Caterpillars are fre-
quently. parasitized by various
tiny braconid. ichnenmonid, and
chalcid wasps. Several predators
and a few diseases also help to
regulate their populations. This,
in part, accounts for the fluctuat-
ing population levels from year
to year.

Prevention and early control
is important. Removal and
destruction of the egg misses
from omamentals and fruit trees
during winter greatly reduces the
problem next spring. In the early
spring, small tents can be
removed and destroyed by hand.
Larger tents may be pruned out
and destroyed or removed by
winding the nest upon the end of
a stick. Burning the tents out
with a torchiis not recommended
since this can easily damage the
lree,

Young caterpillars can be
killed by applying an insecitice
containing, Bacillus thuringien-
sis var kurstaki. Other insecti-
cides include carbaryl, methoxy-
chlor, and malathion. Larvae
within the tents are protected
beneath the webbing and are
more difficult to kill with an
msecticide,

IF YOU BUILD IT...

Not surprisingly. the Robert Trent Jones
Golf Trail sprang from the imagination of a
golfer, Dr. David Bronner, CEQ of
Retiremenr Systems of Alabama. Officially,
Brotiner is an appointed money manager for
the state’s reachers and other public employees.
Unofficially, he's Alabamas selfappointed
tounst minister, ambassador and one of the
maint playess in the smte’s development scene.

The idea of building a network of world-
class golf courses first occurred to Bronner in
the late '80s. An inveterate Big Thinker,
Bronner set his sights on enlisting a conspic-
uous architect, and letters were sent ta sever-
al of the most prominent names in the busi-
ness. Most couldn't comprehend whar was
being proposed.

Golf Digest listed both
regulation courses at the Grand National
complex in Auburn/Opelika among the top
four new public couses in the country in
1993. The Links course at Grand Natianal
tegulady cracks the esteemed publication’s
annual public top-100 ro this day.

The professional golf tours have the Trail
on their radar as well.
