Drivers in the high-octane
city are more likely to tailgate,
honk their homs and make inap-
propriate gestures than their
counterparts in Boston, Chicago,
Cleveland, Dallas, Denver,
Detroit, Los Angeles, Seattle and
Washington, D.C.

The survey said 57 percent of

Miami drivers admitted to four or
more “aggressive” acts. Fifty-
eight percent of the city's drivers
admitied w honking their hom
regularly, compared with 26 per-
cent in all the cities surveyed.

When it comes to high beams,
26 percent of Miami motorists
flash them regularly.

Miami also was named one of
the most unsafe cities to drive in,
finishing third behind Boston
and Washington, D.C.

Seattle was the safest city, fol-
lowed by Detroit, Cleveland,
Chicago and Los Angeles.

The unscientific survey ques-
tioned 2,000 licensed drivers
about habits in their city. Based
on survey results, safety and
rudeness grades were assigned to
each of the 10 cities.

Kids Count report:
Kentucky’s ranking slips

The Associated Press

FRANKFORT — A national
assessment of child well-being
shows Kentucky children gener-
ally were faring better at the end
of the 1990s than at the begin-
ning.

Fewer children were living in
poverty, fewer teens were hay-
ing babies and more students
were finishing high school,
according to the annual Kids
Count survey, released
Thursday.

On the other hand, there were
more low-birthweight babies,
often associated with risky
habits like smoking while preg-
nant, and more families headed

by a single parent, which also
was borne out by the 2000 cen-
sus.

The annual report rated states
by trends from 1990 to 1999 in
10 categories considered pivotal
in a child's development. The
report’s authors ranked
Kentucky 37th among the 50
states and District of Columbia,
down from 36th in 2001.

“I think we have to be very
encouraged, especially in child
poverty,” said Valerie Salley,
Kids Count coordinator for
Kentucky Youth Advocates.
“Kentucky is moving into the
middle, instead of being at the
bottom. But we still have a
tremendous amount of effort to

Kentucky improved in eight
of 10 areas measured in the
report. The state improved at a
greater rate than the nation as a
whole in reducing teen birth
rates, teens out of school and
work, children whose parents
lack full-time employment, and
children in poverty.

Kentucky also cut death rates
among infants, children 1 to 14
and teens 15 to 19, according to
the survey, which is funded by
the Annie E. Casey Foundation,

Salley said one of most
important results in Kentucky
was a drop in child poverty,
which declined 16 percent from
1989 to 1998. Child poverty for
the nation as a whole declined 5
percent during that time.

Officials attributed that to a
strong economy that created
jobs. They also cited state wel-
fare reform, which cut assis-
tance rolls in half and created
more working parents, and
increases in child-care assis-
tance, which last month was
helping parents of 56,000 chil-
dren.

Karen Hublar, who heads
parent services at Community
Coordinated Child Care in
Louisville, said she has seen
results of the state’s efforts first-
hand. The agency is serving
about 23,000 children in 15
counties — more than twice the
number it did in 1998.

“We talk to parents who say
this is basically what allows
them to work,” she said of her
clients, for whom income eligi-
bility for a family of three is
about $24.000.

But while fewer children
rank in what Salley called the
“poorest of the poor,” about 14
percent of Kentucky's children
are living close to poverty in
low-income working families —
especially in disadvantaged
areas such as eastern Kentucky.
Statewide, 48 percent of public
schoolchildren qualify for a free
or reduced-price lunch.

In a separate “report card”
related to children’s health,
Kentucky was among 14 states
given the highest rating for
infant hearing screenings by the
American Academy of
Pediatrics.

The academy, as part of its
National Campaign for Hearing
Health, rated as “excellent”
those states that screen at least
95 percent of newborns and
have a system for coordination,
training, quality assurance and
followup.

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Newspaper asks federal
court to hear name case

INEZ — An Eastemn Kentucky
newspaper wants the baile over
who owns its name to be waged in
federal court.

David Fleenor, a Lexington
trademark attomey, filed documents
on Thursday in U.S. District Court
arguing that the weekly newspaper
in Inez has every right to continue
calling itself the Mountain Citizen.
That's despite claims by a local offi-
cial who says he owns rights to the
name and who received a restraining
order from a state court judge to stop
the newspaper from using it.

Fleenor asked that 4 petition filed
by a local official against the news-
paper be moved from Martin Circuit
Court o US. District Court in
Pikeville.

The name, Fleenor said, is the
property of the newspaper under
federdl trademark law, even though
it has never been officially registered
as such.

