Tuesday night, Blackburn attributed his victory
to the record he has gamered while in office.

"1 think that the citizens of Floyd County
understood that I was o hark-working sheriff and
that my record backed me up.,” Blackbum
said.

Blackburn also counts his refusal to

former POW Ruby -
Bradley dead at 94

HAZARD — Col. Ruby
Bradley, an Army nurse who
was one of the nation's most
decorated female veterans and a
World War 1l prisoner of war,
died Tuesday. She was 94,

Bradley was admitted earlier
this month to the Eastem
Kentucky Veterans Center in
Hazard, one of the facility’s first
residents. She had a heart attack

Thursday, said her nephew,
Charles Bradley of
Prestonsburg.

Al a Japanese prisonerof war
camp, Bradley went hungry and
instead gave most of her food Lo
children who were being held
captive. She and other nurses set
up a clinic to care for the sick
and wounded and to comfort the
dying.

She said this year she would
never forget the nmight a US.
Army tank crashed the camp’s
gates at the Santo Tomas
Internment Camp in Manila,
Philippines, freeing her after
three years of captivity.

*We had heard rumors that
American soldiers were close
by,” she said. “Then, that tank
came through. It was the best
Saturday night performance 1've
ever seen.”

Charles Bradley said his
aunt, who never married and had

no children. moved to the area
about three years ago, allowing
him to spend more time with
her.

She was a native of Spencer,
W.Va., and had homes in Falls
Church, Va., and Boca Raton,
Fla. She said her earliest nursing
experiences were taking care of
animals on the family farm in
Roane County, W.Va. She
became a nurse in 1933 after a
stint as a teacher and joined the
Army Nurse Corps as a surgical
nurse in 1934,

When the Japanese bombed
Pearl Harbor on Dec. 7, 1941,
she was a 34-year-old adminis-
trator serving in the Philippines
al Camp John Hay in Baguio on
Luzon lIsland, 200 miles aboye
Manila, She was captured three
weeks later.

Bradley was moved to Santo
Tomas in Manila on Sept. 23,
1943. There she was among a
group of imprsoned nurses who
came to be known Lo caplives as
the Angels in Fatigues. Not only
did they provide medical treat-
ment for prisoners, but they
were adept at stashing food for
the children.

“1 was a pretty good thief,”
she said in February, “1 would
take food and put it in my pock-
ets for the children.”

Report: Many students getting
free lunches are ineligible

and across the nation who are
signed up for free or reduced-
price school lunches are not eligi-
ble for them, according to a pub-
lished report Sunday.

The US. Departiment of
Agriculture has known for at least
20 years — through its own stud-
ies and audits — that Jarge num-
bers of lunch-progrum partici-
pants were meligible, according
to The Courier-Journal, which
reviewed more than 3.000 pages
of govemment and other docu-
menls,

But the USDA has made little
progress in solving what is
viewed as a complex and sensi-
tive problem, the Louisville
newspaper reported.

“Nobody's eager to talk about
this, because nobody knows how
to  address. i, said Paul
McElwain, director of the
Kentucky  Department  of
Education’s Division of School
and Community Nutrition.

Federal regulations require
school systems to aadit few par-
ticipants — 3 percent or less —
each year and ask them to submit
proof of income. Though the
audits cover just a small number
of families. they often reveal high
rates of ineligibility.

Those who knowingly defraud
the lunch program are almost
never punished, other than being
dropped from it.

There is an even larger finan-
cial issue involved: The number
of children getting free and
reduced-price lunches is used as a
poverty indicator that helps deter-
mine how much money public
schools receive through various
state and federal educational pro-
Lrams.

The programs cost more than
$18 billion a year and pay for
such benefits as additional teach-
ers, educational supplies, dropout
prevention and adult literacy. A

ment’s emphasis should be on
feeding hungry children, whether
or not their families meet income
guidelines.

Under current guidelines, &
child from a family of four can
eat lunch at school for free only if
his or her family's total annual
income does not exceed 522,945,
For the same child to buy a
reduced-price school lunch —
which costs 40 cents or less —

applicants, to ensure that those
who don't qualify are weeded
out, even if some eligible children
are sacrificed in the process.
Over the years, the USDA has
sought ways to maintain the

: entucky Auditor Ed Hatchett probably performed
something of a service in examining the state’s rela-

_ tively new and highly promising program for helping
the mentally retarded live in community settings.

Qutside scrutiny of financial management always helps,
and Hatchett found several areas worthy of further study
and possibly tighter procedures in the Supports for
Community Living Program.

But he also performed a distinct disservice by resorting to
rheforically overwrought, inadequately substantiated and
unjustifiably inflammatory generalizations.

Striking two rignteous and politically popular poses at
once, he sermonized that the stale “often fails to meet its
moral and legal obligation™ to retarded people but that it is
also spending way too much on each of them.

The two state agencies responsible for the program make
a persuasive case that both of these overreaching conclu-
sions rest on a strained compilation of outdated information,
worst-case suppositions about abuse of patients and inapt
comparisons with other states’ costs and payment policies,

Even so, Secretary of Health Services Marsha Morgan
has responded constructively to Hatchett’s audit. While
rejecting his claims of mordl and legal failure, she has
established a working group to review the audit’s sugges-
tions, seek more guidance and recommend actions within 90
days.

The Community Supports program was created in 1997
to provide the varied, often costly services necessary if
mentally retarded people are to live safely and productively
outside of large institutions.

The state, after years of unconscionable financial neglect,
has committed itself to a 10-year plan for expanding the
program to accommodate the thousands of underserved peo-
ple who need such help.

Creating such an unprecedented network of services,
from supervised living to vocational coaching, where none
has existed before, and doing it for people with widely
varying needs and capacities, is a gargantuan task. Doing it
well will require flexibility, innovation and a drive for qual-
ity — and will involve the mistakes and extra costs each of
those virtues sometimes entails.

It’s important, as Hatchett emphasizes. to find ways to
stretch the limited resources as far as possible through good
managemenl practices. But it’s destructive to create an
exaggerated impression of waste and abuse by comparing
Kentucky’s costs with inferior programs elsewhere and by
focusing on start-up problems that have been remedied.

