Former worker sues board

Alleges payroll employees routinely

Journalists could be held in contempt
for publishing Martin County newspaper

INEZ — A judge has scheduled a
hearing for three Eastern Kentucky
journalists (o explain why they
shouldn’t be held in contempt for
continuing to publish a' weekly
newspaper after he ordered them not
o

Tudge Daniel Sparks had ordered
the Mountain Citizen, a weekly
newspaper in the heart of the
Appalachian coalfields, to stop
using its name after a local official
who had been the subject of critical
coverage claimed its corporate iden-
Lty

The newspaper's owner, publish-

er and editor continued printing
despite the judge’s order, and now
their attorney said jail time isn't out
of the realm of possibility.

“That’s something that is at the
diseretion of the court,” said David
Fleenor, a Lexington trademark
attorney representing the newspa-
per. “1 don't think we're just flout-
ing his order.”

The comtempt hearing is sched-
uled for June 19,

Sparks issued a restraining order
last month against Mountain Citizen
Inc. The name was acquired by the
former Martin County Water Board
Chairman John Triplett — the sub-
ject of several critical stones —
after the paper inadvertently

allowed incorporation papers o
lapse.

Triplett, who was out of the
office Tuesday afternoon and
unavailable for comment, has been
unwilling (o say why he wanted the
newspaper’s name or what he plans
to do with it. but he spoke at length
about what he considered unfair
reporting by the newspaper.

Publisher Roger Smith said the
newspaper has published several
stories about problems with Martin
County's water treatment plant and
its distribution lines. Photographs in
the paper have shown muddy water
coming out of faucets and sind col-

No turning back: W.Va.
casinos will only grow

WHEELING, W.Va. — All
around Donna Connor, the
machines sing. Thousands of
them. Constantly ringing and
pinging, they form a hypnotic,
electronic melody punctuated by
the clatter of coins.

Every few months, that song
calls Connor to Wheeling
Downs Racetrack and Gaming
Center, where she spends the
day and as much as $400 on the
slots.

“It’s an escape, more or less,”
says the arthritis-riddled retiree
from Butler, Pa. “I know a lot of
people want to go to Las Vegas,
but for me, it’s just too much.
Too much to choose from.”

Connor favors the small casi-
nos in Tunica, Miss., but they're
too far away, So when the mood
strikes, she and her friends drive
two hours west to Wheeling or
north to Mountaineer Race
Track & Gaming Rc.sorl in
Chester.

“We don't come here to win,"”
she says, “because chances are,
we won’t.”

But West Virginia's gambling
halls are winning more than
ever, and with expansions under
way at all four racetracks, the
profits will only climb.

Twelve years ago this week-
end, on June 8, 1990, the Lottery
Commission allowed
Mountaineer to install up to 165
terminals. It was an experiment
designed (o save jobs as racing’s
popularity plummeted.

Since then, the tracks have
become major tourism attrac-
tions, generating an ever-larger
stream of revenue with an ever-
larger number of slots.

Of the 21 million tourists
who came to West Virginia in
2000, at least one-fifth, or 4.3
million, went to the racetracks.
That's nearly 17 times the
amount who were lured by
whitewater rafting.

Mountaineer and the Charles
Town Races & Slots alone are
projecting a combined 6 million
visitors this year.

In fiscal 2001, gamblers
plunked more than $5.1 billion
— almost twice as much as the
state budget — into 6,200 slot
machines. After payouts and
administrative costs, net rev-
enues totaled $433.7 million.

And in March, the games
produced nearly $57 million in
profits, setting a single-month
record.

The growth is expected to
continue. The state Lottery
Commission has given its
approval this year o requests
that will push the number of slot
machines at the tracks to 11,000.

The owners of Mountaineer,
Charles Town, Wheeling Downs
and Tri-State Racetrack &
Gaming in Nitro have spent mil-
lions to get where they are, but
they're now spending hundreds
of millions more to position for
competition from neighboring
states.

