Henry forms exploratory 
committee to test run 
for governor

LOUISVILLE - Lt. Gov. 
Steve Henry became the latest 
Democrat to form an explorato­
ry committee for governor 
Tuesday as he tried to emerge 
from the shadow of Gov. Paul 
Patton. 

With his wife, former Miss 
America Heather French Henry, 
and their young daughter Harper 
at his side, Henry said he would 
emphasize health care, educa­
tion and issues affecting the 
elderly and veterans. 

"lt is time for me to discuss 
my independent views for the 
commonwealth of Kentucky," 
Henry told more than 100 cheer­
ing supporters in the rotunda of 
the Jefferson County 
Courthouse. 

Henry, a former Jefferson 
County commissioner who grew 
up in Owensboro, is in his sec­
ond term as Patton's lieutenant 
governor. 

Henry touted the accomplish­
ments of the "Patton·Henry 
administration," and said Patton 
had "fundamentally changed 
Kentucky for the better." Henry 
said he wanted to build on the 
progress. 

"Today I step out of the shad­
ow of the office of governor," he 
said. 

oned women's issues.

mittee enables Henry to raise up 
to $90,000. Such committees 
ypically pay for things like 

polling and phone banks. 
The announcement ktcked 

off a three-day, 15-city tour of 
Kentucky by Henry to promote 
his potential campaign .. 

Henry joins a crowded field 
for next year's Democratic 
gubernatorial primary that 
includes Attorney General Ben 
Chandler, House Speaker Jody 
Richards and Louisville busi­
nessman Charlie Owen. 

The Republican field features 
U.S. Rep. Ernie Fletcher, state 
Rep. Steve Nunn. Jefferson 
County Judge-Executiye 
Rebecca Jackson. state Sen. 
Virgil Moore of Somerset and 
educator Bert Minton of 
Somerset. 

Henry said his campaign 
wouldn't be hurt by a federal 
grand jury looking into 
Medicare payments to him. 

Henry said he has worked at 
a charity health clinic for the 
past l 5 years, making him sensi­
tive to the needs of the working 
poor. 

Henry said he would take his 
time in choosing a running mate, 
but said he has had some prelim­
inary discussions.

Judge refuses to lift injunction 
against mining permits

CHARLESTON, W.Va. -A 
federal judge refused Monday 
to lift an injunction barring the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers 
from issuing federal permits 
that allow .streams to be buried 
under excess rock and dirt from 
mountaintop removal coal 
mines. 

U.S. District Judge Charles 
Haden II said the corps' 
Huntington District cannot 
issue any more permits under 
Section 404 of the Clean Water 

• Act "that have no primary pur­
pose or usc but the disposal of 
waste, except dredged spoil dis­
posal." 

Haden said mountaintop 
removal mining "apparently 
constitutes the strongest exam­
ple" of activities covered by the 
injunction, but it may not be the 
only one. 

"By the plain terms of the 
order. permits for aJI activities 
fining t.'tis description are 
enjoined," he wrote. 

Haden's decision was in 
response to a request from the 

. ) 

corps to clarify hh May 8 rul­
ing which ordered the agency to 
stop is~uing the permits. Corps 
officials also had asked Haden 
to stay that ruling while they 
appeal it. 

A coal mdustry spokes­
woman said there would oc 
32,000 layoffs in Kentucky and 
West Virgmia in the next live 
years if the May 8 ruling 
stands. 

"We're deeply disappointed 
by the direction of the decision. 
We had hoped the judge would 
stay his ruling so that the corps 
could continue to grant permits 
and keep people employed in 
the region." said Carol 
Raulston with the ]'.;ational

FRANKFORT - Cabinet 
Secretary Crit Luallen tried to 
reassure employee groups 
Monday that Gov. Paul Patton's 
spending plan for the coming 
fiscal year includes no layoffs. 

But if the governor's plan is 
challenged in court, Luallen said 
state employee rolls could have 
to be slashed. 

"We can guarantee that the 
governor's :spending plan won't 
include any layoffs:· Luallen 

• told the Employee Advisory 
Council, the organization of 
union leaders who advise the 
governor on employee issues. 

With the General Assembly 
unable to agree on a budget for 
the coming fiscal year, the 
Patton administration is getting 
ready to put in place a spending 
plan of its own. 

