Turner's work 
outlives him 

Eastern Kentucky lost a good friend with the passing of 
WYMT's Tony Turner earlier this week. Fortunately, the 
work Turner achieved for the region will continue far past 
his tragically short life. 

Turner, 40. died Sunday from injuries sustained in a 
wreck three weeks earlier. He was returning from covering 
a story when the accident occurred. 

The circumstances of his death say a lot about his life. A 
consummate professionaL Turner elevated the stature of 
journalism in the mountains and promoted Eastern 
Kentucky just by doing his job. 

With Turner on the watch, WYMT became a legitimate 
journalistic institution. reporting on the news from Ashland 
to Harlan as a full-fledged news station. not just a bureau 
for some faraway, remotely-connected city. 

In so doing. Turner helped begin a transformation of the 
region around him. For the first time. all Eastern 
Kentuckians had one place to tum to share in each other's 
sorrows and accomplishments. 

Turner also did not forget the power of his position, uti­
lizing the tremendous might of WYMT to promote 
Appalachia and its people. From issue-oriented program­
ming aimed at raising awareness of the strengths and 
weaknesses of the region, to sponsorship of regional 
events, WYMT coupled its reporting of Eastern Kentucky 
news with a commitment to make the region a better place. 

ln doing all this, Turner and WYMT helped raise the 
standard of journal ism throughout Eastern Kentucky. Faced 
with consistent competition from an unfamiliar source­
television- the region's other media suddenl} found 
themselYes faced with both a threat and a guide in report­
ing the news. 

Local media outlets found in WYMT a professional 
news organization that could offer advice through example, 
and those who did not heed it quickly found themselves 
second-guessed by their markets. 

That is quite a list of accomplishments for one who has 
died so young. and it is by no means complete. For anyone 
else, it would mark a final footnote to a full life. 

In Turner's case. however, the true tragedy is not what 
he failed to accomplish, for he did more with his life than 
many who are fortunate to live twice as many years. It is 
that he did not Jive long enough to see all his efforts and 
their consequences. both direct and indirect, come to 
fruition.

With 
Tony's help we could play 
night games. 

My grandmother loved to 
watch Tony on the WYMT 
newscast.

'Out-and-out

The Bu-.h administration is 
about to change a Clean Water 
Act rule to accelerate the 
practice of mountaintop 
removal coal mming, in which 
coal companies literally blast 
the tops off of mountains, 
then dump millions of tons of 
waste into Appalachian 

streams, burying them and 
killing all the animals and 
plants that live there. 

In October 1999. a federal 
court found that this practice 
violated both the Clean Water 
Act and the stream protection 
provisions of the federal sur­
face mining law NO\\ the 
Army Corps of Engineers and 
the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency are trying 
to change the rules in order to 
legalize this waste dumping. 

As if that were not bad 
enough, the new regulation 
would aHow other cypes of 
waste materials, including 
hard rock mining waste.

death for more of our rivers, 
lakes. wetlands and streams. 

Allowing mining waste

Study: Higher death rate from cancer in rural Appalachia

Death mtes from cancer arc 
, higher in Appalachia - particular­

ly in the region's rum! counties -
than m the rest of the country, 
largely because of h1ghcr smoking 
rates resulting in lung cancer 
deaths, researchers concluded. 

For every I 00.000 people liv­
ing in Appalachia, there were 
17 3 .I cancer deaths during the 
stud) period, from 1994-98. com­
pared to 166.7 cancer deaths per 
100,000 nationally during the 
same period. 

In rural sections of Appalachia, 
that number rose to 176.3 c-.mcer 
deaths.'a~cording to the research 
done at the Uni\crsity of 
Kentucky and Penn State 
University in collabomtion with 
the Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention. 

But wh1le death mtes from 
breast, cervical and colorectal 

cancers varied in Appalachian 
states, only lung cancer death 
rates were almost universaJiy 
higher in Appalachia than in the 
rest of the country. 

Nationally, there were 48.9 
lung cancer deaths per I 00.000 
population during the study peri-

od. In Appalachia, however, the 
rate rises more than I 0 percent to 
53.9 cancer deaths per 100,000; 
the rate in rural Appalachia was 
57.2, almost 17 percent above the 
national average. 

"If you take lung (cancer) out 
of the mix, the Appalachian rates 

CDC: Survev of teenagers 
find more using cocaine, 
still drinking and smoking

The Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention examined 
the behavior of 13,600 high 
school students from across the 
country for the annual survey, 
which was released Thursday. 

New radiation treatment 
safer for cancer patients 

Nearly half of the teens sur­
veyed said they'd consumed 
more than one alcoholic beverage 
more than once in the month 
before the survey. But an increas­
ing number are also wearing seat 
belts and refusing to ride with a 
driver who's been drinking. 

