No matter how much some peo-
ple treat their pets like children,
the law doesn't allow a
divorced couple to have joint
custody of a dog, a state appeals
court ruled.

Anthony DeSanctis worked
out an agreement with Lynda
Hurley Pritchard when they
divorced in 2000 that dealt
mostly with the future of
Barney, a dog Pritchard had got-
ten from an animal shelter two
months before the couple sepa-
rated in 1996.

The agreement said the dog
was Pritchard’s, but set up an
arrangement  that  allowed
DeSanctis to visit him, accord-
ing to court records.

In March of 2000, however,
Pritchard moved from Chester
County to Bucks County and no
longer made Barney available
for DeSanctis to visit.

In a decision released Friday,
the Pennsylvania Superior
Court agreed with the Chester
County Court of Common Pleas
that the law cannot treat the dog
like a child.

“Despite the status owners
bestow on their pets,
Pennsylvania law considers
dogs to be personal property,”
Justice Frank J. Montemuro
wrote.

He said he agreed with the
trial courts that DeSanctis was
seeking a court order that is
“analogous, in law, to a visita-
tion schedule for a table or a
lamp.”

The court noted that
DeSanctis still had a legal
recourse: He could sue for
breach of contract, but all he
could get would be the dog's
monetary value.

B TACOMA, Wash. - Gail

The owners of the Pet

FRANKFORT - Former Gov.
Wallace Wilkinson was remem-
bered as a fighter for things he
believed in and a loyal friend
Tuesday at a ceremony bereft of
most of the trappings of his for-
mer office save for a Kentucky
flag draping his coffin.

Wilkinson died Friday at age
60 after losing a battle to cancer.

Wilkinson grew up in Casey
County with a special apprecia-
tion of the power of government
to help people, said Danny
Briscoe, once one of his closest
political advisers.

“He grew up with the history
and the tradition,” Briscoe said.
He took that with him to the
office when he won a stunning
election in 1987.

Wilkinson loved the job as
much as anyone who has ever
been governor, Briscoe said.

But his term was marked by
turmoil. Wilkinson tangled with
the General Assembly almost
constantly. He often defied tra-
ditional power brokers.

“By and large, he enjoyed
fighting and he got into a lot of
them,” Briscoe said.

One of those fights, however,
eventually produced the 1990
Kentucky Education Reform
Act - KERA - generally consid-
ered one of the most significant

milestones in Kentucky in the
20th century.

“He was a fighter for educa-
tion,” said his predecessor, for-
mer Gov. Martha Layne Collins.

He also created the Kentucky
Lottery and built roads to areas
long neglected by the state in
southern, eastern and western
Kentucky especially.

His former press secretary,
Doug Alexander, said many
politicians get criticized for

neglecting their promises.
Wilkinson was no ordinary
politician,

“Wallace got criticized for
doing exactly what he said he
would do.” Alexander said.

There was another side to
Wilkinson, recalled Palmer
Young, the former president of
Kentucky Christian College,
who first knew him as a youth.

“If Wallace Wilkinson was
your friend, you could mark it
down,” said Young, who also led
a prayer at Wilkinson's inaugu-
ration. “He would always know
you, He would never, never
leave you."

Wilkinson was a close hus-
band to his wife, Martha, whom
he met at age nine, and a loving
father to his two sons, Glenn and
Andrew, said the Rev. Jim Bird
of the Broadway Christian
Church.

Bird recalled the joy
Wilkinson had with his sons,

outsider status
even while in office

FRANKFORT - Wallace
Wilkinson came into Kentucky
politics as an outsider and
stayed that way through his term
and after, trying to bend to his
will a system that often defied
him.

The former governor, who
died Friday after battling cancer,
came into office with “about the
same perspective as most people
who've been totally running
their own show and own busi-
ness. He was just pretty much
used to calling all the shots,”
said former Senate President
John “Eck™ Rose. “That works
in business. It doesn't always
work in government.”

Predictably, Rose and other
leaders of the General Assembly
soon found themselves butting
heads with a pugnacious gover-
nor who could turn on the charm
or heap contempt,

Wilkinson seemed to relish
confrontation. In a book he
wrote after leaving office,
Wilkinson said he deliberately
fought with the General
Assembly because it had been
gaining power at the expense of
the executive branch,

*I came into office under-
standing that [ would have Lo put
up a fight for some of the things

Early Times
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I wanted,” Wilkinson wrote,
“All this, talk ;about ‘working
with the~-General Assembly’
actually was nonsense. ... From
a practical standpoint, 1 really
had no other option than to enter
into open political warfare with
the legislature.”

The conflict robbed
Wilkinson of some credit for
what is arguably the greatest
change in Kentucky government
in the last half-century - the
1990 Kentucky Education
Reform Act.

Richard “Smitty” Taylor,
who was Wilkinson's chief of
staff for much of the administra-
tion and is now a prominent lob-
byist in  Frankfort, said
Wilkinson has yet to be given
proper credit for his role in edu-
cation reform.

As a candidate in 1987,
Wilkinson issued a minutely
detailed white paper on educa-
tion that called for a redesign of
public schools and a rethinking
of how they should operate.

