Diego and sushi at Safeco Field
in Seattle.

B GRAND ISLAND, Neb.

Jerry and Patti Hirschman
decided on the latter after the
City Council ordered sidewalks
be built for homes in their
neighborhood. The May 21
order gave homeowners 90 days
to comply.

He noted
Engleman School in his neigh-
borhood has been there for
about 30 years and the need for
sidewalks had never previously
been considered so severe.

The Hirschmans said they’ve
met some nice people who've
stopped to read, admire and
chuckle at their sign.

They said they’ve even col-
lected $3 in quarters and pen-
nies.

H ARCHBALD, Pa. —
huge natural pothole hasn’t
turned into the tourist attraction
that local officials hoped it
would become.

Archbald Pothole State Park,
centered around a pothole that is
38 feet deep and 42 feet wide,

reopened five years ago after a
$170.000 facelift. Organizers
hoped the changes would make
it the attraction it was about 100
years ago, but that hasn’t hap-
pened.

“It never took off to the point
where we hoped 1o see droves of
people coming here,” state Rep.
Ed Staback said last week.

Instead, officials said. the
pothole has simply become a
prime location for trash dump-
ing, vandalism and loitering.

Uncovered by & miner in
1884, the pothole was visited by
people from around the world in
the late 1800s and early 1900s.

Officials said they hope more
changes could bring tourists
back to the pothole, which was
formed by glacial movements
about 18,000 years ago during
the last Ice Age.

A 200-acre site just over the
hill from the pothole that was
formerly a strip-mining location
has been cleared for recreational
use. Staback said a project could
start by fall that would add soc-
cer fields, tennis courts, basket-
ball courts and trails.

Capitol Ideas

No real movement on
budget, unless it’s backward

FRANKFORT - Recent over-
tures between the Kentucky
House and Senate about a pro-
posed deal to get a state budget
amount to another round of par-
tisan lunge and parry. No real
movement resulted, though
House leaders may have lost
some footing.

Last week ended where it
began. Leaders of the two cham-
bers remained at an impasse,
horns firmly locked over the
question of whether a budget
should contain any tax dollars
with which to subsidize the
2003 campaigns for governor,

This “partial public financ-
ing” is in keeping with what the
U.S. Supreme Court decreed
that states must do in order to
have campaign spending limits.
Otherwise, a candidate has a
First Amendment right to spend
as much as he or she can scrape
together.

Gov. Paul Patton included
campaign finance funding in the
budget he submitted to the
General Assembly. The House,
controlled by Patton’s fellow

Democrats, kept campaign
finance in its version of a bud-
get. The Senate, under

Regpublican control, took it out
and has not budged since.

Consequently, the new bud-
get cycle began July 1 with
Patton running the state on a
spending plan of his own devis-
ing. Not surprisingly, his author-
ity to do so is being tested in
court, but the General Assembly
may be back in session before
there is a definitive ruling.

House leaders have since
floated an alternative campaign
finance plan that is more com-
plicated than present law and
more difficult, even for them, 1o
defend.

A key part of it - a ban on
spending by the political parties
- seems patently unconstitution-
al, and the leaders themselves
defended it only tepidly.

Majority  Leader Greg
Stumbo conceded “there is a
very real constitutional issue”
about whether party spending
can be controlled at all but
insisted it was worth a try. “We
don’t truly have spending caps
in the fall (campaign) because
the parties can raise and spend
so much,” Stumbo said.

That gave credence to
Republican claims that public
campaign financing is flawed
and has served only to limit
direct spending by the campaign
organizations, not total spending
in the governor’s race.

Other elements of the
Democrats’ proposed alterna-
tive:

-Retain the current cam-
paign-finance system during pri-
maries and runoffs, including a
specification in the budget law
that campaign funding is a “nec-
essary governmental expense.”
That wording is crucial. It
means that campaign funding
would not be limited to the sum
appropriated. Money would be
added if needed.

-A $3 million limit and no
use of public money in the gen-
eral election campaign. The can-
didate slates would have 1o raise

FRANKFORT — Nearly half
of the members of the Kentucky
House of Representatives have
signed up to attend a national
conference, including some
lame ducks:

At least nine state senators
are expecled to attend, and
another four obtained permis-
sion but may not go.

