State checki-ng mine sediment ponds in East y.

WHITESBURG- A state agency has 
begun a review of coal mine sediment 
ponds and the process used to permit them 
to determine whether they pose flood risks 
to people living downstream from them. 

The Kentucky Department for Mine 
Reclamation and Enforcement began the 
review after finding that n coal company 
may not have followed a state-approved 

design for a pond on a mine that has been 
blamed for flooding problems in Letcher 
County. 

Sediment ponds are smaller but far 
'more numerous than sludge ponds like the 
one that leaked some 300 million gallons 
of black goo into streams outside Inez 
about two years ago. 

Mark Thompson, director of field ser­
vices for the state agency, said the review 
was initiated after inspectors cited Premier 

Elkhorn Coal Co. for not follo\\ing an 
approved design for the pond ut Chopping 
Branch in McRollcns. 

The :\1ountuin 1--::aglc of Whitesburg 
reported in Wednesday's editions that 
inspectors ordered Premier Elkhorn to 
grade. seed and plant vegetation on din 
and rock around the pond uftcr linding that 
conditions llll the 800-acre surface mine 
didn't match the design approved by the 
state. The pond is at the base of a so-called

FRANKFORT Most 
Kentucky candidates refuse to 
answer questions posed by a 
nonpartisan voter watchdog 
group about their positions on a 
range of issues. 

The response rate from 
Kentucky candidates is even 
lower than most other states, 
said Adelaide Elm, communica­
tions director for Project Vote 
Smart. 

None of the six incumbent 
members of Congress respond­
ed. Two of their highest-proflle 
opponents did - Democrats 
Jack Conway in the 3rd District 
and Klint Alexander in the 1st 
District. 

Less than a third of candi­
dates for the Kentucky General 
Assembly responded to ques­
tions. 

Neither party was more forth­
right than the other, though 
Republicans had a slightly lower 
response rate. 

"The results are pretty dis­
mal, honestly," Elm said in a 
telephone interview from the 
organization headquarters in 
Montana.

The candidates are pestered for 
answers and contacted a half­
dozen times. The surveys are 
framed so that answers are 
always on the positive, that is, if 
a candidate supports something. 

The answers are not nearly as 
relevant as the willingness to 
provide information to voters, 
Elm said. 

"We think it teUs the voters 
something about a candidate," 
Elm said. 

The survey for congressional 
candidates hits on topics from 
abortion and immigration to the 
budget and national security. For 
legislative candidates, questions 
involve topics such as funding 
for education, expanded gam­
bling, the death penalty and exit 

exams for high school students. 
Though criticized by some as 

a liberal front, Project Vote 
Smart was founded by politi­
cians across the spectrum, 
including former Sens. Barry 
Goldwater and George 
McGovern and former House 
Speaker Newt Gingrich. 

Neither of the two U.S. 
Senate candidates responded to 
the survey. 

Incumbent Sen. Mitch 
McConnell. R-Ky., did not reply 
directly. His campaign manager, 
Hunter Bates, said the campaign, 
"does not generally answer ques­
tionnaires of this nature.·· 

Bates said. however, that 
McConnell has a long record of 
votes on issues during nearly 18 
years in the Senate. Bates sent 

Project Vote Smart a copy of 
McConnell's biography and "a 
summary of key Kentucky 
accomplishments since 1997." 

Democratic challenger Lois 
Combs Weinberg said she 
believes in the goals of Project 
Vote Smart and "feel[s] that 
overall it is beneficial to the 
workings of our democratic soci­
ety." 

Nevertheless, Weinberg said 
in a letter to the organization 
that she would not respond 
because her answers would most 
help McConnell. 

Weinberg said she has com­
pleted the survey and would 
provide it if McConnell did like­
wise. Otherwise, her amwers 
would only be "grist for his 
political mill," Weinberg said. 

State has dozens of bigamy cases

LEXINGTON More 
bigamy charges are filed in 
Kentucky than in 11 other states 
that track the crime, according 
to court officials across the 
country. 

ln a state with 25 to 35 cases 
of bigamy each year since 2000, 
Fayette County has recorded 
two cases since June. A third 
man pleaded guilty last year to 
being married to more than one 
person at the same time. 

"It's like opening a cereal 
box thinking you're getting 
cereal and you get an eggroll." 
said Gretchen Tribble, of 
Lexington, who filed bigamy 
charges in June against 
Lawrence Gilbert, an old high 
school friend she married in 
October 200 l. 

Lawrence Gilbert has not 
been arrested and court records 
indicate that he has left 
Kentucky. Gilbert and his first. 
legal wife, Patricia Gilbert, 
were not able to be located 
Thursday. 

"1 felt a little foolish at first, 
but now I realize that I did noth­
ing wrong," Tribble said. "1 had 
no reason to distrust him. If you 
want to judge a book by its 
cover, he put on a heck of a 
show.'' 

Officials can't explain 
Kentucky's numbers, but 
Fayette Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney Joe 
Bouvier said the state might 
record more cases because it 
has the technology to track all 
criminal charges. Not all states 
can. 

