Federal law calls for fines on 
"whoever impresses upon or 
attaches to any coin of the 
United States, any business or 
professional card. notice or 
ad vertiseml!nt." 

State law says that giving out 
money m elections is illegal. 
though its unlikely anyone's 
vote could be bought for one 
cent. 

Penny's opponents said the 
pins don't bother them.

In other business, a decision 
was made to turn the city's flood 
plan over to Lon May for $800 a 
year. Murphy also reminded 
commissioners that the city is 
still taking applications for a 
police officer. as the vacancy has 
yet to be filled. 

Martin County Coal Corp. Only 
one has been scheduled for trial. 

Plaintiffs' attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf. of Prestonsburg, 
ao;ked 'vtartin Circuit Judge 
Daniel Sparks at a hearing on 
Friday to rule the coal company 
liable for causing a "nuisance" to 
his 16 clients. Pillersdorf said the 
findjng of fault would allow the 
plaintiffs to seck damages at a 
Feb. 3 tnal. 

Defense attorney Jeff Woods, 
of the Lexington firm Wyatt, 
Tarrant and Combs, said the coal 
company disputed claims to dam­
age filed by some plaintiffs and 
asked Sparks to deny the summa­
ry-judgment motion. 

Woods argues the coal compa­
ny had allowed slurry to escape 
onto some. but not all of the plain­
tiffs' properties. 

Sparks said he would rule on 
the motion "as soon as possible." 

The coal company's 72-acre 
impoundment failed on Oct. 11, 
2000. Slurry blackened about 70 
miles of waterways - two creeks 
and the Big Sandy Rlver. 

Lawns were buried up to 7 feet 
deep in the molasses-like mixture 
and fish in the slurry's path were 
killed. Drinking water supplies 
were fouled along some 60 miles 
of the Big Sandy River. 

No one was injured and no 
homes were damaged . 

Woods said one couple admit­
ted ''that slurry never came onto 
the property they rent, nor did it 
touch their home." He also said 
the coal company rented a room 
for the couple in a hotel until the

Johnson further informed the 

board that if the David students 
were to continue to be transport­
ed by the public system's trans­
portation services. she would 
request that her office be provid­
ed with documentation regarding 
student drop-off locations.

Ross abstained from the 
board vote citing a "conflict of 
interest" due to his involvement 
as a member of The David 
School Board. 

Teachers 

Board members debated a vari­
ety of options in an effort lo 
increase enrollment and create a 
higher achieving learning envi­
ronment for Floyd County stu­
dents. Among the options men­
tioned were decreasing class­
room size and incorporating 
more technology training into 
the classroom environment. 

Bud Reynolds. Floyd County 
Educatton Association repre­
sentative. chided the board for 
allowing two weeks of the 
school year to pass without pro­
viding arrangements for cur­
rently laid-off teachers to return 
to the classroom 

"Time ha!> passed and we 
still don't know how many 
teaching positions have actually 
been cut by this board," 
Reynolds said. " I don't under­
stand why you've waited ... 
You've got money. you've got 
$2 million." 

Reynolds argued that the 
board continues to create new 
positions such as janitorial posi­
tions and health aides, but class­
rooms continue to be crowded 
due to budget cuts that cost 34 
teachers their jobs as the new 
school year began.

out there," Reynolds continued. 
"Studies have shown," 

Reynolds said, "that the lower 
the student-teacher ratio, the 
better. We arc denying children 
adequate instructional time. I'd 
rather have a teacher in a class­
room with fewer students, than 
to have a janitor. Maybe l can 
start mopping, I've done that 
before." 

Reynolds suggested to the 
board that they have principals 
provide them with a master plan 
of courses offered and class­
room size to gain a grasp on 
some of the problems that arc 
plaguing the schools. "For one 
thing," he said, "we need some­
one to come in and show teach­
ers how to integrate technology 
into classroom instruction." 
Reynolds also said that students 
need an adequate supply of 
instructional materials, includ 
ing a textbook for each student. 

In closing, Reynolds said, 
''I'd just like to ask every parent 
out there to call Dr. Fanning and 
say to him, 'Put teachers in the 
classrooms.'" 

The board has scheduled 
Sept. 9 as a date to reconsider 
and review its proposed budget 
plan. 

As board members pondered 
the question of why textbook 
orders had not been placed and 
how teachers were handling the 
situation, Betty Ro""land. 
FCEA. commented that "One 
teacher went out and bought her 
own" 

Reynolds said of the situa­
tion, "Teachers are doing what 
teachers have done forever -
being imaginative and creative 
and teaching their children." 

Dr. Chandra Varia, board 
member, district 2, informed 
Watson that it was her feeling 
that Watson was the one to be 
held accountable for the confu­
sion surrounding textbook mate­
rials.