Lisa Summers, spokeswoman
for the secretary of state, said the
Mountain Citizen hadn’t filed an
annual report renewing the name
with her agency in two years. That
lapse made that name — along with
others held by parent company New

LEXINGTON — A federal
judge turned down a motion to
dismiss five charges against for-
mer Kentucky Militia leader

Charlie Puckett.

Puckett's attorneys argued
that five of 10 charges against
Puckett should be dropped
because the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms led him

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to believe his concealed-weapon
permit was OK, then arrested
him. He is charged with being a
felon who illegally owned guns,
pipe bombs and almost 35,000
rounds of ammunition,

Defense attorney Patrick
Nash said Wednesday that
Puckett truthfully filled out the
permit application, which failed
to ask whether he was a convict-
ed felon. Instead, the application
posed specific questions about
drunken-driving, drug and other
convictions, Nash said.

When Puckett showed an
ATF agent the permit, he was
never told it was invalid and was
allowed to keep it, which means
he was entrapped by federal
agents, Nash said.

However, U.S. District Judge
Jennifer Coffman did not agree
that the permit gave Puckett the

go-ahead to have an arsenal of

guns, weapons and ammunition
at his Garrard County home.

“Possession of the certificate
doesn’t shield him from federal
prosecution,” she said in over-
ruling the motion to dismiss the
charges.

Puckett’s trial is scheduled to
begin Tuesday.

Puckett received the con-
cealed-weapon permit several
years ago.

At the time, his 1966 convic-
tion for breaking into a Virginia
store failed to show up during a

nationwide background check,
so Kentucky State Police had no
cause to deny the permit appli-
cation, said Lt Lisa Rudzinski,
a state police spokeswoman.

INDIANAPOLIS — Jeil
Ward hopes he'll be oo busy
racing to notice the Indianapolis
Motor Speedway's new “soft
walls.”

“As a driver, we probably
won't even know they're there,”
the 1999 Indy 500 runner-up
said. “There’s probably a certain
comfort level knowing that
they're out there.”

On Wednesday, four days
before practice opens for the
[ndianapolis 500, speedway
officials released details about
the new energy-absorbing walis
in the four corners on the 2 1/2-
mile oval.

“I think it's another step in
the progression of race-car safe-
ty," said Ward, who has three
top-four finishes in five Indy

helmet, at seat belts, and I think
soft walls are another step in
that progression.”

The Indy Racing League and
NASCAR have spent four years
working with researchers at the
University of Nebraska (o create
a wall that helps reduce the
impact of a crash.

The wall is comprised of four
steel tubes welded together in
20- foot sections: Bolts in the

concrete wall and on the back of

the new device hold the wall in
place.

Between the concrete and
steel are 16 inches of hard, pink
foam, spaced 10 feer apart. The
foam acls as a shock absorber,
allowing the wall to bend, there-
by reducing the farce. The soft
walls extend 20 1/2 inches from
the concrete walls but are out of
the racing line.

“Obviously, this is a very

The “soft walls" are the third
such device tried at
Indianapolis. The PEDS system
was used on the inside wall of
turn four in 1998, but it was
taken down after Arie Luyendyk
caromed back into traffic and
scattered debris across the track
during an IROC race.

A second PEDS system was
used the next year, and it
worked better when Hideshi
Matsuta tapped the wall.
Researchers, though, still detect-
ed flaws.

Now, after three more years
of development and 18 crash
tests, the Steel and Foam Energy
Reduction (SAFER) wall will be
tested live for the first time.

“To run the double, we're
going to have to be very orga-
nized as far as scheduling goes,”
said Gordon, *“where we're
going to be, what time we're
going to get there, how we're
going to get there.

Gordon feels very fortunate
to get the chance to compete in
both races.

“Tradition has made the Indy
500 and it’s a big honor to race
in it, much ‘less attempt to go
between Indy and Charlotte (site
of the Coke 600)" said Gordon.
“I know a lot of drivers would
love to do it. I think John
Andretti would still like to do
it, as would Tony Stewart (who
did it in 2001). But it's hard to
work all the circumstances out
to make it happen,”

Much of the credit for get-
ting this opportunity goes to
Richard Childress, owner of
his Winston Cup car.

“Richard Childress Racing
is risking a lot by letting me do
both races,” said Gordon.
"“They're risking their perfor-
mance and time to let me run
Indy. Hopefully we can put
both cars in Victory Lane and
make it all worthwhile.”

The physical toll running
both races takes on a driver has
been well-documented, but
Gordon thinks it's something
he can do, based on his experi-
ence in 24-hour endurance
races and in the Baja 1000.