High court
undermines
workers’ rights

The U.S. Supreme Court has made it
easier for employers to harass and intim-
idate undocumented workers with
impunity.

In a 5-4 decision on Hoffman Plastic
Compounds vs. NRLB (01-1595), the
court ruled that employers do not have
to pay back wages when they illegally
fire undocumented workers for union
activities protected under the National
Labor Relations Act (NLRA).

Led by Chief Justice William H.
Rehnquist, the reactionary majority on
the court argued that awarding back pay
to undocumented workers violates the
goals of U.S. immigration policy.
Notably, the court ruled against the Bush
administration, which had argued in

right of individuals, including persons
who are not members of any militia or
engaged in active military service or
training, to possess and bear their own
firecarms Subject (o reasonable restric-
tions designed 1o prevent possession by
unfit persons or to restrict the posséssion
of types of firearms

that are particularly
suited to criminal mis-
use.”

In other words: “Get
oul your Saturday night
specials, kids, and let
the good times roll.”

There was a time,
not so very long ago,
when that would have
set me off like a
Roman candle.

I would have point-
ed out that in 1999, to
pick the most recent year
for which we have statis-
tics, 28,874 Americans were Killed with
guns, about half the number that was
killed in the dozen years of the Vietnam
War.

I would have looked up the annual
number of gun fatalities in, say, England
where they have strict gun control — it’s
about six — and made the point that
more guns don’t necessarily make you
safer.

I might have even gone to the whip

The ruling was no doubt good news
to the thousands of U.S. employers who
employ an estimated 11 million undocu-
mented workers. These companies are
now shielded from having to pay lost
wages when they break the law by ille-
gally firing undocumented workers.

Rehnquist, along with anti-immigra-
tion groups, probably believes that
cracking down on undocumented immi-
grants is a worthy pursuit. But in doing
so they've essentially created a financial
incentive for companies to employ
undocumented labor.

Employers hire undocumented work-
ers because they are nsually cheaper und
more compliant than U.S.-born workers.
Now, when undocumented workers
speak out or ry to defend their rights on
the job by joining a union, an employer
can simply fire them without being held
liable for lost wages.

U.S. labor law protects all workers,
regardless of immigration status. If that
were not the case, then employers could
legally avoid such things as paying the

This legal protection extends to a
worker’s right under the NLRA. Firing a
worker — even an undocumented work-
er — for lawful union activity is illegal.

Undocumented workers in the United
States pay taxes and help their employ-
ers make profits. As workers they should
have the full protection of U.S. labor
law. The companies that hire undocu-
mented workers enjoy the cheap labor,
as long as the workers do not complain.
If an employer illegally fires a worker
for union gctivity, then it should be
liable for lost wages. Under the NLRA,
a worker’s imimigration status is not at
issue when determining whether a com-
pany committed an unfair labor practice,

In the Hoffman case, the employer
fired Jose Castro in 1989 after he passed’
out union cards to co-workers, The
union later filed an unfair labor practice
charge with National Labor Relations
Board (NLRB) and won a ruling order-
ing reinstatement with back pay. Ata

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Pew study finds Americans apply
more skepticism to health websites

NEW YORK — Nearly two
in three US. Intemet users go
online for health information,
and many may not be applying a
healthy enough dose of skepti-
cism to the advice they find, a
new study shows,

The Pew Internet & American
Life Project, in 4 study released
Wednesday, found that only a
quarter of Americans who seek
health information online always
follow recommended procedures
for checking its source and time-
liness. Another quarter did so
maost of the time, while half did
so only sometimes, hardly ever
or never.

Eighteen percent of those sur-
veyed said they had used the
Internet 1o diagnose or treat a
medical condition without con-
sulting a doctor.

“A lot of people are going
back 1o their doctors when they
have questions or checking with
other authoritative sources,” said
Lee Rainie, director of the Pew
project. “There's no evidence

people are doing completely
whacky self-diagnoses."

The Medical Library
Association, a nonprofit educa-
tional organization, recommends
Internet users check who spon-
sors the Web site, when the infor-
mation was last updated and
whether the information is fact or
opinion. In addition, users should
visit several sites and consult
with medical professionals,
according to the Califorma
HealthCare Foundation.

The Pew study found that 62
percent of Internet users, or 73
million Americans, have gone
online for health information.
About 6 million use it on a given
day — more than those who visit
health professionals.

Most Internet users who seek
health information look for infor-
mation: about a particular illness
or condition, the study found,
Other frequent searches involve
information about nutrition,
weight control and prescription
drugs.

Most users use a search
engine or portal to find medical
Web sites, which can lead to

“So while
they may say they don't trust it as
much, they are relying on it,”

The Pew report notes that
health care seekers often apply
common sense rather than spe-
cific techniques when evaluating
sites. For example, if the same
information appears on multiple
sites, the user will consider it
trustworthy.

But the report also notes that
sites often pool resources, so that
the same piece of information
can appear at multiple sites, lead-
ing users to mistakenly believe
that it comes from multiple
sources.

The study was primarily
based on telephone interviews
with 500 online health seekers
age 1B and older conducted June
19 1o Aug. 6, 2001, The survey
has an error margin of plus or
minus 4 percent.

Private group can
renovate religious
historical site at Uofl

FRANKFORT — The
University of Louisville may
authorize a privately funded

restoration of a church-related his-
toric site on its property, the attor-
ney general's office says in an
opinion.

“No reasonable person” would
interpret it as a government
endorsement of religion, accord-
ing to the opinion, which was
made public Tuesday.

The site is the Grotto and
Garden of Our Lady of Lourdes. It
is on the former grounds of St
Joseph's Infirmary, which was

built by the Sisters of Charity of

Nazareth in the 1920s.

The grotto, resembling a
Catholic shrine of the same name
in southem France, was designed
by the same architectural firm —
D.X. Murphy and Brothers — that
designed the Churchill Downs
grandstand and twin spires. The
grotto was registered as a state and
city historical landmark.