Kentucky lawmakers just
rejected a bill to allow slot
machines at racetracks, but sup-
porters plan to resurrect It
Similar legislation is being
floated in Pennsylvania and
Maryland.

West Virginia planners envi-
sion everything from a riverside
shopping center and golf course
in Chester to an outdoor
amphitheater or sports arena in
Nitro.

There are no limits on the
number of machines a track can
have, and the Racetrack Video
Lottery Act appears to have
been crafted to let the house
win. As long as the Lotiery
Commission deems  more
machines “in the best interest of

the tracks, the commission and
the citizens of West Virginia,"
expansions are approved,

The commission stands ready
to deny a request, Lottery
Director John Musgrave says.
So far, it hasn't.

The market will determine
when enough is enough, he says.

“The commission can decide
either way, but if there is deter-
mined to be a need, they're
going to take a look at meeting
that need,” Musgrave says.

Even the staunchest oppo-
nents have all but abandoned
hope of stopping the growth,

Mike Queen, chairman of the
Coalition Against Gambling
Expansion, went to every
Lottery Commission hearing for
two years, objecting to requests
for more machines,

“But now there’s no use,” he
says. “There's not enough peo-
ple in West Virginia who want to
fight the system."

Queen and others say the
commission is a rubber stamp
for the track owners — owners
so confident of approval that
they begin construction projects
months before the go-ahead for
more machines.

“We have a commission that
doesn’t regulate; they only
endorse and promote gambling
in West Virginia," says the Rev.
Robin Crouch, pastor of First

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Former Ashland mayor, associate named in child-porn indictments

ASHLAND — Federal prose-
cutors have charged the former
mayor of Ashland, who resigned
without explanation two weeks
ago, with receiving and possess-
mg child pornography.

Paul R. Reeves was named
Tuesday in a federal indictment
that charged him with conspiring
to receive child pornography,
receiving child pornography and
possessing child pornography. A
business associate, John B,
Riggs, 50, of Ashland, also was
charged with possessing child
pornography.

Reeves declined comment on
his indictment on Tuesday, refer-
nng questions to Lexington attor-
ney Larry Roberts. A message
lefi by The Associated Press was
not returmed.

Riggs didn’t retumn & phone
call 1o his home on Tuesday for
comment on the indictment

His attorney, Michael Curtis
of Ashland, said his client would
be pleading innocent at his
arraignment.

“Mr. Riggs does want every-

one to know that these are just
merely accusations, and once the
truth comes out, he will be vindi-
cated,” Curtis said,

Residents of the Ohio River
town have been shocked as
events feading up to the indict-
ments unraveled over the past
two weeks, said City Manager
William Fisher Jr.

“You're more particularly
stunned when this type of thing
involves someone you know,
when it invelves your mayor,”
Fisher said. *“You just hate to see
this Kind of thing happen.”

Reeves' office in the Ashland
city building has been cleaned
out. Federal authorities took the
computer as part of their investi-
gation. The police chief collected
all personal items from the desk
and delivered them to Reeves'
home.

Commissioner Kevin
Gunderson, chosen by his col-
leagues as the city's presiding
officer untl a special mayoral
¢lection in the fall, said the
charges against Reeves were a
total surprise,

“1 appreciated him resigning,
rather than putting the city

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through the ordeal of a long
trial,” Gunderson said. “But
there’s still a presumption of
innocence.”

Reeves had served as mayor
for the past 1 1/2 years. He had
been a city commissioner for nine
years prior to that.

FBI agent David R. Goodson
said in an affidavit that Reeves
was in a locked back room
watching a child pornography
tape when investigators executed
a search warrant at his home on
May 29,

The affidavit alleged that
Reeves had ordered videotapes
from an undercover company run
by postal inspectors,

Reeves had worked as a pur-
chasing agent for A.K. Steel,
which contracts with Riggs' com-
pany. Reeves retired from that job
on May 31, and Riggs resigned as
president of Riggs Machine and
Fabricating on Friday.

Riggs released a statement on
Monday explaining why he chose
to resign as president of his fami-
ly owned company.