Patton told his cabinets in a 
letter released Monday that they 
should also tell employees that 
no layoffs are anticipated to alle­
viate any concerns they might 
have. Patton sent a similar letter 

~ to school district officials last 
week to tell them of his plans to 
continue the basic state aid to 
education appropriations. 

Enacted budgets routinely 
suspend or alter some statutes to 
accommodate spending and pol­
icy initiatives. Without that leg­
islative imprimatur, those 
statutes are still on the books 
and could be enforced. 

For example, state law 
requires a 5 percent annual pay 
raise for state employees. 
Patton's spending plan will pro-

4t vide a 2.7 percent raise, the 
same figure included in budgets 
passed separately in the House 
and Senate. 

Some state employee groups 
could challenge the spending 
plan and seck the full 5 percent 
raise. The difference between a 
2.7 percent raise and5 percent i~ 
abOut $18 million. 

Another state law places a 
cap of about 33,000 on total 

state employment, which now 
numbers about 37.000. 

"[f we have to follow the Jet­
ter of the Jaw on both those 
issues, it could mean significant 
layoffs," Luallen told the coun­
cil.

Progress made, 
but more needed 

Over the last decade. Kentucky made the greatest 
~ains among all the states in the percentage of resi­
~ents with a high school education. 

But it still wasn't enough. 
The percentage of Kentucky adults with at least a 

thigh schoo] education climbed 9.5 percentage points 
kiuring the 1ast decade to 74.1 percent, according to 
2000 census data. 

During the same period. the national rate 
increased by 5.2 points to 80.4 percent. 

Although the state took a giant stride forward, 
compared with other states Kentucky still lags all 
·but Mississippi in the percentage of adults with at 
~east a high school diploma or an equivalency cer­
::tificate. 

The problem is Kentucky started so far behind. 
:and must do a better job of catching up. 

That means keeping students in school by identi­
tfying those at-risk of dropping out and intervening 
early. Currently, about one in five students who 
enters high school fails to finish. Those who never 
finish high school are increasingly less employable. 
::rhey will earn less throughout their lives, rely more 
on welfare and social services and be more likely to 
:become involved in crime. 

Catching up also means persuading adults who've 
)et:t school to complete a general equivalency diplo­
'ma. That will entail support of services like day care 
so parents can resume their education and will 
require an investment of resources. 

Most imponant, Kentuck)''s commitment to edu­
cation must not falter even when a sour economy 
makes it more difficult. 

The economy of the future increasingly will be 
one based on knowledge. 

With one out of four adults having obtained less 
than a high school education - the bare basics -
Kentucky will remain shortchanged.

Doctor defmes an 
obsession with healthy 
foods, orthorexia nervosa

DENVER - Dr. Steven 
Bratrnan has seen the quest for 
healthy eating take a sour tum 
from dietary \'igilance to danger­
ous obsession. 

fruits and vegetables. 
''1 had this idea that if I ate 

something that wasn't on this 
approved list that I would be 
impure," he said. 

Billings said he thought about 
food all the time and was so hung 
up on his diet that he couldn't go 
out to dinner with friends. At the 
<;arne time he had anorexic ten­
dencies, his 6-foot-1 frame plum­
meted to 88 pounds. 

Eventually he got fed up of 
thinking about food alJ the time. 
and returned to a more diverse 
diet. He now eats raw and 

cooked foods. and will even eat 
chocolate occasionally. 

"I've worked through those 
issues and I don't see it being a 
risk for myself But I do see other 
people getting on restrictive 
diets," said Billings, who today 
weighs 170 pounds. 

"I've seen this obsession with 
food purity . ... It's not as danger­
ous as anorexia and it's not as 
messy as bulimia because you 
can hide behind this screen of 
saying rm trying to eat right."

He lectured 
friends on the evils of processed 
food and once feared a piece of 
pasteurized cheese would give 
him pneumonia.

"To be that obsessed with eat­
ing healthy food is to be really 
out of balance," he said in an 
interview from his home m Fort 
Collins. 

Brannan coined a new tenn to 
define hi:. illness, orthorexia ncr­
vosa. He described it a<; an eating 
disorder whose sufferers fixate 
on eating proper food. The tenn 
uses "ortho," which means 
straight, correct and true. and 
"nervosa'' to indicate obsession. 