The number of teenagers who 
said they had tried cocaine in 
their lifetime rose to 9.4 percent, 
up from 5.9 percent in 1991. 
About 4.2 percent of students said 
they had used cocaine in the past 
30 days. up from 1.7 perc<!nt in 
1991.

LEXINGTON - Ne\\ tech· 
nology at the University of 
Kentucky Medical Center is 
allowing doctors to offer safer, 
more powerful radiation treat­
ment for cancer patients. 

Intensity Modulated 
Rad1ation Therapy gives physi­
cians the ability to deliver nar­
rowly targeted doses of radia-
tion. minimizing the exposure 
of normal organs and tissue 
while increasing the intensity to 
the tumor. 

"The key to this is that it 
maximizes the beneficial 
aspects of radiation and reduces 
the potential risks associated 
with it." smd Dr. Mohammed 
Mohiuddin, chair of the UK 
College of Medicine's 
Department of Radiation 
Medicine. 

"It gives us the opportunity 
to cure more tumor~ in even 

90 days ago. has treated three 
patients using the technique, 
two with prostate cancer and 
one with a neck tumor. 

"So far, patients have tolerat­
ed this very weU," St. Clair said. 
"Within a year's time, about 25 
percent of the patients we treat 
likely will use this form of treat­
ment and, in the future. we 
expect the vasr majority of our 
cancer patients will be treated in 
this way." 

"We still have plenty of work 
to do," said Laura Kann, a 
researcher with the CDC's 
Nat10nal Center for Chronic 
Diseao;e Prevention and Health 
Promotion.

Kentucky is a national leader 
in cancer rates and death. The 
medical center is the only insti­
tution in the state and one of 
fewer than a do.len nationwide 
offering this treatment. 

"We're always looking for 
better and safer ways to treat 
our patients with cancer," said 
Dr. Emery Wilson, dean of the 
school's College of Medicine. 

Traditional radiation therapy 
involves the delivery of several, 
separate but identical X-ray 
beams to a tumor from different 
angles. 

IMRT replaces the typical 
uniform beam intensities and 
enables doctors to control the 
depth, shape and intensity of 
these beams to more accurately 
and aggressively attack a tumor. 

More pinpoint control of the 
beams allows the radiation ener­
gy to be focused directly on the 
tumor and not on adjacent 
healthy organs und tissue, 
reducing damage and possible 
adverse effects of the radiation. 

''ll allows us to give higher, 
more concentrated doses in a 
much safer manner," 
Mohiuddin said. "The less radi­
ation you have to give to areas 
that don't need to receive it, the 
better the long-term benefits are 
going to be." 

Patients with lung, prostate, 
pancreas, head and neck, breast 
and other forms of cancer will 
benefit from this new cutting­
edge approach, said Dr. William 
St. Clair, assistant profeo;sor in 
the school's Department of 
Radiation Medicine. 

"This is one of the more 
important advances in the field 
of radiation therapy," he said. 
"We're now able to treat tumors 
while avoidlllg complications 
associated with traditional radi­
ation therapy. In I 0 years, this 
treatment will be the norm." 

Recent technological 
advances and clinical studies by 
University of Kentucky faculty 
members have contributed to 
the development and optimiza­
tiOn ot IMRT techniques.

I 00.000, was more than SO per­
cent higher than the national aver­
age; rates in Appalachian West 
Virginia and Tennessee were 
almost 25 percent higher than the 
national average. 

Almost all of the difference 
comes from men - Appalachia's 
overall female death rate from 
lung cancer is virtually the same 
as the national rate, but the death 
rate among men is 17 percent 
higher, and among men in rural 
Appalachia it's almost 26 percent 
higher. 

The results didn't surprise Rice 
Leach, commissioner of the 
Kentucky Department for Public 
Health. 

"My state has the unenviable 
distinction of having the highest 
death rates from lung c.ancer for 
males in the United States 
because we smoke more than any­
one else," Leach said. "I attribute 
it, for the most part, to our propen­
sity to smoke cigarenes." 

The study also found elevated 
rates of cervical cancer in 
Appalachian Kentucky, Ohio and 
West Virginia, and elevated col-
orectal cancer rates in 
Appalachian Kentucky, 
Maryland, New York, Ohio. 
Pennsylvania and West Virginia. 

Gene Lengerich, an epidemiol­
ogist at Penn State's College of 
Medicine and co-investigator in 
the study, said researchers don't 
know why rates were higher in 
those states. but said that lack of 
access to health care facilities 
could be responsible, contributing 
to a delay in detecting cancer. 

"And I think we also have to 
look at the impact of the nature of 
rural life, being distant from 
screening sites, from adequate 
treatment sites, particularly for 
advanced treatment," Lengerich 
said.

Turner's death raises to three 
the toll from the crash on 
Kentucky 92 just outside

opposite lane and struck 
Turner's sport-utility vehicle in 
the driver's side, causing it to 
tum over on the passenger side.