He proposed giving special
help to schools in high-poverty
districts, rewarding schools that
did well and holding all schools
accountable for their perfor-
mances - all of which was even-
tually incorporated in KERA.

“I don’t think Wallace ever
got the credit he deserved for
education reform,” Taylor said.
“If you go back and look at his
plan for education, it is a mirror
for KERA."

But Rose, who left the
General Assembly after 1998,

riding, hunting, fishing and trav-
eling, “Your dad was a man's
man,” Bird told the sons, who
sat in the front row, flanking
Martha Wilkinson,

The funeral program was
titled a “Homegoing
Celebration” and Bird said
Wilkinson's life was one to be
celebrated.

“For you see, Wallace lived;
he lived. He didn't walk through
this world, he marched,” Bird
said,

Wilkinson's fall was nearly
as spectacular as his rise.

Unable to win a constitution-
al amendment to seek a second
term, Wilkinson returned to the
college textbook company that
had formed the basis of his busi-
ness empire. But a failed attempt
to create an online book compa-
ny led to a very public bankrupt-
cy. Creditors claimed Wilkinson
hid millions and eventually
many of his possessions were
sold away.

His lymphoma, first diag-

nosed in 1991 near the end of |

his term, returned in a particu-
larly aggressive form early this
year. By May he was hospital-
ized and he died July 5.

The funeral brought out a
collection of friends, political
figures, members of the
Wilkinson administration and
even some business associates.

Gov. Paul Patton. who
ordered state flags flown at half-
staff Tuesday, was an honorary
pallbearer. Former Gov. Ned
Breathitt attended, along with
Jack Foster, Wilkinson's educa-
tion secretary, and L. Rogers
Wells, the former secretary of
the Finance Cabinet,

Charles Wethington, whom
Wilkinson helped install as pres-
ident of the University of
Kentucky attended, as did
Donald and Dudley Webb, the
Lexington developers.

Even though he frequently
feuded with them, legislators
attending ‘v included House
Speaker Jody Richards and
Democratic floor leader Greg
Stumbo,

Wilkinson’s family was
offered the opportunity to have a
service in the Capitol. but
declined. His burial was also

Medicaid requires
better planning

As simply a stopgap measure, the state’s reimburse-
menf payments to health care providers seems an accept-
able solution to dealing with a projected shortfall in
Medicaid.

. At some point, however, the state must come up with a
- long-range plan to deal with a Medicaid system where
- costs are spiraling out of control and resources are
‘nowhere close to keeping pace. A shortfall of more than
- $216 million is expected by 2004.
In an effort to save $60 million over the next calendar
- year, the state plans to lengthen its payment schedule to
medical providers. As it stands now, the state makes
Medicaid reimbursement payments for services provided
every seven days, That payment schedule will be expand-
.ed to every 14 days, and will eventually go to 21 days by
next year.

The problem with this plan is that it only provides tem-
porary relief. While businesses may defer payments as
long as possible to help alleviate cash flow problems, the
shortfalls facing Medicaid are more than a bump in the
road caused by a struggling economy.

The state’s payment plan resembles how it has chosen
to handle revenue shortfall in other areas, plans that
lacked foresight and merely passed the problem along to
other entities.

In this case it’s the medical providers who will feel the

- brunt. Earlier this year, the pain was felt by local school
districts forced to lay off teachers when the state required ,
them to pick up insurance costs on federally funded '
employees.

And over a seven-year period in the late 1980s and .

-early 90s, the taxpayers were asked to bear the burden as
refund checks were delayed five times so the state could
balance its budget.

We understand that government’s role is to look out for
the best interests of all Kentuckians, not just a handful,
such as pharmacists or teachers. At the same time, these

~problems can be attributed in large part to poor planning.

Legislators have talked for years about the need for tax
reform but have been unable to develop an acceptable
plan. In the meantime, they have continuously cut rev-
enue streams that some estimate will leave the state more

- than $2 billion short of revenues needed to meet routine
needs by the end of this decade.

Better planning will be needed to address Medicaid
problems.

The Kentucky General
Assembly adjourned this May
without passing a state bud-
get. Kentucky can survive
without a budget for only so
long. Unfortunately, failing to
act will only make our fiscal
condition worse.
Kentucky faces a $2 billion

- budget deficit by 2010 unless
services are cut or taxes
raised, according to a report
released by the Kentucky
General Assembly and pre-
pared by a legislative consul-
tant.
The report received extensive
media coverage. However,
neither the House nor the
Senate moved to include any
of the consultant’s recom-
mendations in the state’s
biennial spending plan.
Instead, the elected officials
choose to bicker over a $9

million campaign finance
appropriation.

In addition to ignoring the
report’s finding, the General
Assembly failed to act on a
plan to modemize Kentucky's
revenue system. Opponents
blocked even the most minor
tax adjustments — both
increases and decreases —
that would streamline or
modemize Kentucky’s tax
code.

Nearly all of Kentucky’s leg-
islators acknowledge
Kentucky's difficult fiscal sit-
uation. So why was nothing
done to address the budget
shortfall either during the
regular session or the special
session that followed?
Kentucky's looming $2 bil-
lion budget deficit should be
reason enough to modernize
our tax system. But there are
plenty of other reasons as
well.

First, revenues will continue
to decline.