The National Conference of
State Legislatures, to be held
this week in Denver, annually
draws a large Kentucky contin-
gent.

Among the 42 House mem-
bers signed up to attend are three
who did not ‘'seek re-glection;
Woody Allen. 'R-Morgantown;
John Bowling, D-Danville; and
Gippy Graham, D-Frankfort.
Allen and Bowling chose to pur-
sue local political races instead;
Allen for judge-executive of
Butler County and Bowling for
mayor of Danville. Graham
decided to retire.

None of the three could be
reached for comment. Messages
left at their homes were nol
returned.

Sen. Lindy Casebier, R-
Louisville, whose district was
moved during redistricting this
year and who has announced he
will not seek re-election in 2004,
is among the seénators attending.

House
Speaker Jody Richards did not
return a call for comment on
Monday.

House clerk Lois Pulliam
said members often obtain per-
mission to attend conferences
and do not make the trip. It will
not be possible to determine
exact Kentucky aftendance until
legislators return and begin
making requests for travel
expense reimbursement,

Legislators get their daily pay
for attending such conferences.
Ordinary members of the House
and Senate are paid $163.56 per
day, while members of leader-
ship are paid somewhat more.
Expenses incurred for travel,
meals and convention cosls are
reimbursed for lawmakers,

The NCSL convention is
scheduled to last five days,

Among the topics on the
NCSL agenda are terrorism,
education, health care and state
budgets.

Kentucky's General
Assembly met in its regular
biennial session for 60 days
until April. An eight-day special
session was conducted in late
April and early May but failed to
produce a budget for the fiscal
year that began July 1.

There have been fits and
starts toward talks between the
House and Senate about resolv-
ing differences over the budget
that could produce another spe-
cial session, but that is seen as

elections in November.
The NCSL meeting in

Denver is the beginning of the
summer legislative conference
sedson. Kentucky lawmakers
have also signed up to attend the
Southern Legislative
Conference in New Orleans and
the American  Legislative
Exchange Council in Orlando,
Fla., both'in early August.

Tackett said he and a dive
team plan to be back on the
river this week, searching sev-
eral areas, including one where
a ecadaver dog may have
smelled a body.

“The dogs say there's some-
thing there, but we haven'l
been able to find 11," Tackett
said.

Ward said she pushed for
months to get authorities to
investigate an affair between
her sister and the FBI agent.
That connection finally led to
the discovery of her sister’s
body. Ward said she plans to
cuntinue pushing just as hard
for help to find her brother’s
body.

“We know he's gone. We
know he's dead,” Ward said.

In the post-Enron debate, anti-reformers argue that capitalism
will self-correct. There is often a lot of truth to this notion: The
best governmenl response 1o corporate crises is frequently no
response. But accounting reform is an exception. The case of
WorldCom, the long-distance telecommunications company that
announced history's biggest bankruptcy on Sunday, illustrates both
halves of this argument. It shows why government should resist
interventions it might find tempting, and at the same time why it
should fix the accounting system,

The financial fallout from WorldCom is staggering. Its share-
holders once owned a company worth about $120 billion; they are
now left with a wreck worth virtually nothing. Banks and bond-
holders have $41 billion in loans to WorldCom; a large chunk of
that capital will never be repaid. What’s more, WorldCom’s bank-
ruptcy may prove infectious. If the firm oses court protection to
wipe out its debts, it may emerge strong enough 1o push wobbly
rivals into bankruptcy as well.

Faced with this melidown, it's natural to wonder whether gov-
ernment should seek to stabilize the industry. After all, retirement
funds are hurting, workers face layoffs, and customers worry about
disruptions to their telephone service. Last week The Wall Street
Journal reported that Michael Powell, the chairman of the Federal
Communications Commission, might favor relaxing the rules on
takeovers, so that solvent local phone companies could buy failing
long-distance ones. putting them on a sounder footing. The FCC
denies that Mr. Powell said this. but industry commentators
assume the question is in play.