In 2001, the year that 
Kentucky had 35 bigamy prose­
cutions, only North Carolina 
came close with 27. 

Florida reported a total of 12 
in 2000 and 2001. In compari­
son, Utah, a state closely identi­
fied with polygamy, has prose­
cuted fewer than I 0 bigamy 
cases since the 1950s. 

The other states that track 
the cases are: Colorado, 
Connecticut, Minnesota, North 
Dakota, Oregon, Rhode Island, 
South Dakota and Tennessee. 

(n Kentucky, the cases are 

not concentrated in any one 
region or county, according to 
officials. 

Bouvier said that he prose­
cutes at least one or two bigamy 
cases each year in Fayette 
County. mostly among "people 
who didn't know each other 
very well -and got married 
quickly." . 

Tribble said she had been 
divorced from her first husband 
for two years when she ran into 
Gilbert on a trip home to New 

York in July 2001. 
But, Tribble said. a few 

weeks after she married Gilbert 
in Lexington. she began receiv­
ing phone calls from four other 
women. 

One woman from New York 
identified herself as Gilbert· s 
wife and the other three !.aid 
they were his girlfriends. 
Tribble said. Her charges led to 
a Fayette grand jury indictment

She said Lodestar. a 
Lt!x1ngton-based coal company. 
was paying for housing for the 
families. 

Lodestar has been issued a 
notice of noncompliance. That 
was followed by an order to stop 
blasting on the mine site on 
Tuesday, said Kerry Holt. 
spokeswoman for the Kentucky 
Cabinet for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection. 

Holt said mining operations 
will not be allowed to contmue 
until Lodestar removes rock 

from the area around the homes 
and submits changes to its blast­
ing plans. Holt said her agcnC) 
had given the company, the go 
ahead to begin rock remoYal on 
Wednesday. She said after the 
U.S Mine Safety and Health 
Administration and the 
Department of Mines and 
Minerals approves the plan for 
cleanup, work can begin. proba­
bl)' Wednesday. 

Lodestar representatives 
declined to contment 
Wednesday. 

Jerry Pinson. who lived in 
the mobile home, wa-. shopping 
when the boulder crashed 
through the bedroom area of the 
mobile home. 

His neighbor, Melissa Logan. 
said she heard a louder than 
usual blast. "Just a fe\\ seconds 
after that was the big cra,h," o;he 
said. "And I looked out mv \\in· 
dow and ~aw that. l \\ ~s just 
amazed. I was sho<:kcd." 

Logan smd the incident hat; 
shaken everyone living near th~: 
mme site. 

'Tm just really scared aboul 
my kids,'' she said.

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A chance to 
make progress 

As Stumbo Elementary's site-based council searches for a new 
principal, we hope the foremost consideration in their minds is the 
results from this week's release of Comprehensive Test of Basic Skills 
scores. 

After spending the past few years flirting with the bottom, Stumbo 
finally hit it. The school's third-graders ranked last in the state overall 
out of 758 elementaries. 

And there was no silver lining to that cloud. In the test's three sub­
ject areas. Stumbo ranked last in the.state in reading and language. 
Only a fourth-from-the-bottom finish in math saved the school from a 
complete wipeout, but then fourth from the bottom is hardly any 
prize, either. 

Sixth-grade scores were not at the bottom, but they weren't much 
better. Of 451 schools statewide, Stumbo's sixth-graders ranked 444th 
in reading, 421 st in language. 432nd in math and 432nd overall. 

We do not rehash these results to add to Stumbo's shame. Rather, 
• we use them to illustrate the critical need for a top-to-bottom overhaul 

of how the school teaches its students. 
Right now, the school's council has the opportunity to get the top 

part of that equation right. A good choice will ensure that the bottom 
gets fixed, too.

Baseball's imbalance 
needs to be corrected 

Major League Baseball players were smart enough Monday to 
realize that setting a strike date would have jeopardized ongoing 
negotiations with club owners. that a strike could jeopardize the game 
itself They also need to realize th~t the obscenely high salaries a lot 
of them make are in danger of ruining the game. 

Attendance is down almost everywhere in the big leagues this year. 
The economy is soft. of course, but ticket prices have kept right on 
dimbing . ... 

The main reason the prices have risen is the game's pay scale: The 
average player makes $2.4 million a year, and a handful earn upward 
of $20 million. 

A team has to sell a lot of high-priced tickets (and have a huge 
television contract to boot) to afford those big salaries. The fact is, 
teams in many of the smaller markets (Pittsburgh. Tampa, Kansas 
City, for example) have had trouble doing so: Their best players often 
defect to cities such as New York, Los Angeles and Atlanta for bigger 
salaries; then, when the teams' performance falters, attendance plum­
mets. 

Despite a modest revenue-sharing program, there's still a huge dis­
parity between the payrolls of baseball's haves (like the Yankees, at 
$137 million) and its have-nots (like the Devil Rays, at $33 million). 
And without some serious correction of that imbalance, the gap will 
keep widening, the same few teams will dominate play and the peren­
nial weaklings will go out of business. Eventually, the game will be 
ruined.