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Meager fine 
shows stunning 
indifference 

How much is one human life worth? 
How does $3,750 sound? 
If you're like most people, that probably sounds 

ridiculously paltry. But that's exactly how much the 
state Labor Cabinet's Occupational Safety and Health 
Program fined a Michigan firm for an accident in May. 

That accident, which occurred at the construction site 
for the new Town Branch bridge in Prestonsburg, 
resulted in the drowning death of a 21-year-old illinois 
man. Jeremiah Olson died after he tied a rope around 
himself and attempted to swim across the Big Sandy 
River to carry a cable across. 

Cable Constructors Inc., Olson's employer. was fined 
$1,875 for employing the unusual method, rather than 
using a boat or rope gun, and another $1,875 for not 
providing a lifesaving skiff which could have been used 
to rescue Olson. 

The primary reason the fines are so modest is that 
Cable Constructors' violations were considered "seri­
ous" rather than "willful." A willful violation is one 
committed with intentional disregard or indifference to 
regulations, while a serious violation is a notch lower 
on the scale. 

We '11 agree that it appears to be a serious violation 
for the company to employ such a dangerous method of 
transporting cable across a river. But if not having any 
means to rescue a drowning employee does not show 
intentional disregard for state regulations, it is certainly 
callous indifference for human life. 

If this case weren't so tragic, such a fine would be 
laughable. The message it sends is that regulations are 
far more important than the people they are designed to 
protect. 

We suggest the state OSH take another look at the 
fmes it levies against companies for violations of this 
sort, particularly in those instances in which careless­
ness or thoughtlessness result in death. 

Otherwise, the state is just as guilty of displaying 
nonchalance toward human life as companies who 
casually place their employees in harm's way.

But 
his own behavior as an insid­
er at Harken Energy (as well 
as his vice-president\ record 
at Hallibunon) hardly 
inspires confidence. 

I recommend my neighbor 
in rural Montague. Linda, 
who rescued a giant hound 
named Elvis from the pound. 
His previous hunter owner 
said he had a great nose but 
would never come when 
called. Linda leashed him and 
took him on her daily five­
mile runs, enjoying the upper 
body workout she would get 
whenever he scented bear or 
porcupine. 

All was weU until she 
brought home another hound 

named Homer. In a jealous 
frenzy, Elvis bit Linda by 
mistake, puncturing an artery. 

When she came home 
from the hospital I opined 
that the hound should be put 
to sleep. But Linda, who once 
handled domestic violence 
cases as a soctal worker, 
chose a different solution. 
She found another home for 
Homer, put a muzzle on 
Elvis, and kept him strictly 
confined except for his daily 
runs. 

So far, so good. Why not 
put Linda in charge of the 
Securities and Exchange 
Commission's Harvey Pitt, 
the current chair, who worked 
for the accounting industry 
for years.

Robert Raymond Price, 36, 
of Ashland, appeared before 
Judge Henry Wilhoit in U.S.

Kentucky, not being born here. 

Historically, births in 
Kentucky have outnumbered 
deaths, whic.h demographers call 
"natural increase." But as death 
rate overtakes birth rate, ''the issue 
then is: How do we replace our­
selves?" Michael Price, state f 
de~rographer at the University of 
Louisville, said Monday. 

The answer, based on trends 
through the decade of the 1990s, 
is "net migration," according to 
the forecast from the Kentucky 
State Data Center. 

About 171 ,000 people left 
Kentucky - out-migration -
during the 1980s. but births 
exceeded deaths by enough to 
keep total population from de.din­
ing. The migration trend reversed 
itself in the '90s. during which ~ 
Kentucky gained 190,000 people 
from other states and total popula­
tion increased by 9.9 percent. 

The new forecast is for the 
same rate of growth through 2010 
with slightly lower growth rates 
in each of the two decades that 
follow. The birth rate would 
remain a bit more than 50.000 a 
year, never getting to 60,000. The 
annual death rate. which averaged 
about 36,000 in the last decade, 
would be about 20,000 higher by 
2030. So. too, would net migra-
tion. ., 

"The real growth factor is in­
migration." said Ron Crouch, 
executive director of the data cen­
ter. New residents, on the whole, 
would be more likely to describe 
themselves as Hispanic. Crouch 
said. 

"All the growth in the country 
today under (age) 45 is Hispanic. 
We'd better understand that," 
Crouch said in a telephone inter­
view. 

Crouch and Price said the 
degree of overall growth being 
projected may not pan out since it 
assumes a continuation of '90s ~ 
trends, which included a boom 
economy. Now the economy IS 

flat. which Crouch said could 
bring a ch;mge of migration pat­
terns if people in the Nortll put otT 
retirement instead of moving 
south.