“To survive race day I'm
going to have to have a good
night’s sleep on Saturday night
because Sunday is a very long
day,” said Gordon. “It’s going
to be a survival day for me -
1,100 miles, But I've run the
Baja 1000 several times and
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won it. There is no break in the
Baja but you're not up on the
wheel all day long like at Indy
and Charlotte.”

Gordon has come very close
to winning the Indianapolis
500 and will be competing in
his eighth event. In 1999 he
was close enough to taste vic-
tory but he ended up getting
only a heart-breaking defeat.

“I've basically got the same
Indy car team I had in 1999
when | ran out of fuel on the
next-to-the-last lap and lost the
race,” said Gordon.

In all, Gordon has complet-
ed 1,167 laps at Indy and led
53. His best finish was that
fourth in '99, but he also led 22
laps last year before mechani-
cal trouble forced him from the
race with 16 laps to go.

Gordon has qualified in the
top four in each of his last
three races at Indy, but this
year he will start 11th.

* Obviously everybody says
they come here for the pole
and we came here for the
pole,” said Gordon. “We'll just
have to make sure our car han-
dles well behind other cars. We
have to work on our balance.”

Gordon will also have to
find a balance between driving
two very different race cars on
the same day.

“I believe it's easier to go
from the Indy car to the
Winston Cup car than the other
way around,” he said, “It’s def-
initely a different feel. These
cars (at Indy) are so much
lighter with so much more
downforce and when you tumn
the steering wheel they actual-
ly turn.

house who could die if the fire were not
reported. Everything the people owned might
£o up in smoke. How would you feel if you
did not let someone know? Another situation
might be that you know that one or both
adults in a household were spending all of the
family’s income on illegal drugs, The kids do
not have the supervision they neéed to keep
them safe and they are not getting enough
sleep to function adequately at school, Do
you feel OK about turning your head and
looking the other way? Is it the same thing as
a4 home being destroyed by [ire? What if it
meant reporting a suspicion of a “drug deal-
er” or that a physician was writing illegal pre-
scriptions? What might be the impact of
every civil organization and church member
reporting, al the same time, every one they
knew to be involved with illegal drugs or had
unacceptable drugs available?

Besides the reactions by the community,
the individual family members need 1o be
responsible for “their own actions,” whether
it is an uncomforiable fecling or not. Based
on many of the clients I have seen, associated

upon drugs, a guess 1s that each one will tell
you that it is much better, and by all means,
much easier, to take care of illegal drug use in
the home as soon 4s you recognize it, and not
wait until someone is “about dead,” has killed
someone else, or the legal system is involved
with your lives. Although society needs the
police to protect them—sometimes 10 protect
us from ourselves—it is also very difficult to
gel “them” oul of your life at times. Also,
much of the police’s time and energy is
“wasted” on individuals who da not want to
be helped. This is not o say that people with
drug problems do not need to be stopped, but
perhaps, a stiffer senlence or longer-term
treatments programs be used for repeat
offenders. An impression is that some peaple
need a more negative consequence in order 1o
get their attention sufficiently, so they will
stop and think about what they really want to
do next time:

This reminds me of several families I have
been involved with on-and-off over the past
years, In one situation, Dad thought nothing
of smoking pot every evening after supper in
his “shop,” but he was really upset when his
wife of about 18 years mentioned divorce,
“He's not spending any time with the family.”
He wanted marital therapy, but he was not
willing to give up the pot. They divorced. A
couple of years later, Dad sought services for
a teen-age daughter, who was also smoking
pot, had a car wreck, and was Court ordered
to have therapy. The daughter followed
enough rules long enough to get away from
the legal system. In a more recent case,
Mother wanted to be able to cope with a non-
working, 30-year-old daughter, to whom she
was giving $200 every moming so the daugh-
ter could buy her supply of drugs for the day.
Mother expected this to keep the daughter out
of jail again. The last | heard, she had agreed
to go to a residential treatment center. Wonder
what would have happened, if Mother had
quit directly “feeding” her adult daughter
sooner?

Then there are the family members who
call 1o ask questions. Actually, it is more like
they need someone to “hear their pain,” as
they tell why they need services. Often it is a
“using” teenager or spouse, who will not
come for “therapy with a shrink.” because
others might find out and think they are
insane, They do not seem to recognize the
fact that their abusing drugs is probably well-
known and discussed by their family, com-
munity, friends, church, and etc, Maybe these
folks cannot come out from under the rock or
get their heads out of the sand?