Humana Inc. bought the prop-
erty in 1970, demolished the infir-
mary and donated the site to the
university. Thus exists “the extra-
ordinary circumstance ... where
the state owns a registered histori-
cal landmark that is religious in
nature,”  Assistant  Attorney
General Jennifer L, Carrico said in

Voters give Waugh an ‘A’

A victory celebration was
held in the Land Records
Division of the county clerk’s
office on Tuesday night, where
Chris Waugh's “report card”
showed outstanding marks.

Waugh celebrated a sweeping
victory that will put him in the
Floyd County Clerk position for
a second term,

It was obvious after only a
few precincts were tallied that
Waugh would be elected to a
second term as county clerk as
he received a tremendous num-
ber of the votes,

Waugh said he would like to
think of the high volume of
votes as a report card that
showed how the people had
evaluated the effectiveness of

When all élection resultg
were in, Waugh took in a whop-
ping 11,118 voies, which con-
stituted 70 percent of voters.

Jamie Dawn Blackburn
received 1,333 votes, which

made up 9 percent of the voters,

Waugh said he is thankful 1o
his family, friends and staff for
sticking with him during the
campaign,

The Land Records Division
of the county clerks office was
teeming with Waugh's family
and friends. including his par-
ents, Earl and Mary Jo Waugh,
who had traveled from
Winchester to be with their son.

Barlow's stock surged and he
briefly took a 3,000-vote lead in
the race. As election night tumed
to morning and the last few votes
trickled in, Weinberg reclaimed a
tenuous lead.

That could change yet again, as
election officials awaited retums
from 20 precincts in Breckinridge
and Hancock counties. Barlow
also did not mle out seeking a
recanvass of the election results.

“Let's wait and see these num-
bers in the light of day,” Barlow
said in an interview from his
Paducah home, where he awaited
the results.

Barlow said he did not know if
he would demand a recanvass of
the vote. Either candidate can ask
for a recanvass, which involves
county officials checking vote
totals from machines, A recanyass
can usually be completed in a few
weeks or less,

Despite the razor-thin lead,
Weinberg did not shy away from
claiming victory.

“This win proves the voters of
Kentucky are ready for something
new,” Weinberg told The
Associated Press late Tuesday

night.

The winner will wage an
underdog campaign against the
three-term incumbent McConnell.
a prolific fund-raiser acknowl-
edged as the mastermind of a GOP
resurgence in Kentucky.

McConnell, 'who was unop-
posed in the primary, said that if
Weinberg emerged as the winner,
she would be weakened for the fall
campaign.

*I think it would be safe to con-
clude that she kind of limps into
the general election with a very
divided party behind her,” he said.

Weinberg discounted
McConnell’s claim.

“I don’t think you can ever be
weakened when you win,” she
sdid.

Though a newcomer as a can-
didate, Weinberg grew up amid
politics. Her father, Bert Combs,
was govemnor from 1959 to 1963,
He died in 1991.

Weinberg, 58, an education
activist, stressed education and
health care while crticizing
McConnell’s opposition to cam-
paign-finance reform.

Former justice
Dan Jack Combs
dead at 77

A former Supreme Court
Justice and Floyd County resi-
dent died at his home on
Saturday.

Dan Jack Combs, 77, of
Stanville, was pronounced dead
at approximately 1:25 p.m. on
Saturday following a extended
illness.

Combs, who was an attorney
by trade, wenl on o become a
member of the state Court of
Appeals and then became a state
Supreme Court justice.

Combs began his legal career
after serving in the Naval Air
Corps during World War II. He
earned his law degree at
Cumberland  University in
Lebanon, Tenn., and directed his
practice to the causes of people
in Eastern Kentucky,

He gained national promi-
nence while defending civil
rights workers Margaret and

Alan McSurely against sedition
charges in 1967.

Combs began his ascent to
the higher appellate courts when
he was elected to the Court of
Appeals in 1983. In 1988, he
won the election to the Kentucky
Supreme Court, where he served
until he retired in 1993 because
of health concerns.

Combs again gained national
prominence in the mid-1990s
when he was arrested on mari-
juana charges. The charges were
later dismissed for a lack of
intent.

Combs is survived by two
sons, Alfred Ghent Combs and
Dan Jack Combs II; two daugh-
ters, Connie May Combs and
Dana Jean Combs Batien; a
brother, two sisters and four
grandchildren.

Combs' funeral was held at
the First Christian Church of
Pikeville on Tuesday. Burial fol-
lowed at the Combs Cemetery
located in Pikeville.

Sex offenders
slip off radar

Two Floyd County sex
offenders listed on the Kentucky
State Police sex-offender reg-
istry, Robert M. Compton, 48,
and Donald M. Duke, 39, have
failed 10 comply with regula-
tions mandated by Kentucky's
version of Megan's law.

According to the Kentucky
State Police Sex Offender
Registry, both Compton, placed
on the registry February 14,
1997, and Duke, placed on the
registry on June 29, 1998, were
low-risk offenders to be tracked
for 10 years and were registered
for the offense of first-degree
sexual abuse.

The offenders are mandated
under chapter 17, Kentucky's
version of Megan’s law, to regis-
ter with police and can be
charged with a class D felony,
which carries a sentence from

one to five years, for not com-
plying.

According to Lisa Carnahan,
communications director of the
Kentucky  Department  of
Corrections, once it comes to the
attention of any member of the
Department of Corrections that a
registered sexual offender has
not complied, the department
considers probation revocation.

Carnahan said that if the
offender is on parole, the parole
board is contacted and they
decide what action to take
against the offender. If the
offender is on conditional dis-
charge or probation, the depart-
ment contacts the common-
wealth's attorney who makes a
decision as to whether probation
revocation will oceur.

In addition, Carnahan said
that the department always noti-
fies the county attorney when an
offender fails to comply with the
conditions of Megan’s law.

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Disastrous Vidalia onion crop could lead to $50 million loss

ALBANY, Ga, — Temperature
extremes and a fast-spreading fun-
gal disease have killed about 60
percent of this year's crop of
Georgia’s famously sweet Vidalia
onions.

Growers in  southeastern

Georgia have asked for federal
disaster assistance for what they
are calling their worst crop ever.
The crop failure could cost farm-
ers up to $50 million.