Any week, it’s almost a given that there will be an auto-
mobile accident along North Lake Drive in Prestonsburg,
most likely in the two blocks between Music and Branham
streets.

Last year, following a spate of such accidents, including
two within hours, the city council asked the state
Department of Highways to sit down and discuss the prob-
lem and how to address it.

Unfortunately, neither side was much satisfied with
what the other had to say. One side wanted a new stoplight
at Branham Street; the other talked about narrowing the
road to two lanes with a center tuin lane.

Instead of striking a compromise or setting a timetable
for doing so, both sides went away from the meeting to
consider the problem further.

Meanwhile, the accidents keep piling up, as do the
injuries and property damage.

It seems to us that the first priority of a government —
be it local or state — is to protect its citizens. That is not
happening.

The problem with North Lake Drive dates back for
years, and most of the trouble could probably be described
as a “Good Samaritan syndrome.”

It works like this: A driver in the passing lane tries to do
his good deed for the day by stopping to allow a car trav-
eling in the opposite to cut across and turn left. The sec-
ond car is then flattened by another vehicle in the main
driving lane, often taking the Good Samaritan with them.

Drivers could take matters into their own hands by
resisting the urge to be kind. It might seem rude, but it’s
also not very nice to lead a fellow traveler into the path of
danger.

The thing is, while a concerted effort by local residents
to eschew the Good Samaritan syndrome might cut down
on accidents, it would do nothing to prevent such prob-
lems caused by out-of-town drivers.

Of the two ideas proposed last year, it would seem the
proposal to narrow North Lake Drive to two lanes and a
turn lane would be the most effective. Both ideas, howev-
er, concern us over their potential to make already bad
traffic problems even worse.

Still, it is clear that something needs to be done, and
that may mean making the choice to substitute a danger
for an aggravation. But whatever it is, it needs to be done
soon.

But not all the effects are
being felt on land. Last sum-
mer, a leam of scientists
funded by the National
Science Foundation began a
$25 million surveillance of
the Indian Ocean and discov-
ered a huge haze layer cover-
ing 10 million square miles,
approximately the size of the
continental United States. The
scientists were astounded by
the size of the cloud, which is
made of tiny sun-blocking
pollutant particles called
aerosols. The haze, at an ele-
vation of one to two miles,
covers most of the northern
Indian Ocean, the Arabian
Sea west of Mumbai, and the
Bay of Bengal. The source:
air pollution from India and
China, blown out to sea dur-
ing the winter monsoon sea-
son.

Dr. Veerabhadran
Ramanathan, a professor of
atmospheric and ocean sci-

ences at the Scripps Center
for Clouds, Chemisiry and
Climate, is co-director of the
so-called Indian Ocean
Experiment (INDOEX) with
Paul Crutzen of the Max
Planck Institute for Chemistry
in Germany. “The local effect
is well-known,” Ramanathan
says, “because wintertime
haze can sometimes close air-
ports in India and Pakistan
for weeks. But it was not
known that il had spread over
the entire ocean. It stunned us
to discover how pervasive
these aerosols are.”
Ramanathan describes the
haze as “‘a complicated chem-
ical soup” of soot, sulfates,
nitrates, ash and dust, gener-
ated by emissions from coal-
burning power plants, biofuel
cooking and diesel engines.
The source is not a mystery,
but the effect on the oceans is

In some ways, the develop-
ment mirrors Las Vegas.

Although some tracks now
offer day trips by bus within
West Virginia, all rely on out-of-
state gamblers.

“When you get people to
come to your community, drop
some money and leave, that's
the best situation in the world,”
says Paul Mills, a Ranson city
employee who supports Charles
Town’s growth. “They don't use
your schools and city services,
but they eat and shop here.”

If slot machines are approved
in neighboring states, some
patrons would stay closer to
home and West Virginia's
growth rate would slow,

“We've had double-digit
growth for the last 10 years,
which is phenomenal.” says
Musgrave, of the Lottery
Commission. “Al some point,
though, it's going to plateau.”