Bratman, an expert on alterna­
tive medicine. has written sever­
al articles and a book on his the~ 
ory. While the tem1 is not recog­
nized as a clinical diagnosis -
and Bratman hasn't lobbied for 
such recognition - some offi­
cials in the field say he may have 
idenrifie.d a dietary trend. 

··He's on to something quite 
interesting," said Adam 
Drewnowski. director of the 

• nutntional sciences program at 
University ofWao;hington School 
of Public Health. He also b a 
member of the task force that 
established official criteria for 
eating disorders for the American 
Psychiatric Assoc1ation.

"I think there ure conse­
quences to being on a virtually 
fat-free vegetarian d1ct or a very 
restrictive diet," Drcwnowski 
said. "(But) there's a distinction 
between a trend and a definable 
eating disorder." 

Last year, Bratman detailed 
orthorexia nervosa in a book 
called, "Health Food Junkies: 
Overcoming the Obsession with 
Healthful Eating," published by 
Broadway Hooks. 

Like anorexia nervosa and 
bulimia, the behavior of 
orthorexics is marked by obses­
sion, he said. 

"Eventually orthorexia reach­
es a point at which the orthorexic 
devotes most of her life to plan­
ning. purchasing, preparing and 
eating meals," he wrote. 

"If you had a window into her 
inner life you'd see little ebe but 
self-condemnation for lapses, 
self-praise for success. strict self 
control to resist temptation and 
conceited superiority over any­
one who indulges in impure 
dietary habits." 

Transferring all value onto 
eating makes it n tn•c disorder, he 
said, one that is broken only 
when Lhe sufferer breaks free of 
obsession.

UK unveils clinical trial

LEXINGTON - A pair of 
University of Kentucky 
researchers are hoping to fight 
lung cancer with a new vaccine 
designed to reduce the risk of 
recurrence of the disease. 

The two announced a clinical 
trial Thursday in which they are 
enrolling as many as 30 patienLc; 
over a two-year period diag­
nosed with non-small-cell lung 
cancer who already have under~ 
gone surgery, radiation or 
chemotherapy. 

Although the vaccine will not 
prevent lung cancer in those 
who have never had it, the two 
doctors hope it can prevent the 
disease from returning and help 
maintain remission periods after 
treaunent. 

"Even after potentially cura­
tive surgery, individuals have a 
15 to 50 percent chance of 
recurrence depending on the 
stage of cancer at the time of 
diagnosis," said Dr. Edward 
Hirschowitz. an assistant profes­
sor of medicine at the school. 

"Because additional medical · 
therapies arc not generally rec­
ommended until recurrences are 
seen. we are using the window 
between medical and surgical 
therapy and recurrence to 
enhance the body's immune 
response to residual cancer." 

According to the American 
Cancer Society. more people 
will die this year from lung can­
cer than from breast. prostate 
and colorecta1 cancers com­
bined. 

The disease kills 75 to 80 
percent or" those it infect'>. An 
estimated 89,200 men and 
65,700 women in this country 
will die this from lung cancer 
this year alone. 

More than 87 percent of lung 
cancers are smoking related . 
Not coincidentally, Kentucky 
leads the nation in both percent­
age of smokers and incidence of 
lung cancer. 

"It's disheartening to realize 
that the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky leads the nation in the 
incidence of lung cancer.'' said 
Dr. Alfred Cohen. director of the 
university"s Markey Cancer 
Center. ''There's about 50 per­
cent more lung cancer in 
Kentucky than the national aver-

age. That's catastrophic." 
The vaccine uses dendritic 

cells. the most potent immune 
inducing cells in the human 
body, to attack cancerous cells 
and tumors. 

To produce the vaccine. doc­
tors draw white blood cells -
which include the dendritic cells 
- from a patient's own blood. 
duplic~.te them in the laboratory 
and mix them with cancer pro­
teins derived from lung cancer 
celh 

When the dendntic cells 
ingest the lung cancer proteins, 
they arc then retrained to direct 
the immune system to target and 
kill cancer cells. 

"Cancer patient~ have work­
ing immune systems, but the 
cancer makes it tough or them 
to function correctly," said John 
Vannelli, an associate professor 
of medicine. "Cancer basically 
suppresses the immune system. 