The Commonwealth has not
adjusted its revenue plan to
reflect the dramatic economic
changes of the past two
decades.

Economic activity has shifted

F e, V| SN -

from primarily consumable
goods like automobiles and
steel to mostly untaxed ser-
vice activities like fast food.
accounting and advertising,
Our state government collects
fewer revenues per dollar of
economic activity today than
it did just 10 years ago.

The legislature should
address this problem by
examining ways to equitably
expand the sales tax base. For
example, just capturing rev-
enues lost to catalog and
internet sales would net an
estimated $84 million a year.
Second, individual incomes
will stagnate.

Despite the tremendous eco-
nomic growth of the 1980s
and 1990s, Kentuckians’
annual pay still lags behind
the rest of the country. For
2000, the average annual pay
in Kentucky was $28,800.
The national average was
$35,300 or $6,500 more.

In hourly terms, more than
one in four (28 percent) of
Kentucky's employed wage
and salaried workers earned
$7.15 per hour or less in
2001.

In addition, a recent report by

the Center on Budget and
Policy Priorities shows that
the poorest Kentuckians had
the slowest income growth
between 1978 and 2000.
Every other income group
experienced double-digit
growth, The poorest
Kentucky workers’ incomes
rose by only 8.6 percent.
Because lower-income per-
sons tend to spend more of
their income than other per-
sons, encouraging and sup-
porting work is one way fo
address this issue. A state
earned income tax credit
modeled on the federal gov-
ernment’s credit is one
option. It promotes work by
letting low-income persons
keep more of their incomes,
It also provides a fiscal stim-
ulus through higher consumer
spending,

Third, poor people will
become poorer.

Kentucky's individual income
tax disproportionately bur-
dens lower-income persons.
In fact, a working person
eamning just $5,400 this year
will owe the'state money.

Vaccine tests aim to fight deadly diarrhea worldwide

WASHINGTON - From
Missouri to Mexico, Virginia to
Venezuela, doctors are giving
thousands of babies two experi-
mental vaccines hoping Lo stop a
type of diarrhea that kills more
than 600.000 children world-
wide each year.

It's a difficult quest: The first
rotavirus vaccine was pulled off
the market in 1999 after a
lifethreatening side effect struck
some U.S. babies, making
American parents cautious
about testing new, hopefully
safer, versions. But doctors in
developing countries, where
rotavirus hits hardest, are telling
public health experts they're

desperate for protection.

“This is a disease that's
democratic. Every kid in the
world gets it. Every kid in the
world could benefit from a vac-
cine that's safe and effective,”
says Dr. Roger Glass of the
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention.

- Drug giants Merck & Co. and
GlaxoSmithKline now are test-
ing two rotavirus vaccine candi-
dates in a total of 12 countries;
Merck’s testing includes U.S.
babies. In addition, the CDC is
working with scientists in India
on their own version,

Rotavirus, an intestinal infec-
tion, is the leading cause of
severe diarrhea in young chil-
dren. It can rapidly kill, as the
sickest children become dehy-

drated from 10 to 20 episodes of
diarrhea in a single day.

Each year, 3 million U.S.
children, mostly babies and
preschoolers, get rotavirus,
Good medical care here means
few deaths - roughly 40 a year -
but 65,000 are hospitalized.
Rotavirus costs the nation more
than $1 billion annually in med-
ical bills and parents’ lost pro-
ductivity.

The death toll is much worse
in developing countries - about
one child in every 250 dies of
rotavirus, Glass says. “They’re
so dehydrated they wither up
like a flower, their eyes sink,” he
recalls of his days treating
rotavirus in Bangladesh.

The Jast attempt at a vaccine
ended in 1999, when American

Home Products pulled its
RotaShield off the market after a
year of sales left 20 U.S. infants
with a lifethreatening bowel
obstruction. It was a very rare
side effect - hitting one in
10,000 vaccine recipients - but
deemed too great for Americans
because so few babies here die
of rotavirus. Many developing
countries complained that
RotaShield could have saved at
least 100 of their children’s lives
for every case of bowel obstruc-
tion.

Now scientists are develop-
ing vaccines they hope will
prove safer. Each is made from a
live strain of rotavirus, but not
the monkey strain used in
RotaShield - the theory, still
unproven, is that that may be a

key safety difference.

-Merck’'s version is a mix of
cow and human strains, the
types thought to cause most of
the world’s rotavirus illnesses.
Merck says in early studies,
babies had none of the fever and
very little of the viral spread in
the intestines that often accom-
panied RotaShield - promising
safety signs. Now final Phase 3
testing has begun here and in
Finland, Belgium, Germany,
Puerto Rico and Jamaica, aim-
ing to enroll at least 60,000
babies, hopefully enough to rule
out the side effect.

Merck won't say how many
have been vaccinated so far, but
“enrollment has not been as
enthusiastic as for RotaShield”
because U.S. parents and pedia-

tricians remember the frighten-
ing bowel problem, says Dr
David Matson of Eastern
Virginia Medical School in
Norfolk, Va,, a lead investigator.