It shouldn’t be in play, The local phone companies have been
kept out of most long-distance markets for the good reason that
they are local monopolists. They should not be allowed to leverage
that power base 10 beat out existing long-distance providers and

[

stifle competition. Yes, keeping the local phone companies out will 1'

mean WorldCom's investors and creditors lose even more money,
but that, unfortunately, is what happens when bubbles deflate. The
government’s priority must be to protect consumers by promoting
the low prices and innovation that competition brings.

Which takes us to the second lesson taught by WorldCom. The
tough message to investors—that they must be prepared to lose
their capital—is fair or politically sustainable only if they invested
their money on the basis of honest corporate accounts.
WorldCom's accounts were spectacularly misleading: Nearly $4
billion in expenses were misreported, creating a huge overrepre-
sentation of the firm’s profits. Under these circumstances,
investors have a right to feel outraged—and entitled to compensa-
tion.

This does not change the case against letting a local phone com-
pany buy WorldCom, But it does show that the capitalist system—
which is based on letting savers risk their money and in some
cases lose it—cannot function if the savers are misled. Precisely
because the anti-reformers are right that capitalism must be

The relentless expansion
of corporate control over our
political economy his proven
nearly immune to daily
reporting by the mainstream
media. Corporate crime,
fraud and abuse have become
like the weather; everyone is
talking about the storm but
no one seems able 1o do any-
thing about it. This is largely
because expected account-
ability mechanisms —
including boards of directors,
outside accounting and law
firms, bankers and brokers,
state and federal regulatory
agencies and legislatures —
are inert or complicit.

When, year after year, the
established corporate watch-
dogs receive their profits or
compensation directly or
indirectly from the companies
they are supposed to be

ment fails, corruption increas-
es and conflicts of interest
grow among major CEOs and
their cliques, Over time, these
institutions, unwilling to
reform themselves, strive to
transfer the costs of their mis-
deeds and recklessness onto
the larger citizenry. In so
doing, big business is in the
process of destroying the

very capitalism that has pro-
vided it with a formidable
ideological cover.

Consider the following
assumptions of a capitalistic
System;

(1) Owners are supposed
to control what they own. For
a century, big business has
split ownership (sharehold-
ers) from control, which is in
the hands of the officers of
the corporation and its rub-
ber-stamp board of directors.
Investors have been disen-
franchised and told to sell
their shares if they don’t like
the way management is run-
ning their business.
Nowadays. with crooked
accounting, inflated profits
and self-dealing, it has
proven difficult for even large
investors to know the truth
about their officious man-

(2) Under capitalism, busi-
nesses are supposed to sink
or swim, which is still very
true for small business. But
larger industries and compa-
nies often have become “too
big to fail” and demand that
Uncle Sam serve as their all-
purpose protector, providing a
variety of public guarantees
and emergency bailouts. Yes,
some wildly looted compa-
nies that are expendable, such
as Enron, cannot avail them-
selves of governmental salva-
tion and do go bankrupt or
are bought. By and large,
however, in industry after
industry where two or three
companies dominate or
presage a domino effect,
Washington becomes their
backstop.

(3) Capitalism is supposed
to exhibit a consensual free-
dom of contract — a distinct
advance over a feudal society.
Yet the great majority of con-
tracts for credit, insurance,
software, housing, health,
employment, products,
repairs and other services are
standard-form, printed con-
tracts, presented on a take-it-
or-leave-it basis. Going
across the proverbial street to

same contract. Every decade,
these “contracts of adhesion,"
as the lawyers call them,
become more intrusive and
more insistent on taking away
the buyers” constitutional
rights to access to courts in
favor of binding arbitration or
stipulate outright surrender of
basic rights and remedies,
The courts are of little help in
invalidating these impositions
by what are essentially pri-
vate corporate legislatures
regulating millions of
Americans.

(4) Capitalism requires a
framework of law and order:
The rules of the economic
game are to be conceived and
enforced on the merits
against mayhem, fraud,
deception and predatory prac-
tices. Easily the most power-
ful influence over most gov-
ernment departments and
agencies are the industries
that receive the privileges and
immunities, regulatory pass-
es, exemptions, deductions
and varied escapes from
responsibility that regularly
fill the business pages. Only
those caught in positions of

+ ‘chew-chew,’ fad diets have been around for years

Before the Atkins New Diet
Revolution, before The Zone,
before the Pritikin Program,
there was the Letter on
Corpulence.