"We're new counsel to the 
case with a 15-year-old record,'' 
Komp said. 

"We hear this in every one of 
these cases," said Justice 
William Cooper. 

The oral argument Thursday 
came during one of the interim 
steps in what can become nine 
appeals of a death sentence in 
Kentucky. In this one, attorneys 
argue that a defendant did not 
receive adequate representation 
during trial. 

Hodge's case is a lengthy 
and complex one. 

He and Roger Dale Epperson 
are on death row for the mur­
ders of three people during sep­
arate robberies in 1985. 
Epperson is pursuing his own 
appeals, but all the cases are 
intertwined to some extent. 

Hodge's appeal Thursday 
was from his conviction for 
killing Bessie and Edwin 
Morris in Jackson County. His 
first conviction and sentence in 
the case were overturned and he 
was convicted again in 
November 1996. 

Hodge and Epperson are also 
under death sentences for 
killing Tammy Acker during a 
robbery of her father's home in 
Whitesburg, also in August 
1985. During the Acker rob­
bery, the pair took $1.9 million 
in cash. jewelry and guns and 
were later arrested in Florida.

don't care about their players' 
health and welfare . 
Unfortunately, these bozos make 
life harder for the coaches whose 
interest in their players goes far 
beyond what they do on the field. 

In a case such as Woodard's, it 
all finally comes down to the 
credibility of the coach. Some 
coaches have earned the media's 
skepticism and scorn. But others 
have earned the benefit of the 
doubt. By all accounts, John L. 
Smith belongs in the latter group. 

Until be proves otherwise, he 
deserves to be cut a little slack on 
how he handles his problem play­
ers. He seems to understand that 
while policies and guidelines 
must be established, and while all 
the players should be treated 
more or less equally, there's also 
going to be a case every now and 
then that must be handled differ­
ently. 

It's interesting that one of 
Smith's critics is a well-known 
sports columnist who should 
understand the importance of 
compassion and second chances. 

Because of using some unethi­
cal methods during an investiga­
tion, this writer had his column 
taken away from him for six 
months. His employer, rightly, 
didn't give in to the angry readers 
who thought he should be fired. 
Instead, the paper kept him on the 
payroll and allowed him to do 
some features and research until 
his six months were up. 

No telling where this colum­
nist would be today if his 
employer hadn't stood up for 
him. Unlike Woodard, his trans­
gressions weren't illegal. Just 
unethical. Still, the publicity 
about the situation branded him 
as unbUStworthy in the minds of 
some, just as the publicity about 
Woodard gave him a stigma that 
he'll carry for a long time. 

But this much is certain: John 
L. Smith has earned the benefit of 
the doubt instead of derision. 
Until proven differently, he's a 
coach who really cares about his 
players as human beings instead 
of just paying lip service to that 
concept. 

He's trying to build character, 
as corny as that old bromide 
may sound today, and he's doing 
his best to deal with a serious 
problem that deserves more than 
a knee-jerk reaction from those 
who practice the morality of 
convenience.

AIR BOATING ON 
THE GULF 

I was afforded the opportunity 
to go on an air boat photo ride 
with a member of my church, 
Alben Johnson. Albert is an expe­
rienced boatman and loves to fish 
for mullett. I also learned that you 
do not fish for mullet with a rod 
and reel, but with nets. Therefore 
you have to have what they call a 
Dog Boat (motor in the front) or 
an airboat 

Albert and I did not do any 
fishing for mullett, but rather he 
took me on a trip that I will not 
forget. While on the gulf, he 
would duck in and out of little 
river waters where some of the 
most beautiful sites are secluded 
from public eye. 

He showed me a ship that blew 
in, from where no one knows, dur­
ing the Great Storm of '93. The 
ship, large in size, was stuck in the 
mud of about eight feet of water. 
While the old ship had been there 
for the past nine years, still it was 
a beautiful site to photograph. 

In our journey, we spotted two 
porpoises who were looking for a 
school of mullett. They were a 
beautiful sight as well. dipping in 
and out of the water. 

Alben guided the air boat 
through grass waters and it was a 
wonderful experience. He directed 
my attention to Rock Island, an 
isle that is nothing but rock, situat­
ed in the Gulf. What a beautiful 
sight that was and did I get a lot of 
pictures. 

On the journey back inland, 
Albert shut down the boat and we 
just drifted as we conversed about 
some of the history of the area. I 
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ago in the Brickyard 400 left

Infiniti is similar to an IRL car, 
but smaller and less powerful. 

He never made the start, 
crashing into a wall during the 
fmal practice session. 

It wasn't his first brush with 
danger. He crashed a powerboat 
in an April race in Miami, and in 
a 1995 rally race, he crashed his 
car in a ditch-- but finished the 
race. 

It's one thing to give Diaz or 
fonner Olympic swimmer Dara 
Torres a tennis racket and let 
them volley with John McEnroe 
for charity. It's a totally different 
story when organizers give them 
keys to a race car and give them 
free reign to navigate an 11-tum 
street course in the Toyota 
Celebrity race at nearly 100 
mph.