There are also the parents who take
“nerves pills,” that are very addictive, such as
Xanax and Cloneprin, and a supply of addic-
tive drugs for children is readily available in
the family’s medicine cabinet. Are they ever
counted, so a responsible person knows how
many are actually being taken, and by whom?

Poison ivy and its close relatives,
poison oak and poison sumac, cause
itchy blisters in about 85 percent of

those who are exposed to them. So.
your life-long unfriendly relationship
with poison ivy is actually not that
uncommon. To geta little more techni-
cal, the rash is actually caused

by exposure to a plant chemical
called urushiol. This “natural” chemi-
cal is the sticky sap found within poi-
son ivy's leayes, stems and roots,

The human immune system requires
a primary exposure to an offending
allergen — in this case urushiol. This
first exposure doesn’t produce a rash,
but it prepares the immune system 1o
respond (o subsequent exposures. The
next “brush” with the plant brings
about a profound allergic response that
you clearly remember from your child-
hood poison ivy episodes. Each addi-
tional exposure, if it occurs relatively
soon after the previous one, will result
in a similar or a more dramatic rash.

The allergic response of children is
generally more intense that it is in
adults. By this alone, 1 would expect
you o have somewhat less trouble now
than you did a decade or two ago. Also,

your immune system may have become
less “trigger happy,” since you have
gone several years without a large out-
break of poison ivy rash.

Cashews do contain an oil that is
similar to urushiol. Individuals who
arc yvery sensitive: lo poison ivy can
have a reaction lo eating these nuts,
Typically, a “cashew allergy” produces
a rash around the mouth and may cause
an upset stomach. Eating cashews can
even trigger asthma in severely sensi-
tive people.

There is no medical evidence that
consuming small amounts of an allergic
substance produces desensitization (o
that item in the way allergy shots do.
Instead, it is more likely to sensitize
(that is, “rev up”) the immune system.
Several years ago a well-known natural
foods advocate recommended eating
three poison ivy leaves every week
starting from the tiniest buds in the
spring and continuing as the plant
grows. Thus the person was consuming
progressively large doses of urushiol.
By the time summer is in full swing the

large leaves were supposed 1o provide
immunity (o poison ivy. Didn’t work!
Instead, it caused lots of misery for poi-
son ivy sufferers.

The only good prevention for poison
ivy 1s to keep the urushiol off your skin.
This can be done by avoiding the plant,
by wearing protective clothing or by
applying a flexible prolective barrier
cream when your risk of exposure is
high. Promptly wishing with soap and
water after exposure also decreases the
risk that you will actually get a poison
ivy rash. If you're unsure of the
appearance of poison ivy, oak and
sumac in is various growing condi-
tions, you should point your Web
browser to: hup://res,agr.ca/brd/poisivy
Aitle.html.

“chemical imbalance.”" they have
been self-medicating, while the
condition might respond better 1o
appropriate medication.

What does all of this have to
do with the dependence and abuse
of OxyContin? There will always
be drugs developed for significant
medical problems that will be
inappropriately - preseribed  for
lesser  medical  conditions.

that was intended for patients with
malignant and other types of
infractable chronic pain, In con-

ast, Oxy has been prescribed for
chronic nonmalignant pain so that
many addicted persons are creat-
ing an extreme social problem. Of
course, folks who do not want to
learn to deal with emotional
and/or chronic pain, used other
addictive drugs before Oxy, such
as Hydrocodone. There are also
reports that some present day
OxyContin users began with Oxy
as their first experience of drug
abuse/dependency. As with other
conditions, a variety of individu-
als have been seen due to Oxy
addiction. It seemed that more
were coming for services within
the six months after a medical
source “dried up” suddenly, and
they apparently did not choose to
use the “street” as a source of sup-
ply. For some, it was their first
drug of choice, some had smoked
pot over the years, and some just
wanted a thrill. In addition, each
person seemed to have his or her
own source of motivation.
Examples were the mother who
wanted to stop “using” for benefit
of herself, and o stop spending
the family’s money, the young
husband with two young children
did not wint a divorce, as his wife
had threatened, and a young sin-
gle male wanted to be able to hold
down a job, and get on with his
life. However, one man in his
30's, who had been married with
two children, seemed unwilling to
“give up drugs,” and continued to
be involved with significantly
inappropriate situations, The last I
heard was that, he lost his job, his
wife continued with the divorce,
and he was having difficulties
being able to visit with his chil-
dren. What is your role in decreas-
ing the Oxy epidemic?