“My future is going to depend
on this disaster ‘assistance,” said
Kelly Folsom of Glennville, who
harvested only 26 of his 94 acres.

Incumbents have
easy time around state

LOUISVILLE Voters
returned incumbent state legisla-
tors virtually en masse in prima-
ry voting Tuesday.

The only incumbents to lose
an ordinary race were Reps.
Barbara Colter, 2 Republican
from Manchester, and Phillip
Childers, a Democrat from Knott
County. Fifteen other incum-
bents were returned to the legis-
lature or will have partisan
opponents in the fall.

Colter, first elected in 1994,
was defeated by Tim Couch, a
Hyden grocer, not the profes-
sional football quarterback and
former University of Kentucky
star. No Democrat filed to run in
the district.

Childers, who is serving his
second term, was defeated by
Ancel Smith of Leburn, Smith
has no Republican opponent in
the fall.

Democratic state Sen. Ed
Miller also lost, but he had been
thrown into a district with fellow
incumbent R.J. Palmer in redis-
tricting earlier this year. Palmer
won four of the six counties in
the reconfigured district and
faces no Republican in the fall,

The legislature this year has
failed on two occasions o pass a
budget, most recently in April.
Partisan squabbling also held up
action on some significant
issues.

“It certainly does not appear
to have created problems for any
mcumbents,” Democratic Party
Chairman Jerry Johnson said.

Republican  Chairwoman
Ellen Williams said voters have
no reason to be unhappy with the
legislature. She noted that the
fewest bills were passed in near-
ly 30 years, which voters should
applaud.

Republicans had been con-
cerned about primary opponents
for two incumbents, both of
whom won easily,

Senate  President  David
Williams  of  Burkesville

trounced Corbin lawyer Brien
Freeman, whom the GOP
accused of being a Democratic
plant in the race. A further twist
came up late in the campaign
when former GOP state senator
Gex Williams, no relation to
David, revealed that he had been
advising Freeman,

Campaigning for David
Willtams was a who's who of the
Kentucky GOP. including U.S.
Sens. Mitch McConnell and Jim
Bunning, as well as the stable of
prospective gubernatorial candi-
dates,

It was Williams’ first oppo-
nent of any kind since he won
the 16th District seat along the
Tennessee line in  1986.
Williams, a Burkesville lawyer,
also served a term in the House
before election to the Senate.

Sen, Julie Denton of
Louisville defeated Shawn Mark
O’'Brien, another Republican
accused by GOP officials of
being a Democrat in disguise.
Denton will face Democrat
Franklin Jelsma in the general
election. Jelsma served as secre-
tary of the executive cabinet for
Gov. Brereton Jones and will be
well-financed in the fall.

Former legislators split even-
ly. Rick Rand, a former state
senator from Bedford, won a
Democratic primary in the
newly drawn 47th District along
the ©Ohio River between
Cincinnati and Louisville. Rand
will face Republican Pamela
Foree, who was unopposed.

Tony Curtsinger, a
Republican who once held a
House seat in Lexington, lost a
GOP primary to Bill Farmer of
Lexington in a newly drawn
88th District. Democrat Stewart
Perry will be the opponent in the
fall.

Mary Harper, the widow of
former state representative and
1987 GOP gubematorial nomi-
nee John Harper, won her prima-
ry in the 49th District in Bullin
County. Joe Wells, also of
Shepherdsville, will be the
Demaocratic nominee in the fall.

Growers said consumers will
still be able w0 find high-quality
Vidalias, but fewer of them will be
available. Millions of bad onions
were either plowed under or elim-
inated at packing sheds.

Vidalia onions became popular
in the late 1980s thanks to a mar-
keting campaign that said you
could “eat 'em like an apple.”
Growers claim the low-sulfur soil
and mild climate in the 20-county
southeastern Georgia growing
area make them one of the world’s
sweetest onions.

Vidalias represent about 10
percent of the U.S. onion market
and are one of Georgia's most
valuable crops, worth about $80

million a year.

About 60 percent of the crop
has been lost. estimated Reid
Tomrance, county extension coor-
dinator for Tatmall County.

“It is truly disastrous,” he said.
“We have never in the history of
this industry faced losses of this
magnitude.”

The losses could force some
farmers out of business, sad
Georgia Agriculture
Commissioner Tommy Irvin,
“You've got some that may not be
growing onions next year — may
not be growing anything — unless
we get them some help,” he said.

Gov. Roy Bamnes sent a letter 1o
the U.S. Agnculture Department
earlier this month, requesting a
disaster declaration.

Tomrance said growers were hit
by a combination of problems,
including a cold snap in February
that damaged some of the foliage,
a fungus — stemphyllium — that
“literally ate the tops off the
onions,” and a week of unusually
warm  weather in  April.
Temperature changes can cause
unwanted growth and other
defects in onions.

Georgia’s 132 registered grow-
ers planted 14,458 acres of
Vidalias last November and
December, which would normally
be harvested between mid-April
and early June. Because of the
short crop, most of onions des-

“It's my understanding that
they (doctors) have advised him
that he does need a bypass but
how extensive it will be and
when it will be done have not
been determined,” Fullington
said Tuesday.

Hospital spokesman Jeff
Murphy said he could not com-
ment on Wilkinson's condition.

The deterioration in
Wilkinson’s health forced credi-
tors to indefinitely postpone his

deposition and one due to be
given Friday by his wife,
Martha, in connection with their
bankrupteies.

The Wilkinsons, who are
legally residents of Florida,
were at their Lexington home
when the former governor
became ill.

Wilkinson, 60, is a longtime
smoker-and ‘cancer survivor
who was not previously known
to have heart problems.

In 1991, during his last year
as governor, Wilkinson dis-
closed that he had limited-stage
non-Hodgkin's lymphoma, a
form of cancer that attacks the
lymph system, the body’s main
defense against infections.

A combination of surgery at
the Mayo Clinic in Rochester,
Minn., and radiation treatments
at University of Kentucky
Hospital apparently eliminated
the threat.