To combat that, Mountaineer
President Ted Ameault is start-

casino revenue nationwide.

“Table games are much more
complicated to manage,” says
Don McGhie, an industry con-
sultant in Reno, Nev.

“Square footage-wise, you
can make as much money or
more on table games, but it
would require a lot more man-
agement,” he says. “From a
business standpoint, as long as
you have the market, you're bet-
ter off going with slots.”

Arneault says table game
dealers would earn $40,000 to
$50,000 a year, attractive
salaries at places that have
already become magnets to job-
less people.

The four counties that host
the tracks all have below-aver-
age unemployment rates. When
their expansions are done, they
will employ a combined 4,700.

“If you look at the demise of
the steel industry, you see that
Weirton Steel went from 13,000
employees to a little over
3,000," says Tamara Pettit, a
former legislator who sponsored
the law allowing slots.
“Someplace has to absorb those
workers, and Mountaineer has
become the place to absorb
them,

still unknown. “The haze causes
a loss of sunlight striking the
surface of the sea, and we are
just starting research on how
that affects photosynthesis and
ocean plankton,” Ramanathan
says. Preliminary research indi-
cales that solar radiation may
have decreased by as much as 10
percent. In a complicated inter-
action, the haze produces both
cooling and warming effects,
making the task of measuring
the final result that much more
difficult. Sunlight also produces
evaporation on the ocean sur-
face, and blocking it has the
potential of dramatically altering
the whole hydrological cycle, a
possible explanation for the
droughts India has been experi-
encing. In yet another effect,
aerosols are caught up in region-
al thunderstorms, falling back
into the ocean as acid rain.

“The haze affects the optical
properties of the clouds, making
them brighter,” says Dr. Joseph
Prospero a professor of marine
and atmospheric chemistry at
the University of Miami and an
INDOEX participant. Clouds
also become more reflective and
longer-lasting, a further cooling
effect. Warming comes into it,
too, because the pollutants are
very dark and absorbing, taking
in large amounts of sunlight.
“When you redistribute solar
energy within the atmospheric
column, it has a considerable
impact on the properties of
clouds,” Prospero says. “IUs a
complex system with a lot of
feedbacks that are not clear yet.”

Prospero adds that National
Science  Foundation  grant
reviewers had originally doubt-
ed that the researchers would
find anything measurable. “But
the size of what we saw didn’t
surprise me because ['ve been
running cruises in that area for
many years,” he says. “And any-
one who's ever been to India
knows there’s a lot of pollution
there. It’s scary, and it's the way
it will go in all of Asia."

patient use of one antibiotic,
Cipro, made headlings during
last fall’s anthrax attacks —
when some people never
exposed to the germ used it out
of fear, while others who needed
it didn’t take a full course.

On June 26, the government
will hold the first of planned
yearly meetings to assess efforts
to stem antibiotic resistance.

There's some good news. A
new childhood vaccine called
Prevnar has not only dramatical-
ly cut meningitis and other pneu-
mococeal infections — it also
apparently helped nudge down
penicillin-resistant  cases by
blocking their spread.

And the number of antibiotic
prescriptions doctors wrote dur-
ing office or clinic visits
dropped 24 percent during the
1990s, says a new CDC study
that calls the trend encouraging.

But resistance remains a
growing problem, and officials
are planning new attacks.
Among them:

B A big focus on consumers.
The FDA's treasure-chest ads, to
begin running in newspapers and
magazines later this year. will be
accompanied by a question-and-
answer brochure that doctors can
keep in their offices. Additional
CDC ads should begin in
October.

B New labels for antibiotics,
being finalized, will remind doc-
tors to prescribe them only
against bacterial infections.

B FDA is debating how new
antibiotics could be tested more
efficiently; to encourage now-
lagging development of superg-
erm killers.

B And this summer, FDA
will issue rules requiring proof
that new animal antibiotics
won't endanger people by
spurring germs immune to
human drugs. Manufacturers
will have to show how closely
related the animal antibiotic is to
important human antibiotics.
and how quickly germs are like-
ly to mutate.