"The beauty of this vaccine is 
that it stimulate's cells to only 
attack tumor cells. It does not 
attack normal tissue as past 
treatment~ have. These cells that 
we create arc very. very smart.'' 

Each ·patient receives two 3-
milliliter injections of the den­
dritic cells. one month apart. 
The researchers believe that 
when the cells arc delivered to 
the patient, they will travel to 
the lymph nodes and stimulate 
the immune system to find and 
attack the cancer cells. 

It takes seven days to pro­
duce the vaccine in the lab. On 
the eighth day, one dose is 
injected into the patient while 
the other IS frozen for later use. 

Janic.e Cummins. 62. of 
Cynthiana, was diagnosed with 
lung cancer last March. She 
received mdiation and about 12 
weeks of chemotherapy to fight 
the disease and became the first 
patient to be given the vaccine 
on Thursday. 

"I'm really excited about 
this." she ~aid. ''I know all the 
statistics about the disease 
returning, and tlwy're not very 
positive. 

"But il' this can possibly help 
me and lead to helping other 

people, I'm willing to try it.'' 
The Kentucky Lung Cancer 

Tobacco Settlement Fund gave 
the researchers $200.000 to start 
the project. Another $500,000 
was secured from the state 
Cancer Research Treatment 
Foundation. 

''I guess the fir:;t thing people 
should take out of this is not to 
smoke,"' Hirschowitz said. "The 
second is that we are pursuing 
creative new therapies that 
should offer hope."

Budget impasse 
could hun tracks

FRANKFORT - Kentucky's 
marquee racetracks face finan­
cial losses if the General 
Assembly misses its July 1 
deadline to pass a state budget. 

The current budget contains 
tax breaks for Churchill Downs 
and Keencland. The credits are 
intended to put the two big 
tracks on par with two smaller 
harness tracks - The Red Mile 
and Thunder Ridge • which pay 
a lower tax rate on money 
wagered. 

Churchill Downs and 
Keeneland each keep $12,000 
of the state's tax on wagers for 
each day the track is open for 
racing. That equals about 
$960,000 for Churchill, which 
holds races on about 80 days of 
each year, and $372,000 for 
Keeneland, which races only 
about 31 days a year. 

The tax break requires that 
the tracks spend half of the sav­
ings on capital improvements 
and the other half on purses and 
other programs to help horse­
men. 

But the new fiscal year 
begins July I. and when the cur­
rent budget expires, so will the 
credits. 

Churchtll President Alex 
Waldrop said if the tax break is 
not restored by next year. it 
might cause track directors to 
scale down a planned $100 mil­
lion second phase of a massive

renovation project. That phase 
is to begin next year. 

"This would be significant 
because it would erode our abil-
ity to compete for the entertain­
ment dollar at a time we're fac- • 
ing the toughest competition 
ever," Waldrop said. 

Keeneland spokeswoman 
Julie Balog said the loss at 
Keeneland would be felt more 
by horsemen, who have benefit­
ed from higher purses and capi­
tal improvements made at 
Keeneland's training facility. 

''We would survive the Joss 
of the tax credit, but it would be 
felt," she said. 

Gene McLean, a lobbyist 
who represents The Red Mile 
and Thunder Ridge, said the two 
tracks combined stand to lose •> 
more than $500,000 if they Jose 
their tax break. 

"Churchill is a big national 
player. And Keeneland gets lots 
of revenue from its horse sales. 
But these smaller tracks in 
Kentucky are really struggling," 
McLean said. "Any economic 
hit that a small track takes today 
is very significant."

Critics question whether 
orthorexia is a true d1sorder.

BREAKING THE MOLD 
H you paint over the mildew that 

grows on exterior house sking, the 
Uth !jack fungus v.;n sooo reappear. 
The idea is to get rid of the nildew per­
manently by killing the mold first, then 
preppilg and painting carefully. To rid 
the surface of mold before painting, 
scrub ~ off with a mxture of one part 
bleach and three parts water (or with a 
commercial m~dewcide wash).

FRANKFORT- State finance 
officials said Tuesday routine 
plans to sell short-term notes at 
the beginning of the fiscal year 
may be interrupted by the lack of 
a budget enacted by the General 
Assembly. 