-Glaxo’s version is a single
human-only strain culled from
an American baby who never
had symptoms, suggesting the
immune system is spurred
enough by this mild infection to
protect. Glaxo notes the human
strain has never been linked to
bowel obstruction, but studies
must prove that safety,

Glaxo now is completing
Phase 2 trials in Singapore,
Mexico, Brazil and Venezuela,
and plans final testing in tens of
thousands of babies mostly in

OWENSBORO - An
Owensboro biomedical facility
will soon begin producing a
vaceine that treats both cervical
cancer and AIDS.

Large Scale Biology Corp.
signed an agreement on Monday
with South Africa’s Institute of
Infectious Disease and
Molecular Medicine at the
University of Cape Town to col-
laborate on the development and
manufacture of the vaccines.

They would be produced at
Large Scale’s Owensboro plant
and delivered to the University
of Cape Town for human clini-
cal trials, said Ed Rybicki, a pro-
fessor at the university, told The
Messenger-Inquirer of
Owensboro,

“If the clinical trials are suc-
cessful, we would produce (vac-
cines) for the U.S. market in

Owensboro,” said Large Scale
chairman Robert Erwin.
Large Scale, based in

Vacaville, Calif., specializes in
using plants to create proteins
used in the manufacturing of
drugs and enzymes.

The Owensboro facility cur-
rently has a contract with
Growers Research Group of
Monterey County, Calif., to pro-
duce an antimicrobial enzyme
designed to wipe out several
plant diseases: an agreement
with  Phylogix 'Inc., a

Early Times
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Scarborough, Maine, biotech
company, to grow hyacinths to
create a product to protect and
repair tissue damage caused by
chemotherapy; and a Large
Scale-developed drug for non-
Hodgkin's lymphoma.

The new vaccines will be
extracted from specialized
tobacco plants, called Nicotiana
excelsiana. The company
patented the species earlier this
year.

Erwin said there are no
health risks associated with
growing the vaccines in tobacco

plants.

“It is. a ‘very, very safe
process,” he said.

Large Scale has not

announced a timetable for com-
mercial production of the vac-
cines. The South African AIDS
Vaccine Initiative has set a goal
of having "an affordable, effec-
tive and locally relevant HIV
vaccine” by 2010,

Preclinical testing will take
one to two years, Erwin said.

Nearly 75 percent of the esti-
mated 40 million people who
-have HIV/AIDS live in Africa,
the United Nations estimates.
About 4.74 million victims live
in South Africa.

Monday’s agreement gives
the University of Cape Town
rights to the sale of vaccines in
Africa. Large Scale gets those
rights for North America and
Europe. And the two groups will
share the rights in the rest of the
world.

Rybicki said the agreement
“brings appropriate technology
to South Africa to enable the
development of cost-effective
vaccines for Africa.”

Plans were announced in

Wilkinson's directness.

“I'd rather deal with some-
one like that rather than some-
one who was wishy washy,”
Callahan said. 1 liked the guy
personally.”

Wilkinson engendered simi-
larly strong feelings on a per-
sonal level.

*I just thought the world of
him. Still do. It's just a sad, sad
day for me,” said Homer
Belcher, an Owensboro grocery
who was recruited into politics
by Wilkinson and grew to be a
close friend. “He treated every-
one so well down here. He was a

data. That category measures the
success rate of graduating
seniors in finding work, enlist-
ing in the military or continuing
their educations.

Overall, Floyd County stu-
dents showed a 96.69 percent
success rate in making that tran-
sition, higher than the statewide
average of 95,11 percent and
ranking 60th among 172 dis-
tricts for which data was
released.

Floyd County had its highest
ranking in the number of stu-
dents attending vocational
schools — 23rd — with 8.7 per-
cent of 2001 seniors making that
move. That was well above the
statewide average of 5 percent.

The class of 2001 did not
appear to have much relish for
joining the military or attending
an out-of-state college. Only 0.7
percent chose the military
(143rd out of 172 school dis-
tricts) and 1.4 percent chose the
go to college out of state
(132nd).

In contrast, 2.9 percent of
Kentucky seniors elected to
enlist in the armed forces last
year, while 6.5 percent went to
college out of state.

In all other categories. Floyd
County seniors did better than
the state average, with 51.1 per-
cent going to an in-state college
(56th out of 172 school dis-
tricts), 27.2 percent going o
work (93rd), and 7.6 percent
choosing a combination of work
and school (45th).

Statewide, the averages were
47.5 percent for attending a
state college, 27.0 percent for
joining the work force, and 6.1
percent for combining work and
school.

Only 3.3 percent of Floyd
County seniors were unsuccess-
ful in making the transition,
meaning they didn’t end up in
school, the military or a job fol-
lowing high school, compared
to 4.9 percent statewide.

But Floyd County schools
performed much more poorly,
ranking near the bottom in
attendance, dropout rates and
retention rates.

Floyd County’s worst show-
ing came in the area of atten-
dance, ranking third from the
bottom, 175th out of 177 school
districts. Floyd County students
had an attendance rate of 91.34
percent in 2001, compared to a
statewide average of 94,15.

In retention statistics — the
percentage of children held
back a grade — Floyd County
ranked 17th from the bottom, or
161st. Floyd County’s retention
rate was 5,99 percent in 2001,
compared to 3.68 for students
statewide,

In looking at dropout rates,
the state examined two sets of
statistics — one set for high
school students and another set
of combined statistics for grades
7 through 12.