Its author was William
Banting, a 5-foot-5 former
London undertaker who at 200
pounds was too tubby to tie his
own shoes. But after stripping
sugar and starch from his diet —
and finding he shed 50 pounds
as a result — Banting did what
many men with a fat-to-fit plan
have subsequently done: He
penned a diet book.

Published in 1864, “Letter on
Corpulence, Addressed to the
Public" advocated lean meat,
vegetables, dry toast and soft-
boiled eggs — topped off with a
toddy for good measure.
Considered the granddaddy of
low-carbohydrate diets, the
book went on to sell more than
100,000 copies, becoming so
influential on both sides of the
Atlantic that adherents boasted
not of dieting but of “banting”
their pounds away.

It may have been the first
recorded diet craze but certainly
not the last. Despite a century of
progress in unraveling the scien-
tific mysteries of food and its
effects on the body, the question
of what to eat is far from settled
— as evidenced by this month’s
dust-up over carbohydrate-rich
diets. If history is any guide,
dueling diets and scientific
squabbles will continue for
years {0 come.

“Many aspects of our current
response to food were foreshad-
owed 100 years ago,” writes
Michelle Stacey in “Consumed:
Why Americans Love, Hate, and
Fear Food." “We've traveled
this road before.” For centuries,
humans were blissfully ignorant
of the nutritional content of their
food. A hunk of bread or tallowy

beef was considered roughly
interchangeable. Dietary advice
usually centered on how much
and not what to eat. In 1860, the
Ladies Home Magazine, for
example, recommended meal
portions ranging from 20 ounces
for women to 36 ounces for
prizefighters.

Then Wilbur Olin Atwater
came along.

Long before Weight
Watchers, the Connecticut
chemist at Wesleyan University
preached the virtues of counting
calories, and cataloged the nutri-
ent composition of foods in the
1890s. A few decades earlier, in
the 1840s, German chemist
Justus von Liebig reported that
food was made of carbohy-
drates, proteins, fats, minerals

and other substances,

In 1894 Atwater persuaded
the U.S. Department of
Agriculture to give him $10,000
to build a “respiration calorime-
ter” — a sealed metal chamber
in which human test subjects
were given various foods to eat.

As fresh air was pumped in,
Atwater measured the breath
and “excreta” coming out. The
measurements became the foun-
dation for nutrition charts and
food labels used by the USDA.

But  Awmwater's influence
extended beyond the lab,
because the reform-minded

chemist was not shy about mak-
ing diel recommendations to the
American public based on what
he knew — or thought he knew
— about diet and nutrition.

In magazine articles and gov-
ernment pamphlets, Atwater
railed against excessive con-
sumption of fats, starches and
sugars — often imbuing these
recommendations with a moral
tone implying that certain foods
were good or bad. “How much
harm is done to health by our
one-sided and excessive diet, no
one can say,” he wrote.

Atwater and his followers
also criticized the importance
Americans placed on the taste of
food as opposed 1o its nutrition-
al content, notes historian
Harvey A. Levenstein, author of
“Revolution at the Table: The
Transformation of the American
Diet.” “Their attitude was, ‘The
worst thing to follow is taste,
because your taste will always

Co-pays for some
Medicaid recipients
begin August 1

FRANKFORT — On August
1 a new law will require certain
Medicaid and  Kentucky
Children’s Health Insurance
Program recipients to pay a $1
co-payment for every prescrip-
tion. The law is the result of leg-
islation approved by the 2002
General Assembly.

The co-pay was instituted to
help with the deficit in the
Medicaid budget and will allow
recipients to share in managing
their health costs and utilization.

Medicaid recipients will not
have to pay a co-payment if they
are:

B Under age 18
B Pregnant or within 60 days
after delivering their baby

B In a nursing home, person-
al care home or intermediate
care facility for people with
mental retardation (ICF/MR)

M Receiving hospice services

W A state-placed foster child

M Enrolled in Passport
Health (The co-payment will
only apply to prescriptions not
covered by Passport. For exam-
ple, they will pay a co-payment
for medicine prescribed by a
psychiatrist.)  Passport, a
Medicaid health plan in the
Louisville area, chose not to
require co-pays.