Wilkinson has generally
declined to discuss his health

Candidate endorsed by

slain sheriff’s family wins

SOMERSET — A police
detective backed by relatives of a
sheriff killed by a sniper's bullet
easily won the Republican prima-
ry for the office Tuesday.

Another candidate charged
with plotting the shooting of
Sherniff Sam Catron got 123 votes.

Catron, a four-term incumbent,
was killed in April at a political
rally and fish fry. One of his chal-
lengers, Jeff Morris, 34, of
Somerset, was amested along with
two of Morris' supporters, and
charged in Catron’s death.

Catron's family and the
appointed sheriff endorsed Todd
Wood, a move that catapulted the
detective from long shot to lead-
ing contender.

At a low-key victory celebra-
fion at a Somerset convention
center, Wood acknowledged the
importance of the endorsement to
his campaign. He said it not only
swung supporters but also provid-
ed a needed infusion of cash for
the campaign.

“I'd rather have lost this elec-
tion 1,000 times over than for this
to have happened,” Wood said
after he won the race, referring to
Catron's death.

Lewis Catron said Wood is the
best choice 1o replace his brother
because he will continue initia-
tives that Catron began, including
fighting the drug war from the air.
Catron's department became one
of the few serving rural areas to

use a helicopter, criticized by
some as an unneeded expense,
But Wood said he will hire a full-
time pilot to keep the depart-
ment’s helicopter searching for
marijuana.

“It was a bittersweet win,"”
Lewis Catron said Tuesday
evening at Wood's victory party.
“It’s what Sam would have want-
ed.”

The others vying for the GOP
nomination were Kenneth “Kay"
Stringer, a retired chief of detec-
tives from the Somerset Police
Department, and Martin Calhoun,
a brake factory worker with no
law enforcement experience.

With all precincts reporting,
Wood had 8.644 votes: Stringer
2885 votes: Cathoun 245 votes
and Moiris 123 votes. Catron’s
name remained on the ballot but
under Kentucky law his votes
were fiot counted.

“It was just very difficult, what
we had to run against,” said
Stringer. who nearly defeated
Catron in a previous primary.
“Our chances were slim, and we
knew that."”

The hot line received 110 calls, sdid Barbara Hadley Smith, |
a spokeswoman for Attorney General Ben Chandler. :

The calls typically were about election workers not allowed
to work, rules about casting absentee ballots and how close
election signs can be to voting booths, Smith said.

Some of the calls were from Clay County, Smith said.
Earlier this month absentee voting in Clay County was halted
for brief periods when an unusually high number of absentee

Smith would not elaborate on Tuesday’s calls about Clay

“We generally don't discuss the specifics of the calls until
we've looked into them,” Smith said.

The attorney general’s office had 20 teams in various loca-
tions Tuesday monitoring the election, Smith said, Kentucky
State Police, the state election board @nd the FBI also have
teams monitoring the voting, Smith said.

The hot line had received 176 calls prior to Tuesday, Smith

Stumbo wins easily;

In the end, Lawton Ray Allen
was far outgunned and outspent
in his bid to score an upset win
in the state House of
Representatives.

[t is not altogether clear what
Bush, Cheney or, for that matter,
the Republican Party of
Kentucky. have to do with the
Lexington mayor's office, sewer
service, fire protection. recre-
ation or how they feel about
whether the city should buy the
local water company

Nevertheless, there are Bush
and Cheney featured in pictures
along with Scott Crosbie, one of
four candidates for mayor. The
fliers, paid for by the
Republican Party of Kentwcky,
proclaim that Crosbie is a
Republican and a conservative.
There is no reference made to
the other person in the picture
with Croshie. no endorsement
from either Bush or Cheney.
One version is addressed to

“Dear Republican  Friend.”
Another version of the flier
observes in foreboding terms,
that Jim Gray. another mayoral
candidate, 15 a Democrat and
supported Al Gore for president.

While the mass mailings
might not seem unusual in a
political campaign, their pres-
ence in the Lexington mayor's
race is evidence of an unprece-
densted involvement by the
Kentucky Republican Party in
primary campaigns this spring,
even non-Republican priméries.

Kentucky is below the nation-
al average in geuling young
men o register for the
Selective  Service, an act
required by federal faw.

The national average is 86
percent of young men between
the ages of 18 and 26 regisier-
ing. Kentucky's average is 81
percent, according to a report
in the Daily News.

Harold Loy, state director
of the Selective Service in
Kentucky, works with schools
and develops awareness pro-
grams to (ry 1o get young men
to register within 30 days of
their 18th birthday, as federal
law mandates.,

The Selective Service
would be used if a draft is re-
established. The structure still
is in place if a draft becomes
necessary, Loy said.

The government has tried to
get a law passed that would
automatically register a young
man on his 18th birthday if he
gol a driver’s license when he
was 16. The bill made it
through the House this year
but died in the Senate.

The penalty for not register-
ing is & maximum $250,000
fine and five years in prison,
but Loy said the Jlustice

Department doesn't usually
prosecute the cases.

inadvertently discovered that
Castro was not a legally docu-
mented worker. The NLRB and
the U.S. Court of Appeals in
Washington ruled that although
Castro was ineligible 10 be rein-
stated, he was entitled to back pay

In striking down this ruling, the
Supreme Court has assaulted the
rights of all working people and
virtually stripped away the ability
of 11 million undocumented
workers to fight against exploita-
ton,

Now the only option left is to
urge Congress to restore some bal-
ance by granting amnesty 1o
undocumented workers and
ensuring that employers are held
financially hable for workers’'
rights violations.

The issue is not about reward-
ing undocumented workers; it is
about defending the rights of all
workers 1o fair and equal treat-
ment under the law.

VERY MULCH

In an effort to control weeds, many
gardeners [ay down black plastic sheet-
ing before tossing mulch or wood chips
in their garden beds. Over time, how-
ever, the wood chips slide off the slick
plastic and expose it. Since the plastic
also blocks air and moisture from pene-
trating the sofl, it becomes an unhealthy
medium in which fo grow plants and
fiowers. Moreover, because weeds do
grow in the debris that sefties on top of
the plastic, and muiches do degrade
svery two to three years, the whole bed
will need to be restored. To avoid these
problems, replace the old plastic sheet-
ing with a8 medium-weight pemneable
landscape fabric that biocks weeds but
lets air and water into the soll.

the transfer of money from
small, specific-use funds into
the General Fund, and laws
setting license fees charged by
the Board of Hairdressers and
Cosmetologists.