“It's all one big ecosystem
out there of bacteria coming and
going between animals and
humans,” noted FDA veterinary
chief Stephen Sundlof.

Companies that produce
drugs for animals anxiously
await the rules, having bitterly
fought other FDA efforts to curb
resistant food-poisoning germs
by restricting animal antibiotics.
The industry argues overuse of
human drugs, not animal usage.
should be the focus.

Two years ago, FDA banned

a poultry antibiotic because of
evidence it makes people mare
vulnerable to drug-resistant
campylobacter infections. But
the drug, Baytril, still sells as
manufacturer Bayer fights the
ban, arguing most illnesses
aren't caused by tainted grocery-

April.
It's a crucial case for FDA,
which already is studying

whether to ban another poultry
drug, virginiamycin, after super-
market chicken was found carry-
ing sometimes fatal germs resis-
tant to & similar human drug
called Synereid.

require extensive training and
personal protective equipment,
according to the agency’s report,

Leach said EMS crews con-
ceivably could be overwhelmed
by a volume of casualties, raising
a question: “How prepared are we
to use station wagons if we don't
have ambulances?"

Some other planned actions, as
listed in Kentucky's agreement
with the federal Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention
and in a grant proposal to the
Health Resources and Services
Administration:

W Hire 16 more epidemiolo-
gists, who would be stationed in
local health departments around
the state. They are specially
trained to deal with infectious dis-
eases.

B Upgrade two animal labora-
tories — one in Lexington, one in
Hopkinsville — to be able to con-
firm suspected biologic agents:
The central state laboratory in
Frankfort is the only lab in the
state so equipped at the moment.

Why animal labs? “The crit-
ters could be a source of terror-
ism,” Leach said. “Someone
could infect our milk; eggs. chick-
ens and maybe. or maybe not, get
it on the humans.”

Leach said Kentucky is not
starting from scratch. State disas-
ter officials have had years of
practice dealing with floods, for-
nadoes, blizzards and pollution
catastrophes.

They operate from an emer-
gency center in Frankfort, gather-
ing and distributing information.
Part of the job is watching for out-
breaks of disease or contamina-
tion of drinking water, among
other things. “Knowing what

you're dealing with is a really
cntlcal thing,” Leach said.

Nope. It was just another
cheap shot at Lukas, who was
only a bit player at the begin-
ning of the year, when McPeek
was the straw that stirred the
Triple Crown drink because of
Repent and Harlan's Holiday,
his potent 1-2 punch. By the
time the Belmont rolled around,
however. McPeek was the Triple

Crown's forgottén man, a
tramer who inspired more pity
than interest. He was yester-
day’s news.

McPeek’s breathtaking de-
scent from the penthouse to the
outhouse began when Repent
was knocked out of the hunt by
an injury in the Illinois Derby on
April 6. Then Harlan's Holiday,
the lukewarm Derby favorite,
finished seventh to War Emblem
at Churchill Downs and fourth
to him in the Preakness at
Pimlico.

Instead of waiting untl
McPeek was out of the Triple
Crown spotlight and back in
Louisville, Harlan's owner, Jack
Wolf, fired him by fax on
Wednesday afternoon, two days
after McPeek had left for New
York. Each said nice things
about the other to the media, but
those remarks were as transpar-
ent as a piece of Saran Wrap.

The truth was, Wolf blamed
McPeek for Harlan's Triple
Crown fizzle. The not-so-subtle
implication was that McPeek
wasn’t enough of a big-lime
trainer, so he turned his horses
over to Todd Pletcher, an
accomplished Lukas product.

The way it worked out, Wolf
now is Russell Reineman’s most
serious competitor for this
year's Bonehead of the Crown
award. Reineman, 84, is the
Chicago businessman who
declared after War Emblem’s
smashing win in the [linois
Derby that he wouldn't take him
to Louisville because he wasn't
good enough to run for the
roses.

If Reineman was fishing for a
buyer, he hooked a big one
when Prince Ahmed Bin Salman
Salman offered him $900,000

for 90 per cent of War Emblem.