And credit watches issued by 
two rating agencies may have 
already started influencing the 
cost of money the state will bor­
row, even short of a lowered 
credit rating. 

Meanwhile, Republicans 
scrambled Tuesday to insist that 
the public backs their position 
over the issue that has held up 
pAssage of a budget by the legis­
lature. 

The financial and political 
twists and turns are growing as 
the end of the state's fiscal year 
looms on June 30. 

Rep. Paul Marcone, R-Union, 
said the impasse should be 
embarrassing to all concerned. 

··y think it's shocking,'' 
Marcotte said. "I think it's a fail­
ure of the process.'' 

Finance Secretary Kevin 
Flanery told the legislature's 
Capital Projects and Bond 
Oversight Committee Tuesday 
that the routine sale of what are 
called tax anticipation notes may 
be delayed. 

The state usually sells the 
notes on the first day of the fis­
cal year to raise money for 
investing and paying bills while 
taxes are collected. With the 
uncertainty over the budget, 
Flanery said the sale could be 
delayed a month or more and 
tl1at will mean the loss of interest 
money and having to grab other 
state resources to pay the bills. 

Earlier this month, the 
Standard & Poors and Moody's 
rating services warned that 
Kentucky could face a down­
grade in its credit rating. The 
agencies cited the lack of a bud­
get and the fact that the state has 
had to drain its rainy day fund to 
pay for revenue shortfalls th1s 
year. even without a downgrade, 
some damage has been done, 
officials said. 

''There's a cost associated 
with having your credit ques­
tioned," said Don Mullis, direc­
tor of the Office of Financial 
Management. 

"A lot of people don't under­
stand how serious this is," said 
Rep. Bob Damron, D­
Nicholasville. 

Damron said the state could 
be heading toward "a financial 
meltdown." 

The rainy day fund, which 
once contained $280 million, is 
now down to $120 million and 
could be tapped dry to pay bills 
by the end of the year on June 
30. 

"It's safe for us to assume that 
the budget reserve trust fund as 
it exists will not exist," Flanery 
sa1d. 
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Through the 60-day regular 
session and an eight-day special 
session, the legislature failed to 
pac;s n budget, largely because of 
a disagreement over public 
financing of gubernatorial elec­
tions. 

Senate Republicans want to 
kill the program, which has been 
used since the 1995 elections. 
They argue that it is a failed pro­
gram and amounts to "welfare 
for politicians" and the money 
should be spent elsewhere. 

House Democrats and Gov. 
Paul Pauon, who met privately 
Tuesday, counter that public 
financing has worked to reduce 
the innuence of big money in 
campaigns and clean up politics. 

After the meeting, lawmakers 
indicated little progress has been 
made toward a budget agree­
ment. Patton said it was unlikely 
he will call a special legislative 
session before the new fiscal 
year. 

There was $9 million includ­
ed in the budgets proposed by 
Patton and passed by the House 
for public financing. Senate 
Republicans say the actual cost 
will be much higher with nine 
candidates already explonng 
next year's governor's race. 

The Kentucky GOP released 
results of a survey it conducted 
late last week that it said demon­
strated that voters oppose public 
financing. 

Chairwoman Ellen Williams 
said Democrats are making a 
political blunder by supporting 
public financing. 

"Patton is leading the 
Democratic Party over a cliff." 
Williams said.

The Reds held onto their one­
game lead over St. Louis on 
Saturday night by beating 
~ittsburgh for the second str:ught 
game. They have boon alone in 
first place in the NL Centro! o;mce 
April 26. The last time tl1cy "ere 
m the pla)offs was 1995. 

Lindner, former chairman of 
Chiquita Brands International, led 
a group of partners that bought Ute 
team from Marge Schott m 
September 1999 for $67 million. 

Some fans ha\e complained 
that the Reds won't ~rend enough 
to remain competitive U1is season, 
but Lindner said he \\On't alter the 
tcan1 philosophy of breaking even. 

The Reds will lose a "mnll 
amount of money th1s year, he 
-;aid. Cmcinnati's $285,000 loss 
last year \\a., the second smallest 

of any team. according to Major 
League Baseball. 

Spending more won't guaran­
tee better play, Lindner aid, 
pomting to Texas. where the 
Rangers spent $250 million over 
10 years on shortstop Alex 
Rodriguez.