Floyd County showed a high
school dropout rate of 6.52 per-
cent and a 7-12 dropout rate of
4.4 percent. Those figures
ranked 151st for high school
dropout rate and 156th for the 7-
12 rate. The statewide averages
were 4.79 percent and 3.23 per-
cent, respectively.

witness who drove Middleton
and her 3-year-old child to
McDowell ARH claimed that
Middleton was intoxicated
before she entered her car and
attempted to get her to take her
to her boyfriend's house before
going to the hospital.

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Many Kentucky waterways are polluted

LEXINGTON — Many
Kentucky creeks and rivers are
polluted with unsafe levels of
fecal coliform that could make
swimmers sick.

The fecal coliform, a bacteria
in human and animal waste,

found in the waterways suggest
the presence of untreated or
poorly treated sewage and the
presence of infectious diseases,
particularly diarrheal illnesses.

Hank Graddy, an environ-
mental activist, said the situa-
tion doesn’t seem to be getting
any better.

“It’s really hard for me to see
any improvement,” he said
Saturday after looking at results
of water testing by the state and
by volunteers.

Some of the state's 2002
numbers look better than those
in 2001, he said, but that was
because May 2001 was an espe-
cially wet month.

Pollution counts often are
higher after rain because that is
when sewer lines are more like-
ly to be overwhelmed, faulty
septic tanks flushed, and animal
waste washed into creeks.

Graddy, a Midway lawyer,
started volunteer pollution-mon-
itoring programs several years
ago that now cover several river
basins,

The state Division of Water
recently put out its annual list of
waterways that are unfit for skin
contact. The list included the
North Fork of the Kentucky
River, the Upper Cumberland
River, a small portion of the
Licking River, and the broad
ban on waterways “in and

directly below urban areas.”

Other tests, including those
conducted by volunteers and the
University of Kentucky. show
that pollution is more wide-
spread than the state warnings
sugges.

In the Bluegrass region, for
example, high fecal coliform
counts have been found in
Elkhorn, West Hickman and
Jessamine creeks.

There could be a number of
causes, including malfunction-
ing septic tanks, overflowing
sewer lines, domestic animals,
and straight pipes that run
directly from bathrooms to
creeks.

||I‘0|10IIIS keep states
public schools from
earning rewards

FRANKFORT — Nearly 60
of Kentucky's 235 high schools
won't be eligible to earn cash
rewards for improved test
scores, becausé too many of
their students dropped out of
school in 2000 and 2001.

Under the statewide
Commonwealth Accountability
Testing System, schools with
dropout rates of more than 5.3
percent in that two-year span
can’t get the rewards given to
schools that improve test scores.

The Kentucky Department of
Education released data on
dropout, attendance and reten-
tion rates on Monday. It also
attempted to measure how many
students make a successful tran-
sition to adult life by attending
college, enlisting in the military
or working.

Dropout rates are counted by
the number of students who
leave school in one given year.

The nonacademic data is col-
lected from 2001, although the
test scores are from 2002,

Statewide, there was a small
decrease in the dropout rate,
from 5.1 percent in 2000 to0 4.79
percent in 2001,

In other findings:

B Dropout rates for African-
Americans and Hispanics con-
tinue to greatly exceed those of
white students. Although black
rates and white rates both
decreased slightly, Hispanic
rates climbed from 6,65 percent
to 7.4 percent.

B Boys continue to drop out
at a much higher rate than do
girls, 5.73 percent compared to
3.80 percent.

B Although ninth-grade
retention rates improved slight-
ly, students are still most likely

Public’s attitudes abhout economy
generally stabie, though nervousness
growing ahout johs, economy's future

WASHINGTON - Like many
Americans, attorney  Larry
Anderson is nervous about ¢orpo-
rate accounting scandals and their
possible future effects on the
stock market, but he's keeping his
investments in Wall Street for
now.

Public attitudes about the
economy haven't changed much
over the last six months, despite
well-publicized problems at big
companies like Enron and
WorldCom. People have become
slightly more nervous about the
economy’s future prospects and

jobs, say those who track such

attitudes.

“It’s very disheartening,” said
the 50-year-old Anderson, who is
from Atlanta. “I'm still riding the

stock market out ... and I'm hop-
ing everything is corrected very
soon.”

President Bush was traveling
to New York on Tuesday to out-
line how he will address growing
public concerns about big compa-
nies that misrepresent their finan-
cial picture.

Bush said Monday that a “key
element of economic growth is
consumer and investor confidence
in our markets and in the integrity
of corporate America. And right
now. that confidence has been
shaken.”

The public is sending mixed

signals about the economy, say
economists and opinion
researchers.

The number of investors who
say they will put more money or
less money in the market has not
changed significantly over the last

six months, said Thomas Riehle,
president of the polling firm of
IPSOS Reid, which polls for
Business Week and the Cook
Political Report.

“Investors are reserving judg-
ment as opposed to making new
judgments,” Riehle said. “1
wouldn't expect to see investors
running for the exits.”

Greg Cole, a 34-year-old cor-
rections officer who lives in
Mercersburg, Pa.. said he isn't
worrying much about the ups and
downs of the stock market.