If Medicaid recipients are not
able to pay the $1 at the time
they pick up their prescriptions,
they still owe the payment to the
pharmacist. Those who owe a
co-payment will have the oblig-
ation printed on their Medicaid
card.

The Cabinet for Health
Services is distributing posters
to pharmacies about the co-pays.
Medicaid and KCHIP recipients

safety experts said in a critique
in Wednesday's Journal of the
American Medical Association.

The critique was written by
Drs. Lucian Leape and Donald
Berwick of Harvard
University’s School of Public
Health and Dr. David Bates of
Harvard  Medical  School.
Berwick is president of the
Institute for Healthcare
Improvement, a nonprofit group
that offers instruction on patient
safety,

The 600-plus-page report
was commissioned by the health
care agency in response to con-
cerns about medical errors. In
1999, the Institute of Medicine
said medical errors contribute o
more than | million injuries and
up to 98,000 deaths annually. It
also recommended the agency
distribute a list of best safety
practices to all doctors. It was
released last year.

The JAMA critique called the
report a “superb and ground-
breaking compendium of what
is known about the evidence of
effectiveness” of certain meth-
ods of preventing complica-
tions.

But the critique cited several
simple methods customarily
used by doctors to prevent mis-
takes including checklists,
sponge counts and technigues to
ensure surgeons operate on the
right spot - that were not in the
report.

omissions were interpreted as
reasons to discontinue these
practices,” the critique said.

The experts said the report
focuses too much on advances
ir medical science and gives
short shrift to safety practices
that could prevent drug errors,
such as having a pharmacist on
call in hospitals around the
clock, educating patients about
their medications, and using
computerized records,

The authors of the govern-
ment-commissioned report, led
by Dr. Kaveh Shojania of the
University of California at San
Francisco, agreed that efforts to
improve patient safety should
include practical, low-risk meth-
ods that seem to work but have
not been thoroughly studied.
But they also argued that prac-
tices that seem common sense
may also cause harm.

Dr. Gregg Meyer, the health
care agency's director of quality
improvement and patient safety,
said the report should not be
considered a complete list of

methods to reduce medical
EIrors.
“These aren't the Ten

Commandments,” Meyer said.
He added: “As a compendium of
evidence, we think this is great,
and we also think it will need

updating.”

Monday night also marked
the beginning of the “Up in the
Holler Tour 2002" that will pro-
moie CAP throughout the
region.

Minix was also charged with
possession with intent to dis-
tribute and distribution of 100
Lorcet capsules, 122-and-a-
half pills containing
methadone, 82 pills containing
oxycodone, 223 pills contain-
ing hydromorphone, 55 pills
containing morphine, 106 pills
containing hydrocodone, six
pills containing benzpheta-
mine, 23 pills containing butal-
bital, 77 pills containing
codeine, 118 pills containing
carisoprodol, 34 pills contain-
ing diazepam and 10 pills con-
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taining alprazolam.

Charges against Minix that
are not related to the distribu-
tion of drugs included the pos-
session of firearms and ammu-
nition by a convicted felon,
after he was allegedly found to
possess .45 caliber ammunition
and a .45 caliber Ruger pistol.

The entire list of charges
against Minix are: eight counts
of possession with intent o dis-
tribute and distribution of
Schedule II controlled sub-
stances, one count of posses-
sion with intent to distribute
and distribution of Schedule 111
controlled substances, one
count of use of a person under
18 years of age to possess with
intent to distribute and distrib-
ution of OxyContin, four
counts of possession with
intent to distribute Schedule 11
controlled substances, four
counts of possession with
intent to distribute Schedule I11
controlled substances, three
counts of possession with
intent to distribute Schedule 1V
controlled substances, two
counts of possession of
firearms and ammunition by a
convicted felon, and one count
of forfeiture of listed assets.