“We're reasonably comfort-
able that the governor can
maintain essential state ser-
vices — keep the government
operating — in the absence of
a budget,” said Denis Fleming,
the top attorney in Patton's
office. “But it becomes very
complicated because dozens of
provisions of the budget bill
would have superseded exist-
ing law.”

The budget deadlock result-
ed from disagreement on one
issue whether to fund
Kentucky's system of partially
financing campaigns for gover-
nor. The Republican-controlled
Senate said public financing is
a waste of money and insisted
on at least limiting it, The
Democrat-controlled House
and Patton said the system is
important in limiting the influ-
ence of big contributors.

Administration  officials
acknowledge that to keep pro-
viding essential services and
avoid layoffs of state workers,
they will have to ignore some
laws. Others, such as tax laws
they had hoped to suspend in
the budget, they believe must
be honored.

“First of all, we're still very
hopeful that legislative leader-
ship will reach some agree-
ment and request another spe-
cial session,” said Jim Ramsey,
the administration’s budget
director. “In the event that that
does not happen, we're doing
all the contingency planning
we can do. We have to be ready
just in case.”

Republican Senate leaders
and House Democratic leaders
are expected to discuss the
prospects of a budget compro-
mise soon after Tuesday's pri-
mary election.

Fleming, the governor's
lawyer, i8 overseeing a team of
legal researchers, including
attorney general’s office repre-
sentatives, other administra-
tion lawyers and outside attor-
neys, that is looking into
Kentucky law and examples
from other states in developing
principles for the spending
plan.

“We're crafting a plan that
we believe will be able to with-
stand legal challenges,”
Fleming said. “But we expect
this to be challenged, and it
could come from a number of
different sources.”

I"ve said this before, but
this time [ really, really mean
it; If major-league baseball
has another work-stoppage
this season, I'm through with
it.

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leagues had only 16 teams, none
west of the Mississippi River. Yet

even on the Pacific Coasst, base-

ball was truly the “national past-
time,” becanse it got the most
CXposure in newspapers, maga-
zines, and the electronic media.
Every team had its own radio net-
work, often with a 50.000-wat
flagship station, and baseball
became the first sport broadcast by
a revolutionary new medium
known as television.

So radio announcers such as
Red Barber, Mel Allen. Russ
Hodges, Harry Caray. Jack Buck,
Emie Harwell and Waite Hoyt
were invited frequently into our
homes, and only a few movie stars
cotld rival the celebrity of baseball
icons such as Joe Dimaggio, Stan
Musial, Bob Feller, and Jackie
Robinson.

In those days the World Series
was virtually a holiday. Every
game was held in the afternoon,
and the nation stopped to watch
and listen. At those schools where
the principal was too mean to
allow the games (o be heard on the
public-address  system, Kids
sneaked transistor radios into class
so they could clandestinely follow
the action from exotic focales as
New York City. Cleveland. and

Milwaukee,

For Kentucky and southern
Indiana kids from towns such as
London, Ashland and
Jeffersonville, the highlight of a
surmmer was going to Cincinnati to
seg the Reds play at Crosley Field.
In those days before the interstates,
going to a Reds’ game was an all-
day journey that required lots of
advance planning. But it was
worth it to see icons such as Ted
Kluszewski, Gus Bell, and Ewell
“The Whip'" Blackwell in person,

Most of our leisure time in
those pre-Little League days was
spent playing “sandlot” ball in pas-
tures, school yards, and city parks.
Any open space was subject to
becoming a baseball diamond. All
we needed were gloves (mine was
a Rawlings Stan Musial PML
maodel), bats (mine was a 32-ounce
Ted Williams Louisville Slugger),
bases, and a ball, even one so
scuffed that we had to wrap 1t in
black 1ape.

When we weren't playing ball,
we were reading The Sporting
News, clipping Ozzie Sweet color
photos of our heroes out of Sport
magazine, or trading Topps or
Bowman baseball cards. For a
nickel a pack. you got a slab of
bubble gum and six cards.

The card manufacturers teased
us by making the stars’ cards as
rare as a Picasso or Renoir. For
every Mickey Mantle or Willie
Mays, in other words, there
seemed to be hundreds of Billy
Martins and Harry “Suitcase”
Simpsons.

But we kept on buying,
prospectors in T-shirts and jeans
mining for gold. Somehow, | man-
aged to save my baseball cands
from the clutches of the women in
my life. I refused to let them throw
my cards away. So when baseball
memoribilia became a cottage
industry in the early 1980s, I gave
them to myfriend Marty
Brennaman to shop around at a
card show. I won't tell you what he
got for them, but suffice it to say
that it helped my older daughter go
to college.

When organization, i.e. adult
supervision, inevitably filtered
down to the sandlots, we were
issued hot flannel uniforms and
divided into teams. We had adult
managers and umpires, and our
fields were marked with white
chalk and equipped with bleachers
for our parents and friends. Once
Mitch McConnell, our senior U.S.
Senator, and [ were feammaltes.
But I never enjoyed the organized
games as much as I did our sandlot
games.

As I grew older. I maintained
my love for baseball through
expansion, strikes, escalating
salaries, free agency, arbitration,
unionization, and the designated-
hitter rule. 1 enjoyed covering
Cincinnati’s “Big Red Machine" in
the 1970s, and 1 didn’t miss a
World Series from 1977 through
1986.

But when the players and own-
ers became so greedy and egotisti-
cal that they allowed the World
Series to be canceled in 1994, 1
was one of many Amencans who
was so fed up that | swore | was
through with major-league base-
ball. The owners had done some-
thing that World War I, the Great
Depression, Hitler, Korea, and
Vietnam couldn’t do. They
stopped baseball. Yet my boycott
didn’t last long. When something
has been a part of your life for as
long as you can remember, the tugs
on your heart are strong.