Reineman was more than
happy to unload the colt who
had bone chips in his ankles. At
least Reineman needed the
money to bail out his failing
business.

With Wolf, it was all about
wielding power. Obviously, it
never crossed Wolf's mind that,
when all is said and done, astute
racetrackers might be saying
that McPeek did a masterful job
in milking Harlan's Holiday for
wins in the Florida Derby and
the Blue Grass Stakes.

So Sarava'a win in the
Belmont was as good for
McPeek’s soul as it was bad for
Wolf's image. The colt had to
miss the big Triple Crown prep
races because a serious quarter-
crack injury put him behind
schedule.

But the third-stringer showed
McPeek something he liked in
winning the Sir Barton Stakes
on Preakness Day. Naturally, the
media dismissed his decision to
run in the Belmont as little more
than an act of desperation by a
frustrated tramner. As it turned
out. however, McPeek knew

was tainted by War Emblem’s
bad break.

The dismissal of Sarava was
the final mistake in an embar-
rassing Triple Crown for those
who claim 1o be great handicap-
pers. Before the Derby, most
completely overlooked War
Emblem. Before the Preakness,
Magic Weisner and breeder-
owner-trainer Nancy Albert
made for a warm-and-fuzzy
human interest story. but
nobody dreamed the gelding
would finish a close second to
War Emblem.

And before the Belmont, the
vast majority of attention
revolved around War Emblem
and celebrity trainer Bob
Baffert, with most of the rest of
it spread around among Proud
Citizen, Sunday Break, Perfect
Drift, and Megdalia d'Oro.

Senate panel to hold hearing
on steroid use in baseball

WASHINGTON —
Congress is going to look into
steroid use in baseball, follow-
ing the recent disclosure that
two former league MVPs used
the muscle-building drugs.

Sen. Byron Dorgan, D-N.D.,
said Monday he plans to hold a
hearing that also will look at
steroid use in the Olympics and
among college athletes. Dorgan
is chairman of the consumer
affairs, foreign commerce and
tourism subcommittee of the
Senate Comimerce Committee.

No date has been set for the
hearing, Dorgan said he plans to
invite baseball executives, play-
ers and union representatives,

Luey Calautti, a Washington-
based baseball lobbyist who
once served as Dorgan's chief of

staff, and Greg Bouris,
spokesman for the Major
League  Baseball Players

Association, did not immediate-
ly return calls seeking comment.

Steroids have become a
major topic in baseball since
former MVPs Ken Caminiti and
Jose Canseco admitted using the
drugs. Caminiti retired last year,
and Canseco ended his 17-year
career this spring.

It's unclear how many cur-
rent players take steroids.
Canseco told The Wall Street
Journal up to 85 percent took the
drugs when he played, though
current players such as Atlanta
Braves pitcher Tom Glavine say
that estimate is far too high.

The NFL and NBA prohibit
steroids and test for them, but
major league baseball does not.
Baseball owners would like to
add steroid testing into the new
collective bargaining agree-
ment.

guns out of storage and hunt squir-
rels, The June squirrel season this
year opened on Saturday, June |
and runs for 14 consecutive days
through Friday.

“The outlook for this year’s
June squirrel season looks pretty
comparable to last season,” said
Chris Garland, upland game biol-
ogist with the KDFWR. “One of
the key factors to this year's popu-
lation is actually based on last
year's mast crop. This is what
effects the number and health of
squirrels that make it through win-
ter and into the breeding season.
The mast crop last year was down
slightly compared to the previous
year."

Garland explained the slight
drop in mast production makes the
western end of the state a little bet-
ter for this year’s June squirrel sea-
son. “Compared to last season's
populations, the squirrel numbers
should be up in the Western
region, stable in the Central region
and down slightly in the Eastern
region,” he said.

The habitat preferences of
squirrels in June are different than
the fall. Garland explained that
June squirrels are found more in
the drainages, hollows and stream
corridors. Float trips that combine
squirrel hunting and stream fish-
ing is an excellent June hunting
method.