“I'm in it for the long-term,”
he said. “I really don’t pay much
attention to it. I'm young yet.”

One reason many people don’t
panic with each gyration is that so
many have their investments in
programs like 401(K) retirement
accounts, eConomists say.

“We're still not back to pre-
911 levels hy any stretch of the
imagination,” he said, but *I
believe. we're going to get
there.”

With the Fourth of July
falling on a Thursday, many
people are siretching the holiday
into a four-day weekend.

“Right now, we are popping™
at Mammoth Cave National
Park, said Jim Carroll, chief of
the external programs and com-
munications divisions. The park,
Kentucky's No. 2 tourist attrac-
tion, had nearly 670,000 visits
for the year as of May 31, up
1.15 percent from last year, and
things have gotten even busier
since then, he said.

“There's light at the end of
the tunnel, as opposed to the
train coming,” said Terry Jenks,
president of the Greater
Louisyille Motel-Hotel
Association and general manag-
er of the Holiday Inn Airport
East, _

“We're inching up the lad-
der” of recovery. he said.
“There’s no leaps and bounds
yet. Certainly the progress is in
the forward motion."

The average occupancy rate
for hotels and motels was about
60 percent last summer, he said,
“1 would like to think we are
going Lo at least equal or exceed
that.”

One trend - a preference for
car trips closer to home and for
fewer days - could have a posi-
tive impact in Kentucky because
of its central location and popu-
lar state park system.

“This year we're seeing sort
of a retum to nature. A lot of
people are taking trips to state
and national parks,” said Roger
Boyd, AAA Kentucky public
affairs director.

“Certainly our lakes are a big
draw. Our state parks are nation-
ally recognized and draw people
into the state.”” Atwood said. The
No. 1 tourism spot in the state is
the Land Beiween the Lakes in
western Kentucky, she said.

automatic pilot.,” said economist
Mark Zandi, chief economist at '
Economy.com, a consulting firm
in West Chester, Pa. “Tt takes an
effort to stop those flows. The
market would be in much worse
shape if contributions weren't on
automatic pilot.”

ABC News pollster Gary
Langer said “‘all the hand wring-
ing about the effect of corporate
irresponsibility has been some-
what overblown.”

Consumers have continued to
spend on big items like cars and
homes.

“Consumers certainly recog-
nize that inflation is still low,
interest rates are low,” said
Richard Curtin, director of con-
sumer surveys at the University of
Michigan. “That's helping to
maintain their spending.”

Riehle said his polling sug-
gests “people have grown more
comfortable with their household
budgets compared 1o six months
ago.”

Economist Ken Mayland of
ClearView Economics in Pepper
Pike, Ohio, said he Sees many
signs that the economy is growing
stronger, including healthy con-
sumer spending and increased
industrial production.

“What we're seeing in our
consumer confidence survey is
that there has been some imiprove-
ment in consumer confidence, but
not a tremendous improvement,”
said Lynn Franco, director of the
research center at the New York-
based Conference Board. “People
are cautiously optimistic.”

Yet some people have grown
more anxious about the econo-
my’s future, according to several
economists and pollsters. In a
recent poll by the Pew Research
Center for the People & the Press,
the number who expected the
economy to get better had
declined from four in 10 to three
in 10,

“We've been doing some
analysis that shows the public’s
perception of the economy is
more linked to the state of the
stock market than was the case 10
years ago,” said Andrew Kohut,
director of the Pew Research
Center.

People have also watched
well-known personalities become
enmeshed with the problems on '
Wall Street. '-

“Look at Martha Stewart,”
said Alicia DeWitt, a nurse from
Springfield Ohio. She was refer-
ring to the style maven who faces
questions about alleged insider
trading of stock.

“I feel sorry about that,” Mrs,
DeWitt said, *“You look to her for
making everything look nice.”

A slump ensued and naturally, thosa in
NASCAR circies thought it was broughl on by the
emolions! 1ol of Eamhardl's death. As the struggles
confinued, Wailnp's future al Dale Eamhardt Inc.,
cama into question,

But Waltrip didnt womry much. He figured

things would work out In his favor one way of
another.
*I've bean solidly, solidly In & gocd place men-
tally sinca last fall* Walfip said. *I admit | didn'y
Know where | was for a while or what | wanted to do,
and tha's unfortunale because so many people
count on'me. | couidn help it”

Now, instead of looking for a job, Waitrdp ought
10 think abiout dsking for & raise.

Ovar the last 2 172 months, Walirip has outper-
formed his teammate, Dale Eamhardt Jr. The. job
that once appeared in jeopardy now seems locked
up. Waltrip Is expectad to sign a contract extension

with DEJ, possibly as soon as this weok, when the:

Winston Cup serios heads to Chicago,

“We struggled some at the first of this year and
that was really freaking me oul" Waltdp sald,
nevar one time thought | cotldn't 8o this job and |
don't bellave that | can't go to Chicagn and win thal
race. I'm happy with the way | look at this job."