Sigil leads to charges

against neighbors

PRESTONSBURG — A
Floyd County man was arrested
and charged with harassment
stemming from a July 6 incident.

According to the police
report. Johnny Brett Adams, 34,
of Prestonsburg committed the
offense of harassment when he
called the home of Buela
Leckrone several times on the
day that her son, Rodney
Leckrone, was killed in an auto-
mobile accident and also placed
a 4X4 sign in his front yard that
read “Dum Asses Dies™ in refer-
ence to her son's death.

But Adams’ father, Johnny
Adams, said the sign was not a

reference to Leckrone's death at
all, but an unfortunate coinci-
dence. He said the younger
Adams had placed the sign in his
yard after he discovered some-
one had driven through his yard.
tearing it up, and that he had
hoped the sign would provoke
the vandal to identify himself.

According to a court order,
Adams is not allowed to be with-
in 500 feet of Leckrone or have
any contact at all with her.

Buela Leckrone was later
charged with terroristic threaten-
ing after a complaint filed by
Adams in which he stated that
she threatened to kill him.

A court date of August 28 has
been set for the charge against
Buela Leckrone.

ASHLAND — Two current
and two former employees of the
Kentucky State Police's Ashland
post. including the post's recent-
ly retired commander, misused
the agency’s electronic mail sys-
tem, an internal investigation
has concluded,

The four sent and received
“inappropriate material of a sex-
ual nature” via the state police e-
mail system, in violation of the
agency's regulations, according
to documents obtained by The
Daily Independent of Ashland.

Copies of the reports were
obtained by the newspaper

through the state’s Open
Records Law.
Capt. John Lambert, the

recently retired post commander,
and Trooper Gary Kistner, a for-
mer public information officer,
weren't punished because both
retired before the investigation
finished.

But the accusations against

both Lambert and Kistner were
substantiated by an investigator,
according to the documents.

Sgt. Alvin K. Taylor was sus-
pended for two days without pay
and dispatcher Trudie Sinnott
received a letter of reprimand.

Kistner, who had been the
Ashland post's public-affairs
officer since 1984, told the
newspaper that his retirement
was in no way connected to the
internal affairs investigation.

No one else could be reached
for comment on the report.

Lambert, a 27-year State
police veteran, had been com-
mander of the Ashland post
since November 1999. He was
transferred to KSP headquarters
in Frankfort on Feb, 16 and put
in for retirement shortly there-
after.

In the summer of 2000,
Lambert served a 10-day sus-
pension for logging onto adult-
entertainment Web sites at KSP
headquarters between Aug. 18
and Nov. §, 1999,

Flewcher had been a wealthy,
217-pound businessman who, at
40, couldn’t persuade any life
insurance companies to sell him a
policy. His response was a diet,
described in his book “The AB-Z
of Our Nutrition,” written in 1903,
in which Fletcher wok chewing to
a new level,

He advocated chewing food to
liquid — recommending at least
100 chews for each morsel of
food. Soup and other liquids
should be swished in the mouth
for 30 seconds before swallowing.
All that time chewing meant less
food intake, which helped acceler-
ate weight loss. Fletcher lost 63
pounds. And doctors marveled
over his odorless stools, which he
routinely shipped out through the
mail to researchers for inspection.
His was also one of the first in a
long line of diets to have celebrity
endorsement. John D. Rockefeller
“fletcherized.” So did social
reformer Upton Sinclair and
writer Henry James.

Dr. John Harvey Kellogg,
inventor of Com Flakes, was so
impressed with the Great
Masticator that he relied on
Fletcher's ideas at his Baule
Creek, Mich., sanatorium, where
he also promoted rainwater
douches and other unusual dietary
regimes.

Fletcherism eventually fell out
of favor, Disenchanted former
devotees such as Kellogg mur-
mured that while his stools did not
stink, Fletcher's breath was “high-
ly malodorous.™

Diets are subject to fashion.
Until recent weeks, the “in” diets
called for low intake of fats and
high intake of carbohydrates, the
recipe that government nutrition-
ists and many scientists insist
helps shed weight and prevent
heart disease, Now there are
claims that the healthiest diet
mncludes more fat and fewer car-
bohydrates. But which will
become the fletcherism of our
time?