Gradually. I came back to base-

So did the titanic horne-run battles
between Mark MeGwire and
Sammy Sosa.

First Mashburn scholarship
recipients graduate from UK

LEXINGTON - Like many
boys growing up in Lexington,
Dougie Allen loved the
Kentucky Wildeats,

He fantasized about being an
athlete and wearing the UK Blue
and White,

As it tumed out, he was able
to do just that, thanks to an assist
from a Kentucky sports icon
Known more for his scoring than
his passing.

Allen was one of six inaugur-
al recipients of the Kentucky
Excel Incentive Scholarship, a
program developed in 1994 with
a $500.000 gift from former
Wildcat All-American Jamal
Maghburn.

“I loved Jamal as a player,”

said Allen, a former Kentucky
football player who became one
of the first two students in the
program to graduate on May 4.
“But as I watched him play on
the court, I never thought he'd
be responsible for my college
education.”

Mashburn, who played bas-
ketball at UK from 1991-93 and
ranks fifth on the school’s all-
time scoring list with 1,843
points, made the gift shortly
after leaving school early to
jump to the NBA.

His pro career has taken him
from Dallas to Miami and final-
ly to Charlotte. But Mashbumn
still hasn’t forgotten his humble
childhood on the playgrounds of
New York City.

“To me, it's all about giving
kids a chance,” Mashburmn said,

Recipients earn a year’s paid
tuition at Kentucky for each
year of high school they main-
tain a 2.5 grade-point-average
with strong behavior and atten-
dance records.

“The program is designed o
identify students who are doing
well but may run into challenges
as they go through high school,”
said Lauretta Byars, Kentucky's
associate provost for minority
affairs. “It’s about potential.

“We want to show these kids
some encouragement and get
them excited about college
while trying to help them under-
stand the commitment and focus
needed to gel there,”

The idea of a scholarship
waiting after high school is

Sons with Kentucky's football
team. “But the further you get in
high school, the more you
understand what & blessing it is.

“The scholarship was a sure
way for me to go ta college.
That 100k a lot of pressure off of
me and let me direct all of my
energy loward my classes and
football.”

According to Byars, there are
25 students currently in the pro-
gram, either al’ Kentucky or in
high school working toward that
goal.

Allen and Taguoya Owens -
another nutrition and food sci-
ence major - were the first two
graduates of the six-member
inaugural class of 1994, Two of
the students in the first group did
not graduate high school, one
went to military school and the
other is still at UK working
toward graduation.

“We know going in, because
of the way we select these stu-
dents, that some of them may
never make it to college.” Byars
said. “But that's the way Jamal

wanted it.

*“There are serious problems
and distractions kids contend
with during their high school
years. For Jamal to recognize
that and wanl to go to the trouble
to help these kids as a 20-year-
old kid himself ... he was just
mature beyond his years,”

Mashburn said he believes
college is a crucial resource in
preparing young people for life
as an adult.

“It's not just about books and
a degree, or about the crowd and
athletics like 1t was for me." he
said.

He recently signed a
free agent contract with the
Indianapolis Colts, so any future
educational opportunities are on
hold — for now,

“But it's comforting to know
that that option is there if I need
i he said. “The reality is, |
may not make it in football. If
not, the program has given me
something to fall back on.

“Maybe I'll go back to school
and then someday open up my
own restaurant in Lexington _ a
good old barbecue place where
everything is cooked on the grill.

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Sampras: a frustrated American in Paris

PARIS — As storm clouds
gathered and thunder rumbled.
Pete Sampras’ mood was just as
dark.

Throwing up his arms and
shaking his head, tossing his
racket and hitting a ball into the
air, Sampras was out of sorts,
And then, just as quickly, out of
the French Open.

“It just hasn't happened,” a
weary Sampras said Monday
after he was beaten 3-6, 6-4, 6-2,
7-6 (3) by baseliner Andrea
Gaudenzi on a soggy first day at
Roland Garros. “It might not
ever hdppen.”

After months of preparation
with new coach Jose Higueras,
the 13-time Grand Slam winner
was unable to produce a winning
game on clay in hopes of captur-
ing the only Grand Slam title to

elude him,

And it showed in his unchar-
acteristic displays — throwing
his racket and drawing a warmning
after hitting a ball skyward.

That's what 93 unforced
errors will do to even the most
mild-mannered champion, one
who hasn’t won a tournament in
his last 28 tries, dating to
Wimbledon 2000.

“I think over the years I have
played with a little anxiety, feel-
ing all the pressure 1 put on
myself and I think that affects
me (o a certain point,” Sampras
said.

“If Paris never happens over
my career, life will go on. But I
will come back and try again.
But as you get a little older,
Slams go by, it's pretty difficult
to kind of get over it. It’s not like
I'm 20 and I have the next 10
years to have that opportunity,”

In other matches, second-

seeded Venus Williams, ousted
last year in the first round, beal
Germany’s Bianka Lamade 6-3,
6-3, and No. 8 Sandrine Testud
joined Sampras as the only seed-
ed players to lose, falling 2-6. 7-
5, 6-1 to Paola Suarez.

Once again, I came up with noth-
ing to show for iL."

Since reaching the semifinals
of the 1996 French Open,
Sampras has not  advanced

beyond the third round of the
only Grand Slam on clay.

After the second rain delay of
his match, he served for the
fourth set to even the match but
ended vp slamming an overhead
into the net. Then Gaudenzi won
the final five points of the
ticbreaker

“He's probably the best play-
er wha's ever breathed, but you
can't always be at the top and
play on all surfaces,” Guaudenzi
said. “Definitely, his game was
not made for clay.”

“I don't think it’s totally
back, but it's gaining ground,”
said Robby Wine, sales man-
ager at Shively Sporting
Goods, where wooden-bat
sales have jumped 45 percent
in the past three years.

most of their parents’ name and |
know what they do. We work one-
on-one with the kids and that
helps them, I think.”

Eddy, a student who has been
at The David School for three
semesters, agrees.

“My favorite thing about this
school would probably be the way
we're all like a family,” he said. “1
really think this school is close.
When one of us feels down, the
whole school is sad, When some-
one's mad, we try to cheer them
up. We just help each other out a
lot. It don’t really help to not take
into the family.”