The cooler temperatures pro-
vided by forested stream cormmidors
are a big draw for June squirrels.
However, if these areas don’t have
the necessary food bearing trees

NEW YORK — Trainer Ken
McPeek learned a lesson in
1999 that wouldn’t pay off until
three years later. What a payoff,
indeed,

McPeek, the son of a
Kentucky breeder, scored his
first victory in a Triple Crown
race when Sarava, a 70-1 shot,
won the Belmont Stakes on
Saturday.

I'he lightly regarded colt beat
Medaglia d’Oro by a half-
length. and produced the largest
win payout in the race's 134-
year history — $142.50 on a $2
bet.

It was the biggest payout of
McPeek's fledgling career, and
it all came about from a lesson
he lzamed after running Pineaff
in the 1999 Belmont.

That vear, McPeek showed
up close to race day, which did-
n't give the colt time to adjust to
Belmont’s track, nicknamed

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“The Big Sandy” for its deep,
sandy surface.

“This is the track and this is
the leg that’s most difficult,” he
said Sunday. “You have to be
here to win it.”

In "99, Pineaff finished ninth,
McPeek was embarrassed, and
told his wife, Sue, that if he ever
had another Belmont horse he'd
arrive early.

Mindful that Triple Crown
winners Secretariat  (1973),
Seattle Slew (1977) and
Affirmed (1978) were based in
New York, McPeek and Sarava
showed up 10 days early.

“I think that contributed to us
winning,” he said. “This track is
a totally different consistency. It
makes it real difficult on horses;
they labor through it if they
haven't had any time on it."

It wasn't the track that got to
Triple Crown hopeful War
Emblem. It was the start of the 1
1/2-mile race.

The speedy colt who won the
Kentucky Derby and the
Preakness stumbled to his knees
and nearly fell coming out of the
starting gate, ending his hopes
of becoming racing's 12th Triple
Crown winner and first in 24
years.

“His one chink in the armor
is if he breaks slow and is in
behind horses, he is not at his
best,” said Bob Baffert, who
trains War Emblem.

The colt led briefly dt the
half-mile pole before fading to
eighth.

Trainer D. Wayne Lukas,
Baffert's chief rival, said War
Emblem’s stumble only briefly
compromised him.

“Then he got back into the
race pretty good,” he said. “It's
not my place to evaluate it, but |
felt he got back. If you're
searching for excuses that's a
good one.”

For the third time in $ix
years, Baffert was denied a
chance at winning the Triple

Crown, a goal he says he lives
for. In 1997, Silver Charm lost
in the Belmont, and in '98, Real
Quiel was beaten by a nose in
the same race.

“He's been very emotional,”
Baffert's fiance, Jill Moss, said
Sunday. “I can only imagine
how disappointed he is, but at
the same time, I know he's
thankful the horse is OK and
nobody got hurt.”

Lukas, whose Proud Citizen

finished fifth, was still shaking

his head the day after.

“If you put all the trainers in
a room and said, ‘Let's be as
bizarre as we can about how this
might turn out,” you wouldn’t
come up with that script,” he
said. “Unbelievable.”

The result was so amazing,
McPeek said he and his wife,
Sue, spent Saturday night
watching a tape of the race
“over and over and over.”

Baffert and Moss consoled
themselves with room service
pizza.

“This is a good win for
Kenny,” Baffert said. “He's
been through a lot”

It's not that McPeek didn't
expect to be a factor in the
Triple Crown series. His horse,
Repent, was the winter favorite
to win the Derby,

But the colt injured his ankle
losing the Ilinois Derby to War
Emblem. McPeek had a setback
of his own when he broke his
foot in a pickup basketball
game.

Then the Derby rolled
around, Harlan's Holiday, the
highest-priced favorite in the
race’s history, ran seventh. Two
weeks later, the colt was fourth
in the Preakness.

The owner of Harlan's
Holiday fired McPeek four days
before the Belmont in the
biggest blow of his career.

But McPeek has learned per-
spective in the up-and-down
racing world.