Odd as t seems, NASCAR migh! be looking
forward 16 getiing out of Daytona for 8 while. The
two races this year of stock-car racing’s most
famous track have ended in strange and disputed
lashion

This time, &n accident with 2 172 laps remain-
Ing slowed the drivers for the end o the race.
Possibly ramembering NASCAR's decision 1o throw
4 fad flag with seven laps remaining at the end of
the Daylona 500 in February, fans wondered why
this race couldn't end similarty. They showed their
dispigasute by howing seat cushions, beer cans,
hot-dog wrappers and all sos of dabrs onto the
backstreich

“That's & stume 200 pacple make 100,000
leok bad,” Jefl Burton said. “Il's cedsainly uncalled
lor and unaccapiable

Luckily, no injuries were reported. NASCAR
spokesmen Jim Humer sald race officials lalt per-
fectly good about thelr decision. With only 2 1/2 laps
left, Huntey explained, there was no way 1o get the
cars up 10 spaed in time to ensure 4 clean and fast
restan, Under thuse conditions, finishing undet yel-
low made sense.

Still, NASGAR was leit with something of &
cradibility problam.

It has no definitive rules for which conditions
warrant & 1gd flag. For example, a week afier the
Daytona 500, NASCAR didn't throw the ted llag
aven though the race in Rockingham was nearing
an end with an acciden! on the track. But they
stopped the race in Michigan last month when cau-
tion came out with six 1aps to go.

Starling Marin, the driver who ended up the
unlucky loser because ol NASCAR's decisions the
first two wosks, agreed with what happensd

"It's hard 10 take the race away ltom some-
body,” he said, figuring Waltrip. might have been
beaten in & restan,

Waltrip did't see 1t that way — ha clearly had
Iha bast car in the field. He led 99 of 160 laps, and
thinks he'd have won the race no matter what color
the flag had been af the end,

Maybe that's why he didnt view ail the debris
l0ssing 88 & protest.

‘I thought they ware congratuiating me,” he
said. 1 thought # was ke a ticker-tape parade. You
mean they were mad? ['m so stupid sometimes.”

Despite the recent hike in
postage rates, though, there

Then there are those who
figure that the postal depart-
ment had better be careful,
or it'll price itself right out
of existence.

A large number of compa-

FRANKFORT The
Kentucky Cabinet for Health
Services wants this cookout
season to be safe and healthy,
and is providing the following
food safety tips for Kentucky
families.

“During  the summer
months, a great number of fam-
ilies and gatherings will be
cooking out and preparing
foods for meals,” said Guy
Delius, Assistant Director of
the Division of Public Health
Protection and Safety. “With
the hot summertime tempera-
tures, extra food safety precau-
tions should be taken.”

The Cabinet’s Food Safety
Branch wants: to remind
Kentucky cooks of somg gen-
eral food safety tips in hopes of
ensuring safe. healthy meals.
Always important, is to be sure
all ground beef or hamburgers
are thoroughly cooked with no
pink inside, and heated to an
internal temperature of the
meal to at least 155-160
degrees F. DO NOT SERVE
OR EAT UNDERCOOKED
HAMBURGERS. Remember
not to put the cooked burgers
back on the same plate the raw
burgers were on, without wash-
ing the plate properly. Be sure
to keep your hands clean, don’t
cross contaminate hands or sur-

faces, COOK foods thorough-
ly, keep food contact surfaces
clean, wash raw fruits and veg-
etables, don’t let foods stay at
room temperature and refriger-
ate foods promptly after the
meal.

Anita Travis. Manager of
the Food Safety Branch says
during potluck gatherings, peo-
ple should be especially con-
scious of these food safety tips,
A potluck is where different
individuals make foods for a
common event and share each
other’s meals. As these events
sometimes feed multiple per-
sons or families, one mistake
can cause problems for many.
Each cook should follow these
keys to food safety to provide
safe meals at gatherings:

WASH HANDS

Before eating, before
preparing food, after using the
bathroom, handling raw meal
or poultry, changing diapers,
and after handling pets. Use
soap, warm clean wateér to
wash and a paper towel to dry
hands,

CLEAN AND SANITIZE
FOOD CONTACT
SURFACES OFTEN

Each time I look at a new class of
beginner obedience students and their
dogs, 1 am transported back for a few
moments to the time that I was standing
in their shoes, an unruly German
Shepherd at my side, not knowing what
10 expect.

I started my foray into training dogs
because of that Shepherd, an animal
shelter adoptee who was huge, clumsy,
slightly aggressive, and, I am con-
vinced. afflicted with some sort of atten-
tion deficit disorder. To make things
worse, | am a total klutz, and dyslexic to
boot. We were undoubtedly the worst
pair Chuck Justice ever tried to work
with.