“When you look back in histo-
ry,” says Levenstein, the histori-
an, “you see things proclaimed
as universal truths that turned
out to be not $o universal.”

Media pick Marshall
to win fifth MAC
foothall title

DETROIT, Mich. - By an
overwhelming margin, the
Marshall University Thundering
Herd football team was tabbed
today by league media members
to reclaim the Mid-American
Conference football title that it
won from 1997-2000,

The voting was announced at
the league’s annual football
media day. Marshall was tabbed
by 43 of 47 voters to win the
East Division and garnered 41
nods to win the championship
gume on Dec. 7. Bowling Green
was selected by a close margin
1o capture the West Division just
ahead of defending MAC
Champion Toledo.

The 2002 season marks
changes as the University of
Central Flonda joins the MAC
for football only and will com-
pete in the East Division, BGSU
moves from the East, where it
has competed since 1997, to the
West Division. The MAC went
to divisional play in 1997 when
it expanded from 10 to 12 teams.

While Marshall was a clear
favorite in the East, the West
race 1s expecied to be very close
and quite possibly could come
down to the Nov. 30 meeting
between the rival Falcons and
Rockets.

BGSU's 25 first place votes
and 283 rtotal points edged the
Rockets’ 266 point total and 13
first place notices. Western
Michigan falls into the No. 3
slot with 205 points and three
first place votes as the Broncos,
divisional winners in 1999 and
2000, seek a return to the top
spot. The No, 4 and No. 5
places, respectively, go to
Northern IHinois (201) and Ball
State (188), two teams that tied
Toledo for the divisional title
last year. The Huskies (4) and
Cardinals (2) also were named
on ballots to win the division.
Central Michigan (118) and
Eastern Michigan (55) round out
the West Division.

Miami and UCF appear to be
the top challengers to the
Thundering Herd in the East
Division, The RedHawks earned
a 257 to 248 point margin over
the Golden Knights for the sec-
ond spot in the division.

Miami was recognized with
three first place votes and UCF
one. Kent State, which won four
of its last five games last year to
finish with its first winning
mark in 15 seasons, is predicted
in fourth place. Akron (136),
which finished with two wins to
end the season is slated for the
fifth spot. Ohio (111), looking to
rebound from a one win season
was selected for sixth place.
Buffalo (66), which closed
strong with two late season vic-
tories, finished seventh.

Marshall was a convincing
favorite to win the MAC title
game, which will be held at the
home stadium of the East
Division winner. The Herd
received 41 votes, while Miami
and Toledo had two each and
Bowling Green and UCF one
each.

CHARLOTTE, N.C.
Julius Peppers, expected to be
the comerstone of the Carolina
Panthers’ rebuilding effort, will
become the highest paid player
in franchise history.

Peppers, the second overall
pick in this year's NFL draft,
agreed o terms on a seven-year
contract that could be worth
more than $50 million if incen-
tives Kick in, a source close to
the negqtialjons said Tuesday on
condition of anonymity.

The deal, agreed to Monday,
tops Carolina’s previous highest
contract — a seven-year, $46.5
million deal given to defensive
tackle Sean Gilbert in 1998.

The agreement came just
days before Peppers reports to
his first NFL training camp. The
Panthers open camp Friday and
new coach John Fox wanted the
defensive end there at the start
as Carolina tries to rebuild after
last year's 1-15 season.

“Julius is a player we are
obviously counting on and it is

important for him as well as all
the new players to be in fraining
camp because the learning pro-
ceeds at an accelerated pace,”
Fox said. “We were very pleased
with Julius in the minicamps
and are excited about working
with him at camp.”

When Peppers signs the deal
later this week. he's expected to
receive a $13 million signing
bonus,

The Panthers haven't reached
deals  with running back
DeShaun Foster, the team’s sec-
ond selection, and quarterback
Randy Fasani, the fifth-round
pick. Both are expected to come
to terms before the start of
camp, but Fasant is closer 1o a
contract than Foster is.

“Right now, we're not close
to a deal with DeShaun, but that
can all change with one phone
call,” Panthers general manager
Marty Hurney said.