The David School, which cur-
rently enrolls 62 high-school stu-
dents, maintains its family-like
setting with small class sizes and
frequent parent-student-teacher
interaction.

The school’s Families First
program is one initiative that fos-
ters interaction between parents,
students and teachers.

“We ook the model for the
Yarents and Child Education
Program which is designed for
pre-school and changed it a litle
for high school,” Greene said.
“Usually in high school, the par-
ents and teens are not communi-
cating very well and nobody
knows what everybody is doing.
Families First works with parents
and students together.”

Families First programming
takes place each Tuesday night
and has included woodworking
projects, cook-outs and discus-
sions on AIDS, drug abuse and
alcohol abuse,

“We try to have a lot of speak-
ers for the parents too,” Cavins
said. “What we hope to do is to
educate the parent and the child
together. We want them here, we
have time for them and we want
them to become a part of the
place.”

The School held the year-end
cookout for Families First May
20.

The David School was found-
ed in 1974 by a group of college
students from Fordham
University in New Jersey, Danny
Greene, who visited Eastern
Kentucky on a school trip in
1968, later became one of the
school’s founders.

The school has come a long
way since its doors opened in
1974, The school was first housed
in ‘an abandoned coal camp, In
1974, it had only a handful of stu-
dents.

The school remained at this
unkempt location until safety
inspectors practically forced them
out in the late '90s. The school
purchased a 210-acre field right
up the road from the coal camp
location. It was here that they
chose to create their new campus.

The field property, however,
was a popular illegal dumping
ground for both Floyd and
Magoffin county residents.

“When we purchased i, we
essentially purchased a dump,”
Danny Greene said. “We orga-
nized volunteers and the commu-
nity to help clean it up, By the
end, we pulled out 200 tons of
garbage. It took 43 tandem
trucks.”

The ¢lean-up crew also found
a total of 50 abandoned hot-water
heaters on the lot.

“They still dump, but not as
bad as it was,” he said. “Every
year we test the pond water and
each year it gets cleaner.”

The David School also helps
protect the environment by adopt-
ing a portion of the highway each
year,

The many volunteers who visit
the school each year help main-
tain the 210-acre campus.

College groups from around
the country visit the school during
their spring break.

“We have a pretty focused pro-
gram for Spring Break,” Danny
Greene said. “It's more like
Spring Madness. We can have
several school groups here at a
time. Every college student has at
least one opportunity to spend a
day with a student. They will get
a student ambassador, help teach
the classes and get a chance to sit
and talk with the students.”

Volunteer groups also perform
manual labor tasks such as fixing

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nature trails, laying tiles and
buliding cabins for the school’s
temporary teachers.

Sometimes The David School
plays host to visiting groups every
day of the week.

“We leamn to deal with i,”
Eddy said. “I think it's nice that
people come to look at the school
because it really needs some help
sometimes, It helps us o see who
is all out in the world who is will-
ing 1o help.”

Just because the school year is
coming o an official end, The
David School will remain a busy
place with students and volun-
teers alike, doing both homework
and manual labor.

According to Greene, the
school remains open for students
who need to catch up on their
s¢hoolwork.

For others, the school year will
end tomorrow when 8ix seniors
receive their high school diplo-
mas

This year, four seniors will
gradualte,

“Don’t judge us by our stu-
dents today, but by their chil-
dren,” Danny Greene said.

There are two additions that
are currently being explored by
Greene. The first is a gymnasium
for the students.

*We need a proper gym that
will give the kids a place to hang
out before and after school,”
Danny Greene said.

The second project in the
works is an outdoor raptor reha-
bilitation center.

“There is one other school in
Kentucky that has a raptor rehab
center,” Danny Greene said.
“Shelbyville High School has a
very small center. We have a sec-
tion out here that we already start-
ed site development, where our
students can gain an appreciation
for helping animals, to a point
where our kids can go to other
schools and give presentations,”

Working his way up is one
thing he has certainly done since
arriving al David.

Fifteen-year-old Eddy started
with Geometry, breezed through
Algebra One and is now work-
ing in the Algebra Two book.

“Math is probably my
favorite class,” he said. "It has
to be. which is good. because ]
want Lo be an engineer.”

While there are 12 other stu-
dents in his class, each of them
are working on theéir own indi-
vidual level. Some students are
working with fractions and dec-
imals, others with geometry and,
like Eddy, some with algebraic
equalions,

*Mainly we just work our
way through the book,” he said.
“It shows you everything in here,
and how to do it. definitions you
need to know, more examples,
and then the exercises.”

Eddy completes approxi-
mately 10 math problems dur-
ing each class period.

“*We do have tests and
quizzes,” he said. “Sometimes
they are all the same for every-
one, then for me it's easy. But
when we get individual tests, it
can be harder depending on
what the subject 1s.”

When Math class ends,
Eddy heads to his least favorite
class, English. where he stud-
ies grammar, spelling words,
vocabulary and literature.

“I don’t like hardly any of
those things.,” he said. "It's my
worst subject.

After 50 minutes of gram-
mar, spelling, vocabulary and
literature, Eddy goes to guiiar
class, He is worried about an
upcoming event at which he
and seven other guitar students
will perform.

“We're working on a group
thing right now and our class
has to play,” he said. “Our
songs aren't coming together
very well. It's a bunch of peo-
ple who are trying to play who
don’t know how to play guitar
very well."

After lunch, Eddy helps his
Domestic Science classmates
clean up the Kitchen as all
David students help cook and
clean up after all meals,

Another one of Eddy's
favorite classes is Shop. in
which he just finished making'
a cutting beard. For each
woodworking project, students
make one item for the school
and one item for themselves.

“The one that [ made last
semester, I made for the
school, and this one this time is
for me," he said. “It's just real-
ly neat to learn how to use all
those machines and sit there
and be patient. 1 hate being
patient. Sanding wood is a
good way to learn how to be
patient.”

When he is not busy sanding
wood, solving equations or
cleaning up the kitchen, he is
thinking about his summer
plans.