Chuck's classes were reminiscent of
marine boot camp; his intention was to
turn out students and dogs ready to enter
the competition obedience ring. Every
movement-was supposed to be choreo-
graphed, precise and smooth. A set of

instructions might go something like
this: “Begin by placing your dog in Heel
Position at your left side. Slide your
right hand to the hasp of the collar and
apply pressure upward; at the same
time, place your left hand over the dog’s
hips and apply pressure downward. Say
the word ‘Sit’ as you do this, and praise
your dog. Fan-fold your lead and hold
it with both hands so there is 4 moderate
amount of slack between you and the
dog, When I say "Forward’, | want you
to say ‘Heel', step forward on your left
foot and encourage the dog to come
with you. We will be moving in a
counter-clockwise circle,”

I spent the first three weeks hope-
lessly tangled in my six-foot leash.
Since Fritz stands almost level with my
waist, 1 had more slack than T knew
what to do with, The fact that he does-
n't weigh much less than me didn’t help
either. “Heel Position™ refers to the dog
keeping the area between his shoulder
and head pretty much parallel to the

handler's left leg. Keeping Fritz” entire
body somewhere in my general vicinity
was about the best that I could hope for.
Occasionally his mind even wandered
back to what we were doing. My hands
were sore and sometimes bleeding by
the end of each class, and I was often in
tears on the way home,

I don’t think Chuck realized at first
that I wasn't kidding about the dyslexia
or using it as an excuse. While every-
one else was working on perfecting
their technique, I was still trying to sort
out left from right, T walked into fences,
tripped over my own feet, fell flat, and
once knocked Pat down during a heel-
ing exercise. (Everyone else had turned
in the correct direction).

Clockwise and Counter-clockwise
were (and still are) a nightmare.
Eventually a friend who is similarly
challenged told me he imagined the
entire training area as the face of a clock
with the kennel building at 12:00. That
helped; from there I only had to mental-

orner: The class klutz

Iy let the clock runa few seconds to fig-
ure out the direction. Anyway, by that
time Chuck had started to point and add,
“Carol, that means THIS way!” to his
directions.

Fritz and 1 eventually made it
through that first class. We failed mis-
erably, but we made it through. Pat took
Fritz through a second time, and failed
again - Fritz was just as happy and just
as goofy and knew about as much at the
end of the second class as he did at the
beginning of the first one. (Now, years
later, when asked to sit, he still gives me
a dumbfounded look that says “Wait, |
think maybe I know that one.”)

Meanwhile, I signed up for another
class with Casey, my Chow-Golden
Retriever mix. We won a trophy and a
blue ribbon at graduation, and I was
hooked. From then until Chuck’s sud-
den death several years later, T took

Care and feeding of the vegetarian teen

from the American Institute
from Cancer Research

When Lisa, Bart's sister on
The Simpsons, became a vegetar-
ian, it should have been a clue.
Trends are often reflected in tele-
vision sitcoms, and teen vegetari-
anism is definitely a trend. Recent
surveys show close to 40 percent
of teens identify themselves as
vegetarians.

For many reasons-health, reli-
gion, ethics, weight, fashion,
environment-American (eenagers
have given up Big Macs for veg-
gie burgers.

There are vegetarian rock
bands and vegetarian movie stars.
And, for the record, Socrates,
Leonardo da Vinci, Benjamin
Franklin, Mahmatma Gandhi,
Albert Einstein and Clara Barton
were all vegetarians.

The trend is apparent at the
supermarket. Until a few years
ago, vegetarian foods were only
available in health food stores.
Now major supermarket chains
carry vegetarian entrees and
soymilk.

According to the American
Institute for Cancer Research, a
predominantly plant-based diet
that includes a small amount of
animal protein can help prevent
chronic disease. But, for those
who prefer to eliminate animal
products, all the necessary nutri-
ents for health are available in a
well-balanced and varied vegetar-

1an diet.

The key phrase is “well-bal-
anced and varied.” Parents’ main
concerns with vegetarianism are
the nutritional and protein needs
of their children. A diet with plen-
ty of vegetables, fruits, leafy
greens, whole-grain foods, nuts,
seeds and legumes will meet
those needs. Some vegetarians
will eat dairy products and eggs.
Other good sources of protein for
vegetarians are beans, breads,
cereals, nuts, peanut butter, tofu
and soymilk.

The following recipe produces
a burger-like patty filled with
nutrition-and taste.

Black-Bean Burgers

Canola oil cooking spray

2 bunches finely chopped scal-
lions, both white and green parts

I red pepper, seeded and cut in
1/2-inch pieces

2 cloves garlic, finely chopped

1 can (I5-0z) black beans,
rinsed and drained

1 cup cooked brown rice

Dash hot pepper sauce, or 1o
taste

1 tsp. cumin, or to taste

Salt and freshly ground black
pepper 1o taste

1 large egg white, lightly beat-
en

172 cup whole-grain bread-
crumbs

Heavily coat a medium skillet
with cooking oil spray. Heat over
medium-high heat until hot. Add

scallions, red papper and garlic,
reduce heat to medium-low and
saute unti very soft, about 5 min-
utes. Do not let vegetables color.

Remove from heat and mix in
beans and rice, Transfer to
blender or food processor and
process until mixture is coarsely
chopped. Be careful 10 not over-
process.

Transfer mixture to medium
bowl. Season to taste with hot
pepper sauce, cumin, salt and
pepper. Add egg white and mix in
lightly with fork until just blend-
ed. Mix in breadcrumbs with fork
until lightly blended. Form mix-
ture into eight patties. (Patties

will hold their shape better if
refrigerated, covered, at least 30
minutes.)

When ready to saute patties,*

lightly coat skillet with cooking
oil spray and heat over medium-
high heat until hot. Add patties
and saute on both sides untii nice-
ly browned-about 4 minutes per
side.

Serve plain or with lettuce and
tomato on whole-grain buns.