An All-American at North
Carolina, Peppers is expected 1o
start at left defensive end for the
Panthers.

Peppers played three seasons
for the Tar Heels and ranked

second in school history with
30.5 sacks. As a sophomore in
2000, he led the nation with I5
sacks — just one shy of
Lawrence Taylor’s school
record set in 1980.

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~Critter Corner: Understanding spay surgery part 1

As many articles as I've written
on reasons to spay your pet, I donft
think Iive ever explained exactly
what a spay surgery entails. Since 1
had never looked up the derivation of
the word spay before, | was surprised
to learn that it is from the Gaelic
word spoth, meaning “to castrate”, It
now is used to refer to the surgical
desexing of a female animal. (In the
same vein, the word neuter generally
is used for the surgical procedure in
the male, although the word itself
can refer to either sex.) The medical
term for spay surgery is actually
ovariohysterectomy no wonder we
prefer the shorter word. By the way,
the past tense of spay is spayed, not
“spaded”. It's a word that is com-
monly misused, and to me it always
conjures up an image of performing
surgery with a garden trowel!

I'll walk you through what hap-
pens to your pet from the time she
disappears into “the back” at the
vel's office when you drop her off for
surgery. You of course held her off
food several hours prier to surgery.
This is to reduce the chance that she

will vomit up anything during anaes-
theisa that could be aspirated into the
windpipe and cause pneumonia.
Sometimes during an emergency. we
donit have time to do this, so we
have to be even more cautious when
we anaesthetize these patients.

A quick review of the animalis
history and a brief physical exam are
done to make sure nothing is present
that might make cause problems with
the surgery old injuries, respiratory
infections, etc. If everything looks
okay, the animal is given a drug or
combination of drugs to induce
anaestheisa. The exact drugs used
varies from vet to vet, Once the ani-
mal has become relaxed enough, an
endotracheal tube is placed in the
windpipe. This ensures an open air-
way. The tube may be connected to a
gas anaesthetic machine if this is the
type of anaestheisa being used. Even
if the animal is maintained on an
injectable anaesthetic, the tube
serves several other purposes. An
inflatable cuff at the base of the tube
helps seal off the trachea, so even if
the animal should vomit, it would be
hard for anything to go into the
lungs. The surgical assistant uses the

sounds and volume of air coming
from the tube to assess the quality of
respirations, and can suction out the
tube if there are a lot of airway secre-
tions. Should the unthinkable hap-
pen, and the animal stop breathing,
the tube is used to deliver artificial
respiration during CPR. (Although
surgical procedures are generally
safe, they all carry some degree of
risk.)

Once the animal is intubated and
stable; she is positioned on her back
(or more properly, in dorsal recum-
bency, since medical terminologists
always have to make things more
complicated). The animal’s legs are
usually tied to the table. Although it
looks like something out of the
Spanish Inquisition, we do this to
keep her from tipping over on to her
side during surgery. The head of the
surgery table is rotated down slight-
ly, so that the front half of the animal
is lower than the back half. This
allows the abdominal contents to fall
forward slightly and gets them out of
the surgeon’s way. The animal is
prepped by clipping the hair away
from the surgical site and then clean-
ing the area several times with a spe-

cial bacteria-killing scrub solution.
A final application of surgical disin-
fectant completes the prep.

At this point, the animal is cov-
ered with a sterile drape that exposes
only the proposed incision site, the
sterile’ instruments are laid out on
another sterile drape, and the surgeon
puts on sterile surgical gloves. A
trained assistant or veterinary techni-
cian takes her place at the animal’s
head and monitors its condition and
the plane of anaestheisa throughout
the procedure. There are many things
she must pay attention to. Among
these are the heart and lung sounds,
the color of the gums and inner lips
(these give a good idea of the blood
pressure), and certain reflexes that
indicate depth of unconsciousness
(such as the presence of a blink
response to a light touch on the eye-
lids). She keeps the surgeon filled in
on what she is finding.

Preparing the animal for a spay
can take almost as long as the proce-
dure itself; and in the same way, I
realize I have taken up an entire arti-
cle describing the preparations for
surgery! Next week we make the
incision!
